PRESTONSBURG - Johnny 
Ray Turner retained his 29th 
District Senate win after a recount 
Thursday that saw him edge out 
rival Eric Shane Hamilton. 

The recount began at 9 a.m. in 
all four counties, which include 
Floyd, Knott, Breathitt and 
Letcher. with Hamilton coming to 
.Floyd County to sit m on the 
process. 

It tums out that one vote for 
Hamilton did miss getting trans-

u 
posed to the final results and 
slimmed Turner's victory to 24 
votes. That additional vote was 
found in Knott County. with the 
other three counties all reporting 
the same totals as election night. 

Floyd County Clerk Chris 
Waugh conducted the proceed­
ings and made sure that Hamilton 
had plenty of time to review the 
papers generated by the polling. 

Hamilton stayed until 2: 15 pm 
and was satisfied with the results. 
Turner showed up at the court­
house toward the end of the pro­
ceedings and received a hand-

olds 
shake from Hamilton, who added, 
"Johnny Ray, congratulations." 

Hamilton expressed earlier 
that he requested the recount only 
because the absentee votes didn't 
mirror the rest of the voting and 
said, "Obviously it's a concern 
when it doesn't reflect the rest of 
the voting.'' 

Hamilton also pointed out that 
he was proud of his hard-fought 
campaign and noted, "I am glad 
that I didn't try to attack his fami­
ly, just his record."

Evidence returned after locals

PRESTONSBURG 
Charges against a Floyd 
County teacher were diverted 
during an arraignment this 
week in district court, but her 
job may still be in jeopardy, the 
Department of Education 
reported. 

Based on a recommendation 
from the County Attomey's 
Office, Judge James R. Allen 
diverted the charges against 
Michelle Hall, 29, of 
McDowell, who was arrested 
along with her husband earlier 
this month following an ATV 

ride in the Teaberry area. 
Diversion, a method of the 

courts which allows accused 
individuals the opportunity of a 
delayed dismissal, is used to 
postpone charges against indi­
viduals for six months to a 
year. 

Hall's diversion hearing is 
scheduled for May 2005. 
Misdemeanor charges of alco 
hol intoxication and public 
intoxication will be dismissed 
against her if she has no similar 
violations of the law during 
that time.

PRESTONSBURG - The 
Floyd County Sheriff's 
Department has been left holding 
the swag from an alleged internet 
scam that saw five people briefly 
jailed. 

The alleged scam involved the 
five purchasing items over the 
internet and sending them to a 
benefactor in Nigeria, who had 
provided them with phony or 
stolen credit card numbers to 
make the purchases. That man, 
allegedly named Peter Deanx, has 
only been a voice on the phone 
and made most of his communi­
cation of instructions via the 
internet.

The case went to a Floyd 
County grand jury, which could 
not figure out how to follow up 
the case, since there was no proof 
that those charged profited from 
the scheme, and recommended 
sending it on to higher authorities.

PRESTONSBURG - A grand jury handed down a 
superceding indictment Wednesday against a Melvin res­
ident accused of sexually abusing his daughter. 

Raymond Lee Hall , 54, indicted in 1998 on three 
counts of sodomy. three counts of incest and one count of 
first-degree sexual abuse, now faces an additional charge 
of first degree criminal abuse, a class C felony. 

In what Assistant Commonwealth's Attorney Wayne 
Taylor called "the worst sexual abuse case" he'd seen in 
his dealings as a prosecutor, Hall, if convicted, stands to 
serve life in prison. The three counts of sodomy against 
him. Class A Felonies. each carry a penalty of 20 year to

Prosecutors 
said Gillespie was in a rage 
because he had just found out 
that his girlfriend was interested 
in dating Meckem. 

Police said both teens had 
been drinking alcohol.

Pikeville pollee said Burke 
retrieved the photographs from [i­
his locker, then allegedly told 
investigators that he also had 
videos and a log book with entries 
detailing his activitles. 

Pikeville Police Detective 
Mike Blackburn alleged that 
Burke told officers that the pho­
tographs were for sale. 

''This is one of the most 
heinous things I've ever seen in 
my life," Assistant Pike County 
Attorney Roger Varney said. "You 
hear about things like this in big 
cities." 

