Calls to the department 
from citizens along Route 
40 later led the depart­
ment to the Oil Springs 
Volunteer Fire 
pepartment, where a foot 
chase ensued. in the end 
Brian Benton was caught 

nd charged with fleeing 
and evadmg police, fourth­
degree assault, resisting 
arrest and terroristic 
threatening.

JVEL - The quiet subdivision of Rolling Acres, off 
U.S. 23 in Ivel, was wracked with explosions Monday 
morning when an apparent pipeline leak released naruraJ 
gas and saw several homes explode . 

.. It was like an earthquake." recalled Rolling Acres res­
ident Sharon Harris. "The whole house was baking." 

Harris was saved by a passerby who knocked at her 
door and warned her to get out. When she did emerge 
from her home, she was shocked by the devastation and 
chaos that now ruled her subdivision. 

·'I saw ambulances and fire trucks." Harris said. "I 
decid~d to go to the AJpike hotel and call my daughter." 

Harris also spotted a neighbor. who was later hospital­
ized, stumbling along the street without shoes on and in 
an apparent daze. She noted that rescue workers were 
attending to everyone and got footwear for those who 
were caught outside before they had fimshed getting 
dressed for the day. 

Before heading to the Alpikc Harris Looked over her 
shoulder at the smoking remains of several homes and 
murmur~d. "We've lived here 20 yea.rs.''

There are still 37 egg shells 
from the parakeets in museums 
around the country. The 
Franklin County Historical 
Association in Mount Vernon, 
Texas, discovered last year it 
had a Carolina parakeet egg in 
its collection. 

In preparing it for exhibit, the 
museum decided not to clean it 
after someone mentioned the 
shell could have a bit of dried 
DNA from blood or fluid.

His personal car was 
engulfed in flame , which ren­
dered it inoperable and deaJt out 
second- and third-degree bums to 
the trooper. 

Conn had to exit hi car from 
the window, as his burnt hands 
could not operate the door release. 
He then proceeded to help a 
neighbor rescue her daughter. He 
then went back for the mother and 
got her to safety before collapsing 
from hi own wounds. 

Conn is currently being treated

Heroes among 
the ashes 

The shocking events at Ivel 
Monday morning, when an 
explosion destroyed five homes 
in the Rolling Acre subdivi­
sion, left aU of u nmned and 
gave us rea on to pause and 
reflect on how tragedy can 
strike when lea ·t expected. 

The clouds of smoke over­
hanging the scene of the disas­
ter seemingly come with no sil­
ver lining, other than that the 
carnage was not more severe. 
However, we can find reasons 
to be thankful, and chief among 
the e i that, whenever such 
events happen , there are those 
among us who rise to the occa­
sion and set their fear~. even 
concerns for personal safety, 
aside to help their neighbors. 

Most notable among these is 
Kentucky State Police Trooper 
Rick Conn. A resident of 
Rolling Acre . Conn wa dri­
ving by when he was injured by 
the blast. Despite this , he still 
found the strength to escape his 
vehicle and go to the aid of a 
mother trying to flee the flames 
with her child. Only after the 
mother and child were safe did 
Conn collapse from his own 
injuries. 

Words are woefully inade­
q at 'l::ie b · &aerifice. 
or to express the admiration an 
entire community feel. for Conn 
because of his actions. It i easy 
to label Conn a hero, only to feel 

the term inappropriate because 
of its overuse on so many other 
occasion . 

But while Conn' actions are 
certainly the most striking, 
there were others who rose to 
the challenge Monday present­
ed and proved their mettle in 
the face of adversity. We think 
of the emergency workers, the 
police and firefighters who 
rushed to the scene of this hell­
ish inferno and delivered what 
assistance was possible. We 
al o think of the doctors and 
other hospital personnel who 
even now are treating the 
wounded and saving lives. 
Finally. we think of the relief 
agencie that did not waste a 
minute before offering their 
service to help the victims 
overcome their loss. 

If asked, all of these people 
would probably say they were 
just doing their jobs. The rest of 
us are glad they are there to do 
them. 

Yes, it i shocking, and 
deeply troubling, to be remind­
ed of the fragility of life, of how 
an otherwise ho-hum Monday 
morning can be ripped apart in 
an instant by forces unseen and 
unexpected.

