PRESTONSBURG The 
Pre tonsburg Zoning Commission 
met Tuesday to review what they 
learned at last week's hearing about 
the proposed consolidated chool 
project at the site where Clark 
Elementary currently is. 

The biggest concern about the 
project is that it is in an area that 
flood two or three time a year. Thi 
fact is compounded by the amount of 
fill that that is propo ed for the site. 

One member of the committee 
noted that every time an area is 

fiJled. water is di ·placed. That con­
cept was well illu trated by the 
impact of Route 3. which displaced a 
lot of water and ha led to flooding 
in new areas while curtailing it in 
some where there once was constant 
flooding. 

The school project would see a 
fill that move almost eight acre of 
eanh and, a one member put it, 
"That' a tremendous fill." 

There was also discu sion on 
issues raised at the hearing last week 
which Reed Engineering couldn't 
an ·wer, mainly to do with the impact

Morlacci, a fanner dry clean­
er, owned Sun Cleaner for sev­
eral years before selling his 
bu iness and going to work as a 
janitor at UGF. 

"He onJy had a third-grade 
education, but he knew hi num­
bers," said Morlacci's longtime 
friend Bill Foy ... He wasn't 
afraid to work hard." 

Morlacci and his late wife 
always lived frugally, Foy said. 
"He patched the patches on his 
pants and turned the coUars on 
his hirt •. " 

A native of Italy. Morlacci 
directed that 95 percent of the 
money go to scholarships. The 
university can choose how to 
spend the remainder.

But when a story about 
Timber's cataract operation and 
Rafferty's devotion appeared in

changed my life forever," 
Rafferty sa1d. 

Donors ranged from the nch 
and famous to kids who emptied 
their p1ggy banks. 

Two weeks later. 22-month­
old Timber appears to see well, 
perhaps for the first time. When 
nature called last week, he had 
no trouble 7igzagging through a 
stand of trees before selecting 
one that suited his purpose. 

"He seem!. spunkier, a little 
more sassy,'' Rafferty said. ''His 
operating speed eems like it's 
picked up a little." 

The extra money went into 
the Duluth Police K-9 Fund, 
where it will pay for equipment, 
dog or other needs of the unit 
where Timber and Rafferty 
serve in northern Minnesota. 

Timber is about a month 
away .from returning to work.

But, a few days later the child 
began vomiting. 

"Under normal circum­

The 2004 presidential elec­
tion proved critiCS of the 
McCain-Feingold law correct. 

Though it distre es the 
busybodies in Congress and the 
activist community, the truth i 
that special- intere t political 
donations - on a rna sive scale 
- are an unavoidable part of 
national politics. 

The McCain-Feingold law 
attempted to cut off major 
streams of fund to the two 
major partie . But political 
interests - orne conservative, 
some liberal - still attracted 
gigantic sums to make the case 
for their ideological causes. 
(So, in fact, did the parties .) 

On the left, groups uch as 
the MoveOn.org Voter Fund and 
America Coming Together col­
lected major fund to carry on 
their fight again t the re-election 
of President Bu h. On the right, 
groups uch as the Swift Vets 
and POWs for Truth mounted a 
ferocious campaign to block the 
election of John Kerry. 

Despite McCain-Feingold, 
political donations to the presi­
dential candidates (including 
public finances) were up 70 
percent this year compared 
with 2000. 

That isn't cause for alarm. 
It's merely a reflection of the 
great passions that stirred 
Democrats and Republican in 
what turned out to be a remark­
ably hard-fought campaign. 

Yes. Americans will differ 
fiercely on the political claims 
made b} the "527" organiza­
tion (named after the section 
of the tax code that allows 
them). But the fact is that such 
political speech. while often 
overheated . was legitimate -
indeed, a fundamental part of 
the pl'oces -. 

As we aid in an editorial 
during campaign sea on: "This 
doesn't mean that the factual 
claims of any ad need be 
accepted . On the contrary, they 
should be subject to rigorous 
scrutiny. The ituation fits the 
classic description of the 
imperative in policy debates: 
Don't stifle political speech. 
Fight peech with more 
peech ." 

