Woman released

PRESTONSBURG 
Vicki Case, 46, of Pikeville, 
will get to spend the holi­
days with her loved ones 
after she was arrested last 
week on a charge that had 
already been dismissed. 

Case was a victim of a 
miscommunication that saw 
her indicted on a felony 
charge after it had already 
been amended to a misde­
meanor and taken care of at 
the district court level. 

The story began in June 
2003, when Case was 
charged with taking a regis­
tration decal off of a neigh­
bor's car. The case was 
waived to a grand jury but 
was later taken care of in 
District Court.

Case has since explained 
her circumstances to author­
ities and has been released. 

Commonwea l th's

the incident. 

''We get about two or 
three of these a year and we 
work hard to make sure 
there are as few incidents as 
possible," Turner said. 

Case was happy with the 
resolution. 

"I have been trying to 
live a clean life ," Case said. 
"I moved to Pike County to 
take care of my mother who 
was terminally ill. I was 
never in hiding."

Ttie arresting officer, 
however, was not infonned 
and proceeded to give testi­
mony about the incident to 
the grand jury in March 
2004, along with the other 
cases that he was scheduled 
to testify for that day. 

Stealing a registration 
decal was made a felony in 
order to discourage the 
practise, which is often used 
to avoid paying registration 
fees and property taxes. The 
ruse does not hold up, how­
ever, if the driver of a vehi­
cle is stopped for a traffic 
offense and often leads to a 
felony charge being added 
to misdemeanor traff ic 
offenses.

MARTIN - The Martin City 
Council met Tuesday night and 
most of the agenda was devoted to 
the city's redevelopment project, 
which is nearing completion of 
pha e one. 

First up, however, was a report 
from Baldridge Engineering on a 
state-sponsored program to cap the 
Garth landfill , which hasn't been 
used for years. The site will be 
capped but that will lead to a fair 
amount of drainage which will actu­
ally be good news for Martin, as the 
city will not have to pay for two 
new pump stations which will be 
built. One, at the site. will be brand 
new but an existing pump station in 
town will be replaced to handle the 
runoff. That station was in poor 
hape anyway, so Martin will get a 

free upgrade on it. 
The subject of sewers led to a 

hrief respite from the serious tone of 
the meeting, as one council member 

• I Ma 
noted, ''I have been here seven years 
[on the council] and it seems that we 
are always taking about the sewer 
problem." 

The. discussion of sewers bore 
some fruit when the subject turned 
back to handling the run off from 
the landfill. It was determined that a 
timer could be placed at the pump 
station to only move water after 
peak hours of per onal u e. 

The meat of the evening, howev­
er, was a presentation by the U.S. 
Army Corps of Engineers on the 
next phase of the project to raise the 
city out of the floodplain and 
involved a lengthy discussion and 
presentation on proced11res for the 
necessary blasting which will be 
necessary for 15 months in order to 
complete the project. 

The report began with an 
announcement that phase one was 
about done and had gone smoothly. 
Next it was stated that real estate 
acquisitions related to the project 
were going well and that blasting 
will begin soon. 

proiect 
The Corps is subcontracting the 

excavation work but will supervise 
the operation and make sure that 
Corps standards are followed. It was 
also reported that homes within 
1.500 feet of the blasting area had 
all been surveyed. even though it is 
usually procedure to only survey 
within 1 .000 feet. 

The vibration effects from the 
blasting will be minimized because 
the blasting material will be an 
emulsion product which does not 
produce a gas. The blasting itself 
will only be done twice a day, with 
blasts normally scheduled for noon 
and 5 p.m. 

Council members had questions 
about the effects of blasting and 
were informed that their city hall 
will feel tremors because it's on 
stilts, but no one will have to worry 
about their china cabinets falling 
down. 

Road blocks will be set up at 
blasting times and the only signifi-

Rain lets firefighters spend 
Thanksgiving at home

PIKEVILLE - What 
started out as a fast-paced 
fire season slowed to a stop 
thanks to rain that has made 
Kentucky forests too wet to 
burn. 

"It looks like our fire­
fighters will be eating 
Thanksgiving turkey at 
home this year," said Gwen 
Holt, spokeswoman for the 
Kentucky Division of 
Forestry. "Luckily, Mother 
Nature has provided us ade­
quate rainfall." 

