Cody Mining receives record fme

LOUISVILLE - An Ea tern 
Kentucky coal company has been 
fined $536,050 for violations stem­
ming from a June 2003 explosion 
that killed a mmer, injured two oth­
er and renewed focu on drug u e in 
mining. 

The fines are the largest federal 
penalty ever in the state and are the 

third large t in the nation levied by 
the federal government again ·t a 
coal operator or contractor. a federal 
mining official said. 

Inve tigators cited Cody Mimng 
last year for violations that they ay 
contributed to the death. including 
poor mining practices. failure to 
identify obvious ha7.ards and detona­
tion of an excessive amount of 
explo ·ives. 

The company also was cited for 
altering the scene of the blast that 
killed Paul Blair. 21. The Paints\ ille 
man wa killed in the bla. t at Cody 
Mining' No. I Mine in Floyd 
County. Roben Ratliff Jr., 29. also of 
Paints\'illc. was sC\ crel) inJured. 

A third miner, Roben Delong.

Hunters already can use spe­
cial soap, shampoo and clothing 
detergent to eliminate human 
smell. Some even pay $300 for 
scent-control coveraJJs or rub 
themselves with horse manure. 

Now, for $4.99, hunters can 
get 12 olive green, Chiclet-style 
tablets in a blister pack. "It's 
sugar-free, by the way," aid 
Bretl, 35, whose licen e plate 
reads "GUM GUY." 

The idea came seven years 
ago when Bretl, a gun hunter 
since boyhood, began going 
after deer with a bow and arrow. 
That meant hunting at closer 
range, and Bretl took precau­
tions to eliminate his human 
odor, including wearing carbon­
lined clothing that was kept 
sealed in plastic bins with pine 
boughs. 

Deer still picked up his scent. 
He turned to his brother and 
then-dental student Nicholas, 
who suggested the problem 
might be his breath. 

Bretl contacted an organic 
chemi t friend and began cook­
ing gum recipes in a microwave. 
"My first few batches were 
hideous," he said. "It was tough 
chewing." 

But he kept experimenting 
and ultimately settled on a for­
mula that incorporate anti­
microbial agents, ' chloropfiyll 
and three kinds of pine oil. 

Bretl has no clinical evidence 
the gum works and hasn't done 
any official studies. But he says 
he and his associates used it after 
smoking cigarettes, drinking 
beer and eating onions and found 
it erased the odors.

Oldham said he hopes criminal 
indictments are returned on the 
case now that civil penalties have 
been levied. 

Dave Lauriski, head ofMSHA, 
has aid the agency plans to pursue 
the Cody case "to the fulle t extent 
allowable by law," which includes 
po sible federal criminal prosecu­
tion. 

Joni Weber, spokeswoman for 
U.S. Attorney Greg Van Tatenhove 
in Lexington, said her office 
would not comment on ongoing 
inve tigation . 

Lawyers fcir Robert Ratliff Sr. 
and mine foreman Eugene Conley 
filed motions with the state com­
mission last year, asking the tate 
to pur its actions on hold 'because 
of the criminal investigation by the 
U.S. attorney's office. 

At the time of the accident, 
Delong set the explosive charges 
and took shelter behind a wall m a 
cross tunnel with Blair and the 
younger Ratliff. Because the tun­
nels were improperly cut. the min­
ers were too close to the explosion, 
investigators determined.

"Also," he continued, "in the 
case of a threat, leave the build­
ing and don't change anything as 
you go. If a light is already on, 
leave it on; if it's already off 
leave it off, and such.'' 

Trooper Hopkins said that 
decisions such as to evacuate 
schools, or to reenter buildings, 
would be "left to chool adminis­
tration" officials. 

Supt. Paul Fanning said, dur­
ing the meeting, that individual 
school principals would erve as 
"site commanders" during threat 
situations and would be respon­
sible for such decisions.

The vaccine 
shortage erupted Oct. S when 
regulators shut Chi ron Corp.'s 
labs in Liverpool, England, cut­
ting the expected U.S. supply by 
48 million do es, or nearly half. 

