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Corps of Engineers to appeal federal mining ruling

WHITE SULPHUR 
PRINGS, WVa. - The U.S. 

Anny Corps of Engineers filed 
II' notice Thursday that it will appeal 

a federal judge' recent ruling that 
targets the u e of valley fills for 
disJX>sal of mining waste. 

The key defendant in a case 
brought by environmentalists, the 
corps will file its appeal with the 
4th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals 
in Richmond, Va. 

President Bush's senior envi­
ronmental policy adviser 
announced the planned appeal ear-

lier in the day at the state Chamber 
of Commerce's annual meeting at 
The Greenbrier resott. 

"The president is committed to 
reliable, affordable. domestically 
available energy. He's laid that 
backbone of that on coal," Jim 
Connaughton told a luncheon 
crowd. 

Connaughton also predicted 
that all 55 West V:trginia counties 
can satisfy looming air quality 
standards - - as long as the 
state sticks with Bush's environ­
mental policies. 

U.S. District Judge Joseph R. 
Goodwin barred the corps in a 

July 8 order from applying its 
streamlined permit process to 
mountaintop removal mining pro­
jects that would rely on valley fills. 

Mountaintop removal is a high­
efficiency surface mining tech­
nique designed to recover 100 per­
cent of the coal. The rock and dirt 
above and between coal seams is 
blasted away, then disposed of in 
nearby streambeds to fonn valley 
fills. The mining method replaces 
mountains and valleys with a land­
scape more flat or gently rolling. 

Goodwin expanded his ruling 
with an Aug. 13 order that directed 
the corps to suspend authorization 

for all valley fill on which con­
struction had not begun as of July 
8. He declined to revisit U1at ruling 
earlier this week, denying reque ts 
from both intervening coal opera­
tors and the environmental group 
that filed the lawsuit. 

ln a statement that coincided 
with Connaughton's announce­
ment, the U.S. Justice Department 
said Goodwin "erroneou Jy inval­
idated a key tool in regulating 
mine projects.'' 

"The decision, while limited to 
the southern part of West Virginia, 
will substantially curtail produc­
tion of West Virginia coal that is 

low in sulfur and, therefore, less 
polluting," the statement from 
Assistant Attorney General 
Thomas Sansonetti said. 

Connaughton also decried the 
ruling dunng his remarks at The 
Greenbrier. 

"It puts a halt to the work that 
We t Virginia miners do for their 
communities and tlleir families," 
Connaughton said. 

The ruling has yet to cause any 
layoffs or mine shutdowns. But its 
critics say it delay pending pro­
Jects that have sought permits for 
as long as two years. 

Chamber President Steve 
Roberts said busine leaders have 
expected an appeal of Goodwin's 
ruling. 

There seem to have been enough 
questions about the actual lan­
guage that is acceptable versus the 
language that isn't acceptable," 
Robert aid. 

He said the state's business 
community 1s hopeful mat "as a 
result of all the work done on lhis 
subject, a pass forward will be 
found that allows for production of 
coal and provides for a clean and 
protected environment." 

As for air quality, Connaughton 
said the counties will meet tougher 
standards set to take effect within 
the next decade because Bush has 
focused on reducing emissions 
from power plants and diesel 
engines.

on overtime rules: 
Until recently, federal overtime rules had not been altered 

for more than half a century, which is another way of saying 
they were an outdated muddle: a source of confusion for 
employers, an inadequate safeguard for those they were 
meant to protect and an invitation for lawsuits that did not 
necessarily afford anyone justice. 

Now, however, it ought to be much clearer who is and is 
not entitled to time-and-a-half pay for hours worked in 
excess of 40 a week. The Bush administration deserves credit 
for tackling a job that was extraordinarily complicated and 
sure to bring wrathful accusations from political opponents. 

The attack has happened, of course - millions of work­
ers, we are told, are facing dreadful exploitation. Hardly like­
ly. The new rules actually extend eligibility for millions. 

