Shooting at flea market 
leaves 1 dead, no charges

W ATERGAP - A flea market vendor died after 
a shooting at the Bull Creek Trade Center Thursday 
morning. 

The shooter has been released from cu tody. 
Trooper Scott Hazlette said the call came into 

the Kentucky State Police post at 8:42 a.m. Det. 
Byron Hansford was the first on the scene at 8:50 
a.m. 

Hansford said the shooter, Douglas Moore, 65, 
of Din wood Road in Martin, was standing near the 
victim, Harold Smith, 56, of Manchester, with his 
hands in his front pocket and the gun in his back 
pocket when he arrived on the scene. Moore. who 
sells guns at the flea market, was taken into custody 
without incident and released before noon from the 
Floyd County Detention Center. Deputy jailers aid 
he wasn't charged because the shooting was in self­
defense. 

KSP Det. Mitchell Adkins Interviewed Mary 
Neeley Adkins, who performed CPR on the 
shooting victim. 

KSP issued a report yesterday afternoon, saying 
that witness accounts of the incident all indicated 
that the shooting was in self-defense. Once the 
investigation is complete, all of the fmdings will be 
presented to Commonwealth's Attorney Brent 
Turner, who will make a determination on whether 
to present the case to a grand jury.

Jury fmds 
Banks guilty 
of burglary

PRESTONSBURG - It 
took Pike County Common­
wealth's Attorney Rick 
Bartley only two-and-one­
half hours to gain a convic­
tion against a Dwale man for 
one charge of f.trst-degree 
burglary Monday. 

Bartley was brought in to 
prosecute Travis Banks, 25, 
of Dwale, after Floyd 
Conunonwealth's Attorney 
Brent Thmer recused himself 
from the case. Turner was 
unable to take on the matter 
because he was in the midst 
of preparing to prosecute a 
man for burning Banks' son 
with scalding bath water and 
could not call on Banks as a 
witness if he was also going 
to be prosecuting him. 

Thmer secured a guilty 
verdict in that case, against 
Brian DeLong, 26, of Town 
Branch, in May. 

Bartley only called three 
witnesses m regard to the 
burglary which included state 
Trooper Justin Cornett and 

Danielle and Brenda Goble. 
The most damaging testimo­
ny came from Danielle 
Goble, who noted that she 
returned to her home the f.trSt 
week of February 2004 and 
found Banks, clad in a ski 
mask, going through her gun 
collection. She said Banks 
threatened her with one of 
the guns which Danielle 
knew wasn't loaded so she 
informed him. of that fact and 
produced her own gun which 
she pointed out was ready to 
fire. 

Banks fled the home and 
returned a short time later, 
minus the ski mask, and 
asked the Gobles what was 
going on. He was promptly 
arrested by officers at the 
scene. 

No witnesses were called 
on behalf of Banks and the 
jury didn't need more than 45 
minutes to return a guilty 
verdict. Bartley offered 
Banks a 10-year sentence 
before the jury was charged 
with making a sentencing

BETSY LAYNE -A Betsy 
Layne woman now faces felony 
charges of trying to bribe a 
police officer after allegedly 
offering $200 to a state trooper 
and asking him to forget that she 
had flunked several sobriety 
tests. 

Tammy R. Boyd was stopped 
by Trooper Austin Hicks on July 
28 when he observed her weav­
ing between lanes across U.S. 
23 in Betsy Layne. Hicks pulled 
Boyd over and had her perform 
three sobriety tests which she 
·allegedly failed. 

Hicks reported that Boyd 
admitted to ingesting Lorcet, 
methadone and Xanax tablets. 
Hicks took Boyd to Highlands 
Regional Medical Center, where 
she refused to give blood. Hicks 
wrote in his report that it was at 
Highlands that Boyd offered 
him $200 to report that she 
passed her tests. Hicks also 
noted that the conversation was 
recorded. 

Boyd was charged with oper­
ating a vehicle under the influ­
ence, bribery of a public ser­
vant, speeding 25 miles over the 
limit,and failure to maintain 
proper insurance. The insurance 
charge was dropped at her 

arraignment when she was able 
to offer proof of insurance, but 
the other charges will be 
reviewed at a preliminary hear­
ing scheduled for August 15.

