Parents face hurdles after baby comes home with wrong name

ALLEN A foloyd County 
couple will finally have their 
minds set at rest about the identi­
ty of' their child after a vi it to the 
Pikeville Medical Center this 
weekend. where they have been 

invited to meet with hospital per­
sonnel. 

Joana and Alan Crum, of 
Allen, had their daughter on \1ay 
30 but were shocked when they 
received their child's Social 
Security card a week later which 
bore the wrong last name for the 
baby. 

That weekend was a busy one 
at the hospital with eight other 
births occurring while floodwa­
ters threatened most of the 
region. 

Every parent'll nightmare 
seemed to be coming true for the 
couple as they found themselves 
mired in red tape over the silua-

tion. Though they have had their 
baby for half a year now and are 
convinced it is their child, they 
would like to have the definitive 
proof of a proper birth certificate 
and Social Security card. 

The hospital originally told 
them to take their documents to 
court in Floyd County and have 

the child's last name chamrcd 
back to Crum by a disuict cou11 
judge. This was accomplished \m 
Oct. 29. when Judge James Allen 
issued such an order.

Senate votes to seat disqualified candidate; 
one member threatens to resign

I ne faJtout trom the dect· 
s1on, mcluding a threatened 
resignati0n by one of their own 
Republican members, hard 
ieelings among Democrats und 
a pronused court fight by the 
Democrat who lost, wiJI likely 
take far longer. 

''I refuse to participate in 
what I believe to be th~; greatest 
single act of pure. rav., ugly pol­
itics as I have ever seen take 
place in our Capitol," said 
Senate Democratic Floor Leader 
bd Worley ot Richmond. 

The dechion prompted one 
l~epublican. Sen Roh I .ecpcr 
uf P.1ducah, to say he would 
n•sign in prole I. enate 
Prcsid~.:nt Davtd Williams and 
Gov. Erni..: Fletcher asked him 
to take the weekend to rGcon­
stder. 

The Senate voted along 
part) ltnc to reJeCt a ~rectal 
commtttcc's recommendation 
that thc Democratic candidate 
should b~ seated. Stephenson. 
32, won the popular vote. 
ac ording tn unofl'i ial returns, 
hut D mocratio..: candidate 
Virginia Woodward filed suit, 
challcngmg Stephen. on'~; resi­
dency. 

The Senate then voted to 
accept tht: reco111mendation of 

three Republican members of 
the contest committee that 
Stephenson take the seat 
because she intended to make 
her home in Kentucky and sttll 
had a houloe here. 

The Kentucky Constitution 
requires a Senate candidate to 
be a resident of the Late for six 
years before an election. And 
testimony during various court 
proceedings revealed that 
Stephenson lived in Indiana. 
including attending school and 
paymg in state tuition. votmg. 
getting a driver's license and 
buying a house, during nearly 
three years of that time. 

Two judges ordered that 
Stephenson's 22 .772 votes not 
be counted and only 
Woodward's 21 ,750 be certified 
by the State Board of EJections. 

The vote passed 20-16. Not 
voting was Sen. Dan Seum. R­
Lout ville. Stephenson's 
father. 

The only Republican voting 
against the matter was Leeper, a 
former Democrat who ~ervcd 
on the contest committee and 
agreed that Stephenson did not 
meet the residency require­
ments.

need to change 
At times, the Democratic Party in Kentucky resembles a dinosaur 

lumbering toward extinction - or at least a long period of political dor­
mancy. 

The party lost control of the Senate five years ago and shows no 
signs of regaining the upper hand in that body. 

In the 2003 gubernatorial election, Democrats put forward an appeal­
ing gubernatorial candidate in then-Attorney General Ben Chandler. 
But Chandler was soundly rebuffed at the polls. in large part because the 
party's image was damaged by the scandal of the Patton administration 
and the flotsam and jetsam of 100 years of dommance in Frankfort. 

Fletcher's stumbles dw"ing ill first year in office gave Democrats an 
opportunity to stem the GOP tide. 

But House Democrats clung to the status quo - they opposed the 
governor's tax moderniZation plan and put the interests of state employ­
ees above the interests of the taxpayers - and saw their majority in the 
House shrink by even seats in lhe November election. 

