Woman charged with 
stabbing in Pike County

PIKEVILLE The 
Pikeville Police Department 
arrested a woman ar Peachtree 
Apartments on Saturday after 
receiving a report of a stabbing 
at that location. 

Cynthia A. Mullins. 30, was 
taken into custody at the resi­
dence, where she remained after

Stephens, 32, in the left side dur­
ing an altercation that afternoon.

The deed reflects a host of

Branch next to the Stonecrest 
Golf Course." 

Jimmy and Pat Goble were 
also listed as previous owners of 
this "heirship property" parcel 
of land on the deed, but Jimmy 
Goble said that he owned no 
land in that area. He said he 
traded the city 20 acres for four 
lots in the ubdivision in 1999 
and that he still owns two of 
those lots. 

Goble said the 20 acres that 
he traded to the city is at least a 
mile-and-a-half away from 
Hamilton's land. 

''They must have got it mixed 
up when they made the deed," 
Goble said. 

The mayor, whose signature 
is on the deed, conflilJled that 
there are deed restriction prob­
lems on the two parcels of land, 
but referred questions about the 
legal issue to the city attorney. 

Hall, who volunteers at 
Stonecrest Golf Course, said be 
hasn't- and isn't ready- to 
start construction on his parcel 
of land, which is adjacent to 
HiJ,milton's and includes a tract 
of the disputed area.

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Gaping omission 
in energy bill 

he kindest thing that can be said. about the energy bill 
which pas ed the Senate last weeki. that it's better 
than the one which passed the House 111 April. 

That's not aying a lot. 
Oh, the -.enators made a stab at reducing America' depen­

dence on fns. il fuels by authorizing billions in tax incentives 
for con ervation and energy alternatives, loan guarantee for 
developing clean coal and new nuclear reactors, and tax breaks 
for those who buy energy-efficient cars or appliance. , or build 
energy-efficient homes. Utilities would have to generate 10 
percent of their electricity from renewable source. by 2020. 
lllinoi. farmer . hould benefit from requiring refiner. to dou­
ble theh ethanol u.e by 2012. The Hou, ever ion does little of 
any of thJs. 

Still, experts e timate the Senate version will cut energy 
consumption by JUSt 3 percent even as demand grows by 50 
percent over the next decade and a half. Taxpayers are getting 
very little for their $16 billion a year. 

Unfortunately. the Senate, like the Hou e earlier, is trying to 
reduce the natiOn's foreign oil habit with the help of a teaspoon 
here and a teaspoon there. while refu ing to pick up the bucket 
in the corner. Given that American automobiles burn 40 per­
cent of the oil the nation ~onsumes. the most effecuve way of 
reducing con:umptmn i to put le~. gas into the family car. 
But. by a vole of 67-2R. snators rCJCCtt.:d Dick Durbin's effort 
to require a 50 percent bco t in fuel economy standards over 
the next decade. The Illinoisan , aid the tougher standards, 
together with other measures he proposed, \,\;Ould have reduced 
oil imports by 40 percent over the next two decades. 

Since the LTnited States consumes 25 percent of the oil the 
world produces, but has ju t 3 percent of it proven reserves. 
and since we import 58 percent of what we bum, our failure to 
boost mileage . tandard i a astounding as it is irresponsible. 
The argument that this is no time to put such a burden on the 
weak American auto industry would be more plausible if 
Congress had been Wllling to act in healthier times, and if the 
industry hadn t caused many of its own problems by concen­
trating on gas guzzlers that are kss appealing at $2.50 a gallon 
than at a buck cheaper. Mileage standards are virtually 
unchanged from three decades ago. 

To be sure, the Senate btll gets a few things right, particular­
ly when compared to the House version. Alternative fuels 
'"'mid account for 40 percent of the tax breaks in the Senate, 
almost none in the House. Thank to another senator from 
Illinois. Barack Obama, the Senate version includes research 
money for cars that could get 500 miles - that's tight, 500 -
to tbe gallon. TI1e legi lation omits drilling in the Arctic 
Refuge. the Senate having previously passed a tax bill that 
allows it. Both bill. set forth mandatory reliability standards 
for the nation's electricity grid, intended to prohibit a repeat of 
the melldovm that caused blackouts from the Midwest to the 
East Coast two years ago. 

Still, the )ill is disappointing in its feeble approach to a very 
serious problem: energy consumption at levels that muddle our 
foreign policy. cause prices to go up alamungly fast and ulti­
mately can't be sustained. If the House bill is not tenable, the 
Senate vcr'>ion is barely . o.

FRANKFORT - When 
asked the question "Where was 
Abraham Lincoln born?", all 
too oflen the average person's 
rc pon, e i somewhere other 
than Kentucky. For too long, 
K ntucky has been overshad­
owed or completely forgotten as 
the birthplace of this most his­
toric 16th president of the 
United States. But all of that is 
about to change. 

Gov. Ernie Fletcher estab­
lished the Abraham Lincoln 
Bicentennial Commission in 
June 2004, and the Commission 

had its inaugural meeting this 
past spring. But for many 
months prior to that, representa­
tives from several agencies of 
Kentucky's Commerce Cabinet 
including the Kentucky 
Historical Society, the Kentucky 
Department of Tourism, the 
Kentucky Department of Parks, 
the Kentucky Arts Council, the 
Kentucky Heritage Council, and 
the Kentucky Humanities 
Council have been working 
together in concert with national 
and local efforts to plan a series 
of bicentennial events and cele-

brations. 
Ab.-ahanl Lincoln was born 

on a farm near Hodgenville, 
Kentucky on February 12, 1809. 
His family moved to Knob 
Creek (also near Hodgenville) 
in 1811, and continued living in 
Kentucky until 1816. The 
nation's official celebration of 
the bicentennial of his birth will 
begin on February 12, 2008, and 
continue to February 2010. The 
culmination of the 
Conunemoration will take place 
on February 12, 2009, the 200th 
anniversary of President 

Governor announces new Kentucky 
Quit Line to help smokers kick the habit 

FRANKFORT- Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher announced today that 
Kentucky smokers will now 
have one more tool to help them 
quit smoking. The new 1-800-
QUIT NOW quit line will pro­
vide smoker with cessation 
information and one-on-one 
counseling tailored to their level 
of readiness to quit. 

"We all know that smoking 
and the use of other tobacco 
products greatly impact 
Kentucky's health status," said 
Fletcher. "Although we are see­
ing a drop in the number of peo­
ple smoking, tobacco use is still 
one of the biggest health issues 
facing us. The quit line is a new 
resource to upport smokers in 
the Commonwealth who want to 
make a healthy change and give 
up smoking." 

Fletcher al o announced that 
data collected by the Department 
for Public Health (DPH) in the 
Cabinet for Health and Family 
Services (CHFS) shows that the 
adult . making rate in Kentucky

Services is already predicting a 
much larger than expected 
shortfall this year. 

And the budget for this year 
a lso counts on the state having 
254 million on hand to start, a 

figure that is omewhat mislead­
ing because of the way the state 
operates on a two-year budget 
cycle. 

dropped 10.5 percent from 2003 
to 2004. This brings Kentucky's 
adult smoking rate to 27.5 per­
cent, still the highest in the 
nation. Research indicates that 
70 percent of smokers want to 
quit. 

