Former Floyd County 
public advocate Harolyn 
lloward, now working out of 
Elizabethtown, filed motions 
Tuesday to quash the indict­
ment against Martin resident 
James Hunt. who is currently 
incarcerated in lhe Pike 
County Jail under a $5 mil­
lion cash bond. 

Hunt, 57. of Jenny s 
Street, was indicted last 
December for one count of 
fu:st-dcgree burglary and one 

count of murder. Authorities 
alleged that Hunt shot the 
doorknob off a residence that 
his estranged wife, Bettina, 
wac; living in, pushed open 
the door, walked in and shot 
her with three rounds from 
.357 caliber Smith and 
Wesson revolver. 

Bettina Hunt, who had 
separated from her husband a 
few month earlier, was seek­
ing a divorce, officials said. 
According to testimony 
g1 ven by Kentucky State 
Police Det. Terry Thompson 
at a grand jury hearing, 
Bettina Hunt was living in 
her daughter's home on 
Buck's Branch in Martin, 
where she assisted in caring 
for her grandchild, a prema­
ture infant who was hooked

That same month, June, the 
commonwealth presented the 
case to the grand jury a second 
time and obtained a superseding 
indictment against Hunt that 
additionally charged him with 
fust-degree wanton endanger­
ment. 

Howard argues that the com­
monwealth did not present any 
new evidence during the second 
hearing. Grand juries cannot 
rule twice on the same ca<;e, she 
argues, without the presentation 
of new evidence or referral for 
consideration from the previous 
grand jury. 

"It is a violation of separa­
tion of powers for prosecutors 
to present the case again with­
out additional evidence in order 
to create additional charges,"

The ultimate parent?

If you believe that parents have a nat­
ural and constitutional right to raise their 
children as they see fit, the federal Ninth 
~ircuit Court of Appeals recently ruled 

against you. 
Thl! occasion was not a case of child 

abuse or neglect. Quite the contrary, it 
was a ca<;e of parents objecting to a 
school's asking their 7- to 10-year-old 
children about ex. 

In 200 l the Palmdale School District, 
in Lo Angeles County, California, had a 
graduate student in psychology design a 
survey for children in the first, third, and 
llfth grudcs. ln a notice to parents, the 
district said the 79-question survey was 
intended to "estabhsh a community 
baseline measure of children's exposure 
to early trauma (for example, violence)" 
and to .. identify internal behaviors such 
as anxiety and depre sion and external 
behaviors such as aggression and verbal 
abuse.'' The notice told parents that they 
could opt out of the survey and included 
a letter of con ent, which stated, "1 
understand answering questions may 
make my child feel uncomfortable. If 
thi. occurs, then, Kristi Seymour, the 
research study coordinator, will assist us 
m locaung a therapist for further psy­
chological help if necessary." Thi 
should have been a tip-off to parents. 

The letter made no reference to the 
s~.:xual content of the survey, which 
asked children how often they engaged 
in. for example. 'Touching my private 
parts too much," "Thmking about touch-

1\vo issue deserve attention: (1) 
Judge Stephen Reinhardt's claim that 
parents' freedom regarding education i 
limited to choosing the schools to which 
they send their children; and (2) the doc­
trine of parens patriae, under which the 
judge ruled that the school district has 
lhe legitimate authority to look after not 
only the education, but also the mental 
health, of children. 

Imagine a Wal-Mart customer 
demanding, as a matter of right. that the 
store manager carry certain items and 
not other . We understand that a cus­
tomer's right consists in patronizing or 
not patronizing the tore. If he enter , he 
takes the store as he finds it. If he dis­
likes the store, he can go elsewhere. 

