Chief Jusuce Roberts wa asked about this in his confirmation hearing 
before the Senate Judiciary Committee .... He indicated that he had an 
open mind about allowing cameras but would need to consult with his col­
league .... 

In the wake of controversial decisions, the whole federal judiciary - and 
no part more so than the Supreme Court - has been under attack and scruti­
ny, some of it directed by unconscionable politicians .... The least helpful 
thing to do In these times is to keep out a modem means of communica­
tion lhat could provide the American public With a much-needed civics 
lesson .... 

The U.S. Judicial Conference already allows cameras in appeals courts, 
but cnch federal circuit must decide for itself. A couple of jurisdiction. 
have taken advantage ot this opponunity. Others might rake their lead 
from lhe Supreme Court if 11 were to allow cameras ....

He reflected on 
something the late Chief Justice William Rehnquist had wrinen about 
drawing from a wide diversity of profes ional backgrounds. 

In Mt r.;, 60. Bu his going with an old friend from Texas. She was the 
fl!Sl woman to serve a presid 'nt of the Texas State Bar and the Dallas Bar 
A.sociation. She a! o w~' Bush's per onaJ lawyer in 'Thxas and served a 
six-year term on the Texas Lottery Commission. 

Because . he has no JUdlctal record to endlessly pick apart, Democrats 
will have trouble in trying to block her nomination. They will, undoubL­
edly, attempt to get copies of opinions she's written for the president, and 
the White Rouse will cite executive privilege.

If the enate were to go along with this bill, it would reverse three 
decade of progres. ive acdons that have restored American bald eagles 
and condors; and Flondn panthers, manatees and Key deer. to name ju l a 
few. 

The mol>l o;ucccssfultool for re!lcuing and restoring healthy populations 
of endangered pcc1es is to preserve their habitat. Yet the House bill would 
eliminate Ute t."\Jrrent system of designating critical habitat that is deter­
mined 10 be crucial to an animal species' survival. 

The nouse bill also takes aun at science. Currently. the Act's rules call 
for using "the best available science" and relying on scientists to deter­
mine tht.-s~ criteria ~·hen deciding if a species is endangered and how to 
protect it. 'flle House voted instead to give the secretary of the Interior 
Department, a political appointee, the power to define what scientific evi­
dence can or can't be used to determine species protection. 

Fortunately. thetc i precedent for the Senate to follow if it is to save 
the Acl from this uTe.o;ponsible revision. In 1978. in reaction to a Supreme 
Court decision that stopped consllUctioo of a dam to protect !he snail 
darter. an endangen:d fi~h. the House pas-sed a bill that virtually crippled 
the Endangered Specie Act.

It i essential to keep in 
mind ·uggestion regarding 
way. to prevent these death . 

''Most beat illne sc. arc pre­
ventable, if proper procedure · 
arc observed.'' Diehl said. 

When foorball activity is 
earned on in hot weather. it i 
important that per. onnel help 
athlete. acclimate to t.he tem­
perature· by providing graduat­
ed practice session for the first 
seven to 10 days with frequent 
re t periods, allowing players 
to remove equipment and 
ucces to cold drinking water. 

alt in the body hould be 
replaced daily, and athlete 
hould weigh in each da 

before and after pmctice. 
All !.hletic per<.onncL should 

be aware of the difference. 
between temperature and 
humidity, since it is more diffi 
cull for !.he body to cool it! elf 10 

high humidity. and every athlete 
~hould have previously com­
pleted a physical examinatiOil, 
Athletic personnel . hould al ·o 
receive a copy of each ath1elC' 
annual health history update. 

It 1 important to keep a 
car~:ful watch on athlete for 
si >ns of hct~l illness. Some 
trouble igns ar • nausea, inco­
h renee, fatigul', vomiting, 
cr, mps, visual disturbances and 
unstcadmcs:-. Contrary to popu­
lar bcli f. heat l>lrOke victim 
can. and often will. wcat pro­
fusely. 

