New primary seat-belt law targets old habits

SHEPHERDSVILLE - Standing 
beside his pickup truck in a hard\\ are 
store parking lot, Wade Gocing is among 
the one-ttrird of Kentuckians stale ofJi­
cials are targeting with a new scat belt 
law. 

Goeing said he only wears his seat belt 
when he's taking longer trips or "anytime 
it rains." He can understand why less than 
60 percent of Kentucky pickup drivers 
usc seat belts. 

"We're in and out of the truck so 
much. There's no point of strapping it 
on," he said. 

The point could be to avoid a traffic 

citation and a $25 fine. 
Leg~slation Gov. Emic Fletcher plans 

to sign into law would let police stor dri­
vers solely for not wearing scat belts. 
Currently, scat belt citations only come 
when a dri vcr has been stopped tor :moth­
er reason. 

Strapping a scat belt on to follow the 
law may seem easy enough. But making 
the idea click with lawmaker<> wasn't 
quite so simple. 

Pletcher. a Republican. called for tht• 
tougher seat belt law in January in his 
State of the Commonwealth address. The 
measure stalled in February in a House 
vote that mustered little GOP support. 
Lawmakcrs voted 49-48 in favor, but the 
bill needed Sl votes to pass bccau-.c ll 

carried a clause that would have made it 
cfl'ccuvc with the governor's signature. 

Legislators, even within the gover­
nor's own party, weren't quick to follow 
Fletcher· lead. Take Republican Rep . 
Jim Stewart of Flat lick for example. 

During a Feb. I 6 spec~h on the House 
noor, an impassioned Stewart opposed 
the bill and de~cribed two wrecks he had 
:-;urvivcd despne not wearing a scat belt. 
He also dc~cribed the hard-working min­
er~ in h1s region and said he did not want 
them tkk.:tcd over seaL belt usc.

In the closing days of the session. the 
seat belt measure was added into an WlfC· 

lated bill originally dealing with le:td 
paint. With barely 24 hours left in the oO­
day session, the bill passed on a 48-45 
vote that cro~sed party lines.

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Higher standards 
for tax preparers 

About half of American wage earners this tax season will hire 
someone to prepare their returns for them. But what many don't 
know is that the competency and honesty of commercial tax pre­
parers vary widely. 

A. ide from certified public accountant' who must pa . a rig­
orous exam, only Oregon and California require tax prcparers to 
pa . any test or hold a liccn e. Most tales set higher tandards 
for bcamicians or locksmiths, although the person figuring your 
taxes has access to bank account and Social Security numbers. 
They also can cost a client fines or even jail rime for shoddy or 
fraudulcnl work. Regardless of who prepares a return, the person 
who signs it is legally responsible for the information it contains 
- not the preparer. 

Most tax prcparers are honest and ethical. But a few manipu­
late returns to generate higher fcc • engage in identity theft or 
prey upon the elderly, immigrants and the poor. Even at major 
companic'. prcparers often work on returns after only a few 
months of training. 

InvestigalOrs posing as customers recently found "a shocking 
luck or knowledge" about basic tax issues and "bad advice" that 
could get taxpayers in trouble. As a start. Congress needs to pass 
legislation prohibiting tax prcparers from disclosing clients' con­
fidential information for any reason. Better yet, Congres should 
"implify the tax code, making it easy for individuals to file their 
own return . 

The industry also need to police itself, establishing training 
and ethical standards along with a certification process the public 
can rei y on. If it won't act. more states need to set up licensing 
programs or the Internal Revenue Service should force preparers 
to pass a test 

Taxpayers should be wary of commercial preparers who base 
fees on refunds: want you to sign a blank return: claim they can 
get a much bigger return than last year; try to deduct things like 
dry cleaning. cable TV and vacation expenses: or have, your 
refund check . ent to them. 

And remember to carefully check the return before signing it.

Jobs Americans 
won't do? 

A core element of the American creed 
has always been a belief in the dignity of 
labor- at least until now. Supporters of 
a guest-worker pro­
gram for Mexican 
laborers say that 
''there are jobs that 
no Americans will 
do." Tlus is an argu­
ment that is a step 
away from suggcst­
mg that there are 
jobs that Americans 
shouldn't do. 

