Groves was rushed to 
• the Pikeville Medical 

Center, where he was 
pronounced dead by Pike 
County Coroner Russell 
Roberts. 

The collision is under 
investigation by Kentucky 
State Police accident 
reconstructionist Det. 
Eddie Crum. Assisting at 
he scene were Kentucky 
/ehicle Enforcement, the 
Pike County Sheriff's 
Department, the Coal 
Run Fire Department and

Two more 
arrested in 
jail drug ring

PRESTONSBURG 
Two more subjects connected 
to a drug ring aimed at bring­
ing methadone and marijuana 
into the Floyd County 
Detention Center were arrest­
ed Wednesday evening and 
lodged in the jail. 

Lisa Marie Compton. 29. 
of Prestonsburg, and Shawn 
Thacker, 27. of Beaver. were 
picked up by members of the 
sheriff's department who had 
been looking for them for 
several days. 

Thacker did not go easily, 
allegedly resisting arrest 
when Deputy Kevin 
Shepherd served the com­
plaint. Sheriff John K 
Blackburn noted that it was 
not his department's policy to 
release information about 
subjects facing an arrest war­
rant as it imperils his officers. 
He noted that there was a 
media report about the sus­
pect. though it wasn't clear at 
this point if it led to 
Thacker's arrest, though 
Thacker did incur additional 
charges of resisting and dis­
orderly conduct when he 
allegedly refused to cooper­
ate with Shepherd and tried 

to avoid being handcuffed. 
Thacker was charged with 

criminal conspiracy to traftic 
in methadone and marijuana 
at the jail last May. He is also 
facing a felony charge and 
two additional misdemeanor 
counts for another occasion 
in which he is alleged to havt: 
con~pired to bring 
methadone and marijuana 
into the jail. The charges 
allege that he was an inmate 
at the facility when he 
schemed to bring the drugs 
into the jail. 

Compton did not resist. 
though she did nm into a 
back room of her trailer and 
did not emerge unti I officers 
entered her home and 
searched it after observing 
that her front door was open 
and a plate of hot food was 
set out. 

Compton is facing three 
misdemeanor charges and 
one class C felony for con­
spiring to bring methadone 
and marijuana into the jail 
last May. 

Thacker was ordered to be 
held on a $150.000 cash 
bond. while Compton's bond 
was set at $100,000 full cash. 

Each will be back in court

Three complete ftrst phase of new drug program

PRESTONSBURG - Three habitual 
drug users successfully completed the tirst 
phase of a pilot program this week which is 
aimed at breaking drug addiction and build­
ing skills necessary to rebuild a drug-free 
lifestyle through a holistic approach that 
includes education. counseling. faith-ba cd 
services and breaking addiction. 

The "New Beginnings·· program aims to 
provide an alternative sentence for nom·io­
lent offenders. It was proposed by three men 
with varied experiences, including minister 
David Akers, Leonard Cieslak, of the 
Cabinet for Families and Children. and 
William Snyder, a pretrial services officer 
for Aoyd County. The men hope to offer a 
jail alternative with the program. which is 
aimed at rehabilitating male offenders who 
have traditionally been more prone to recidi­
vism than female inmates. 

Judge Eric Hall, who supervises the Drug 
Court program. addressed the three subjects 
and offcrt!d encouragement to them and at 
the same time let them know that the imple­
mentation of a full-time program rests on 
their rehabilitation. 

"Our county goverrunent bas agreed to 
underwrite this program if it works,'' Hall 
told the men. 

HaJJ stressed the importance of their role 
in the birth of a new program by using lan­
guage that the men understood, saying, "I'm 
gonna put a monkey on your back - the 
future of this program rests on you." 

Floyd County Judge-Executive Paul 
Hunt Thompson later said, "Judge Hall 
came to me with this and I r~spect his judg­
ment. The fact is we need more programs 
like this." 

Akers said that the men were off to a 
good start and told the court that all three

A story of enormous courage has been told under the most 

extraordinary circumstances, the sentencing trial of Zacarias 
Moussaoui, the would-be al-Qaida hijacker who has con­
fessed that he planned to crash a commercial airliner into the 
White House. The tape from the cockpit of United Airlines 
Flight 93 which records the epic final 30 minutes aboard the 
plane on Sept. 11, 2001, was given its first public airing in 
the courtroom recently .... 

The terse dialogue in the tape recorded the bravery shown 
by me passengers when they realized that the plane had been 
hijacked and the word spread from those who had cell 
phones that two other hijacked airliners had been flown into 
the twin towers of the World Trade Center .... 

