HOLMES MilL - A coal 
miner was killed early Friday m 
an underground mine in Harlan 
County. 

Rick McKnight, 45, of 
Cumberland, died from crush­
ing injuries. said Harlan County 
Coroner Philip Bianchi. Bianchi 
said authorities were notified of 
the accident about 4:30 a.m., 
and that McKnight was pro­
nounced dead in the emergency 
room at the Harlan Appalach.ian t 
Regional Hospital. 

McKnight was working in 
the Lone Mountain Processing 
No. 1 mine at Holmes Mill in 
rural Harlan County. He was the 
second miner killed in Kentucky 
in the past two days. 

McKnight, who had 11 years 
experience at the mine, was 
found pinned between mining 
machinery, said Mark York. 
spokesman for the Kentucky 
Cabinet for Environmental and 
Public Protection. 

The accident occurred more 
than five miles underground, 
York said. Inspectors from the 
Kentucky Office of Mine Safety 
and Licensing and the U.S. 
Mine Safety and Health 
Administration are investigating 
the accident. 

On Thursday, a miner was 
killed when material from a pil­
lar fell on top of him at a Pike 

County mine. David Chad 
Bolen, 28. of Harold, was mov­
ing a shuttle car anchor in the 
Tri Star Coal LLC No. 1 mine at 
the time of the accident. accord­
ing to a news release from the 
Kentucky Environmental and 
Public Protection Cabinet. 

Bolen had been working at 
the company for two months 
and had three years' experience 
as a shuttle car operator. 

Five coal miners have now 
died on the job in Kentucky this 

year. 
"Improving mine safety has 

been a priority of our adminis­
tration,'' Gov. Ernie Fletcher 
said in a statement on Thursday. 
"Although we arc makmg sig­
nificant progress, we will not be 
satisfied until every working 
miner returns home safely." 

The General Assembly 
passed a measure in March that 
will require state inspectors to 
visit every coal mine in the state 
at least three times a year.

According to Fletcher, about 
60 lives could be saved in one 
year if all drivers were wearing 
seat belt .. 

"We know that a primary

scat belt Jaw will save at lea t62 
lives a year,'' Actchcr said in a 
statement. "Adopting a primary 
scat belt law is the single mo.t 
important thing we can do in this 
state to reduce fatalities and _,cri· 
ous injuries caused by vehicle 
ern he .''

According to a 'ovcmber 
2005 study conducted by the 
University of Kentucky. the 
commonwealth ranks 47th in 
scat belt u age ~ith only 67 per­
cent of Kentucky driver~ buck­
ling up.

Coal drives America. It's been that way for genera­
tions, and at the current usage level there's enough recov­
erable coal reserves to last the United States more than 
200 years- with about 90 percent of it used to produce 
electricity in coal-burning power plants. 

But while the basic method of burning coal to generate 
steam to turn turbines hasn't changed much, cleansing 
the smokestack emissions from power plants has changed 
drastically under clear air and clean water regulations. 

Take the Elmer Smith Station coal-fired plant that pro­
duces electricity for Owensboro Municipal Utilities and 
Kentucky Utilities customers, for instance. Barely more 
than a decade ago, the tall stack at the plant belched 
thick, black smoke 24 hours a day. But today that stack 
has been replaced with a shorter stack that emits white 
smoke that has been scrubbed of nearly all of its sulfur 
dioxide and nitrogen oxide content, thanks to tens of mil­
lions of dollars spent on federally mandated emissions 
control equipment. 

If the Thoroughbred Energy Campus coal-fired power 
plant is built in Muhlenberg County, it will start life with 
the latest pollution control technology available for tradi­
tional coal-fired units - technology that is continually 
evolving. An area under heavy investigation is reducing 
emissions of the greenhouse gas carbon dioxide. 

