Federal inmates=·: 
guard indicted 
on drug chargeS

LONDON- A federal 
corrections officer and sev­
eral others were indicted on 
conspiracy and drug traf­
ficking charges on July 27. 

According to the indkt­
ment, Personne Elrica 
McGhee. a former inmate 
at the prison. allegedly con­
spired with Alice Marie 
Stapleton. of River. a cor­
rections officer at the Big 
Sandy United States 
Penitentiary in Martin 
Count). along with 
Kenneth Ray Bates, Clady 
McGhee and Grady G. 

Perry. to provide him with 
marijuana and heroin. 

The charges allege 
Clady McGhee and Grady 
G. Perry transported the 
drugs ' from Columb.us.. 
Ohio. to Paintsville. Once 
in Paint~ville. Clady 
McGhee and Grady G. 
Perry provided the drugs to 
corrections officer Alice 
Marie Stapleton, who was 
allegedly paid $1.000 to 
tran. port the drugs into the 
prison to inmate Kenneth 
Ray Bates. who would then 
take it to inmate Personae 
Elrica McGhee. 

More than 130 faulty air 
packs removed from mines

FRANKFORT - State 
regulator. have concluded 
their review of air packs 
used in all of Kentucky's 
underground mines reveal­
ing 134 defective breathing 
device,. 

All but one of the dcfec­
ti ve air packs removed from 
underground mines were 
manufactured by CSE 
Corp. of Monroeville. Pa. 
The CSE SR-lOOs also 
were used by miners who 
died of carbon monoxide 
poi. oning in an eastern 
Kentucky mine explo ion 

in May and in the Sago 
Mme disaster in West 
Virginia in January. 

The review of air packs, 
or self-contained self-res­
cuers, at Kentucky's 196 
mines was ordered by Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher after the 
May 20 explosion 
Kentucky Darby Mine No. 
I mine left five miners 
dead. Three of them died of 
carbon monoxide poison­
ing, despite having donned 
their air packs.

The U.S. House of Repre entatives has an odd concept of equal 

pportunity: giving £he wealthy a big tax break to balance out an over­
ue wage increase for the poorest Amcricam. 

The House voted 279-131 early Saturday to sla~h the estate tax whik 
~sing the minimum v.·age. l11e bill goes to the Senate, where its 

rospects of passage are not especially good. 
The only balance achieved by the House bill is political: Democrats 

e pushing for £he wage increase, while estate tax repeal is dear to many 
epubhcans (although this legislation would not go that far). 
epublicans are hoping Senate Democrat will hold their noses and 
cept the package. 
There is apparently no financial balance in the bill - no way to 

coup the 10-year. $268 billion cost of cuuing the estate tax. Nor is 
::~ere any moral equivalency. 

The minimum wage needs to be raised. and the estate tax needs to be 
.djusted. But the two issues hould not be linked. 

Raising the minimum wage is more important. The current minimum 
f $5. 15 has not gone up in almo. t nine years. During that time. its pur­
hasing power has gone down by about 20 percent .... 

Congress should raise the minimum wage, then debate the estate tax.

Worst of all, "Talladega 
Nights" just stops being funny, 
and resembles one of those 
"Saturday Night Live" sketch­
es that's been agonizingly 
stretched out from a few min­
utes to a feature-length film -
like "A Night at the Roxbury,'' 
for example. 

"Talladega Nights: The 
Ballad of Ricky Bobby," a

"I'll Always Know What

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Sports authority ntetnber wants state ban on ntixed m.artial arts

FRANKFORT - A member of 
the state sports authority wants to 
deliver a knock-out blow co mixed 
manial ans bout in Kentucky, call­
ing the matches akin ro legalized 
human cockfighting. 

With the port' populariry on the 
rise, Larry Bisig, a member of the 
Kentucky Sports Authoriry, said he 
wants fhe tate to outlaw such fight­
ing. 

"[t defies logic that a cock rooster 
has more protection in the state of 
Kentucky than does a human being, 
and if that's not broken. what i ,'' 
Bisig said in a telephone interview 
with The A sociated Press. ''Thi is 
not boxing. Ultimate fighting makes 
boxing look like a slumber party pil­
low tight." 

Bisig said he plans to broach the 
subject at a Wednesday meeting of 
the Kentucky Sports Authority in 
Frankfort. However. Bisig acknowl­
edges that banning mixed martial arts 
in the state would likely require some 
fonn of legislative action by lhe 
General Assembly. 

