The emergency plea 
for blood donors will con­

CKBC is con­
cerned about Saturday 
and Sunday when hospi­
tal patients typically use 
more blood than can be 
collected in the region. 

"Each weekend, we 
take one step forward and 
two steps back," said 
Susan Berry-Buckley, 
CKBC's President and 
CEO. "There is a good 

•phance that the blood 
supply on Monday will be 
lower than it is today. This 
shows how difficult it is to 
recover from a severe 
community blood short­
age, added Berry­
Buckley." 

Currently, the supply of 
blood available to ship to 
area hospitals is 864 
pints, but type 0-positive 
blood remains 22 percent 
below safe and adequate 
levels. 

"There were two organ 
transplants in the region 

• his week, requiring huge 
amounts of blood," said 
Berry-Buckley. "And the 
heavy storm that blew 
through the region 
Thursday reminded us of 
how a strong blood supply 
needs to be in place for 
any disaster." 

CKBC asks healthy 
donors who are eligible to 
give blood to do it as soon 
as possible. First-time 
donors are urgently need­
ed to join the ranks of 
people who are pertorm-

Floyd schools show progress on CL

FRANKFORT - Floyd County 
schools arc showing some improve­
ment, according to federal accountabili­
ty results for the No Child Left Behind 
Act that were released Friday. 

NCLB require. that schools and dis­
tricts meet annual goals for student pro­
ficiency in reading and mathematics for 
all childien and for represented groups 
of children in the population. 

The distnct met Its goal for annual 
progress 111 12 of 13 indicators for a 
score of 92.3 percent Last year, the di, ­
trict received a core of only 76.9 per­
cent. 

Schoo1s also receive individual suc­
ce. s reports and I 0 of Floyd county 
schools received 100 percent on the 
indicators that they met. Fourteen of the 
16 schools in the county received an 80 
percent or better score. 

Although some improvement was 
shown, the district as a whole and six 
individual schools did not meet one or 

more of the annual measurable objec­
tives for proficiency in reading and/or 
mathematics. Each of these schools will 
face sanction mandated by NCLB. 

John M. Stumbo and Betsy Layne 
High did not meet individual reading, 
math or the overall objectives. The 
schools have spent two consecutive 
years not making adequate yearly 
progre s. 

Jame D. Adams and South Floyd 
met requirements in reading, but did not 
meet math or overall requirements. 
However, because schools must not 
meet requirement'> for two consecutive 
years before facing penalties, they will 
not be facing any con. equences. 

Likewi e, once a school is subject to 
sanctions. it mu~t show adequate yearly 
progress for two consecutive years 
before the penalties are lifted. Betsy 
Layne Elementary and Allen Central 
High School, which both met their 
progress goals tlns year, are still under 
NCLB consequences for not meeting

Charle~ Wells, exec uti H! 

director of the Kentucky

"What thb judge has \!llcc­
tively ruled is that this gm·er­
nor is above the law:· Wells 
said. "We believe that this has 
set a precedent that this admin-
1 tratJOn and future adminis­
tration can declare open sca­
o;on on the merit system and on 
state merit workers.'' 

Wells said the ruling could 
have been worse only if the 
charges were dismissed. 

"We think that if the judge 
says the only path for judg­
ment is Impeachment, then the 
legislature should follow that 
path," Wells said. 

House Speaker Jody 
Richards. D-Bowling Green. 
had not considered impeach­
ment proceedings. spokesman 
John McGary said. 

"Not at this point," he said. 
''All along. we've said 'let's 
let the judicial process carry 
out.' And we've tried to tern­
per our remarks and not h.: 
partisan on this. h could be 
that the judicial system is not 
done with thi. case.'' 

· Hetchcr said in a written 
statement he was pleased with 
the ruling "because 
Kemuckians are weary or this 
sad ordeal.

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The United States Senate's decision to expand off hore 
~lling thi week might eem like good news, but American 
IC nsumers won't benefit from the move for at least a few 
y ars. 

In the meantime, motori ts wm continue to feel the pinch 
on their pockets as gas prices continue to rise and fall at di 
p{oportionate levels- a few cents down for every quarter 
or more bump. 

Although the move should help wean u::. off the depen-
d nee of foreign crude, it isn't where the focus should be to 
meet President Bush's target date of 2025 to be more depen­
dent on American-made ethanol than oil. 

On that note, U.S. officials are closely watching the 
progre · of Brazil, which can produce ethanol from sugar 
cane at about $1 a ga1lon. Ethanol account for about 20 
percent of Bnuil's transport fuel market, while the rest of 
the world is a cant 1 percent. 

As a result, the company expects its export of ethanol will 
likely double to $1.3 billion in 20 I 0 from $600 million in 
2005.

Aren't billions of taxpayer dollar 
given to researchers each year? 

h1 the 1980s, an ethanol producing facility was built in 
South Point, Ohio, ju t aero the river from Catlettsburg. 

