Little, Officer Sam 
Goodman, Kentucky 
Bureau of Investigation 
agents and Mayor Jerry 
Fannrn conducted a 
search of the area and dis­
covered nine marijuana 
plants. 

According to

belts were not in use in 
Wallace's vehicle. 

Barbara Wallace was pro­
nounced dead at Highlands 
Regional Medical Center. 
Internal injuries are said to be 
the cause of her death. 

Cathy Franci co and her 
passenger, Lauren Francisco, 
of Pikeville, were treated and 

released from Highlands. 
The accident is still under 

investigation by Prestonsburg 
pol ice. Prestonsburg Fire 
Department, Kentucky State 
Police, Floyd County 
Sheriff's Department and 
Trans-Star Ambulance 
Service assisted the police 
department with the accident. 

FILLING A NEED Man fmds theft 
suspect by calling 
stolen phone

PRESTONSBURG- A 
man charged with trcspa~s­
ing and theft had his case 
sent to a Floyd County 
grand jury Monday after his 
accuser satd he had talked 
to the man and had heard 
him admit to using his 
stolen property. 

Elray Cline, 22, of 
Prestonsburg, was charged 
on July 28 with first-degree 
criminal trespassing and 
theft by unlawful taking of 
over $300. 

Shortly before 4 a.m. on 
July 25, the alarm system 
went off at Tim 
Cunningham's Prestons­
burg home. He ~aid after he 
made sure his wife was 
okay, he went down to hi 
living room with a ptstol 
and noticed his front win­
dow had been broken. He 
searched for the intruder 
inside to no avail before 
going outside and firing the 
pistol into the air a few 
times to make sure whoever 
it was did not return. He 
then called the Kentucky 
State Police. 

When it became lighter 
out, Cunningham checked 
for stolen property and 
noticed that nothing was 
missing from his home. but 
he was mis. ing some items 

from his car and an outdoor 
building, including 11 

weedeater, a power paint 
sprayer, a book of checks, a 
pair of sunglasses, his celJ­
phone and $20. The item 
are valued between $500 t 
$700. .. 

Cunningham said he 
decided to go online an 
check if the stolen cell 
phone had been used t~ 
make any calls. and lit 
found that five calls ruii 
been made after it wa 
stolen. His voicemail had 
been checked twice, and 
three calls had been made 
to two men. Cunningham 
called both men and they 
both confirmed that Elray 
Cline had contacted them 
using that number. 

Cunningham decided tq 
try to make contact with 
Cline and imply ask. for his 
property back without 
pressing charges. After 
reaching him, Cline 
allegedly acknowledged he 
had used the phone to make 
the call , but said he did not 
steal the phone, know how 
he gained possession of it 
and did not know where it 
was. 

Judge Eric D. Hall has 
ordered Cline to stay 1,000 
feet away from 
Cunningham and his family 
while the case goes to the 
grand jury.

Blood shortages are a very big 
concern for the area as holidays 
approach, leaving blood centt.'r 
around the region worried 
about what's going to happen 
when the supply is gone. 

Rus. Cassady, donor recntit­
mem speciali t at the Central 
Kentucky Blood Center's 
Pikeville office, says the region 
is in a pretty bad shortage right 
now. 

"With the Labor Day holi­
day quickly approaching, peo­
ple aren't as likely to donate 
because of family vacaLions 

and such". satd Cassady, "The 
problem IS that there are more 
accidents that occur in the holi­
day season and this increases 
the demand for blood." 

People were quickly tiling 
into the Prestonsburg donor 
center Tuesday, waiting to do 
their pan w relieve the short­
age. Employees at the center 
say that people are weary of 
donating blood becau, e they 
don't know what takes place 
during the entire process. 

The process is simple. When 
you vtsit the donor center, you 
will first have to be registered. 
This only takes a couple of 
mtnute. and then you go 
through a short screening 

process. Cassady says that they 
are required to a<>k some per­
sonal questions, but they are 
only intended to ensure both 
the donor's safety and the safe­
ty of the blood upply. 

Next, a donor will undergo 
what they call a "mini-phy, i­
cal". Thl is ju t to make sure 
that the donor is healthy 
enough to give blood. Then the 
donor i hooked up to a 
machine. 

The entire process takes 
only about one hour. There are 
some requirements though. 
Donor. mu t be at least J 7 
years of age. weigh a minimum

What this

There is little doubt that civilization's terrorist foes are 
monsters. A plan to bomb as many as I 0 airliner over the 
Atlantic would be just the latest evidence. 

