Fletcher files 
official papers 
for re-election

FRAKKFORT For 
month , Gov. Ernie Fletcher 
ha · been raising money and 
saying publicly he planned to 
seek a second tenn at the top of 
Kentucky . tate government. 

On Monday, Fletcher made 
it official. The governor. the 
first Republlcan dected for the 
job in more lhan 30 years. filed 
his candidacy papers wnh the 
se.cretary of tate's office. 

There were no urprises m 
the filing. 

Fletcher flied with Robbie 
Rudolph a his runmng mate. 
Rudolph. ccretary of 
Fletcher'. executive cabinet, 
has been the governor'!\ 
announced running mate since 
Lt. Gov. Steve Pence 
announced this summer that he 
was leaving the ticket 

Fletcher came under scrmi­
ny in May 2005 when the 
attorney general's office began 
investigating the governor and 
his admini tration for alleged 
state hiring improprieties. A 
Franklin County speciaJ grand 
jury indicted Fletcher on mis­
demeanor charge that were 
eventually dropped after a deal 

• with prosecutor . 
The grand jury's report, 

which was released earlier this 
month. found that Fletcher 
approved a "widespread and 
coordinated plan'' de igned to 
kirt state hiring laws. In some 

cases. existing tate employee 
were either fired or reas. igned 
so Fletcher's supporters . .some 
with fewer qualification , 
could be in taUed - at time. 
with higher alarics. the report 
found. 

Fletcher maintained the 
inve tigation was politically 
motivated. 

Despite being the incum­
bent governor, Fletcher may 
face opposition in next year's 
Republican pnmary. 

Billy Harper. a western 
Kentucky businessman and 
fletcher' fonncr political ally, 
has said he plans to l·haJlcnge 
the governor. Harper is already 
running television ads promot­
ing his candidacy, although he 
has not filed official papers. 

State Sen. Dan Seum, R­
Louisville. ha. also aid he is 
constdering the po . ibility of 
getting mto the race.

The Moravian 
Church is also known as the Uniry of 
the Brethren and has members 
throughout the world. 

Ingredients for cake: 

• I pkg dry yeast d1ssolved m 1/3 
cup warm water plu. 1/2 tsp sugar 

• 2/3 cup shortening 
• I cup v.hite sugar 
• I cup mashed potatoes 
• 2 tsp salt 
• 2 eggs 
• I cup wam1 milk 
• 6 cups all purpose flour 

First. di solve yeast in water and 
'iugar and et aside- it will foam up. 

Mix ugar and shortening. Add 

rn<l.~hed potatoes, salt and two eggs. 
Add milk. Mix in about one half of 
the tlour. then the yeast mixture and 
blend well. Add remain<.ler of tlour. 
Let it ri c until doubled in si7e. Stir 
the dough: then let it rise a ~econd 
time. 

At thi-. point you can make one 
large cake in an II x 17 inch pan. or 
several smaller cakes in pic plates or 
even small loaf pans. Smooth out the 
top with your hand-. l'overed in a Itt­
tie bit of oil. Sprinkle a little white 
sugar on the cake(o;) nnd let rise again 
until about doubled. 

Ingredients for topping 

• 2 cup~ hrown ~ugar 
• 2 table. poon tlour 
• I teaspoon cinnamon 
• 1 stick butter or margarine 

Blend theo;e Ingredients together. 
Make holes 10 the top of the cake -

I use my finger. Spread thi. mixture 
on top of the cake or cake .• being 
sure the holes are filled. 

Bake for about 20 to 25 minutes at 
350 degrees
