This 
winter, customers served by 
Eastern Kentucky Utilities 
will likely see a signjficant 
dccrcas.,r on their heatin~ 
blli .

According to Larry Rich 
with East Kentucky 
Utilities, prices have taken 
sort of a downhill slide over 
the past year.

Rich 
said Hurrkunc Katrina, 
which . lnlck the Gulf coast 
last year. greatly impacted 
the price of natural gas and 
the effects have even been 
felt here in Eastern 
Kentucky as well.

Drugs, tougher enforcement seen raising jail nutnbers

Three percent of the U.S. adult pop­
ulation pent time in jail or prison or 
was on probation or parole last year 
according to a report released by the 
Justice Department '· Bureau of Justice 
Statistics. 

There were 1.525.924 prisoners 
being held by state and federal correc-

tionai authorities as of Dec. 31. 2005. 
with the number of adult men and 
women in the U.S. correctional system 
topping 7 million overall for the ftrst 
time. 

The state of Kentucky saw the third 
h1ghest increase in the country of its 
prison population, rising 10.4 percent 
in 2005, just behind Montana (10.9 
percent) and South Dakota (11.9 per­
cent). 

Assistant Commonwealth's 
Attorney Wayne Taylor aid he 
believes that in Floyd County the 
majority of people in a part of the cor­
rectional system come from drug traf­
ficking cases or from other cases, such 
as burglary and robbery crimes that are 
committed in an effort to obtain drug . 

Taylor said the reason the number 
are on the rise in Floyd County is 
becau e numerous local agencies have 

stepped up their efforts to clean up the 
increasing prescription drug problem 
in the area. Eastern Kentucky is some­
times called the prescription drug capi­
tal of the country, and Floyd County is 
no exception, with a majority of those 
arrested for drug-traff icking being 
an-ested for prescription pill offenses. 
Taylor said the area has seen a surge in

Experts: Coal must build new 'culture of prevention'

MORGANTOWN. W. Ya. - Coal 
companies must replace by-the-book 
compliance with a culture or preven­
tion if they want to eliminate the under­
ground fires and explosions that are 
killing miners. ays a panel of experts 
releasing recommendations for the 
industry Tuesday. 

The Mine Safety Technology and 
Training Commission has studied 25 
year of fires and explosions to pro ­
duce more than 70 recommendations 
aimed at eliminating deaths and serious 
injuries in an industry that has had its 
worst year in decades. 

Complying with state and federal 
regulations i. insufficient becau e not 
every nsk can be addressed in a rapid­
ly changing environment, aid Larry 
Grayson, commis ion chairman and a 
professor of mining engineering at the 
University of Missouri-Rolla. 

"Unfortunately. it'. easy to interpret 
that if 1 comply with the minimum 
requirements of the law, I'm going to 
be OK," Grayson aid. "That's often a 
bad assumption." 

The report. which was ro be 
unveiled at a mining conference in 
Pittsburgh, also aims to increase the 
odds of survival when accidents hap­
pen. Suggestions range from invest­
ment in new breathing devices and 

communications technology to reality­
based training . cenarios for minec and 
rescue tean1s. 

The report al o urges a shift in sta­
tus quo for the federal Mine Safety and 
Health Admini tration when it comes 
to deploying mine-rescue teams. The 
commission aid companies should be 
able to relax safety tandards when 
lives are at risk and tighten them when 
property recovery is the sole objeCtiVe. 

Rescue teams did not enter West 
Virginia's Sago Mine until I I hour 
after the January explosion that trapped 
and ultimately killed 12 men. 

"rn case where rruners are trapped, 
mine operator should ex.erci e their 
authority to direct re cue team to 

begin operations," the report said. 
"They should not wait for MSHA 
direction to do so." 

MSHA must balance the potential 
for a secondary explosion that could 
endanger the rescuers with the likeli­
hood of a successful operation. Richard 
E. Stickler, assistant ecretary of labor 
for mine afety and health, said he 
looks forward to reviewing the report, 
which cover some issues MSHA "has 
been rigorously studying for some 
time.'' 

"Anything that can be done to create 
a ·afer and healthier environment for 
our nation's miner is worthy of our

Prosecutors had rec­
ommended the sentence. 

Baker pleaded guilty in 
August to conspiraq- to possess 
with intent to distribute 
OxyContin. distribution of 
OxyContin. being a felon in 
possession ol a firearm and two 
forfeiture counts. 

Police tried to arrest Baker at 
his Breathitt County home Jan. 
19. but he escaped m his pickup

It is a technique well known to kids on playgrounds, but 
Steven· dad wa, a patent lawyer. Hence the U.S. Office i sued 
Patent o. 6.368.227, ''Method of Swinging on a Swing," in 
2002. Although the application seemed tongue-in-cheek- it 
suggc ted that swinger yell Jikc Tarzan- kids everywhere were 
su<klenl. patent infringers ... Licen es are available from the 
inventor upon request.'' the application said. 

Steven thus became a poster child for a larger problem in 
America: h' possible to patent nearly anything the e day • from 

the absurdly obvious to the obviou.ly ab urd. La t year a would­
be paceman patented plans for a galaxy-hopping anti-gravity 
pace hip. 

Those goofy patent. are harmles . but others aren "t. Patent 
are supposed to encourage real innovation by giving inventor 
exclusive rights to them. u ually for 20 year . But there's been a 
trend recenlly to patent thing that are obvious intermediate tep 
or minor adaptations of existing technology. like the ability to 
buy things on the Internet with one click. 

Inventors build on what's already known and done. If lots of 
trivial stepping-stan~ are patented. then bona fide inventor 
mu:t hire lawyer and negotiate licen es. That discourage inven­
tion. 

Nearly as bad are the in:-tances of an undeserved patent stop­
ping anyone else from building a similar product. Le .. competi­
tjon means higher prices for consumers. 

The result is a mad ru:-.h to the patent office- and then to the 
courthouse. The legal profession ha. evolved a . pecies of ·'patent 
troll," which pecializes in buying up trivial patents then ·uing 
people who use thl.:m in lmly useful inventions. 

That gets us to a ca, e pow before the U.S. Supreme Court. 
ter decades of virtually ignoring patent Jaw. the court has 

taken on a series of patent cases. 
Patents generally are upposed to be denied for things that 

would be obvious to people in the same line of work. But lower 
courts have made it difficult to prove obvious things obvious. 
The case argued this week involves extendable gas pedal · that 
help short people drive cars and truck . Since the 1990s. 
automakers have been using electronic sen ors on gas pedals to 
adju t peed. Telellex. a Pennsylvania company, was the first to 
move such ensors to the extendable pedals. Teleflex got a patem 
and sued another t,;Ompany that tried the arne thing. 

Here we have an existing technology, the electronic sensor, 
that simply is moved a few mches. What could be more obvious? 
But lower courts upheld the patent. In recent cases. the Supreme 
Court ha tended to loosen patent rules that stymie commerce 
rather than encourage invention. The court should declare that 
"obvious" means obvious. 

Congress could help here. first by limiting patents to signifi­
cant. useful innovations. not minor adjustment or vague "busi­
ness methods." Then it could better fund the Patent Office. which 
is overwhelmed by the stampede of applications. 

It also could end the perverse incentives that make the patent 
office a rubber stamp. The patent bureaucracy in effect is paid 
more for granting a patent than for rejecting one. For a patent 
examiner. granting a patent cuts the workload, becau e he does­
n't have to deal with appeals.
