PRESTONSBURG - The case of a 
Teaberry man who robbed a conve­
nience store in Betsy Layne while he 
was intoxicated ended Friday when he 
was . entenced to five years in prison. 

he was originally expected to be ~en­
tenced. The delay occurred because of 
a courtroom incident in October when 
he was expected to agree to the deal but 
backed out while standing before the 
judge. 

The change of heart came when

Last June, the 
Executive Branch Ethics 
Commission issued an 
advisory opinion that said 
Stumbo faced a conflict of 
interest if he ran for gov­
ernor in 2007 because he 
had prosecuted incumbent 
Republican Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher in the state hiring 
inve tigation.

"They have no 
sensitivity toward what black 
people feel about that flag."

Streamline 
vote restoration 

The right to vote in this country i among the mo ·t cher­
i hed rights American have. Voting is fundamental to a 
. trong democracy and should never be denied to any indi­
vidual without the be 't of rea on . 

Being convicted of a felony and sentenced to pri on qual­
ifie as aju ·tifiable reason to u pend a per. on' right to 
vote. The consequence of committing a felony crime 
should be heavy. But it i also rea onable that even convict­
ed felon should have their right to vote re tared at some 
point after their period of puni hment. 

It doesn't happen every time, but it i1S hoped and expected 
of people who have paid their debt to society ro become 
productive again, earning for themselves the respect of peo­
ple around them. To forever ban them from the voting booth 
is unfair and fails to appreciate that people can and do turn 
their lives around and have paid enough for their mi deed 

So the que tion become , how does the state go about 
restoring the right of convicted felons once they are 
relea ed? Should it be a tandardized. traightforward y -
tern, or a y tern that j applied on a ca e-by-ca e basi . 
with one per on- the governor- ultimately responsible 
for giving the thumb up or the thumb down to each felon 
see!Gng the right to vote again? 

The latter is the way it i1. done in Kentucky. We think it is 
time to take a look at changing a y tern that may work well 
in some cases, but i nevertheless arbitrary by nature. 

Only three states out of 50 - Kentucky, Florida and 
Virginia- automatically revoke felons' voting right . In 
Kentucky, that mean more than 180,000 people can't vote. 
If they want to vote, hold office or bear arms, they have to 
appeal to the governor to ask that their rights be re tored. 
IL in the state constitution. 

Gov. Ernie Fletcher require felon~ eeking their rights 
back to submit references and a written explanation. Many 
have done so. and Fletcher ha rein tated voting right to 
more than 730 people. 

A pair of constitutional amendments have been proposed 
to change the ystem, both of which remove the governor 
from the decision-making proce-s. One would automatically

For Kentucky 
waterfowlers, 
temperate 
geese now 
rule the roost

PADUCAH Giant 
Canada geese aren't the site 
of pterodactyls, but they are 
coming up bigger than ever in 
the balance of Kentucky's 
waterfowl. 

Giants are a subspecies of 
the familiar Canada goose. 
They look identical to others 
but get their name (even ~ci­
entific name. Branta canaden­
sis maxima) from being larg 
er. Giant range to l 8 pounds 
or more. Their wingspans can 
approach 6 feet. 

The garden variety interior 
Canada gee e that <>how up 
during w1nter migration more 
commonly run 7.5-9 pounds 
and with wingspans less than 
4 feet. 

The big difference i'> nest­
ing habitat. Interior geese nest 
and rear their young in the far 
north of Canada, while giant 
Canada geese are non-migra­
tory or semi-migratory birds 
that nest right here in 
Kentucky or not far to the 
north. 

For that reason, giants are 
more frequently being called 
temperate-nesting or temper­
ate geese. 

Over the past few years. 
temperate gee. e have become 
leaders among geese taken by 
Kentucky hunter·. 

