PRESTONSBURG - The lust meeting of the 
current Prestonsburg city council met Monuay 
evening and approved the city's )-early aud1t, 
which includes financial statement. for the liscal 
year ending June 30. 2006. 

The audit wu · completed Nov. I 0 by the 
accounting firm Stephens & La\'-'SOn out of 
Louisville and showed the city was operating in 
the black for the 2006 fiscal year, meaning the 
city was running with a surplus. Pre tonsburg 
had a total revenue increase of 581.959 in the 
2006 fiscal year. 

Council member Gorman Collins sa1d 
although the audit showed the city \\a not run­
ning in debt for the li cal year. he wantcu to 
make sure that in the future auditor<; come in 

more often and Jet the council know the current 
status and what is happening. 

"Let"s not go making it all sound ro-..y when 
irs not:' Collins ~aid. "We need to '>Lay within 
the budget and that's 1t." 

Don Lawson, of Stephen-; & Law-;on, present­
ed the mam points of the audit to the council and 
answered questions. He -:aid the reason for the 
increase in re\·cnue came from the three largest 
o;ources of revenue for city. which included 
increases in the amount nf money brought in 
from property taxes. insurance taxes and occupa­
tional taxes comparl'd with 2CX>5. 

Other porllons of tl1c audit highlighteu by 
Lawson included noting the city's expenditures 
wen~ $25.172 less than the prevmu" fiscal year, 
the city repaid its loan to the Prestonsburg

StJII. Rep. Bill Frumer, R­
Lexington, said he was plan­
ning to sponsor legislation that 
would eliminate the alterna­
tive mimmum tax altogether 
un Jan I. 2008. 

''lr's hecommg apparent 
that this regres tve tax is not 
really needed," Fanner said. 

Other bills on the matter, 
sponsored by Republican and 
Democrat lawmakers. are 
anticipated during the General 
Assembly'. next session. 

By abolishing the tax, state 
government would lose an 
e1.timated $190 million or 
more per year, Hoover said. 
The loss. however, would be 
off ct by economic growth. 
Hoover said. 

"It will be an incentive and 
it will provide - for small 
busines. cs and manufacturers 
- it will provide addJttonal 
money for them to create jobs 
and do the thing<> that this 
economy relie. upon them to 

do." Hoover said about the 
effects of abolishing the AMC. 

A similar version sponsored 
by a House Democrat would 
retroactively eliminate the tax 
back to the beginning of the 
year. Richards said. That bi!.J 
would likely have a better 
chance of passage. Richard 
aid. 

When the legislature con­
venes next month. Democrat. 
wiJI hold a 61-39 lead in the 
House. 

The co. t of uch a move 
was uncertain, Richards said, 
but he thought it would cost 
$70 million to $100 million. 

Martm Ki h, a spokesman 
for the Kentucky Association 
of Manufacturers, aid the 
state should drop the tax to 

help lower the co t of doing 
business in Kentucky. 

"It's difficult enough for 
Kentucky manufacturers to 
compete against low-lnbor 
costs in nations like China. 
India and Mexico," Kish said. 
"But then, on top of that. we 
have to pay the AMC tax even 
if we luse money."

For all the government effort to turn on more children to 
college and math and cience, reform is u ·eless unlc&s 
American themselves sec the value in the topic .. 

A new survey cast doubt on that commitment. 
American are dtvtded about whether college tudents need 
to tudy more mathematics and ·cience in the new econo­
my, according to the report. 

Forty-. ix percent of Americans say college and univer i­
ties hould not require student to take more cour e · in 
math and science, while -t6 percent aid tudent · hould be 
required to do so. 

Ignorance i. not the issue. Americans realize such classe 
are con idered key to pre erving U.S. economic competi­
tiveness. 

Eighty-six percent were aware that China and India are 
working to produce more workers with technical skills. And 
70 percent said general math and cience kill· would be 
"very importanf' for all college graduates in the 21st centu­
ry. Rather, too many Americans see math a ju. t too tough -
or they put grades above learning. When asked why stu­
dents avoid math and science. 44 percent said, "they think 
it is too difficu It:' while 1 0 percent said "they bel icvc it 
will hurt their grade point average.'' 

