Defense claims Johnson

Johnson County man who was 
shot and killed by his brother 
while attempting to break up a 
tight between his brother and 
sister-in-Jaw had his case ent 
to a Johnson County grand jury 
on Thur day 

The man charged with the 
murder of 39-year-old Frank 
Sowards was William David 
Sowards, 35, of Flat Gap, had 
his bond reduced from $1 mil­
Jjon cash to a $50,000 property 
bond, which his attorney' · ay 

he i likely to po t with the help 
of his family. Judge Susan 
Mullins Johnson said that 
because of Sowards' previous 
criminal history and his stand­
ing in the community. she 
would allow the motion to 
reduce his bond. 

The first person to testify 
was Det. Mike Goble, of 
Kentucky State Police, who 
said he arrived at the residence 
of William Sowards sometune 
after 6:30 p.m. on the night of 
the hooting. He interviewed 
Sowards at the cene and 
Sowards said he became 
involved in the incident when 

he was leaving hi home w1th 
his wife and three children to 
go visit their grandmother. 

As he stepped out ide onto 
the front porch of his trailer he 
saw his sister- in-law Randi 
Sowards running toward him 
screaming. followed by his 
brother. who caught up to her 
and allegedly began beating on 
her. Det. Goble testified that 
William told h1m he jumped 
into the dispute and tried to get 
his brother to stop bearing her, 
at which point he aid the 
brother began threatening him

On Wedne day, the PPA 
teamed up with the Mud Creek 
Clinic to try to bring help to the 
people of Floyd County who 
need help paying for their med­
ications. The bright orange bus 
i hard to miss. e pecially while 
rolling through the hill of Mud 
Creek and several people who 
were mterested in ass1stance 
followed the bus into to Grethel 
from ne1ghboring communi­
ties. 

TWo of the programs repre­
sentatives at down with Eula 
Hall, founder of the Mud Creek 
Clinic, to discuss how much 
a si tance was needed in the 
area. 

"We never let anyone leave 
here without their medicine", 

said Hall. ''We do everything 
we can to make sure no one 
doe without". 

Hall expres ed her thanks to 
the PPA for their efforts to con­
nect the area people with pro­
gram which could provide 
them with free or nearly free 
prescription medications. Jeff 
Gilbert, a repre. entative with 
PPA, said "We know that orne 
people are taking as many a 
seven medications. but many 
times we can help them get six 
out of those seven at no cost".

Turner pleads 
guilty to 
misdemeanor·

FRANKFORT - State 
Sen. Johnny Ray Turner 
pleaded guilty to a misde­
meanor vote-buying charge 
on Wednesday, according to 
the U.S. attorney's office. 

Turner, a Democrat from 
Floyd County in eastern 
Kentucky, entered his plea 
to a "nonwillful" violation 
in U.S. District Court in 
Pikeville. said Brent L. 
Caldwell, his auomey. The 
senator is scheduled for 
entencing on March 27 in 

Pikeville and faces poss1blc 
penaltJes up to a year in 
prison and a $100,000 fine, 
Caldwell said. 

"It is not an admission 
that he did anything inten­
tionally wrong," Caldwell 
said in a telephone inter­
view. "It's a negligent-type 
violation." 

The case stems from 
Turner's 2000 state Senate 
primary race in which he 
defeated fellow Democrat 
Benny Ray Bailey, a veter-

an incumbent at the time. 
Turner and two others were 
charged in May 2005 with 
mail fraud and conspiracy. 
Prosecutors claimed 
Turner; his cousin, Loren 
Glenn Turner; and Ross 
Harris. who is now 
deceased, took part in a 
scheme to rig Turner's vic­
tory. 

Turner finished that race 
with 1,467 more votes than 
Bailey, according to the 
state Board of Elections. He 
was unopposed in the gen­
eral election. 

The indictment against 
Turner claimed, among 
a~her thlng5, that man 
from Harris was funneled to 
Turner through straw con­
tributions. 

Prosecutors agreed to 
dismiss a felony conspiracy 
charge against Turner in 
exchange for his guilty 
plea, Caldwell said. 
Essentially, Turner 
acknowledged be didn't 
properly manage his cam-
