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Congress needs 
to do its job 

The Republican-controlled Congress returned to 
Washington Monday with member having a much different 
perspective than they had when they left to hit the campaign 
trail jus[ a few weeks ago. Thank to what President Bu h 
called a "thumping" for Republican in last week'. midterm 
elections, the GOP's 12 years of power on Capitol Hill will 
end in January. 

As a result, an usually high number of "lame duck ''have 
returned to Washington, including Senate Majority Leader 
Bill Prist, who did not seek re-election and will leave 
Congress at the end of the year, and Speaker of the Hou e 
Denni Ha tert, who wa re-elected The day but will relin­
quish the peaker's eat to Democrat Nancy Pelosi in 
January. 

Nevertheless. this Congres till face. a ton of unfini hed 
busines . orne of which should not be ignored unti1 next 
year. 

Congre should how it upport for the president, who, 
after all, still is in charge of U.S. foreign policy for another 
two year , by approving a pending bill normalizing trade 
relations with Vietnam and a civil nuclear treaty with India. 

A package of tax break - re earch and development 
credit , deductions for tuition and ale taxes - will expire 
at the end of the year unles Congress extends them. The e 
tax breaks are not controversial and would have already 
been approved by Congres had they not been tied to more 
controver ial mea ·ures to reduce or eliminate thee tate tax 
and increase the minimum wage. Thi- Congress hould 
approve the ex ten ion of the other tax break and hold the 
debate on the minimum wage and e tate tax until next year. 

Although the new fiscal year for the government began 
Nov. J, Congre ha approved only two of the 1 3 pending 
bills necessary to run the government during the fiscal year. 
Bill that fund defen e and homeland ecurity have been 
approved, but the bill that fund the rest of government 
orne $460 billion altogether have yet to be approved. 

Currently, much of the federaJ government is operating 
under a "continuing resolution," a topgap measure that 
allows the government to continue pending at la t year' 
levels until the funding bills are approved. The current ''con­
tinuing resolution" expires at the end of December, and 
lame-duck Republican could dump the whole me into the 
lap of the Democrats by approving another "continuing res­
olution" extending mto January. 

While that would be a somewhat fitting end to thi "do­
nothing" Congre . that is on a pace to meet the fewest num­
ber of days of any Congress in history and has approved no 
ignificant pieces of legi lation thi year, it would be an 

abdication of responsibility. Approving the spending bill to 
operate lhe federal government until Oct. 31, 2007, is the 
re pon ibility of this Congress, not the one elected last 
Tue day. Before turning over their power to the Democrat , 
it is not too much to ask member of thi Congress to do 
their job.

War at Gitmo 

GUANTANAMO BAY NAVAL 
BASE, Cuba - To enter one of the 
heavily barricaded camp for 
detainee here feels like walking into 
a low-grade war zone. Which is what 
it is. The extrerni ts held here haven't 
given up their ideology, or their fight. 
The struggle to hann America in 
whatever way, no matter how minu -
cule, carries on. 

The Asian-style toilets on the 
floor 9f the cell u ed to have 
footrest , until detainees wrenched 
them from the floor to u e as blud­
geoning weapon. . The guards are 
pla bed routinely with urine and 

fece . The detainees have even been 
known to try to kick their soccer balls 
out of their recreation area into 
barbed wire, to cost the infidel the 
price of one baJI. 

All the disturbances or suicides 
have taken place in the camps where 
security has been loo·ened. It Wa! in 
Camp Four, where the best-behaved 
detainee are allowed to live corrunu­
naJJy, that a minor riot took place thi 
past spring. A detainee faked a sui­
cide attempt to lure the guard· into 
the living area, where the floor had 
been , meared with urine. feces and 
oap. When they slipped. the 

detainee attacked them with light 
fixtures and other makeshift 
weapons. The man 1n charge here. 

Adm. Harry Harri-;, '>ays his conclu­
sion was "there is no such thing as a 
medium-security terrori t." 

While always mindful that they 
arc dealing with dangerous men, the 
Americans treat 
them humanely, 
even sensitively. 
Seemingly 
every surface 
has a painted 
arrow poiming 
toward Mecca. 
Every detainee 
gets a Quran. 
and should it be 
necessary to 
search one. it is 
done by a 
Muslim translator. not a guard: 
Detainees are offered 4,200 calories a 
day. U.S. combat troops get 3,800. 
The average detainee has gained 18 
pound<.. 

