One of the few surprises in this year's 
midterm elections was the victory of James 
Brandon Spencer. who succeeded in his second 
attempt to defeat Chuck Meade for 95th District 
state representative. 

Spencer, a Democrat. said he may be young 
(31), but he believes he was elected because 
people saw he was legilimately passionate 
about serving the district. While Spencer said 
he will work hard during his first term in 
Frankfort, he said he bas no intention of lorg~t­
ting about !.he people who voted him into office. 

"I found before when I ran agamst Mr.

present, discussed a requ st 
handed lo them by the 
Barren County Board of 
Education to enter into a 
uonrcsidcnt agreement in 
regard to Barren's BAVEL 
(Barren Academy for 
Virtual and Expanded 
Learning) program, a virtu­
al high :-chool operated by 
the Barren County school 
district Teu Aoyd County 
students are currently 
enrolled in Lhc program. but 
the students are each 
enrolled at The Dav1d 
School. mlher than in Floyd 
County public schools. 

A~ such. Supt. Paul 
Fuuoing did not recom­
mend lhc requested action 
to the count~ 's board mem­
bers on Monday mght. 
Fanning exprc'sed con­
cern~ in regard to a possible 
loss of stale funding to the 
county if the agreement 
were t be uppwvcd. 

Fanning said that he 

believes Barren County 
schools were cun·ently 
receiving funding, possible 
state SEEK funding. that 
aUowed them to operate th.e 
virtual high school and that 
"we arc not getting any 
benefit from that." 

Howevet, Kristina 
Springer. director of pupil 
personnel' for Floyd County 
Schoo h., did recommend 
approvaL of the agreemem 
lo the member!< (lflhe board 
bii.Sed on the lipul~Lion that 
only stl1dcn1s emolled at the 
David School be eligible 
for enrollment in the pro­
gram.

The clock i. ticking for baby boomer - and thi time, 
h' not their biological clock . It's the countdown to retire­
ment, for which many boomers feel they are unprepared. 

A new study conducted for Thrivent Financial for 
Lutherans found that 71 percent said a lack of m ney 
would prevent them from having the kind of retirement 
they want. The study of 2,500 people ages 45 to 60 was 
conducted in September and October. Much of lhis, of 
cour e, is the fault of tho e who haven't saved. And some 
studies actually don't paint a dire a picture, claiming that 
in terms of overall wealth, the generation born between 
1946 and 1964 i actually pretty well off. 

But a lot of them don t feel like it. 
There are several factors making aving for retirement 

more complicated for this generation. For one thing, folks 
are living much longer than previous generations. And so 
are their parents. So often they are sandwiched between the 
generation before and the one after them, providing care to 
both. The number of Americans 65 and older ro e 183 per­
cent between 1950 and 2000, according to the Federal 
Deposit Insurance Corp. At the arne time, fewer companie 
are offering pension programs- or offering as rich a pro­
gram as in the pa t. 

Furthermore, Social Security is under severe stress and 
will need big infusion of federal money in the coming 
years to meet its obligation .. And federal studies of estate. 
show that most people will not be able to rely on inheri­
tances to bail them out. So much for that rich uncle theory 
of retirement planning. So unlike their parents, baby 
boomers must rely to a much greater degree on their own 
avings. Yet they are falling hort- way short in many 

cases. 
Based on a review of outstanding balance in 40l(k) 

accounts, the FDIC found that baby boomers in their 40s 
and 50 had no more than about $ 1 40,000 in their account 
as of 2003. Many had considerably less. In the Thrivent 
survey, nearly 25 percent said they had saved nothing for 
retirement. 

What to do? 
First, tart . aving. The pension reform bill igned into 

law by President Bush earlier thi year make it easier for 
companie to automatically enroll employee in 401 (k) 
retirement savings plans and select appropriate invc tmcnts 
for them. That was a good thing. 

But stronger medicine may be needed. Gene Sperling, a 
former adviser to President Clinton. recommends replacing 
the current tax break for retirement saving with univer al 
401(k) accounts in which the government would match 
family savings at different rates, depending on family 
income. While the idea may have merit, there i. concern 
that companies would cut back on providing matching 
fund if the government got into the gan1e. 

Clearly, attention should be paid to this issue. By mo t 
accounts, baby boomers are nowhere close to having the 
kind of money they need in retirement, and that could be 
the kind of demographic train wreck that costs all of us big 
buch to clean up in the long run.

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Former lt. gov. announces bid for state's top spot

FRANKFORT - Fonner 
Lt. Gov. Steve Be hear fin­
ished third in a 1987 eight-way 
gubernatorial Democratic pri­
mary and lost his last 
statewide attempt in 1996 to 
U.S. Sen. Mitch McConnell by 
more than 160,000 votes. 

But those losse , Beshear 
cLaims, have given him a 
greater in ight into what's 
wrong in Kentucky and how 
he could better govern if elect­
ed to the state's top job next 
year. 

"Tho e defeats made me a 
better man," Beshear said 
Munday after announcing his 
candidacy in the 2007 gover­
nor's race. 

If Beshear, who also bas been 
Kenrucky attomey general and 
a tate lawmaker, filed papers 
to run for the Democratic 
nomination. State Sen. Daniel 
Mongiardo, an Eastern 
Kentucky legi lator, signed on 

as Beshear's running mate. 
Together, they will seek 

their party'. nomination for a 
chance to win back lhe gover­
nor's mansion. The Democrats 
relinquished the state's highest 
e ecuuvc office for the lirsl 
time in more than 30 year~ 
when Gov. Ernie Fletcher 
defeated now-U.S. Rep. Ben 
ChandLer in 2003 to become 
the state· s first Republican 
governor since Louie Nunn. 

