Next year, the Kentucky Board of Education will begin the 

process of requiring all high chool juniors to take the ACT as part 
of the state's accountability testing ystem. 

-Beyond t h e B e It way 

ACT i. a nationally u ed college admi ion exam developed by 
an independent, non-profit organization. 

The benefit of incorporating this exam into school testing is 
twofold. It will encourage more students to consider higher educa­
tion by forcing them to take a free ver ion of a test that normally 
costs $30 and giving them a glimpse into college-level expecta­
tions. 

... The battle of education has long been a battle over control -
be it local, state or federal. States have been reluctant to embrace 
any federal accountability test for students, but there can be no 
national accountability system without nationaL standards. 

For too long, education standards have been segmented by state 
lines. 

... The mo t sweeping change in recent education law, the 2001 
o Child Left Behind Act, now requires all states to be proficient 

in grade-level testing and et · penaltie and sanctions for schools 
that don't meet goals. 

Sounds like a good y tem, but NCLB doesn't create a national 
standard of "proficient.'' Since it leave each state to determine its 
own test and goal , the ystem actually encourages state to lower 
proficiency tandards in order to achieve federally acceptable pass­
ing rates ....

It isn't good bu iness practice to make one's customers sick, but 
recent high-profile food contamination incidents involving spinach, 
tomatoes and now possibly lettuce suggest that producers are not 
doing all they can to en ure that their products are safe to eat.

Violent coughing spells can last 
for . everal minutes, and even cause 
the patient to tum blue.

The convalescent stage i when the 
cough becomes les. frequent and 
severe.
