Gov. Ernie Fletcher, who admits his administration made 

mi takes in the hiring of orne state employees, who pardoned 
indicted taff and a ociates, who issued blanket amnesty for 
anyone else indicted, who has refused to talk to the grand jury, 
and who i appointing two judges in the case involving him, 
now wants to whack the budget of the attorney general inves­
tigating him. 

The two-year spending plan proposed by the governor a 
week ago shave more than $570,000 from Attorney General 
Greg Stumbo's office the next fiscal year and another 
$791,000 the following year. 

It's not likely just a coincidence that since last May, 
Stumbo's office has been investigating reports of alleged vio­
lations of state personnel laws that require the hiring of state 
employees on the basis of qualifications instead of political 
affiliation. The investigation began with allegations by a for· 
mer Transportation Cabinet employee. 

Developments this past week included the disclosure that a 
former executive secretary in the Transportation Cabinet told 
prosecutors last July she had helped screen prospective job 
candidates for their political contributions and party affilia­
tions. And three county prosecutors, including the president of 
the Commonwealth's Attorneys Association, a Democrat, said 
the Republican governor' budget director asked them to urge 
Stumbo, also a Democrat, to drop the investigation. 

Budget Director Brad Cowgill and Republican prosecutors 
involved in the meeting denied the accusation and the gover­
nor's office backed Cowgill. 

Stumbo told a House budget subcommittee this week the 
administration refused to meet with him or his representatives 
to discuss the budget cuts. An administration spokesman said 
no uch request was received by the governor's office. 

But there's one thing that's not hard to believe. Deny it 
though he might FJetchers proposed cuts in the attorney gen­
erals budget has reached a new high, or is it low, for petty 
political partisanship. 

Stumbo told the subcommittee that including the resulting 
loss in federal matching funds, the cuts would reduce his cur­
rent $25.9 miJlion budget by about $2 million. He said his 
office would have less money for victim advocacy, consumer 
protection and utility rat~ interventions, Medicaid fraud and 
other criminal investigations and for public conuption probes. 

Taxpayers and Kentuckians only can hope and pray that 
members of the General Assembly, Republican as well as 
Democrats, are thinking more rationally than the embattled 
governor and his staff have been since this investigation 
began. 

Explaining the cuts in the attorney generals budget, Fletcher 
aid last week that he proposed increased spending "in the 

place of people that are really fighting crime," such as the 
Kentucky State Police troopers and parole officers. He said 
Stumbo's office would have enough money. 

''If he'll focu his resources on what he's supposed to be 
doing, he'll have plenty of resources to accomplish his goals." 

So now, in the latest act in this political theater of the 
absurd, the star, a governor who has overstepped the authority 
of hi office by trying to block the work of a citizen-grand 
jury, who has abused his privilege of executive pardons, who 
ha refused to set the record straight by talking to the grand 
jury, and who insists on a blatant conflict of interest in the 
appointment of two judges to rule in his own case, now is try­
ing to handcuff the attorney general by cutting his budget.

Office of Employment and 
Training released unemploy­
ment rates for Kentucky's 120 
counties Thursday with coun­
ties throughout this region 
showing some change from a 
~car ago. 

Of Floyd County's. 14,696 
civil labor force, the number of 
those with employment in 
December. according to the 
state's statistics, is 13.625, leav­
ing 1.071, or 7.3 percent. with­
out work. That figure is nearly a 
percent higher than the 6.1 per­
cent reported in December 2004. 

Those stati,.tics, the office of 
employm~nt says. arc based on 
estimate. and collected to mea­
sure trends rather than to retle~:t 
the actual number of people 
working. The numbers for a par 
ticular county's civil labor force 
includes nonmiljtary workers 
and those who are unemployed 
but arc actively seeking work. 
but do not mclude the number of 
unemployed people who have 
not sought work in the pa~t four 
weeks. 

In surrounding counties. 
Magoffin County stand. out 
again with these new results as 
still carrying the state's highest 
unemployment rate at 11.3 per­
cent. while Johnson County cur-

rcntly has 6.7 percent unem­
ployment, matching that of Pike 
County. The econd-highest rate 
in the Big Sandy region was 
Martin County, which aw 8.3 
percent of its work (orce unem­
ployed. 

