Feds seek comment on pipeliite

WASHINGTON, D.C. - The 
Federal Energy Regulatory 
Commission is seeking comments 
on environmental issue involved 
in the propo ed con tntction of a 
60-mile natural gas pipeline that is 
propo cd to be installed between 
Langley and Carter County. 

The FERC began a seeping 
process this week. sending notices 
to affected landowners. govern­
ment representatives and agencies, 
environmental and public-interest 
groups. and other interested par­
ties. encouraging them to submit 
their concerns to help FERC staff 

determine what issues should be 
evaluated in the project's environ­
mental assessment. 

The Big Sandy Pipeline project, 
headed by Equitrans, would build 
a 20-inch diameter pipeline that 
would run from the Kentucky 
Hydrocarbon Plant in Langley to 
the Tennessee Gas Pipeline 
Company's Broad Run Lateral in 
Carter County. Equitrans will also 
construct a compressor station on 
the outh end of the line and other 
equipment such as mainline valves 
and a new regulating station along 
the pipeline. 

Equitrans, which is proposing 
construction of the line to provide 
"much needed relief for the sum-

mer capacity constraints that are 
currently restrtctmg gas produc­
tion in the Eastern Kentucky 
basin." expects to file an applica­
tion wilh the FERC in June and 
WLll seek approval to begin con-
truction by September. If 

approved, the pipeline hould be 
operational by April 2007, the 
FERC reported. 

Landowners along the proposed 
construction ite will be contacted 
by a pipeline company representa­
tive regarding the acquisition of 
an easement through their proper­
ty. The FERC informed those 
property owners in the notice that

Graduated licensing 
right step to take 

Ten years ago, when the General A sembly fir t passed a 
graduated driver's license law, advocates noted that 
Kentucky had the wor t teen traffic fatality rate in the 
nation. 

Now the Legi lature is talking about again toughening 
Kentucky' licensing laws for new teenage drivers. There' 
good reason to do so: although the commonwealth's teen 
traffic fatality ranking have improved slightly, Kentucky i 
still one of the deadliest states in the nation. 

Teenagers account for just 6 percent of all licensed dri­
ver in Kentucky, but are involved in about 18 percent of 
all fatal accidents and more than 20 percent of all wrecks 
on the highway. 

To its credit, the House this week passed a bill that 
would establi h a new set of requirements for teen drivers, 
chiefly an intermediate period between a learner's permit 
and a full, unrestricted license. 

At present, according to officials at the Kentucky 
Tran. portation Cabinet, 39 states and the District of 
Columbia have what are regarded as full graduated driver's 
license programs. Kentucky is not among that number. 

Kentucky officials ay that states which have gone to full 
programs have recorded a drop of between 15 percent and 
20 percent in the teen traffic fatality rate. Rep. Torn Burch, 
the Loui ville Democrat who is sponsoring the bill, puts it 
in more compelling terms. Had Kentucky adopted such a 
mea ure four years ago, he says, as many a 300 teenagers 
might have been saved. 

Under Kentucky's current law (which the Insurance 
Institute for Highway Safety rates as marginal), at age 16 a 
child may take a written test that qualifies them for a learn­
er's permit allowing them to drive in the company of an 
adult. After at least 180 days, they may test for a provision­
al driver's license, good until they turn 18. They must also 
complete a four-hour cour e and, until they are 21, abide by 
a zero-tolerance policy regarding alcohol and illega] drugs. 

The bill pa ed th1 week would stipulate that young dri­
ver must complete at least 60 hours behind the wheel, 
including 10 hours at night, during their learner permit peri­
od. Then, if they haven't gotten any moving violations, they 
would enter a 180-day intermediate period during which 
they would not be allowed to have more than one pa senger 
under age 20 in the car (other than family members) or 
(except in emergencies) drive between midnight and 6 a.m. 

Ohio has a more robust graduated licensing ystem, one 
rated "Fair" by the highway safety institute. It requires a 
50-hour training period, but allow teens to get learner per­
mit a. early as age 15 and a half. 

Some highway safety advocates are starting to beat the 
drums for a push to persuade states to raise the minimum 
driving age to 17 or higher, on grounds that brain research 
shows that older teen are somewhat more mature and less 
prone to making rash decisions behind the wheel. 
Graduated licenses are a tep in that direction, becau e they 
effectively delay the start of unrestricted driving privileges. 

