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Defendant found dead on day of trial

MARTIN - The trial for an 
accused child sex abuser was can­
celed Wednesday, after authorities 
found his body at the old train depot 
in Martin. 

Circuit Judge John David 
Caudill ftled a warrant of arrest for 
Martin resident Larry Owens, who 

failed to show up for trial. at 
approximately 9:28 a.m. 
Wednesday. 

An hour later, Caudill, in his 
office, appeared downhearted. 

"This isn't the way the system is 
supposed to work," he said. 

His comments came after he 
heard about the death of Owens, 50, 
who officials believe died of a self­
inflicted gunshot wound.

WHEELWRIGHT - Official at Otter Creek 
Correctional Center are investigating the death of an 
inmate who reportedly died of natural causes on 
New Year's Eve. 

Sarah Au Mau, an inmate who wa transferred to 
the facility from Hawaii, was transported to 
McDowell ARH on New Year's Eve after she report­
edly suffered health problems. She was later sent to 
Ha7ard ARH, where she died. 

Steve Owen, director of marketing and commu­
nications for the prison's parent company, 
Corrections Corporation of Amenca, would not dis­
clo e specifics about the investigation becau e of 
patient privacy regulations. 

The corporation i sued a pre release, affirming 

that a "close review" of Mau's medical records by 
CCA's medical team indicated that her med1cal care 
was "appropriate and provided promptly, in a quali­
ty manner.' 

The pri on's medical staff appeared to follow aU 
medical standards protocol, in line with CCA policy, 
the press relea e said. 

"It is with great regret that we ever have a lo s of 
life of inmates in our care, with no excepuon bcmg 
given to those that are of natural cause, a thi one 
appears to be." it read. 

Information a se · ed from the coroner and med­
ical examiner are still pending, Owen said. 

CCA's chief medical officer has provided a full 
review ofMau's medical treatment to Hawaii' med­
ical team. 

Owen refused to provide information as to Mau' 
age, cau e of death or reason for incarceration.

Notes left by miners told loved ones they weren't suffering Bluegrass At Its Best!!! -<:·1.

"The notes said they weren't 
suffering. they were just going 
to sleep,,. said Peggy Cohen, 
who had been called to a 
makeshift morgue at a school to 
identify the body of her father, 
59-year-old mining machine 
operator Fred Ware Jr. 

Cohen said a note was not 
left with Ware's body, but that 
she planned to retrieve his per­
sonal belongings later Thursday 
to see if be left one in his lunch 

x. But she aid the medical 
examiner told her notes left with 
several of the bodies all carried 
a similar message: "Your dad 
didn't suffer." 

Wa.l"e was among a dozen 
miners who were found after 41 
hours inside the mine. They 
were found at the deepest point 
of the Sago Mine, about 2 1/2 
miles from the entrance, behind 
a fibrous plastic cloth stretched 
across an area about 20 feet 
wide to keep out deadly carbon 
monoxide gas. 

Cohen said her father had the 
peaceful look of someone who 
died from carbon monoxide, 
and the only mark on his body 
was a bruise on his chest. "It 
comforts me to know he didn't 
suffer and he wasn't bruised or 
crushed. I didn't need a note. I 
think I needed to visualize and 
ee h.im." 

The sole survivor, 26-year­
old Randal McCloy, remained in 
critical condition in a coma in a 
Morgantown hospital Thur day 
with a collapsed lung, dehydra­
tion and orher problems.

Coal mine explosions are typi­
cally caused by buildups of nat­
urally occurring methane gas or 
highly combustible coal dust in 
the air, but what exactly trig­
gered that explosion remained 
unclear. 

The Charleston (W.Va.) 
Gazette reported Thursday that 
a federal contractor that moni­
tors thunderstorms detected 
three lightning strikes within 
five miles of the Sago mine 
within a half hour of Monday's 
explosions. The contractor, 
Vaisala Inc., said two of the 
strikes, including one that was 
four to 10 times stronger than 
average, hit within 1 1/2 miles 
of the mine. 

David Dye, who beads the 
federal Mine Safety and Health 
Administration, said that in 
addition to the cause, investiga­
tion will also probe "how emer­
gency information was relayed 
about the trapped miners' condi­
tions." 