Blackburn said the pho­
tographs were shocking. 

"This is the worst thing I've 
ever seen," he said. "This topped 
everything." 

The child, Blackburn said, i in 
the custody of her mother, who 
investigators believe was not 
involved. 

"The child is OK," he said 
''She's been through a lot for a 3 
112-year-old. but she's OK." 

Blackburn said Burke's home 
was searched on Thesday, and that 
officers found more evidence. 

Burke and Little are lodged in 
the Pike County Detention Center.

Keith Bartley, who signed a 
motion to divert Hall's charges 
earlier this month, said yester­
day that he did so in considera­
tion of Hall's career as a teacher 
at South Floyd Middle and High 
School. 

"If we gave her a $50 fme, 
which is usually the outcome of 

- cases like these, it wouJd have 
p;obably resulted in her losing 
her JOb," Bartley said. "The 
truth of the matter is that she 
was arrested basically because 
of his (her husband, Jarrad Hall) 
actions, which were running 
away from the law on a four­
wheeler.

He posted a $20,000 surety 
bond in February 1999 and has 
been out of jail since that time. 

Hall's attorney, Ryan Allison, 
will file a motion to withdraw 
from the case Friday in circuit 
court.

"It sounds good on the sur­
face and it sounds green, but if 
you look farther you find that 
logging and burning are the 
main tools they use," said 
Perrin de Jong, the coordinator 
for Heartwood of Kentucky, 
said at a news conference 
Monday in Lexington. 

The conservation groups 
will file an administrative 
appeal in an attempt to block 
the new plan, de Jong said. If 
that fails, the groups are con­
sidering suing in federal court. 

The new plan, released by 
the U.S. Forest Service a 
month ago, will guide deci­
sions on the 700,000-acre for­
est for the next 15 years. It 
replaced a plan adopted in 
1985. 

Methods for combating 
bugs and diseases were includ­
ed in the plan for the 702,000-
acre forest in eastern 
Kentucky. 

It calls for more Jogging 
than the forest has seen in 
recent years, when lawsuits 
and a pine beetle infestation 
reduced cutting. It also calls 
for increased use of controlled 
fires, which the Forest Service 
says will encourage oaks and 
pines while controlling less 
desirable species. 

Some experts from the 
University of Kentucky, the 
Kentucky Chapter of The 
Nature Conservancy and 
Eastern Kentucky University 
have questioned the wide­
spread use of fire. 

Eighteen groups, including 
Kentucky Heartwood, the 
Sierra Club and Kentuckians 
for the Commonwealth, pro­
posed an alternate plan in 
December that would place 
large areas of the forests off 
limits for logging, burning, 
mining and off-highway vehi­
cles. 

Large majorities of people 
who commented on the draft 
of the management plan 
opposed logging, burning, 
mining and off-road vehicles, 
de Jong said. 

But Kevin Lawrence, a 
Forest Service planning staff 

officer, said it would be irre­
sponsible to base decisions on 
which group could generate 
the most letters. 

"We read and considered all 
the comments we got, but 
there are a lot of factors that 
went into the decisions we 
made; science plays a large 
role," he said. 

Lawrence said, however. 
that the Forest Service proba­
bly has more experience with 
controlled burns than any 
other agency in the state, and 
will gradually increase the 
burns until they reach a goal 
of 50,000 acres a year. 

De Jong said the conserva­
tion groups found some good • 
things in the new plan, such as 
a process for finding the "lim-
its of acceptable change" in 
the Red River Gorge. 

Lawrence said the manage­
ment plan is a necessity. 

"Based on what we know 
and understand right now, we 
believe strongly that the man­
agement activities that are 
projected in the plan are nec­
essary to maintain the health 
of the forest,., he said.

After infancy, with only a need for 
milk, the chlld grows. needing more nutri­
ents, and solid food is introduceq. Next. 
the !>tage of food neophohia appears. This 
is when the child demonstrates an unwill­
ingnc:.s to lry new or unfamiliar foods. A 
major contributor to tht: :,ituation i~ the 
chtld's attemrts to <.l'>SCrt his mdepcn­
Jcm.:e and IO establish MJJilt.! !'oCnSC of 
autonomy. by waming to do for himself. 