Kentucky Democrats trying to regroup after election defeats

FRANKFORT - Days after suffering 
political losses across the state, Kentucky 
Democrats were searching for answers: 
anything from holding a summit and 
redefining the party to simply "finding bet­
ter Democrats.'' 

State Democrats entered last week's 
election with high hopes. 

They were seeking to increa e their 
numbers in Kentucky's Wa~hington dele­
gation, boost their presence in the state 
Senate and maintain their majority in the 
state House. In tead they held on to ju t 
one congre ional eat, and lo t ground in 
both the House and Senate. 

"The Democratic Party i going to have 
to sit back and do orne self-examination, 
have a summit and get some national peo­
ple in here and do what we've got to do to 
combat the Republicans," said Rep. 
Charles Gevedcn, D-Wickliffe, one of five 
House incumbents defeated Ia t Tue day. 
"The Republicans have outstrategized the 
Democrats in Kentucky." 

Republican increased their lead in the 
state Senate by one last week, giving them 
a 23-15 advantage, pending the outcome of 
a legal challenge. In the House, Democrats 
lost seven seats - including five incum­
bents - to shrink their Lead to 57-43. 

U.S . Sen. Mitch McConnell aid one 
reason for the GOP success was the 
Republicans tied local races to the pre i­
dential contest between John Kerry and 
President Bush. 

"We federalized the state Senate and 
state House races. We ran all up and down 
the ticket with Bush and linked the 
Democrats to Kerry," McConnell said. 

"Basically, our Republican candidates for 
the state legislature didn't run on Frankfort 
issues, they ran on federal issues." 

However, McConnell pointed to the 
close race between state Sen. Daniel 
Mongiardo, D-Hazard, and U.S. Sen. Jim 
Bunning as proof Democrats are still com­
petitive in Kentucky. 

Rep. Mike Weaver, D-Elizabethown, 
said he plans to counter the Republican 
power grab by re-establlshing a more con­
servative faction within the House 
Democratic caucus, which he calls the 
"Commonwealth Democrats." Democrats 
- whether liberal or conservative - need 
to unite, define their message and get it 
through to voters, Weaver said. 

"The statewide Democratic Party ts in 
good shape," Weaver said. "I think the 
problem with the statewide Democratic 
Party is we have not identified who we are. 
We have allowed somebody else to ay this 
is what the Democratic Party means.'' 

But Democrats don't need to define 
them elves as much as they "just need to 
find better Democrats," aid Mark 
Nickolas, who managed U.S. Rep. Ben 
Chandler' winning campaign last week. 
Chandler was perhaps the Democrat~' lone 
bnght spot when he overwhelmingly 
defeated state Sen. Tom Buford. R­
Nicholasville, for his ftrst full term in 
Congress. 

"The problem isn't that we need to 
move the party anywhere. It's we need to 
have a smart, imaginative, tough opera­
tion," Nickolas aid. "You've got a party 
right now that isn't tough, that isn't imagi­
native. They worry too much about elf­
preservation, and no one's willing to take a 
chance."

'Make the Link' during American Diabetes Month

FRANKFORT - Governor 

Ernie Fletcher announced today 
that Kentud .. 'Y will receive an esti­
mated 97,000 doses more of flu 
vaccine through the Centers for 
Disease Control and Prevention's 
(CDC) national reallocation effort. 

In addition to the 97,000 doses, 
local health departments are cur­
rently bemg hipped the remainder 
of their original vaccine orders. 

"This is good news for those 
Kentuckians at high risk for com­
plications from flu who have not 
yet received the flu vaccine," said 

ovemor Fletcher. "I commend 
the partnership at the state, local 
and federal level and between the 
public and private sector to 
address the flu vaccine shortage in 
Kentucky." 

The vaccine will be used to 
help address local shortages at 
health departments, nursing 
homes, ho pitals and private 
providers. The Department for 
Public Health is working with 
local health departments to esti­
mate the flu vaccine needs of com­
munities. Nursing homes, hospi­
tals and private providers should 
ontact their local health depart­

ments to communicate additional 
needs and for more information 
about reallocation efforts. 