Dunng the campaign, 
President Bush proved himself 
no friend of the First 
Amendment when he favored a 
ban on 527 groups. Now, with 
the presidential contest ended, 
some politicians and activists 
are calling on Congress to 
"refine" McCain-Feingold and 
restructure the Federal Election 
Commi ssion in order to kill 
political activity by 527 
groups. 

Such a step would be one 
more unfortunate move by fed­
eral authorit1es to stifle politi­
cal speech - one of the most 
vital of American freedoms.

Fletcher also announced Executive 
Cabinet Secretary Allyson Handley would 
become a policy adviser, splitting time 
between his office and the Council on 
Postsecondary Education. Meanwhile, 
Personnel Cabinet Secretary Bob Ramsey 
was being replaced by Erwin Roberts, the

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'Modernizing' 
Medicaid 

could . 1m prove 
care, lower 

costs

FRANKFORT 
Kentucky' efforts to "modern­
ize" its Medicaid program 
could help save money in 
unnecessary prescriptions and 
improve patient care, a state 
health official said Monday. 

While administrators are 
planning to farm out some of 
Kentucky' Medicaid-related 

iii activities, ultimate control of 
the program would continue to 
rest with the state, said Dr. 
James Holsinger, secretary of 
the Cabinet for Health and 
family Serv1ce , said. 

Kentucky will maintain 
power over policy decisions 
and responsibility for the 
Medicaid program, Holsinger 
told a legislative panel. 
Holsinger di puted that the 
planned shift wa equivalent to 
privatization . 

"Privatization normally 
means to have some large for-

• profit company come in and 
take everything over and run 
it ," Holsinger told the 
Medicaid Oversight and 
Advisory Committee. 'That is 
not what we will be doing. We 
are not privatizing the system. 
We are modernizing the sys­
te,ro." 

Currently, there arc two 
Medicaid-related requests for 
proposals pending. The state is 
looking for private companie 
to provide "care management" 
services and improve its infor-

4t mation technology capabilities, 
Holsinger said. 

It has previously awarded a 
contract for a company to han­
dle the Medicaid prescription 
drug program. 

However, the state's request 
for proposals seeks a private 
company to help supervise 
Medicaid patient care. Among 
other thing , the company 
would educate patients about 
their diseases and possibly help 
cut down unnecessary trips to 
the emergency room. 

• The bid-winning company 
would also help with disease 
and case management, 
Holsinger said. 

"What we are doing is using 
some contract vehicles as a 
way of getting the people that 
we need who have the skilJs 
and experti e to be able to carry 
out the tasks that we want done 
that we do not have the skills 
within the cabinet to do our­
selves," Holsinger said. 

The cabinet has already 
awarded a contract to First 
Health Services to help manage 
1ts Medicaid pharmaceutical 
program. A goal is to lower the 
state's prescription drug burden 
by identifying patients who are 
unneces arily taking too many 
prescriptions and work toward 
improving their health, 
Holsinger said. 

About 27,000 Medicaid 
recipients in Kentucky take 
atypical anti-psychotic drugs, 
and I 0 percent are taking 
dosages that exceed federal 
safety standards, Holsinger 
said. 

There are also about 33,000 
Medicaid recipients who take 

• 20 or more prescriptions during 
a 180-day period, costing the 
program about $300 million in 
drugs, Holsinger said. That's 
nearly twice the national aver­
age, HoLinger said. 

Some of the ·'moderniza­
tion" efforts hould allow the 
state to identify patients in 
those categorie and see if they 
are on the proper medications, 
he said 

About 35 to 50 Medicaid 
doctors in the state have 
already been identified with 
"unusual drug-prescribing pat-

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Low-fat beats low-carb for keeping pounds off, study suggests

LAS VEGAS - Regardless 
of how they shed pounds in the 
first place, big losers stayed 
that way by limiting fat rather 
than carbohydrates, according 
to new research that could add 
fuel to the backlash again t 
low-carb diet . 