For the year, firefighters 
have battled 1.503 fires that 
burned more than 26,000 
acres. Many of those fires 
occurred in early 
November, after the annual 
fall of leaves from 
Appalachia's deciduous 
forests. 

Holt said ll8 fi res 
burned 2,300 acre in one 
week, rai iog fears that 
2004 could be another peak 
year for firefighting. 

However, rain that 
arrived last week effectively

Karen Oudeman, a forecaster 

at the National Weather Service 
Office in I ackson, said addition­
al showers and clouds through 
the Thanksgiving holiday will 
assure the forests remain wet. 

"That's good news forestry­
wise," she said. 

However, Oudeman said, the 
long range forecast for 
December calls for below nor­
mal levels of precipitation in the 
region. That could mean anoth-

• er outbreak before the fire sea­
son ends Dec. 15. 

Holt aid people who live in 
forested areas should take steps 
to protect their homes from 
wildfires. She uggested clean­
ing out guners , removing leaves 
from lawns, stacking ftrewood 
away from houses and trimming 
trees that overhang roofs to 
keep wildfires away from resi­
dential property. 

The region has been largely 
spared from wildfires over the 
past two years because of an 
unusually large amount of rain­
fall that kept forested areas too 
wet to bum. 

Holt said that can be bad 
news because the amount of 
leaves and tree branches in the 
forests could mean fires would 
burn hotter. She said much of 
the region now has three years 
worth of leaves covering the 
forest floor, plus dried tree 
branches broken from winter 
ice storms and dead pine trees 
killed by an infestation of bee­
tles over the past four years. 

"When it does dry out, the 
potential for a very serious ftre 

"season exists," she said. 
Holt said foresters don't 

want a repeat of the 2000 and 
200 I forest fire seasons, which 
were the worst in more than a 
decade. 

About 133,300 acres of 
Kentucky forest land were 
charred in 2000, followed by 
about 1 63 ,300 acres in 2001.

Mr. Bush: Use 
that capital 
Shortly after his re-election, President Bush safd he had earned 

"capital in the campaign, political capital,'' and that he intended to 
·• pend it." Bush must have taken most of that capital with him to 
Chile over the weekend, because there is very little evidence that he 
used enough of it in Washington. 

On Saturday, House Republicans scuttled a bipartisan intelli­
gence reform bill that Bush said he supported and that had been 
urgently recommended by the commission that investigated the ter­
ror attacks of Sept. 11, 2001. It had also been backed by many of 
the families of those who died on that terrible day ... 

The compromise bill would have brought the nation's many 
intelligence agencies under the control of a new director of nation­
al intelligence. Equally important, the intelligence chief would have 
been given control of budgets of agencies that now report directly 
to the Defense Department. This control i essential in Washington, 
where the language of influence is money. 

The Pentagon now control about 80 percent of the nation's 
intelligence budget and for this reason dug in its heels on the reform 
effort. The Pentagon's designated hitter in Congress was Rep. 
Duncan Hunter, R-Calif. 

For his part, Rep. F. James Sensenbrenner Jr, R-Wis., based his 
opposition to the hard-fought compromise bill on immigration. He 
said the bill protected illegal immigrants at the expense of U.S. cit­
izens. Specifically, Sen enbrenner wanted the bi11 to contain lan­
guage giving immigration official greater power to decide whether 
to grant political asylum to immigrants. 

Even if immigration officials needed such power, immigration is 
so controversial that it ought to be debated and acted on separately. 
Immigration's presence served only to complicate and doom swift 
enactment of an urgently needed reform bill. 

Bush and Vice President Dick Cheney made some telephone 
calls on the bill's behalf, but it is doubtful that elements in the 
Defense Department and House Speaker Dennis Hastert R-lll., 
Sensenbrenner, Hunter and other Republicans would have cuttled 
the measure had they believed that doing so would have angered 
and upset the president and vice president.

FRANKFORT Gatewood 
Galbraith is back. And this time he's not 
wooing voters, he's wooing readers. 

Galbraith, one of Kentucky's perenni­
al political candidates, says his new auto­
biography, "The Last Free Man in 
America: Meets the Synthetic 
Subver ion" is the story of how he came 
to believe his role in life was to "fight for 
the Constitution and the Bill of Rights." 

The book- which ells for $29 .95 - is 
also an attempt to educate young people 
about their need to "renew their genera­
tion's fight for personal freedoms," he 
said. 