"This is our biggest night­
mare come true," said oreen 
Nicol. chief clinical officer at 

the National Jewish Medical 
and Re earch Center in Denver, 
which received only about half 
of the 2,000 doses of flu vaccine 
it ordered. 

Still, infectiou -disea e 
experts say flu hould no longer 
be a cata trophic lllnc s among 
otherwi e healthy people, at 
lea. t not in the way it wa in 
1918 when it killed 40 million 
people worldwide. 

For one thing, there are still 
about 61 million vials of vac· 
cine in the U.S. pipeline. That i 
roughly equal to the nation's 
entire upply in 2000. With 
proper distribution, that is 
enough to protect the 42.8 mil­
lion Americans who really need

Bush is maintaining a strong 
lead over Sen. John Kerry in 
Kentucky, according to a 
Bluegras Poll published 
Sunday. 

Bush holds a 17 -point lead 
over Kerry in the state, about the 
same result as a similar poll 
taken a month ago, according to 
The Courier-Journal of 
Loui ville, which published 
both polls. 

The late t poll, conducted 
Monday through Wedne day, 
showed that among likely vot­
ers, Bu h is the choice of 56 per­
cent of Kentuckians, compared 
with 39 percent for Kerry and l 
percent for independent candi­
date Ralph Nader. Four percent 
were undecided. 

The survey. conducted by 
telephone, polled 690 likely vot­
ers and ha a margin of error of 
plus or rninu 3.7 percentage 
points. 

Last month' Bluegrass Poll 
put Bush at 53 percent, Kerry at 
38 percent and Nader at 3 per­
cent, with 6 percent undecided. 

While national polls on the 
race for the White House have 
tightened and some show a dead 
heat, Kentuckians haven't 
changed their minds much over 
Lhe last month. 

Even though Bush hold a 
comfortable lead, only 39 per­
cent of all respondents said the 
country was going in the right 
direction, down from 45 percent 
a month ago.

Daniel Mongiardo has cut into 
incumbent U.S. Sen. Jtm 
Bunnmg 's omfortable lead 
from a month ago, according to 
a Bluegrass Poll released 
Sunday. 

The poll, published in The 
Courier-Journal of Louisville. 
showed Bunning is apparently 
leading by 6 entage point .

published Tuesday, found 76 per­
cent of likely voters polled said 
they would vote for the amend­
ment ov. 2. Eighteen percent 
were opposed, and 6 percent sa1d 
they were undecided. 

A Bluegrass Poll in May 
showed 70 percent of likely vot­
ers favored the amendment and 
25 percent opposed it. La t 
month, the poll found 72 percent 
in favor and 22 percent opposed. 

The September poll results 
are statistically the same as the 
result of the October poll, which 
had a margin of error of plus or 
minus 3.7 percentage points. The 
telephone poll que tioned 690 
likely voters from Oct. 18 to 20. 

Sixty-two percent of voters 
said they were aware of the cur­
rent statute banning same-sex 
marriage. Of those aware of the 
statute, 72 percent upponed the 
amendment, compared with 82 
percent of those unaware of the 
statute. 

The poll hows support for 

the amendment across all regions 
of Kentucky, all age groups, edu­
cauonal and income levels, both 
maJor political parties and most 
religious categories. 

Only in a handful of demo­
graphic and political categories, 
such as those with no religious 
preference and those who identi­
fy themselves as political liber­
als, was there a statistical tie 
between opponents and support­
ers of the amendment. 

Of those supporting the re­
election of Republican President 
George W. Bush- who has sup­
ported a similar marriage amend­
ment on the federal level - 89 
percent favor the Kentucky 
amendment. That compares with 
59 percent of supporters of Sen. 
John Kerry, the Democratic pres­
idential challenger, who opposes 
gay marriage but believes states 
should decide the issue. 

Support for the amendment 
wa strong but lc s overwhelm· 
ing among four categories of vot· 

ers - those in the state' most 
urban counties, younger voters, 
those who personally know gays 
or lesbians and those who do not 
identify themselves as evangeli­
cal or born-again Christians. 