The rules do clarify that the law is not meant to apply to 
managers or professionals or people drawing extremely 
handsome salaries, and some are unhappy with the fact. It's 
true, too, that there are hundreds of pages of these rules and 
that the possibility of unintended consequences cannot be 
dismissed. 

But the Department of Labor has promised to keep a close 
eye on developments and to aim for prompt redress of any­
thing that goes wrong. While some problems here and there 
will surely occur, the fact remains that the law mainly makes 
federal overtime rules more rational and comprehensible. 
Surely that is the sort of thing Congress is supposed to do.

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Report: Nearly half of Kentucky waterways have serious problems

LOUISVILLE 
Environmental officials said 
Tuesday that 47 percent of 
Kentucky rivers and streams are 
so polluted or altered that they 

• are not considered safe for 
swimming or drinking. or they 
fail to support enough aquatic 
life. 

That level is up from 35 per­
cent in 2000, and 44 pt:rl:eHL in 
2002. Despite the worsening 
numbers, which are included in 
a report to the federal govern­
ment, state officials warned 
against the public concluding 
that water quality is declining. 

The increase is due to sur­
veying more streams and 
improved methods, state offi­
cials said. And the report found 

• · that Kentucky lakes are in better 
shape. In alJ, the state assess­
ment covers 9,822 miles of 
waterways - up from 9,597 
miles two years ago. The EPA 
says Kentucky has 49,171 miles 
of waterways, although the state 
is not required to surve) all 
waterways. 

Of 107 lakes that were 
assessed, 37.3 percent were 
determined to be either partially 
or fully damaged. That com­
pares to 40 percent of 123 lakes 
surveyed for the 2002 report. 

However, the aquatic biolo­
gist who wrote the report said

"There's a huge challenge in 
the whole country, and 
Kentucky is not exempted from 
that," said Randy Payne, the 
state biologist with the 
Kentucky Division of Water. 

Judy Petersen, director of the 
Kentucky Waterways Alliance, 
a statewide conservation organi­
zation, said lhe latest report sug­
gests that more river and 
stream may be suffenng now 
than a few years ago. She at ·u 
questioned whether increased 
development aero s the state 
may be playing a role. 

"Often, urban areas produce 
a lot of pollution," Petersen 
satd. 

Petersen blamed the state's 
lack of an EPA-approved stan­
dard designed to prevent water­
ways from getting worse. In 
2002 the EPA. which oversee 
state enforcement of the Clean 
Water Act, was threatening to 
impose a standard after conclud­
ing that Kentucky was failing to 
protect up to two-third of its 
rivers, streams and lakes from 
worsening pollution. 

The state's Environmental 
and Pubhc Protection Cabinet 
has since responded by drafting 
a new anti-degradation standard 
that's working its way through 
legislative committees. 

Scott Smith, director of regu­
latory affairs for the environ­
mental cabinet, said the new 
standard would help improve 
water quality. 

Tuesday's report is ba ed on 
whether rivers. streams or lakes

FRANKFORT 
Kentucky's statewide teacher 
union is planning a "day of 
protest" over health insurance 
costs and school funding in gen­
eral. 

Its president said there also is 
some sentiment for a teacher 
strike, though Kentucky has a 
no-strike law for public employ­
ees. 

"There are members out 
there who want to do something 
drastic,"' Frances Steenbergen,

Wilhoit proposing 
tryout of online testing

FRANKFORT - Education 
Commissioner Gene Wilhoit 
wants to move toward "online 
~esting" of students to satisfy a 
growing demand of teachers -
nearly instantaneous results, 
aUowing for quick adjustments 
in the clas room. 

"We can't do it as long as we 
assess the way we've been 
assessing - with paper and 
pencil testing," Wilhoit told a 
legislative subcommittee 
Wednesday. 

Kentucky currently adminis­
ters annual assessments in the 
spring. Tests are packaged and 
shipped to a contractor in 
Indianapolis for grading. which 
takes months. Results do not 
reach school districts until 
October, by which time students 
are well into the next grade. 
~ That affords no opportunity 
to counsel struggling students, 
adjust curriculum or make a 
meaningful difference in a

training, Wilhoit said. 
Wilhoit has proposed a pilot 

project for computer-based test­
ing in selected schools. Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher has included the 
concept in his long-range educa­
tion goals. 