''When Harold stopped and 
the only thing I heard was one of 
them say, 'Don't start with me; 
nd the other one said, 'l wtll 

start with you,., she said. "Doug 
took his right hand and slapped 
him with his left band. I thought 
they were going to fight. so I 
screamed at [Mary Neeley 
Elldns, lhe manager]. After he 
lapped him, I was going to go 

get Mary. when [ got to the 
entrance of the building I heard 
a shot. Everybody including me 
thought it was a fuecracker. 

"I didn't know what to do 
ex.actly except for hollering at 
Mary."

"Harold was talking about 
the 14 people that were killed in 
fl·aq lhe other day and Doug said 
that just as many people were 
killed on the highways here. The 
guy who was set up at the table 
next to Doug said that Harold 
slapped him up there," Sam 
Hanunan said. "Doug came to 
my table and wa Looking at 
knives and Harold started on 
about it again. 

"I gues that you don't know 
what you can do until you have 
to," he continued. "He had every 
intention on shooting Doug. His 
exact words to me was. 'Ifl had­
n't shot him, he'd shot me.' and 
I believe what he said. l've 
known him a long time and 
Doug just is not the kind of per­
son, in my estliilation, who 
would go out and shoot some­
body. You'd have to do some· 
thing to scare him pretty bad." 

Hamman said Moore always 
carries a gun and that the two 
men were, in fact, friends. 
'They bickered and argued 
about the kind of knife or the 
quality of a gun, but that was it," 
he said.

Norita K.idd, of Printer, 
helped Elkins administer CPR 
before paramedics arrived on 
the scene. Sbe said Smith was 
lying on lhe ground with blood 
"all over him" and another man, 
Bob Bailey, was holding his 
head up off the ground. 

"I ran down there to see if I 
could help," Kidd said. "Me and 
Mary were doing CPR. I asked 
the guy what happened, he said, 
'I bot the son of a [expletive 
deleted),' and I asked him why 
and be aid, ' Because he threat­
ened to blow my bead off."' 

Harold received a single gun­
shot in lhe left side of his chest. 

"He gasped two or three 
times before he passed," Kidd 
said. "We kept trying but it did­
n't work." 

Bailey did not want to com­
ment publicly because he said 
he was friends with both Moore 
and the victim. "All I know was 
that it was self-defense," be 
said. ''lt was self defense, that's· 
all 1 can say.''

The razor-thin Hou e vote in favor of the Central American 

Free Trade Agreement was at once a testimony to the effective­
ness of Washington ann-twisting and the increasing dissatisfaction 
-even among Republicans- with U.S. trade policy in general. 

The agreement will eliminate most trade restrictions between 
the United States and six countries - Costa Rica, the Dominican 
Republic, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras and Nicaragua. 

Pro-trade forces claim mo t of our trade woes- and trade 
imbalance - come from countries we don't have trade agree­
ments with. American companies are given incentives to move 
jobs ~o nations where workers lack any semblance of American 
worker protections. 

The overall imbalance in U.S. trade continues to bleed this 
country of jobs, even as U.S. corporate profits skyrocket. The 
resulting concentration of wealth at the top end of the scale- and 
the stagnation of real wages for those at the otber end of the scale 
- are threatening further support for trade agreements of any 
kind. 

CAFfA isn't expected to make those problems worse, but it's 
not likely to solve them either.

"Alexander" - The other big 
budget release this week fails to 
ignite despite a promising cast 
and seasoned director. Oliver 
Stone ("JFK," "Platoon") can't 
get his hands around the tale of 
Alexander the Great and even 
employs a narrator to tell the 
audience what is going on. The 
best thing about this one is not 
the battle scenes, which are awk­
wardly staged, but the female 
costars, which include Ro aria 
Dawson and Angelina Jolie. 
Their work easily outshines that 
of Colin Farrell, who seems 
woefully miscast as Alexander. 