It should be clear to the party's leaders they need to move beyond the 
bygone era of courthouse politics and confront the future with new ideas 
and new leaders. 

Fortunately for the party, a substantial minority of House Democrats 
seems to understand that the days of one-party control are over. When 
lawmakers returned to Frankfort earlier this week, these upstart 
Democrats challenged their pazty's leadership, seeking to replace the 
guardians of the status quo with leaders more attuned to the new reali­
ty of vigorous political competition. 

The rebels failed to storm the citadel occupied by House Speaker 
Jody Richards and his chief lieutenants, but the attempted leadership 
coup did send a signal that the pazty still has blood coursing in its hard­
ened arteries .... 

It's not dear whether Richards and the other Democratic leaders 
understocx:l the challengers' message of change. 

Richards said he promised the members of his caucus that he would 
make changes. Among the items he listed were a reversal of the 
Democrats' political fortunes and an increase in the members' secretar­
ial staff. 

Democrats have reason to be skeptical of Richards' promise to end 
the erosion of the party's House majority. The speaker had no uccess 
in dealing with a rookie governor, and Fletcher and his tean1 most like­
ly have learned from their initial miscues. 

Perhaps House Democrats need more secretarial help, but secretaries 
can't create a coherent political message or negotiate a deal on the state 
budget. Richards' inability to articulate a message or find common 
ground with the governor clearly conttibuted to the Democrats' losses 
in November. 

It doesn't help the party that two of its statewide officeholders­
Attorney General Greg Stumbo and Auditor Crit Luallen - have used 
their positions to oppose Gov. Retcher' effo1ts to reform state govern­
ment. 

Luallen practically endorsed the indiscriminate u e of state credit 
cards and Stumbo lined up with the state employee unions against the 
governor's bid to privatize a new prison in Elliott County. 

Democrats have less than two years to ftnd a new voice before they 
face the voters again. 

If the party continues to function as the Old Guard, defending dis­
credited practices in state government and opposing serious attempts at 
reform, the Republicans will continue their rise to dominance ....

2004's Incredible 

Man of the Year

Throughout my long and nearly distin­
guished career a.;; a columnist, l ended each 
year by naming an "Incredible Man of the 
Year," chosen by imaginary respondents to 
the Incredible Poll. a famously unreliable 
opinion survey of my invention. It honored 
the person who. in that particular year, wa" 
judged the most unbelievable. It was alway~ 

a brisk com­
petition. 

This year 
[' m retiring 
the award . 
George W. 
Bush has so 
far and away 
outdist;mced 
his nvals 
that the 
compet1tmn 
has become 
ludicrous. 

Indeed, he has set a standard for w1belicv­
ability that has never been achieved before 
and is unlikely to be achieved again. 

Con. ider the evidence: 
When he came into office the federal 

government was running a healthy budget 
surplus that, over the previous few years, had 
helped fuel one of the greatest economic 
hooms io our history. Within months he had 
squandered that surplus, partly because he 
insisted on a large tax cut that fell largely to 
the well-to-do. 

He went to war in Afghani. tm1 to capture 
Osama bin Laden, the architect of the ' ' 
anacks, and to pW1ish the Taliban regime 
there for sheltering the terrorist. He succeed­
ed in knocking over the Tali ban but he didn't 
get bin Laden. Neither did he lly very hard, 
prefening to hold back troops in order to pre­
pare for a war again t Saddam Hussein in 
Iraq. 

He then took us to war against Hussem. 
There were three main reasons given for the 
attack: 

I . Hussein possessed weapons of mass 
de.\truction and was a securit) thrc.."lt to the 
region and to us 

2. Hussein had been a force behind bin 
Laden and the 9/ 11 attacks. 

3. He w~. in any case, a tyrant hated by 
his people and the Imqis would welcome us 
a" liberators. 

None of that happened. none of it was 
true. There is till no evidence that Hussein 
had such weapons or more than a casual rela­
tionship with bin Latlen.As for the welcome, 
we've lost more men and women . ince the 
liberation than we did before it. 