1-800-QUIT NOW is a 
statewide telephone service that 
will provide brief intervention 
and support for people who want 
to stop smoking or using other 
tobacco products. Callers, both 
smokers and nonsmokers, can 
receive information about tobac­
co dependence and treatment 
options. Tobacco cessation 
counselors will staff phone lines 
Monday through Friday, 9 a.m. 
to 9 p.m. The Centers for 
Disease Control and Prevention 
funded the quit line through a 
grant to DPH. 

"If we truly want to change 
the health status of Kentucky for 
the better, we must reduce the 
number of Kentuckians who 
smoke," said CHFS Secretary 
James Holsinger, M.D. ''The

prevalence of smoking in 
Kentucky doesn't affect only 
smokers. It's a Kentucky prob­
lem and it is our hope every 
Kentucky smoker who wants to 
quit wiU call this number for 
help." 

The quit line offers a one-on­
one proactive counseling pro­
gram for tobacco users who are 
ready to quit. After the ~tial 
call, smokers may receive up to 
five scheduled call backs from 
their counselor. For smokers 
considering quitting, the quit 
line staff will provide informa­
tion about tobacco use and treat­
ment options. Counselors will 
provide state and local resources 
to callers as another option for 
tobacco cessation. Parental 
consent is required for callers 
under 18. 

In addition to being a 
resource for smokers, family and 
friends of smokers may also call 
the quit line and receive infor­
mation to encourage a tobacco 
user to quit, how best to support 
a tobacco user's quit attempt, the 
dangers of secondhand smoke, 
and other tobacco cessation 
information. Information is also 
available to physicians concern-

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Attorney general's investigation could cost more than $630,000

FRANKFORT - Defending 
Gov. Ernie Fletcher' admini -
tration in lhe attorney general ' 
personnel inve. ligation could 
cost Kentucky taxpayers more 
than $630,000, according to a 
legislative committee's e ti­
mate. 

The disclo urc was made 
Tuesday during a meeting of the 
General Assembly 's 
Government Contract Review 
Committee. The committee wa 
reviewing the admini !ration's 
propo ed changes to existing 
personal ervice contracL 
between state government and 
law fum repre enting agencic 
such as the Transportation and 
Per oonel cabinets. 

It was uncertain exactly what 
the final tally for the administra­
tion's out ide legal expenses 
may be. But with the late t con­
tract changes. which cleared the 
committee by default, the 
administration may spend up to 
$632,000 on outside lawyer . 

The attorney general's office 
has not employed outside legal 
help, Stumbo said. 

"We will move forward and 
do all we can to defend the 
executive branch of state gov­
ernment from this intru wn," 
Fletcher's general coun el Jim 
Deckard said.

Catfish active 
in hot weather 

SPECIAL TO THE TIMES 

FRANKFORT - As surface tempera­
tures rise above 80 degree in summer on 
lakes and reservoirs, fishing for most 
species slows considerably. Channel cat­
fish are one of the few species in Kentucky 
that don't seem to mind ummer heat. 
They bite willingly all summer long. 

Large reservoirs. maller lakes, farm 
ponds, rivers and most creeks have chan­
nel catfish. You don't need an expcn ive 
boat or expensive equipment. either. All 
you need is a lawn chair, a medium­
action rod and reel pooled with 10-
pound line, a package or two of hook , 
split shot, bait and some time. A stringer 
or fish basket is required if you want to 
keep some channel catfish to eat. 

The best bet for constant action and 
for bank anglers are small lake and fann 
ponds. The catfish bite be t on these 
waters from roughly 6 p.m. until 
Midnight and again from about 4 a.m. 
until dawn in summer. 

"Channel catfish feed at dusk, at night 
and in the last few hours before dawn in 
the summer,'' said Gerry Buynak, assis­
tant director of fisheries for the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources. 'The last few hours before 
dawn are excellent times to ftsh. The spig­
ot twns off once sunlight hits the water. 
They usually quit biting completely." 

Lakes with good populations of channel 
catfish include Beaver Lake in Anderson 
County, Brashear Lake in Caldwell and 
Christian counties, BoltZ Lake in Grant 
County, Buckhorn Lake in Leslie County, 
Dewey Lake in Floyd County. Pcnnyrile 
Lake in Christian County and Gui t Creek 
Lake in Shelby County. 

Target rocky areas on t:hcse lakes for 
channel catfish in the evening, dusk and 
at night. Flats located next to rocky areas 
that have a creek channel or other deep­
water drop-off nearby are 
high percentage channel 
catfish spots.

1ardbreds - in 2002 and 2003 
"rom a lab at Iowa State 
u niversity, which has a con­
:ract to perform the tests. 

GaUagher said Monday, 
lfter a meeting of lhe Racing 
A..uthority at Keeneland, thal he 
1ad "no idea" whether any 
~riminaJ activity occurred and 
.hat he bad not spoken with the 
~ommission's former executive 
jirector and chief steward, 
Bernie Hettel. 

"I' 11 let somebody else ask 
rim," Gallagher said. "I just 
.vant to go forward." 

Hettel did not return phone 
nessages left at his Louisville 
1ome Monday by The 
A.ssociated Press. 

Gov. Ernie Fletcher abol-

ished the Racing Commission 
in January 2004 and replaced il 
with the Racing Authority. 
GaUagher became the authori­
ty's executive director in 
September 2004. He said he 
learned of the Jack of commis­
sion action on positive drug 
tests from speaking with offi­
cials at the Iowa Stale lab 
"about the dearth of fmdings." 

Gallagher first revealed the 
information Friday when be 
testified before the state legisla­
ture's interim joint 
Subcommittee on Licensing 
and Operations. Legislators 
have requested that the authori­
ty tum over the documents. 
Gallagher said he was unsure 
whether that would happen 
before or after the review by 
the Environmental and Public 
Protection Cabinet's Office of 
Inspector General. The cabinet 
oversees the Racing Authority. 

Authority Chairman Bill 
Street recommended to author­
ity members that Lhe Office of 
Inspector General investigate 
to "see if there are things that 
need to be brought to light." 
Street said the goal isn't to 
correct any errors that might 
have been made in the past but 
to make sure the authority 
doesn't com.mjt similar errors 
in the future. 

"It is ~portant to people who 

wager on horses to know that the 
game is on a level playing field 
and on the up-and-up and tbat 
character and integrity are being 
applied," Gallagher ·aid.

Memorial service held 
for champion saddlebred

LEXINGTON Sally 
Jackson wanted the bronze 
head tone on ht:r champion 
show horse's grave to lookjust 
right, so he decided to sculpt it 
her elf. 

But the Overland Park, 
Kan., woman said she had diffi­
culty perfecting the tribute to 
Wild-Eyed and Wicked, the 
prodigious saddlebred eutha­
nized after suffering an injury 
from an unknown attacker two 
years ago. 

.. I would do it and I would 
lhink I was linJshed, and then 1 
would get up the next mo111ing 
and I'd look at it and think. 'Oh 
no. Wicked is so much better 
than thar.' I'd tear it up and start 
aU over again," Jackson said. 
"He wa such a fabulous horse. 
He was more wonderful than 
what I could ever do." 