Judge Reinhardt believes that, in edu­
cating their children, parents are in the 
same position as the Wal-Mart customer. 
He writes, "Once parents make the 
chotec as to which chool !heir children 
will attend, their fundamental right to 
control !he education of their children is, 
at the least, substantially diminished. 
The constitution does not vest parent 
with the authority to interfere wilh a

multibillion-doiJar outfit: bribery, bid­
rigging, fraud, overcharging taxpayer , 
and even doing business with nations 
that sponsor terrori m. The 
Departments of Defense, Justice, and 
Treasury have had Halliburton under 
investigation or indictment nine time in 
the pa. t five years for its despicable, 
shoddy, and criminal record of perfor­
mance on contracts it gets from the gov­
ernment. Its ripoffs total hundreds of 
billions of our tax dollars. 

Yet, instead of jrul time. this scofflaw

public school's decision as to how it will 
provide information to its students or 
what information it will provide, in i~ 
classrooms or olhcrwise." 

This reasoning is plausible -except 
for one large detail. Even if parents 
choose private education, they have to 
pay school taxes. The choice is rigged. 
That's unjust. 

Paren patriae, or "father of the coun­
try," is the doctrine that the tate. is the 
ultimate guardian of children. Judge 
Reinhardt wrote, ''The que tioning can 
also be justified on lhe basis of an alter­
native state interest - namely, parens 
patriae .... The School District' interest 
in the mental health of its students fall 
well within the state' authonty a 
parens patriae. As such, the School 
Di trier may legitimately play a role in 
the care and nurture of children entrust­
ed to them for schooling." 

In fact. parens patriae is one of those 
high-sounding slogans (the Latin helps) 
that comes down to this: the state is 
more powerful than anyone with the 
audacity to disagree. Did you consent to 
parens patriae? If not, by what authority 
does it apply to your children? 

Judge Reinhardt's presumptuous rul­
ing embodies Senator Hillary Clinton's 
favorite quotation, "There' no such 
thing as other people's children." ~ 
self-respecting parenl reject that philo -
ophy root and branch.

(f the third film in the Harry 
Potter series, last year's

Though this one 
plays fast and loose with logic, 
it does offer some excelJent 
dogfight sequences and earned 
performance from leads Josh 
Lu~as.

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Judge declines to halt work of special grand • r

FRANKFORT A judge on 
Wednesday refused to halt the 
work of lhc special grand jury 
that has been exan1ining the per­
sonnel practices of Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher's administration. 

Lawyers for Fletcher had 
argued that the pardons and 

a amnesty is ued by Lhe governor 
in latl' August prevented the 
grand JUry from indicting any­
one for any crime that might 
have taken place before that 
time. 

While Franklin County 
Circuit Judge William Graham 
said a governor' power lO issue 
pardons is "awe orne,'' a grand 
jury's authority is also expan­
.ive. 

··we hold the grand jury IS 

neither prevented nor pre-empt­
ed from performing it duty, 
even in the face of the govemor·s 

general pardon," Graham ruled. 
"The general pardon doc not 
prevent the grand jury from act­
ing any more than the grand jury 
can prevent the issuance of a par­
don:' 

Fletcher's lawyers immedi­
ately asked the Court of Appeals 
to intervene and order !he grand 
jury to top issuing indictments 
until the matter was resolved. No 
hearings were schcduk:d, and the 
grand jury is to resume meeting 
on Thursday. 

Graham impaneled the grand 
jury in June after allegations 
arose that decisions on rank-and­
file personnel matters were being 
made based on political affilia­
tions. rather than the metil of the 
candidates, as the law require . 

Nine current and former 
members of Fletcher's adminis­
tration were indicted, rna t on 
misdemeanor violations of the 
Merit System law before 
Fletcher issued his pardon on 

Aug. 29. The pardon said it cov­
ered any crim.iJml activity that 
might be investigated by the 
grand jury from the beginning of 
Fletcher's administration until 
that date. 

Since then, however, the 
grand jury has indicted five more 
people, includmg one prcv10usly 
charged. Fletcher's lawyers 
argued the indictment were an 
improper violation of the gover­
nor's power to pardon. When a 
pardon is issued, Fletcher lawyer 
Sheryl Snydci argued, the 
offense ceases to exist. 