"S1gn arc not always pre­
sent."' Diehl sa1d. "Coache 
need to be more a arc that 
hydration nc~:d to occur 
before, during and at th end of 
an. activity." 

In addition to th • recom­
mendations made to pr vent 
h~:.td and neck dtrcct lfl.Juries. 
and indire t he 1 troke deaths 
.peciflcally. some gcn raJ sug-
cstiom. were lso given a a 

rcsull ol the 2004 survey data. 
A phy!<>tcian hould be prc-

cnt at all game and pracltcc 
. ·ssions if fcusiblc. all per on­
ncl a . ociated -.... ith football 
partJCJpatlon . hould be cog 
nilant of any potential prob­
lem<> and ubscquent safety 
measures, and each in. titution 
should have the service of a 
ccnilicd athletic trainer wbcre 
po .. iblc. 

In addition. thcr hould be 
strict enforcement of game 
rule , .md administrative rcgu-
1 tion should be enfor ed. 
Co che hould continue to 
tea 11 and cmpha ize proper 
fundamental of blocking and 
tackling to help keep the head 
out or football. 

AU of these recommenda­
tion to reduce both head and 
neck inJurie • and heat :.trokc. 
hould be taken seriously by all 

involved. Diehl :.aid. If in fact 
there were a potential emer­
gency. 1t is imponam to have a 
detailed set of guidelines 
instructing athletic per onnel as 
to proper procedures in an 
emergency ituation. 

According to !.he second edi­
uon of the NF. I pons Mcdi­
cm Handbook (pag 10), an 
em rgcncy pi n . hould identify 
appropnate personnel to render 
care, pe ify and maintam the 
quality of emergency equip­
ment, and establi h a mode of 
tran portauon to 1emo e the 
mju per ·on from the _It of 
inJury. AI o. location and 
acce of lelephone hould be 
clearly defined, and emergency 
phone. should be av:ulable. 

"'lime is of the es. ence in 
emergency snuation ," Diehl 
. aid. ''Athletic personnel need 
to be kept constantly aware of 
emergency procedures • o that if 
needed. ptofessional medical 
a · istance can be rendered as 
quickly as pos ible." 

The e emergency proce­
dures . hould be designed for 
each port and practice venue, 
nnd there hould be a written 
documentauon outlining the 
implementation and evaluation 
of lhe emergency plan a ailable 
for all personnel. 

A combin:uion of education. 
precautionary mea ures and 
pre-emptive emergency gmde­
linc . will h lp maintain the 
mglc-digit trend of football 

fatalities and ultimately reduce 
risk..

LEXINGTON- As a young­
ster, Kentucky defcn ive nd B. 
Jay Parsons remember watch­
ing Steve Spurricr-coachcd 
Florida teams pound opponents 
into submi. ion using the ~o­
colled Fun-n-Oun offense. 

Spurrier' offen c in his fir t 
season as South Carolina's foot­
ball coach won't be mistaken 
for any of hi vintage Florida 
units. Still, Parsons and other 
Kentucky defenders aid Mon­
day that they have a healthy 
re pect for lhe coach'. offensive 
mind and expressed excttemcnt 
about the challenge of trying to 
stop hls quad when the Wild­
cats ( 1-3, 0-1 Southeastern Con­
ference) visit South Carolina (2· 
3, 0-3) on Saturday. 

"He bows a lot of different 
looks and motions and things 
you don't ee very often," Par­
sons said. "It's going to be a 
good opportunity ro focus, 
because we're really going to 
need to focus on the field on the 
different formations. 

"I know his offense works I 
~ow it's going to work. It's just 
a matter of time until things start 
clicking. We just hope it's not 
this week." 

Spurrier has enjoyed much 
success again t Kentucky, going 

12..0 against the Wild ats during 
hi tenure nt Florida, from 1990 
to 200 t. nnd winning those 
games by scores like 47-15, 73-
7. 42·7. 65-0,59-31 and 44-10. 