President George 
Bush , a strong sup­
porter of the guest­
worker program, has long said that 
''family values don't top at the Rio 
Grande." We arc supposed to believe. 
however, that the work ethic does stop 
there - it is only south of it that people 
can be found who are willing to work in 
construction, landscaping and agricul­
tural jobs. 

This is sheer nonsense. Accord ing to 
a new survey by the Pew Hispanic 
Center. illegals make up 24 percent of 
workers in agriculture. 17 percent in 
cleaning. 14 percent in construction and 

12 percent in food production. So 86 
percent of construction workers, for 
instance. arc either legal immigrants or 
Americans. despite the fact !.hat thi is 
one of the alleged categone.; of untouch­
able jobs. 

Oddly, the people who warn that 
without millions of cheap, unskilled 
Mexican laborers, rhis country would

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Despite warnings, hundreds still die in mines Letcher County bans 
smoking in public places

PIKEVILLE - Nearly 200 
people have died since 1999 
while playing or exploring at 
mine operations despite annual 
warnings. according to a federal 
agency. 

Recreational activities on 
mine properties across 37 states 
resulted in 199 deaths in the past 
seven years. according to the 
Mint! Safety and Health 
Administration. Pennsylvania 
had the most wil.h 21 fatalities. 

Last year, there were 24 fatal 
accidents involving recreational 
activity at mines. The vast 
majority of deaths were caused 
by people swimming at aban­
doned mines. 

There's been one such death 
so far in 2006- a 41-year-old 
man fell down a mine shaft in

California. 
Mark York, spokesman for 

the Kentucky Environmental 
Protection Cabinet, said people 
should use common sense and 
stay away from the properties. 

"It's kind of hard to regulate 
stupidity or carelessness," York 
said. ··we don't want to see any­
one hurt or injmed in a mine, 
but there's a certain amount of 
personal responsibility 
required." 

Kentucky, a major coal-min­
ing state with roughly 150,000 
acres in abandoned mine prop­
erty, had no fatalities last year, 
but has seen eight in the past 
seven years. 

Pennsylvania is reporting 
high numbers of fatalities 
because the state is "having a 
problem addressing the legacy 
of (its) energy extraction busi­
ness," which dates back to 

before World War I, said Kurt 
Knaus, a spokesman for the 
Pennsylvania Department of 
Environmental Protection. 

"Every year in Pennsylvania. 
we have more people die in 
abandoned mines and quarries 
than we do in active mmes and 
quarries:· Knaus said, adding 
that many of the mines were 
established before laws were in 
place to return mines to their 
previous conditions. 

The federal Bureau of Land 
Management said it estimated 
that there are some 8,000 aban­
doned hardrock mines across 
the nation. 

Most of the recreational 
fatalities and accidents occur 
while adventure-seekers are tak­
ing high dives in quarry pools, 
where old equipment and 
barbed wire may rest under the 
water. Four-wheeling over 

unstable ground or into stock­
piles that cause rollovers and 
hiking into tunnels that cave-in 
or release deadly gases aJso fre­
quently lead to accidents. 

Hidden shafts, rotting t1oor 
boards, insects, snakes and icy 
waters only add to the risk. 

"On a hot day, you can't 
think of anything better to bop 
into some cold water in a quar· 
ry," said MSHA spokeswoman 
Amy Louviere. "What they 
don't realize is it's really, really 
cold water." 

Men and boys make up the 
largest number of victims at 93 
percent. 

Knaus stressed that playing 
in mines is not only dangerous 
but illegal. 

"Why do people do it'? Who 
knows," he said. ''This is not a 
recreational experience. It is a 
lifc-threatcnmg activity."

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Meanwhile, a tragedy while 
the legislature was debating 
ATV helmets highlighted the 
dangers to youngsters. A 14-
ycar-old died March 19 in a 
wreck of a four-wheeler in 
western Kentucky. Another teen 
was seriously injured in the 
crash. Neither was wearing a 
helmet. 