There wa chaos and there was fear, but the passengers 
overcame their fear to act with great bravery. The courage of 
those aboard the doomed plane when they stormed the cock­
pit saved the lives of countless thers .... 

Flight 93, as the tape p1ayed recently confirms, was an 
epic that wi11 be remembered for the outstanding courage of 
passengers and crew who overcame chaos and fear to thwart 
the unspeakably evil intentions of four cutthroats who hoped 
to wreak unbelievable chaos, fear and destruction on the 
nation's capital.

: Dreaming of QB, Robinson 
1 

aims to please elsewhere in NFL

STATE COLLEGE, Pa. -
Michael Robinson has the thick 
neck and shoulders of a bruising 
running back, tattooed arms and 
legs that give him Lhe intimidat­
ing look of a hard-hitting safety, 
and the ability to make open­
field plays Lhat nught make a 
receivers coach drool. 

The quarterback who led 
Penn State back to prominence 
last season knows NFL teams 
aren't looking at him solely as a 
signal-caller. and he·~ prepared 
to play anywhere on the field. 

'There'~ a misconception 
that I just want to play quarter­
back, but I'm not limiting 
myself to that," Robinson said 
a-; he strolled past a large photo 
hanging in Penn State's spa­
cious football building. 

The picture? Robinson, in 
·stride. ballltlckcd under his arm 
running toward the end zone 
without a defender in sight and 
his burly offensive linemen 
trailing hehind. 

"I just want to play. I'm a 
football player first." Robmson 
said. ·'I wam to play any way I 
possibly can." 

Just like in college. 
Robinson's story might 

sound familiar . .Most recently, 
Antwaan Randel El, a run-pass 
QB at Ind1ana, helped the Pitts­
burgh Steelers win the Super 
Bowl while playing wide 
receiver. Drew Bennett is the 
top receiver for the Titans after 
playing some quarterback at 
UCLA. 

There have been disappoint 
ments, too. Woodrow Dantzler 
couldn't stick in a multipurpose 
role with the Cowboys after 
being signed as a free agent in 
2002 out of Clemson, where he 
played quarterback. Kordell 
Stewart, back in his Slash days. 
helped the Steelers go to the 
1996 Super Bowl. but overall 
has been inconsistent as a starl­
ing quarterback. 

Prospects in the NFL draft in 
a similar situation to Rl)binson 
include Marques Hagans. the 
Vtrginia quarterback listed as a 
widcout at the NFL combine, 
and Missouri's Brad Smith, the 
school's career leading passer 
and rusher. 

Both boasted "willing-to-do 
anything" attitude at the com­
bine. 

''I'm pretty comfortable now, 
there arc still things I need to 
learn, like running routes," said 
Hagans. who played all over the 
field before settling in at quar­
terback his last two seasons at 
Virginia. "That takes a little 
time, but I feel confident in 
myself." 

Smith was a four-year starter 
at quarterback at Missouri. 

"I want to play quarterback, 
but I don't want to rurn people 
off, so l' m open to he I ping the 
team out however they want,'' 
Smith said. 'Tmjust looking for 
a great situation that would be 
best for me " 

At least Smith got to start at 
quarterback for four years. 
Robinson had to waiL until his 
final year at Penn State after 
having been shuttled ali over the 
field by coach Joe Paterno dur­
ing his first three seasons. 

But 2005 was quite a year for 
Robinson. With unrest growing 
among the ''Joe Must Go" set, 
Paterno tied his fate to Robin­
son's performance at quarter­
back. Robinson ran for 11 
touchdowns, threw for 17 more 
and became Lhc emotional cen­
ter of a team that went 11-l and 
won the Orange Bowl. 

Paterno has called Robinson 
one of the best players in his 40-
plus seasons a~ Penn State's 
head coach. 

Their connection hasn · t erod­
ed even though Robinson is no 
longer a Nittany Lion. Robinson 
said Paterno will call to check 
on him. like a father checking in 
on a son. 

The 79-yea.r old coach also 
offered advice. 

"You got to get on Lhe field. 
Get on the field wherever you 
can," Robinson recounted Pater­
no teHing him recently. "But 
don't let them get quarterback 
out of your mind, because 
you're a great quarterback." 

NFL.com lists Robinson as a 
6-foot-1, 226-pound rl'ceiver 
who was timed 111 the 40-yard 
dash at 4.55 seconds. Robinson 
said he added tv:o pounds of 
muscle during the offseason and 
has been working out at receiv­
er, running back and quarter­
back for team . 

But Robinson dreams he will 
be a quarterback five or 10 years 
into his NFL career. 