Last week, a protracted regulatory impasse ended 
when the Kentucky Environmental and Public Protection 
Cabinet granted Peabody Coal Co. the crucial air quality 
permit it needs to build the massive 1,500-megawatt 
Thoroughbred plant (more than three times the output of 
the Smith Station). The permission came with the condi­
tion that the plant reduce mercury and nitrogen oxide 
emissions more than originally planned. The ruling by 
Secretary LaJuana Wilcher,overturned an order calling 
for a total reworking of the Thoroughbred pennit to 
include even newer technologies. 

The Thoroughbred plant will provide 450 permanent 
job. in job-hungry Muhlenberg County, and more than 
that during the construction phase. But that's not the 
main reason we supp011 Wilcher's ruling, although that is 
a strong reason. The fact is, coal wiU always play a pow­
erful role in providing energy in this country. The market 
for electricity is growing virtually by the hour. America 
leads the world in recoverable coal reserves, estimated to 
be more than 275 billion tons, and much of it lies in this 
part of the country. 

Critics of the Thoroughbred plant want to stop it 
because it won't use what they consider the latest 
advances in clean coal technology - including convert­
ing coal to gas or liquid fuel. But practical application of 
zero emission technology remains in the developmental 
stage and may take years to become economically feasi­
ble. 

Peabody intends to use modern methods to generate 
electricity while controlling emissions with already 
proven technology that meets current standards. That is 
all that should be expected.

It has come to my attention - belat­
edly, as most things do- that a group of 
Kansas Christians is traveling around 
the country picketing funerals of sol­
diers killed in Iraq and Afghanistan. 

They carry placards saying things 
like: 'Thank God for c!ead solctiers" and 
"God hates America." The other day a 
demonstrator at Washington's Walter 
Reed Hospital, where so many of our 
wounded and maimed servicemen and 
women are. carried this sign: "God blew 
up the troops.'' 

Nuteases? Perhaps. Christians? 
Absolutely. 

They are members of Westboro 
Baptist Church in Kansas and they 
believe that God is angry with us for tol­
erating homosexuality and that the casu­
alties of war are His way of punishing 
us. 

The pastor of the church, 76-year-old 
Fred Phelps, told the "Washington Post" 
that our fallen troops: 

" ... are not heroes. They chose to fight 
for a sodomite nation ... God almighty 
has killed these soldiers to inflict pain 
upon an evil nation, a severe stroke of 
divine judgment, retribution and 
vengeance. 

"I am delivering a message from God 
Almighty to tin. evil nation, and at your 
peril do you ignore it." 

He's wrong, of course. As everyone 
knows, the wars in Iraq and Afghanistan 

are God's way of punishing us for elect­
ing George Bush president -twice. (If 
God is consistent about one thing. it's 
that when a democracy makes a really 
bad mistake in an election it g~ts pun­
ished. really bad. 
Making the same mis­
take twice? 1 tremble for 
the Republic.) 

But that aside, I'm 
glad these people arc 
doing this. 

They are a reminder 
to devout Chri tians that 
merely because you pro­
fess Christianity doesn't 
mean you have found an 
exclusive avenue to the 
truth.

claims that the hospital agreed 
to give him a full-time position 
on Sept. I, 2005, after he com­
pleted his residency.

Reader needs help finding 
replacement tools 

Dear Tom and Ray: 
My daughter needs a lug 

wrench and jack for her 2003 
VW Jetta. I don't want to give 
an arm or a leg to a VW dealer­
ship for these items. but I can't 
find them anywhere. Can you 
give me some particulars on 
these items, such as size needed 
and where I might purchase 
them at a reasonable cost? Will 
a jack from Wal-Mart work, or 
one from an auto-parts store? 
Arc they called something else 

besides "hard to find"? -
Tommy 

RAY: Well, I'm sure there's a 
good story behind how your 
daughter managed to lose the 
original jack, Tommy. But clear­
ly, you're not inclined to enter­
tain us with it. 

TOM: If you want lhe same 
jack that she used to have, the 
easiest place to get it is at a 
junk.yard. Oops, I mean "auto 
recycling center." 