Jim McMurtrie, a mixed-martial 
arts promoter ba ed in Lexington, 
say such talk is uninformed. 
McMurtrie, who said he helped intro­
duce the sport to Kentucky in 2003. 
claims the sport is le. s violent and 
dangerous than other forms of fight­
ing - such as boxing. 

"Mixed martial arts i an art - 11 
i a form that has been developed 
over many, many year. and it is 
extremely safe," he said. 

Gov. Ernie Retcher created the 
Kentucky Sports Authority as an 
agency within the state's Commerce 
Cabinet in January 2005 to help 
attract both amateur and professional 
sporting events to the state. 
Professional bolting, wre tling and 
mixed martial arts are regulated by 
the Kentucky Boxing and Wrestling 
Authority. 

While the 14-member sport. 
authority does not have regulatory 
power, it could decide to take a for­
mal position not to actively lure or 
attract such events to Kentucky, exec­
utive director Terry Johnson aid. 
That could weigh on lawmakers' 
potential consideration of funher 
action again t the port, Johnson said. 

But that would be unwarranted, 
McMurtrie srud. 

The sport's reputation ao; a bloody, 
dangerous activity is unfounded. he 
said. Knockouts are "very, very sel­
dom" and fighters take fewer blows 
to the head compared to boxing. 
McMurtrie srud. 

Las Vegas-based Ultimate 
Fighting Championship. u national 
professional organization for mixed 
martial arts. has grown in popularity. 
UFC- which is a mixture of martial 
arts, boxing and wrestling - holds 
pay-per-view fights throughout the 
year and airs shows on the Cable net­
work Spike TV. 

McMunrie and three other pro­
moters formed the Kentucky Mixed 
Mania! Arts As. ociation. Since 2003, 
McMurtrie . aid. there have been 
more than 50 evems throughout the 
state including events in Corbin and 
Somerset. 

"Of the combat sports, it'. the 
safest on the market." McMurtrie 
aid. "Why in God' name would you 

pick on us, except for you've got a 
public agenda." 

Still, Bisig claims lhe bouts 
often fought in cage - arc "savage, 

inhumane. j ungll' brutality" and 
should be banned. Bisig said he plans

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Work schedule shouldn't deter fllothers 
frotn breastfeeding

Q uestion: I'm expecting my 
first child in November 
and am getting conflicting 

opinions about breastfeeding. Can 
you tell me the real facts about the 
pros and cons of brea ·tfeeding'l 
S.ince I have a job, it seems to me that 
it might be easier if l just bottle feed 
mr baby.

A nswer: As a family physi­
cian, I get questions hke 
this frequently. I've cho-

sen to addre s your question today 
because thi first week in August is 
World Breastfeeding Week (WBW). 
" •• The truth is that there are a million 
I I 

, ){ 

pros and almost no cons when it 
comes to breastfeeding. This is 
because breast milk is the best food 
for almost every baby. Re earcher 
have consi tently found that breast­
fed babies have lower rates of hospi­
tal admissions and fewer cases of 
diarrhea, rashes. allergies and ear 
infections. 

The WB W theme for 2006 is 
"Code Watch: 25 Years of Protecting 
Breastfeeding." This refers to the 
25th Anniversary of the adoption by 
the World Health Assembly of the 
International Code of Marketing of 
Breastmilk Substitutes. My goal in 
today's column is to respeCt the spirit 

of this code, which seeks to give 
women accurate information about 
feeding their babies - free of 
aggre. sive infant formula marketing. 

One essential fact to keep in mind 
is that human milk is specially for­
mulated for human babies. The pro­
tein in cow's milk, for instance, can 
be difficult for human babies to 
digest. Mother's milk, on the other 
hand, contains a more digestible pro­
tein as well as a "perfect mixture" of 
fatty acids. lactose. water, amino 
acids, living cells, hormones, active 
enzymes and immunoglobulins. 

Babies who are bottle-fed may 
gain weight faster than those who are 
breast-fed, bur this does not make 
them healthier. In fact. some 
research has shown that it may actu­
ally lead to weight problems later in 
life. 

It's also well-established that 
breast-fed babies have fewer illnesses 
because human milk transfers to the 
infant some of the mother's disease­
fighting antibodies. That helps pro-

teet children from conditions such as 
pneumonia. influenza, bronchttis. 
German measles, ear infections and 
other bacterial infections. 