Although miJlion. were spent, the plant's life wa. shock­
ingly hort despite Ohio being the third largest user of 
ethanol and the sixth large t producer of com - which was 
used in the process. 

It's baffling to us how the United States wa the front­
runner of this money 'aving, environment-friendly technolo­
gy in the '80s but is now keeping a close eye on Brazil a it 
boosts its economy. 

A mall but growing percentage of American-made vehi­
cles are manufactured to run on a U.S. version of ethanol 
called E85, which is 85 percent ethanol and 15 percent 
gasoline. However, most don't even know their cars can run 
on the fuel and it i only offered at 6 I 0 filling station 
nationwide, according to an article by The Wall Street 
Journal. 

Why is it we're not hearing about legislator pushing this 
t hnology rather than the status quo? 

A focu on converting to ethanol-dominant fuel would be 
a boom to U.S. farmers, not to mention automaker~ who 

uld benefit from the sales of new vehicle .. 
We think it' time for lawmakers to focus a much on the 
d as the ocean and drum up more upport for a conver-

Ditch the penny 

Giving money away for free IS not 
behavior one expect<; from ordinary. 
rational Amencans. But it 's some­
thing they do every day in massive 
numhers- that is 1f you con~ider the 
penny to be money. 

At tore counters around the coun­
try, people wiU Jeavc pennies for the 
next cvstomer, something they'd 
never do with a dime or quarter or 
any piece of currency they actually 
value. The poor. pathetic penny ha · 
become clutter in the nation's pock­
ets. the irritating detritus of ca'>h 
transactions that inconveniently don't 
end in a 5 or 0. 

Ye~. we love Abraham Lincoln . 
We love our memories of buying 
candy with pennies when we were 
children. We love our traditional 
adages ("a penny for your thoughts." 
etc.). But none of that should be 
enough anymore to inflict the penny 
on adults attempting to conduct cash 
transactions in an efficient way. Who 
will rid us of this nettle. orne coin? 

Perhaps Congressman Jim Kolbe, 
R-Ari7., who will soon inrmduce leg­
islation to mo e to a system that 
rounds cash tran. actions to the near­
est 5 or 0. Tht. would be a further 
step toward the penny'!> ob~oles­
cencc, or - as it should be thought of 
more accurately - toward stopping 
the madnes . . 

The penny is no longer made from 

copper (too expensive). but merely 
has a copper coating over ;dnc, wh1ch 
is at<>o now too expensive. lt isn' t 
easy tinding a substance worthless 
enough to make into pennies. ll nov. 
cosh 1.23 cent. 
to make I cent. 
That means it 
will take 10.7 
billion pennies 
to make 8.7 bil­
lion pennies thi 
fiscal year. 

Penny de-
fenders argue 
that the coin is 
the only thing 
standing 
between the 
U.S. and a dev-
astating inflationary spiraL since 
rounding would always mean round­
ing up. Wake Forest economist 
Robert Whaples did a study ot 
200,000 transactions at a multistate 
convenience- ·tore chain and found 
that prices would be rounded down 
about as often as they would be 
rounded up. 

There is no rule that the country 
has to keep its coins forever. The 
half-penny was eliminated 10 1857, 
and the nation weathered the trauma. 
Finland ended production of its !­
cent and 2-cent euro coins with no 
dire co nsequences. U.S . military 
bases over:.eas stopped using penmes 
in the 1980s. adopting a rounding 
sys tem for cash transaction'> that hac; 
been operating perfectly smoothly.

Mentor/youth dove hunts are 
held in several leased field 
throughout Kentucky and are 
designed for adult mentors to 
introduce the next generation of 
hunters to the challenge and 
excitement of dove hunting. 
Mentors can be parents or any 
other adult hunter. 

"These hunts are very popular 
because dove hunting is a great 
way to introduce youngsters to 
wing shooting and shotgun 
sports," said Russ Kennedy. 
migratory bird program assistant 
with the Kentucky Department 
of Fish and Wildlife Resources. 
"In a good dove field, there's 
plenty of action, so it captures 
kids' attention." 

Kids ages 15 and under are 
eligible for the hunts, and each 
adult mentor may take up to two 
youth hunter . The adult mentor 
may hunt, but special regulations 
apply and only two guns and two 
limits of doves are pennitted per 
site. Kids are not required to 
hunt. 

This year, there are 
mentor/youth dove hunt fields in 
McCracken, Union, Franklin, 
Madison, Washington, Green and 
Lincoln counties. Slots for each 
field are available on a first­
come, first-served basis. Total 
slots are strictly limited for safe­
ty reasons, so hunters should 
apply early to reserve their place. 