But the thwarted plan would be evidence of at least four 
other items. First, this is a global problem requiring global 
cooperation. Though the 21 arrested in thi. p1ot are 
described as "homegrown" by the British authorities who 
arrested them, work by U.S. and Pakistani intelligence 
apparently a1so hastened the dismantling of the plan, and 
the targets were planes bound for the United States. 

A plot doesn't get any more international than this. The 
threat is internationa1, and o should be the response. 

1audits and gratitude aplenty to the Pakistanis and the 
British- the latter apparently had been tracking the alleged 
plotters for months - for stepping in when they did. 

Second, the plan is said to bear the telltale "signature" of 
al-Qaida, meaning coordination and simultaneous catastro­
phes involving airliners. The expert say that this might 
have been al-Qaida's long-antidpated "big one" after the 9-

1 attacks. If so, the stark reality is that, nearly five years 
after the attacks, a1-Qaida still appears to be operating too 
freely and with far too many resources. 

Authorities say the plotters were perhaps "day away" 
from executing the plan, described as sophisticated. Safety 
from al-

Qaida can best be assured, not just by good timing but by 
the organization's destruction. Marshaling the cooperation 
to do this has to be the priority for the U.S. as the world's 
premiere superpower and as al-Qaida's target for their last 
''big one." 

The U.S. and others are said to have seriously disrupted 
al-Qaida operation and caused it to evolve to elude cap­
ture. But if al-Qaida i~ found to be respon ible, these efforts 
plainly need to be stepped up. 

No one should be o naive as to believe that the once­
promised death or capture of Osama bin Laden would result 
in his terrorist group's demise, but it would be a pretty 
good push in that direction and an even bigger message to 
other would-be me sianic murderers. But, again, thL is not 
the job of the U.S. alone to accompli h. 

Third, another level of cooperation is needed to battle 
this enemy over and above tate-to- tate efforts. That would 
be the cooperation - and patience - of average citizen , who 
even now are being hugely inconvenienced if they are try­
ing to travel by air. 

This inconvenience is necessary. 
The plan allegedly ca1Ied for separate terrorist to carry 

aboard benign sub tances which, put together, would create 
enough explosive to down airliners. Other plotters may 
remain at large. This wilJ legitimately require a higher than 
)lormallevel of scrutiny and vigilance, lasting days and 
maybe even weeks. Which take us to the last item. 

What Americans consider as "normal" has, of neces ity, 
changed much ince Sept. 11. And it probably will change 
orne more.

born last week at Chinese 
panda-breeding centers. 

Panda Xi Mei gave birth to 
twin cubs on Saturday at the 
Wolong Giant Panda 
Protection and' Research 
Center near the southwestern 
city of Chengdu, said Li 
Desheng, its deputy director. 
He said another panda, Qian 
Qian, gave birth to twins on 
Thursday. 

"The two mothers and their 
babies are all well," Li told 
Xinhua. 

The government armounced 
earlier that two female pandas 
at a breeding center in 
Chengdu gave birth to twins 
on Aug. 13 and 14. 

China has more than 180 
p.andas living in captivity, 
according to the government. 

A 2002 government census 
found there were just 1 ,596 
pandas left in the wild. But 
Xinhua on Sunday said a new 
study by Chinese and British 
scientists has found there 
might be as many as 3,000.

It was dark outside, and Sluman couldn't see 
the address on the house. So he pe~red through 
a window and told his wife, 'We're at the right 
spot.' When she asked how he knew, Sloman 
mentioned the Masters, U.S. Open, British 
Open and PGA trophies he saw on a table. 

"I don't think there are many others in this 
neighborhood with that," he told her. 

Sluman's house is stocked more with wine 
than major trophies, but it's not completely 
bare. He does have the 1988 PGA 
Championship he won at Oak Tree. 

Another PGA Championship starts Thursday 
at Medinah, about 20 miles from Sluman's 
home in Hinsdale. He's in a comfortable spot. 
So is Woods, which could be bad news for the 
rest of the field. 

After losing his father to cancer and missing 
the cut at the U.S. Open, Woods won the British 
Open at Hoylake. Now, be's back at the site of 
one of his most important major victories. After 
going 10 majors without winning, he nearly 
blew a five-stroke lead before hanging on to 
win the '99 POA Championship by one over 
Sergio Garcia. 

Although he gets to sleep in his own bed, 
Sluman hasn't played particularly well ncar 
home- either in the Chicago area or his native 
Rochester, N.Y. 

He shot 6 over and tied for 54th at Medinah 
in 1999, and missed the cut in the 1989 U.S. 
Open and the 2003 PGA Championship, both at 
Oak Hill. 