"Almost 67 percent of our 
win tcr season harvest is 
giants. or temperate geese," 
said Rocky Pritchert. water­
fow I biologist for the 
Kentucky Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Re. ources. 
"Most of our temperate geese 
come from. in order, 
Michigan and Kentucky, 
Indiana, Ohio, Ontario and 
Illinois." 

The . tate's traditional . ca­
son goose harve t was about 
29,000 birds last year. While 
about two-third of those 
were temperate geese. home­
grO\\ n Kentucky birds are 
estimated to repre ent almo. t 
a fourth of the harvest. 

[n addition, Kentucky's 
September, pre-migration 
goose season for resident 
bird~ thts year yielded about 
6,000 geese. 

Temperate geese - both 
full -time Kentucky geese and 
those that travel relative short 
distances to get here during 
migrations - provide goose 
hunring in areas of Kentucky 
that formerly had little or 

none. places that atrracted few 
or no interior migrants. 

Meanwhi le, change!> in 
migratory habits, much the 
result of milder winters, have 
brought far fewer interior 
geese to western Kentucky 
wetland areas that are tradi­
tional wintering areas for the 
long-distance fliers. Ballard 
Wtldlife Managemem Area 
near Oscar in Ballard County, • 
for instance, a few years ago 
might have held 40,000 to 
70,000 interior geese during 
the height of the migration, 
whereas the interior visitors 
might peak well under 5.000 
birds in more recent easons. 

Kentucky nesting geese 
were estimated at 40,000 this 
spring. With good production 
from a favorable nesting sea­
son. the fall population should 
be considerable larger -
enough so that Kentucky's 
own geese hould figure high 
into hunting, especially given 
the decline of interior goose .4f; 
visitation of the state. 

Hunting temperate geese is 
a bit different from how 
Canadas are hunted in tradi­
tional goose areas, Pritchert 
. aid. Large decoy spreads at 
semi-permanent hunting sites 
are Jess effective with "local" 
geese. 

"A lot more of the bunting 
is done on farm ponds where 
geese may or may not come 
any give day," Pritchert said_ 
"It· done mostly with small 
decoy spreads where you can 
come and go more quickly 
and adapt to changes in the • 
goo e habit . 

"You go out and hunt from 
temporary blinds and hope to 
get in front of a bunch or two 
of geese," Pritchert said. "You 
don't see as many birds hunt­
ing that way, but you usually 
have better chance of getting 
them to come in if they do 
show up. 

·'But local gee e know 
their territories. and they're 
quick to move from a place if 
they· re disturbed there.'' he 
aid. "That' s why hunter. 

have to be flexible.'' 
Traditional big decoy 

spreads and day-after-day 
hunting from establi hed pits. 
meanwhile, till produce 
around the longtime western 
Kentucky goose stronghold-. 
of Ballard Count> and the 
Henderson-Sloughs WM.A 
near Henderson. 

With some continuing inte­
rior gee e influx and a smat­
tering of shorter-migrational 
temperate gee. e droppwg in 
with interior birds, the big 
spreads continue to fool a fair 
share of honker . 

''There's enough that the 
traditional technique still "'' 
work for the guy who do it 
around tho. e western man­
agement areas." Pritchert 
said.

PITTSBURGH Pittsburgh 
Sreeler running back are upposed 
to he big and .trong, rugged and 
durable, perfect ymbols like Jerome 
Bettis and Franco Harris of a tough­
as-it-get. franchise. Willie Parker is 
much different, and he finds him elf 
in their record book because of it. 

Parker, a speed back in an offense 
built around power, broke the 
SteeJer.o;' single-game rushing record 
with 223 yards - a game better than 
either Harri or Bettis enjoyed - and 
Pittsburgh excelled as usual in cold 
weather by roughing up the offense­
less Cleveland Brown 27-7 Thursday 
night. 

Parker. the first player in Steelers 
history to have two 200-yard games in 
a , eason, broke John "Frenchy" 
Fuqua's record of 218 yards against 
Philadelphia in 1970, two years before 
Fuqua was the intended receiver on 

Harris' famou Immaculate Reception 
against Oakland. 