Seventeen percent said "they find it uninteresting" and 
16 percent said "the subject material is not presented in an 
engaging way." The urvey of 1,000 registered voter 
nationwide wa released by the American Council on 
Education. The report under. core. a troubling concern: Do 
Americans care about their own competitiveness and that of 
their children? If parents do not believe their children can 
excel in math and science, they arc hindering their chil­
dren's uccess. Teenagers. in particular, need their parents' 
and teachers' ·upport and confidence. At ages 11 and 12. 
children from every socioeconomic cla s overwhelmingly 
aspire to attend college, and are confident they can ucceed 
in college preparation classes. 

By ages 16 and 17. mo t of those children have lost their 
confidence. In Michigan, one-fourth of student drop out of 
high school. 

Americans need to put long-tenn succes ahead of hort­
term comfort and ea y achievement. Parent mu. t encour­
age their children to pur ue math and cience. Teacher and 
colleges can help, too, by using more succes ful teaching 
methods. Today's struggle with math and science arc 
worth a lifetime of better opportunities.

Lexmgton. is among the law­
makers floating different ver­
sions of a bill aimed at auto­
matically restoring felons' vot­
ing rights when they've com­
pleted their sentences. 
Crenshaw's plan would auto­
matically re tore all felons' 
voting rights when they've 
completed their court obliga­
tions. 

Another by Sen. Gerald 
Neal. D-Loui \-ilJe, would 
offer voter a constitutional 
amendment that would rein­
state voting rights to felons 
under a tiered system that 
hinges on how long they were 
m pnson. Rep. Tom Rmer, 0-
Loui. ville, has a similar pro­
posed amendment that would 
reinstate voting rights after 
someone - excluding violent 
and/or sex offenders - had 
not re-offended for three years 
and completed community er­
vice. 

"It is going to be an issue 
and we are hopeful that we can 
get it through the House and 
Senate and on the ballot for 
voters to vote on in 2008," 
Cren haw said. 

Pre-filing a bill may not 
en ·ure it can sidestep all the 
legislative pitfalls it may meet 
in the state Capitol. But it does 
gel a bill as igned to a legisla­
tive comminee the ftrst day of 
ses ion, Damron said.

Congress approves bill extending 
abandoned mine program

WASHINGTON - About 
$1 billion in relief coul<l be 
headed ro rural Pennsylvama 
communities to clean up haz­
ardous and polluting aban­
doned coal mines under legis­
lation that passed the Senate 
early Saturday. 

The measure, part of a larg­
er bill, would reauthorize the 
national coal mine reclamation 
program for I 5 years at a cost 
of $5 bi.llion. The House had 
approved the legislation on 
Friday; it now await the pres­
ident's signature. 

Passage of the legislation 
ends a years-long light that has 
pitted coal-producing states 
against each other. 

Nationwide, it is estimated 
that more than 3.6 million peo­
ple live less than a mile from 
an abandoned coal mi nc. The 
price tag to clean up the worst 
site is $8.5 billion. 

Particularly in eastern .S. 

coaliielus, the unstable former 
mine land ha~ been blamed for 
fatal accident b) hikers aud 
ATV riders - 24 death. in 
Pennsylvania were reponed 
last year on abandoned mine 
land . In addition. toxin.., from 
the abandoned mines haYe left 
about 4.000 mile., of streams 
and rivers biologically dead tn 
the state. There are abo fire ... 
inside several former under­
ground mine-. that have burned 
for years. 

Pennsylvania. which once 
was king of the coal industry. 
has an estimated 184.000 acres 
of land scarred by old coal 
mmes. It is estimated it could 
take $5 billion to completely 
clean them up. 

The program was created in 
1977 as part of sweeping 
reform'> in surface mining. It 
was based on a per-ton fee that 
coal companies paid into a 
fund e<;tablishe.d for usc to 
clean up the abandoned mine 
sites. But much of the money 
over the years was u. cd to pad 

tlle federal budget. About $2 
billion collected for the fund 
has not been appropriated fur 
clean-up projects. 

In the last decade. 
Penn. ylvania ha~ received 
about $250 million to clean up 
its abandoned mine~. 