Interrogators rely on the soft ell. 
Detainee<; sit in a La-Z-Boy chair 
dunng interrogations and beverages 
and movie<; are available to put them 
at ease. The most effective interroga­
tor is . aid to be an older woman who 
adopts a nununng attitude. 

Roughly 300 detainees have been 
released or transferred for detention 
in another country. Of tho e, roughly 
20 have been confirmed to have 
returned to fight, and probably others 
too. Nonetheless, roughly another 
I 30 out of 460 are , et to be trans­
ferred or released.

The Arizona Diamondbacks' ace 
won a wide-open race for the NL's 
top pitching honor. beating out San 
Diego clo. er Trevor Hoffman on 
Tuesday. 

"It's really unbelievable. looking 
back to where I started from," Webb 
aid. "It just happened for me this 

year." 
One of six ~tarters who tied for the 

league lead with a pedestrian total of 
16 wins, Webb received 15 of 32 
firo::t -place vote and I 03 points in 
balloting by lhe Bru eball Writer ' 
Association of America. Hoffman, 
who broke the career save record 
lhis season. got 12 first-place votes 
and 77 points. 

St. Lou1s Cardinal ace Chri 
Carpenter. last year's winner, fin­
ished third with two first-place votes 
and 63 pomts. 

"AU three of us probably were 
deserving of it and probably a couple 

more guys, too," Webb said. "]'knew 
that 1 had a pretty good chance." 

Houston's Roy 0 walt, who led 
the NL with a 2 98 ERA, got the other 
three first-place tallies and came in 
fourth. 

Webb, who went 16-8 wilh a 3.10 
ERA and made hls first AU-Star team, 
wa li ted second on seven ballot 
and third on seven others. No pitcher 
was included on every Cy Young 
Award entry. 

"It was pretty big emotions. We 
were very excited for it," Webb, an 
Ashland native, aid. "It's with you 
forever. To have that title go along 
with you means a lot." 

Webb' victory total was the low­
est for a starting pitcher who won the 
Cy Young Award in a full season. The 
previous low was 17 wins, by Pedro 
Martinez of the Montreal Expo in 
1997 and Randy Johnson for Arizona 
in '99. 

Fernando Valenzuela of the Lo 
Angeles Dodgers was honored with a 
13-7 record in 1981 and Atlanta's 
Greg Maddux went 16-6 in '94- but 
those seasons were cut short by play­
ers' strikes. 

"A lot of the wins pitchers can't 
control," Webb said. "You can give 
up one hit and still lose the ball­
game." 

Webb also is the first NL winner to 
have an ERA above 3.00 since 

Philadelphia's Steve Carlton had a 
3.10 mark in 1982. Rick Sutcliffe 
plit the 1984 ea. on between 

Cleveland and the Chicago Cubs, fin­
ishing with a 3.64 ERA overall but a 
2.69 mark in the NL. 

Webb's succe came only two 
years after he really 'itruggled. 

After a trong rookie season rn 
2003. Webb walked a major league­
high 119 butters the following year 
for a terrible Arizona team that went 
51-1 II. The right-hander also led the 
NL with 16 losses and 17 wild pltch­
e that year. 

But he cut his walks in half in 
2005 and i. sued a career-low 50 free 
passes this year. And he got more 
help from Arizona's much-improved 
infield defense. 

"Basically, I just tried to do what 
l've done the last three years, which 
is throw a lot of sinker ,"Webb said. 

Before Webb, John on was the 
only Diamondback pitcher to take 
home the award, winning four 
straight times from 1999-02. 

The AL Cy Young Award winner 
will be announced Thursday _ and 
Minnesota's Johan Santana is a heavy 
favorite. The NL and AL Manager of 
the Year will be revealed Wednesday. 

Webb threw a career-best 235 
innings, which ranked second in the 
NL. The 27-year-old sinkerballer also 
tied Carpenter for the league lead 

with three shutout · and both had five 
complete game~. good for <>C<.:ond in 
theNL. 

"I was pretty surprised that 
Carpenter didn't get a. many first­
place votes.'' Webb aid. "I thought it 
would be between me and 
Carpenter." 

Voters select their top three choic­
es and points are tabulated on a 5-3-1 
basis. 

Webb's worst ·tan of the year 
came against San Diego in the regu­
lar-season finale, when he gave up 
seven runs in four innings of a 7-6 
lo that allowed the Padres to clinch 
the NL We<;t title . The outing 
increased his ERA from a league­
leading 2.88 to 3.10 - but voters 
weren't dissuallcd. 