Beshear i the second 
Democrat in a week to 
annoum;e plans to run in the 
2007 primary. State Treasurer 
Jonathan Miller filed paper 
Ia. I week that allow him and 
hi running mate. Jefferson 
County Auorney Irv Maze. to 
raise money for the campaign. 
Otis Hensley Jr. of Harlan was 
the first Democratic candidate 
to enter the primary. 

On lhe Republican "ide, 
Fletcher is expected to face 
Billy Harper, a Paducah busi 
nessman. Harper has 
announced hi candidacy and 

i. running televi ·ion ads but ·o 
far hru not tiled the paperwork 
needed to enter the race offi­
cially. 

Be~hear saill his previous 
defeats led him back lo the pri­
vate sector where he gained 
additional experience in man­
aging a law linn, 

"They gave me an opportu­
nity to o;pend additional time in 
the private ector and. more 
importantly, wtth my family." 
Beshear said of his lo.~ses. 

During the campaign. 
Be .. hear said he would address 
issues such as economic devel­
opment. education. health care 
and crime. The candidate, 
however, declined to offer any 
specifics. 

"Today we' ve laid out a 
broad vision of what we think 
the vanous problems are fac­
ing the state," Be.~hear 'aid. 
"[n January. we're gomg to be 
kicku1g off our campaign. and 
from that point on, we're 
going to be spending time talk­
ing about specific proposals, 

specific problems and propos­
als that' l1 addreso; those prob­
lems." 

Still, Beshear's announce­
ment came as Mongiardo is 
under scrutjny by the state's 
Legislative Ethic~ 
Commission tor his alleged 
involvement in a political 
action commlltee called DAN­
PAC, an acronym for 
Democrat Activist Network 
PAC. The ethics panel last 
week found "probable cause" 
to continue with its investiga­
tion into Mongiardo's relation­
ship with the PAC. 

Under Kentucky law. state 
legislators are not allowed to 
have permant>nl commiuecs in 
their names. Mongiardo bas 
called his involvement "an 
honest mistake" and has main 
tained he was a dJstant adviser 
who severed tics when he 
learned of a potential problem. 

Beshear said he thought the 
issue was "going to he 
resolved here very 'hortl y,'' 
and that he· , not concerned 
about it.

Fletcher: Kentucky can afford 
more university projects

FRANKFORT - Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher. fre'>h off a trip 
to meet with Wall Street bond 
agencies, said Wednesday he 
thinks Kemucky ~an now 
afford more of the pricey pro­
jects he dissected from the state 
budget earlier this year.

It wa tradition among the poor of 
Appalachtan Kentucky. A member of the fami­
ly would go off and work m the big ctty of 
Lexington and send home presents at 
Christmastime. The pre. ent were small. but 
they were better than nothing in the years com­

work mg. 

One year, fur reasons 
-.till unknown. every child 
got a present out of the 
big box except my moth­
er. She had been forgotten 
somehow, and the memo­
ry tt created for her took 
the form of a lifelong 
emotional scar. 

But in the same wee hours, I remind myself 
that l cannot quit. When I took my mother to see 
a palliative care doctor to alleviate her uffer­
ing. she re ponded to his inquiry of what she 
would like to continue doing until the end. "I 
like to do little things," she said. 

lt lS, after all. the little things that added up 
to an ordinary life for her, much as it i. the lit­

tle things that leaders can do 
en route to the big things 
that can change live forev­
er. 

We begin where it i best 
to begin - at the local level -
to make a difference every 
day while ignoring the 
a. sertion that we are too 
small to matter. We reclaim 
our democracy one commu­
nity at a time and connect 
with one another in what I 
call an army of community 
patriots who are united in 
their effort to make a dif­
ference.

We all use tmages to 
remind u of the importance 
of our work and of staying 
dedicated to it.

He lost that job in the great economic 

upheaval of the late 1970s and. at 55, had little 
to offer m a work world that required a diploma. 
So he and my mother took on a "job" they both 
lo\ ed - watching my boys back 111 Kentucky. 
where I had returned and settled. 

They lived on next to nothlllg. Once when I 
came home dressed in a business suit, my dad 
asked: "How much did you pay for that?" I 
struggled to answet, having alway. been 
instructed by mother not to tell him how much 
I paid for clothes. s I did my mental cakula­
llom. he blurted out: "I paid a dime for the '>hirt 
and a quarter for the pant~ ... It was definitely a 
"gotcha'' moment for him. 

It \va~ only after the passing of more year. 
that I came to appreciate what m\ parents' live. 
meant to me. Because of their sacnllces. I had 
been able to go to college and law school anti 
land a great joh. But my passion for the work 
grl.!\\ even stronger a. I watcheu my mother die 
from ccn ical cancer. 

It was then that I heard their •aories of grO\\­
ing up hard and poor; o[' hO\\ the people who 
~hould hav~.: done better by them somehow did 
not. r heard my dad speak in reverent tone· of 
Roosevelt and his btg ideas that transform d 
citizens, lives and their nation. 

My parents were never leaders. (ln fact. my 
d,td tcJio;; a t I) of rt.'jcctmg an offer to become 
foreman b..:c.tu~e he didn'r \'.ant ro bO\S his 
lricnd\. l But through their sacrifice .. chey 
allowed me the upponunity to become one.

r nearly 24 below their season 
)\verage. Morris finished with 
·ust two points in 15 foul­
plagued minutes while 
Crawford had trouble getting 
anything going.