The Office of Employment 
and Training reported after 
relea.,ing the figures Thursday 
that. overall, the jobless rate 
went up in 117 countic. across 
the state, falling in only three. 
The state saw consecutive 
improvements in the unemploy­
ment rate in the year. leading up 
to 2004. peaking at a rate of 5.3 
percent at that time. The overall 
rate for this latest estimate rests 
at an even 6 percent.

WASHINGTON - Coal 
companies would get tax breaks 

r spendjng more on afety 
equipment and training under a 
provi ion approved by the 
Senate Thursday. 

The measure, authored by 
s~n Jay Rockefeller, D-W.Va., 
passed by voice vote. lt is part 
of a broader ta.\ bill tllat still 
must win congressional back­
ing. 

The provision dealing with 
underground coal mining would 
allow companlc to deduct half 
the costs they incur when buy­
ing safety equipment. 

Such equipment would 
include devices allowing miners 
.. o communicate with people 

above ground. technology to 
track miner ·' whereabout and 
extra oxygen packs. 

Coal operaLOrs could get a 
break worth up to $10.000 for 
training people to conduct res­
cue operations during mine 
accident~ 

Companies must act within 
three years to benefit from the 
tax legislation. 

The cost of the mining provi­
sion tacked onto the tax bill has 
not been released. 

Nauonal Mining Association 
spokesman Luke Popovich satd 
the trade group generally sup­
port giving companies finan­
cial incentives to buy new lcch­
nology. but he , aid the group 
had not reviewed Rockefeller s 
proposal .

Virginia's governor ordered 
safety checks at aU the mines in 
his state. West Virginia miners 
started their shifts Thursday 
with lecture on safetv, and offi­
ctals began statewide inspec­
tions at the mines.

The bill is upporled by 
Kentucky State Police as a pub­
lic safety enhancement, but a 
KSP spokeswoman in isted it 
would not change the agency's 
enforcement practice . 

"We will not enter private 
property if we do not ob erve 
the violation occurring iniually 
on the public roadway." KSP 
Maj. Li:.a Rudzinski said m an 
intervtew. 

If a state police trooper aw 
an ATV violation on a public 
road, the Ut uper would not be 
precluded from going onto pri­
vate property while making the 
stop, she said. 

Michele Finn, representing 
the Brain Injury A sociation of 
Kentucky, cited reports to the 
committee indtcatmg that 
Kentucky leads the nation in 
ATV deaths, and that children 
under age 16 are the most likely 
to be injw·ed. 

Humphrie said a helmet law 
wouldn't wipe out all ATV 
mJune among children, but 
would sharply reduce deaths 
and head injuries. 

Between 1996 and 2000, 151 

chlldren with ATV-related 
injuries were admitted at the UK 
hospital, many with head 
injuries, Humphries said. There 
were five deaths, and at least 
four were caused by head 
injuries. he said. 

Before approving the bill, the 
committee defeated a proposed 
amendment that would have 
exempted youngsters from 
wearing helmet~ when riding on 
private property. 

Rep. Ancel Smith, D-Lebum, 
said he had heard from con­
stituents in his rural eastern 
Kentucky district who use ATVs 
to feed livestock. 

"With (your) own private 
property, I don't think that I 
would need to be forced by law 
to put that helmet on to ride 
back on the hill to feed or check 
on my cattle or my horses," said 
Smith, who offered the amend­
ment. 

Republican Rep. Scou 
Brinkman of Louisville. a co­
sponsor of the bill, said the 
amendment would negate the 
measure's intent to protect 
youngsters.

"I can't conceive of any par­
ent who could legitimately 
object to making sure that their 
child ... put on a helmet that 
very well may save that child's 
life or save that cbild from a 
lifetime of being prone lying in 
a hospital bed," he said. 

Rep. Bob DeWeese, another 
Louisville Republican and a sur­
geon, also opposed exempting 
private property from the helmet 
requirement 

"You only have one brain 
and one nervous system," he 
said. "And once that's damaged, 
there's no repair for it that we 
have now. It's gone forever." 

The bill advanced with two 
committee members in opposi­
tion - Smith and Floyd. 

Afterward, Finn said most 
ATV accidents happen on pri­
vate propeny. 

"That's really where the kids 
need to be protected most," she 
said. 

The bill would carry a $20 to 
$50 fine for a violation. Parents 
or guardians would be responsi­
ble for paying the fines.

MOVIES FROM 
THE BLACK LAGOON 

'Popcorn'

Film fans will get a kick out of this 
homage to 1950s fright flicks which 
doesn't skimp on the gore quotient 
either. 