Kentuck.y, however, ha been sluggish even about tough­
ening it teen driver laws. 

Even though he has seen hi graduated licensing over­
haul pa~s the House three times before, only to die in the 
Senate, Burch ays he i optimistic the fourth try will be a 
charm. We certainly hope o. 

Thi i. a bill that really ought to tran cend politics and 
the other tripwire in Frankfort. It deserves prompt con id­
eration, and an affl11l1ative vote, in the Senate.

Tear down 
this analogy 

The House of Representatives recent­
ly voted to establish a dictatorship in the 
United States and to prevent hopeless 
citizens from escap­
ing it. That, at least, 
is what the casual 
listener might have 
concluded from the 
rhetoric mustered in 
opposition to the 
building of a better 
security fence on the 
U.S.-Mexico border. 

The Berlin Wall 
wa the analogy of 
chotce for oppo­
nents of the border­
fence project, 
passed as part of an immigration­
enforcement bill. Democrats invoked 
the analogy during the debate, and 
Mexico's Human Rights Commission 
denounced the "tendency to criminalize 
migration with a wall that calls w mind 
the Berlin Wall." 

We are a long way from Robert Frost 
and "good fences make good neigh­
bors." Are the old East German secret 
police - the Stasi - about to be recom­
missioned to bring their skills at main­
taining border obstacles to the Rio 
Grande? 

Hardly. There is an elementary moral 
distinction between a wall built to keep 
people out and one designed to keep 
people in. If West Berliners had been 
desperate to scale the wall to escape 
tyranny and take advantage of Ea t 
Berlin's labor market and freedoms, 
there might be something to the Berlin 
Wall analogy. Of course, it was the 

opposite. 
This and other 

subtleties got lost. 
Rep. Sheila 
Jackson Lee, D­
Texas, accused 
Republican of 
offering "the old 
Berlin Wall, again 
separating the 
north from the 
south." Does she 
think the wall kept 
South Berliners 
from escaping 

into North Berlin? She went on to 
rewrite the history of the wall in a man­
ner only the Politburo could appreciate,

in." As if there was t;ver any danger of a 
ma s exodus from West to East to take 
advantage of the workers' paradise. 

One columnist warned, recalling 
President Reagan's famous speech at the 
Brandenburg Gate, "The very pos ibility 
of a Mexican president someday stand­
ing at the Laredo Gate calling out 'Mr. 
President, tear down this wall,' should

The state of the 

union is delusional

State of the Union addresses tend to 
be exercises in fantasy, filled with 
promises that can't be kept. President 
Bush's version last week managed to be 
all that and less. 

He contrived to talk about the need to 
reduce our reliance on foreign oil with­
out once mentioning the word "conser­
vation."

It's too bad they can't find a way to 
harness the political speeche of the 
president and Congress. There's enough 
hot air and methane gas produced by 
them to light up the entire Atlantic 
seaboard. 

But perhap the most glaring omis­
sion was hi failure to so much as men­
tion global warming, let alone lay out a 
high-priority plan to deal with it. 

It's time to get real: the jury is no 
longer out on global wanrung. It doesn't 
need any more study to see if it's hap­
pening. [t' happening. The Arctic ice­
cap i disappearing, glaciers are melting, 

coral reefs are dying, storms around the 
world are becoming increasingly violent 
and average temperatures keep going 
up. 

While there may be a cyclical ele­
ment to this, the scientific cooununity 
- with the exception of a few quacks 
and scienti ts on the payrolls of energy 
companies is 
agreed that it's being 
hurried along by the 
burning of fo sil fuel 
that release -carbon 
dioxide into the air, 
producing a 'green­
house effect."

Paul Naschy was a one-man horror 
film industry in Spain throughout the 
1970s. Like Britain's Hammer 
Studios, Naschy set about remaking 
all of the classic Universal monster 
movies with a 
higher gore quo­
tient and a dash of 
eroticism. 

Naschy, who 
also wrote most 
of the films, 
played every role 
he could, from 
Frankenstein's 
monster to 
Dracula and even 
the Mummy. By 
far his favorite 
characrer was the

Wolfman, who he ha played more 
than any other actor, with 16 film to 
date. 