Just before midnight 
Thesday, families received word 
that 12 miners were alive. Bells 
at the church pealed and politi­
cians proclaimed the rescue a 
miracle before the truth 
emerged three hours later. At 
that point, the families' joy 
turned instantly to fury, with one 
man lunging at coal company 
officials. 

Ben Hatfield, chief executive 
of mine owner [nternational 
Coal Group Inc., said that the 
Ashland, Ky.-based company 
did the best it could under 
extreme stress and exhaustion, 
and that officials "sincerely 
regret" the families were left to 
believe for so long that their 
loved ones were alive.

Doctors said McCloy's youth 
may also have helped him sur­
vive; most of the other miners 
were in their 50s. 

A fund to provide financial 
support to the miners' families 
has been established by ICG 
with an initial contribution of $2 
million. company Chairman 
Wilbur L. Ross said Wednesday. 

"No amount of money can 
take the place of a loved one," 
he said in a statement, "but the 
families do have financial needs

Editorial roundup 
The Herald Bulletin, Anderson, Ind., ml Patriot Act: 
President Bush has made it abundantly clear why some pro­

visions of the Patriot Act should be modified or eliminated 
before being extended for an indefinite period. 

His admission that he authmized spying wiretap on tele­
phone and Internet communications between American citizens 
and those in foreign countrie . without bothering to get easily 
attainable warrants, shows how power can be abused. whether 
that power is real, implied or imagined. 

What is the president's excu e for violating a law and negat­
ing basic rights of U.S. citizens? The arne as for everything 
else the administration does or eek to do: Fighting terrorism. 

The U.S. Constitution very carefully outline the powers, 
duties and responsibilities of the president. Bush has been oper­
ating the executive branch far outside the narrow corridor 
delineated in that precious document. 

To say the Patriot Act is perfect and hould remain as origi­
nally adopted is to say Congress doe not posse s the intelli­
gence or ability to improve it. We do not believe that. We do 
fear partisan bullheadedness will stand in the way of using that 
intelligence for the good of the country. 

The Buffalo (N.Y.) News, on Bush and Clinton: 
It's an old but good story. Former adver aries make peace, 

and maybe even forge an unexpected friendship. The tale has 
been told and retold for centuries, in fiction and in fact, and in 
uncounted variations. 

Sometimes, though, the story holds a meaning that goe 
deeper than the mere discovery of an unlilcely camaraderie, 
however uplifting that may be. Sometimes, it has redemptive 
power that radiates beyond two individuals, to the factions they 
represent. 

It's probably too much to expect that kind of benefit to flow 
.from the friendship that has developed between former presi­
dents George H.W. Bu hand Bill Clinton, but it would be a 
fine thing if it did. The nation's politic have become so vitu­
perative and so unforgiving over the past quarter-century or so 
that it would do us all good to remember the fundamental truth 
behind one of the nation' favorite aphorisms; more unite us 
than divides us. 

The election of 1992 may not have been a ugly a la t 
year's unfortunate contest, but it was nasty enough, with then­
President Bush dismissing his opponent as a ''bozo," while 
then-Gov. Clinton insisted that the president who made a show 
of buying socks during a recession wa out of touch. It featured 
all the usual bruised feeling that elections produce, e pecially 
when the incumbent winds up evicted. 

But called to service this year by the current Pre ident Bush, 
the two former leaders not only responded - raising money for 
tsunami victims in Asia, and hurricane victims on the Gulf 
Coast, among other duties - but formed a friendship that 
observers say is real and respectful. The far left and the far 
right object, of course, and no wonder. Such a rapprochement 
threatens their emotionally atisfying and financially rewarding 
ability to demonize the other. 

But that model of political discour e has hurt the country, 
discouraging the very compromise that democracy requires 
while driving_ down voter participation. The new friendship 
between two former foe won't change that on its own, but it 
highlights the artificiality of much of the po turing that passe 
for governance. And it uggests that if they want it, American 
can have a more respectful and effective government than they 
hav~ lately been given.

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Pure torture: Horror movies 
return to their grisly roots

NEW YORK - Today's hor­
ror movie are more likely to be 
dripping with blood than irony,

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DemOcrats propose raising Kentucky teacher salaries

FRANKFORT Cat 
Timmerman doesn' t want to 
leave her job as a kindergarten 
teacher in Jeffer -oo County, but 
she doe n't rule out the idea of 
moving to neighboring Ohio 
where p ople in her profession 
earn an average of $8,000 a year 
more than he does. 