It is also thought that picky eating l'Cprc­
sents the child regu lating what is needed 
to support hts growth. Picky eating will 
not usually endanger the child's health. 
Even though the~c things are a normal 
part of development. it leads to frustra­
tion. anxiety. and power stru~oJes 
between the parent and chi! I As the fam­
ily is going through the e dil ficultics. it 
is hard to belieYe that they typically do 
not last. but disappear as the child 
matun:~.

picky eating phenomenon is thought to be 
the role of personal preferences.

, result was that parents who 
avoided fat and salt in their diets 
were found to have children 
who consumed fewer calories. 
As in other types of behaviors, 
researchers also concluded that 
strict parental control over what 
is eaten might inhibit the child's 
ability to learn self-control, thus 
leading to overeating and obesi-

- ty. One group of researchers 
found that mothers' attitudes 

" : toward nutrition impacted upon 
" their daughters' cholesterol lev-

els. As it is commonly known, 
parentai influence is a critical 

" factor in the establishment of 
' ' children's eating patterns. A 

toddler is less likely to try a new 
food that his mother has not tastJ 
ed and is not prone to accept 
unfamiliar food, if he/she sees 
their parents' picky eating 
behaviors. This brings up how 
the mothers' behaviors will con­
tinue to influence fhe child's not 
accepting new foods beyond the 
picky eating phenomenon of 
toddlerhood.

gies were recommended to 
make meals and snack times 
more enjoyable for you and your 
toddler. (1) Offer your toddler 
two or three choices at snacks or 
meals. This allows the child 
some control over his eating 
patterns by being able to choose 
what to eat. (2) Provide your 
toddler with appropriate smaller 
servings of foods so he does not 
feel overwhelmed, such as a 
couple tablespoons of vegeta­
bles or meat or a half of a piece 
of fruit. They feel a sense of 
independence when they can 
fmish all their food and ask for 
more. (3) Give your toddler rea­
sonable eating equipment, such 
as small utensils. plastic cups, 
and plates with a lip to allow 
food to be easily scooped. Be 
sure fhat he can reach every­
thing easily. Best to not have his 
feet dangling. ( 4) Permit your 
toddler to develop his own tastes 
at his own pace. Ten or more 
exposures to new food might be 
needed before he will accept it. 
Be patient with this process. (5) 
Your toddler will develop per­
sonal favorite foods. Make 
these foods occasionally, but 
resist fhe urge to make them all 
the time, since doing so will 
encourage those picky eating 
habits and increase the avoid­
ance of entire groups of foods. 
(6) It is best lO schedule meals 
and snacks about the same time 
every day. Toddlers need a rou­
tine, with expectations that they 
should cooperate. (8) Do not 
eliminate snacks between meals 
with the expectation that the 
toddler will eat more at the next 
meal. Toddlers do not under­
stand the physical discomfort of 
hunger pains and might become 
irritable if snacks are not provid­
ed. (9) Make mealtimes family 
times. Eat at the table together, 
while expecting your toddler to 
sit with the famUy, whether or 
not he wants to eat. Research 
has shown that eating dinner as

a family has beneficial effects 
on diet quality and food choices 
later in life. Also, parents learn 
a lot about what is going on with 
their children as they grow up. 
It is very important to remember 
that children need to have sup­
per at home with parents and not 
grandparents, as sometimes hap­
pens. ( 1 0) Thm off the televi­
sion and put away the games at 
mealtime. The toddler needs to 
have undivided attention in 
order to eat and will be more 
cooperative about sitting at the 
table, if not distracted. (11) Do 
not force your toddler to eat by 
punishing or threatening him to 
do so, for this will usually lead 
to power struggles that will not 
help anyone or make the picky 
eating habits go away. Your tod­
dler is trying to assert his inde­
pendence by testing fhe limits 
you have provided. (12) Give 
your toddler juice ( 4-6 ounces 
per day) or milk (16-24 ounces 
per day) as a part of meals and 
snacks. Don't forget to offer 
water in between these times. A 
child who is filling up all day 
on juice and milk will have a 
decreased appetite. 