Acting Commissioner of 
Public Health Dr. William Hacker 
aid, "We hope that this additional 

vaccine will allow most high risk 
individuals in Kentucky who seek 
vaccination to tkeive the flu vac­
cine. And again, we thank those 
healthy Kentuckians for voluntar­
ily going to the back of the line 
this year so those most in need can 
be protected first." 
~ The groups at higher risk for 
complications from the flu are: all · 
children ages 6 - 23 months, 
adults 65 and older; persons age 2 
- 64 with chronic medical condi­
tions; women who will be preg­
nant during flu season; residents 
of nursing homes and long-term 
care facilities; children 6 months 
to 18 years on chronic aspirin 
therapy; health care workers 
involved in direct patient care; and 
out-of-home caregivers and 
household contacts of children 
less than 6 months old. 
it. The nasal-spray flu vaccine is 
an acceptable alternative to the flu 
shot for healthy persons ages 5-49 
years. 

FRANKFORT 
Kentuckians can make the link 
this November during 
American Diabetes Month -
the link between diabetes and 
heart disease, between dia­
betes and stroke, between dia­
betes and death. 

The Kentucky Diabetes 
Prevention and Control 
Program has joined with the 
American Diabetes 
Association, the American 
College of Cardiology, and the 
National Diabetes Education 
Program to urge Kentuckians 
with diabetes to manage their 
blood pressure and cholesterol, 
along with blood glucose 
(sugar) to help prevent heart 
attack and stroke - the leading 
killers of people with diabetes. 

In Kentucky, an estimated 
8.5 percent of the adult popu­
lation (approximately 267,000 
people) has been diagnosed 
with diabetes. However, an 
additional 109,100 adults may 
have diabetes but have not yet 
been diagnosed. Based on 
these estimates, approximately 
376,100 or about 12 percent of 

adult Kentuckians have diag­
nosed or undiagnosed diabetes. 

In July, the Kentucky 
Department for Public Health 
issued a report about a major 
risk factor related to diabetes -
obesity. Kentucky currently 
ranks fourth nationally in the 
rate of obesity and physically 
inactivity. However, studies 
have shown that individuals can 
reduce their risk of developing 
type 2 diabetes by modest 
weight loss through diet modifi­
cation and moderate exercise 
such as walking 30 minutes a 
day at least 5 days a week. 

The report said 13 percent 
of high school students have 
been told they were at risk of 
getting diabetes. 

Governor Ernie Fletcher 
has appointed the Get Healthy 
Kentucky! Board to address 
issues such as diabetes and 
obesity. 

During Diabetes Month 
there will be efforts to raise 
awareness about the serious­
ness of diabetes and the need 
to prevent serious complica­
tions associated with diabetes,

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Governor signs death warrant 
for man convicted in 1990 killings

''It' so stunning. people 
don't see that we don't need to 

k1l1 people in order to have a 
afe society,'' said Delahanty, 

who also head the Kentucky 
Coalition to Abolish the Death 
Penalty. 

State Rep. Kathy Stein, D­
Lcxington, said Fletcher's role 
as a doctor should have been 
studied more fully before he 
·igned the warrant. 

"I think the medical ethics 
i. ue could have been addressed 
a little more completely." Stein 
said. "I dread the next few days 
a. we move forward on this." 

Executive counsel John 
Roach i sued a statement saying 
Fletcher is not violating the 
American Medical Association 
guidelines or ethical standard 
by igning the warrant. 

Roach said the AMA prohibits 
phy~icians only from administer­
ing tlle lethal injection. 

"By signing a death warrant, 
in no way is Governor Ernie 
Fletcher participating in the 
conduct of an execution," 
Roach said. 

Bowling's attorney. Assi tant 
Public Advocate David Barron, 
said Bo\\ ling will ask a judge to 
top the execution. Bowling is a 

plaintiff in a lawsuit challenging 
the state' u e of lethal injection 
as the method of execution. 

Bowling and fellow Death 
Row inmate Ralph Baze sued 
the s~ate. claiming lethal injec­
tion is cruel and unusual pun­
ishment because they will be 
tortured by the drug used. 

That uit is pending, and 
Barron aid he will a. k a judge 
for an injunction halting the 
execution. 

"We remain hopeful and 
optimistic that we will get a 
tay," Barron said. 

Bowling asked Fletcher to 
commute his sentence to life in 
prison, claiming he is mentally 
retarded and executing him 
would be illegal under 
Kentucky law and a U.S. 
Supreme Court ruling. 