Dieters already have been 
turning away from Atkin - tyle 
plans as a long-term weight­
control strategy, and the new 
study gives them more reason: 
Low-fat plans seem to work 
better at keeping weight off. 

"People who started eating 
more fat ... regained the most 
weight over time," said 
Suzanne Phelan, a Brown 
Medical School psychologist 
who presented results of the 
study Monday at a meeting of 
the North American 
Association for the Study of 
Obesity. 

The study used the National 
Weight Control Registry, a 
decade-old effort to learn the 
secrets of success from people 
who had lo t at lea t 30 pounds 
and kept them off for at least a 
year. The regi try run by doc­
tors from the University of

Colorado in Denver, the 
University of Pittsburgh and 
Brown University in 
Providence, R .I. 

They studied 2,700 people 
who entered the registry from 
1995 through 2003. Their aver­
age age was 4 7. most were 
women. and they had lost an 
average of 72 pound initially. 
Doctors compared their diets to 
see whether one type or anoth­
er made a difference in how 
much weight they had lost and 
how much they had regained a 
year later. 

All reported eating only 
about I ,400 calories a day, but 
the portion that came from fat 
rose - from 24 percent in 
1995 to more than 29 percent 
in 2003 - while the part from 
carbohydrates fell, from 56 
percent to 49 percent. 

The number who were on 
low-carb diets (Jess than 90 
grams a day) rose from 6 per­
cent to 17 percent during the 
same period. 

The type of diet - low-fat, 
low-carb or in between -
made no difference in how 
people lost weight initially. 

But tho e who increased 
their fat intake over a year 
regained the most weight. That

drates, becau e the amount of 
protein in their diets stayed the 
same, Phelan said. 

"Only a minority of ucce -
ful weight lo er consume low­
carbohydrate diets," she and 
the other researchers conclud­
ed. 

Colette Heimowitz, a nutri­
tion expert and spoke woman 
for the Atkin diet organiza­
tion, noted that the study con­
sidered 90 grams to be low­
carb, while Atkins recom­
mends 60 gram for weight 
loss and 60 to 120 for weight 
maintenance. 

She said that for many of the 
dieters studied, "the carbs 
aren't low enough for them to 
be successful." They a! o 
should have replaced carb 
with more protein rather than 
fat, she said. 

Dr. Thomas Waddell, a 
University of Pennsylvania 
weight loss expert who had no 
role in the study, said it i too 
soon to say which approach is 
better. Several longer-term 
studies of low-carb and low-fat 
dieters arc in the works. he 
aid. 

But he said: "I do think that 
people who are keeping the 

weight off are eating a low-fat, 
high-carb diet.'' 

The dietary establishment 
ha long been keptical of the 
long-term afety and effective­
nes of low-carb dJets, and 
consumers increasingly are 
losing their enthusiasm for the 
glut of low-carb products that 
overloaded grocery store 
helves a the diet became a 

fad in the pa t few years. 
More than half of 

Americans who have tried a 
low-carb diet have given up, 
according to a recent survey by 
the market research firm 
InsightExpress . Other pub­
lished survey information sug­
gests that the number of 
American!> following such a 
diet peaked at 9 percent last 
February and fell to 6 percent 
by June. 

The American Institute for 
Cancer Research used those 
trends to issue a statement in 
September urging dieters to 
"come back to common ense." 

"Eat a balanced diet weight­
ed toward vegetables and 
fruJts, reduce portion sJzes and 
increase phy ical activity," the 
institute said. 

Dr. William Dietz, director 
of chronic-di ease prevention 

at the federal Centers for 
Di ease Control and 
Prevention, said it is difficult 
to te ll whether the e low-carb 
diets really work because peo­
ple find it hard to tick to a 
strict regimen for long periods. 
"My anecdotal experience is 
that people go on and off these 
diets," he said. "When their 
weight goes up, they go back 
on the diet to lose weight." 