"It's trying to educate the young 
folks about how they can fight for their 
freedoms. Every generation must re-win 
its own freedom ," Galbraith said. 
"That's the theme of it. And I'm hoping 
that my struggles for my generation wiJJ 
educate the newer generation about how 
to go about tending to their own liber­
ty." 

The front cover has a picture of 
Galbraith smiling and holding a 
machine gun with ammunition wrapped 
around hi che t. 

Inside, Galbraith declare himself 
America's "most successful 
Independent candidate" in the past 50 
years. So far, Galbraith bas run - albeit 
unsuccessfully - for agriculture com­
missioner, governor, Congress and 
attorney general. 

While the book isn't "one of those 
tell-alls" for the Lexington lawyer, it 
seems to come close. 

"Going through two bankruptcies , 
sleeping in the back of my car and feel­
ing my heart shatter in a million, cajil­
lion pieces was bad enough while l was 
going through it," Galbraith wrote. ''I 
don't plan on revisiting it, especially in 
front of all you folks ." 

Galbraith, 57, starts with his child­
hood and growing up in Carlisle, 
through his family's move to Lexington. 
He tells of the time when as a young 
man he hitchhiked across the country, 
from Myrtle Beach to California, and 
then back again. 

As a youngster, Galbraith underwent 
surgeries to remove his spleen, appen­
dix and tonsils. However, it was his 
asthma that was the main cause of his 
"sickliness." 

It wasn 't until 1968, Galbrrutb ays, 
when his life changed. That' when he

smoked marijuana for me first time. 
Galbraith claims he's not had an a thma 
attack since. 

Aside from running for political 
office, Galbraith has also spent much 
time advocating what he says are the 
medicinal values of marijuana. He also 
touts the industrial use of hemp. 

However, his mission as "the last free 
man in America" goes beyond pushing 
for the legalization of medicinal mari­
juana, he said. It's also to fight the sys­
tem and corruption where he ee it and 
stand up for what he believes in, 
Galbraith said. 

Rather than be divided on different 
"hot button issues," people need to rally 
around individual freedoms, the 
Constitution and "common grounds that 
every American can agree on," 
Galbraith said. 

''The last free man in America. That's 
more of a challenge to everybody else 
than a title for me," Galbraith said. "I 
encourage everybody to be free, to think 
for them elves, to be cautious about the 
bill of good that our government and 
other governments try to sell them."

Not many Titans left with 
memories of Houston

NASHVILLE, Tenn. - It's 
been more than seven years 
since the then-Otlers left 
Houston for a new life in 
Tennessee. That doesn't leave 
many Titans who still remember 
those days.

"Burger King useed to sell 
the Derrick Dolls, which were 
stuffed dolls, and the entire city 
thought it was such a huge deal 
to purchase them. The playoff 
atmosphere, Carl Roach, Bum 
Phillips, the Luv Ya Blue, but 
everyone in the ctty was a big 
Earl Campbell fan,'' Miller said. 

''He played and ran so hard, 
which made it easy for the city 
to jump on his back and support 
everything he did." 

The Titans drove past the old

Spurrier takes ove 
at South Carolina

COLUMBIA, S.C. - Steve 
Spurrier might give his bra h, 
visor-throwing style an over­
haul now that he has returned 
to college football. 

Spurrier took over at South 
Carolina on Tuesday, signing a 
seven-year deal worth $1.25 
million a season that could 
grow to more than $2 million 
with incentives. He pledged to 
tum the Gamecocks into the 
consistent champion he built 
for 12 sea~ons at Florida. 

But the ol' bal1 c9ach comes 
back following a dose of 
humility, after going 12-20 in 
two pitiful seasons as the 
Washington Redskins coach in 
2002 and 2003. 

"Maybe I was a little arro­
gant. Maybe I ran my mouth 
more than I should," Spurrier 
said. "Human nature comes 
down and causes you maybe to 
feel you've got more answers 
than you really do when you've 
got a real good team. 

"So hopefuUy, I've learned 
some humility and great respect 
for all coaches," he said. 

Is this the same man who 
quipped you can't speU the 
Citrus Bowl without UT 
(Tennessee)? Or called Florida 
State, "Free Shoes 
University?" Or recounted how 
a Gator receiver told him it was 
nice of Gamecocks fans to 
wear all black_ it was a "Black 
Out Florida" effort - so they 
could easily see the football in 
a 56-17 rout at Williams-Brice 
Stadium three ea ons ago? 