Sarah Reece, campaign man­
ager for the group NO on the 
Amendment, said she wa not 
discouraged by the poJl re ults. 
She noted that the campaign 
launched a radio and televisiOn 
advertising campaign Monday 
and said 1,500 volunteers are 
going door-to-door. 

She said the volunteers are 
reporting that many voters ini­
tially tell them they support the 
amendment, then are less likely 
to support it when volunteers say 
it would also restrict civil unions 
as well as potentially other rights 
that unmarried people currently 
enjoy - a point disputed by 
amendment supporters. 

"As folks come face to face 
with how the amendment harm 
all Kentucky voters, we know 

that they'll vote no," Reece said 
An advocate for the amend­

menr said he was pleased with 
the poll re!".ults. 

"It doesn't surpri e me that 
there is ~trong supp01t for mar­
riage throughout the common­
wealth,'' said Kent Ostrander of 
the Vote Yes for Marriage cam­
paign. "TI1ere has been a Jot of 
work of all kinds going on acros 
the state." 

He said it reflects months of 
organization by pastors, organi­
zations and groups on behalf of 
the amendment, which is one of 
several such efforts launched 
around the country since a 
Massachu etts court legalized 
gay marriage there.

Fletcher had a 53 percent rat­
ing in a Bluegrass poll taken five 
momh. ago. Fletcher' di ap­
proval rating rose to 45 percent. 
up from 28 percent in May's poll. 

In Lhe late~! survey, only ll 

percent of Kentuckians said they 
rrongly approved of Fletcher, 

compared with 25 percent who 
aid they strongly di approved. 

Eleven percent had no opinion. 
Some people polled said in fol­

low-up interviews they disliked 
Fletcher's handling of the health 
plan for 229,000 state and school 
employees, retirees, and their 
dependents. 

In an interview with the news­
paper on Friday, Fletcher 
acknowledged that hi job rating 
hao; suffered because of "dissatis­
faction" over hi health-care plan, 
as well as from battles with law­
makers amid a "very partisan 
atmosphere" in Frankfort. 

"Obviously, a very tough year 
has resulted in tho e numbers, but 
this is just the beginning," he said. 
'There's alway up and downs, 
but one thing I hope people see, 

and [ thinl they will see, is that 
we're here working very hard to 
do the right thing." 

Fletcher predicted his approval 
rating would rebound once people 
team how last week's re olutioo 
to the health-insurance crisis 
averted a teacher strike. 

"lltis session will be seen as a 
decisive action that got us some 
resolution," he said. 

Fletcher said his administra­
tion crafted the best health-insur­
ance plan it could with the money 
it had, in the absence of a state 
budget. Faced with protest, 
Fletcher called the legislature into 
a special session that lasted 15 
days before lawmakers agreed 
last week to add $172 million to 
the plan and appease workers. 

The poll of 806 Kentucky 
adults had an error margin of plu 
or minus 3.5 percentage points. 

The poll results come as Fletcher 
and the legislature prepare for the 
regular se1. .. ~n in January, with an 
agenda expected to include the 
creation of a budget and decisions 
about how to pay for the health 
plan. 

Hou e Democrats, who 
claimed credit for writing the bulk 
of the health~insurance bill. 
accused Fletcher of not participat­
ing in the solution after giving 
lawmakers a difficult task. Senate 
Republicans gave Fletcher credit 
for trying to figure out how to 
olve the problem by calling a 
pecial session, and they said 

House lawmakers must accept 
some blame for the budget 
impas e in the last regular session. 

"Them complaining about 
Ernie Fletcher having trouble 
being effective as a governor is 
like an ar onist complaining about 

the fire," said Senate President 
David Williams, R-Burke ville. 

Fletcher won high job 
approval from 60 percent of 
Republicans and 57 percent of 
registered voters who identified 
themselves as conservatives. 
Among men, 49 percent said they 
approved of his job pert"ormance. 