It is but one of many changes 
that may be in the offing for the 
school testing program known 
as CATS - Commonwealth 
Accountability Testing System. 

Wilhoit, testifying to the 
General Assembly's permanent 
subcommittee on education 
assessment and accountability, 
said Kentucky is unique among 
the states in requiring assess­
ments in all subject areas instead 
of a select few, principally read­
ing and math. 

He also said that might not be 
practical in all areas, such as arts 
education. Students cannot be 
made to react to artistry with a 
paper and pencil test. and educa­
tors believe the critical element 
for learning about the arts is par­
ticipation and performance, 
Wilhoit said. 

A subcommittee member, 
Republican Sen. Dan Kelly of 
Springfield, questioned whether 
Wilhoit was suggesting a new 
test to assess arts education and 
further asked whether it would 
be worth the effort and expense. 

Model arts programs abound 
and could be emulated by any­
one, said Kelly, the Senate 
majority leader. "Somehow 
we've got this idea that we have 
to test everything for account­
ability," he said. 

Wilhoit did not disagree. He 
said it may be enough, for 
accountability purposes, for 
schools simply to show that they 
have implemented a sound arts 
program.

CHARLOTTE, N.C. - Matt 
Ken eth used consistency to 
win his first NASCAR champi­
onship. His strategy was so bor­
ing, the sanctioning body 
changed the rules to prevent a 
repeat. 

Kenseth, though, dido 't 
change his style. 

Now, 1n the ultimate 
revenge, Kenseth sits smack in 
the middle of the current points 
standing and weJl within strik­
ing ctistance of a second Nextel 
Cup championship. 

"That would be cool," 
Kenseth said. "That's what our 
goal has been all year ... to 
come back and try to win the 

4' championship under this new 
format.'' 

The race for the champi­
onship Jacked drama last year 
as Kenseth using a cautious 
and steady style, had a series­
high 25 top 10 finishes in 36 
races. Although he won just one 
race, he practically locked up 
the title in July. 

Sure, other drivers were 
mathematically within reach of 
Kenseth, but with just two 
DNF's all season and a knack 
for finishing somewhere 
around fifth place every week, 
he basically ran away with the 
title. 

Because the stretch run of 
the season meant very little in 
terms of crowning a champion, 
NASCAR radically overhauled 
the points system it had used 
ince 1975. 

Under the new formula, 

NASCAR will take the top 10 
drivers and reset their point 
totals after 26 races. The eligi­
ble drivers will be separated 
from first through 1Oth in five­
point increments and compete 
for the title in a 1 0-race playoff 
fonnat. 

NASCAR denied Kenseth's 
boring title \liD was the reason 
for the change. He believes oth­
erwise. 

''NASCAR said they didn't 
change it because of us, but 
they did," he said. "It's more of 
a compliment than anything. 
We did that good and the team 
did such a good job of being 
consistent and not dropping 
out. 

"We just dido 't make a lot of 
mistakes last year, and it's hard 
to do it all season long." 

With just two races to go 
before the field i reset, 
Kenseth is in fifth place in the 
standings. If the playoffs began 
tomorrow, he'd be 20 points 
behind leader Jeff Gordon. 

No one is sure what the cor­
rect strategy will be to win a 
title under the new format. 
Some drivers will be aggres­
sive, going all out to try to win 
all 10 races. Others will just try 
to stay out of trouble, fearful 
that one accident, one broken 
part, will instantly rum their 
chance at a title. 

Jack Roush, Kenseth's car 
owner, is pretty sure his driver 
will do the same thing he's 
always done. 

"He doesn't practice real 
hard, he doesn't run real hard 
early in the race except to get 
track position, and then he 

hangs around the front until it's 
time to go," Roush said. "When 
it is time to go, he goes and 
tries to close the deal.'' 

Kenseth believes that is how 
the championship will be won 
this year. 