"Downfall" - Things defi­
nitely pick up with this release 
which was nominated for best 
foreign feature at last year's 
Oscars. Bruno Ganz stars here 
as Adolph Hitler who is hiding 
out in his bunker as his plans for 
world domination collapse 
while the Russian army draws 
near. Gaoz delivers a multicol· 
ored portrait of Hitler as he spi­
rals out of control and eventual­
ly takes his own life rather than 
face capture. 

"Cypher" - Corporate espi­
onage and paranoia reign in this 
release which has much more on 
its mind than last year's

"Paycheck." Jeremy Northam 
stars as an undercover operative 
who is given a false identify to 
join a multinational corporation. 
His identity however begins to 
unravel when he meets an allur­
ing agent, played by Lucy Liu, 
who informs him that he has 
been brainwashed and is work­
ing for some very bad guys. 
Lots of twists, turns and betray­
als ensue. 

"After Image" - Once again 
a small-scale thriller delivers the 
goods in ways that recent efforts 
like "Taking Lives" blew it. 
John Mellencamp (the singer) 
stars here as a crime scene pho­
tographer who quits his job after 
taking one too many photos. He 
moves in with his aunt, Louise 
Fletcher, and falls for her hear­
ing impaired attendant. Things 
get rough when the attendant 
develops a psychic link to a 
maniac who is responsible for a 
rash of grisly killings. This one 
delivers a few good shocks and 
includes characters that audi­
ences will actually care about. 

"When Billie Met Bobby" -
This comedy examines the bat­
tle of the sexes and bow it came 
to a head in 1973 when former 
tennis great Bobby Riggs 

claimed he could beat any 
woman on the circuit. The film 
follows the rivalry between 
Riggs and Billie Jean King, who 
took up the challenge. Their 
televised match remains the 
most watched tennis event in 
television history. If you don t 
know who won then I won't 
spoil it for you but this one 
delivers the goods with fine per­
formances by Holly Hunter as 
King and Ron Silver as the out­
spoken Riggs. 

"Belonging" - This one 
slipped through the cracks at 
Oscar time and features another 
fine performance by Brenda 
Blethin ("Secrets and Lies").

Rawling, Dylan among nominees for first Quills Awards

NEW YORK - J.K. Rowling, Bob 
Dylan and Stephen King are among the 
nominees for the first annual Quills Awards, 
a glitzy literary affair for which the general 
public will cast the ballots. 

Organized by Reed Business 
Information, which publishes Variety, 
Library Journal and Publishers Weekly, and 
NBC television, the Quills Awards consist 
of 19 categories, from sports to debut fic­
tion, with five finalists for each. 

Winners will be announced at an Oct. 11 
ceremony hosted by NBC anchor Brian 
Williams, to be aired Oct. 22. 

"This is the first consumer-driven awards 
program that acknowledges the power and 
importance of the written word and c~le­
brates Literacy," Jay Ireland, president of 
NBC Universal Television Stations, said 
Thursday in a statemenl. 

From Aug. 15 to Sept. 15, the public can 
vote online at www.quillsvote.com. The 
prize will be promoted at bookstores and on 
NBC Universal stations. 

Some of the proceeds from the ceremo­
ny, for which admission will range from 
$1,000 for a single ticket to $25,000 for a 
sponsorship table, will be donated to the 
Quills Literacy Foundation, launched earlier 
this year with funding from Reed. 

The Quills themselves cany no cash 
prize, although the publishing industry 
hopes attention given to the awards will 
help increase sales. 

The nominees range from Rawling's 
multimillion selling "Harry Potter and the 
Half-Blood Prince," a finalist for best chil­
dren's narrative for middle graders, to a new 
translation of the ancient epic "Gllgamesb," 
nominated in poetry.

World Series. 

Philip Roth's "The Plot Against 
America" is among the fiction nominees, 
which also include Marilynne Robinson and 
her Pulitzer Prize-winning "Gilead." David 
McCullough is a history/current events/pol­
itics finalist for "1776." 

Other categories include mystery, humor 
and science fiction/fantasy. The fmalists 
were chosen by a panel of thousands of 
booksellers and librarians and were required 
to meet one of several possible criteria that 
included an appearance on the best seller 
lists of Publishers Weekly, Barnes & Noble 
or Book Sense, a list based on sales at inde­
pendent stores.