Furthermore: 
• He has withdrawn from or rejected 

most of the international agreemenl<> favored 
by our traditional allies in the Westem world 
and has treated the United ations with 
extravagant contempt, actions that have 
squandered the considemble intemational 
good will that fdl to the United Sratcs aft~r 
the <Jill attack~. 

• He has ignorctl reputable scientific 
opinion on such ubjccts as global wam1ing, 
stem cell research and the pollution of our 
water upply, disdaining it as "junk science." 
Instead. in vinually every case, be has opted 
to . crvl? corporate rather than public inter­
ests. 

The controversy about Humvees is 
typical of the debate about the conduct 
of the Iraq War - there is plenty to 
criticize. but those doing the criticiz­
ing tend to be opportunistic and ahis­
torical. War always produce surprises 
and unanticipated needs. 

The Army initially thought it would 
need 235 armored Humvees in Iraq. 
When that number was exposed as 
absurdly off. it began to make adjust­
ments. Practically every armored 
Humvee available in the world was 
sent to Iraq . Production was radically 
ramped up, going from 15 a month in 
May 2003 to 450 a month today. 
Roughly three out of every four 
Humvees in the combat areas are now 
armored. 

Specialist Thomas Wilson, who 
asked the question. is being hailed in 
tht! press for his bravery. Indeed, a k­
ing his question took guts, but there 
are much more stirring acts of courage 
by U.S. soldiers every day in Iraq that 
somehow escape the media's atten­
tion. 

But the press has its priorities. The 
old saw used to be that American Jews 
would ask of anything, "Yes. but is it 
good for the Jews?" The Rummy-hat­
ing media and Left evaluate any lraq­
related event through a similar filter, 
"Yes, but 1 it bad for Rumsfeld?"

Chris Perkins wa wept into 
ofrtce largely on the strength of 
voters' reverence for his father. 
He held the congressional eat 
for eight years. deciding not to 
eek re-election in 1992 after 

his role in the House banking 
scandal was revealed. 

The Hou e Ethics Committee 
discovered thou ands of over­
drafts written by lawmaker at a 
special bank that existed . olely 
for their benefit. Perklns. beset 
by financial problems, had writ­
ten 514 bad checks. 

After pleading guilty to the 
charges against him, Perkins 
lo~t hi5 license to practice law. 
He said he had no plans to return 

. to that line of work anyway. 
''I'm happier than I've 

been ,' ' be said in an interview. 
"I like what I do. I don't want to 
do anything else. It's not like a 
job to me.''

Kentucky hunters this year 

so far have reported taking more 
than J 23 ,000 deer. Still, the deer 
are so numerous that managers 
are more concerned about 
hunters taking enough to hold 
the population in check than 
they are of overharvest. 

There is lower competition 
for hunting spots now. The late 
season dropout of most deer 
bunters proves an advantage for 
those who endure. 

The top concern of winter 
deer is food, so deer food should 
be the focus of January 
bowhunters. The earlier motiva­
tion of the deer's annual breed­
ing cycle, the rut, has waned and 
mere survival is the top issue for 
both bucks and does. 

Late bowhunters may find con­
centrations of deer using waste 
grain around harvested farm fields 
or plantings of winter wheat or 
other green forage. Narural buffets 
like honeysuckle thickets could 
hold deer in wilder areas.

Most deer have been hunted 
for a succession of seasons 
beginning in September and by 
the late days of the bow eason 
are highly wary of human activ­
ities. In many areas, deer may 
have gravitated to more isolated 
refuges, spots of heavy cover 
and lesser people traffic. Thick 
cover near a ready food source 
is an ideal combination for late 
season whitetails. 

The late bowhunter faces an 
open woods with foliage long 
since dropped from the trees. 
That helps hunters see deer bet­
ter, but it works vice versa, too. 

Tree stand hunters may need 
to position themselves in multi­
trunked trees or clusters of trees 
to break their outlines and dodge 
deer detection. Higher positions 
-with careful use of safety har­
nesses - may be preferred to 
avoid whitetail scrutiny.

can bring temperatures that test 
hunters' insulation. Depending 
on the quirks of the weather, the 
late bowhunter well may need a 
carefully selected clothing sys­
tem of long underwear, insulat­
ing uud-layers and wind- and 
water-shedding outer shell, warm 
boots, hats, gloves/mittens and 
even chemical hand-warmers. 