The champion saddlcbrcd 
was remembered Sunday on a 
steamy afternoon during a 
memorial service at the 
Kentucky Horse Park's Hall of 
Champions, near where Wild-

• Eyed and Wicked was buried 
Friday night. About 300 people 
- many of them in town for the 
Lexington Junior League Horse 
Show, which will begin Monday 
- attended the service and the 
ice-cream social that followed. 

The simple, 22-rninute ser­
vice began with an a capella 
rendition of two hymns, includ­
Lng "The Lord Bless You and 
Keep You. ' Three Horse Park 
officials and a Presbyterian 
preacher offered comments 
before Jackson placed the bead­
stone and day lilies on her 

1 
horse's grave as "My Old 
Kentucky Home" wa played 
on a bagpipe. 

·'He wa a once-in-a-life­
time horse that can't be 
replaced," Jackson said. 

The chestnut gelding, the 
winner of the addlebred indus­
try" Triple Crown in 2000 and 
2001, was among five horses at 
Double D Ranch in Versailles 
in June 2003 that had nearly 
identical circular wounds on 
the back of their left legs, 
where veterinarian believe 
someone inJected them with an 
unknown substance. 

Three horses, including 11-
year-old Wild-Eyed and 
Wicked, were euthanized that 
July because of swelling and 
deterioration in their legs. 

Kentucky State Police 
launched an investigation but 
have made no arrests. 

The saga of Wild-Eyed and 
Wicked has gripped the tight-knit 
show-horse world for two years, 
said Susie Quick of Lexington, 
who is a saddlebred owner. 

"People are very saddened 
by what happened," Quick said. 
"The tragedy affects us all. 
Many people would like to 
know what happened to the 
horse. Hopefully talking about 
it will prevent it from happen­
ing again." 

After they were euthanized, 
Wild-Eyed and Wicked and 
another of the horses, Meet 
Prince Charming, were buried 
in the same grave at Double D 
Ranch. 

Sally Jackson and her hus­
band, Joe, have been involved 
in a legal di pute with Double 
D Ranch owners Dave and 
Dena Lopez since January 
2004, when the Lopezes sued 
the Jacksons for $13,172.90-
costs the Lopezes said they 
incurred in caring for the 
Jacksons' horses. The Jacksons 
have countersued. 

The Lopezes said they had a 
verbal agreement with the 
Jacksons to bury Wild-Eyed 
and Wicked at Double D 
Ranch, but in their countersui~ 
the Jacksons denied that and 
asked that the horse be reburied 
at a site of their choosing. 

As part of the suit, the 
Jacksons asked a federal judge 
to exhume the horse so that fur­
ther forensic te ts could be 
done. The judge granted that 
request. and the hor e's body 
was exhumed in early 
February. 

Fayette County Coroner 
Gary Ginn, who attended the 
service, said only the horse' 
head, ht::arl, rnant:: and tail are 
buried at the Horse Park. His 
office is holding the rest of the 
animal's remains under quaran­
tine in case further testing 
needs to be done, he said. 

Sally Jackson said Sunday 
that the tests haven't revealed 
any new information. 

Jackson said it always was 
her intention to allow Wild­
Eyed and Wicked to spend his 
retirement at the Horse Park's 
Hall of Champions, which is 
home to famous thoroughbreds 
including John Henry and 
Cigar, as well as top addle­
breds and standardbreds. 

"We're thrilled to have him 
buried here," she said. 

The horse is buried in the 
same cemetery as 1976 
Kentucky Derby wirmer Bold 
Forbes, three-time thoroughbred 
Horse of the Year Forego, cham­
pion saddlcbreds lmperator and 
Sky Watch and standardbred 
champions Cam Fella and 
Rambling Willie. 

The grave next to Wild­
Eyed and Wicked' is that of 
1982 world champion quarter 
horse Sgt. Pepper Feature.

NASHVILLE, Tenn. - It 
seems that when Jim Cripps 
roll a bowling ball, pin that are 
lying flat should tand up again. 

Mark on the core beet 
hould be erased.

Cripps, you see. bowls back­
ward. And doe it well. 

In fact. he has back- tepped 
hi way to the front of the pack 
among area bowler .

''The fourth doesn't need a 
tee, it needs a fairway," 
Thomson said.

I was learning to 
bowl because I didn't bowl 
before that."

After Jacobsen bir<lied two 
of the last three holes to take the 
lead at 15 under, Irwin just 
missed birdie trie on the final 
two holes to come up a stroke 
short Sunday in the Senior 
Players Championship. 

"I played a lot with hlm on 
the (PGA) Tour," Jacobsen said. 
"In fact, he beat me in the play­
off at the 1981 Buick Open. 
Kind of nice. Payback is wect." 

Jacobsen closed with a 6-
under 66 on the TPC of 
Michi$an, w[nrung his seco~d 
Ch~pfons Tour major in less...., 
than a year. 

He drew from a recent expe­
rience on the PGA Tour to help 
him when an approach bounced 
off the 16th green. He made a 
birdie putt out of a collection 
area, where he had a flashback 
to last month's U.S. Open. 

"When I hit my ball in that 
bowl, I turned to my caddie, 
Mike (O'Connell), and said, 
' We saw 72 holes of this at 
Pinehurst.' I certainly didn' t 
expect to knock it in, but I 
hoped to get it close," he said. 

After Jacobsen's remarkable 
putt, 14 feet up a steep incline, he 
two-putted from 80 feet for birdie 
at the 17th to surge past Irwin. 

The 51-year-old Jacobsen, 
three groups ahead of lrwin, 

could only wait and watch as the 
three-time U.S. Open champion 
tried to catch him. 

Irwin came up inches short 
on a 13-foot birdie try on No. 17. 
Then, after a great approach on 
the final hole, the 60-year-old 
star narrowly missed a 12-footer. 

"For me to hang with and 
eventually beat Hale Irwin is a 
proud moment,'' he said. "Hale 
and I have been playing tOgeth­
er a long time. 

"While I've got great respect 
for him as a player, there s 
nobody you'd rather beat than a 
great player. Hale has dominat­
ed the Champions Tour Like no 
one else will." 

Irwin, who also li~;>v,ed out a 
4~footer1 'fb~ i>iu-<~n ~e. i2tl}1 ·~r-· 
ished with a 70 after shooting 
three strai~ht 68s. He fell just 
short of his eighth seruor' major, 
a victory that would've tied Jack 
Nicklaus' record. 

Irwin bemoaned missing five 
key putts after making the turn, 
but especially the near-mi se 
on the last two holes. 

"Those putts were no-brain­
ers," he aid. "Unfortunately. [ 
guess I don't have a brain. 

"It came down to putting 
poorly on the back nine. I had a 
few loose shots. but it was poor 
putting again, and that' getting 
frustrating." 

Five-time British Open 
champion Tom Wat on (68) and 
Tom McKnight (71) tied for 
third at 12 under. 

Dana Quigley (73) was 

among ix players at 10 under in 
perhaps the frnal event in his 
ironman streak. Quigley, playing 
his 264th con ecutive event and 
278th straight in events he has 
been eligible for, will end the 
eight-year run if his hip doesn't 
improve because he doesn't 
want to it through a long flighc 
to the Senior British Open.