Graham indicated in his rul­
ing that the court can recogntze 
the effect of the pardon. but only 
after an indictment. 

Coincidentally. Graham dis 
missed the pending mdictmenl<; 
of four of the people charged 
since the pardon - former 
Fletcher chief of staff Daniel 
Groves. aide Vmcc Fields and 
outside supporters Dave 

Di ·ponctt of Lawrenceburg and 
J. Marshall Hughes of Bowling 
Green. All had been charged 
with misdemeanor counts of 
conspiring to violate personnel 
rules for political purposes, but 
Graham said the pardon applied 
to lhem as well. 

''I'm pleased the destructive 
indictment. brought on by lhis 
reckless attorney general have 
been dismissed, but disappointed 
they weren't quashed since the 
law is clear the ·e baseless 
ch<U"ges cannot and should not 
have existed," Groves srud in a 
statement.

Ramsey, who i staying with 
family members, said his bas­
ketball trophies arc missing and 
walls of photos ·have disap­
peared. OnJy one plaque 
remained from his basketball 
glories. 

As a freshman at Kentucky, 
Rumsey played on the 1951 
national champjonship team 
under legendary coach Adolph 
Rupp and played for the Celtics 
after he graduated.

"When you gel behind on 
some tltings. getting caught up 
again is rough. We've struggled 
with things for a while, but 
we've never given up on mak­
ing it better and gctttng back to 
running up front and winning 
races." 

Kyle Peny and the team were 

focused on making that resurgence 
several years ago behind his son.

THINGS TO PONDER 
A very frequent problem of poor sleep­

ers is "INSOMNIA- difficulty getting suf­
ficient rest even though you had the oppor­
tunity to Jeep." Ils common symptoms 
are: difficully initiating or maintaining 
sleep: repeated nightly arousal's: daytime 
fatigue: and restlessness. This occurs 
often: in the past year, one-third of Ameri­
can adults had trouble falling asleep or 
staying asleep. Generally, it is v1ewed as a 
symptom that last only a night or two, but 
can persist for weeks or even months. 
Three standard types of in omnia have 
been identified: ( 1) transient insomnia - a 
few nights of poor sleep often brought on 
by stress. excitement or environmental 
changes, such as the night before a big pre­
sentation or the night after bad news at 
work: (2) short-term insomnia - two or 

three weeks of poor sleep that may be 
caused by continuous stress at home or at 
work or medical and psy~:hiatric tllocsses. 
Usually sleep returns to lls "normal'' stat~ 
when the cause is rl!moved: and (3 l chron­
ic insomnia - poor sleep lasting two weeks 
or longer. Underlying medicnl, behavioral, 
or psychiatric problems ma)' be major con­
tributors. An outcome may bl' decreased 
feelings of \\cll-hcing Whih.: sleep prob­
lems at night arc part of the situHtion. day­
time symptoms of insomnia include anXJ­
ery and ~igndlcanrly impahcd concentra­
tion and memory. 

SLEEP APNEA is another common 
sleep disorder. Lts usual symptoms include: 
loud or irregular snoring· excessive day­
time sleepinc s; repeated nightly arou als: 
nightly periodic absent hr athing; non-

refreshing leep; and morning headache. 
Impaired memory and conccnttation are 
aJso common. An estimated 20 million 
Americans. more common in middle-aged 
ttlco and overweight people, have this 
potentially life-threatening di ·order. Typi­
cal complications of sleep apnea can b~ 
heart and lung disease, and in severe cases 
cvtn heart failure. There arc also lhrct 
usual form of apnea with varying degrees 
of respiratory movements. ( 1) Obsttuctive 
Apnea -the most common and severe form. 
When muscles al the base of the tongue and 
tissues hanging from the center of the soft 
palate relax <md sag, the airway is obstruct­
ed, causing loud, labored breathing. 
Breathing stops and pre sure builds up until 
the sleeper lets out a gasp for ah, so that