"ll wa crazy.'' ophomorc 
strong afcty Roger Williams 
said. "They could score any time 
they wanted to. But a a defense. 
you can't allow that. You have to 
go out there and be prepared for 
what's going t be ahead." 

Kentucky coach Rich Brook 
played down the Kentucky vs. 
Spurrier cenario. aying, "I've 
coached against a lot of leg­
end.," But Brook tlitl acknowl­
edge the game has important 
implications for both Kentucky 
and South Carolina. 

"We're both oh-fer in the 
conference," Brook said. 
"We're both struggling a little 
bit. We would both like to get an 
SEC win. The task for u to go 
on the road and get il is maybe a 
little more difficult than (it 
would be for them). But tlus i · a 
huge game for us to show what 
we're made of." 

Kentucky, with a November 
that includes games against 
Auburn, surprising Vanderbilt, 
Georgia and Tetlllessee, likely has 
its best chance for success against 
an October schedule that features 
three non-heavyweight SEC 
opponents -South Carolina. Mis­
sis ippi and Mississippi Stare. 

South Carolina. meanwhile, 
nlrcady has lost to SEC foes 
Georgia.

Samoan finds ho eon 
Kentucky offensive line

LEXINGTON - When be 
flrst visited Kentucky, it dido 't 
take long for Fatu Turituri to 
notice the trees. 

"I was looking around at the 
environment.'' said the Kentucky 
offensive lineman, a native of 
American Samoa. "I kind of felt 

..,like 1 was at Samoa. It's just the 
same out here. There are ·a lm of 
trees. In Samoa. you see a lot of 
trees around the schools. Tree 
around the school make you feel 
like you're at home." 

After spending rwo years at a 
Los Angeles-area junior college. 
that's exactly what Thrituri 
wanted. The 6-foot-3, 290-
pouod junior has adju ted well 
to life in Kentucky, especially as 
a player. He'll start at left tackle 
Saturday when the Wudcats (I-
3, 0-1 Southeastern Conference) 
visit South Carolma (2-3, 0-3). 

Turirun ts one of a growing 
number of football players 
coming to the U.S. from Amer­
ican Samoa, a group of six 
islands in the south Pacific 
Ocean more than 4.100 miles 
southwest of San Franci!'co. At 
least two of his former high 
school teammates also play 
major-college football - South­
em California defensive taclde 
Travis Tofi and Michigan State 
defensive tackle Domata Peko. 

The island have a popula­
tion of about 64,000. 

• "Samoans are built to be line-
men," said Twituri, the first Poly­
nesian player ever to tart for Ken­
tucky. "Football out there ts the 
biggest sport in high schooL but 
people never know about Samoa 
(football) unriJ they find out there 
are Samoans in the NFL." 

Most Samoan players who 
reach the major-college level 
usually have played either high 
school or junior-college foot­
ball in the U.S .. said Kentucky 
offensive line coach Jimmy 
Heggins, who until this season 
had never coached a Samoan 
player in more than two 
decades as a college coach. 

TUrituri led his Samoan high 
chool to championships as a 
opbomore and junior. He start­

ed his college career at Utah, to 
which he was recruited by then­
head coach Ron McBride. who 
later spent two seasons as a 
Kenmcky assistant coach 
before taking the head-coaching 
job at Weber State. But Thrituri 
briefly soured on foolball while 
at Utah and left the team, trans­
ferring to Lo Angeles Harbor 
College in Wilmington, Calif. 

"Then I had the feeling I 
wanted to play football again," 
he said. 

4/ He played two seasons for 

Los Angeles Harbor and helped 
the Seahawks lead a 16-team 
league in rushing as a sopho­
more. He received scholarship 
offers from Utah, Cahfornia 
and New Mexico before decid­
ing to sign with Kentucky. 