The ATV law would put 
Kentucky in line with 26 other 
states that have some sort of 
helmet rule for ATV users, 
according to 2005 data by the 
Specialty Vehicle Institute of 
America. 

Kentucky has one of the 
fastest growing death rates for 
ATV users, according to the 
U.S. Consumer Product Safety 
Commission. Between 2002 and 
2004, Kentucky had the highest 
number of ATV·related deaths 
nationwide, with 106. 

About a third of ATV-related 
deaths and injuries in the U.S. 
involve children under 16, said 
commission spokesman Scott 
Wolfson. 

Despite the statistics, the

car accidents in the state last 
year weren't wearing seat belts, 
according to the Kentucky State 
Police. And projections show 
the law will result in higher 
seat-belt use resulting in at least 
60 fewer highway fatalities and 
hundreds of fewer injuries. 

But even if scat-belt use in 
Kentucky increases from its 
current rate of about 66 percent, 
some motorists say a Licket 
won't motivate them to start 
wearing one. 

''It should be my right to 
wear it or not.'' said Tina Gilbert 
of Shepherdsville. She almost 
never puts it on, and thinks the 
new law is another ploy by Lhe 
government to infringe on peo­
ple's rights. 

"I've gotten seat belt tickets 
before, I'll have them again,'' 
she said. 

Angela White, also of 
Shepherdsvi lie, said she 
approves of laws requiring chil­
dren to wear seat belts, but 
thinks adults should have the 
freedom to choose. 

"If you're 18 and can go 
fight and die for your country, 
then you should be able to 

watchdog group Bluegrass

Kentucky law will likely meet 
resistance in areas where four­
wheeling has become a natural 
part of growing up, said Michele 
Finn. a lobbyist for the Brain 
Injury Association of Kentucky. 

"It's a cultural change," Finn 
said. "Once it's around for a 
while and people realize we're 
serious about it, it will change 
the culture of riding ATVs a lot 
- especially for kids." 

Young riders. like 13-year­
old Kristie White, of Evarts, 
aid they've been cruising on 

ATVs for as long as they can 
remember - and insist they 
drive safely. 

"It's our life to ride," K.ristie 
said, adding that she initially 
was annoyed when her father 
started talking about buying her 
a helmet. 

Her friends say helmets are 
"goofy looking," but White 
came around when she realized, 
"it was for my best." 

Kentucky already required 
ATV riders to wear helmets 
while on public roads. But a List 
of exemptions for situations 

choose to wear a seat belt," she 
said. 

The "government intrusion" 
argument - as well as a con­
cern Lhat the law will increase 
racial profiling - have been 
common objections in states that 
have recently considered the 
seat-belt legislation, said 
Melissa Savage, a transportation 
policy analyst for the National 
Conference of State 
Legislatures. 

"I think traffic safety advo­
cates have successfully argued 
against those objections," 
Savage said, adding that several 
states in recent years have 
passed the legislation. 

About half the U.S. states 
have such a law. By joining 
them Kentucky can receive an 
additional $11.2 million in fed­
eral funds to spend on road 
improvements. 

The new law goes into effect 
in July, but law enforcement 
officials will wait until Jan. I 
before issuing real tickets. Until 
then they will hand drivers 
wammgs and will work to help 
educate people about the law, 
said Maj. Lisa Rudzinski, a 

science professor at Eastern 
Kentucky University. said no 
one should be surprised that key 
budget discussions were done in 
private or that pet projects 
received appropriations. 

"This is just generally bow 
the budget is made almost 
everywhere, even al the federal 
level," she srud "It is not a very 
open process. In some ways, 
that's intentional, because we 
are a republic form of govern­
ment, not a direct democracy, so 
we elect people to make deci­
sions on our behalf." 

Stewart doesn't condone the 
practice but she understands 
why it's done. 

"It's much more efficient to 
do it that way, to shut the doors 
and let a few people sit down at 
a table and hash it out," she said. 

The drawback, Stewart said, 
is that legislative leaders can use 
that relative privacy to get 
appropriations for their home 
districts. 

"Often, it can lead ro legisla· 
tors doing things in their own 
self interest," Stewart said. 

such as people doing farm work 
made enforcement tough.