''A big-time quarterback in 
the NFL. going to the Super 
Bowl," Robinson .said. "I want 
to be a guy in the Hall of Fame. 
make a difference." 

Gil Brandt, longtime Dallas 
Cowboys personnel director and 
current NFL.com draft analyst. 
calls Robinson a natural athlete 
and strong runner. His main 
concern is that Robinson didn't 
complete more than 50 percent 
of his passes until his final year 
at Penn State (52 percent), his 
first season as the full-time 
starter. 

"He's got a lot of athletic 
ability, and had a lot of success," 
Brandt said. "In my opinion, he 
is someone you have to try at 
quarterback. He has to show that 
he can't play the position."

Fan View, new Sprint Nextel device, takes fans deeper into the action

CHARLOITE, N.C.- From 
his seat high in the grandstands. 
Lance Ramsey could sec every 
bit of action on the race track. 
When he yearned for more 
insight into the race. h<.> needed 
to look no farther than the 
device in hi hands. 

Splint Nextcl introduced its 
latc::;t conuibution to NASCAR 
thi~ season wtlh the Fan View. a 
hand-held device that will 
undouhtedly become a must­
have gadget for the die-hard 
gearhead. Part radio. part scan­
ncr. part television, part ~tatislic 
service, the FanVicw blows 
away any current race acces­
sories on the market. 

''ll's like sitting at hom~ and 

watching TV. but yet you are 
still at the race. You get all the 
. ame mfo they put on TV right at 
your scat," said Ramsey, a Seat­
tle-area State Trooper who used 
the FanVicw at both Daytona 
and Las Vegas races this year. 

"For the ultimate fan, this is 
the ultimate device." 

Ncxtel vowed to bring many 
new technological advances to 
NASCAR when it took over as 
the top serie~ sponsor in 2004, 
and the Fan View is its biggest 
contribution yet. The device 
launched at Daytona when aJJ 
4,000 models were rented om 
before race day. 

The company will take more 
than 5.000 to Phoenix Interna­
tional Raceway this weekend in 
one of the final test runs before 
the FanView goes on the mar-

ket. rt currently rents for $50 a 
day, or $70 for the entire week­
end. Its sale price has not yet 
been determined. 

But whatever it costs, fans as 
devoted as Ramsey will have no 
quaJms plopping their money 
down. 

One of the biggest com 
plaints NASCAR newcomers 
have is that they are unable to 
tell what's going on, aside from 
cars going 10 circles on the 
track.

This 
can make the toHet "stand out" in low 
light and make il easier to find at night.

Another area to look at carefully is 
medications. If your mother is taking 
more than four different medications, 
she's statistically at a greater risk of 
falling. If one of her medications is a 
tranquilizer, sleeping pill or antihista­
mine, that can be particularly problem­
atic. It would be a good idea to go over 
your mother's medication list with her 
and her physician.

Question: My mother is in her 
early 80s, is in good health 
and lives by herself. Recent-

ly a fn of hers fell, broke her hip 
and ended up in a nursing home. I am 
worried that my mother will fall. What 
can I do to decrease her risk of falling 
or injuring herself if she does? 

Answer: Over 20 percent of 
serious injuries in people 
over 65 are due to falls. In 

fact, in this age group, fall-related 
injuries are the leading cause of acci­
dental death. 

Eyes 

Most falls occur at or close to the 
patient's home. So both of your con­
cerns - fall prevention and reducing 
injuries when falls do happen - are 
quite legitimate. 

Many factors increase a person's 
risk for falls. The primary causes of 
falls are environmental factors. Throw 
rugs that are not secured, clutter and 
poor lighting are common causes of 
falls in the home. Address these by 
eliminating throw rugs or using a non4 

skid mat under them, and adding light­
ing to halls, stairways, bedrooms and 
bathrooms. Removing excess furniture 

Figuring out if a person is still capa­
ble of independent living is a complex 
matter. There is, however, a simple "in 
home" test that you could try as a quick 
screening test. This is called the "get up 
and go" test. It checks a person's agili­
ty. Have your mother rise from a sitting 
position, walk 10 feet, tum around, and 
return to the chair and sit down. If she 
is adequately mobile, this should take 
less than 20 seconds. If it takes over 30 
seconds, she is at great risk for falls and 
less able to live independently. In that 

Here are a few additional tips that 
might help reduce the risk of falling. 
Wear flat, rubber soled shoes. Take an 
exercise class once or twice a week. 
This can improve balance and agility. 
Have regular vision tests. It's common 
to need stronger eyeglass prescriptions 
as we get older. Having a good pair of 
glasses can be especially crucial in the 
evenings or low light situations.