RAY: Right. You'U fwd one 
that may have been used just 
once. Or never. Or, even if it 
was used 20 times, it's still per­
fectly good. 

TOM: But I'm going to sug­
gest that you pick up only the 
jack at the junk:yard, and replace 
the Jug wrench with something 
better. 

RAY: Volkswagens and 
Audis use bolts to secure their 
wheels instead of just nuts, like 
most other cars. They're notori­
ously difficult to remove -
especially when they get over­
tightened, which they always 
do. 

TOM: So instead of that little 

6-inch Jug wrench that came 
with the car, you should go to 
your local Sears or auto-parts 
store and get a 17-millimeter 
impact socket and an 18-inch 
breaker bar. 

RAY: The impact socket fits 
over the wheel bolt, and then the 
breaker bar slips onto the socket 
and gives you leverage to twist 
the bolt. 

TOM: You could also get a 
better-quality jack to replace the 

VW jack, but the new one will 
almost certainly be bigger and 
heavier, and won't store easily 
in the trunk. So I'd get the jack 
at the junkyard - sorry, auto 
recycling center - or, if you 
can't find one there, from the 
dealer. And then pick up a sock­
et and breaker bar somewher 
else. 

RAY: That'U give your 
daughter a better set of tools -
which will make the next person 
she "lends" them to much hap· 
pier.

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Time for bass 
'tishing is now 

SPECIAL TO THE TIMES 

FRANKFORT-Spring is one of the best 
time~ of year to fish tor largemouth ba<;s, 
e~pccially if you are fio.;hing from the bank. 

''Bass move shallow and feed heavily 
when the y,ater temperatures hit the mid-
50s.'' said Ryan Oster. black bass biolo­
gist for the Kentucky Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resource .. "As water tem­
peratures increase, their metabolism 
in~.:reases and they need to feed." 

Kentucky's rime for the bass spawn 
,J); drawing near. The recent springtime 
·11eat wave has warmed water tempera­
tures into the low to mid-60s across 
Kentucky. Rising temperatures have 
drawn largemouth bass to the banks to 
feed. Larger female bass need addition­
al nutrients to finish the development of 
their eggs. so they move shallow and 
feed aggressively. 

To catch bas~ at this time of year, try 
fan casting a crawfish-colored lipless 
crankbait or a white spinnerbait across 
mud flats or gently sloping banks near 
deep water. These are the ftrst areas that 
hass lookmg for food cruise in spring. 

ass often bunch up in groups in April 
nd May. They tend to segregate them­
~elves by size. If you're catching only 
small buck bass, try fishing deeper. 

If the flats and sloping banks aren't 
producing, try fishing a spinnerbait, 
crankbait or jig parallel to the shoreline. 
Some bass move shallow with their 
noses right up against the banks in 
spring. They love undercut banks, over~ 
hanging ledges, logs and rocks that pro­
vide a pocket for them to hide. 

ometimes. a dark shadow along the 
:o.i1oreline in a clear lake holds bass dur­
mg this time of year. 

A lure moving near a shallow, hidden 
bass will be crushed in spring. The new 
hatterbaits that combine the attributes of a 

jig and a spinnerbait shine in this situation. 
Oster had some recent success on 

bass by Carolina rigging a creature bait 
on a sloping bank near shore. Creature 
baits are relatively new plastic baits that 
features tentacles, flapping appendages 
and ingle or double curly tails. The 
Carolina rig shines on gently sloping 
bank.~. mud flats and along drop-offs. 
Four- to six-inch lizards also work well 
on a Carolina rig. 

Bass locate in the deepeo;t, most 
impenetrable cover in spring during 

criods of unstable weather. Texas~ 
rigged lizards and worms and the jig and 
pig combination are old standby lures 
for heavy cover such as weeds, wood 
and blUsh. Use a heavy jig head or 
weight to break through the cover to the 
bass waiting below. 