Further, each mother produces 
antibodies to the diseases that are 
pre ent in the environment 10 which 
she and her bahy live. That mean' 
her milk is "custom-blended'. to light 
the germs that her baby is most likely 
to be exposed to. , 

Now to address your question 
about breast-feeding your baby while 
continuing to work. The balance 
between the demands of a job and of 
motherhood is always a difficult one. 
Each woman has to decide what the 
right balance is for her and her own 
personal situation. However, in 
almost all cases, you can continue to 
work and still provide your baby with 
the advantages of breast milk. For 
instance. breast pumps can be used to 
extract milk that can be placed in a 
bottle and then used to feed your 
baby during the work day when he or 
she is being cared for by a relative or 

in a day-care fa~ility. 
If you need more information on 

how to work brca:tfeeding your baby 
into your work schedule. I'd recom­
mend contactmg your local chapter 
of the La Leche League. To tind a 
group near you, go to 
http://www.lalecheleague.org/Webl1 Af 
S.html and click on the name of the 
state in which you live.

renting a room in Whitesburg 
during the week. It was an 
expen ive and frustrating 
arrangement. In June I sold the 
house to a very nice woman 
and her fourth-grade daughter, 
both of whom seemed to rec­
ognize the chann and comfort 
of the old coal company house. 

J'm pretty well settled in 
here on the Virginia border, 
but I do miss my wonderful 
front porch, my flowers and 
the lush tomatoes that looked 
to be the be t I've ever grown. 
And I miss my neighbors. I 
plan to keep up with what's 
going on through the paper 
and perhap occasionally )'II 
offer my comments. if Kathy 
can find room on her shrinking 
page .. 

But, unless circumstances 
change (as they have in the 
past), thi marks the end of my 
regular column. 

There i omething I want 
to get off my chest before I 
bow out. It relates to this won­
derfully crazy place where I 
work. 

Back when I left my last job 
in Aoyd County, an acquain­
tance who worked nearby said. 
"So, you're going to 
Appalshop? That place is noth­
ing but sex. drugs and alco­
hol." 

I had been to Appalshop 
many times, particularly dur­
ing the Seedtime on the 
Cumberland Fe tival in June 
and the Christmas in 
Appalachia singing program in 
December, and I was addicted 
to WMMT, wh.ich is like no 
other radio station you' II find 
anywhere. His words hurt 
deeply and I wondered how he 
came to this conclusion. 

I uspect that impre sion 
arose in the 1960s and '70s, 
when many people involved in 
Appalshop were young ideal­
ists with long hair and holey 
pants (much like today. huh?). 
I suspect, too, that the acquain­
tance indulged a bit himself in 
one or more of those activities, 
as did a substantial number of 
professional, straight-laced 
folk now in their 40s. 50 or 
60s. Those young people who 
started the organization where 
they could learn fllmmaking 
and tell the stories of the 
mountains, minus the . tereo­
types, are grown now, with 
families, succe sful resumes 
and pride in their work. 

J also heard the criticism 
that everybody at Appalshop 
was "from off." True, Bill 
and Josephine Richardson, 
who came to see if ftlmmaking 
was a viable option for 
Appalachian kid , were from 
the Boston area. They were 
just starting their own careers. 
They got the ball rolling and 
then stepped back. Bill is an 
architect, who bas de. igned 
schools, government build­
ings. house . you name it. 
throughout the region. 
Josephine run a popular 
tourist de tination: the 
Courthou e Caf6, one of the 
nicest re taurants anywhere 
around here and its neighbor, 
the Cozy Comer, a gift shop 
that features Kentucky craft 
and book about and by 
Appalachian . 

The Richardsons have lived 
in White burg since the late 
'60 and have won all kind of 
awards at the tate level for 
their imere t in the ans and 
community ervice. It look. 
like they'll stay. 

What they helped start 
became Appalachian Media 
Workshop - shortened to 
Appalshop - and branched 
from filmmaking into mu ic 
production. public radio, com­
munity theatre. art gallery, 
youth media, community 
development and more. We'd 
all be better off if even a frac­
tion of the people who come to 
the mountains to . ave us or fLX 
u were Like the Richardsons. 