Hunter education and licens­
ing requirements apply for men­
tor/youth dove hunts. Adults are 
required to have a valid 
Kentucky hunting license and 
migratory bird permit, and kid-;

It was the last bit of ovcr­
a~.:ting for the fom1er agent to 
the stars. who had bluffed and 
cajoled his way to the chip 
lead during the last four days 
of play. 

I knc\\ that he was weak, 
but he had a hand. And then I 
knew it was my chance," Gold 
aid. "I wem all in, and then I 

JUst went into my act. I actual­
ly talked him inro calling wilh 
the worst of it. and that won 
the whole tournament ·• 

Wasicka said he fell he 
could tell when Gold was 
bluffing even after he fell into 
his trap.

And now, as usual, you're suf­
fering from heartburn. 

But is it heanbum? 
Maybe not. It could be 

you're experiencing acid reflux, 
a condition where liquid in the 
stomach, including acid, regur-

' gitates back into the esophagus. 
!I! Over time, acid reflux can 
t inflame and damage the esoph­

agus - and may eventually 
' tead to esophageal cancer. 

Researchers at the Univer­
" sity of Kentucky have launched 

r a new study on the apparent link 
>C between acid reflux and 

esophageal cancer. The work is 
prompted in part by Kentucky's 
esophageal cancer rates, which 
stand among the nation's high­
est. 

This is no small thing. The 
American Cancer Society says 

" more than l3,000 Americans 
are diagnosed annuaUy with 
esophageal cancer, and 12,000 
die from it. 

So there's good reason to 
pay attention to symptoms like 
heartburn, regurgitation and 
nausea, mdicators of acid 
reflux. Beyond cancer, the 
complications include ulcers, 
strictures, cough and asthma. 
inflammation and infection of 
the lungs, and fluid buildup in 
the sinuses and middle ear. 

Another condition that 
results from acid reflux is 
Barrett's esophagus, in which 
stomach acid goes into the 
esophagus and changes its lin­
ing. This too can lead to cancer. 

The condition is more common 
in white men, smokers, obese 
people and people over age 50. 
Most sufferers are diagno ed 
when they are 60 or over. 

Dr. Nicholas Nicki. profes­
sor of medicine at UK, urges 
people who suffer heartburn 
three or more times a week or 
for several years to see their 
doctors. Acid reflux is usually 
treatable with medicines that 
reduce stomach acid. 

Meanwhile, treatment for 
esophageal cancer is expanding, 
including a new minimally 
invasive technique involving 
photosensitizing laser - an 
approach available at the 
Markey Cancer Center at the 
UK Chandler Medical Center in 
Lexington.

TOM: A few trips to the ski 
slopes didn't cause this prob­
lem, Kris.

RAY: Your coolant has rust 
inhibitors in it. Well, YOURS 
doesn't. But most coolant 
does. The rust inhibitors wear 
out after a while. That's why 
your owner's manual tells you 
to flush the cooling system and 
add new coolant every 80,000 
miles. That' s probably not fre­
quently enough, in my opin­
ion. J'd recommend doing it 

every three years or 60,000 
m1les - given the cost of the 
consequences. 

TOM: If you don' t have 
good rust inhibitors, rust will 
attack the weakest link in the 
engine block. That's the freeze 
plugs - which are designed to 
give way if the engine freezes, 
preventing your block from 
cracking. If you're lucky. The 
freeze plugs are made of very 
thin metal. And if they rust, 
they leak. 

RAY: To replace the freeze 
plugs, you have to remove the 
engine. That's why the b1ll is 
$1.000. 

TOM. So what do you do? 
Well, if you really love the car, 
Kris - and you're not just 
saying that to mollify your 
wife while you make a grab 
for a new Honda Pilot - then 
you need to get a little more 
information. 

RAY: Right. $1 ,000 is a lot 
of money, but not as much as a 
new Honda Pilot. That's 
$30,000. So, what you want to 
know is: If you dump $1,000 
into Elvis, will it still be a reli­
able car? Or will you have 
thrown away $1.000 that you 
could have used to pay the 
sales tax on your new Pilot? 

TOM: While you can't 
answer that question with 
absolute certainty, your 
mechanic can make a very 
educated guess. The place to 
start is with a compression test 
and an oil-pressure te t. 

RAY: Those two tests wiU 
tell you if there are serious 
problems with the engine. If 
there are, then it might be time 
lO dump Elvis and get a new 
car. But if the engine - and 
the other major components 
- are otherwise sound, then 
for $1,000 you might get 
another year or two ... or even 
three out of the Explorer. 

TOM: Will there be other 
niggling problems? Certainly. 
The car has 100,000 miles on 
it. But even after you replace 
the tires, the master cylinder, 
the lift-gate pistons and the 
fuzzy dice. it's still not going 
to come close to costing you 
what new-car payments 
would. 

RAY: So. get more info 
mation first. And if the com­
pression and oil pressure are 
good, we may yet have some 
mOTe Elvis sightings.