"I've been out here long enough to know that 
the harder you try and the more you want some­
thing, usually that's the worst you play," 
Sluman said Monday. "And you want to play 
well in front of your home folks, so I just need 
to probably relax a little bit more and just enjoy 
the moment." 

Eighteen years ago, he captured the POA by 
ftring a final-round 65 to finish three strokes 
ahead of Paul Azinger. 

Sloman remembers lifting the Wanamaker 
trophy and being stunned by the weight: "They 
hand it to you, and you're like, 'Whoa. hey."' 

This year's tournament will be played on the 
longest course in major championship history at 
7,561 yards. And Sluman isn't known for his 
long game. 

Woods offered a reminder Monday morning 
that the shortest distances - those found on the 
reshaped greens of Medinah - usually go a 
long way toward determining the winner. 

'This is the longest ever?" Stephen Ames 
asked with an incredulous look. "Geez, I must 
be hitting it miles." 

Maybe it felt short to Ames because he 
played only 13 holes Monday, so he saw only 
5,471 yards of Medinah. Then again, the 
longest club he had into a par 4 during his brief 
journey was a 6-iron on the 471 -yard 12th hole. 

"And that was slightly into the wind," Ames 
said. 

Not everyone feels that way. 
Arron Oberholser, who has average length 

off the tee, played the back nine and it was 
about all he could handle. 

"It felt like 4,000 yards," Oberholser said. 
He was close- the back nine measures only 

3,822 yards. 
"I wonder if they're trying to do that?" he 

continued, alluding to the PGA Championship 
having the Ionge t major champion-;hlp course 
three times since 1999. "If they are trying, they 
have accomplished it quite magnificently." 

Sluman was asked if he has ever played a 
course he thought was too long. 

"Every week," he replied. 
Once the laughter subsided, including his 

own, Sluman said the course's length didn't 
intimidate him. 

"The highest winning scores for the majority 
of the courses we play on tour seem to be the 
shortest golf courses," he aid. "So it's not nec­
essarily length that makes the golf course diffi­
cult." 

Usually, Sluman plays the week before a 
major. N01 this time. 

Although he has lived in the area 14 years, 
Sluman rarely ventures beyond Hinsdale Golf 
Club. He played Meclinah three or four times 
last year and has taken some . wings at Cog Hill, 
but rarely tees off at the top courses in the 
region. 

"I play so much on tour when I'm home, I 
want to spend it with my family." he said.

Bengals 19,

CINCINNATI - Clinton Portis 
didn't even want to be on the field for 
the frrst preseason game. Now, the 
dependable running back isn't sure if 
he can be on the field when it counts. 

The Washington Redsk.ins' 
revamped offense took a significant 
jolt Sunday night when Portis partial­
ly dislocated his left shoulder during 
a 19-3 loss to the Cincinnati Bengals, 
leaving him sidelined indefinitely. 

"Right now, it's tough to say," 
coach Joe Gibbs said. "Obviously, it's 
going to be a while." 

Portis ran for a club-record 1,516 
yards last season, when Washington 
made the playoffs as a wild-card 
team, and was counted on to steady 
an offense retooled by assistant coach 
AJ Saunders in the offseason. 

Instead, Washington is wondering 
how long it will be without its best 
running back - something Portis 
can't comprehend. 

Portis opened the game with an 8-
yard carry, . then blocked for Mark 
Brunell's passes. When Brunell's 
sixth throw was intercepted by cor­
nerback Keiwan Ratliff, Portis ran 

tories after his second win at 
Kentucky Speedway. but none have 
come when the track tums both ways. 

"The biggest thing is just the seat 
time, getting through those races," he 
said. "Helio has probably had over 70 
road course starts, so I'm a little 
behind him in that category.

Tips for taking car:e~ 
of 'bats in the belfrf' 
from the Humane 
Society of the United 
States 

~ 
(WASHINGTON)- Bats are ben-

eficial to homeowners due to thi:!ir 
insatiable appetite for insects - some 
can catch up to 400 bugs in one hour. 
For that reason many people do not 
mind bat guests hanging out ill the 
attic. However, people are not happy 
when bats take a wrong tum and end 
up flapping around the living areas of 
their home--a common problem · 
August. The Humane Society of The 
United States gets more phone calls 
about bats during this month than at 
any other time of the year. 1 

Laura Simon, field director uf 
urban wildlife for The H§iJS 
explains, "From May through J1i\y, 
baby bats are flightless and stay in1tbe 
roost which, in urban and suburban 
areas, may oflen be in attics,. In 
August. they leave the roost fctr the 
very first time, and often take WroDg 
turns - like going through a siit 
around the attic door frame INTO 'the 
house rather than going out their 'ndr­
mal' exit hole under the eaves of"tbe 
attic to the outdoors. People may find 
bats inside their homes in August and 
they understandably panic. A bat fly­
ing around your house can be fright­
ening." 