"I don't know too much about him, 
though Coach (Dick) Hoak has told 
me all about him," said Parker, refer­
ring to the running backs coach who 
coached both back. . "This (record) 
was nice. but all tho. e accolades come 
- and then they go. The best thing was 
the win." 

Parker, the fastest running back in 
Steelers history and the ftr t since 
Bettis in 2000-01 with consecutive 
1,000 yards, broke Fuqua' record 
early in the fourth quaner and might 
have approached 300 yards if the 
game had been closer. 

Parker wasn't drafted out of North 
Carolina in 2004 and originally 
thought he'd be a special teams player 
with Pittsburgh. 

''They've never had a speed back, 
they've always had power backs o I 
thought I'd nave to make a niche on 
special teams," Parker said. 'Then I 
said, ' Naw, I'm going to keep going at 
it, keep hard at it and be a running 
back, ju. t be that every down back .... 

The Steelers ran the ball so well, 
tackle Marvel Smith said, the Brown ' 
defensive players were yelling at each 
other in the huddle. 

"There's no better feeling than that. 
when they know you're going to run it 
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and they ~till can't stop it," Smith said. 
"We rammed it down their throats." 

The Steelers (6-7) withstood tern 
perature.<; in the teens, a wind chill that 
was below zero in the second half and 
an occasional snow flake to win their 
seventh in a row against their Rust 
Belt rival. following up a 41-0 rout in 
Cleveland last December and a 24-20 
comeback victory last month in 
Cleveland. Pitt~burgh is one of the 
NFL's best clubs when the weather 
gets bad and the games usually are 
more important, going 21-6 past Dec. 
l since 2001. 

For the Browns (4--9), this time of 
the year simply is a ca e of going from 
bad to worse. As!lured now of their 
fourth consecutive losing season, they 
are 2-11 in December the last three 
eason . 

"II was cold, but both teams have 
to play in it- and they caught and ran 
the ball fine," Browns tight end Steve 
Heiden aid. 

Parker went over the 1 ,000-yard 
mark for the second ea on in a row 
on Pittsburgh's opening drive and kept 
on going, following up his 213-yard 
game again t New Orleans on Nov. 
12 He had been limited to 129 yards 
in his la t three games, but there wru; 
no stopping him Thur day a he 
helped lead the Steelers' two longest 

drives of lhe season. 
Parker ran for 26 yards on five car­

ries during a 97-yard drive ended by 
Ben Roethlisberger's 49-yard TD pass 
to Nate Washington that made it 7-0 
during the fir. t quarter. Washmgton 
started for the mjureJ Hines Ward. 
who sat out a e.cond straight game 
following knee surgery. 

Later. Roethlisberger (11-of-21. 
225 yard-.) fini hed off a 91-yard drive 
with a 2-yard bootleg TD run. cross­
ing up a Browns defense that was 
expecting Parker to get the ball. 

Cleveland never did find a way to 
slow down a Stt!elers running game 
that only rwo week\ ago was limited 
to 21 yard in a 27-0 loss to Baltimore 
Pittsburgh gained 104 yards on the 
ground. the Browns just 18.

DirectTV's "Sunday 
Ticket" draws fire from 
Pennsylvania senator

WASHINGTON - The National 
Football League's ability to negotiate 
exclusive sports packages is under fire 
from the outgoing chainnan of the 
Senate Judiciary Committee.

That outburst set off red flags for 
some Cleveland fans, who wondered 
if coach Romeo Crennel had lost con­
trol.

Later, Martin bet Edwards $100 
that he could tackle Browns punt 
returner Dennis Northcutt in a race to 
the end zone. 

"He tried to shake me a little bit, 
but I stayed with him," Martin aid. "I 
pushed him out of bounds at the 1-
yard line, and he was like, 'Wow! I