• ince the program's cre­
ation much of th, ni.llinn 's 
mining ha shtftc-d from state 
in the ea'it like Pennsylvania. 
Wc-;t Virginia and Kentucky to 
those in the west, like 
Wyoming. 

The western states have not 
struggled as much with aban­
doned mine restoration iso;ues 
because much of the mining 
has heen done with modern 
mining and reclamation tech­
ntques. 

Under the current program. 
half the fees collected go buck 
to the state from which tin: 
coal wa' mined. 

The historic coal minin • 
states have complained that 
Wyoming use-; its abandoned 
mine land fund for public 

works. The western states. tn 
turn, huve complained of hear­
ing the burden ot funding the 
program. 

The bill would lower the 
fees paid inw the program and 
modif) the fonnula ·n that his­
toric coal mining state., with 
the more -;erinu problems get 
a higher . ta!..c.: of the money. 
whik \\-}•>ming \'vould still get 
a huge chunk. It also would 
continue to fund health bene~ 
tits tor thotl'.;a nus of rctirt.:d 
unron min~.:rs \\ ho worked for 
coal compames that no longer 
exi-;t - a key issue for West 
Virginia laY.. makers. 

It would make spcnLiing for 
the reclamation program 
mandatory. whrch means it 
would not he controlled 
through the annual appropria­
tiom. process. 

That " a boon lor the coal­
producing state... \\ hich ha,·e 
long enmplamed th.H the 
money is not being used lor tts 
intended puq111!->e. 

Plan to close state FSA offices revisited 
FRANKFORT - Eight 

county offices of the .S. Faml 
Service Agency m Kentucky 
have been recommended for 
clo ure by the FSA'. state 
office, lawmaker. heard today. 

Proposed closure of the 
office . located in Ander on, 
Johnson. Rowan. Scott. Fulton. 
Larue, McCracken and Wolfe 
counties, i U1e first pha. e of a 
multi-step plan toward restruc­
turing the FSA in Kentucky 
following the end of federal 
tobacco price upports, slate 
FSA Director Jdf Hall told the 
Interim Joint Committee on 
Agriculture and Nawral 
Resources last week. 

HaJJ said the national FSA 
office ha yet to act on the rec­
ommendation, but is tarting Lo 
move in that direction. 

The eight counties were 
chosen because they either do 
not have enough employees, 
payment activity or the work­
load to stay open. or becau~e of 
leasing and other issues. A 
dwindling workload in many 
county offices in the post· 
tobacco program economy ha 
reduced some office workloads 
by as much as 25 percem, Hall 
said. 

Other office workloads 
have only been slightly affect· 

ed, he satd, adding that ncY.. 
statewide FSA figures :wail­
able next spring will show how 
great the impact has heen. 

As far as ·taffing the ofiiccs 
recommended for closure at a 
later Lime goes, Hall' response 
\\as not promising. 

·'There'-, really no sign that 
we will be able to hire back 
staff to operate tho'e offices." 
he replied. 

Hall . aid public meetings to 
dhcuss the recommendation 
must be held in each of the 
eight counth.:s before any 
office~ can be closed . Tho~c 
mcctlllgs will likel) be sched· 
ulcd in January or February, he 
said. 

Committee co-chair Rep. 
Tom McKee.:, D -Cynthiana. 
said he is surprised that 
Ander. on and Scott - two 
strong agricultural counties -
are mcluded on the FSA lbt. 

''Anderson and Scott: 
They' rc big agricultural coun­
ties. It's a little bit of a footer to 
think there\ not much activity 
there. but I'm sure you have 

the record ,"said McKee.

PIKFVILLE - For one 

group of Pikeville College stu­
denl .... the world outside their 
classroom has been trans­
formed into a place of learn­
ing From studying the popula­
tion census and the DNA of 

all mammal., to conducting 
·ological research on bird 

species in their natural habitat, 
Brian Danich. Amandn 
Ramey. Matthew mith. and 
Brittany Wright are making 
the nw-a of their re-.carch 
opportunities. 