''I think it's an honor well 
deserved. There was some concern 
that his last start would have an effect 
oo the voting," Diamondbacks pitch­
ing coach Bryan Price said. ··one 
start doesn't make or break a sea~on." 

One of the biggest key in Webb's 
development has been his ability to 
control his deceptive sinker, which 
helps him anduce one harmless 
groundball after another when he's 
on top of his game. He also helped 
him elf in his mental approach. 

''Early m my career. even in the 
minor league,. 1f I had a bad inning 
or something went wrong I'd . how 

emotion out there und let that get to 
me. Every year, 1' ve tried to improve 
on that." 

Webb agreed to a $19.5 million. 
fom-year contract with Arizona in 
January. For winning the Cy Young 
Award. the buyout of his $8.5 million 
option in 20 I 0 doubles from 
$500,000 to $1 million. 

"When you look at No. Is in base­
ball, and every team ha one, a legit­
imate o. I will look like Brandon 
Webb," Price !>aid. "He replaces the 
'>Lrikeout with the double play. That 
c.Jctincs a No. l pitcher in the big 
leagues to me.·· 

The 39-year-old Hoffman fini hed 
with a league-leading 46 aves in S I 
chance for the Padres. He has 482 
career saves. breaking Lee Smith's 
previous mark of 478. 

Hoffman went 0-2 with a 2.14 
ERA in 63 innings spanning 65 
appearances. He was listed second on 
three ballots and third on eight. 

Hoffman also was a Cy Young 
Award runner-up in 1998 to Tom

Just three months into the sea<;on, 
though, he decided the slow progress 
he had seen at RCR was worth a leap 
of faith and he chose to stay right 
where he was. 

And that'. when he really tarted 
having some fun again. 

RCR made a huge leap shortly after 
Harvick's decision, and he and team­
mate Jeff Burton both landed in 
NASCAR's playoff-deciding format. 
The team was so hot, Childress 
absolutely wai; convinced one of his 
cars would win tile title this year. 

So did everyone else, for that mat­
ter. Even though Jimmie Johnson and 
Man Ken eth were the strongest two 
drivers of the regular eason. Harvick 
was so hot when tile Chase began that 

he overwhelmingly was picked to win 
it. 

Those predictions looked pretty 
good when Harvick opened the Chase 
with an aggressive win in Round 1 at 
New Hampshire. But he slipped a lit­
tle after that, and fell as low as sixth in 
the Cha<;e standings foUowing a 3) t­
place run at Texas two weeks ago.

Follow-up to banner season falls short for Roush Racing

CHARLOTTE, N.C. - Roush 
Racing was at the top of N A SCAR a 
year ago, o dominanr with 15 wins 
and ail five cars in the Chase for the 
championship that it prompted a rule 
change to cap the number of car 
each team could own. 

Thi. sea on has been nothing 
short of disappointment. 

Only two Roush cars made the 
Chase this year, and only Mau 
Kenseth had a reali tic chance to win 
the Nextel Cup. But his team fell 
apart the moment the post eason 
began, and he· s practically conceded 
the title to Jimmie John on as the 
serie. heads into Miami for the sea-
on finale. 

And after a flurry of company­
wide personnel changes, Kenseth 
pronounced the powerful Rou h 
organization "somewhat of a me s." 

So what went wrong o quickly 
for the team that did everything right 
last year? Too many things to count. 

When it's all added up, though, 
Roush Racing became a victim of its 
own success. 

"The trick bag that you get into in 
this business that will teach you very 

quickly is. if it's not broken. don't fix 
it," Roush aid. "We were clearly di. -
advantaged last year from having 
uch a great year ... and we really 

didn't change much over the winter." 
That initial complacency led 

Roush to make the tirst of many 
changes just seven race into the sea­
son, when newcomer Jamie 
McMurray couldn't get up to peed 
with the rest of the program. So 
Roush ou ted veteran crew chief 
Jimmy Fennig, who had won a cham­
pionship ju t two years earlier. 

Then he replaced him with Bob 
Osborne, who had engineered a 
dream season the year before by 
leading Carl Edward to a third-place 
fini h in their inaugural Cup cam­
paign. 

Only that didn't help, either. 
Not only did McMurray not 

improve, but Edwards' team suffered 
and he failed to race his way back 
into the Chase. 

"I didn't think it could get worse, 
and it did," McMurray said. 