The movie is set at a California 
university and focuses on film stu­
dents who stage a horror film festival 
to raise money for their department. 
The group includes Maggie, who hap­
pens to be suffering from nightmares 
in which a masked killer stalks her. 

As the date of the festival draws 
near; she begins getting phone calls 
from a strange man who claims to be 
her dad and also a renegade film 
maker who supposedly died after 
slaughtering his 
family before a 
startled audience 
at the same the­
ater that the stu­
dents are reopen­
ing to run their 
festival. 

Maggie's mom 
is no help and 
refuses to discuss 
her past. She 
instead tries to talk 
her daughter into 
leaving town 
before the festival. While Maggie 
bravely asserts that she's not running, 
her mo~er ,stupidly arrallses to meet 
with the caller at the theater in the 
middle of the nighl and promptly dis­
appears. 

The fl.lm festival takes up the rest 
of the action and moves the film up 
another notch, as the audience is treat­
ed to snippets from three films how­
cased at the festival as well as some 
backstage horror as the killer 
descends on the theater and mimic 
the on-screen killings behind the 
scenes, with the apparent aim of wip­
ing out the entire film department. 

The three flicks screened at the fe -
tival are so well rendered that you 
might be fooled into thinking that 
they were really made and acquired 
for this ftlm. The first movie is one of 
those giant insect flicks in which a 
massive mosquito (the film's title) is 
spawned from nuclear te ls. The sec­
ond one is a lurid melodrama called 
'The Amazing Electrified Man." 
Here, a death-row inmate survives hi 
electrocution and becomes a human 
bug zapper whose touch is lethal. The 
third effort, and perhaps the funniest, 
is "'The Stench." This is a spoof of 
those badly dubbed Japanese science 
fiction films in which the denizens of 
Tokyo are assaulted by a killer odor, 
which may not be an unfamiliar sc~­
nario to Prestonsburg residents who 
have learned to tolerate a rather tem­
peramental sewage network. 

While the films unspool, the stu­
dents are busy behind the scenes 
arranging the special gimmicks that 
accompany each film. This makes 
them easy prey for the killer, who 
takes impressions of each vicums face 
so he can tum their countenances into 
masks which means that you never 
know who he'll tum up as next

01 I 00 times, if you're in 
eros. town traffic during rush 
hour. Whereas if you drive on a 
highway, you may . hift up 
through the gears once, and not 
·hift again for 100 miles.

When they do that, they often 
make popping or banging nois­
es. If you've ever lived in an old 
apartment building, you • ve 
probably heard the pipes bang­
ing when the heat goe on and 
off. That's the same phenome­
non. 

TOM: But two thing you say 
make me conclude that it's not 
just your exhaust system 
expanding and contracting. One:

A new section m Rule 10 was 
crcatt'd to define when, how and 
where a libero replacement takes 
place; when the replacement i 
illegaJ: rcdc ignation of the 
li bero; proper procedures for 
handling exceptional substitu­
tion. ; and di qualifications 
im olving the libero. In various 
rules throughout the book, lan­
guage was added to incorporate 
unifom1 numbering, location of 
the lilx:ro at the moment of serve, 
game administration and penal­
ties involving unnecessary delay. 

In other changes involving 
the libero, Rule 7-1-lb requires 
that the de ignated libero be 
identified on the team roster by 
listing an "L" before the uni­
fom1 number of the libero. 

Becky Oakes, who joins the 
r\FHS staff February 1 and will 
serve as liai on to the Volleyball 
Rule· Committee, said that to 
assi t school in supplying 
libcro uniform tops without 
exec~. i\e co t , the libero may 
have two uniform numbers. 
When listing the libero on the 
roster, the non-libero number is 
fir t, follo\ved by the libero 
number (e.g.. l5/L4). Oake 
noted that the second number 
c:<~nnot he a duplicate of any 
olhcr number on the roster. 

Another change due to the 
addiuon of hbero play i the ere-

ation of an a istant scorer po i­
lion. The responsibility of the 
a sistant scorer i. to record 
Jibero replacements, and thi 
individual will be located next 
to the official scorer ar the cor­
er's table. 

Besides the official introduc­
tion of the libero into the game 
next year, a change in Rule 12-2-6 
will allow the head coach to stand 
in the libero replacement zone 
during any dead ball to instruct his 
or her players. The privilege is lost 
and the head coach must remain 
seated as outlined in Rule 12-2-5 
if a card is i sued to anyone on the 
team bench. 