The thing that eparates Na ch) · 
films from Hammer's remakes i. that 
Naschy never skimped on the gore 
and always trotted out a bevy of fre­
quently underdressed lovelies. He 
also had a wild imagination and often 
pitted his wolfman character against 
other monsters such as vampire 
women and even Bigfoot. 

This film marked Naschy' fifth 
appearance as a Polish nobleman.

RAY: So, if you had used this

example, at least orne small 
amount of oil from the day you 
bought the car would still be in 
the crankcase today. As you can 

guess, that oil wouldn't be lubri­
cating your engine very well. In 
fact, it probably would have 
turned into congealed crud 
sometime during Clinton's sec 
ond term, and be hardened onto 
the engine walls or oil passages 
by now. 

TOM: So, I know it seemed 
like a great timesaving revela­
tion at the time. David, but it's 
not. If you do the math, you' 11 
see that unless you can choose 
which oil to burn, you'll always 
be burning some of the brand 
new oil you just put in your car 
and always leaving some of the 
very old crud behind.

Shop should be held account­
able for cut brake lines 

Dear Tom and Ray: 

My local repair shop is trying 
to get me to pay almost $900 for 
d new brake line on my Volvo 
S80. The brake line fai led 
because the transmissiOn cut it. 1 
lost my brakes and ended up hit­
ting a bush in my driveway -
thank goodness that was it! A 
month prior, the shop had for­
gotten to put back four large 
bolts that hold the engine, tran -
mission and front uspension to 
lhe unit body. 1 think that while 
the transmission was clunking 
around from lhem leaving the 
bolts out, the line wa. damaged. 
But they aren't up. So who do [ 
call for a professional opinion? 
Ye , I have pictures of the loose 
sub-f1·amc. What's your opinion 
of who should pay for the brake 
line"- Steve 

TOM: The hop should pay 
for it. 

RAY: I don't think Volvo 
even made the S80 until 1999 or 
thereabouts, so the car can't be 
more than seven year old. I 
can't remember seeing a Volvo 
in lhe shop with a bad brake tine 
after only seven years. Fifteen 
years, maybe. 

TOM: Besides, when the 
brake lines do fail , they fail 
because they conode. So you 
can see the stainless-steel line 
rotting or rusting away - you 
don' t see it cut. 

RAY: I think it's pretty clear 
lhat their negligence in forget­
ting to tighten the sub-frame is 
what led to the rupture of the 
brake lines. Now, if they deny 
that they left the sub-frame 
loose, that's another matter. But 
if you have photographic proof 
that the bolts were missing and a 
repair order that shows that they 
had reason to remove those bolts 
a month earlier, I'd say you have 
pretty darned good circumstan­
tial evidence. 

TOM: You can always take 
them to small-claims court. But 
before you do that, go to a Volvo 
dealer and ask for his opinion. 
Ask him to examine the car and 
tell you whether the damage 
appears to be from normal wear 
and tear or from some sort of 
repair-shop error. Get his opin­
ion in writing. And offer to pay 
him his regular labor rate for his 
time -that's only fair. 

RAY: Assuming he agrees 
with us, take your written "evi­
dence" from Volvo, along with 
your 6-by-9-inch color, glossy 
photos of the loose sub-frame 
with the circles and arrows on 
the back to your local shop, and 
see if you can persuade the 
owner to do the right thing. 

TOM: He won't like the idea 
of eating the cost, but tough. He 
screwed it up. When you screw 
something up, you have to make 
it right. Trust me. This is some­
thing with which I have exten­
sive experience!

ohnson, Knaus: NASCAR's Sol· 0 team beat in 2006

CHARLOTTE, N.C. 
Shortly after Jimmie Johnson's 
second failed attempt to win the 
Nextcl Cup champion hip. car 
owner Rick Hendrick sum­
moned his drivt.:r and ere'" 
chief. 

There wac a rumor cre\\ 
chief Chad Knaus \Vantcd out. 
Word of hts desire to leave 
popped up dunng the season 
tinak'. when Johnson still had a 
shot .1l th · title. Despite demals 
hom the Hendrick camp. the 
t:tlk wouldn't go away. 