"I grew up in Kentucky,'' 
Timmerman said Thursday, 
lamenting the fact that she and 
her Kentucky colleagues even 
face such a quandary. ·'My fam­
ily i · here. J have roots here. So, 
absolutely. I want to stay in 
Kentuck-y." 

Democratic leaders Thursday 
said they want to remove the 
temptation for Kentucky teach-

ers to move to neighboring 
statt!S for higher wages by pro­
viding pay hikes totaling about 
13 percent over the next four 
years from the current $41,619 a 
year. 

The plan, which would cost 
some $53 million a year over the 
next four years, calls for 
Kentucky's 46,000 teachers to 
receive wages equivalent to their 
counterparts not only in Ohio. 
where the average teacher makes 
48,977 a year, but also Dlinois, 
where teacher income averages 
more than $56,000 a year. 

"It's not a matter of whether 
we are going to do it," said Rep. 
Harry Moberly, D-Richmond, 
chairman of the House 
Apptopriations and Revenue 
Committee. "We are going to do 
it." 

Moberly and other 
Democratic leaders, including 
House Speaker Jody Richards. 
had no specific pot from which 
to draw the money. 

"We can fmd the money," 
Richards said. "While it's quite 
a bit of money. it' certainly 
doable, and our teachers and our 
students around this state 
deserve that." 

Republican leaders, includ­
ing Gov. Ernie Fletcher. voiced 
no opposition to the Democratic 
proposal. 

"Teacher pay is an issue the 
governor campaigned on. and 
one which we've been working 
on for several months," said 
Jodi Whitaker, spokesman for 
Fletcher. "Teacher pay in 
Kentucky does need to be m Line 
with other states in the region. 

We're glad the House agrees 
with us, and we look forward to 
working with them on this 
issue." 

Whitaker said detail of the 
Fletcher admmistration 's pro­
posal for teacher pay raises will 
be included a budget speech 
scheduled for Jan. 17. 

Timmerman said she would 
feel more confident that sub­
stantial raises were forthcoming 
if the Democratic leadership 
could have made clear where 
the money would come from. 

"There' over $1 billion 
going to be available in the next 
biennium in new revenue," 
Moberly aid. "So it's a matter 
of prioritizing.''

Garilbling advocates shower 
legislators with campaign money

LEXINGTON - Advocates of expand­
ed gambling gave legislators $81,000 in 
can1paign contributions in the last three 
months of 2005, according to reports filed 
with the Kentucky Registry of Election 
Finance. 

The money came as the General 
A.o;sembly prepared to kick off the legislative 
session, which began Thesday in Frankfort. 

The horse industry has mounted an all­
out pu h to get a constitutional amendment 
on the ballot to allow casino gambling at 
racetracks. But legislative leaders said the 
money won't sway their opposition. 

The Kentucky Equine Education Project, 
which has launched an ad campaign to pro­
mote its agenda, gave $61 ,000 to 90 legisla­
tors. including House and Senate leaders in 

both parties. Of that, $35,500 went to 
Democrats, who control the House, and 
$23,500 went to Republicans, who control 
the Senate. 

KEEP also gave $2,500 each to the 
Senate Democratic Caucus and the House 
Republican Caucus. 

Six legislators gave the money back. 
Sen. Katie Stine, R-Southgate, gave back 
$1,000. Rep. Joe Bowen, R-Owensboro; 
Rep. Jim Wayne, D-Louisv11le; Rep. Rick 
Nelson, D-Middlesboro; Rep. Mike 
Denham, D-Maysville; and Rep. Adrian 
Arnold, D-Mount Sterling, all gave back 
$500 checks. 

Churchill Downs' PAC, which gets its 
contributions primarily from board mem­
bers and officers, gave $8,000 to Democrats 
and $4,500 to Republicans. 

The Kentucky Thoroughbred 

Association's PAC gave the Senate 
Democratic Caucus campaign fund $2,500. 

Sen. David Boswell, D-Owensboro, filed 
bills Thesday that would allow casino gam­
bling at racetracks and at other locations 
around the state. "I think it has a better 
chance today than ever before," he said. 

But key leaders in both chambers have 
consistently opposed adding slots or other 
forms of gambling to the pari-mutuel. lot­
tery and charitable wagering already 
allowed in the state. 