Meal and snack times should 
be fun and enjoyable for both 
you and your toddler, not times 
of frustration and irritation. You 
are your toddler's best role 
model. Your healthy eating 
habits and your patience are the 
best way to ensure that your tod­
dler develops healthy eating 
behaviors that will last a life­
time!

wet foliage when watering plants 
and aUow sufficient time for 
leaves to dry before nighttime. 
Prune out shading vegetation from 
overhanging trees and provide 
space between rose bushes to 
improve ventilation and sunlight 
penetration. 

Sanitation also is important for 
managing rose diseases. If you 
have nor already removed and 
destroyed old leaves, winter-dam­
aged canes and debris, do it as 
soon as possible. 1bese items are a 
source of disease-cau~ing organ­
isms. 

Many fungicides are labeled to 
control rose diseases. Always 
check the label to be sure the prod­
uct controls black spot and pow­
dery mildew and read and follow 
application instructions. To main­
tain disease suppression, repeat 
fungicide applications at 10 to 14-
day intervals throughout the grow­
ing season. 

Black spot produces darlc, cir­
cular spots with fringed borders on 
the top or bottom side of leaves . 
Infected leaves often tum yellow 
and drop, reducing flower num-

White, powdery fungal growth 

is a sign of powdery mildew. It is 
easy lO locate on such plant sur­
faces as leaves, stems and flower 
buds. Infected leaves may be 
small and defonned. 

Two other important, but less 
common. foliar diseases of roses 
are downy mildew and rust. 
Downy mildew produces lesions 
that are an off-color, later turning 
putplish brown. It leads to defoli­
ation. Rust-colored spots on 
leaves and stems indicate the dis­
ease, rust Severely infected leaves 
may shrivel and tum brown. 

Rose Rosette 
Another summertime disease is 

rose rosette, which affects roses 
throughout Kentucky. ll is not a 
fungal disease. 

This disease is spread by a 
microscopic mite. The primary 
host is multi-flora rose, a thorny 
plant native to the Orient and 
introduced into the United States 
as a cooservation plant and "living 
fence." The disease also affects 
cultivated roses.

growth of shoots, which appear 
more succulent than normal and 
develop exces ive thorns, and dis­
toned, dwarfed leaves. The affect­
ed shoots are not winter hardy and 
produce few blooms. Rose plants 
eventually die. 

Early di ease detection is 
essential to keep rose rosette from 
spreading. Remove and destroy 
any infected roses to keep the dis­
ease from healthy plants that are 
nearby. Carefully remove dis­
eased plants to avoid scattering 
disease-carrying mites to other * 
plants. Since multi-flora roses 
might be a disea e reservoir, 
remove and destroy any located 
within one-eighth of a mile from 
the rose bed.

A Actually, this field has been 
around sin:;e at least World 
War I. Music therapy as a dis­

ctpline got its start during both world 
"<'ars when musicians traveled to vet­
erans' hospitals to play for patients 
who were suffering physical and emo­
tional trauma from combat. Doctors 
found that patients exposed to music 

reported an imp1·oved mood and less 
pain; then, toward the end of World 
War II, the first music therapy degree 
program was started at Michigan State 
Univer-ity. Today there are many 
quality programs accredited by the 
American Music Therapy 
Association, including one here nt 
Ohio University. Students in these 
programs receive training in music 
and how to use it a a therapeutic tool. 
Skills are acquired through classroom 
study and in supervised, community­
based clinical field placements. 

The growth of this field has been 
spurred by a body of research evi­
dence showing that listening to music 
can have emotional and physiological 

A dramatic exumple of the effec­
tiveness of music therapy carne from u 
90-ycar-old woman who testified at u 
U.S. Senutc hearing in the 1990s. She 
told the senators that her doclOrs had 
said he would never walk again, but 
that through mu ic therapy he wa 
able to forget about her pain and then 
could walk with assistance. 

Some doctors have begun to regard 
music therapy as a useful tool in treat­
ing neurological disorders. especially 
Parkinson's and Alzheimds diseases. 
A growing number of clinics now use 
music on a regular basi to help devel­
opmentally disabled children learn 
and communicate with each other.