State Rep. Mary Harper, a 
Shepherd ville Republican who 
signed the petition ent to 
Fletcher. said there are too 
many question, surrounding 
Bowling's mental capacity to go 
forward with the execution. 

"He wasn't mentally cbmpe­
tent," said Harper, a retired 
schoolteacher. "All you have to 
do is give him an IQ test and 
you could tell." 

Fletcher rejected that claim. 
"In reviewing the matter, 1 

found no evidence to upport 
the request for clemency ba ed 
on the last-minute claim of 
inadequate mental capacity," 
Fletcher said in the written 
statement. 

Barron said Fletcher set an 
unusually short time frame 
before the execution, noting 
that mo t states allow 30 or 
more days fo.r final appeal . 

"Twenty-two days is an 
extremely short period of time," 
Barron said. 

The governor's office 
worked with the Department of 
Corrections in as igning 
Bowling's execution date, 
Roach said. 

"We had been reviewing this 
case for quite a few weeks, and 
that was just the date that 
seemed the most appropriate," 
Roach said. 

Kentucky has executed two 
mmate since the reinstatement 
of the death penalty in 1976. 
Harold McQueen of Madison 
County was put to death in the 
electric chair in 1997. and Eddie 
Lee Harper of Louisville is the 
only inmate o far to be execut­
ed by lethal m jection. 

Prior to McQueen's execu­
tion. Kentucky had not put any­
one to death since 1962. 

After McQueen' execution, 
Kentucky changed it law to 
allow for lethal injection in tead 
of the electric chair in execu­
tions. Inmates who were sen­
tenced to die before the change, 
uch as Bowling, may choose 

which method they want u ed. 
Barron has not said which 

method Bowling will choo e. If 
he declines to make a choice, 
lethal injection IS automatically 
u ed. The execution, if carried 
out, will take place at the 
Kentucky State Reformatory in 
Eddyville.

LOUISVILLE Voter 
came to the polls with moral 
i sue on their minds, and 
Republican in Kentucky reaped 
huge electoral reward . 

About 22 percent of American 
voters cited "moral values" a 
their prime factor in choosing a 
president this year, more than 
those who cited terrorism, Iraq or 
the economy, according to 
As ociated Press exit polls. 
Eighty percent of those voters 
said they voted for George W. 
Bush. 

Louisville resident Renee 
Baker said she had almo t alway 
voted a straight Democratic tick­
et before this year 

But on Thesday, he voted for 
Bu h, U.S. Sen. Jim Bunning and 
most other Republicans on the tick­
et, and supported a Kentucky con­
stitutional amendment banning 
same-sex marriage and civil unions. 

"This time, definitely with the 
marriage amendment, tern-cell 
research and abortion," she voted 
for Republicans, she said. ''I'm a 
Christian. Just really basing it on 
tho e value ." 

The Kentucky GOP gained 
frOm its early endorsement of the 
marriage amendment, aid Joe 
Gershtenson, director of the 
Center for Kentucky History and 
Politics at Ea tern Kentucky 
University. Bunning pulled off a 
win after a tight, bitter race and 
five Republican legislative can­
didates boosted their minority 
numbers in the Kentucky House 
of Representatives. 

"I think the Republicans were 
probably ecstatic that the mea­
sure was on the ballot, in terms of 
getting folks to the polls and 
trusting that they would then vote 
for Republican candidates," 
Gershtenson said. 

Republican Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher said he does believe the 
amendment was one of several 
factors in Republican succes es 
on Tuesday, especially since state 
House Democrats tried unsuc­
cessfully to prevent a vote on it 
earlier this year. 

"I think one of the reasons that 
they tried to block the marriage 
amendment from the very begin­
ning was that they did not want 

social conservatives to come out 
in larger number ," he said. 

State Rep. Jim Wayne, D­
Louisville, aid Democrats need 
to do a better JOb of bowing 
that their party supports stances 
valued by major religions. 

Con ervative evangelicals 
and Catholic are focusing on a 
few i ues, he aid, and ignor­
ing other ethical issues empha-
ized in the Bible and Catholic 
ocial teaching. 

"We didn't ee the evangeli­
cal bouting and singing 
hymns in the Capitol rotunda 
last year when we introduced 
tax reform that would have 
emphasized relief for the work­
ing poor in Kentucky, and a bal­
ance of the tax burden, by hav­
ing wealthy corporation bear­
ing their fair share," he said. 
"But we sure saw them when it 
came to the issue of same-sex 
marriage, so it was very di ap­
pointing." 