Other research at the confer­
ence underscored the man) 
health and personal problems 
obese people face. 

Duke University doctors 
said two-thirds of obese people 
eeking treatment at the Duke 

D1et & Fitness Center reported 
not enjoying or wanting to 
have sex, and having problems 
with sexual perfonnance. Only 
5 percent of normal-weight 
people from the surrounding 
community who completed the 
same quality-of-life survey 
reported such problems.

Kentucky lead the nation in 
the number of adults who 
smoke. 30.8 percent. according 
to a study released by the 
Centers for Disease Control 
and Prevention last week. The 
state rate for teens that smoke i 
34 percent, and the percentage 
of women who smoke during 
their pregnancy is 24 percent. 

Kentucky has the fifth 
highest rate for heart di ea e 
and leads the nation in lung 
cancer mortality.

Kentucky taxpayers are 
heginning to see some 
returns on Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher's recent economic 
development trip to Europe , 
the governor said Tuesday. 

fletcher credited his tnp 
abroad a !"I a fac tor in 
Kentucky snagging the 
International Stainless Steel 
Forum in May 2006. and an 

• expan ion of North 
American Steel'. facility in 
Ghent. Ky . 

The governor also aid his 
meetings with cxecutives at 
E.On AG. the German parent 
company of LG&E Energy, 
spurred the utility' · recent 
decisiOn to spend 1.2 bil­
lion on an energy plant 
e ·pansion tn Trimble 
County. 

"I can sit in my office and 
not work to c~pand opportu­
nity. but that ' s not a viable 
option," Fletcher said at a 

• new conference . 
"Obviously I am going to 
continue to be around trying 
to seek opponunities for 
Kentuckians.'' 

[n late eptember - with 
public school employees and 
teachers threatening to strike 
over the governor ' s 2005 
state heal h insurance plan -
Fletcher left for a weeklong 
economic development trip 

to Europe. He had tops 
scheduled in Spain , Italy and 
Germany 

Fletcher got back two 
days before the General 
Assembly returned to 
Frankfort to deal exclu. ively 
with upgrading next year' · 
state health in urance plan. 

Fletcher ' announcement 
prompted criticism then that 
he wa leaving the country 
during a heated crisi and a 
crucial time for the tate . 
However, Fletcher main­
tained the trip was worthy 
becau e tt could create more 
jOb . 

Since taking office nearly 
a year ago, Fletcher has also 
taken economic development 
tlips to Japan and South 
America. On Tuesday, 
Fletcher aid critic could 
expect him to continue tak­
ing such trip . 

''If I have to travel all 
over the globe to get bu i­
ncsses to come here. we' II 
do that ... ," Fletcher said. 
"We can't afford to just sit 
here and allow other tates to 
take jobs that need to be 
coming to Kentucky." 

While it was difficult to 
leave town "in the middle of 
that health care debacle," 
appointments and reception 
had already been planned 
witb various 
Fletcher said. 

"We had some major 
CEOs committed to helping 

us. and I wasn't gmng to let 
them down," Fletcher said . 

North American Steel'!> 
planned expansion is expect­
ed to bring about 175 new 
jobs to the area by the end of 
next year. NAS is part of 
Acerinox, S .A .. which is 
based in Madrid. 

Economic Development 
Secretary Gene Strong said 
the European trip, which 
brought along I 1 state offi­
cials, cost Kentucky taxpay­
ers about $77,000 . However. 
it may continue paying divi­
dend , Strong sa1d. 

Kentucky is currently 
competing for bu iness from 
orne unnamed Italian com­

panies, Strong said. 
"There was nothing on the 

trip extraordinary,'' Strong 
said. "There were no limou­
sines or anything like that .. . 
it was a very serious eco­
nomic development trip ." 