"When they see what he can 
do on the field, people will be 
happy with him,•· said South 
Carolina assistant David 
Reaves, the on of Spurrier's 
former a sistant at Florida, 
John Reave. 

The 59-year-old Spurrier, 

who replaces Lou Holtz. led 
the Gator to ix Southeastern 
Conference titles and the 1996 
national championship. He 
seemingly could have stayed in 
Gainesville, Fla., forever, but 
abruptly resigned in 200 I and 
began a di astrous stint with 
the Redskins. 

Spurrier left the NFL after 
last season and then waited for 
the right college job to open. 

"You could see he was get­
ting anxious," said hi wife, 
Jerri. 

There was a strong pu h 
from some Florida fol1owers 
for Spurrier to return to his old 
position at The Swamp after 
coach Ron Zook was fired. But 
Spurrier pulled out of the run­
ning and said again Tuesday 
that 12 years at the same uni­
versity was enough. 

When Holtz told athletic 
director Mike McGee he 
planned to resign, South 
Carolina officials went after 
Spurrier. McGee contacted 
Spurrier and negotiation were 
handled quickly. 

Spurrier said the chool's 
focus on him wa appealing, 
unlike at Florida, where he 
would have had to go through 
the interview process. 

"Dr. McGee aid, 'I'm 
going to exhaust my search 
with you before I go to the next 
guy,"' Spurrier said. "He didn't 
have to go to the next guy." 

Spurrier met with hi nev. 
team and found them eager and 
ready to push forward. 

"We've got everything 
here," Spurrier said. "I'd like to 
borrow a phrase from the 
Boston Red Sox: Why not us? 
Why not the University of 
South Carolina Gamecocks?" 

Perhaps because the 67-
year-old Holtz is the only 
coach to win more than one 
bowl game m 111 sea ons of 
South Carolina football. The 

Gamecocks' lone champi­
onship came in 1969 as mem­
ber of the Atlantic Coast 
Conference. 

But quarterback Ingle 
Martin said not to ell Spurrier 
short Martin wa. a Spurrier 
recruit at Florida who trans­
ferred to Division I-AA 
Furman after the coach left for 
Washington. 

"I wouldn't bet against him 
if he had both hands tied 
behind hi back at hi execu­
tion," Martin said. 

lf Spurrier wants win the 
SEC at South Carolina, he'll 
have to get pa t his former 
team, which was 10-0 again l 

the Gamecocks while Spurrier 
was the Florida coach. 

Those games figured to be 
tough on Spurrier, who said he 
is not looking forward to his 
first matchup with his alma 
mater. next Nov. 12 at 
Williams-Brice Stadium. 

Spurrier went 20-13-1 in 
three seru ons at Duke before 
taking over at Florida in I 990. 
He posted 122 victones over -
12 seasons, tormented oppo­
nents with his offensive flair 
and witty one-liners, and 
departed with the best winning 
percentage in league hi tory. 

The executive committee of 
the school trustees approved 
the deal for Spurrier. Incentives 
include $250,000 for winning 
the Bowl Championship 
Serie. , $100,000 for becoming 
national coach of the year and 
$150,000 for winning the 
Southeastern Conference 
championship game. 

The contract has a $250.000 
a year buyout clause for both 
sides. Should Spurrier retire 
and not take another job, he 
owe· the university nothing. 

"Maybe we're prejudiced 
now for Steve Spurrier," 
McGee aid. ''That wa n't 
always the case."

Combs told The Herald of 
Everett the $250 million con­
struction cost, which did not 
include $85 million in high­
way improvement to 
improve traffic flow, wa at 
least $100 million more than 
for other track the developer 
ha built in recent years, even 
much bigger ones.

Lessons learned make difference for new Cup champ

As boos rained down from 
the grandstand, Kurt Bu ch 
waved and smiled, eemingly 
obliviou to the hostility.

But Busch is well aware he 
has not been a fan favorite, or 
even a favorite of his fellow 
drivers, in his four years rac­
ing in NASCAR 's top circuit. 

He's been punched in the 
face by Jimmy Spencer for try­
ing to deliberately wreck him, 
called "an arrogant punk" by 
fellow "Young Gun" Kevin 
Harvick and has drawn little 
but ire from spectators for his 
aggressive moves on the track. 