Fletcher's job-approval rating 
was worst among Democrats, 
African-Americans, and liberal 
and moderate voters. For the four 
groups, at least 60 percent disap­
proved of his job performance. 

Outside Jefferson County, 44 
percent of respondents approved 
of Fletcher's performance and the 
same percentage disapproved. 
Fletcher's highest rating was post­
ed in the Bluegrass region around 
Lexington, where 48 percent of 
respondents aid they liked how 
he has handled his job.

The) were later discovered 
by a ·tudent manager, who 
investigated after noticing the 
bathhou.·e lights on and door 
unlocked. Attempt to revive 
them both at the . cene and later 
at Prestonsburg General 
Hospital were unsucces ful. 
Their tleath were ruled the 

result of carbon monoxide poi­
soning. 

Reatherford was the son of 
John and Bertha Patrick 
Reatherford. Salyers was the 
son of Mr. and Mrs. Woodrow 
Salyers Sr. 

The next year, the 
Prestonsburg 1 aycees initiated 
an award in the boys' honor, the 
Reatherford-Salyers Award, to 
recognize a senior PHS athlete 
on the basis of leadership, ath­
letic ability, cooperation, hon­
esty, church works, student gov­
ernment participation, conduct. 
citizenship and character. Since 
1980, the Prestonsburg Kiwanis 
Club has overseen the award.

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Mongiardo, Bunning step up pace of campaign with bus tours

LOUISVILLE - Daniel 
Mongiardo accused Republican 
Sen. Jim Bunning of "not get­
ting the job done" for Kentucky 
a the Democrat opened his 

~ tatewide bu tour Tuesday 
with a union hall rally. 

Bunning continued his own bus 
tour with a wing rhrough 
Republican trongholds in southern 
Kentucky. Bunning, who i seeking 
a second term, aligned himself with 
President Bush in the fight against 
rerrori m. 

With the election just a week 
away, Mongiardo claimed he 
had seized the momentum as he 
drew prolonged cheers from a 
standing-room-only crowd of 
everal hundred at a United 

Auto Workers hall in South 
• Louisville. 

"About eight months ago, 
we were down by 24 point , 
and people said there's no 
chance we can win," 
Mongiardo said. "But you 
know what, I was talking to 
people across this state, and it 
was clear that the senator we 
have today is not getting the job 
done for the working men and 
women." 

The Courier-Journal's 
Bluegrass Poll published 

unday showed that 
Mongiardo. a state senator and 
doctor from Hazard, had closed 
to within 6 percentage point , 
down from 17 point behind 
Bunning a month earlier. 

Bunning was joined in cam­
paign stops by two Kentucky 
colleague - U.S. Sen. Mitch 
McConnell and U.S. Rep. 
Harold Roger . They credited 
Bunning with a key role in get­
ting Congress to approve a 
quma buyout for tobacco farm­
ers and for getting benefits for 
sick uranium plant workers. 

"This guy's an effective sen­
ator for Kentucky, and we need 
to keep him," McConnell said. 

Bunning said that Bush ha 
provided "great leadership" 10 

the war on terror. Bunning also 
made a pitch to supporters of 
Bush and Rogers, who is unop­
posed for re-election. 

"Hal Rogers is going to get 
an unbelievable vote, and 
George Bush is going to get an 
unbelievable vote, and I'm sit­
ting between them," Bunning 
aid. "So just go in and punch 

the right button and we'll be 
just fine." 

Meanwhile, Mongiardo sup­
porters at the union hall chanted 
"Dr. Dan" and waved signs that 
included "Bench Bunning," a 
reference to the incumbent's 

day· as a baseball pitcher 
Terry Thurman, a regional 

UAW leader, called Bunning a 
"do-nothing" senator with a 
"terrible voting record for 
working men and women." 

Mongiardo said families 
have been strapped by ri. ing 
cost for health care, college 
tuition and gasoline. 

He said Bunning has ignored 
tho e issues and instead resort­
ed to a negative campaign 
m~ant to smear Mongiardo's 
reputation. 