"I think the guy who wins 
this thing is going to be the guy 
who can run fourth, fifth, sixth, 
seventh every week and doesn't 
have any DNF's,'' Kenseth 
said. "I don't think it's going to 
be the guy who wins two or 
three races and drops out of two 
or three races. 

"Ir's still going to be the guy 
who is most consistent." 

It's not exactly what 
NASCAR had in mind when it 
overhauled the system. 

Then again, it's not exactly 
the way Kenseth wants to win 
titles, either. 

He much prefers the old sys­
tem, when the points leader is 
hunted by the other 42 teams in 
the garage. Being mentally 
strong and able to hold off the 
challenge week in and week out 
was an important part of earn­
ing a championship. 

"I'm a traditionalist, I liked 
the points the way they were 
before," he said. "It used to be 
you had pressure all year from 
Daytona to Atlanta. Now, there 
is pressure to get into the top 
10. Then, it's only the top 10 
who have the pressure." 

Still, it's hard to believe 
Kenseth and his No. 17 team 
didn't start the season feeling 
JUSt a little heat to tum things 
up a notch. After winning just 
one race all of last season, they 
opened this year by winning 
two of the first three events. 

Ken eth later added a victo­
ry in the annual all-star race. 

But it's been a series of top 
I 0 finishes since then, and 
Ken eth wants to ride them 
right into the playoffs. 

"No matter what, you don't 
want to go into the last few 
races without any momentum," 
Kenseth said. "So more than 
thinking about making the top 
10 these last two races, we're 
thinking about running good 
and trying to get to Victory 
Lane and carry some momen­
tum into the last I 0."

Hardly used at Florida State 
and hampered by a neck injury 
last year, Shelton has two sea­
sons left to fulfill the daunting 
expectations that have followed 
him since he was a standout at 
Bryan Station High School. 

He's confident that this will 

be his year. He's the featured 
back in a deep, talented back­
field that also includes Lionel 
Gates, Michael Bush and Kolby 
Smith.

!Things to ponder: Mottva __

Even though each person is in charge of 
his feelings and behaviors, there are some 
behaviors that are repeated over and over, 
while they are still not desired. It is as if a 
~witch was on, but could not be touched to 
make changes. In contrast, it is possible m 
adjust behaviors, if they become wanted. 
There have been discussions about the fac­
tors that influence human behavior, such 
as activities within the environment, emo-

tional connections, values and goals of 
life, expectations, and needs and level of 
motivation. The influence of genes or 
"human nature" and the learning of behav­
iors have also been discussed. Hopefu!Jy, 
by this time, you are more aware of your 
behaviors and evaluated which ones you 
want to keep and which ones you would 
like to change. The big question becomes, 
''How to get yourself motivated?" 

It ts well knm\ n that changing behav­
iors involves both knowing bow (learning) 

and wanting to (mottvation). A frequently 
used example is the hungry rat in the labo­
ratory being willing to work hard to di -
cover how to get food. It learns how and 
vigorously keeps doing the same beha\ 1 ,~-, 

and eats until it is stuffed, ther ; t ' 'P . 
After the initial learning, wht:uter or not 
the rat eats again is determined by it being 
hungry. Guess what! We humans are the 
same, in that we must learn how to grow 
and develop new behaviors. HO\\ far we 
get in life or how much we accomplish 

might be influenced more by our motiva­
tion, than learning. o often, our not 
reaching life's goals is thought to reflect 
our not wanting the goals enough to give 
them the required time and effort. For 
in tance, we know how to to e weight. 
when we want to weigh les . lsn 't trange 
how we sometimes con ourselves into 
believing we can 
reach our goal in orne easy way. "Oh, one

spearina tackle in the open field. The 
player lowered his head at the last sec­
ond and made contact with the top of 
his helmet.