HOF 2005: NF~s first 
black head coach headed 
for Hall posthumously

Eleanor Pollard Towns was a 
freshman at West Yrrginia State 
in 1940 when another student 
rushed up to her to talk about her 
father, Fritz Pollard, the first 
black: head coach in NFL history. 

She has never forgotten the 
experience. 

"He told me how well he 
(Pollard) was liked in New 
York, and how he bad helped so 
many young people,'' said 
Towns, 83, of Chicago. "I was 
impressed with that because a 
lot of people don't do that." 

She gets another reason to be 
impressed when her father is 
inducted into the Pro Football 
Hall of Fame in Canton, Ohio, 
on Sunday. Pollard and Benny 
Friedman, a prolific quarterback 
in the 1920s, will gQ into the 
Hall posthumously. Modern-day 
passers Dan Marino and Steve 
Young also will be inducted. 

Pollard's induction will shine a 
light on the early history of the 
NFL, when Pollard was an elusive 
running back and coach in a league 
reluctant to employ black players. 

"For me, I didn't know that 
much about him until I started 
reading and hearing some things 
and then doing the research on 
it," said rndianapoli Coils 
coach Tony Dungy, one of six 
black head coaches in the league 
today. "In the pre-integration of 
the game, I think it s interesting 
that he not only played the game 
but coached it." 

Frederick Douglass Pollard, 
named for the famous black 
abolitionist, stood 5-foot-9 and 
165 pounds, yet starred at 
Brown University before turn­
ing professional. The two-time 
All-American halfback became 
the first black player in the Rose 
Bowl in 1916. 

The Chicago native served in 
World War I and in 1919 he 
joined the Akron Pros of the 
American Professional Football 
League, which was renamed the 
American Professional Football 
Association the next year. He 
led Akron to the championship 
in 1920 and became the first 
black coach in NFL history 
when he played and served as 
co-coach in 1921. 

Th.e APFA was renamed the 
NFL in 1922. 

Polla.rd was fast and power­
ful. and one of the main draws 
in the league's infancy. 

''He was a very rugged indi­
vidual. ... He wa excellent in 
track. He was a pretty good bas­
ketball (player), he was good at 

baseball. He was just almost a 
narural athlete,'' said John M. 
Carroll, a history professor at 
Lamar University and the author 
of the book "Fritz Pollard: Pio­
neer in Racial Advancement." 

"Even though he was small. I 
think he had incredibly good tal­
ents of peed and al o agility." 

He needed all of his athletic 
ability to survive in the league's 
early days becau e of his race 
and size. To prevent pile-ons, 
Pollard would spin on his back 
and stick his knees and cleats in 
the air after he was tackled, said 
Fritz Pollard ill, one of his 
grandsons who has lobbied for 
years for his induction into the 
Hall of Fame. 

"In that era, just to play, you 
had to be tough," the grandson 
said. "These guys, they had a 
regular job. This wasn't their 
full-time job. They had a job and 
they would go out there and this 
was like a weekend thing to pick 
up extra money for something 
that they loved." 

Pollard played and at times 
coached for four NFL teams 
until 1926. After his NFL career, 
he organized all-black teams 
that played all over the country 
into the mid-1930s in an effort 
to get the NFL to sign more 
black players. It is believed 
there were no black players in 
the league from 1934-46. 

Pollard, who died in 1986 at 
age 92, also was a successful 
businessman. He owned a 
Harlem music studio where 
artists such as Duke Ellington 
rehearsed. He also served as an 
entenainment agent and ran a 
tabloid newspaper. 

.. There wasn't too many 
things he wasn't involved in,' 
CarroU said. "He was usually 
pretty good at all of them." 

To commemorate his efforts 
in football , the Black Coaches 
Association has named its 
award given to the coUege or 
professional coach of the year 
after him. and the Fritz Pollard 
Alliance was established in 
2003 to promote minority hiring 
in the NFL. He was inducted 
inlo the College Football Hall of 
Fame in 1954. 