While it must be warm, the 
archer's camouflaged January 
attire should allow silent free­
dom of movement for the 
potential shot at a high- trung 
deer at close range. 

State wildlife managers 
encourage bowhunters to take 
additional antlerless deer, does 
specifically, tQ help roll back the 
population in high density 
counties. Especially in countie 
designated as Zone 1 , a greater 
doe harvest is ought to bring 
the population back to what is 
considered a more ideal level 
while allowing a higher per­
centage of antlered bucks to 
flourish within that number.

Roethlisberger unanimous 
choice for top offensive rookie

NEW YORK Ben 
Roethlisberger did what John 
Unitas, Joe Montana, Dan 
Marino, Bren Favre and every 
other NFL quarterback never 
managed by winning The 
Associated Press Offensive 
Rookie of the Year award. 

The ftrSt quarterback to win 
the honor since its inception in 
1957, Roethlisberger did so 
unanimously, the second straight 
rookie to get all the votes. The 
Pitt<:burgh Steelers' young star 
received all 48 votes Wednesday 
from a nationwide panel of writ­
ers and broadcasters who cover 
pro footbaU . 

Last year, Arizona wide 
receiver Anquan Boldin also 
swept the panel. 

But Boldin didn't go unbeat­
en in 13 starts, as Roethlisberger 
did in leading the Steelers to a 
franchise-best 15-1 record, 
which led the NFL this season. 
Neither, of course, has any other 
rookie QB. 

·•r think it is just a comfort 
level every week, learning and 
practicing, getting on the same 
page as these guys," 
Roethlisberger said. "I think that 
has rea.ll y helped by being out 
there tn practice and working 
with these guys, the receivers, 
the linemen, the running backs, 
and ju l getting familiar with 
each other has really helped our 
success and our progress ." 

Roethlisberger 's progress 
was aided by having a superb 
running game featuring Jerome 
Bettis and Duce Staley, operat­
ing behind perhaps the league's 
best often ive line. Pittsburgh 
ranked second in rushing. 

And the Steelers' defense 
was the league's best, allowing 
t11e fewest points and ymds. 

That meant Roethlisberger 

didn't need to win many games 
with his ann. 

Yet when he did, he brought 
back the AFC North champions 
with late dnves to beat 
Jacksonville and the New York 
Giants. His composure. competi­
tiveness and intelligent handling 
of the offense were keys to those 
wins-and several others in which 
he didn't require such ~roics. 

"I did not really .know what to 
expect," said Roethlisberger, the 
11th choice in the first I'OWld of the 
draft - and the third overall quar­
terback taken behind Eli Manning 
and Phillip Rivers, neither of 
whom had much of an impact. 

"I thought coming in, know­
ing about Tommy (Maddox) as 
the starter, that I was going to 
come in and just try to learn this 
offense and try to learn to be a 
backup, whatever coach was 
going to ask of me," 
Roethlisberger said. "Obviously, 
things changed." 

They changed when Maddox 
injured his right elbow in Game 
2 at Baltimore, the Steelers' only 
loss. There were loud doubts 
about Pittsburgh's chances of 
pro pering with a rookie quar­
terback, including some from 
Roethlisberger's teammates . 

He silenced those doubters 
very quickly. 

"We've got mostly the same 
guys, it's Ben that has made a 
big difference," linebacker Joey 
Porter said. "Everybody else has 
been here. Duce and Ben are the 
biggest two additions we had. 
Nobody knew he could play at 
this level this early." 

Roethlisberger finished fifth 
in passer rating at 98 .1 . He com­
pleted 196 of 295 passes - yes, 
only 99 incompletions - for 
2,621 yards, with 17 touch­
downs and 11 interceptions. His 
best work came in the middle of 
the schedule and he wasn't quite 
as dynamic in December. But he 

kept winning, ~ven as he was 
given more responsibility in the 
offense. 

"I think we will surely evolve 
and add more play and do more 
things as an offense," he said, 
"and I can kind of become more 
diversified as we continue on 
this quest this year and in com­
ing years." 