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Morris a no-show at Hawks' rookie camp

ATLANTA - R andolph 
Morris was a no-show at the 
Atlanta Hawks' rookie camp 
Monday a the Atlanta native 
instead pur ued the possibility 
of returning for his sophomore 
season at the University of 
Kentucky. 

Morris entered last month's 
NBA draft but said he was pro­
tecting his college options by 
not signing with an agent. 
Morris was nol drafted. 

Hawks general manager 
Billy Knight aid Monday he 
arranged with Morri ' family 
member for Morris, a 6-foot-10 
center, to participate in the 

Hawks' rookie camp this week 
as an undrafted free agent. 
Morris was listed on the Hawks' 
rookie roster Monday and was 
to compete on the Hawks' sum­
mer league team in the Rocky 
Mountain Review July 15-22 in 
Salt Lake City. 

Knight said he was not given 
a warning that Morris would not 
attend Monday's opening prac­
tice of the camp. 

"We have not heard anything 
about Randolph Morris or the 
people we've talked to about 
him. Nothing," Knight said. 

Knight said he assumed 
Morris was pursuing a return to 
Kentucky, an assumption that 
was confirmed by Kentucky 
coach Tubby Smith Monday. 

''I met with Randolph and his 
parents this past weekend," 
Smith said in a statement 
released by the university 
Monday afternoon. 

"Randolph indicated to me 
that be would like to return to 
UK, and I told him there is a 
place for him on this basketball 

team. However. the eligibility 
issues that stem from his NBA 
workouts this summer are still 
being addressed. Our compli­
ance office is assisting the 
NCAA as theylookinto this mat­
ter. The NCAA has been very 
helpful and they understand we 
would like a timely resolution. 
We'll let everyone know when 
we have more information." 

Until the last few days, 
Morris had not had any contact 
with Kentucky officials since 
announcing in May - by a fax to 
the department - that he was 
entering the NBA draft, 
Kentucky spokeswoman Mandy 
Polley said. 

Smith met when Morris late 
last week when Smith was in 
Georgia for the Adidas Superstar 
Camp in Suwanee, Ga. 

The NCAA pennits a player 
who enters the NBA draft to 
resume his college career - but 
only if the player bas not reached 
a written or oral agreement with 
an agent. Also, the player must 
pay back any expenses received 

Lexington police chief defends 
handling of Wildcat Lodge case

LEXINGTON - Lexington 
Police Chief Anthany Beatty on 
Monday defended bis depart­
ment's handling of an investiga­
tion of a rape allegation at 
Wildcat Lodge and said the case 
i n't being handled differently 
because it involves a University 
of Kentucky ba ketball player. 

Beatty again acknowledged 
that he called Kentucky coach 
Tubby Smith soon after a 29-
year-old woman fJ.led a com­
plaint April 22. alleging she had 
been raped at the dormitory best 
known as the home of Kentucky 
basketball players. 

Beatty satd it is routine for 
police to notify high-level 
administra,tor of such an inves­
tigation and dismissed com­
ments by the woman's attor­
neys, who have said such a noti­
fication might have compro­
mised the investigation. 

The anorncy . Traci and 
Matthew Boyd, didn't immedi­
ately return a phone message 
left at their Lexington office 
Monday afternoon by The 
Associated Press. But Matthew 
Boyd has told the Lexington 
Herald-Leader that he thought 
such contact between the chief 
and the coach was "improper." 

Beatty said that in high-pro­
me ca es, police make courtesy 
calls to officials ''not just at the 
University of Kentucky, but 

~institutions, government, banks." 
Beatty said that those calls are 
made to infom1 those officials 
that an investigation is ongoing 
so that they don' t learn of the 
investigation from the media. 

"You would have to know how 

many rapes we investigate every 
year and how many other times 
other officials are notified when it 
involves an employee or a high­
profile person," Beatty said. 'This 
case just gets lots of media atten­
tion. We've done this no different­
ly than we would in any other 
case, whether it be a basketball 
player, a football player, a bank 
employee, a government employ­
ee. It's all the same." 

Assistant Chief Ken Hall said 
Monday police have interviewed 
the suspect named by the 
accuser. Police have not publicly 
identified the player. However, 
Bill Duffy, a sports agent for for­
mer Kentucky player Chuck 
Hayes, has said Hayes was noti­
fied of the investigation and said 
the rape allegation was false. 

Hall said Monday the suspect 
told police that he and the 
woman had consensual sex. 

Hayes' attorney, Jim Lowry 
of Lexington, has not returned 
messages. Hayes is on a sum­
mer-league roster of the NBA's 
Houston Rockets. 

Beatty said he told Smith that 
police bad begun investigating a 
rape allegation involving a 
Kentucky basketball player but 
offered the coach no details. 

"I've done it for 32 years," 
Beatty said. "There's no intent, 
or never any effort, to give any 
information about the investiga­
tion, nor could I ever do that, 
understanding the sensitivity of 
the job that I have to do." 

"My job is to make sure that 
Lexington is safe. I'm going to 
do everything I can and deal with 
all the aspects of the community 
I have to deal with. But I would 
never. ever, compromise any 
investigation. There's no reason 

for me to do that, and my person­
al morals and values would not 
allow me to do that, either." 

Police announced May 4 that 
they were dropping the case "by 
exception," meaning it could be 
reviewed later. Police said then 
the woman didn't want to coop­
erate with them, and the case 
file revealed that the woman, 
who claimed she was drugged, 
then raped, did not have a date­
rape drug in her system, as she 
had told police. 

But the woman changed her 
mind and began cooperating 
with police last week, offering 
them other information. She 
filed a criminal complaint in the 
Fayette County attorney's office 
Wednesday. 

First Assistant Fayette 
County Attorney Jack Miller 
said Monday he is still waiting 
for more information from 
pol.fce, who are still investigat­
ing. Miller did not have a time­
line for when a decision would 
be made on whether to send the 
case to court. 

Hall said having the coopera­
tion of both sides makes the 
police's job easier. 

"It will allow us to more fully 
develop the facts about what did 
and didn't occur," Hall said. 

Beatty said "proper proto­
cols" had been followed during 
the investigation. 

"I have the utmost confi­
dence in our investigators," he 
said. 'They've done a very thor­
ough, detailed job, given the 
facts of what they had. They 
handled it exactly as we would 
expect it to be handled, and 
when the information changed 
and became different, they 
moved forward with it" 

from NBA teams. 
"We haven't spent any 

money on him, so obviously 
there's no reimbursement," 
Knight said. 

Kentucky officials are 
attempting to determine if 
Morris lost his eligibility by 
having a management fum -
SFX - act on his behalf. SFX 
reportedly arranged a workout 
for Morris during the NBA's 
annual Chicago pre-draft camp. 
Also, on the deadline to with­
draw from the draft, the firm 
announced Morris was remain­
ing in the draft. 

The NCAA could determine 
the firm was acting as an agent 
for Morris, even if he had not 
signed with the firm. 

"Obviously, tlie kid is work­
ing out some things and trying 
to see what's best for him," 
Knight said. 

"He's supposed to be having 
a meeting or something. I hope 
it does go well. I hope if he can 
go back to college he does go 
back to college. There's nothing 

wrong with another year of col­
lege." 