each gasp causes a mini-awak­
ening. Individuals with this con­
dition can stop breathing for 10 
seconds or more, several hun­
dred times a night. Snoring is 
present. (2) Central Apnea • the 
airway remains open but the 
diaphragm and chest muscles 
stop functioning. The sleeper 
awakens and resumes breathing, 
when oxygen levels in the blood 
stream decrease. Several awak­
enings during the night usually 
occur, sometimes with gasps or 
choking sounds. Common com­
plaints are insomnia and .an 
inability to maintain sleep. (3) 
Mixed Apnea - a brief period of 
central apnea commonly fol· 
lowed by a longer period of 
obstructive apnea are ex~­
enced by the sleeper. Thus peo­
ple often snore. As with most 
situations, the treatment depends 
upon the type of apnea and the 
individual's needs. Sleep apnea 
syndrome created by obstrUction 
is often treated with a device, 
CPAP - Continuous Positive Air­
way Pressure that consists of a 
compressor, hose and mask .. 
The air pressure keeps the air­
way open so that the person is 
allowed to sleep and breathe 
normally. Tongue Retaining 
Devices, dental appliances, are 
helpful for symptoms of mild to 
moderate sleep apnea - they 
have not been proven uniformly 
successful. In some cases, med­
ication and surgical correction of 
physical abnormalities are used 
in treatment of sleep apnea, but 
both have a number of side­
effects. From what I have heard 
recently, the CPAP treatment 
seems to have the most consis­
tent positive outcome for many 
folks. Three years ago a cousin­
in-law in Pikeville gave his wife 
the Christmas present of doing 
the diagnostic work-up for 
severe, long-term snoring, After 
a trip to the sleep lab at Pikeville 

Methodist Hospital, he was told 
that he had "stopped breathing" 
493 times during supposedly 8 
hours of sleep. Soon he was the 
happy user of a CPAP machine at 
his bedside. The treatment was a 
success and a grand relief for 
him and his wife. Besides no 
more snoring that kept waking 
her up, his blood pressure came 
down slowly, his energy level 
was up with the difference of 
night and day, and he was able to 
stay up and talk. with her after 
supper until a "regular" bedtime, 
instead of falling asleep immedi­
ately on the couch. They would 
not change back for anything. 

BRUXISM is a sleep elisor· 
der that is experienced by 20 
percent of men, women. and 
children; they grind their teeth 
at night, The cause is some­
times in the mouth and dental 
repairs can be beneficial. Some­
times the reason is in the mind. 
The tension leading to bruxism 
can be relieved in a surprisingly 
simple way. Clench your teeth 
flrmly for about flve seconds 
than relax for five seconds. 
Repeat four to six times a day. 
In one study, 75 percent of brux­
ism stopped after 21 days of 
self-treatment. 

An additional sleep disorder 
often arises with SHIFf 
WORK. Having worked 
evening and night shifts as a 
nurse in the past, I thought it 
was interesting that reportedly: 
20 percent workers in our coun­
~ have "shift .. jobs; and they 
average sleeping seven hours a

week less than people with day 
jobs. A sleep disturbance is cre­
ated so the sleeper is unable to 
sleep when one wants or to stay 
alert when needed because of 
frequently changing shifts or 
working nights. The symptoms 
are usually worst the first few 
days after making a change. 
Often shifting from days to 
evening to nights is easier than a 
days-nights-evenings schedule. 
Changes are easier to make if 
done no more than once every 
week or two. Workers who 
return to a more conventional 
sleep-wake pattern on weekends 
or days off may never adapt 
completely to their work shift. 
It is very important that good 
sleep habits be maintained. such 
as not using caffeine to increase 
alertness or alcohol to increase 
drowsiness. It is also best that 
workers on evening and night 
shifts should sleep as soon as 
possible after work for one pro­
longed sleep period, rather than 
splitting up their sleep times 
into naps before and after work. 