He enrolled in January and 
participated in spring practice 
with the Wildcats. Turitun 
immediately impressed coach­
es with his sound mechanics 
and quicknes and head coach 
Rich Brooks mentioned him by 
name everal times when dis-

cusssng the po itive develop­
ments of the spring. 

TuriLun. listed atop the 
depth chart at left guard al the 
end of the spring, moved to left 
tackle after Aaron Miller Jeft 
the team during the summer for 
personal reasons. 

"We thought it would be a 
year or so before he would play, 
but he came in and bad pretty 
good feet'' Heggin said ofl\ui­
turi.

Petrino: Cardinals 
need to relax

LOUISVILLE The 
Louisville Cardinals expected 
an angry tirade from coach 
Bobby Petrina at halftime of 
Saturday' 61-10 win over 
Florida Atlantic. 

The No. 23 Cardinals (3-1) 
led only 20-10 after their third 
straight sluggish tart. 

Once the Cardinals got into 
che locker room. instead of sharp 
criticism, they beard a wise, 
calming voice from Petrino. 

"I really felt like in the first 
half that our players were think­
ing, 'Oh. we should be beating 
these guys by whatever,'" Petri­
no said. "It's not that way. It 
takes a full day's work to win a 
game. You can 'r expect to go out 
and win it in the fmt quarter." 

The Cardinals have been 
out cored 27-17 in fLrSt quarters 
this eason. the only quarter 
they're losing. 

Petrino senses his team is 
impatient, trying to do too much 
too early. 

"Our guys are pressing a little 
bit, thinking they should be scor­
ing right away and stopping 
evecyone right away." he said. 
"Everybody wants to see a 
blowout in the first quarter. That's 
not how football is played." 

Sophomore quarterback 
Brian Brohm said the Cardinals' 
early struggles, at least against 
the Owls, were all in their 

heads. 
"We were playing a little 

tight, and when Coacb told us, 
we all realized it," said Brobm, 
who completed 15 of 23 passes 
for 282 yards last Saturday. ··we 
went out there in the second 
half. relaxed and bad fun and 
you saw the results." 

The Cardinals ran over lhe 
Owls after the break, scoring 41 
points in only 17 plays. But the 
slow start wasn't the only recur­
ring issue Petrino wants correct­
ed before Saturday's game 
against North Carolina (2-2). 

He's been frustrated all sea­
son by Louisville's special 
teams, and on Saturday, Art car­
mody got an extra-point kick 
blocked, snapping a school 
record of 97 straight. Petrino 
was also disappointed, at times, 
in Louisville's red-zone offense, 
which failed to score on a fourth 
down from the Owls • 3 and set­
tled for field goals on two other 
first-half po sessions. 

"We dldn't do everything 
right. We still have things we 
need to improve on," Petrino 
said. "We've got to make swe we 
get touchdowns, and then getting 
an extra point blocked is some­
thing we can't have happen." 

The Cardinals were also 
penalized nine times, many of 
them for pass interference or 
personal fouls on late hits. 
Louisville drew 15 flags in its 
45-14 loss at South Florida on 
Sept. 24 and leads the Big East 

with 72 penalty yards per game. 
Louisville has committed 36 

penalties this season after having 
only 67 in 12 games last year. 

"IL's a concern," Petrino said. 
"We bad some dumb penalties. 
The pass interference penalrie 
are really hurting u . We have 
got to improve on the pass inter­
ference. Two of tho. e were ju l 

kind of not having enough poise 
to play the ball. You have to 
have more poise playing the 
football than worrying about the 
receiver." 

Petrino ·aid senior defensive 
tackle Amobi Okoye will return 
to action on Saturday after sit­
ting out the Florida Atlantic 
game with a foot sprain. Les 
certain is the tatus of senior 
linebacker Brandon Johnson. 
who was benched against the 
Owls. Johnson had 10 tackle in 
the South Florida lo s. 