"They feel comfortable on 
those roads, and they think they 
can continue to travel those 
roads and nothing will happen."

Cronin left to become 
Rick Pitino 's assistant at LouisviUe 
before the 2001-02 season. then 
led Murray State to two NCAA 
tournament appearances in three 
seasons as the Racers' head coach. 

There is skepticism over 
whether president Nancy 
Zimpher- a stickler for academ­
ic excellence - will give Cronin 
enough leeway to rebuild a pro­
gram that made the NCAA tour­
nament 14 years in a row before 
Huggins was forced out. Cronin 

understands the concern. 
"There's so nruch uncertainty 

in the last nine months," he said. 
"What I'd like to say to our fans 
would be: I wouldn't be here ifl 
didn't believe our administra­
tion cared about Bearcat ba<;ket­
ball and wanted to continue our 
great tradition. That would have 
been career suicide for me as a 
young coach." 

Cronm, who got a six-year 
contract, has to rebuild a pro­
gram that couldn't recruit last 
season because there was no 
commitment to a head coach. 
Most high school seniors have 
already committed to other 
schools, leaving Cincinnati to 
look at junior college transfers 
in the short term. 

And there are a lot of slots to 
fill. Cincinnati is losing five 
seniors _ four of them starters -
from last season, and freshman 
point guard Devan Downey 

decided Tuesday to transfer. 
Cronin spoke with Downey 

the night he got the job, and 
knew then that he'd need to start 
looking for another point guard.

PADUCAH - You can get a 
turkey gobbler to do, well, 
whatever he wants to do and not 
much eLe. 

A hunter probably can't 
make a tom turkey come to him. 
Try that and it usually bas the 
opposite effect. On the other 
hand. do the groundwork and 
then let the gobbler come- and 
he very well might. 

Doug Travis probably knows 
a. well as anyone that it's the 
gobblers choice. Travis. the 
longest serving conservation 
education officer in lhc history 
of the Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources, 
rums 87 during the state's spring 
turkey season (April 15-May 7). 

Travis also may have more 
eniority in turkey hunting than 

anybody in the commonwealth, 
the better part of a half-century. ''1 
started turkey hunting in 
Alabama where I had family long 
before we had huotable turkey 
numbers in Kentucky," he said. 

If he's learned anything over 
the years of spring gobbler 
hunts, it's get where a bird 
wants to go and take advantage 
of what it wants to do. 

Case in point: Set up to hunt 
along the general route that the 
turkey is going to travel anyway. 

"The morning you go hunt­
ing shouldn't be the ftrst time 
you see the place you hunt," 
Travis said. "You really should 
scout it out earlier and figwe out 
the area where gobblers are 
roosting and where they're gob-

bling in the morning, and you 
need to know which way they're 
going to want to go when they 
fly down. 

"They won't necessarily 
roost in rhe same tree, but 
they'll usual1y go to tbe same 
area to roost each evening," 
Travis said. "And they'll have a 
regular route they'll usually take 
in the morning - they go out and . 
feed in a circle, looping back to 
their roost in the evening." 

The turkey hunter typically 
sneaks out near dawn and listens 
for a tom to gobble on his roost, 
then sets up and makes ben calls 
to induce the gobbler to fly down 
and come to him by daylight. 

Travis said the biggest com­
petition the hunter faces is usu­
al1y from real hens that have an 
edge in sounding and looking 

n hunling 
good to that gobbler. Many toms 
that gobble on the roost, even 
after responding to a hunter's 
mimicked calls, hear or other­
wise are enticed by a real hen 
before the gobbler make it to 
the bunters. 

"You can hardly pull a gob­
bler away from the real thing," 
Travis acknowledges. 

Instead, Travis said the 
hunter who sets up along the 
general route that turkeys will 
travel anyway have a far better 
chance of drawing a gobbler. 

"It's easiest to call a gobbler 
in the direction he already wants 
to go," he said. 

Use subtle hen calls to get a 
gobbler's attention - and if the 
gobbler responds with a name­
sake gobble to a faked hen call, 
hush and wait. 