Jigs also make excellent follow-up 
baits for a spinnerbait or crankbait. If 
vou catch a decent bass using a spinner­
bait or crankbait in spring, probe that 
area again with a jig to pick off bigger 
fish that may be in the area. 

'"For quality-sized fish, l think 
Kentucky Lake and Lake Barkley arc 

•he best bass lake~:· Oster said, ''but l 
would throY. Lake Malone and Cedar 
Creek Lake into the mix." 

Herrington Lake, Dewey Lake, Lake 
Beshear, Barren River Lake, Cave Run 
Lake. Beaver Lake, Fishtrap Lake, Guist 
Creek Lake, Pan Bowl Lake and 
Yatesville Lake a11 hold good popula­
tions of bass that provide good spring 
fishing. Farm ponds and small lakes aho 
provide good spring bass fishing. 

The fun of spring fishing is that a 
shore-bound angler, a float tube angler 1 

or a boating angler will all have access 1 

io the same fish. The fish are close to 
shore and vulnerable to lures.

Morrison declares for NBA draft

'This truly is a great day. A

"It's 
the right decision because he 
and his family went about it the 
right way .... It's what he wams 
to do and he is ready for it. He's 
going to be a great player atlhc 
next level." 

Morrison surpassed the col­
lege accomplishments of 
Gonzaga great John Stockton. 
But it remains to be seen if he 
can have the same impact on 
the NBA, as critics have com­
plained about his defense and 
downplayed his passing and 
rebounding abilities. 

There is no doubt Morrison 
can shoot. making nearly 50 
percent of his shots, including 
43 percent of 3-pointers, even 
with defenders hanging all over 
him. Momson drew compar­
isons to Larry Bird. for a simi­
lar high release on his jump 
shot. and Pete Maravich and 
other scoring greats of the past. 

The 21-ycar-old Morrison 
scored at least 30 points 14 
times this season and five times 
scored at least 40 points as he 
became the second Bulldogs 
player Lo win the national scor­
ing title. Frank Burgess accom­
plished the feat by averaging 
32.4 points in 1960-61. 

Morrison's 926 points 
topped Burgess' single-season 
.;;chool record of 842 during 
1960-61. 

In three seasons at Gonzaga, 
Morrison scored 1,867 points 
to rank third on the Bulldog's 
scoring list, behind Burgess 
(2,196) and Jim McPhee 
(2,015). 

Gonzaga tinished 29·4 this 
season. and in Morrison's three 

seasons went 83-12, including 
40-2 in the wee. 

This season, Morrison gar­
nered national attention by 
sconog 43 poinl<; against 
Michigan State at the Maui 
Invitational. His emotional 
play - in an NCAA tournament 
game he got so carried away he 
slammed the basketball into his 
head several times - and on­
court swagger made him a TV 
favorite and a lightning rod for 
opposing fans. 

Morrison also became a role 
model for diabetics. Cameras 
showed him constantly moni­
toring his blood sugar during 
games. and giving himself 
insulin injections while on the 
bench. 

A thin musrache he cultivat­
ed tlUs year became a source of 
jokes and jeers from opposing 
fans and even teammates. 

Morrison reveled in the 
attention. scoring 43 points 
against Washington, 34 points 
against Memphis, 34 against 
Stanford, and a career high 44 
against Loyola Marymouol. 

He scored 24 pomts in 
Gonzaga's 73-7lloss to UCLA 
in the Sweet Sixteen. 

Mon·ison became only the 
second Gonzaga player to 
come out early for lhc NBA 
draft. joining center Paul 
Rogers, a second-round pick by 
the Lakers in 1997. 

He is the second first-team 
All-America in school history, 
after Dan Dickau in 2002, and 
is likely to be the highest draft 
pick eve r oul of Gonzaga. 
Stockton wa!> Lbc 16th player 
chosen in 1984 and Dickau was 
the 28th player chosen in 2002.