Now, let me introduce you 
to some of those people who 
are lumped into that "from off' 
category. Herbie Srruth was 
among that early group of high 
school students who wanted to 
try their hand at making films. 
He was born and raised in 
White. burg. Except for a few 
year away to get a degree at 
Vanderbill University, he ha 
been a filmmaker. making 
documentarie to dispel the 
hillbilly stereotypes. His latest 
film is about bluegrass legend 
Ralph Stanle}. Radical, huh? 
Watch for his fascinating piece 
focu ing on an es ay by 
Wendell Berry that' upposed 
to run on KET for a pecial ret­
ro pective on Sept. 11. 

An aside about chi old hip­
pie: His brother Carroll i. 
judge-executive of Letcher 
County. and a Republican. at 
that. 

Herbie' wife Elizabeth 
Barret grew up way off in 
Hazard. She has won dozens 

• COnllnuod lror'll pf1 
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of awards for her films. e pe-
cially one called Stranger Wit.h 
a Camera. which examines a 
true incident and wi11 make 
anyone think about their own 
stereotype~;. That film is used 
in college journalism pro­
grams across the country. 1 

Dee Davis was al ·o in that 
early group. He is also froml 
Hazard. You've probably seen' 
one of his brothers in a televi­
sion commercial for a family 
furniture store. Dee has had a 
number of jobs at Appalshop 
over the years, but he left a 
few years ago to move just up 
the street and stan the mm­
profit Center for Rural 
Strategic . He has become •the 
go-to person nationaJly on 
issues affecting people in rural 
areas across the country. 

Tony Slone, another of the 
early 'Shoppers and an accom­
pli hed filmmaker, grew up in 
Pippa Passes in Knott County. 
Suzanne Savell and J l.lli,e 
Shepherd with the Traditipnal 
Music Program are both from 
different towns in ea~t 
Tennessee. Filmmaker Robert 
Salyer is from St. Paul, VA, 
about the same distance south 
of Whitesburg a Prestonsburg 
is nonh. 

Jim Webb, who's been with 
the radio station almost from 
its beginning in 1985, has deep 
roots in Letcher County. OK, 
so he spent his early yeat'!; in 
Ohio; we all know a lot of peo­
ple from these parts who did 
the same. When he was in lrigh 
school, his family moved back 
to Hazard; he went to Berea 
College, worked • i.n 
Williamson. WV. for aw,hij.e 
and ettled here among hu9-
dred of the Webb clan, includ­
ing the present sheriff. 

Rich Kirby. also with the 
radio station for years, actually 
grew up in New York. but he 
spent his ummers and ho,lj­
days in Cynthiana, ro w.bist't 
his maternal relatives pad 
migrated from Breatfiitt 
County. Hi grandmother.

his whole life in Wise County, 
VA, on the border with 
Letcher. 

Most of the younger crop of 
Appalshop workers are "ke­
wise from the hill. of south­
west Virginia and eastern 
Kentucky. Anyone who thinks 
that's "from off' hould learn 
how to read a map. 

Recently, Appalshop was 
attacked publicly by a tate 
legislature from our own area. 
He ca11ed the people at 
Appalshop "a bunch of ola 
hippies" and the organizati6h 
itself "a plague" that has done 
not one positive thing for 'the 
region. Ironically, Appal hop 
was not even involved in ttle 
issue that spawned his . pite. 
He had hi fact ail wrong, l>ul 
he never apologized or ba ked 
off from his statements. 

Being an old newspaper 
and public relation persoo.: I 
think Appalshop' image suf­
fers in the region because of 
misperceptions. True. we have 
done too little ro promote our 
own image. People here have 
been too busy creating and lry­
ing to rai e money to keep 
going, historically at the 
barest-bones level. 

I can testify to the commjt­
ment most of us have to the 
organization's basic mi. sion to 
preserve, protect and promote 
Appalachian culture and arts. 
Over the last few years t e 
WMMT taff has taken two 
sizeable pay cuts . None of u 
could afford to do that, but we 
did. because we could nor bef!C 
the thought that thi publtc 
community station might ,no 
longer e ist. Fortun~tel~· 
we've managed to pull our­
selves out of the bole. tbapks 
to our generous listeners aiJd 
our working many long hou~. 
but we're always on shaky 
ground. 

Nor is it unusual for filffi­
makers to go without pay until 
they can rai e enough mon y 
to continue or finish a proj~ot. 

I fear I have run on. But I 
hope you understand how 
much l love thi place, how 
glad I am to be here and how 
proud I am of the rk 
Appal bop does.