The best way to capture a bat is to 
put on leather gloves and put a CQffee 
can or shoebox over the bat, and then 
slide a piece of finn cardboard under­
neath . Do NOT handle a bat with 6a're 
hands or cotton gloves. Once 'cob­
tained, the bat can be safely relea:o;ed 
outside. but be sure to put the bat on a 
tree limb or wall since they can't fly 
from the ground up. ~ 

A common fear is that bats inten­
tionally fly at people and get tang'led 
io their hair. "That's pure fiction,'' 
Simon explains. ''Bats have a long 
wing . pan and need to swoop low in 
order to stay airborne. And they're 
nor trying to drink your blood. The 
vast majority of bats that people will 
encounter in the U.S. eat insects - oot 
blood! .. 

liowever, if there is any chance 
l.fiat tlteoat w·as in ~·h(. , .~~~.n. &' ~ '""l' 

ing or intoxicated per.son or 'j, g 
child, health authorities mandat t 
the bat be captured and tested for 
rabtes--even if there's only a slim 
chance that the bat could have bitten 
someone without their knowing it. Sat 
bile can sometimes go unnoticed. 

"The reality is that the incidence of 
rabies in bat<> is very low-less tharl I 
percent of all bats in the U.S. can')" tbe 
disease," says Simon. "The probabi'li­
ty of someone contracting rabies from 
bats i exceptionally rare." People 
should take proper precautions btlt not 
panic unnecessarily. 

Prevention: .. Late-August to 
October is a great time of year to b!.lt­
proof your home. Seal up all holes. 
especially between the attic and interi­
or rooms. as well as the exterior. keep­
mg at least one main exit open. The 
colony can then be excluded by 
installing simple one-way doors or 
netting ("check valves") that allow the 
bats to exit but not return. A good way 
to fmd bat entry holes is to go up in a 
dark attic on a sunny day, and look for 
where sunlight is streaming in- that 
would be a potential bat entry hole.:'

Tennessee officials also arc 
pushing for the lab to be locat­
ed at the Kentucky site. since it 
i ncar the Tennessee line. 

About 400 people arc 
xpccted to work at the $450 
illion facility, which is pro-

ab 
jcctcd to open in about six 
years. 

But not everyone is excited 
ubout geuing the lab. 

Some area residents worry 
about poo;sible environmental 
and hcallh halards to neigh­
boring area~. They alc;o say 
they worry the site could 
hecome a terrorist target und 
negatively uffect tounsm. 

"The power:-. that be arc not 
paying attention to the vokl! of 
the community." said Floyd 
Lovins, an area resident who 
has helped lead an effort to 
·top the project. I le c;ay-. a 
petition opposing the lab hm. 
more than 4.000 signature-.. 

Supporters of the project 
say the complex would be sur­
roundcu by a 100-acre buffer 
tone and that air filters would 
prevent microorgani~ms fmrn 
t'~l·aping. 

The facility would replace 
an uging facility at Plum 
Island. N.Y., which is off the 
coa t of Long Island.

Myths and facts about spaying and neutering

Let's face it f'olks, there's onl:> one sure 
way to prevent all those homeless ,tray 
dogs and cats that tug at our heartstrings 
along the hot roadway as we pass hy m 
our air-conditioned uutomobiles - have 
our own pets spayed and neutered. 
Spaying and neutering is the key to even­
tually solving the pet overpopulation 
problem U1al this country is currently fac­
Ing. 

Many myths abound in regard to spay­
ing and neutering. Following. some of 
those myths ure addrcs. ed: 

Myth: My pet will get fat and la/y if I 
spay or neuter him/her. 

Fact: The tmth is. most pets get fat 
and laq bccau'>t.: their owner~ feed them 
too much and don' t give them enough 
ext:rci e. 

Myth: It's better for the animal to 
allow it to have one litter first. 

Fact: Medical evidence indicates ju t 
the opposttc. In fact, the evidence shows 
that females spayed before their first heat 
arc typically healthier. Many veterinari­
ans now sterilize dogs and cats as young 
a~ eight weeks of age. 

Myth: My cruldrcn will benefit from 
experiencing the miracle of birth when 
our pets have litters. 

Fact: Even if children are able to see a 
pel give birth whtch is unlikely, since 
must births usually occur at rught and m 
:-.eclu ion. the les. on they really learn is 
that animals can be created and discarded 
as it suits adults. Instead. it should be 
explained to children that the real miracle 
is life and that preventing the birth of