The students each were 
awarded Lee B. Ledford 
-;cholarshtps by the 
Appalachian College 

ssociation (A A) which pro­
vided a research stipend of 
$4.840. including funds to pur­
chase equipment. The Ledford 
scholarship fund supports 
research e ·periences for stu-
en!. at ACA colleges with 

preference going to those from 
Harlan and urrounding coun­
ties in Kentucky. 

The students were guided 
in their efforts by Joe 
Whlltal-.er, Ph.D., as ociate 
profes. or of biology at 
Pikeville College. In the class­
room. Whittaker teaches . w-

d\;nt ~ about the ecnlogical 
impact small mammals have 
as far a. eating insect pests.

Knowing about their 
diet can help researchers 
understand if there a change in 
the abundance and distribution 
of food.

HUNTINGTON. W.Va. 
Some call 1t the greatest . ports 
story never told. a forgotten 
tale of tragedy and triumph that 
never got the attention it 
Lie ·crved. 

Marshall University's rise 
from the ashes of a 1970 plane 
crash that killed most of its 
football team. half the coach 
ing statl ami several prominent 
member~ of the Huntington 
community never caught the 
allcntton of Hollywood _ or 
anyone m the national enter­
tainment industry for that mat­
ter. 

Until now. 
Screenwriter Jamie 

Linden's interest wa'> piqued a 
fe\~ year· ago when the then­
Florida State marketing major 
read about the tragedy in his 
school newspaper. 

The story stuck with tum. 
It also stuck with Mary 

Viola, vice prestdcnt of 
Thunder Road Producttons in 
Los Angeles. 

She'd heard the story a a 
child. anu after the Sept 11, 
200 I . terrori. t attacks, she 
lhought America w;ts in need 
of "a talc of people overcom­
ing great tragedy and continu­
ing on with their ]i,es." 

Jn 2004. Viola and Linden 
successfully pitched the idea to 
Warner Bros. and Linden and 
writing partner Cory Helms 
started writing the screenplay 
for "We Are Marshall" the fol­
lowing spring. Part of the 
movie was filmed this year in 
Huntington, where it premieres 
Tuesday. It opens nationwide 
on Dec. 22. 

"If's just such an amazing. 
incredible story. All I did is sort 
of write it down." Linden said 
in a telephone interview with 
The Associated Press. "lt's one 
of those thing" that just 
deserved to be a movie and that 
shuukl have happened a long 
tim a •o." 

But the story "slipped 
t ugli the cracks," possibly, 
because o( the location. he 
said. 

"1 think. part of it is .it hap­
pened in West Virginia, which 
is a state that gets overlooked. 
and it happened to MarshalL 
which is a school in a slate that 
gets overlooked." 

Had this happened at a more 
well-known school, "there 
would have been five movies 
and seven books." Linden said. 

Director MeG says it's for­
tunate for him that the story 
''eluded the Hollywood 
group." 

"In a strange way I'm happy 
because that created a tremen­
dous opportunity for all of us 
to come together and tell the 
story now," MeG said. 

''And it':-. a timely story now 
with Katrina and 9/11 and 
everything else that's going on 
in the world and how people 
need to manage grief and move 
forward- so it makes a much 
sense in 2006 as it did in '71." 

On NoY. 14, 1970, a char­
tered jer carrying a five-mem­
ber !light crew, 36 football 
players, five coaches. the ath­
letic director, four other mem­
bers of the athletic department 
and 24 fans crashed into a hill­
side near Tri-State Airport 
while returning from a game at 
East Carolina University. 

There were no survivors in 
what remain!> the worst ports­
related disaster in American 
history. 

Despite concerns that 
rebuilding the program would 
b~ too painful and impractical. 
acting university President 
Donald Dedmon announced 
that football would continue at 
Marshall. 

The movie follows the 1971 
"Young Thundering Herd," <;o 
named because the team was 
given special permission from 
the NCAA to play freshmen. 
With very few experienced 
players. the team won two of 
its 10 games that year- indud­
ing an upset win over Xavier 
on the last play of the game. 

"The whole thing was unbe­
lievable." said Red Daw on. 
the assistant coach who called 
in the winning play - a 213 
bootleg screen pass from 
Reggie Oliver to Terry 
Gardner.