Much wor e, in fact. 
Greg Biffle, last season's runner­

up in the Cha e standings, al o failed 
to make the Chase. Edwards and 
Mark Martin haven't won a race all 
year. and no Roush team has been to 

Victory Lane since Kenseth 's Ia~t trip 
at Bri~tol in Augu. t. 

"I don't know what the heck i 
going on at Roush Racing," Kenseth 
said. "Right now, it seems in some­
what of ames . We'll see what hap­
pens. As a group, Roush Racing has­
n't been nearly a strong ao:; it was la t 
year." 

So Rou h is again trying new 
thing • assigning Biffle a new crew 
chief and reuniting Edward with 
Osborne (it apparently clicked, they 
fini hed fifth Sunday in their first 
race back together). 

Roush also started a tryout 
proce s to find someone to lead 
McMurray's team, and he's bringing 
Fennig back to the Cup garage to 
work with 20-year-old David Ragan 
next season. 

So will it help? Roush certainly 
hopes so. and figures the shake-up 
can only improve team unity after 
communication seemingly broke 
down this year. 

"A year ago aU five of our teams 
were carrying any idea that they had, 
everything they had een on some­
body el·e's car, every curiosity they 
had, they carried it into a forum 
where it could be analyzed by the 
entire group and they were ab ol ute-

ly unselfish to that," Roush said. 
"This year, as things went bad, thing 
were a little chilly in meetings. 

·•we hope to get through this with 
keeping everybody on staff, ju t 
shuffling around to try to find chem­
i try interactions that will be effec­
tive and timely for what we need." 

Chances are Roush will figure it 
out because recent NASCAR history 
ha shown that more than ever, the 
port i cyclical. 

Team that seem to be on top sud­
denly can't do anything right (~ee 
Ryan Newman), and teams that 
appear to be in disarray quickly turn 
it all around (see all of Richard 
Childres Racing). 

Roush is far from the rock-bottom 
place that Childress was two year 
ago and Robert Yates Racing is now. 
But to avoid falling all the way down, 
he'll need to figure things out with 
McMurray's team- and quicldy. 

It's ea y to point to the No. 26 
team as a major ource of the prob­
lems, because what was a winning 
operation the past two years with 
Kurt Busch behind the wheel isn't 
even competitive with McMunay in 
the driver' eat. 

When that team qegan to truggle, 
it had a domino effect on the entire 

organization. 
Ye<:, Roush had hi. issues with 

Busch during their time together. But 
the guy still won races- and the 2004 
championship - and the information 
his team brought to the table helped 
everyone in tl1e organization. 

But when Busch begged out of his 
deal, it turned everything upside 
dov. o. McMurray suddenly had to 
replace him instead of Martin, and 
Martin couldn't ret1re as planned 
because Roush was still short one 
driver. 

So McMurray went to a team he 
wasn ' t expected to join, with a crew 
that wasn' t meant for him. And when 
it didn't work, a di appointing season 
was set in motion. 

"Kurt Busch was the catalyst to all 
that,'' said Martin, who is leaving at 
the end of the season. "If you scoot 
way back, the whole v.orld could 
have been different by one decision -
the whole Roush world could have 
been different by one decision. 

"Our tool<:. maybe haven't been 
quite as sharp as they were last year. 
The effort has been the seyme, and I 
think Rou. h Racing hopes that next 
year they'll be back with the tools as 
sharp as they were.

Longtime racer John Andretti approaching a strange honor NASCAR NEXTEL CUP

John And.retti looked down at the 
toes of his shoes, a little embarrassed. 

The driver, whose profes ional 
career began more than 20 years ago 
and who has won races in open-wheel, 
sports cars, drag racing and 
NASCAR's top stock car serie , is on 
the verge of becoming rookie of the 
year in the Busch Series. 

"Man, I wish people would just 
stop talking about that," said the 43-
year-old Andretti, wincing a bit at the 
question about his battle with 21-year­
old Danny O'Quinn for rookie honors 
this season. 

The two 
go into Saturday's Busch season finale 
at Homestead-Miami Speedway tied 
for the top spot in the rookie chase. 

Throughout the sea<;on, Andretti 
has had to get up an hour early on the 
first day of practice each race week to 
attend rookie meetings presided over 
by former Busch champion David 
Green, a 48-year-old Andretti contem­
porary. 