Oakes noted that coaches 
may only stand during a dead 
ball. Once the referee extends 
his or her arm in preparation to 
beckon for serve, the coach 
must be seated. 

The rules committee deter­
mined a change was needed in 
the definition of a block, which 
now srares "having a player 
close to the net who is reaching 
higher than the net and deflect 
the ball coming from an oppo­
nent." The previous definition 
created play situations in which 
officials were judging intent, 
and in some cases the action of a 
back-row player who was 
nowhere near the top of the net 
was con idered to attempt a 
block and play was illegal, 
Oake said. 

Two changes were made in 
Rule 2 regarding the court. A 
note was added to Rule 2-1-4, 
which clarifies the flexibility for 
the centerline court marking to 
be a shadow line that designates

Rule 2-2-2 now tates that 
cables, which are u ed to retract 
a ceilmg- u pendcd net y ·tern 
and located only on one side of 
the net, are playable overhead 
ob. tructions. 

Regarding uniform . Rule 4-
2-3f now tares that the place­
ment of numbers on the center 
front of the uniform top may 
now be located no more than 5 
inche below the bottom edge of 
any neckline, ribbing, placket or 
seam. Oakes said that this 
change does not make any exist­
ing legal uniform illegaJ and 
does nor change the requirement 
if the number is on the upper 
left/right of the jersey. 

With a change in Rule 5-4-
ld, the umpire shall verify that 
the lineup has been entered cor­
rectly on the scoresheet. 

''Previously, error have been 
made transposing the lineup 
from the coache ' lineup sheets 
to the official core beet," 
Oakes said. "Verification of the 
transfer of the lineup to the 
scoresheet by the umpire prior 
to the match will eliminate the e 
mistakes."

In 
Pittsburgh. it's the thrt!e rivers 
that come togetbl!r. 

The residents of Detroit and 
Pittsburgh also take a lot of pride 
in their c1ti • as well as the resi­
dent~ who made it big. Detroit 
has its plethora of musical giants: 
Aretbu Franklin. any Motown 
artist. Eminem. In Pittsburgh., it's 
sports stars: Mario Lemieux, 

Robe1to Clemente, any of the 
l970s-cra Stcelers. 

Both citie, also are facing 
the srunc challenges - major 
population declines and the 
effects of manufacturing job 
losses. 

"We were certainly a manu­
facturing base. Now we've 
changed that,'' Pittsburgh 
Mayor Bob O'Connor said. 
"We arc converting more to 
high-tech, medical. technologi­
cal centers." 

Even though Pittsburgh 
doesn't have the number of 
blue-collar jobs it did during the 
heyday of the steel industry, the 
region's residents still take 
pride in their manufacturing 
past, o·connor said. 

And, he :-;aid, they identify 
with the Steclers. whose run­
ftr t, hit-hard style of play mir­
rot:; their ideals. 

"You have a pride in your 
town, and that what's we have," 
O'Connor said. 

And now Detroiters have 
taken a seat on the Bus band­
wagon and will be pulling for 

him at Ford Field. 
"I think it's been my work 

ethic. I've just been a hard 
worker, a guy that's always try­
ing to be positive and put a pos­
Itive swing on things sometimes 
even in the darkest moments." 
Bettis said. 

"And I think people can 
relate to that being a blue-collar 
guy. My game is a blue-collar 
game. Three yards and a cloud 
of dust and get up and do it 
again. That's the way in the 
Midwest, e. pecially Detroit, 
which is a very, very blue-collar 
town. I think people relate to 
that, as well ac; Pittsburgh." 

As for Scatlle. nobody has 
anything against the city or its 
football terun, but Jt Detroit and 
Pittsburgh are just more alike.

Steeler-less in Seattle- Harris ended career with Seahawks

DETROIT Franco Harns 
and thl· Pinsburgb Steelers 
ouldn"t he more closely 

linked. The [mmaculate 
Rc ... eptton. The four Super 
Howls. lhs pursuit of the NFL 
career rushing record. 

It'. no coincidence the 
Stcelers went 11-3 when Harris 
ani ved in 1972. following eight 
comecutivc losing seasons. Or 
thm they were lo ers again a 
} car after he left m 1984. 