Johnson nnd Knau. main­
taim~d they had no idea where 
these tales of turmoil originat­
ed. By Lhc time the meeting 
\\as 0\Cr. Hendrick wa'> satis 
lied all was well with his o 
-l-8tcam. 

''Jimmie and I have never 
been more committed lO eacli 
olhcr, to the team and to win­
ning a championship than we 
arc right now," Knaus aid. 

That commitment should 
make Johnson the favorite to 
linally break. through and claun 
his lirst NASCAR champi 
onship. Ile'. come agonizmgl:y 
close three times already, fini. h 
ing second in the points in 2003 
and 2004 and llfth I~ t year. 

H1s 2003 run gave the team 
the confidence it needed to go 
after a title. It opened 2004 as 
the team to beat. wmning eight 
races while spending most of 
the season atop the standings. 
But a late-season swoon forced 
Johnson to fight hi way back 
into contention. He ultimately 
fell eight points . hy of the title 
in NASCAR's clo. est champi­
onship race. 

Then 200.5 was supposed Lo 
be Johnson's year. lie came out 
surging. leading in points for I 7 
weeks. But again his team fal­
terecl. and ultimately wasn't as 
solid as champ10n Tony 

Stewart and his Joe Gibbs 
Racing team. Johnson wound 
up fifth 10 the tandings after 
blowing a tire during the finale. 

Who ·s to say thmgs will be 
different thi year? Knaus, for 
one. 

Knau i. widely considered 
the best crew chief in the 
garage right now. a title that can 
he both satisfying and stigma­
tinng. 

He's driven and demanding. 
He\; confident m a way that 
rivals consider cocky. And he's 
so creative that NASCAR has 
had to clo e loopholes in the 
rule book that Knaus has 
exploited. 

A protege of Ray 
Evcmham 's, Knaus learned 
much of what he knows today 
from working under Evemham 
a. an original member of the 
''Rainbow Warrior :· the crew 
that pushed Jeff Gordon to 
three of his NASCAR champi­
onships. To thi day, 
Evcrnham 's imprint can be 
found in the way Knaus does 
things to the point where he's 
often chided and referred to as 
"'Little Ray" around the garage. 

There are wor e things to be 
called . After all, Evernham 
molded Gordon inro a champi­
on, won three title , then par­
layed that success into hi own 
thrcc·car empire. 

But m the midst of losing 
yet another title, Knaus realized 
something in him and his inher­
ited style had lo change if he 
and Johnson were ever going to 
make it that final step. 

·•] think the worst thing that 
could have happened to me last 
year wa~ that we led the point 
so early for so long, and I did­
n' t want to give it up," he said. 
"I tned really hard to make ure 
we muintnined that pace all 
year long and I got really tired.'' 

When things started to go 
wrong, cracks appeared for the 
tirst time in the four-year rela-

tionship between Johnson and 
Knaus. 

"I think last year at times it 
wac really fru trating and peo­
ple could see that," Johnson 
said. "But we were frustrated 
becau e we weren't getting the 
resulls that we wanted. I' l1 
always re peel Chad for his 
dedication and that frustration 
that came up. He just wanted to 
win and be up front and win the 
champion hip." 

This eason, Knaus may put 
hi ego a ide a bit. It's no 
longer important for him to 
lead the tandings for months 
on end. Knaus now realize that 
when all is settled, no one 
remember how many weeks a 
driver was out front if he was­
n't No. 1 at the end. 

So he promises to pace him­
elf and the No. 48 team this 

year. 
"My goal i to maintain a 

top I 0 po ilion in the points 
through the ftrst 13 races," he 
aid. "From that point on. I 

want to make sure we are run­
ning in the top five. I want to 
end the first 26 races in the top 
ftve in points. and then go into 
the Chase. Once there, we can 
turn it on." 

The new approach addresse 
the setbacks of the past three 
cason . 

"I think it was just uch 
familiar territory to be leading 
the championship for so long, 
to be considered by everyone in 
our environment to be the 
championship contender, and in 
our hearts believing it," 
Johnson said. "And then to get 
to the very end and to watch it 
just lip by, you are like 'Why?' 
It is just so draining. 

"So we are going to look at 
this year a little different than we 
did the last, and hopefully have 
everything in place to win." 

As also-rans of the last three 
championships, Johnson and 
Knaus have nothing to lose.