"I'm not for the expansion of gambling 
and I'm not going to be for the expansion of 
gambling," said Sen. David Williams, R­
Burkesville, Senate president. 

Gov. Errrie Fletcher. also a Republican, 
oppose gambling, leaving pro-gambling 
Democrats wary of going too far out on the 
political limb.

According to the indictment, 
Owens, who was arrested on 
Jan. 20, 2005, was accused of 
sexually abusing a 7-year-old 
female, and of threatening a 
male who reportedly witnessed 
the abuse by allegedly telling 
him that "if he told anyone he 
would kill his mom and he 
would be taken away." The 
alleged criminal acts took place 
during 2004. 

Attorney Stacy Marshall, 
who was prosecuting the case on 
behalf of the Commonwealth's 
Attorney's Office, did not return 
inquiry calls. 

'This case was not unlike 
many other child sex abuse 
case my office has handled 
over the years. Almost all of 
these cases have resulted in con­
victions," Commonwealth's 
Attorney Brent Turner said in a 
wriuen statement Wednesday. 
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"Mr. Owens' case was s~t for 
trial this morning. Only after he 
failed to appear, did we learn 
what had happened. This is not 
the outcome that the 
Commonwealth desired or 
expected. It was also not the out­
come desired by the victims. 
Our sympathies go out to the 
family of the defendant. 
However, our greate t sympa­
thies will always lie with the 
children who are victim of sex­
ual abuse."

FRANKFORT- Coal com­
panies, already hurting for new 
miner , could find it more diffi­
cult to recruit additional employ­
ees after the tragic deaths of 12 
miners in West Virginia this 
week, officials said Wednesday. 

Kentucky and West VIrginia 
together need an addjtional 
4.500 coal miners immediately, 
according to estimates from the 
U.S. Department of Labor. But 
many of the positions are going 
unfilled because of a lack of a 
qualified or willing labor force. 

Bruce Ayers, president of 
Southeast Community College 
in coal-dependenl Harlan 
County, said he believes the 
West Virginia tragedy will affect 
availability of new hires. 

• "There' no question about 
it," he said. "We're trying m 
introduce a new generation to 
mining. It s difficult to over­
come the images from West 
Virginia.·· 

Jim Booth, president of 
Booth Energy in Inez, acknowl­
edged that the mine disaster 
could hurt his recruiting efforts, 
but he said he is hopeful it will 
not He said his company is 
among those that have unfilled 
openings because of the miner 
shortage. 

In an effort to ease the short­
age, Gov Ernie Fletcher on 
Wednesday appropriated 
$120,000 to pay for creatiou of 
the Kentucky Coal Academy to 
recruit and train new coal min­
ers. He al o announced an addi­
tional $50,000 for University of 
Kenrucky scholarships for stu­
dent. rudying to become coal 
mine engineers. 

"Our thoughts and prayer go 
out to the families and friends of

Diet is the key to controlling yow· 
blood sugar.

Eating a low-caJonc, ov.-fat 
low-sweets diet can imprO\ c your 
sugar and prom tc \'eight loss. I'd rec­
onnnend eating rcasonahlc amounts of 
food at the same limes every day, rather 
than a cycle of skipping meals and then 
' 'hinging." Thts can stahJitzc your 
sugar. Keep in mind that not eating for 
long period· of time can be just a harm­
ful to your glucose levels as O\crcating.

tant. This helps to lo\\er your sugar as 
well , s promote weight loss. Exercis­
ing every day i bcner than a few times 
a week a it promote& a good habit.

You should be monitoring your 
blood sugar on a reguJar basis. two to 
four times a day. And ye , you should 
a. k your doctor to put you on medica­
tion since your sugars are outside of the 
normal range. If your doctor will not 
do that. you should find a phy ·ician 
that spccialiLes in diabetic care and 
consult him or her regarding your treat­
ment. Your body will function better 
with a normal ugar level. and there is 
no hcneht to you to simply watch a 
chronically ch.'vatcd sugar. 

Now let me end with a bit of good 
news. [f you get treaunent for your 
diabetes and change to a healthier 
hfestyle., there's a decent chance that in 
a year or o. you might be able to cut 
back or eliminate your diabetes med-

ication. A real key here is getLing your 
weight to a normal or ncar-normal 
level. f know this may appear to be a 
difficult goal, but if you follow my 
dietary and exercise advice. you can 
improve your health little by little, day 
by day.