Not everyone agrees that 
Tue day's results illustrate that 
religious values won the day. 

"When you reduce your reli­
gion down to one or two or three 
issues, that's religious immaturi­
ty," said the Rev. Albert 
Pennybacker of Lexington, 
chairman of the Clergy Network 
for National Leadership Change, 
a group that opposed Bush. 

"War and peace, economic 
ju tice, environmental responsi­
bility, joblessness, the needs of 
the poor - those are the great 
religious issues," he said. 

R. Albert Mohler Jr., president 
of the Southern Baptist 
Theological Seminary, said 
Democrats should take note that 
11 states approved marriage 
amendments - even Oregon in 
the Pacific Northwest, which has 
the lowest rate of religious affili­
ation in the nation. 

"When a tate in that region 
passes a constitutional amend­
ment (on marriage) by an over­
whelming majority, that ought to 
tell us something," he said.

Browning 
bat will go 
on display 
at Slugger 
Museum

LOUISVlLLE - One of the 
first Louisville Sluggers ever 
made will go on permanent dis­
play at the downtown museum 
where the trademark bats are 
still manufactured. 

The bat was made in the 
1880s and used by Pete 
Browning, for whom the first 
Louisville Slugger was custom­
made by John Hillerich in 1884. 

Browning was in the midst 
of a hitting slump with a 
Louisville team when the 
teenage Hillerich offered to 
make him a new bat at his 
father's woodworking shop. 
Browning went 3-for-3 with the 
new bat the next day. Word 
spread about the bat's quality 
and the Hitlerich & Bradsby 
Co. began manufacturing more 
of the trademark bats. 

The Browning bat was 
unearthed in a warehouse dur­
ing a search for items to put in a 
baseball memorabilia auction 
held at the Louisville Slugger 
Museum last week. Louisville 
Sluggers signed by "Shoele s" 
Joe Jack on, Ty Cobb and Babe 
Ruth were among the items sold 
at the auction, which raised 
nearly $2 million. 

''We've talked for some time 
about trying to acquire a bat 
used by Pete Browning, since 
he is at the very foundation of 
our 120-year-old storied com­
pany," said John Hillerich IV, 
the president and CEO of 
Hillerich & Bradsby. "Little did 
we know. we've had one in our 
possession all along."

Freshman tailback Thomas 
Brown rushed for a career­
high 130 yards and bad three 
short touchdown runs for 
Georgia, which won its fourth 
straight game since its only 
loss, to Tennessee. The 
Bulldogs finished with a ea­
son-high 589 yard of total 
often e.

Johnson, who will redshirt, 
had been practicing with the 
team with a brace on his right 
knee. Pitino said Johnson ha 
loose cartilage in the knee and 
was enduring daily pain. 

"He has just not healed 
well," Pitino aid. "This knee 
needs to be really well-rested. 
It' a really unfortunate situa­
tion for Brian and for our team." 

Johnson's departure weaken 
a frontcourt that Pitino had 
labeled a team strength. Pitino 
planned to start 6-9 senior Ellis 
Myles and 6-9 fre hman Juan 
Pal~cios and use Johnson and 6-
9 enior Otis George as reserves. 
Pitino aid 6-10 freshman 
Terrance Farley is not yet ready 
to contribute major minutes. 

"Why we remain tremen­
dously optimistic is that we have 
great quality up front," Pitino 
aid . "We don't have the quanti­

ty, but we have the quality." 
To protect the big men from 

foul trouble, Pitino said he's devel­
oping a second five, a so-called 
"red squad." Sophomore guards 
Brad Gianiny, Brandon Jenkins 
and Perrin Johnson, George and 
senior starter Larry O'Bannon will 
enter games at once and chew up 
minutes while the remainder of the 
first team rests. 

"We don't have a whole lot of 
answers to this problem," Pitino 
said. "There may be a game or 
two where we're going to have 
to buy time on the clock."

Petrino said offensive tempo 
will again be a factor when the 
No. 12 Cardinals (6-1, 4-0 
Conference USA) face TCU (4-

"Every time you win, the 
stakes get higher, the pressure 
mounts," he said.