Mary Jean Riley, a NAS 
pokeswoman, said the com­

pany' decision to expand 
was a "direct result'' of 
Fletcher's trip to Spain . 
While there. the go\'crnor 
met with Acerinox Chairman 
and CEO Victoriano Munoz 
and other company officials.

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Report: Kentucky's prison population has skyrocketed since 1970 
The Associated Press 

LOUISVILLE 
Kentucky's prison population 
has exploded by 600 percent 
since 1970 and will keep 
growing becau e of "'irra­
tional" penalties enacted by 
lawmakers. a new stud) says. 

The study by University of 
Kentucky law profe sor 
Robert Lawson, who wrote 
Kentucky's penal code. ·ays 
the burden on taxpayers has 
increased exponentially in that 
time. 

The state's budget for hous 
ing state prisoners has risen 
from $7 million to more than 
$300 million over that same 
period and is threatening to 
bankrupt the y tern, Law on 
wrote in the 72-page report. 

"We have demonized crimi­
nals in mass, lo t sight of the 
importance of distinguishing 
between dangerous and non-

dangerous orfc.:nders. and luiu a 
foumh.ttion for a new dtizen 
underc lass made up of 
parolee , ex -convicts and their 
families ." the report says. 

The number of inmates had 
climbed from 2,838 in 1970 to 
17 ,330 by last year, according 

1<1 the report. The report 
blames that rise on the state's 
' ' brutally harsh" perqstent 
fe Jon law and an array of drug 
penalties. 

The number of persistent 
offenders in Kentucky's pns­
ons has grown from 79 zn 19RO 
to 4 ,187 this year - more 
inmates than were held in the 
entire . y tem in I 970. 

Lawson says that the tate 
mu t soften it persi tent felon 
and drug anction. in order to 
afford to house the flood of 
projected new inmates and free 
up re ources for treating and 
training offenders.

that elevates second drug 
offenses by one felony level. 

Lt Gov. Steve Pence. who 
is the state's justice secretary. 
and other officials said they 
agreed with much of Lawson's 
analysis, particularly with 
regard to drug offenders. 

"We cannot incarcerate our 
way out of lhe drug problem; 
we need to ::;entence drug 
offenders in a smart way,'' said 
Pence, whose statewide task 
force in August recommended 
expanding option favoring 
treatment over jail time. 

State Corrections 

Commi sioner John Rees satd 
the ranks of state prisoners 
bave grown this year by 1 per· 
cent a month. mo tly low-level 
offenders. That is "a rate we 
cannot afford," he said. 

But Jefferson County 
Commonwealth's Attorney 
Dave Stengel aid: "We are all 
aware of the cost of incarcera­
tion, but it does appear that the 
more people who are incarcer­
ated, the lower the crime rate 
is, and the public i willing to 
pay those costs." 

Lawson's report carnes sig­
nificant weight because he wa 
the principal drafter of 
Kentucky'. current penal code. 
adopted in 1975, as well as it 
rules of criminal evidence, and 
he ha taught many of the 
lawyers who erve in the 
General Assembly, said Rees 
and others. 

"If they don't li ten to him. 
they are not going to listen to 

anybody," said Parole Board 
Chairman John Coy. Louisville 
lawyer Oliver Barber, a prison­
er-rights advocate, said: "The 
mo t important thing about 
this study is who did it - it 
was not done by a bleeding­
heart I iberal." 

Projections cited in the 
study show the state's prisons 
will have 4,350 more inmates 
in 20 lO than at the end of last 
year. an increase of more than 
25 percent. The state would 
need to build the equivalent of 
one new prison every two 
years to keep up with the 
growth - at an estimated cost 
of $100 mHlion each. 

Prison .overcrowding is 
widespread in the United 
States. The country has 5 per­
cent of the world's population 
but 25 percent of its prisoners 
and locks up its citizens at six 
to 10 times the rate of western 
European countries.

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Largemouth bass fishing isn't over yet

FRANKFORT - Many 
largemouth bas anglers forsake 
their rod for a rifle by the time 
mid-November rolls around and 
modern gun deer season open~. 