But the Kurt Bu ch who 
overcame the pres ure and 
adversity on the track in the 
la. t I 0 race to win the title 
i. n 't the a me bra h 23-year· 
old who made it to the Cup 
cries in 2001. 

Suddenly, the 2000 Rookie 
of the Year in the truck series 
was racing with the big boys. 

He called hi sudden pro· 
motion by team owner Jack 
Rou h "overwhelming." 

"All I knew wa to go to the 
front, race as hard as I could 
and wrinkle fenders 11lon~ the 
way,'' Bu ch aid. "That' how 
I wa upposed to race, and 
that was the wrong mind-set. 

"Every i ngle one of my 
mistakes were up at this elite 
level. Maybe I should have 
waited another year in trucks, 
or maybe I hould have done a 
year in the Busch Series." 

It wasn't only downers, 
though. 

Busch won four races in 
2002 - including three of the 
last five - and finished third in 
the points. showing he could 
be a contender. 

In 2003, he won four more 
times, but inconsistency 
pushed Busch back to 11th in 
the points. 

The first three years 10 the 
Cup series were tough for the 
youngster from Las Vegas . 

"I was a racer at heart and 
that's all I wanted to do was 
race," he explained. "I didn't 
understand the bigger picture, 
so the results came quick, but 
the rough edge were a bit mag­
nified. 

"I'm in this po ition today 
becau e we continued to race 
hard and ... we continued to 
learn hard lessons." 

Rou. h, who got hi. fir t 
Cup title a year ago from Matt 
Ken eth, couldn't be prouder 

of the growth Busch displayed 
this season. 

"Kurt has had some lumps 
and bumps in his young career 
here,'' hi boss aid. "But he is 
an incredible quick tudy. 
Once he under tand how 
omcthing work , he never 

forgets it and he won't put it 
aside. 

" If something happens 
that's not right for him or not 
good for him, then he makes 
the commitment to go forward 
and do it differently." 

Johnson, who lost the title 
to Busch by only eight points, 
says the new champion wi11 
represent his team and 
NASCAR well in his new role. 

"Kurt is going to do good," 
Johnson said. "He's a young 
guy. He's not afraid to be in 
front of the camera. He's not 
afraid to speak his mind, so I 
think the media will appreciate 
that. 

"He hawed us all some­
thing on the race track. Over 
this 1 0-race stretch, he didn't 
buckle." 

Now, Busch hopes the way 
he raced and handled him elf 
off the track will make a dif­
ference to the fans, too. 

"The fans are entitled to 
root and pull against anybody 
they want to,'' Bu ch said. 
"But this is definitely a bullet 
point in my career that will 
help orne of them realize that 
I'm not such a ba.d guy, I 
gue ."

Asked on Wednesday if he 
was doing anything special this 
week, the chatty Pro Bowl 
receiver effectively clammed up. 

"Yeah, playing focxbBil:' he said. 
That was it. 
Johnson i n 't about to add 

any spice to a game that really 
could UIIC omc. The Brown 
(3-7) have stagaered out of 
playoff contention with four 
consecutive losses, fueling 
speculation that coach Butch 
Davis will be fired. 

The Bengals ( 4-6) aren't a 
whole lot better, playing so 
poorly that Lewis reached his 
breaking point and screamed at 
his team following a 19-141oss 
to Pittsburgh on Sunday. 

Both teams have a lot bigger 
concerns than a few small bot­
tles of antacid. 

"They're down. They're 
reeling," quarterback Carson 
Palmer said. "But we're reel­
ing, too." 

It was nothing like this 
when they met on Oct. 17 in 
Cleveland with a grudge to be 
senled. Johnson had angered 
some of the Browns with his 
latest prank: He sent bottles of 
Pepto-Bismol to four defensive 
backs with handwritten notes 
warning they • d get sick trying 
to cover him. 

It got quite a reaction. 
"I threw it in the trash," safe­

ty Robert Griffith aid in a con­
ference call Wednesday. "I told 
him after the game I thought it 
was disrespectful to send them. 
I guc I'm just a little old 
school. You just don't do that." 

The joked backfired. The 
fired·up Brown rolled to a J4..17 
win, and Johnson had hi worst 

game- three catche for 37 yards 
and three dropped passe . 

Some of the Browns defen­
sive backs took John on' 
tongue-in-cheek antacid gift 
the way it was meant. 

"l haven't u d it at nll," safel­
ty Earl Little said Wednesday, 
chuckling. "I still have it. lt' 
still in tny medicine cabinet." 