"He ha no answer to all 
these i , ue , but we do," 
Mongiardo aid. "And on ov. 
2. we are going to take those 
an wer to Washington, D.C."' 

Mongiardo was accompanied 
by Iowa Sen. Tom Harkin. who 
said that Mongiardo an ear, 
nose and throat surgeon -
would bring expertise to help 
cure the nation's health care 
problems. 

"When you entered the race 
a year ago. you were a long­
bot, but these days you're 

looking more like Seabiscuit or 
Smarty Jones,'' Harkin said. 

Harkin also waded into 
tobacco buyout politics. 

The Iowa senator aid he 
offered an amendment during 
the final negotJations that 
would have given Kentucky 

farmer~ and quotaholders an 
extra $490 million. Hi· propos­
al also would have reduced the 
length or those payments to 
seven years from 1 0 but also 
included giving the Food and 
Drug Admini!-lration regulatory 
powe1 over tobacco. 

Harkin said that Bunning 
opposed his proposal. 

"Was that in the interests of 
Kentucky and Kentucky farm­
ers:· Harkin asked, which drew 
a resounding "no" from the 
aud1ence. 

Speaking to about 150 peo­
ple in Somerset, McConnell 
said Bush supporters should 
stand with Bunning a well. 

"If you're supporting 
George Bush ... it make 
absolutely no sense not to vote 
for George Bush and Jim 
Bunning, because Jim Bunning 
will be with George Bush every 
step of the way," he said. 

Pula ki County Sheriff Todd 
Wood ushered the Mongiardo 
supporter off to one side and 
chJded them when they heckled 
Republican peaker . 

"They don't want to hear the 
truth." said Crockett Anderson, 
an unemployed restaurant man­
ager who blamed the Bush 
administration, Bunning and 
other Republican leaders for 
job losses acros the country.

We're having factories 
shut down, businesses shut 
down, and Bunning bas done 
nothing to top the job losses." 

Wood said he asked the

JACKSON, Miss. - Alan 
Brown, like the characters in the 
"Ghostbusters" films, ain't afraid 
of no ghosts. Only he's never actu­
ally met one, yet 

Brown, the author of four 
books about haunted places, said 
such encounters always seem to 
happen to someone else. 

"It seems to be the people who 
aren't expecting things," said 
Brown. whose most recent book, 
"Stories from the Haunted South," 
offers accounts from paranormal 
investigators across the country 
who inve tigate things that go 
bump in the night 

Among the real-life ghost­
busters is Karen Lundahl, who 

uses scientific technology to inves­
tigate alleged hauntings. 

"We can actually pinpoint 
where activity is occwring and 
give them physical evidence and 
audio, with temperature readings. 
We can actually validate that, 'yes 
there is something here, you're not 
crazy." Lundahl said. 

Founder of the Central 
Arkansas Society of Paranormal 
Research, Lundahl said her organi­
zation u es digital and still cam­
eras, electromagnetic field detec­
tors and thermal scanners to docu­
ment any paranormal activity in 
buildings. 

Paranormal investigators have 
srudied places in Mi sissippi to 
chart alleged haunting , most 
notably at McRaven Tour home in 
Vicksburg. 

McRaven tour guide Leonard 
Fuller said that '"ghostbusters"' 
from California spent two weeks 
studying the residence that dates 
back to the Civil War. 

'They said that there wa'i more 
activity in this home than any they 
had ever been in," Fuller said. "We 
are considered the third-mo t 
haunted hou e in the United Stale~ 
by their records." 

In his 14 yean; as a tour guide. 
Fuller said he ha~ only seen nine of 
the reported 12 ghost'>. 

'They are just like you and [, 
when you look at them they fade 
out a lot of time," he said. 

He said the building's most fr~:­
quent visitor is the ghost of Maty 
Elizabeth Howard, a 15-year-old

girl who died while giving birth. 
Fuller srud that Howard's ghost 

often play· jokes by turning on and 
off the lights and even erving as a 
tour guide. 