A frequently heard, 
prime example is the high school 
student that wants to go to col-

Jege, but she never does any 
. homework and waits until the 
; last minute to study for a major 
, test. There is the music buff that 
:wants to be a star perfonner but 
·does not like to practice his gui-
tar. There are also the folks that 

: want and try to do better, but lack 
: the motivation to follow through. 
Some researchers found that 

1 only half of the people, in a self­
help program to overcome their 
fears, completed the work, wltile 
those finishing got good results. 
The same was found for toilet 
training of children. Even 
though it is not a sure thing, the 
wide differences in motivation 
among people are thought to 
relate to having clear and precise 
goals and certain attitudes. 

Your life goals give you a 
push, such as "I want to help 
people." Before starting high 
school, I was bound and deter­
mined to do whatever was neces­
sary to be accepted into nursing 
school. Then, after 20 years of 
being a RN, I had the same deter­
mination to go to college, start­
ing completely at the bottom, to 
obtain my Ph.D. (Don't know 
what J would have done, if I had 
truly known what it would take 
to complete it all.) Anyway, it 
has been found that people who 
reach many or most of their life 
goals are usually calmer, happier, 
}Jealthier, and less stressed or 
emotional. Wanting to be <;lose 
to and good to others is usual1y 
related to better emotional 
health. In contrast, there are cer­
tain life goals that are thought to 
harm one's mental hea1th, such 
as "I want to have the power to 
control or impress people." 
· There are other types of goals 
that are considered to have a sig-

, nificant impact ol'l motivation 
: and behaviors. One is "mastery 
. goals" where the focus ia on 
improving your skills. Typically,

are fairly hard, because they take 
you beyond your usual, but they 
are achievable by taking one 
small step at a time. Whenever 
possible your goals need to be 
described in very specific behav­
iors, such as "I'll do 3 more sit 
ups and 3 more push ups this 
week than I did last week." Also 
positive objectives are often 
more motivating than negative 
ones, "I want to be less sore after 
exercising." By all means, the 
more you want something and 
you are not being made to do, the 
more appealing the goal for 
change will be. Again, folks 
with mastery goals are aware 
that their success depends upon 
their skills, so that they become 
more self-directed, work harder, 
achieve a higher level of perfor­
mance, and get more enjoyment 
out of the activity. In contrast, 
performance-oriented individu­
als are more apt to strive for 
attention and view beating others 
as a "life or eath" matter. 

As expected, there are various 
aspects of psychological motiva­
tion. Even though the need for 
basic essentials - air, water, 
food, and etc - is always present, 
your social-psychological needs 
are the ones that dominate most 
of your lives. These are things 
like attention, companionship, 
support, Jove, social image or 
status, material things, power, 
and so forth. Psychological or 
cognitive factors, plus your 
goals, have a significant impact 
upon your motivation and atti­
tudes, such as self-confidence in 
your ability to make the neces­
sary changes you would like to 
make. Again, if you see yourself 
as able and in control of your 
life, you are more likely to take 
control in a sincere and responsi­
ble fashion. The other side of the 
coin is that a person having an 
excessive motivation level, per­
haps being so self-demanding, 
self-critical, and anxious, can 
contribute to increased emotion­
al distress. 

In regard to mental self-help, 
your motivation is more prone to 
be effective if the focus is on 
important tasks. It is thought 
that many folks spend a lot of 
time doing things that seem 
urgent at the moment but are 
really not imponant, as related to 
their major mission in life. This 
creates misguided motivation. 
One researcher concluded that 
clarifying the major purpose of 
your life, developing relation­
ships that support being more 
effective, planning and preparing 
for valued upcoming tasks, read· 
ing, exercising, and such, aided 
in increasing the chances of 
obtaining your goals. In addi­
tion, challenging-but achievable 
goals are themselves motivating, 
while easy-to-reach ones are bor­
ing and/or demeaning, with 
impossible goa1s being frustrat­
ing. Remember that you are 
most motivated when you feel 
capable, responsible, self-direct­
ed, respected, and hopeful. 

Some quotes for thought: 
Edison - "genius is I percent 
inspiration and 99 percent per­
spiration;" and Atkinson -
"achievement is 50 percent abili­
ty and 50 percent drive." Don't 
forget that motivation gets you 
started and habit keeps you 
going, Good luck on being the 
most successful you can be for 
the rest of your life!