Induction into the Pro Foot­
ball Hall of Fame was the one 
honor that eluded him, said Pol­
lard m, so. who will present his 
grandfather for induction on 
Sunday. 

"I have great memories," he 
said. "He was very jovial and a 
character. to ay the

Memorial's capaci­
ty now is limited to 5,600 
because of ongoing construction 
of an adjacent practice facility, 
athletic department spokesman 
Scott Stricklin said. 

Another change will be a 9 
p.m. EDT starting time. Previ­
ousfy, because of NCAA rules, 
teams had to wait until 12:01 
a.m. to begin the initial practice. 

"We've always treated this 
event as an opportunity for the 
fans who do not have season tick­
ets to watch their Wildcats," Ken­
tucky coach Thbby Smith said in a 
statement. "That will continue this 
year. Kentucky basketball is so 

special to so many people. Mov­
ing the event to Rupp and the ear­
lier start time allows for a larger 
group of people to participate and 
join us in the 30-year celebration." 

The event will remain free. 
Tickets for 8,000 lower-level 
seats at Rupp Arena can be 
picked up at the M:emorial Coli­
seum ticket windows at 7 a.m. 
on Oct. l . Upper-level seats will 
be distributed via TicketMaster 
starting Oct. 6. 

Stricklin said moving the 
evem to Rupp Arena is a one­
year experiment, "to give us an 
opportunity to see how it goes," 
and said there is no guarantee 
the event will remain there.

State Rep. Denver Butler, D­
Louisville, bas prefiled a bill in 
the General Assembly that 
would make it a slate law for the 
schools to play each other the 
fir t game of every season. It 

, would be up to the schools to 
decide where they play. 

"I think the majority of the 
people would like to see it the 
first game of the season," Butler 
said. ''lc's a good rivalry and I'd 
like to see it continue." 

The two ~chools renewed 
their football rivalry in 1994 
after decades of not facing each 
other. Since then, Louisville has 

twon seven of 11 meetings, 
including five of the last six. 

1 This year's contest on Sept. 4 
at Commonwealth Stadium is 
the last one scheduled before the 
current contract ex:pires. 

UofL vice pre ident of athlet-

ics Tom Jurich has said he wants 
to continue scheduling the game 
for the first week of each sea­
son. Meanwhile, UK football 
coach Rich Brooks bas wavered, 
saying he' d like to postpone it 
until later in the season. 

Butler, who prefiled the bill 
last month, said he wanted to 
nudge the schools toward an 
agreement that would keep the 
schools playing football each 
year. Of course, that agreement 
would also have to include 
maintaining it as the opener, 
Buller said. 

Jurich said he hadn' t paid 
attention to Butler's proposal .. 
However, he would like to see the 
contest remain the first week of 
every season. Jurich.said he was 
planning to see UK athletics direc­
tor Mitch Barnhart on Thursday. 

"I think it's just such a won­
derful event," Jurich said in a 
telephone interview. "It's got so 
much natural hype that goes 
with it, so many built-in promo· 
tions that go with it. And the 
game's been a true success." 

Tony Neely, UK's media 
relations director, declined com­
ment because the proposal was 

currently only a prefiled bill. 
Commerce Secretary Jim 

Host said he thought state gov­
enunent should stay out of it. 
Neither the legislature, nor the 
executive branch should do any­
thing that would force teams to 
play each other, or play on spe­
cific dates, Host said. 

"I just don't think that makes 
sense. There is enough public 
demand," Host said. "l'rn con­
vinced the two of them are 
going Lo get together and they 
are going to play." 

Keeping the game where it is 
would also likely help both 
schools with recruiting, Butler 
said. The game has been nation­
ally televised. That could be 
attractive to prospective recruits 
and keep the state in the nation­
al spotlight, he said. 

Still, Butler said if the two 
schools worked out a lengthy 
deal to keep the ritual intact, he 
would likely back down. 

Not only that, but the game is 
important to fans, he said. 

"I don't want to make out 
their football schedule for 
them," Butler said "Just help 
them out on the first game."

CINCINNATI- Adam Dunn 
is batting sixth in the Cincinnati 
Reds' lineup. It doesn't seem to 
matter where he hits. 