Roethlisberger, whose sensa­
tional rookie season could earn 
him $2.6 million in bonuses, lS 

the fourth Steelers player to win 
the award, joining receivers 
Louis Lipps (1984) and Jimmy 
Orr (1958) and running back 
Franco Harris (1972).

LOUiSVILLE The 
University of Louisville scored a 
slam dunk Thursday when a judge 
allowed a satellite radio network 
to begin airing the Cardmals' 
men's basketball games. 

Jefferson County Circuit 
Judge Kenneth Conliffe 1ssued a 
temporary injunction ordering 
AM radio station WHAS to dis­
tribute broadcasts of Louisville 
football and men's basketball 
games to Sirius Satellite Radio, 
which has a worldwide reach. * The ruling was expected to 
make the Cardinals' next game, 
against TCU on Saturday, avail­
able for Sirius. 

The case put two longtime 
partners Louisville and 
WHAS-AM - on opposing 
ides. It underscored their sud-

denly l>OUred relationshap since 
the tation's parent company. 
Clear Channel Communications. 
signed a deal with the Cardinals' 
chief rival, the University of 
Kentucky. 

The judge's ruling was 
applauded by Loui ville 
President James Ramsey and 
other top univer ity officials, 
ignifying the importance of the 

deal with Sirius. But many of 
the comment were directed at 
WHAS-AM. the 50,000-wan 
flagship station for the 
Cardinal 'sports radio network. 

Louisville trustees chairman 
Jamior Bridgeman called on WHAS­
AM to continue "complete" cover­
age of Cardinals' athletics. 

"In some ways, when you 
think about it, they've turned 
their back on the school," 
Bridgeman, himself a former 
Louisville basketball standout, 

saad of WHAS-AM. 
Loui. ville dthletic director 

Tom Jurich said it was a "sad 
testimony" that lhe issul! of con­
necting Sirius to Cardinal ' 
games had to be fought in court. 

"We've had a long,long rela­
tionship with WHAS radio and 
Cl!rtainly I think everybody 
thought we'd ... continue that in 
the future," Jurich said.

Lexington police arrest 20 for selling 
tickets illegally; 12 plead guilty

f LEXINGTON A dozen 
people pleaded guilty Thur day 
to charges stemming from a 
Lexington police crackdown 
on the illegal sale of Kentucky 
basketball tickets. 

Police arrested 
20 people 
Wednesday night, 
prior to the 
Wildcats· game at 
Rupp Arena against 
South Carolina, and 
charged them with 
either ticket scalp-

~ ing or selling goods 
illegally near the Lexington 
Center - in wh1ch Rupp Arena 
is located_ or both. 

Both arc violations of local 
ordinances. 

Police seized 60 tickets and 
$7,916 in cash. Among those 
arrested were a 77-year-old 
man, a man from Detroit, five 
people from Cmcinnati and a 
man who said he's owned 
Kentucky basketball season 
tickets for 45 years. 

"Every game, there are peo­
ple standing shoulder to shoul-

., der with police, scalping tick­
ets - not just selling them for 
face value, like T did " said 70-
year-old MiJton Beattie of 
Somerset, who said he bought 
hi first Kentucky tickets in 

1961. 
Rupp Arena seats 23,000

Five people. including 57-
year-old season-ticket holder 
John Bollinger of Lexington, 
chose to plead not guilty and 
fight the charges. Bollinger 
asked for $30 for a $27 ticket. 

"It really doesn't cost me 
anything," Bollinger said.

Clear Channel had argued 
that It was under no contractual 
obligation to make the games 
available to Siriu . and that 
doing so would ·'dilute"listener­
ship to WHAS' broadcasts. 

Adding to the mtrigue, both 
sides had mentioned Clear 
Channel's recent deal with UK. 
In that deal, Clear Channel 
agreed to give UK sports priori· 
ty over LouisvilJe on WHAS­
AM beginning in fall 2007. The 

station now holds the rights to 
both UK and Louisville, and the 
Cardinal~ have priority over UK 
when both teams play at the 
same time.

Manning easily wins first Offensive Player award

NEW YORK Peyton 
Manning was a runaway winner 
of The Associated Press 2004 
NFL Offensive Player of the Year 
-as irthere could be any doubt. 