The Hawks' rookie camp 
continues through Thursday. 

Knight would not say if 
Morris could join the camp later 
in the week. 

"I don't know,'' Knight said. 
"We'll see how that goes." 

Monday was the first prac­
tice for draft picks Marvin 
Williams and Salim Stoudamire. 

Though the Hawks need help 
at center, Morris probably 
would have been a Longshot to 
make the team as an undrafted 
rookie. Morris had modest aver­
ages of 8.8 points and 4.2 
rebounds as a freshman at 
Kentucky, where he started 33 
of34 games. 

Morris did not return a mes­
sage left at his Atlanta home 
Monday. His coach at 
Landmark Christian, Bryan 
Bartley, also did not return a 
phone message. 

In a statement to The 
Courier-Journal in Louisville, 
SFX basketball agent Bob 

Meyers said "Randolph bas not 
signed with SFX, and he has 
maintained his eligibility to 
return to Kentucky. He is con· 
sidering all of his options with 
his family. It is ultimately 
Randolph's and his family 's 
decision on what course they 
will pursue, and they will notify 
everyone when they make a 
decision." 

Morris also considered going 
straight to the NBA following 
his high school career at 
Landmark Christian. Instead, he 
signed with Kentucky after also 
considering Georgia Tech. 

Morris bas remained close 
with another former Atlanta 
prep star, Josh Smith, but even 
Smith said be was surprised 
Morris did not attend Monday's 
practice. 

''I thought be was going to be 
here," Smith said. "[ guess if he 
can go back to school, be's going 
to make that decision. .. . If he 
goes back to school, that would 
be the best choice for him. I just 
wish the best for him." · 

In shocking turnabout, Stephenson 

headed back to Wichita State

Gene Stephenson had the 
one job he'd always wanted. It 
lasted less than a day. 

Just hours after he was intro­
duced as Oklahoma's new 
baseball coach Monday, 
Stephenson pulled a shocking 
turnabout by heading back to 
the Wichita State program he 
built from the ground up. 

Stephenson issued a state­
ment through the Wichita State 
athletic department Monday 
night saying that he would 
return to the Shockers, who 
be' d led to more than 1 ,500 
wins, 23 NCAA tournament 
appearances and a College 
World Series title in 28 seasons. 
He 'blamed "unresolvab1e" 
scholarship issues for his deci­
sion to leave Oklahoma. 

''We are very appreciative 
for the opportunity to coach at 
the University of Oklahoma," 
Stephenson said. " ... We have 
worked over the years at 
Wichita State in order to use our 
scholarships and to plan for the 
use of our future scholarships. 

"As we assessed the 
Oklahoma baseball scholarship 
situation, we would be too lim­
ited in our ability to take the 
program in the direction that 
we think it should go." 

Stephenson gave up the job 
at Oklahoma even quicker than 
he had taken it, only four days 
after he'd entered athletic 
director Joe Castiglione's pic­
ture as a candidate and less than 
12 hours after he was intro­
duced as the new skipper. 

"Joe knows I would have 
liked to have bad a few more 

days to think about it, but this 
program needs to move on and 
I felt like this was the right 
move," Stephenson said at a 
news conference Monday 
morning, where he tried on an 
Oklahoma jersey and cap and 
repeatedly fought off tears 
while lamenting the tough 
choice to leave Wichita State. 
"I hope it's the right time." 

It turned out it wasn't. 
Oklahoma officials, includ­

ing Castiglione, said 
Stephenson bad been made 
aware of the Sooners' situation 
before he accepted the job. 

"Gene Stephenson is a very 
fine person and a fme coach and 
we have to respect his decision 
and move on with our selection 
process expeditiously,'' 
Castiglione safd in a 'statement: 

Stephenson was to replace 
Sunny Golloway, who took 
over on an interim basis when 
Larry Cochell resigned May 1 
after using a racial slur during 
interviews with two ESPN 
reporters. 

It's not unprecedented for a 
college coach to back out of a 
job after accepting it. 

Dan Dakich quit his job as 
West Virginia basketball coach 
a week after being hired and 
returned to Bowling Green, in 
part over a possible NCAA 
rules violation that he uncov­
ered during a chat with 
Mountaineers players. 

In 1999, Jim Harrick took 
the head basketball job at 
Georgia. The next day he was 
back in Rhode Island deciding 
he wanted to continue coaching 
the Rams. A day after that he 
was again coach in Georgia. 

Bobby Cremins accepted a 

basketball job at South 
Carolina - his alma mater - in 
1 993 only to return to Georgia 
Tech Jess than a week later. He 
retired in 2000. 

It also wasn't the first time 
Stephenson, a Sooners assistant 
from 1972 to 1977, was consid­
ered a candidate at Oklahoma. 
Stephenson was up for the job 
in 1990, only a year after be 
had led Wichita State to the 
College World Series title, but 
he stayed with the Shockers. 
Cochell was hired instead. 

"We had just come off a 
national championship," 
Stephenson said at the news 
conference. "We had great, 
great players in the program ' 
and I had just finished a monu­
mental facility fund-raising 
diive. We were in the midst of 
trying to put that together and 
build it. With all those factors, 
it was a tremendously different 
scenario than today, meaning , 
that we bad a lot of things that 
we felt like we could accom­
plish on the field with the play­
ers that we had and we also felt 
like we bad tremendous support 
upcoming, and we had things 
facility-wise that we still need­
ed to build in order to realize 
our dreams. 

"I'm a guy that likes to go 
and have a dream and a vision 
ahead of time about what things 
can do and what they can 
become, and then [ want to see 
those develop ·before we give 
up, before we quit." 

At his introduction Monday, 
Stephenson called the 
Oklahoma job "a lifelong 
dream" and proclaimed that the 
Sooners could do all he'd done 
at Wichita State and more. 

BCS's new poll won't ~tart until after season begins Pikeville's Hamilton,

NEW YORK Bowl 
Championship Series officials 
have wanted to do away with 
preseason college football polls 
for a while. 

In recent years. they've asked 
the coaches to consider waiting 
until after game are played to 
begin ranking the top 25 teams. 
They made a similar proposal to 
The Associated Press, which 
coordinates the media poll. 

Neither of the sport's two 
major polls made the swirch. 

Given the chance to create a 
new poll, the BCS got its way. 

fl CaUed the Harris Interactive 
College Football Poll, it will 
rank the top 25 teams on a 
weekly basis. tarting Sept. 25 -
four week::. into the season. 
Plans call for 114 voters, and the 
panel will be comprised of for­
mer coachc . players and 
administrators. plus media 
members . Potential panelists 
were provided by the BCS. 

"In tenn of the human polls 
that have been part of this sys­
tem, we always felt that pre ea­
son poll are a weakness of the 

~human polls in a sense that it is 
important to see Lhe results of 
games played in that season ,, 

before it is best to conduct a 
ranking of teams,'' BCS coordi­
nator and Big 12 corrunissioner 
Kevin Weiberg said Monday 
during a conference call. 

The season's first BCS stand­
ings will be released Oct. l7. 

Critics of preseason polls say 
highly touted teams get an 
unfair headstart in the rank:ings. 

Auburn coach Tommy 
Tuberville said the preseason 
rankings put his team at a disad­
vantage last year as it was trying 
to catch Southern California and 
Oklahoma in the BCS standings 
because the Tigers had too much 
ground to make up before 
games were even played. 