More descriptions of possi­
ble sleep disorders will be 
reviewed next time. Remember, 
in the meanwhile, pay attention 
to bow awake and rested you 
feel and check out if you could 
adapt your sleep habits so that 
you are more likely to be up and 
ready to go after sleeping. If 
you're not sleeping well, try to 
adjust important details to 
increase the possibility of feel­
ing like you are getting the best 
night yet of sleep.

knew so well, and who watched 
what she ate and made sure she 
got her daily intake of crystal 
clear water. 

Now, this same woman 
resides, somewhere, within a 
body that has been ravaged by 
Alzheimer's Disease. The 
woman that I called ''Mother" and 
that my children embraced 
"Memaw" has been gone for 
sometime now. And, we miss her. 

In some respects, it is, some­
how, comforting to know that 
my mother is still with us. I 
can, after all, gaze upon her 
face, look into the blue eyes so 
like my own, hold her hand and 
brush her hair. But, at the same 
time, I am forced to see her suf­
fering as she lies, bedfast and 
confused, in her hospital bed. 

As I sat 't her side last Mon­
day morning, watching her 
chest heave in and out as she 
struggled for breath, the tears 
rolled down my cheeks. I did­
n •t want to cry in front of her, l 
wanted, instead, to put up a 
brave front and give her a 
smile, not tears. But, it was 
something I had no control 
over, try as I might, as I gazed 
into her eyes, my heart broke in 

November 19. from 11 a.m. to 
2 p.m.; Sunday, November 20, 
from 1 to 4 p.m.; or Monday, 
November 21, from 9 to 11 
a.m. You may wrap your shoe 
box, but if you do so. please 
wrap the box and lid separately 
as the boxes have to be opened 
when going through customs as 
they enter the foreign countries.

When the immune system attacks 
the connective lissue. re earchers 
believe. it cause an overproduction of 
collagen. This is a tough, hard protein 
that your body usc to make up all con­
nective tissue, including tendons, 
bones. ligaments and skin. It is when 
this excess collagen is deposited in var­
ious places throughout the body that 
the hardening and stiffening of tissues 
that I mentioned earlier takes place. 

~01.phia sclcrodcm1a is a rare form of 
\vhat's called localil.cd sclerodenna, which 
means it doe:m 't affect internal organs. It 
occurs in children as wcU as adults and pro­
duces hard. scar-like oval shaped patches 
on the skm, usually on the trunk and limbs. 
The plaques start oil purple in color then 
become ivory white in the middle with a 
light purple border. Old lesions may be 
brown. The surface is smooth, shiny and 
hairless. The cliscoloration of the skin is 
not just "associated with the di!;CasC''- a~ 
you put it - but it is the condition it~lf. 
Therefore, surgical n:moval 

is not really an option. 
As for treatment, there arc many 

treatment that have been tried, but 
none have been proven to be effective 
in most cases. Also, there arc more 
treatment options available for adults 
than for children. There has been some 
success with the u e of the anti-cancer 
drug methotrexate in children with 
localized skin lesions, but more studies 
are needed. 

Here are orne other treatments that 
have had some success, but may not be 
1ndicated for children. There are 
numerous creams that have been tried 
with varying success, including steroid 
creams. A variety of phototherapy 
techniques have been tried with differ­
ent types of light. One that has been 
successful for some people is long 
wave ultraviolet A, with and without 
the use of photosensitive creams. In

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Who was the Iceman? 
The Iceman was discovered in a melt­
ing glacier In the Otzal Alps. German 
hikers Helmut and Erika Simon found 
the frozen mummy on Sept. 19, 1991 
near the border between Italy and 
Austria. He is the oldest and best­
preserved natural mummy ever found. 
The Iceman was so protected by the 
cold that researchers can determine 
how he lived, where he came from, 
what his last meal was, and what may 
have killed him 5,300 years ago. 

Named "Otzi" by scientists, the 
Iceman lived and died before record­
ed human history. As h1s body was 
revealed, his goatskin leggings and a 
grass cape were found. A rare copper­
headed axe, quiver of arrows and an 
herbal medicine kit were lying near 
the body. 