"fll have to see how he prac­
tices," Petrino said. "We'll give 
him an opportunity in practice 
to earn playing time, and that's 
going to be up to him." 

After Petrino' news confer­
ence, Louisville announced that 
the school's football and men's 
basketball game - the ones not 
on national television - will be 
broadcast on a new tatewide 
network The feed from 
Louisville-based WHAS will 
reach cable ystems in Lexing­
ton. northern Kentucky, Bowl­
ing Green.

We've got to put a major 
importance on handling," Wal­
lace aid. 'I honestly can't ay 
the problem we have is the 
Dodge, though.

"The other teams have done a 
little bit beuer job. but I tell you, 
I think we held our own if not 
exceeded some of these guys at 
the last 10 or 15 race at some of 
these tracks. l' ve bad a lot of lOp 
fives and top lOs. which got me 
to econd in the points. 

"The weird crash at Tallade­
ga has got me back to third now. 
so l' m confident going into the 

rest of them. that's for ure. But 
the big thing right now is to get 
these car handlmg weU." 

Wallace got caught up in a 
multicar wreck at Talladega, but 
was able to get back on track 
and finish 25th. What upset the 
veteran racer more than being in 
one of the several wrecks m the 
race at the big Alabama track 
was what be views as the reason 
the crashes happened. 

"I JUS! couldn't believe the 
bump drafting 1 was seeing," 
said Wallace, referring to the 
tactic used by drivers at Tallade­
ga and Daytona. the two tracks 
where NASCAR requires horse­
power-sapping carburetor 
restriclor plates to slow the cars. 
With all the cars so even, drivers 
bump the guy ahead of them to 
make both cars go faster. 

'The guys were really caus­
ing a lot of wrecks by extreme 
bump drafting." Wallace said. 
"'That's one thing that come Day­
tona (in February) NASCAR is 
going to have to crack down on 
with some severe penalties," 
Wallace said. "It could have 
killed some people. It was just 

dte wrong way to race.'' 
NASCAR president Mike 

Helton repeatedly has said that 
rhe sanctioning organization 
would love to find a way to get 
rid of the plates. but that no safe 
alternative has been found. Wal­
lace. who never has been afraid 
to tell NASCAR what he is 
thinking, ha.c; an idea. 

Wallace noted that drivers 
already are penalized wtth a pit 
road drive-through or being sent 
to the rear of the longest line on 
a restart if !hey drive below the 
yellow line at the edge of the 
tracks at Talladega and Daytona. 

"My solution is a safe solu­
tion,'' he said. "If you go below 
!he yellow Line, we' rc gomg to 
black flag you. If we catch you 
bump drafting. we're going to 
black flag you. 

"J['S no harder to police !han 
it is to police the yellow line 
rule, so I consider the bump 
drafting and yellow line rule the 
same. They should receive the 
same penalty. I believe that wiU 
stop (it)." 

But that' old new for Wal­
lace now. 

"The big picture is. I don't 
have to worry about it anymore 
because mat was my last (plate 
race),'' he said. 

Instead, he will concentrate 
on the remaining races. 

"I feel like we're prepared 
for Kansas." Wallace said. 
'We've ju t got to gel back up in 
the points. Losing 70 points was 
a blow." 

Five of the remaming tracks, 
including Kansas, are I 1/2-mile 
ovals. 

"I'm glad it's coming down 
to these style tracks," Wallace 
satd. "I'm not real fond of hav­
ing a restrictor-plate race in the 
Chase for the championship 
because it gets right down to the 
caliber of the teams and the way 
you drive these cars with lO 
(races) to go, and that' not the 
case with restrictor plates. 

''Restrictor plates you've got 
to rely on all the other drivers 
around you to make it happen, 
and that's hard to do .... But I 
think the mile and a half tracks 
are perfect for thi Chase." 