"If he answers you, quit call­
ing and be still," Travis said. 
"Be patient and let him come, 
because the more you cal1, the 
longer it will take for him to get 
there. We try to do this back­
wards anyway because the hens 
are supposed to go to the gob­
bler. So the more you call, the 
more the gobbler will expect the 
hen to come." 

Another disadvantage of con­
tinuing to call is that often the 
gobbler approaches closer than 
the hunter knows, and he can 
pinpoint the spot where the calls 
are coming from and sees clearly 
that there's no hen there, detect­
ing something amiss and danger. 

"Turkeys see so much better 
Lhan we understand, and there's 
no telling how many come in 
and see us calling or moving 

rkeys 
around before we know they're 
there," Travis said. 

"Just get their attention, get 
them to answer, then shut up 
and make them wonder. 'What's 
that hen doing?"' he said. 

A very few light, probing 
"yelps" produced on a friction call 
or a mouth djaphragm to ale1t a 
gobbler to the presence of the 
hunter's feigned ben may be all 
the calling that is necessary to 
bring a gobbler in the right direc­
tion. And continuing to call may 
tum him back entirely, Travis said. 

"We've seen all these hunt­
ing videos of guys hunting 
aggressively, and a Jot of us 
think that we've just got to keep 
blowing these calls," Travis 
said. "But it's the better hunter, 
not the bener caller that usually 
kills the turkey."

Allen Johnson has fond memories of Bristol Dragway 
SPECIAL TO THE TIMES 

BRISTOL. Tenn. - Every 
time AJieo Johnson drive" into 
the pit area at Bristol Dragway, 
n·s like coming home. That's 
because lhe Pro Stock driver 
makes his home in Greeneville. 
Tenn .. just 30 minutes down the 
road from Thunder Valley. He 
also holds it pretty close to his 
heart because it yielded him his 
lir:t major win 25 years ago. 

On Thursday. Johnson and 
his team tested at Bristol 
Dragway in preparation for the 
O'Reilly NHRA Thunder Valley 
Nationals. slated for April 28-
30. and the driver of the Team 
Mopar Dodge couldn't help but 
but take a little trip down mem­
ory lane. 

"I have always seen Bristol 
Dragway as a home track for 
me," said Johnson, who ha · 
three career Pro Srock wins to 
hi<; c.redit. "I have made so many 
runs down this track, mostly 
during the IHRA days. And my 
first blg win came here in 1981 
in the Super Stock class of the 

Like many of today's veteran 
racers, Johnson grew up around 
drag strips and remember com­
ing to Bristol as a kid. 

"1 used to tag along with my 
dad when he used to run here in 
the sixties," Johnson said. "I 
guess you could say that our 
family has run here for a while 
now." 

Johnson, who is currently 
15th in Pro Stock points, is very 
impressed with the improve­
ments that have taken place at 
Bristol Dragway over the years. 

"Jeff Byrd and Bruton 
Smith really pulled out all the 
stop when they remodeled this 
drag trip," he said. "1 can hon­
estly say that this is the pre­
mier drag facility on the circuit 
and it really wouldn't bother 
me one bit if we ran all 24 
races here." 

Despite his considerable 
experience in Thunder Valley, 
Johnson doesn't feel he'll have 
a substantial advantage over his 
fellow competitors when the 
O'Reilly NHRA Thunder Valley 
Nationals take center stage on 
\plil 28. 

"[f the conditions were 
exactly the same as they are 
today then I would say we might 
have an advantage in the first 
round but not after that," 
Johnson said. "Everyone in the 
Pro Stock class is so sharp when 
it comes to making adjustments 
on the car that tbe other crews 
would catch on and level the 
playing fteld after the first 
pass." 

While Greg Anderson has 
captured Lhe last three consecu­
tive Pro Stock championships, 
Johnson feels any number of 
drivers could end up in the 
champion's role at season's end. 
And that. says Johnson. is great 
for drag racing. 

''There is literally only hun­
dredths to thousandths of a sec­
ond that separate each of the 
cars during qualifying," be said. 
"When the cars reach the finish 
line traveling over 200 miles an 
hour, there is li&erally only inch· 
es that separate the winner from 
the loser and that makes for 
good racing for the fans.''