"I gave the rookie meetings for two 
years in Cup and J've even held them 
over here before," Andretti said, 
laughing. "David is great. And when I 
came to the sport. Mark Martin and 
Jeff Burton and people like that all 
helped. You really appreciate that."

Andretti hrugged off the compli­
ment. 

"lfl can give them something back, 
that' great," he said. ''They're a great 
bunch of kids." 

But Andreni said he really ha n't 
focu ed on the rookie race at all. 

"Otherwise, we probably would 
have come to the track with very dif­
ferent setups and stuff," he said. 

Far more important to the veteran 
driver is the development of the ppc 
Racing team, a championship outfit 
with Jeff Green, David's brother, just 
six years ago. But the team is strug­
gling, with Andretti and teammate 
Kenny Wallace trying hard to stay 
competitive in a serie now dominated 
by Nextel Cup drivers and teams that 
do double duty on race weekends. 

Andretti goes to Homestead 13th in 
the cason standings, one point behind 
Jason Leffler and one of only ftve dri­
vers in the top 13 that compete only in 
the Busch Series. 

His first full season in Busch has 
been made particularly tough by the 
presence of the so-called 
"Buschwhacker ," led by runaway 

of the stellar starting field. 
Kinzer was solidly inside of the 

top-10 with about 40 laps to go in the 
prestigious 1 00-lap event until his 
left rear tire went flat after running 
over debris on this hi toric one-half­
mile oval. The BK Motor ports crew 
quickly changed the tire and Kinzer 
restarted 14th when the race resumed. 
In the Ia t 40 circuits, Kinzer was 
able to pick off 11 cars en route to a 
solid third-place effort in the 
$1 0,000-to-win event. Kinzer fin­
ished third behind winner Chris 
Madden and runner-up Clint Smith. 
Kinzer wao; side-by- ide with Smith's 
No. 44 entry when the duo crossed 
underneath the checkered flag in rhe 
O'Reilly Southern All&tar Series 
feature race. 

The Kinzer race team will have 
the next couple of months off before 
returning to the track in 2007. 

series champion Kevin Harvick. 
"It hurts in a lot of way ," Andretti 

said of the Cup driver and teams 
competing in Busch. "They have the 
wind runnel time, they have the engi­
neers, things they learn over there that 
they bring over here - not only before 
the weekend, but during the weekend. 

"And they're testing at places like 
Kentucky and Memphis. We can't test 
at those places because we race at VIr­
tually every mile and a half that exists. 
They need to take one off our schedule 
so we can go there and te t. It become 
very difficult for us to catch up. My 
teammate 's in the arne boat I'm in, so 
we can't help each other that much." 

Team owner Greg Pollex is frus­
trated, too, but he' happy to have a 
dnver with Andretti's background. 

"Any time you have anybody that 
has the experience of John, and having 
won Cup races, I think it gives you 
more depth," Pollex said. 

"It would be nice if we had at least 
a partial (Cup) program and we could 
bring back that information," he 
added. "John gets you halfway there. 
But there's a lot that we miss because 
we don't have that Cup affiliation. It' 
the haves and have not . because we 
don't have that Cup technology." 

But it's not all frustration for the 
nephew of longtime mcing star Mario 
Andretti. After years of being gone 
from his family just about e'very week-

end, the father of three is thoroughly 
enjoying racing on Saturday and being 
home on Sunday. 

"I love it," he said. "It's great to see 
Jarrett and Olivia do their sports and 
have Emilia tag along. Nothing beats 
family time and the kids aren't in 
school on Sunday. We can spend it 
together. 

"I think as much as NASCAR' a 
family sport, it's becoming a grind. Tt's 
almost like family ts a hindrance in 
pursuit of what they·expect you to do 
- meaning the teams. sponsors, every­
thing. The Bu ch Serie is certainly 
le of that. You get that extra day, and 
that's a big deal." 

Andretti, who drove in 340 Cup 
races from 1993 through la t season 
and won twice, is signed with ppc 
through next eason and happy with 
the continuity. StilL he won't clo e the 
door entirely to another Cup ride. 

"1 would look at it seriou ly and 
give it a lot of thought.'' Andretti said. 
''I guess I'm old by some tandard , 
but I'm not old by all . tandard . I think 
that when 1 wa there, I didn't always 
make the best decisions for me. 

''I'd like to go back over there and 
prove something. That's why you've 
got to be with somebody that's ready 
to do the same. I enjoy the people in 
thi organization and I look forward to 
helping them n\.ove forward."