So consider this curiosity: 
Wb~n tb~· Stceler play the 
Scattk Scabawks in the Super 
Bowl on Sunday, Harris will be 
th~: only player who represents 
hoth teams in the Pro Football 
IlilJ,)f l-ame. 

lt is widely forgotten, but 
Harris liuishcd his career by 
playing eight game with 
Seattle in 1984. The Steeler. 
had rdeased him following a 
lengthy and unpleasant contract 
holdout during training camp, 
with Harris 363 yards away 

from breaking Jim Brown's 
FL career ru bing record. 
"I had 12 great years in 

Pills burgh, and that one doesn't 
matter," Harris said. "During 
my time with Seattle, they were 
great people, great teammates 
and l liked lhe town, the town 
was good to me. It just wasn't 
for me." 

Even after cutting him, the 
Sleelers kept Harris on the cover 
of their media guide. But the 
holdout and Harris· departure 
remain among tho e regrettable 
moment both player and team 
alike wish they could erase. 

Both sides underestimated 
the other- Harris misjudged the 
Steelcrs' stubbornness when it 
comes to contract issues, and 
the Stceler underestimated 
what Harris meant to their fans. 

They discovered that whcn 
coach Chuck Noll referred to 
"Franco who?" while dis­
cussing Harri · holdout. Noll 
had used similar line. in the 
past to describe olher absent 
players, but many fans felt the 
comment was unacceptably 

bar h. and Noll wac; long criti­
cized for it. 

"l don't even thtnk about that 
now,'' said Harris, who has long 
ince reconciled with the Steelers. 

''I'm still black and gold." 
Harris, 34 at the time, knew 

his career was about over - but 
didn't think he was finished. He 
had rushed for 1,007 yards in 
1983, and the Steelers were 
preparing a maJOr celebration in 
honor of him breaking Brown's 
record. 

But Harris also understood 
hi football moneymaking day 
were almo I over, too, and he 
wanted more than the $385,000 
he wa~ due in the option year of 
a contract. 

The money that separated the 
two sides would constitute a 
bonus clause in one of today' 
NFL player contracts. Yet it drove 
a wedge between one of the most 
popular teams in NFL history and 
one of its signature players. 

Even today, Franco Harris i 
one of a relative few tar ath­
lete ea ily identiftable by only 
his first name. 

He probably i n't recalled as 
fondly in cattle, which has had 
only one other Hall of Fame 
player receiver Steve Largent. 

Harris signed with the 
Seahawk in early September 
1984 to replace star running 
back Curt Warner. who wa<: lost 
to a .eason-cnding knee injury 
in the sea on opener. But while 
Harri got the money he had 
wanted from Pitt burgh, esti­
mated at $550,000 to $600,000, 
the Seahawks didn't get the 
running back they sought. 

Harris, admittedly drained by 
the long Steelers impasse and 
with his enthusiasm flagging, 
was limited to 170 yards on 68 
carrie , a 2.8 average, before 
being cut after eight game . He 
never played in another NFL 
game. 

"I wasn't ready to play for 
another team," he said. "I really 
couldn't envision myself in 
another uniform. Even though I 
felt good physically and 
thought I wru in really good 
shape, I just wasn't ready men­
taUy, and mentally i. what it's 

ail about. 
"I ju t couldn't ce myself 

doing it in a Seahawks unifonn. 
Even though 1 tried to, I just 
couldn't do it,'" he said. 

The Steelers got by without 
Harris that season, unexpected­
ly advancing to the AFC cham­
pionship game. But they bad 
losing records three of the next 
four sea ons and didn't have 
another 1,000-rushcr until 
seven years later, Barry Fo ter 
in 1992. 

Of the Steelers· other eight 
Pro Football Hall of Famers of 
that era, only Mike Web ter 
played with another team. 

Harris, who now owns a 
Pitt burgh-ba ed bakery, spoke 
to an estimated 800 Detroit 
business leaders and entrepre­
neur· at an NFL diver ity forum 
thi week and will . tay in town 
for the Super Bowl. He predicts 
Pitt burgh will win the fifth 
Super Bowl title that eluded his 
final few Stcelers Learns. 

''This is the one that com­
pletes the hand." Harris srud. 
"This is the one for the thumb. 

got an NBA championshtp in hi 
first season with Milwaukee. 

"ll meant that the critics who 
needed something negathe lO 

say about my caret.: I couldn't 
ay something n~.:gativc about 

it," Robertson said.