What may be bad new for 
deer is good news for large­
mouth bass anglers as the lakes 
arc now devoid of anyone but 
the mo t diehard anglers. A 
we kday outing at n maller 
Kentucky reservoir at this time 
of the year lead to the kind of 
solitude that seduced you into 
fishing 1n the first place. 

The mailer Kentucky lakes 
under I ,000 acre uch a 
Greenbo Lake in northeastern 
Kentucky. Kincaid Lake in 
northern Kentucky, Cedar Creek 
Lake in outh-central Kentucky 
and Lake Malone in western 
Kentucky are all excellent 
places to target largemouth bas 
in late fall and early winter 

Largemouth ba . don't swim 

' into a hole in the bottom of the 
lake and shtver until pring once 
waler temperatures drop below 
60 degrees. They actively feed 
until water temperatures fall into 
the mid-40s. Water temperatures 
in smaller Kentucky lakes usual­
ly don't get that cold until 
Christmas time. 

A the first really cold night 
weep aero Kentucky. bns 

move from the weed edge and 
mud flats in coves and creek 
arm and drop into the first 
available creek channel. A deep 
running firetiger, brown and 
chartreuse or chrome crankbait 
worked along the lip of these 
creek channels can be deadly. 
Crank your reel quickly to get 
the bait down into the channel. 
Stop and allow the crankbait to 
lowly float back to the urface 

and repeat Ba often hit the 
lure as it is lowly floating back 
to the top. 

A Carolina rig with one of 
the new creature baits or a soft 

plastic traight jerkbait like the 
Senko are also excellent to work 
along creek channels. The bite 
on a Carolina rig can be soft and 
subtle during this time of the 
year, so any unnatural feeling on 
the end of the line should result 
in a hook et. lt may be a ball of 
dead weed , but you '11 be sur­
prised how many time it is a 
large bass that Inhaled your 
offering. Work th Cnrolinu rig 
lowly enough to feel the weight 

ticking bottom and don't impart 
any extra action. Let the soft 
plastic bait float and glide in a 
natural manner. 

As the day continue to 
shorten, night get nippy and 
water temperature fall into the 
50s, largemouth bass progres-
ively migrate along creek chan­

nel out of the coves and creek 
arms and into the deep water of 
the main lake. Main lake points 
where the main channel sweep 
up against them are good place

Johnson sweep Darlington; 
championship race tightens

DARLINGTON, S.C. 
Jimmie Johnson took advantage 
of a pit mistake by Jeff Gordon's 
team and won the final Southern 
500 on Sunday, making the 
tightest champion hip chase in 

ASCAR history even closer 
with one race remaining. 

Kurt Busch, who fought an 
ill-handling car after his Ford 
was damaged early in the race, 
somehow overcame adversity 
again to post a sixth-place finish 
and retain the points lead going 
into next Sunday's finale at 
Homestead. 

"My guy ' Ia t two pit top 
got me off pit road first and that 
was the key." said Johnson, who 
had to overtake roolcte Kasey 
Kahne and Jamie McMurray. 
They stayed out when the other 
leaders pitted for tires during the 

last of eight caution period . 
The race re tarted with 18 to 

go m the 367-lap event and 
Johnson. in third, passed Kahne 
for second place on lap 352 and 
took the lead from McMurray 
on 359. Then he pulled away to 
his erie -leading eighth victory 
of the year and fourth in the last 
five races. 

He also won the Darlington 
race in March. 

Johnson teammate Gordon, a 
six-time Darlington winner, 
appeared on the way to an easy 
victory until he pitted on lap 337 
during another caution period. 
His car came down on an air 
hose, costing him precious time 
and the four-time series champi­
on. who was leading coming 
onto pit road. came out sixth. 

He charged to the end but 
couldn't catch Johnson or run­
ner-up Mark Martin, McMurray 
finished fourth, followed by 

Kahne and Bu ch. 
Heading to Homestead. 