For one week, the self-pro­
motion is gone from John on's 
bag of tricks . And that's a 
notable change. 

He had Lewis playing dam· 
age control last week when he 
promised a new touchdown cel­
ebration for the game against 
Pittsburgh. He also urged fans 
to bring bottles of Pepto­
Bismol to the Browns game. 

The locker room tone is 
more serious thi week, appar­
ently the result of Lewis' dia­
tribe. Johnson also ha. orne­
thing else on hi mind - hnvin 
a much better showing against 
Cleveland thllll the Ia t time. 

"l had the wor t game of my 
career, a very unfocused game, 
one that I'll probably never, 
ever have agwn,'' Johnson said. 
"I'm looking forward to being 
consistent like l've been since 
that point." 

Johnson was haunted by his 
bad game, losing sleep while 
trying to figure out how he 
could drop so many passes 
after raising the stakes so high 
with his Pepto prank. He con­
cluded that he was taking his 
eyes off the ball as he caught it, 
and fixed the problem in prac­
tice the next week. 

Johnson is on pace to have 
88 catche for 1 ,269 yards. 
Last season, he made his first 
Pro Bowl with 90 catches for a 
club-record 1 ,355 yards, the 
most in the American 
Conference. 

The game against Cleveland 
was by far his worst. 
Cornerback Anthony Henry 
did a good job guarding him, 
and Johnson dropped the ball 
most of the times he got open.

There i 
also general agreement that the 
moral issues that were front and 
center in the campaign were abor­
tion and homo exuality. with the 

~ latter focusing in a debate over 
traditional marriage versus same­
sex marriage. In fact, this mar­
riage i sue was on the ballot as an 
amendment, in one form or 
another. in Kentucky and 10 other 
state · and the traditional marriage 
supporters won in all II contests. 

i sues that Jesus mentions are all 
issues that are before u as a oci­
ety today, but for some reason are 
rarely considered as important 
moral value in our debate on 
what makes a moral society. 

Jesus mentions five moral 
issues that he considers impor­
tant: feeding the hungry and pro­
viding water for those who need 
water; giving a warm welcome to 
the alien; clothing tho e who do 
not have adequate clothing; tak­
ing care of the sick; and visiting 
tho e who are society's outcasts 
in pn on. Included in Jesus' list 
of important moral value are 
i ues before us today, such as 
how we deal with the poor in the 
land of plenty, clean water and 
other environmental concern ,

places of punishment. 

While Jesus, judging by his 
teachings as recorded elsewhere 
in the gospels (Matthew 5-7. for 
example), did not intend this list to 
be the definitive list of important 
moral values, this list certainly 
move our defmition of moral val­
ues important to God from being a 
short list with lots of emphasis on 
personal morality to a much 
longer list !hat deals with issues 
involving our lives together in 
community, as well. Note that 
Jesus also said that when we help 
people caught in the traps of 
poverty, hunger, thirst, Jack of a 
upport system, illness or prison, 

we are ministering to Him and 
when we ignore the plight of these 
people and their needs, we are 
twning our backs on Him. That is 
a very strong endorsement for 
dealing with these difficult and 
often very complicated issues. 

It is good to see that more and 
more people are concerned about 
moral values today, but we need 
to be careful that we go beyond 
the hort list of moral values that 
make it easy for u to feel good 
about our moral righteousness 
and that make it easy for us to sit 
in judgment on someone else. 
When we let moral issues divide 
us into "them" and "us", it i very 
ea y to become self-righteous 
and mean spirited, neither of 
which are considered Christian 
virtues. When it comes to moral 
values. we definitely need to 
move beyond the short list.

-Stay warm, save money 
by winterizing your home 

(NUE) - For many, winter 
means cozy evenings relaxing 
i,n front of a crackling frre. For 
'Others, it means high energy 

.. -bills just to stay wann. 
The latter is true if your 

home is poorly winterized,

By 
following a few important tips,

• Seal air leaks to stop 

Kick off your home 
winterizing project by check­
ing for air leaks. The average 
home has holes, cracks and 
gaps that allow as much air 
leakage as an open window. 
Running a furnace at higher 
levels in the middle of winter 
to compensate for air leaks 
wastes both energy and money. 

First, replace drafty win­
dows and doors. Look for win­
dows and doors that have the 
Energy Star label.