Though Howard is known as 
friendly, FulJer aid there has been 
one incident of an unfriendly ghost. 
Fuller said that current owner. 
Leyland French, had an unu ual 
encounter while cleaning the din­
ing room floors one evening. 

"He was down on the floor on 
his hands and knees and a force 
shoved him down 'till it broke the 
glasses on hi face," Fuller said. 

After that incident, Fuller said 
an Episcopal priest came through 
with holy water lO ward away the 
spirits, but the gho ts still inhabit 
the grounds. 

Fuller said he prefers to focus 
his tours on the $14 million in 
antiques that grace the home, 
instead of its haunted past. 

"It is kind of bad to have all that 
histocy and then go to gho t sto­
ries," Fuller said. 

While Brown has yet to go to 
McRaven. the author cites 
Men dian's Merrehope home as the 
"most haunted place'' he has ever 
visited. 

1\vo years ago, Brown pent the 
night at the 20-bedroom Victorian­
era home with two radio disc jock­
eys and a paranormal investigator. 

Video cameras were set up in 
every room with a main monitor in 
the dining room. Brown aid that 
around midnight, the door to a cab­
inet m what is known as the 
"bride's" room opened and closed 
by itself. 

'1 ran upstairs and I didn't see 
anybody. I didn't ee any string 
attached to the door - that was 
freaky," Brown said. 

Brown said that two ghosts 
allegedly haunt the building - the 
spirit of the former owner's daugh 
ter, Eugenia Garry, and the ghost of 
a retired teacher who reportedly 
shot himself there. 

While Brown said residents 
have reported hearing Garry 
singing in the bathroom, he said the 
second ghost was credited with 
scaring away potential robbers. 

Around Halloween each year, 
Brown schedules a visit to a haunt­
ed location in the South. Last year, 
he ttaveled to Oak Alley Plantation 
in Vacherie, La., where he once 
again was disappointed to have 
missed a ghostly encounter. 

This year's expedition is to the 
F.W. Williams house in Meridian, 
which is said to be haunted by a 
wheelchair-bound woman who 
died there after falling down an ele­
vator shaft. 

''Maybe something will hap­
pen," he said of his chances of see­
ing a ghost. ''Maybe I will get 
lucky."

their ambition to outdo their 
neighbors. 

"I believe people decorating

Football player made it 
back from gruesome injury

ASHLAND - Last year, 
Fairview's "Dream Season" was 
part nightmare for Seth Musick. 

A horrific injury in the sec­
ond game ended Musick's sea­
son, relegating him to the role of 
a vocal cheerleader. 

Musick separated his ankle 
and broke his fl.bula while mak­
ing a tackle in a game against 
Ludlow. His foot was turned 
completely around. 

The injury wa imilar to 
what Cincinnati Bengals' defen­
sive lineman Tim Krumrie 
experienced in Super Bowl 
XXIII. 

'1 heard a pop and looked 
down," Musick said. "I saw my 
foot twisted. I screamed at first 
because that's not something 
you expect to see. Then I just sat 
there. There was nothing I could 
do." 

When Fairview coach Chad 
Tackett went over to check on 
his fallen player, he was 
shocked. 

"When I first saw it, my 
stomach turned,'' he said. "It 
was hard to believe." 

Assistant coach Rex 
Cooksey came over and put a 
towel over the ankle. 

"I'm not sure he was trying 

to keep me from seeing it a 
much as everybody else." 
Musick said. "I knew it was 
pretty bad." 

In a strange way, the injury to 
Musick served a!. a rallying 
point for Fairview, Tackett said. 

"It actually brought our team 
closer together." he said. "I was 
proud of how the team responded. 
They started playing for each other 
instead of themselves." 

Musick didn't get to play 
another down in Fairview's sea­
son that finished 11-l with a 
loss to Beechwood in the play­
offs. It was the first undefeated 
regular season in school history. 

For Musick, it was bitter­
sweet. While he wa happy the 
team did well, he also wanted so 
much to play more of a part in it. 