"Right now, he'll hit any­
where you put him," said Reds 
manager Jerry Narron, after 
Dunn's five-RBI night led the 
Reds to an 8-5 win over the 
Atlanta Braves. 

"The main thing is we wanted 
to get Wily Mo (Pena) in the 
middle to get him some protec­
tion and see some pitches to hit." 

Dunn had a three-run homer 
and a two-run double for the 
sixth five-RBI game of his 
career, the third this year. 

He homered off Braves 
staner Horacio Ramirez, a left­
hander, in the fourth to give the 
Reds a 4-2 lead. He then dou­
bled against Ramirez with the 
bases loaded in the sixth, dri­
ving in two more runs. 

"Ramirez has been pitching 
well," Atlanta manager Bobby 
Cox said. "But he kept walking

a high average this year, but he's 
dangerous.

off (Ramirez)." 
Dunn was named NL player 

of the month for July earlier in 
the day. He had an NL-leading

Palmeiro left us guessing as 
to what sent up the flag, but it's 
a safe bet it wasn't the Jell-0 
salad on the buffet line at the 
neighborhood Golden Corral or 

a bad box of Juicy Fruits. 
Turns out he may have had a 

good reason. The New York 
Times cited unidentified sources 
Wednesday as saying Palmeiro 
tested positive for stanozolol, a 
powerful anabolic steroid 
you're not going to fmd in the 
comer nutrition store. 

If the drug sounds familiar, it 
should. It's the same type Ben 
Johnson used when he was 
stripped of his gold medal in the 
100 meters in the 1988 Olympic 
scandal.

"You know how in the old 
days where the gladiators were 
tossed into a stadium and they 
turned the lions loose on them?" 

"Well, that's 
what it's like at Bristol when 
you get to racing. Whoever sur­
vives the lions is the winner." 

Musgrave feels that being at 
Bristol is a very unique experience.

At Bristol, like most tracks, 
Musgrave says there's definite­
ly a "love-hate" thing going on.

Whenever an imbalance in octety' 
behaviors becomes significant, one can 
predict that more result of psychological 
research will follow, in an effort to clarify 
the situation as much as possible. So it has 
been with school violence. Some time ago, 
the characteristics of violent-acting adoles­
cents were discussed, based on an arttcle in 
''The Forensic Examiner." The mo t recent 
journal (May/June 2000) had an article 
about the assessment of dangerousne s in 
school children.

Dispelling the myths about osteoporosis 
Session notes also 

that condition is not 
for 'women only'

Osteoporosis is a disease that 
affects only "old ladies"; men 
can't get it, and once stricken, 
there s nothing you can do about 
it - true or false? False. As visit­
ing Pike County extension agent 
(family and consumer sciences) 
Cristy Honaker informed those 
assembled at a special public 
meeting on how to prevent osteo­
porosis, held this past Wednesday 
at the Floyd County Extension 
Office, there are many myths sur­
rounding osteoporosis. 

"What do mo 1 people think of 

when they think of osteoporo­
sis?:· asked Honaker. "A bem 
over old lady? Well. guess what -
even the young, athletic, and men, 
roo, can all have osteoporosi ." 

According to Honaker. habits 
formed in childhood can have a 
direct result on whether a person 
may be susceptible to osteoporo­
sis in later year . Whether or not 
a person has led an active 
life tyle, or a sedentary one; 
whether or not they consumed a 
greater number of soft drinks over 
calcium-fortified milk and milk 
product ; and whether or not they 
have succumbed to eating di or­
ders or "yo-yo dieting" can all be 
contributing factors in whether a 
person's health may ultimately be 
affected by osteoporosis. 

Osteoporosis is a preventable 
and treatable disease character­
ized by decreasing bone rna s, 

which can lead to multiple frac­
ture and slumped posture in 
tho e affected. It i not. according 
to Honaker, an inevitable facet of 
advancing age. 

"A Lot of people just a sume 
that when you get old, you auto­
matically get osteoporosis,'' she 
said. "Thi i n 't true. Osteoporo­
sis can be prevented." 