The indianapolis Colt~· star 
qwutcrback had perhaps the great­
est pao:;sing season in league histo­
ry. He broke Dan Marino's 20-
ycar-old record with 49 touch­
down passes and had a passer rat­
ing of an almost unfathomable 
121.1. shattering Steve Young's 
mark of 112 .8 set in 1994. 
Manning threw only I 0 intercep­
tion. and led the Colts to the AFC 
South title with a 12-4 record. 

Manning earned 35 votes from 
a nationwide panel of 48 writers 

tand broadcasters who cover pro 
football. He easily outdistanced 
Eagles receiver Terrell Owens and 
Vikings 4uarterback Daunte 
Culpepper. who each got four 
votes. 

He also turned two of his pre­
viously unaccomplished receivers, 
Reggie Wayne and Brandon 
Stokley. into threats almost on a 
par with Manning· favorite tar­
get, pei~nnial Pro Bowler Marvin 
Hamson. All caught at least 10 
touchdown passes and went over 
1,000 yards in receiving - an 
unprecedented combination for 

three teammates. 
"I feel more comfoitable than I 

did last year," said Manning, who 
was co-MVP in 2003 atong with 
Steve McNair of Tennessee "My 
goal every year has been to be a 
better player every year than the 
year before. and I really feU I've 
done that. I feel I am a better play­
er this year than last year." 

And how. 
Rarely. if ever, has a quarter­

back been o donrinant. Manning, 
28. had a six-touchdown perfor­
mance on Thanksgiving Day at 
Detroit. He had three five-TD 
games (against Green Bay, Kansas 
City and Houston) and t\vo wilh 
four touchdowns (Chicago and 
Minnesota}. Against the NFC 
North alone, he threw for 19 
touchdowns. 

"Amazing," said Packers quar­
terback Brett Favre, who won the 
award in 1995. Favre held an NFL 
mark with 12 traight games 
throwing at leru t two TD~. which 
Manning abo broke, finishing at 
13. "I think they've built that 
offense to where they're at a point 
right now where they dare you to 
try to stop someone. and that' a 
hell of a place to be.'' 

In all, Manning wa'i 336-for-
497 for 4,557 yarch and hit on 67.6 
percent of his throws. Three time , 
he had a passer rating above 140 

Perhaps the only one relatively 

unimpressed was. well, Manning. 
"The regular . cason is over 

with and it's been a good run for 
us," he said. "Statistically, those 
things don't carry a lot of weight 
in the playoffs." 

What could carry weight in the 
postseason, which Indianapoli 
opens Sunday by hosting Denver, 
is the versatility of the Colts' 
attack. The ColtS have the three 
terrific wideouts, good tight ends 
in Marcus Pollard and Dallas 
Clark. a solid offen~ive line and a 
Pro Bowl running back in 
Edgerrin James. 

And, of course, Manning, 
whose steady rise as an NFL star 
ha~ been capped by this special 
season, his seventh. 

"I look at him as the best play­
er in this league because of what 
he's respon ible for and what he 
does for our team," Stokley aid. 
"And then to do it at. such a high 
level says a lot about him." 

Running back Curtis Martin of 
tl1e Jets received two votes, while 
fellow backs Jerome Bettis of the 
Steelers and LaDainian 
Tomlinson of the Chargers each 
got one. So did Chargers quarter­
back Drew Brees. 

The only other Colt to win the 
award was QB Bert Jones of tht! 
Baltimore Colts in 1976. Last 
year's winner was running back 
Jamal Lewis of the Ravens.

Frequent brake 
jobs likely due to 

bad booster

Dear Tom and Ray: 
I live in Germany, and I love your 

how. 1 have a 1995 Buick Skylark 
with 120,000 miles on it. I often drive 
80 to 90 mph on the Autobahn. I find 
I must change my front brake (and 
often my rotors) about every four to 
six months. Why is this happening? 
Additionally, when I an1 coming to a 
stop and am not at a high speed -
like when I'm pulling into my drive­
way - the brake pedal sometime, 
goes all the way to the floor. as if 1 
have lost all braking power. I do not 
ee any leakmg brake t1uid. I've had 

four mechanics check it out. and they 
tell me my brakes are fine, but I don't 
believe them. Any ideas about what is 
going on here? 
I really appre­
ciate any words 
of wi dom you 
can give. 
Thanks! 
Frank 

RAY: Well, 
there are sever­
al possibilities. 
Frank, but I'm 
going to guess 
that you have a 
bad power­
brake boo · ter. 
When you step on the brake pedal, 
you activate the booster. The booster 
u es the engine vacuum to amplify the 
force of your foot and make stopping 
easier. 