"This allows for some games 
to be played in the current sea­
son rather than allow teams to 
be ranked purely on preseason 
expectations," Weiberg said. 

Auburn, which began the 
2004 season ranked in the teens 
in the polls, went unbeaten but 
never could pass the Trojans or 
Sooners, who were Nos. 1 and 
2, respectively, in the preseason. 

AU three teams fmished the 
regular season unbeaten, and 
USC and Oklahoma played for 
the national title in the Orange 
Bowl. Auburn went to the Sugar 
Bowl, fmisbed the season 13-0 
and bad to settle for a final rank-

ing of No. 2 in the polls behind 
national champion USC. 

The new poll replaces the AP 
poll, which the BCS had used in 
its formula for ranking teams 
since 1998. Last season, howev­
er, the AP told the BCS it could 
no longer use its media poll. 

The AP preseason poll will be 
released Aug. 20, with the first reg­
ular-season poll Sept. 6. The AP 
national champion will be crowned 
after the Rose Bowl on Jan. 4. 

In addition to the new poll, 
the BCS will continue to use the 
USA Today coaches' poll and a 
compilation of six computer 
rankings - each counting for 
one-third of a team's grade. The 
coaches will continue with a 
preseason ballot. 

Recently, ESPN pulled out of 
participating in the coaches poll. 

The coaches agreed to have 
their final ballots made public 
for the first time this season. 
The new Harris poll will take 
the same approach, releasing 
only the final ballots. 

"We thought it was important 
for there to be consistency with 
lbe two human polls," Weiberg 
said "To make the ballO(S public 
on a weekly basis during the sea­
son, we feel the focus would be on 
who voted fc: whom and detract 
from tbe games being playing.

"There isn't a gag order on 
voters to release ballots, but we 
will make sure all season-ending 
ballots are released," he said. 

Last season, the BCS stand­
ings emphasized the polls more 
than ever before and AP voters' 
ballots, which have never been 
secret, were scrutinized as three 
unbeaten teams competed for 
the top two spots. 

When Texas made up late 
ground on California in the BCS 
standings last season and 
grabbed a spot in the Rose 
Bowl, Cal and Pac-10 officials 
called for the coaches' votes to 
be made public. 

Harris Interactive Inc., a 
marketing company hired by the 
BCS last month to coordinate 
the new poll, is in the process of 
compiling a panel from 300 pos­
sible participants. Voters' names 
will be made public and all 11 
Division 1-A conferences and 
independent teams will be rep­
resented in the panel. 

Each conference nominated 
27 people to be placed into a 
pool of possible poll voters, and 
each conference will have 10 of 
its nominees in the panel. 

"We've made very good 
progress in terms of people 
responding affi.nnatively to want­
ing to be part of the poll," he said.

Abreu shatters Honie 
Run Derby records

DETROIT - Bobby Abreu 
knows he made a name for 
himself. Forty-one homers in 
71 swings is enough to get any­
one noticed. 

With a record-setting per­
formance in the Home Run 
Derby, tlle Philadelphia 
Pbillies right fielder went from 
best-kept secret to back-page 
headlines in a little more than 
three hours Monday night. 

"The people got to know," 
Abreu said. ''They're going to 
talk about me." 

One of baseball's most over­
looked stars for years, Abreu hit 
an astounding 24 home runs in 
his first tum at bat before out­
slugging hometown favorite 
Ivan Rodriguez in the fmals. 

Abreu also smashed the 
mark for total homers with 41, 
besting Miguel Tejada's 2004 
Wtlil of 27 by the second round. 
He hit 11 in the finals another 
derby record, to Rodriguez's 
five in a showcase that lasted 3 
hours, 3 minutes. 

"I'm tired," he said. "This is 
a beautiful night." 

Abreu was the first conte -
tant - he also will hit leadoff 
for the National League in the 
All-Star game Tuesday night­
and be gave fans a spectacular 
show right from the start. 

He homered on his first 
swing and didn't stop until he 
obliterated Tejada's previous 
mark of 15 homers in a round, 
set last year in Houston. 

"Pretty sick," Boston's 
Johnny Damon said. 

Batting left-handed and tee­
ing off against his personaJ bat­
ting practice pitcher, Phillies 
bullpen coach Ramon 
Henderson, Abreu topped out 
with a 517-foot shot onto the 
porch above the back row of 
right-field bleachers, sending 
the standing-room crowd scur­
rying for a souvenir. 

"Bobby did all the work." 
Henderson said. ''It takes a lot of 
talent and a lot of power to do 
what he did. I was just happy to be 
part of it. In the last round, my ann 
got a little tired and a little stiff." 

It was the tbird-longe t 
drive in the 20 times the derby 
has been held, behind Sammy 
Sosa's 524-foot homer in 2002 
at Miller Park in Milwaukee 
and Frank Thoma '519-footer 
in 1994 at old Three Rivers 
Stadium in Pittsburgh. 

''This is something amaz­
ing," Abreu said. "I don't know 
if I can sleep tonight." 

ESPN estimated that 
Abreu's 41 homers traveled 
17.565 feet. He even chipped 
his bat on his 21st shot - but 
the ball still cleared the center­
field fence. 

"See that? Hit it too bard," 
be said before Phillies teanl­
mate Jimmy Rollins brought 
him some new lumber. 

Abreu went the other way to 
left-center for No. 24, then 
finally made his lOth out after 
17 minutes at the plate, ending 
hi tum and prompting a third 
standing ovation. 

"I was feeling o good, J 
couldn't believe what I was 
doing in the ft.rst round," Abreu 
said. "It's tough to believe." 

So much for pitcher-friend­
ly Comerica Park being a poor 
site for a power-hitting contest. 
In fact, the ball carried very 
well to nght field on a pleasant, 
78-degree night. 

"Unbelievable. He made it 
look like it's too easy getting 
the ball out of this park," Red 
Sox catcher Jason Varitek said. 

Representing his home coun­
try of Venezuela in baseball's 
new international format, Abreu 
stopped twice to tip his cap to 
the chanting crowd of 41 ,004 -
and once when Rodriguez. the 
lone Ali-Star for the host Tigers.

Earnhardt gets big 
win at Chicagoland

JOLIET, ill. -Dale Earnhardt 
Jr. spun his tires while the sellout 
crowd of about 100,000 howled 
in approval. Through the clouds 
of thick, white smoke, it was 
clear to see that this victory was 
a long time coming. 

''I was worried I was going to 
go winless this year," Earnhardt 
said. "Now, let's go out and do it 
again, win some more." 

Earnhardt took the USG 
Sheetrock 400 at Chicagoland 
Spe~)'40 Swl\Qay,&J~d.endod 

a nearly cason-long slump. It 
was the 16th victory of his 
career, and his ftrst since last 
November in Phoenix. 

"Early in the race, 1 figured 
we had a top 10 car and then, 
with the adjustments we made, it 
was a pretty good top five car," 
Earnhardt said. "It was a pretty 
good race for us and I wasn't 
even thinking about winning it 
until those last I 0 or so laps." 