Otz1 is thought to have died at about 
age 45 and may have been murdered 
in a violent fight. A new theory identi­
fies him as the powerful leader or 
shaman of a Neolithic (New Stone 
Age) community. Warm clothing pro­
tected him from a hostile environment. 
According to scientists who have stud­
ied him, Otzi's status is shown by 
what he carried. 

How he 
died 
There are several 
theones about 
how Otzi died. He 
was found with his 
attackers' blood on his weapons and 
cloak. It is thought that the Iceman 
was assaulted near Similaun Glacier, 
where his mummified body was found. 

An accident, not murder 
A new theory claims Otzi was hit by 
an arrowhead by assailants who kept 
at. a distance because they were 
afraid of him. One attacker hit 
him with an arrow in the back, 
near h1s left shoulder. 
Others attacked w~h 
more arrows. Another 
attacker hit Otzi's right 
hand with a knife from 
close by. After Otzi 
fell, the attackers 
removed the arrow from 
his shoulder and aban­
doned the injured man. 

Returning to their village, 
they probably claimed Otzi 
was lost in the mountains. 
To disguise the crime, they 
did not steal his precious 
axe. Otzi's death had to look 
like an accident, not a murder. 

A wounded Otzi escapes 
Another researcher theorizes Otz1 
managed to flee. The wounded man 
climbed up the mountain until he 
collapsed and was entombed in the 
Similaun Glacier's ice. 

Otzi was probably caught in a storm 
at 10,000 feet. His right hand was cut 
to the tendons. His left arm was possi­
bly bent in an effort to stop bleeding. 
Otzi spent at least three days in 
excruciating pain before he died. 
Biochemical analysis of the knife 
wound showed compounds present in 
skin wounds three to eight days old. 

Most likely, Otz1 died after a few days 
because of blood loss, hunger, and 
exposure to the cold.

The Iceman's body 
Otzi's body resides in a cold­
storage vaun in the South Tyrol 
Archaeological Museum in 
Balzano, Italy. 

The temperature is held at 
- 6 C. Humidity is maintained 
between 96 to 98 percent. 

When scientists need to inves­
tigate the body, it is removed 
from storage under strict con­
ditions for no longer than 11 
minutes. 

Otzi attracts around 
300,000 visitors yearly. 

Shoes 

Tassel with 
stone bead 
(possibly a necklace) 

Otzi's shoes were made 
with bearskin soles, 
deer hide top panels, 
and netting made of 
tree bark. Soft grass 
wrapped around 
the foot and 
in the shoe. Above 
the shoes, leather 
leggings loosely fit 
around his thighs and 
attached to his ben. 
On warm days, the legs 
were probably left bare. 

Clothing 
Otzi's wardrobe was 

the first well-preserved 
example of Neolithic 
clothing ever found. 
He was found nude 

but had with him three 
layers of finely 

stitched clothes. 
The inner layers 
of clothing were 

leather or fur 
from domestic 

and wild animals. 

The outermost layer 
was a cape of braided 

long grasses. It opened in 
the front and may have had 

openings for the hands. 
The garment was somewhat 

water repellent and may have 
been used as a blanket. 

Dagger 
The small flint-tipped dagger had an 

ash handle and twin cutting edges. 
Otz1 would have carried it at his 

waist. It was found inside a 
finely braided sheath. 

Otzi had 57 tattoos. 
Many were located 
on or near acupuncture 
points. They coincide 
with modern points that 
would be used to treat 
diseases that Otzi 
seems to have suffered 
from, such as intestinal 
parasites and arthritis. 

A quiver contained 
an unstrung bow and 
unfinished arrows.

Copper axe 
Before Otzi's discovery, scientists had 
believed humans in central Europe had 
only been melting and shaping copper 
with precision as recently as 4,000 
years ago - more than 500 years 
after Otzi had lived. Analysis of Otzi's 
hair indicates he had probably smithed 
the copper himself.