Crew chief Larry Carter 
agrees with his driver. 

be on Eclvlarcls this Vleekencl at Kansas

··r guess it reminds me of 
what things were like JUst a few 
year ago and bow grateful I am 
to be in th1s position." 

Edwards is the surprise of 
the Chase for the champi­
onship, a driver few expected to 
make the I 0-race title hunl. But 
he worked his way in by win­
ning two races this year - his 
first full cason or Cup racing -
and heads into Kansas sixth in 
the standings and only 100 
points out of the lead. 

It's a far cry from where he 
was just three or • o years ago, 
when Edwards resorted to plac­
ing a personal ad in a trade mag­
azine in hopes of landing a job. 

He got picked up by Rou h 
Racing and put in the truck 
series, where he probably till 
would be if Jeff Burton had not 
vacated his Cup scat late last 
year. With no driver to replace 
him. Roush surprisingly gave 
the job to Edwards, who fin­
ished J Otb in hi Cup debut. 

Edwards drove the final 13 
races of last season, getting 
acclimated to a Cup car and the 
No. 99 crew. They opened this 
year hoping to be competitive, 
and exceeded their goals by 
winning at Atlanta in the fourth 
race of the season. 

Edwards celebrated by doing 
his trademark back flip off his 
window ledge and became an 
instant star. 

A victory at Pocono in June 
made the Chase a real possibili­
ty for Edwards. who gave 
Roush Racing five of the 10 
spots in the Chase when he 
qualified. 

"My performance this year 
was not at all what we expected 
- it's what we hoped for," 
Edwards said. "After that fll'st 
win at Atlanta everything kind 
of changed. It went from. 
'Wow, we would just be super 
happy to run in the top five; to 
'Man, winning felt awfully 
good. We'd like to do it again 
every week.' 

"So our perspective has 
changed and our expectations 
have changed. We hoped for 
this and now we've kind of 

raised the bar for ourselves.'' 
But Edwards till is coo id­

ered a long shot to win the title 
and has done little to change 
that through the flrst three 
Chase races. He was a sub-par 
19th in the Chase opener at 
New Hampshire. then bounced 
back with an uneventful ninth 
place the next week at Dover 

Edwards was most urpris­
mg last week in Talladega, cap­
italizing when other Chase dri­
vers were caught in accidents 
by quietly sneaking away with a 
fifth-place finish. (t pushed him 
up two spots in the standings 
and gave him confidence head­
ing into Kansas. 

Crew chief Bob Osborne 
believes Edwards still can take 
off in the Chase and make a run 
at the title because he's been 
patient through the fi!St three 
rounds. 

"For the little experience 
that he has, he doesn't put the 
car in a siruation where be's 
going ro have a bad outcome," 
Osborne said. "He does do it 
occasionally, but With a little bit 
of prodding and reminding him 
about the bigger picture and 

how easy it is to get in an acci­
dent, he keeps his nose clean 
and tays out of trouble.'' 

If Edwards is to make up any 
ground this week in the Chase, 
he'll need bad races from points 
leader Tony Stewart and sec­
ond-place Ryan Nev.man. 

Stewart has a four-point lead 
over Newman and both driver 
have been uccessful at Kansas. 
Stewan never ba fmished 
lower than 14th in his four 
Kansas starts, while Newman 
bas one victory and a pair of 
second places. 

So Edwards knows be needs 
to strike soon. 

''Ryan and Tony, and espe­
cially Tony, has been awesome 
and excelled at every type of race 
track on the schedule through tbe 
second half of the season." 
Edwards said. "I look at our team 
as a team that can do that. 

''I think that making it 
through these first few races, I 
can only speak for myself, but I 
feel like making it through New 
Hampshire, Dover and Tallade­
ga and only being 100 points 
behind the leader is a home run 
for me."

So whether you should get a flu shot 
in thls ''first wave" will depend on 
whether you fall into one of these high­
risk groups.