Busch, who came into Sunday' 
race leading Gordon by 41 
points, now leads John on by 18 
and Gordon by 21. Dale 
Earnhardt Jr., who had to pit late 
in the race to change a battery, 
finished 11th and now trail by 
72 points, with Martin 82 behind. 

The Southern 500, which tra­
ditionally was run on Labor Day 
Weekend, was moved to 
November when NASCAR gave 
the holiday date to the newer, 
bigger California Speedway. 
Darlington, which holds only 
about 60,000 spectators, will 
lose the second event to Texas 
Motor Speedway next year and 
will have only a May race. 

For the first time, the race 
began in sunshine and finished 
under Darlington ·s new light , 
challenging all the drivers with 
constantly changing condition .

Owen 
County, with a current harvest 
of 2.255, is expected to surpass 
the 3,000 mark by the end of 
the archery deer season on 
January 17,2005. About 1.500 
were taken Ia t weekend. Owen 
County has ranked in the top 
three harvest counties in 
Kentucky for the past several 
seasons. 

One other county where 
more than 1 ,000 deer were taken

Kentucky (2-8, 1-6 
Southeastern Conference) 
snapped losing streaks of seven 
(overall) and 10 (in SEC play) 
games by using two Boyd-to­
Holt touchdown passes to rally 
from a 13-0 fourth-quarter 
deficit. It was Kentucky's flrst 
fourth-quarter comeback since 
Sept. 14. 2002, when the 
Wildcats beat Indiana. 

"I'm tickled to death for our 
seniors," Kentucky coach Rich 
Brooks said. "For the players 
that are coming back, we need­
ed to stop the SEC skid that 
we've been on, and the way we 
did it is something that is criti­
cally important. I know the his­
tory of orne of the games that 
have slipped away." 

Vanderbilt (2-8, 1-6) suf­
fered its fourth loss this season 
by three points or less. The 
Commodores missed a chance 
to post what would have been 
their first SEC road in four 
years . 

"Incredibly frustrating," 
Vanderbilt cornerback 
Dominique Morris said. 

Vanderbilt led 13-0 after a 
13-yard touchdown pass from 
Jay Cutler to Chris Young on 
the first series of the second 
half. But Patrick Johnson, who 
entered the game 17 -of -19 this 
season on extra-point attempts, 
pushed the conversion try wide 
left, a mistake that came back 
to haunt the Commodores. 

Boyd fired a 7-yard scoring 
strike to Holt with 12:12left, a 
play set up by a career-long 52-
yard run by backup tailback 
Arliss Beach. 

With 5:35 left, Kentucky 
walk-on Dennis Johnson 
blocked a Vanderbilt punt, giv­
ing the Wildcats the ball on the 
Vanderbilt 20. But the 
Commodores stopped 
Kentucky on downs at the 10 

Vanderbilt couldn't manage 
a first down and punted again, 
and an ll-yard return by 
Kentucky's Rafael Little gave 
the Wildcats possession at the 
Vanderbilt 36. 

Four plays later, Boyd carne 
under a rush and heaved the 
bail toward the end zone. 

"We had a route designed 
and Vanderbilt played it well," 
Boyd said. "We had to use our 
scramble drill." 

In the end zone, Holt - who 
finished witb nine catches for 
83 yards - and Morris fought 
for po ition. 

"It looked short at first," 
Morris said. "When I jumped 
up to try to catch it and he 
pulltd me down from behind 
the ref didn't call pass interfer­
ence, I don't know what you 
call it, but I guess he won the 
battle." 

Taylor Begley folJowed 
Holt' acrobatic grab with the 
game-deciding extra point -
extending his school record to 
73 straight successful conver­
sions. 

Vanderbilt had two chances 
after that, but didn't cross the 
50-yard line. Cutler, who 
played on an injured ankle, 
completed 16 of 32 passes for 
202 yards and rushed for 25 
more. 

"There was no way we were 
going to keep him out of the 
game. He wouldn't stand for 
that,'' Vanderbilt coach Bobby 
Johnson said. 