In contrast, there arc other 
overweight children that might 
be suffering from "emotional" 
or "disordered" eating patterns. 
The "emotional" eating children 
tend to display a variety of signs 
and symptoms. They are typi· 
cally preoccupied with food, 
wondering what and when their 
next snack or meal will be. 
They might even eat more than 
expected; they still report that 
they are hungry. These children 
might eat very rapidly. Parents 
may fmd indicators of constant 
eating, such as sneaking or 
harding food, after the kids have 
just eaten. Due to feeling 
ashamed or fearful for eating 
like that, sometimes they deny 
doing so, when parents confront 
them. Some children will 
reflect too much concern with 
body shape and weight, while 
expressing a desire to eat less. 
At the same time, these kids 
might still be overeating and 
gaining weight. As they become 
more aware of the impact on 
their bodies, the children will 
make negative comments and 
criticisms about themselves. 
They sometimes talk about how 
other children don't like them 
ll.tld avoid playing with them. 
Tending to be upset with them­
selve , the children appear to be 
lonely or describe themselves as 
lonely. 

It i not unu ual for emotion-

al eating children to present 
themselves as depres cd, wor· 
ried and/or preoccupied. It is 
also not unusual for them to iso­
late themselves, so that they 
spend large aniount of time in 
their room alone or in front of a 
TV or computer. Another com­
mon characteristic is for the 
children's school grades to drop. 
In contrast, some of the children 
will mask their negative feelings 
about themselves, their eating, 
and their moods by appearing 
compliant, pleasant, and over 
achieving, even though they use 
food as their coping strategy of 
choice. Some children that are 
emotional eaters are very good 
students, but they still have food 
and eating at the middle of their 
universe. The children's ten­
dency to think mostly of food or 
dieting might have started as a 
reaction to an emotionally scary 
time, such as when their parents 
divorced or there was a family 
loss because of illness or death. 

For the adults interested in 
the obese children, the big ques­
tion is typically "why is the 
child overweight?" Even 
though there might be a variety 
of factor intertwined into chil­
dren's' weight range, putting 
youngster ' on 11 diet i not rec­
ommended. The first sugges­
tion is to find out as much as 
pos ible a to why the children's 
pre ·ent weight i above the 

expected. Are the children like­
ly to have inherited a tendency 
to be overweight - is Mom or 
Dad heavier than most adults? 
Do Mom and/or Dad need to 
improve their eating habits? 
Could the children be bored and 
eating because there is nothing 
else to do in the afternoons, 
while watching TV, and so on? 
Are Mom and Dad getting a 
divorce or grandmother died 
and the children don't know 
other methods for coping with 
their feelings? Have you 
thought about the possibility of 
the children being depressed? 
Has the pediatrician been asked 
to check for possible physical 
reasons for the children's extra 
pounds? 

As expected, try to match 
interventions for obesity in 
childhood based on what is like­
ly to the underlying problems. 
Usually the most effective 
approach is for the whole family 
to come together and make it a 
project to learn more about 
heulthy eating, whether or not 
there is a parental genetic pre­
disposition or tendency to have 
poor eating habit . The famlly 
should be able to make the 
changes in food choices, eating 
habits, and activity levels that 
are needed. By all means, do 
not make the overweight child 
the center of the new project, 
but talk about how the entire

family needs to make improve­
ments in their health. Most like· 
ly, a few minutes and some cre­
ativity can help to decrease the 
likelihood of a bored child sit­
ting around without atlything to 
do. If the child has difficulties 
talking about their feelings 
and/or depression is suspected, 
then professional help is in order 
that often might include all fam­
ily members. 

Most importantly, make all 
attempts for the possible inter­
ventions to not harm the child's 
sense of self-worth and self­
esteem. Again, don't single out 
the obese child by focusing on 
food or weight, which is apt to 
make the child more sad and 
unhappy, leading to a greater 
food intake. Encourage children 
to accept that everyone comes in 
different sizes and shapes. It is 
also helpful to help the over­
weight child to learn some actu- ' 
al remarks to say to other chil- 1 

dren that make fun of the size or 
bully them. An example would 
be, "I'm a big kid and that's , 
0 .K.. I like myself just the way 
I am! Want to play?" 

While working on an accept· 
able nutritional and ex.erci e 
program, it is really helpful for 
adults to find ways for the over· 
weight child to feel some suc­
cess. It is worthwhile for them 
to learn to respect themselve 
and other .