"It's tough when you've 
played football every year since 
third grade to watch somebody 
else play your position," he said. 
"I loved that we had a great sea­
son like that. It was like being at 
Johnson Central watching 
another dream season go by." 

Musick wa in middle chool 
in 2000 when Johnson Central, 
coached by Seth's father Bill 
Musick, fashioned a 10-0 regu­
lar season. 

Seth Musick had a long road 
of rehabilitation ahead follow­
ing the injury. He still bas a 

plate and five screws near the 
ankJc that sometimes give him 
trouble. But he recovered 
enough to play his senior sea-
on. 

Musick starts on offcn e at 
right guard and defensive tackle 
and continues to be one of the 
team leaders in almost every 
way. 

''He' · just an outstanding 
kid," Tackett said. "His dad and 
mom raised him to be a fine 
young man. He's a great kid to 
have around and to have on a 
team. I told the players after we 
played Frankfon that if we had 
10 more Seth Musicks, we'd be 
unsloppable." 

Tackett didn't know how 
effective Musick would be after 
the injury but he's been pleas­
antly surprised. 

"Coming back, we envi­
sioned playing him on one side 
of the ball," he said. "If we got 
that out of him, we thought 
they'd be remarkable." 

He's tarted at right guard 
every game and played at defen­
sive end. linebacker and defen­
sive tackle.

"The only thing that I can

Brooks said. "I'm not walking 
away from this. I'm here for the 
long haul, in my opinion. I'm 
going to turn this thing around. 
We're going to recruit, we're 
going to work hard, we're 
going to coach, we're going to 
go to war this week and next 
week and hopefuUy next year." 

Brooks said he has confi·

"We hear it, but that's foot­
ball. That's something that you 
can't control," Flowers said. "I 
feel coach Brooks is going to be 
here next year. It's no big thing. 
But we've got to put together 
some wins so we can put that 
down a little bit." 

Mississippi State (2-5, 1·3 
SEC) seems like an opponent 
against which Kentucky should 
be competitive.

1. Both Election Judges; or 
2. Person of voter's choice except-not voter's employer or agent of that

WHAT IS THE PROPER PROCEDURE? 

1. Voter completes the "Voter Assistance Form" (SBE-31) completely, includ­
ing the reason assistance is needed, and signs name. 

2. If any person other than the election judges assists the voter, that person 
must complete the portion of the form which is an OATH that the assitor 
will operate the machine as directed by the voter AND this OATH must be 
attested by the Clerk signing. 

3. If the election judges assist the voter, the Democratic and Republican 
Judges must sign the OATH at the bottom, BOTH JUDGES will enter the 
machine with the voter, where in the presence of each other, the machine 
is operated in accordance with the directions of the voter. 

4. Election officers should list the name of each assisted voter on the 'Record 
of Assisted Voters' (SBE-31 A) form which should be returned with the elec­
tion material as instructed. 

VOTER MAY MAKE APPLICATION FOR 
PERMANENT ASSISTANCE TO VOTE 

There is a portion of this form where the voter may request the Board of 
Elections to certify the voter as needing permanent assistance due to blind­
ness or other physical disability. If the Board approves the voter's request, 
voter will have permanent certification, relieving the VOTER ONLY from the 
responsibility of completing the oath. Even if a voter is certified for permanent 
assistance, the assistor(s) must still complete and sign their portion of the 
Oath. 
Violations of the laws regarding Assistance to Vote should be reported to the 
Board of Elections :. . mediately, and noted on the "Precinct Election 
Sheriff's Post Election Report" (SBE-53) 

The precinct Sheriff may request the assistance of any law enforcement offi­
cer to maintain law and order at the polls, but it is strongly suggested that 
Precinct Sheriff make that request through the Board of Elections. (County 
Board of Elections phone numer 886-3816 or 1-800-481-2009) 

IDENTIFICATION IS REQIRED AT THE POLLS 

KRS 117.227 Requires precinct election officers to confirm the identity of 
all voters at the Polling Place before they will be permitted to vote. 