Ways in which to help prevent 
the onset of osteoporosis include: 
Adopting a regimented weight 
training program; making it a 
habit to consume calcium-forti­
fied foods and beverages/calcium 
supplements are also good ways 
m wh1ch to ward off the develop­
ment of ostcoporo is, with the 
added exception that these food. 
and beverage alone are not 
enough - one must also ensure an 
adequate amount of vitan'lin D is 
incorporated into their diet. With-

out the vitamin D, the calcium 
will not be adequately absorbed; 
al o, eating plenty of fruits and 
vegetables, ro ensure thar an ade­
quate amount of vitamin K, vita­
min C, magne ium, potassium, 
and other vitamins and minerals 
are incorporated into your bodily 
sy tern. New medication are 
also available for those that are 
already suffering a decrease in 
bone mass. 

According to Honaker, 28 mil­
lion people nationwide have 
osteoporo is, with two million of 
those people being men. "Most 
people think of osteoporosis as 
being a women's disease," 
Honaker said, "but men can get 
o teoporosis, too. As a matter of 
fact, according to stati tics, men 
are actually more likely to get

lives can also beneflt from having a much 
knowledge as possible about the topic. 
Adults need to be aware and be willing to 
follow through. since the behaviors are 
prone to occur at home and orne of our 
schools do not have school counselors. 
Even though everyone should be more up­
to-date generally, nonetheless, the media 
keeps reporting extreme episodes aero s 
the nation that tended to have telltale signs 
before the action. Most importantly for us, 
significant acting-out behavior - violence 
and threats of violence - have continued in 
our nation's clas rooms. 

The journal' present article placed the 
emphasi on the profe swnal's need to 
determine the "History of Dangerousness" 
- if potentially dangerous patterns have 
become firmly entrenched withm the stu­
dent's behavior . There need to be con-

cerns if the child shows a pattern of anti o­
cial thinking and behaviors that persist and 
intensify over time. Example include 
lying. blaming others, refusing to take 
responsibility, taking the easy way out 
rather than putting forth effort, demonstrat­
ing a need to control other through decep­
tion, intimidation, or physical force, and 
failing to develop a concept of injury to 
other and empathy. 

Needles to ·ay. the history of the stu­
dent's behaviors should include the type of 
victim and relationship to the victim. The 
anti ocial person is unsympathetic of class­
mates who he or he sees a gullible or 
weak. After identifying their classmate's 
weaknesses. Lhe chronic acting-out kid will 
pinpoint targets to pick upon and bully. 
There have been instances where even a 
severely handicapped child has been the 

focu . The following point need to have 
attention and clanfication: (I) relation hlp 
to the victim - social or one of power; (2) 
type o violt!nc' u ed - direct or indirect; 
(3) quality of the violence - explosive. calm 
matter of fact. or predatory: (4) quantity, 
extent and how severe. of the violent act -

hether or not the amount of the in ult 
exceeded the amount of the ''cause,'' uch

even more valuable, when it is 
applied. Society, especially our 
children, are the winners. Since 
our students may not always 
have a school counselor, this is 
one of those times that communi­
ty members, such as family 
members, neighbors, fellow 
church-goers, ball team coaches. 
and etc, as in a village, can learn 
to step forward and do what 
needs to be done in appropriate 
fashion. This does not mean be 
cruel, uncaring. and insensitive 
in one's behaviors, but rather to 
gather basic infonnation, exam­
ine closely the child's likelihood 
to act-out, and then speak to the 
child's parents and/or school 
staff in a supportive manner. 
Before doing so, considerations 
need to focus on the probability 
of acting-out behaviors. 
Although future behaviors can­
not be guaranteed, "the more of 
the risk factors and indicators 
present, the higher the probabili­
ty of dangerousness." What is the 
child's rate of dangerousness -
how often does it happen? Is the 
child angry, talking of revenge, 
and/or made plans? How severe 
is the insult, the extent of assault 
and injury? Was the victim a ran­
dom victim or a targeted victim? 
Do you know any children that 
tend to fit into these categories? 
What if "something" dangerous 
happened that you "knew" about 
and you had not spoken up?