TOM: The way the booster often 
fails is by not releasing the brakes all 
the way. So when you're driving 
around town and using your brakes a 
lot, your brakes are slowly being 
applied more and more. even though 
you don't know it. 

RAY: It's as if you're driving with 
your brakes partially applied. As you 
can imagine, that wears out your 
brakes pretty quickly. Like every four 
to six months. 

TOM: It can also explain why your 
pedal goes to the floor on occasion. 
When the brake are in constant use, 
they eventually overheat. That can 
boil the brake fluid. and boiling flUid 
can't do its job, o the pedal sinks. 
Once the brakes and the fluid cool off 
(by the next time your drive the car), 
the brakes return to normal. 

RAY: But this is definitely a prob­
lem you want to solve quickly. Frank. 
While you're cruismg along at 80 or 
90 mph on the open highway, there· 
not much call for the brake . But if a 
giant weinerschnitzel suddenly fell 
off a truck in front of you and you 
needed to top short, you could find 
your elf in very deep auerkraut. Am 
1 mixing my food metaphors here? 
Anyway. get it checked out right 
away, Frank. 

Break was fault of 
defect in window, 
not employee 

Dear Tom and Ray: 
My 19-year-old son work for a 

rental-car company. Recently when 
he put the top down on a Chrysler 

an 
Sebring convertible, the rear win­
dow shattered as the roof came 
down in back, breaking into hun­
dreds of pieces and falling into the 
back seat. This was a brand-new car 
(600 miles). Chrysler say this prob­
lem is "not under warranty" and 
insinuates that my son rna bed the 
windshield by hitting it with some­
thing, which is just absolutely 
ridiculous. They say it is not their 
problem, and they will not cover the 
damages. The car-rental place is 
making my son foot the bill, to the 
tune of $700. This can't be legal; 
this could have happened to a cus­
tomer or an owner. Luckily, no one 
was sitting in the back seat at the 
time. Chry ler should own up to this 
defect . ...., hich i. obviou ly very dan­
gerous. Whom can I contact for 
help?- Dawn 

RAY: Your lawyer. 
TOM: Yeah. this is ridiculous. 

We believe you that your son dido 't 
""hack the window. Windows do 
shatter from time to time without 

any obvious 
cau e, and it's 
u ually because 
of some unseen 
defect in the 
glas . 

RAY: It might 
have come that 
way from the 
factory. or it 
might have had a 
mall crack in it 

from being hit 
by a stone during 
its first 600 • 

miles. In either ca e. the hidden 
defect would have made the window 
vulnerable. And then all it would 
take i some stress on the window to 
cause it to shatter. 

TOM: The tress can come from 
being twisted slightly - as it might 
be when the convertible top goes 
down - or from being hit by some­
thing. even lightly. We've even 
heard of a case where a stream of 
water from a hose cau ed a wind­
shield to hatter. 

RAY: So. Chrysler is right that 
these things don't "just happen." 
But when glas-; does appear to shat­
ter for little or no reason. it"s 
because of some son of pre-existing 
tre · or defect in the gla s, and it' 

not neces arily the fau lt of the guy 
who happen to be standing there 
when the glass break . 

TOM: And of course the rental­
car company wants your son to pay 
for it. It'd do the same thing to a 
customer. Ha\e you ever known a 
rental-car company to say, " h, 
don't worry about the damage. the e 
things happen?"' 

RAY: So, if the rental-car compa­
ny won't be reasonable and put in an 
in urance claim to fix the window, as 
I see it. your son has three options: 
Have a lawyer take it up with the 
company, quit the job and walk 
away. or both. Good luck, Dawn.