The jubilant Earnhardt cele­
brated his first win of the year 
by smoking the tires of his No. 8 
Chevrolet and hugging crew 
members in the infield grass. 

"It's been a long time com­
ing, man," Earnhardt said. "It's 
a lot of emotion, more than I can 
handle right now. For these 
guys, all the darts they've had 
thrown at them this year. It's just 
awesome. I thought we bad a 
top-10, maybe a top-five car. 
My guys on pit road won the 
race for me. Got me out front 
with two tires." 

To get the win, Earnhardt and 
his team had to beat dominating 
Matt Kenseth with late-race strat­
egy. Kenseth Jed 176 of the 267 
laps on the 1 1/2-mile oval, but 
wound up second after choosing 
to change four tire and falling 
behind on his final pit stop. 

"We obviously didn't have 
the best car today," Earnhardt 
said. "Matt Kenseth had the best 
car, hands down.'' 

But thi turned out to be 

Junior's day. 
Since opening the season 

with a third-place fl.nish in the 
Daytona 500, Earnhardt has had 
a mostly miserable season and 
little to smile about until he 
turned in a third-place effort la t 
week in the Pepsi 400 at 
Daytona. He started 25th on 
Sunday and spent most of the 
day hovering near the back of 
the top 10. 

On lap 216, during a caution 
period, Earnhardt's crew made a 
lightning-fast, four-tire stop, mov­
ing their driver from eighth to third, 
jS.beliind Kensetb and-SteWart 

He fell to fourth after the 
restart, losing a spot to Greg 
Biffle. But, when the last of J 0 
caution flags waved on lap 249 
after Mike Bliss and Jeff 
Gordon crashed, all the leaders 
got a last chance to pil on a day 
when right-side tires were blis­
tering and causing numerous 
blowouts and crashes. 

Scott Wimmer stayed on the 
track and took the lead, while 
Earnhardt and several others 
took only two tires and moved 
ahead of both Kenseth and Tony 
Stewart, who rook the time to 
put on four tires after coming 
into the pits ftrSt and second. 

The green flag came out on 
lap 255, and it took Earnhardt 
three laps to get past Wimmer, 
who faded quickly. Meanwhile, 
Kenseth charged toward the 
front and grabbed second from 
Brian Vickers on lap 261. 

But Kenseth couldn't catch 
Earnhardt, finishing 0.291-seconds, 
- about five car-lengths - back. 

"I still thought he would 
catch me and beat us on the last 
lap or with two to go," 
Earnhardt said. 'But there were 
two or three laps when he dido'~ 
catch up much on us and I just 
drove it as fa t as I could, and it 
was enough." 

Earnhardt crew chief Steve 
Hrniel made the two-tire calJ on 
the final pit stop.

.Maintaining 
Farm Ponds 

Ray Tackett

Ponds are a critical part of many 
farms in Kentucky and proper mainte­
nance can ensure they will perform 
well for many years after construc­
tion. 

Constructing ponds in the appro­
priate sites is the first tep to ensuring 
a useful pond. A good supply of clean 
rinking water for livestock must be 
cated within an adequate forage 

area to produce healthy animals. The 
volume of water required for live­
stock depends on the size of the ani­
mal, size of the herd and amount of 
time the water supply will be in use. 

Most livestock ponds should be 
entirely fenced with gravity feed 
water supplied to a wate1ing tank 
keeping animals oul of the pond. This 
prevents soil erosion and protects sta­
bilizing vegetation on the dam. spill­
way and pond banks. Keeping the ani­
mals out of pond reduces the amount 
of sediment going into the pond from 

eroding bank. lt also improves

She is a young Jack Russell 
Terrier with a litter of three-week-old 
pups. Mom i active, friendly. ba. a good 
supply of milk and weighs in around 13 
pounds. a healthy number for her size and 
age. There arc seven pups in all: rely­
poly and content. with an average weight 
of two pounds apiece. They have had their 
first dewonning and will be buck in a few 
weeks to start their shots. 

So, with a happy, healthy mother and pups. 
why am I so wonied'! This situation is a case 
of milk fever looking for a place to hapycn. 

There is some misunderstanding about 

e 
the tenn "milk fever'', which is ·the com 
moo name of eclampsia. or postparturicnr 
hypocalcerrua (no wonder it has a common 
name!). It is sometimes confused with mru;­
titis. an unrelated condition that involves an 
inilammation of the mammary glands. 

Although Milk Fever can occur in any 
mammal. among the companion spectes. it 
is most common in dog . (Thinking back, 
1 have not seen a single case in a caL) lt 
most frequently occurs in small breed 
dogs with a relatively large litter. (''Large" 
can mean two pups for a tmy mothcrt ) 

The underlying problem in milk fever 
is a drastic drop i.n the mother dog's calci­
um levels due to milk production The

as she does, and is growing 
daily! The owners have hand­
outs on recognizing the signs of 
trouble, and they have started 
supplemental feeding of the 
pups as a preventative measure. 
Mom has already been eating a 
puppy food for several weeks. I 
usually recommend gradually 
switching a pregnant dog onto a 
good puppy diet for the last 
couple of weeks of gestation, 
and then continuing it until she 
is done producing mille. A word 
of caution here- it might make 
sense to give a dog who is preg­
nant or nursing even more calci­
um, but avoid the temptation 
without your vet's advice. It 
can make things worse if the 
calcium is not provided in the 
proper ratio to phosphorus; the 
puppy food does that, plus sup­
plying some extra calories for 
the hard work ahead. 

You probably know by now 
that I would prefer to prevent sit­
uations like this entirely by spay­
ing the female dog before she 
ever becomes pregnant! 
However, if the stork has already 
dropped off more than your 
small dog's fair share of off­
spring, you need to be aware of 
this potentially deadly condition, 
and what signs to watch for.

water quality by reducing tur­
bidity (muddiness) caused by 
eroded clay soils. 

Nutrients provided from 
manure and fertilizer in the 
watershed will fertilize pond 
vegetation. However, aquatic 
plants will receive these nutri­
ents directly where the livestock 
are allowed to wade into ponds. 
A poorly managed pond will fill 
quickly with debris and sedi­
ment due to increased loading of 
organic matter from manure and 
decaying aquatic plants, com­
bined with erosion. These can 
reduce the life of a pond and 
pollute the water possibly con­
tributing to poor animal health. 

Many farm ponds in 
Kentucky serve the dual purpose 
of a place to relax and catch a 
few fish or swim. They also may 
be used for irrigation or rural fire 
control. Managing ponds for 
multiple purposes can be diffi­
cult. Pond volume, watershed 
size and number of animals kept 
in the watershed, will affect 
nutrient run-off into the pond. 
When properly applied, to the 
watershed, little of the nitrogen 
and phosphorus contained in 
inorganic fertilizers should be 
lost in runoff into the pond. 

Fish populations may benefit 
from the minimal nutrient runoff 
of well managed pastures. 
However, excessive nutrients 
from livestock waste will create 
water quality problems. Aquatic 
plants and algae will thrive on 
excessive nutrients and may 
become difficult to control. 

The weedy appearance can be 
unattractive as well as cause 
largemouth bass to have a more 
difficult time preying on bluegill. 
This may result in an overpopu­
lation of bluegill Chemical con­
trols can be time conswning and 
costly and in some instances, 
may not be legal, safe or practi­
cal in livestock watering ponds. 