The win was particularly 
sweet for Boyd, a senior who 
had thrown only three touch­
down pas es all eason before 
Saturday. His numbers weren't 
spectacular Saturday- 13 of23 
passing for 80 yards - but for 
the flrst time all season, 
Kentucky did not commit a 
turnover. 

"It feels good to know that 
late in the game people are still 
puslring and believing that we 
can win the game," Boyd said. 
"It feels good to get one and 
know that we can do it." 

Boyd, the starter all season 
when he's been healthy enough 
to do .so, probably wouldn't 
have tlrted against Vanderbilt 
had redshirt freshman Andr 
Woodson not had an injured 
ankle. Woodson played some 
in the ftrst half, but didn't play 
after halftime. 

"I told Shane at halftime it , 
was his game to win," Brooks 
said. 

Vanderbilt Jed 7-0 at half­
time, thanks to a seven-play, 
71-yard. touchdown drive. Jeff 
Jennings scored on a l-yard 
run early in the second quarter. 

Begley missed field goal 
attempts of 35 and 47 yards, 
while Johnson had a 21-yard 
attempt blocked by Kentucky's 
Lannen DeWalt. It was the 
fifth oiock of the season for 
DeWalt, a 6-6 freshman.

About lye soap 
I was probably no more than 10 

or 12 years old when I heard a song 
on the radio about lye soap. 1f I 

Clyde Pack 

remember 
correctly­
and hope­
full}, if I 
d o n · t , 
some other 
60-some­
thing will 
correct 
me-it wa 
sung by 
J o h n n y 
·omething­
or-other. 

I don't 
know if it 

was a big hit or anything. but 1 
remember hearing it a lot, and still 
remember some of the words "Sing 
right out for Grandma's lye soap, 
good for anything on the place. The 
pots and pans, the dirty dishes and 
for your hands and for your face.'' 

I believe that was the chorus. 
I went around singing that song 

all the time and I'm not sure if 1 
liked it because of the word or the 
tune. or just because I could relate 
to it, since I'd seen my own mother 
make lye soap ~hen I had been 
much younger. 

After the weather had gotten cold 
and Dad had killed a hog, Mom 
would build a big, eye-stinging 
smoky fire under a big black kettle 
and render the fat to make lard. Of 
course, this produced those deli­
ciou cracklins (what they call pork 
rinds the e days), but the ones my 
little brother Joe and I carefully 
fi~hed from that kettle which had 
been boiling for hours. were much 

~ better than what you can buy in 
stores. 

Anyway. the cracklin feast was 
followed a few days later by the lye 
soap making. As I said, I was very 
young and didn't pay much attention 
to what he was doing, especially 
after the cracklins were gone, but I 
do know that whatever recipe she 
used required, of course, some of 
the lard she ' d just rendered, a big 
can of lye, and lots of water. 1 
remember. too, that it took more 
than half the morning for the tuff to 
cook, and Dad had to have laid by a 
pretty good stack of wood for her to 
burn. He had also made son of a 
square box out of two-by-fours for 
her to pour the soap into so it could 
cool. She'd cut it into slabs about 
four or five inches quare and use it 
for washing clothes or scrubbing 
floors . l don't remember it having a 
particular odor, but I can recall it 
making her hands awfully red every 
time she used it. I don't think . he 
ever washed our face with tt, and 
I'm certain she never wa hed our 
mouths out with it if we said an ugly 
word . 

Another verse of the lye oap 
song that comes creeping from the 

• far recesses of my memory goes, 
"Little Herman and Brother Thur­
man had aversion to washing their 
ear:.. Grandma crubbed them with 
her lye soap, now they haven't heard 
a word in years.'' 

Guess they don't make songs like 
that anymore, and l'm not real ·ure 
that too many folks in this part of 
the country still make lye soap. 
Hopefully. though, there are a few 
here and there who are keeping thi!i 
old Appalachian tradition alive .