YOUR IDENTITY MAY BE CONFIRMED BY PERSONAL ACQUAINTANCE 
WITH ONE OF THE ELECTION OFFICERS OR BY A DOCUMENT SUCH AS 
A MOTOR VEHICLE OPERATOR'S LICENSE, SOCIAL SECURITY CARD OR 
CREDIT CARD. 

IN ADDITON TO CONFIRMATION OF IDENTITY, all voters must still pos­
sess all other statutory qualifications for voting.

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Chile's flag colors are symbolic: 
the white star stands for progress and 
honor, red stands for heroes' blood, 
blue stands for the sky and white stands 
for the snow-capped Andes mountains. 

A long, thin line 
Chile 1s a land of contrast and beauty, 
with attractions rang1ng from towering 
volcanic peaks of the Andes to ancient 
forests in the Lake District. For 
anyone fascinated by geography, the 
long, thin shape formed by Chile's 
oundaries has produced astonish­

ment. The country stretches over 
4 300 km (2 700 mi) along the south­
western coast of South America. It is a 
distance about the same as that from 
San Francisco, Calif., to New York, 
N.Y., or from Edinburgh, Scotland, to 
Baghdad, Iraq. At the same time, the 
width is never more than 240 km (150 
mi), making the country more than 18 
times longer than its widest point. 

The amazing Andes 
The main factor in Chile's shape is the 
virtually impassable wall of the Andes, 
a mountain range that is still ris­
ing and has more than 50 active 
volcanic peaks. Its western bor­
der is the Pacific Ocean. All 
along its length, Chile is marked 
by a narrow depression between 
the mountains and the sea. 

To the north the land rises and 
becomes the forbidding 
Desert, one of the most inhos­
pitable regions on Earth. 

To the south, it is the opposite. Here, 
the land falls away. The area between 
mountains and ocean fades into a 
maze of islands that end in the 
Chilean Patagonia. Chile's southern 
tip IS Cape Horn, a treacherous head­
land surrounded by storm-tossed 
seas. passable only through the foggy 
Strait of Magellan. 

Chile's center is a 500-mile long river 
valley. Th1s corridor is home to vine­
yards and great farms in the north, 
and primeval forests and lakes in the 
south. 

Santiago, the capital, anchors the 
prosperous northern section of the 
central valley. The Lake District to the 
south is the homeland of Chile's 
indigenous peoples, the Araucanians. 

Pacific possessions 
Also part of Chile are two Pacific pos­
sessions, the Juan Fernandez Islands 
and Easter Island. Both are adminis­
tered as national parks. 

The Juan Fernandez islands are 
located about 670 km (416 mi) off the 
Chilean coast. Easter Island is locat­
ed 3,700 km (2,300 mi) off the west 
coast of Chile. It is the world's most 
ISolated inhabited island and one of 
the most mystifying places on Earth. 
Easter Island, or Rapa Nui (the 
Polynes1an name tor Easter Island), 
has a history that remains as unclear 
as it is evocative. The original settlers 
seem to have been Polynesian, 
although there is evidence that they 
were joined by a South American 
people early 1n the island's history.

The Araucanian region, south of the Bio-Bio

It first appeared during the time of the 
dinosaurs. 

The Andean Condor, a critically endan­
gered species of vulture, inhabits 
the craggy rock ledges high 
in the Andes. 

Easter Island's 
stone giants 
The island's people 
developed a distinc­
tive culture, best known by the moai, giant 
figufes carved from volcanic rock. On 
average, they are 13 feet high and can 
weigh 14 tons. Their form is male, with 
human heads-on-torsos carved from 
rough, hardened volcanic ash. They 
have puzzled ethnographers, archaeol­
ogists, and visitors to the island since 
the first European explorers arrived in 
A.D. 1722. There is no written record 
(and the oral history is scant) to tell their 
story or significance. Nearly 900 giant 
moai punctuate the barren landscape. 
The monoliths dot the landscape, 
some in rows, others toppled, broken 
or damaged by violence.