Ponds used for fishing must be 
stocked properly, limed and har­
vested correctly. For Kentuckians 
interested in maintaining fish 
ponds, a monthly management 
calendar is available fro,... -

http://ces.ca.uky.edu/westken­
tuckyaquacultUie. Before using 
any fenilizers or chemicals, be 
sure to check that they are safe for 
livestock if the pond is serv;ing 
this dual pwpose. 

Livestock ponds less than 112 
acre in surface area may provide 
little opportunity for managing 
sport fish populations due to 
their small size, an'd possible 
water quality problems. lf a 
pond is constructed in acid soils 
it should be limed before filling. 
The pond lime requirement 
would be similar to the amount 
of lime used to raise the soil pH 
to that used for planting alfalfa. 
Fulfilling the soil's lime require­
ments is especially important 
before beginning a pond fertil­
ization program. 

Weed control is an essential 
part of pond management. 
Preventive measures include 
proper design. Banks should be 
sloped steeply so that very little. 
water is less than two to three 
feet deep. To help prevent seri­
ous weed infestations you can 
do the following things: 

Most waters in Kentucky are 
sufficiently rich in plankton and 
other food organisms to support 
large fish without the need for 
supplemental fertilization. 

Maintain a good sod and 
grass cover around your pond. 
This will help prevent runoff 
and erosion. Do not fertilize the 
turf directly around the pond. 

If the water is used for live­
stock, fence the pond and water 
the animals from a stock tank 
below the dam and outside the 
fence. Animals will increase tur­
bidity and fertility and erode the 
banks. Do not allow livestock 
access to a pond unless a gravi­
ty flow tank cannot be installed. 
In this case, fence the pond to 
allow )jmjted access to a few 
locations around the shoreline. 
Consider providing a source of 
shade in pastures so animals can 
avoid extreme heat.

will not reach your pond. 
Do not permit runoff from 

chicken coops, feedlots and 
other areas to enter your pond. If 
this kind of runoff is occurring 
upstream from your pond, you 
should check with your county 
Board of Health to see if any­
thing can be done about it. 

If you have a weed problem 
mechanical controls can be 
used. Mechanical controls 
include hand removal, <kedging 
of shallow pond areas or winter 
draw down may be effective in 
freezing and killing shoreline 
vegetation. Using rakes with 
ropes attached can work for 
removing some floating plants. 
But these methods can be 
impractical or uneconomical. 

A biological control that can 
be used is triploid grass carp to 
control soft-stemmed vascular 
plants and branched algae. These 
fish are plant eaters and can help 
control pond vegetation. They 
need to be stocked at a rate of 5 
to 20 fish or more per surface 
acre of water depending on the 
severity of the plant problem. 

Chemical control methods 
also can be used. Weed identifi­
cation is essential in determin­
ing which herbicide to use. 
When used properly, aquatic 
herbicides are effective in con­
trolling vegetation without 
harming fish. There may be 
restrictions on water usage for a 
period of time after .treating with 
a particular herbicide. Always 
check the herbicide label for 
possible restrictions.

Great ancestors 
Wolves are descended from a carnivorous 
weasel-like animal called the miacis. 
The miacis had five toes and could proba­
bly climb. Cats, bears, raccoons, civets, 
weasels and skunks are also descended 
from this animal. 

Mia cis 
(Paleocene period: 

65 million to 55 million years ago) 

The next ancestor in the wolf's evolution 
was the cynodictis. The cynodictis resem­
bled the civit of today (a living fossil), but 
had some doglike qualities.

Did you know? The average life span of 
a wolf is 1 0 years, but they may live to 
reach 15 years in captivity. 

The gray wolf is also known as the timber 
wolf or the tundra wolf. There are several 
subspecies of gray wolves in North America: 
the arctic wolf, the Mexican wolf, the eastern 
wolf, the Great lakes/western U.S wolf and 
the Alaskan or Canadian wolf. 

There are two other wolf species: The red 
wolf (found in the southeastern U.S.) and 
the Abyssinian or Ethiopian wolf (found only 
in Ethiopia). 

Present-day wolf range 

Reduced range 
Gray wolves can be found throughout the 
northern hemisphere (generally north of 15 
degrees north latitude). Wolves were once 
one of the most plentiful mammals on 
Earth, but are now listed as endangered. 
Man is the wolves' main enemy. Habitat 
destruction and hunting have decimated 
wolf populations. They have been reintro­
duced in many regions and in some areas 
are making a respectable comeback. 

In February 2005 a U.S. federal judge 
struck down a 2003 ruling that downgraded 
wolf populations from endangered to 
threatened and allowed ranchers to shoot 
them if caught attacking livestock.

Hunting 
Wolves are primarily 
carnivores, eating 
mostly meat.

A wolf 
can go without food for an entire week, but 
when food is plentiful it can gorge itself on a 
meal of up to 22 pounds (10 kg).

The scientific or Latin name for the gray 
wolf is Canis lupus which means "the dog 
who is a wolf." In Europe, the animal's 
name is spelled with an "e" (i.e., grey wain. 
In North America it is spelled with an "a" 
(i.e., gray wol~. Traditionally, scientific Latin 
names always begin with a capital letter 
and are underlined or italicized. 

Canis rufus 

The red wolf 
The red woH once lived throughout the south­
eastern United States from Pennsylvania to 
Florida and as far west as Texas. By the mid-
1970s, the red wolf populations were so small 
that the animal was in danger of extinction. 
Between 1973 and 1980 all known wild red 
wolves were captured and kept in captivity in 
an effort to save them. Today, about 100 red 
wolves can be found in the wild (mostly in 
North Carolina). 

The Abyssinian wolf 
The Abyssinian wolf is also known as the 
Ethiopian wolf, simien jackal, red jackal and 
simien fox. These wolves are found only in 
Ethiopia and live primarily on rodents. They 
will take larger prey ~ it is injured, very young 
or very old. Ethiopian wolf populations have 
suffered serious blows in the past 20 years. 
A rabies epidemic in the early 1990s and 
another in 2003 killed off more than two­
thirds of the population. Combined with 
habitat destruction and hunting, this wolf is 
seriously endangered and is likely to 
become extinct.

"Peter and the Wolf' and "Little Red Riding 
Hood" portray the wolf as a frightening creature. 
China has a nasty wolf called Lon Po Po. But 
many Native American cultures revered the wolf 
as a symbol of bravery and loyalty. 

According to myth, the 
founders of Rome, Romulus 
and Remus (twins) were 
raised by a she-wolf. 

A wolf resembles a 
German shepherd, but 
it has a bigger head, 
bigger feet and a 
long, bushy tail. 

Wolves will trot at about 5 mph 
(7 kmlh) and sprint at speeds up to 
45 mph (70 kmlh). A wolf's territory 
depends on food availability. • 

Territories range in 
size from approxi­
mately 62 miles 
(1 00 km) to 1 ,243 
miles (2,000 sq. km). 

Misunderstood 
Wolves are often blamed for loss of livestock ' 
and the spread of rabies. Wolves have also 
been accused of taking babies and young 
children as prey. But wolves rarely kill peo-
ple and when they do it is usually because 
they have gone mad from rabies.
