Guiltv plea 
entered to 
contraband

PRESTONSBURG­
Amy King, 25, of Happy, 
pleaded guilty Friday to 
one charge of promoting 
contraband at the Floyd 
County Detention Center 
and was sentenced to 18 
months tn jail. 

King had been sched­
uled to go to trial in the 
case in early December. 
Her attorney, Jane Harlan 
of the public defender's 
office, asked for the trial to 
be continued when she 
learned that King was 

•looking at 10 years in 
hnother matter that was 
set for trial in Perry County 
the following week. Had 
King been found guilty in 
the contraband case any 
sentence she received 
would have run consecu­
tive to the larger sentence 
she was looking at in 
Perry County, where she 
was accused of trafficking 
in cocaine. 

King ended up entering 
guilty pleas in both cases. 
She received five years m 
Perry County and will 
serve her sentences con­
currently. 

The contraband charge 
came about when she 
delivered some belongmgs 
for her boyfriend at the 
detention center, including 
a radio. A cursory exami­
nation of the items by the 
deputy jailer led to the 
charge when 1t was diS­
covered that a piece of 
plastic was inside the item 
and not1ceable via the bat­
tery compartment. Staff 

ismantled the radio and 
found a plastic bag con-· 
taining cocaine, a second 
one containing marijuana 
and a third which held 
Oxycontin and Xanax 
tablets.

PRESTONSBURG - The 
Dish Satellite store in 
Prestonsbmg was burglar1zed 
Thursday nighl, marking the cc­
ond burglary at the busine1 s 'incc 
August. 

"'How do you place a value on 
a toolbox you've had for years?" 
manager Randy Woofter asked as 
he compiled an inventory of 
stolen items. 

Woofter said tliat at least 
$1,860 worth of merchandise was 
stolen from the premise some­
time Thursday night. He left the 
business at approximately 3:30

p.m., traveled to London to pick 
up some equipment and returned 
to Preston burg at approximately 
I 0:30 p.m., but didn't stop by the 
store to unload his truck until 
Friday morning, when he discov­
ered that the business had been 
burglarized. 

Equipment taken from the 
store included, among other 
items, a total of 10 roils of cable, 
75 ground blocks and more than a 
case of cable ends. The burglars, 
he aid, knew what they were 
doing because they didn't take 
any satellite receivers (with trace­
able serial numbers) or weather 
boots. which really aren't neces-
ary for satellite installation. 

Woofter believes the culprits 
either worked for the company in 
the past or are working in the 
satellite installation field current­
ly. A former employee. who was 
fired recently, still has a key to the 
store, he said. 

The business, a sub-office of 
the Local Network office in 
London, lost more than $2,000 in 
a burglary last Augu l. Woofter 
said that burglary, which remains 
unsolved, shared similar circum­
stances whh Thursday's burglary. 
The burglars didn't take traceable 
equipment in August, he said.

Who's afraid of 
C.S. Lewis? 

A few months 
ago, it seemed 
unlikely that the 
movie "The 
Chronicles of 
Narnia: The Lion, 
the Witch and the 
Wardrobe' could 
achieve anything 
like the commer­
cial liftoff of that 
other film 
embraced by 
Christians, "The 
Passion of the Christ." Controversy 
sells, and "The Passion" had about it an 
alleged whiff of anti-Semitism. 
"Narnia," based on the beloved chil­
dren's books, has no such thing, but it 
turns out that the movie's whiff of 
Christianity alone has been enough to 
stoke a roiling debate. 

C.S. Lewis. the late Christian apolo­
gist and Oxford don who is the author 
of the seven-book Narnia series, has 
been the subject of critical, even con­
temptuous, pieces in The New Yorker 
and The New York Times Magazine. 
The press coverage of the movie has 
emphasized how a (tiny) proportion of 
its marketing budget has been directed 

at- gasp!- Christians. The British 
author Philip Pullman has said the 
Namia books are based on "reactionary 
prejudice," and the British paper the 
Guardian attacked the stories for repre­
senting "everything that is most hateful 
about religion." 

For anyone who 
has been enchanted 
by the stories (1 00 
million copies sold), 
this reaction must 
be biza.tre. Who is 
afraid of C.S. 
Lewis-, and why? 

His frank 
Christianity has a 
lot to do with it. To 
put it in terms of the 
current war over 
season's greetings, 

the Narnia books aren't "happy holi­
days'' kinds of stories, but instead veri­
ly shout "Merry Christmas!" (Father 
Christmas is a character in them.) Even 
Lewis' friend J.R.R. Tol.kien, also a 
believer, thought Lewis laid on the 
Christian allegory too thick. 

But it is also Lewis' sensibility that 
irks the elite guardians of a culture that 
so treasures kepticism and irony. In the 
Narnia stories, Lewis is making the 
case for the opposite, for a child's 
openness to what might seem impossi­
ble to the narrow "adult" mind. 

In the story, four children enter 
through a wardrobe into a parallel win­

Your body begins to go back on 
you, your memory is always in another 
room with your keys. and you live in 
fear that the next illness will take your 
life avings. which you're hoarding 

because you know you'll need it to 
keep the IVs flowing when you fall 
permanently unconscious. 

OK, old age is superior to being 
dead, I' 11 give you that, but it's not a 
patch on youth. And 
by youth I mean 40 
years old. 

There are those 
who think of their 20s 
or 30s as the best 
time of life. There are 
even poor unfortu­
nates who feel that 
the best years of their 
lives were spent in 
high school. (Where 
did they spend the 
re t of their lives, 
pri on?) 

Pathetic. Being 25 or 30 years old 
has its moments, particularly if you're a 
professional athlete or a model, but for 
the most part it is a drag. You're always 
worried about money, the kids are dri­
ving you crazy or you can't meet any­
one you like or who likes you well 
enough to make a commitment. If it 
weren't for weekends there'd by noth­
ing to youth at all. 

Being 40, now that's different. 
f'eople often fall into depressions on 

becoming 40 because they think it put. 
them over the hill. It does not. It puts 
them at the crest of a high plateau that 
will last another 10 years.

Witch do battle. 

The most important influence on 
Lewis' work wa his concept of "joy," 
the sense of longing for a world beyond 
and more marvelous than our own. He 
always found that literature and myth 
best captured this sense, and the key 
moment in his conversion was when 
Tolkien convinced him that Christianity 
was utrue myth." 

Lewis and Tolkien wanted to re­
invigorate the powers of the imagina­
tion so it would be primed to detect the 
hints of a higher and deeper reality­
"further up, further in," as Lewis put it. 
They undertook their project against the 
grain in a mid-20th century that was an 
age of desiccated rationality. 

We have gotten more desiccated rJJ) 
since. Now everything tends to be 
viewed through the posrmodern uinity 
of race, gender and sex. British fantasist 
Philip Pullman has said the Narnia sto­
ries are racist since the villains are 
dark-skinned. What does he make. then. 
of the aptly named White Witch, who 
represents Satan? 

The Christian signpost will be lost 
on many viewers of the movie, who 
will simply relish a good yarn and its 
accompanying wonderment and joy. 
Lewis critic hould relax and experi­
ence some of it themselves.

In essence, the modem civil rights 
movement began on December 1, 1955. 
in Montgomery. Alabama, when Rosa 
Parks was arrested for refusmg to give 
up her seat on a bus to a white passenger. 
Over the next few years, protests and 
demonstrations became more frequent 
and more organized, as did the often vio­
lent backlash of counterattacks. 

Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. emerged 
as the major voice for the ci vii rights 
movement nationally. Under his leader­
ship, the tactics of non-cooperation with 
ul\iust laws, persistent demonstrations, 
and nonviolent responses to physical 
assault became the guiding principles of 
a mass movement de igned to arouse lhe 
conscience of the nation. For his advo­
cacy of non~violence, Dr. King received 
the Nobel Peace Prize in 1964. 

An exhibit on King and the ci vii 
rights movement opened Friday in the 
Mountain Arts Center art gallery. Il will 
continue through Jan. 31. 

This exhibit, displayed in conjunction 
with the Kentucky History Museum, 
examines the events and per analities of 
the civil rights movement from 1955 to 
Dr. King's assassination in 1968 
Dozens of stunning photographs and 
numerous quotes from Dr. King's mo t 
important speeches complement this 
important exhibit. 

Martin Luther King Day will be 
observed this year on Monday. Jan. 16. 
The Mountain Arts Center will be open 
from 9 a.m. until 6 p.m .. Monday 
through Friday, for teachers who may 
want to bring rodents to view this 
exhibit during the month.

Driver stealing a car and racing to u 
casino to meet two men who have just 
robbed it. The men show up two min 
utes later than they bad planned and 
The Driver must outrun a fleet llf 
police cars. It's an

C.C. Mayo, Coal Baron" on Jan.

Controversy still swirls 
around the life and legacy of 
John Caldwell Calhoun Mayo 
(1864-1914), but there' no 
debate about one thing: for better 
or worse, his works in the coal 
fields transformed Eastern 
Kentucky, with the consequences 
that are still felt today. 

John C.C. Mayo was born on 
a mountain fannin Pike County, 
but it was not until he was in col­
lege in the 1880s that he learned 
just how vast Eastero Kenrucky's 
mineral resources are. He started 
teaching, but soon turned to buy.­
ing mineral rights from landown­
ers, ultimately purchasing 
options on the coal that Jay under 
hundreds of thousands of acres. 

Mayo amassed a vast fortune 
by selling the e mineral rights to 
large out-of- tate corporations. 
Hi influence in business and 
politics reached far beyond 
Kentucky's borders. When he 
died at age 49, he was the richest 
man in Kentucky. 

At his funeral, Mayo was 
eu1ogtzed as a visionary, but 
almost 90 years later his legacy is 
hadowed by long-standing con­

troversy over the broad-form 
deed and other practices of the 
coal industry he helped create.

Dear Tom and Ray: 
I have two routes I can take to 

· work, both along interstate high­
ways. The more crowded, dir~t 
route is 20 mile and takes me 
40 minutes because of stop-and­
go traffic. My average speed is 
only 30 mph if I take the shorter 
route, but I'm on the brakes a 
lot. The longer, circuitous route 
is 30 miles, but takes only 30 
minutes, because I can cruise at

TOM: So when you take the 
shorter, stop-and-go route, you 
travel 20 miles, which requires 
1.25 gallon of gas (20 miles 
divided by 16 mpg equals 1.25 
gallons). 

RAY: And when you go the 
cruising route, you travel 30 
miles, but you get 25 mpg, so 
you use 1 .20 gallons (30 miles 
divided by 25 mpg equal 1.20 
gallons). 

TOM: So, in terms of the 
amount of gas you use, it's a 
wash. Therefore, you have to

Sho I Vince 
stay or should

LOS ANGELES - Every 
weekend, it seemed, brought a rea­
son to write about somelxxly else. 

Meanwhile, Vince Young 
kept mowing down opponents, 
20 in a row now. 

He began the regular season 
with a Iaugher over Louisiana­
Lafayette, confirmed his quality 
with a comeback at Ohio State, 
shredded the doubts with a beat­
down of archrival Oklahoma, 
then tied it all up neatly with a 
devastating showing against 
Southern California in a Rose 
Bowl title match for the ages. 

Week after week, there was 
no doubt he made for great copy 
back in Texa . 

Yet somehow, somebody else's 
story always seemed to be better. 

USC quarterback Matt 
Leinart returned to school, pass­
ing up certain millions from the 
NFL, to take a class in ballroom 
dancing and keep his eligibility 
long enough to make a run at an 
unprecedented third straight 
national championship. Then 
Notre Dame came back. And 
Joe Paterno brought Penn State 
back. And through it all, the 
Trojan's other shimmering star, 
Reggie Bush, was transcendent 
- here, there ana everywhere. 

But there's no. longer any 
question about the best story in 
college football. 

It's Young, hands down. 
By such a wide margin, in 

fact, that he's too good to stick 
around for another victory lap. 
Even if he is a junior, and even 
if there's a class available in the 
Texas two-step. 

Young said he won't make a 
decision about turning pro with­
out talking to his family and 
coaches, but he has to show his 
band by Jan. 15. Any reticence 
aside, the simple fact is that 
there's nothing left to prove, at 
lea t not in the college game. 

Young would be a prohibi­
tive favorite to avenge the only 
setback he's suffered in some 
time - losing the Heisman 
Trophy to Bush. He can get 
stronger, smarter and have a lot 
more fun staying wrapped in the 

protective cocoon that coach 
Mack Brown has designed at 
Texas. And there's the added 
motivation, as Young himself 
noted Thursday, of "helping the 
next guy" who will try to step 
into his oversized cleats. 

"Basically, you can get better 
all the time," he added, and 
those words hung in the air for 
only a few moments before 
Texas offensive coordinator 
Greg Davis confirmed them. 

He noted Young had made a 
quantum Leap in his decision­
making abilities between last 
season and this one, but that 
there was another "huge jump" 
to be made in the near future. 

"Quicker decisions, for one," 
Davis said, reading off a laundry 
list he carried in his head. "He 
needs to get more comfortable in 
the pocket, he needs to work on his 
play-action, his ball-handling ... " 

Somehow, though, me longer 
Davis' list got, the more you 
wondered whether he watched 
the same game the rest of u did 
the night before. 

Young has outgrown the 
competition at this level. That 
was apparent from the way he 
outmaneuvered everybody 
wearing the USC colors. He ran 
for 200 yards and three touch­
downs and passed for another 
267, despite a throwing motion 
thar 'Would give some NFL 
coaches the shakes. But like 
Brown, they know all tho e 
results in the win column can 
have a very calming effect. 

"What we want in rewards 
for Vince is what is in his heart, 
what is best for him, and that 
will be best for the University of 
Texas," Brown said. 
"Somebody asked me, 'If you 
win the national championship 
and Vince leaves, what will you 
do?'

High, he gets standing ovations 
when he' in the seats at Astro 
or Rocket games, and even 
more than the adulation, he's 
mindful of the opportunities o 
many of the kids he grew up 
with have squandered.

January bowhunters ... the few, 
the proud, the well-insulated

PADUCAH With 
Kentucky' 2005-06 deer har­
ve 1 running well behind last 
years pace, don' t expect the last 
wave of hunters to play catch-up. 

It's more of a ripple than a 
wave, actually. After all the 
assorted seasons based on 
weaponry and age, all that 
remains is the closing days of 
Kentucky 's 19-week archery 
deer hunt 

One of the longest hunting 
options under management, the 
state's bowhunting for deer and 

, \U~keY, c~osc out Jan. 17 after 
runnin~ continuously since 
Sept. 3. And much ha changed 
incc the summer initiation of 

the archer' quest. 
Going from muggy morn­

ings and tearny evenings with 
deer in summer behavior pat­
terns, the marathon archery sea­
son advanced through the onset 
of frosty mornings and chang­
ing leaves. Bowmen and 
women hunted through the high 
activity period of the whitetail 
rut, sharing that season with, if 
not giving way to the crush of 
the modern ftrearms hunt. 

Now, after modem and muz­
zleloader firearms season . 
youth hunt and a cro bow ' -
ion, tho e archery hunter with 

stickabilily and permits with 
limits left to fill face the cold, 
bleak and omcwhat forlorn 
remnants of the bow cason. 

The deer herd is reduced ig­
n.ificant..ly from its status at the 
sea ons start. Hunters in all 
phase of hunting since 
September have reported talcing 
more than 111 ,000 deer. (Yet, 
hunters checked in 124,752 deer 
during the 2()()4...05 season.) 

Kentucky Department of 

Fish and Wildlife Re ources 
managers, however, ay plenty 
of deer remain. The harvest is 
down this year, not because 
there are fewer deer out there, 
they report. Managers point 
rather to a combination of 
unseasonably warm weather 
during prime hunting times and 
a wealth of acorn that kept deer 
feeding i.n woodlands and linlil­
ed their movement. They also 
fear orne hunters are becoming 
more elective and increa ingly 
reluctant to take deer of less 
than trophy status. 

Managers encourage late 
bowhunter to take "bonus" 
antlerless deer, especially in 
Zone 1 and 2 countie where 
herds remain larger than iCleal, 
according to biologists. 

January bowhunters, howev­
er, may be challenged to prove 
that high numbers of deer are 
still on the prowl. Late season 
days can have a steeper level of 
difficulty. 

With the high movement 
period of the whitetail rut long 
past. deer by January typically 
have become more reclusive and 
conservative. After long weeks 
of hunting in various season , 
deer tend to grow more wary, 
often retreating into remote cov­
er toe cape human activity. 

With enormou energy 
depletion from the rigors of the 
rut, more deer are in a recovery 
mode now - reluctant to move 
more than nece ary, primarily 
only to feed to replenish faded 
fat re erves. January put deer 
L'l a survival mode that makes 
them le s vi ible wit.h their 
drop in activity. 

Late days bowhunters may 
improve their results by 
rethinking hunting locations, 
eek.ing out deer presence in 

thicker retreats at or near prime 

winter food sources. Lush lood 
like winter wheat field!'. may 
attract late season deer, but the 
boomer crop of acorns dropped 
back in the fall means oak tim­
ber remains an important 
source of dining for deer even 
now. 

A largely foliage-free. open 
habitat means hunter can see 
deer more easily now, but the 
increased vi ibility favors the 
deer, too. Tree tand hunter 
should be more selectiv~ of 
their etup, choosing trees ·ith 
multiple trunks or lower limbs 
for outline-breaking cn"er. 
and/or opting for higher po ·i­
tions to .l)tay out of the deer's 
sight plane. Camou. gcd 
ground ' bhnds backed tmo 
cover ru·e another optior' for 
avoiding whitetail eyes. 

Hunting and even approach­
ing the hunting site from down­
wind of where the deer are 
thought to be i even more cnt­
ical in January with deer alert­
ness heightened by a long peri­
od of hunting pressure. Scent 
control with special contain­
ment clothing couldn't hurl. 
The time of year it elf can be a 
deterrent to uccess. January 
bowhuntcrs may need to dress 
with maximum in ulation to 
tolerate the cold for lengthy 
wait in tand or blind. 

The disadvantages of thl' last 
day of bow hunting can be seen 
a a plus for tho c willing to 
accept lhe challenges. fhc 
added difficulties and the fact 
that archery season is already 
months old tends to ftltcr out 
most of the competition for the 
late hunting. 

It might be the toughest peri­
od, but the last of t.he bm hunt· 
ing Mohican can pretty much 
have there t of the deer . ca. on 
to them elves.

Study finds cheerleading·relaled 
in·unes on the rise

They also make lots of 
emergency room vi its. 

Rc ·earch indicate cheer­
leading injurie more than dou­
bled from 1990 through 2002. 
while participation grew ju t 18 
percent over the same period. 

"Chccrleading is not what it 
u. ed to be. ft' no longer tand­
ing on the idelincs looking cute 
in a skirt.'" said Erin Brooks a 
former cheerleader who teaches 
a safety course in Mi sissippi. 
"It'" more body kill ." 

A .rudy publi. hed Tuesday 
in the JOurnal Pediatrics e ti­
matcs 208,800 young people 
ages 5 to 18 were treated at 
U.S. hospital for cheerleading­
related injures during the 13-
year period. Most of the 
injuries were suffered by 12- to 
17-year-olds; nearly 40 percent 
were leg. ankle and foot 
injuncs. 

Almost all the patients in the 
study were treated at emer­
gency rooms and released. But 
because researchers used only 
ER number gathered by the 
Consumer Product Safety 
Commi sian, the true number 
of tho c injured is even greater. 

since many kids are treated at 
doctors' offices or by team 
trainer , researcher said. 

The rise in injuries is proba­
bly becau e the stunts are 
increasingly difficult. the 
researcher said. Cheerleading 
bas "evolved from a school­
spint activ1ty into an activity 
demanding high levels of gym­
nastics skill and athleticism," 
the study said. 

"It's not just standing on 
sidelines with pompoms going, 
'Rah, rah, rah.' It uses gymnas­
tics, and some stunts are cer­
tainly more dangerous than oth­
ers," aid Dr. Barry Boden, an 
orthopedic surgeon specializing 
in sport medicine at Rockville, 
Md., who was not involved in 
the tudy. 

Cheerleading is not consid­
ered a anctioned sport by some 
state high school athletic asso­
ciations. A a result, coaches 
are not always trained, and 
orne schools lack the proper 

facilities and equipment, said 
the study's lead author, Brenda 
Shield , an injury researcher at 
Columbus Child.rerr's Research 
Institute in Ohio. 

Some cheerleaders "practice 
in hallway and practice on 
hard urfaces instead of mats," 
Shields said. "So when they fall 
off a pyramid or from in the air 
and they land on hard surfaces, 
the chances for injury are d.ras­
ticaUy increa ed." 

The study recommends that 
coaches get profes ional afety 
training and that high chool 
and cheerleading association 
adopt umform safety proce­
dures and al o develop a 
national database for injurie . 

That is something the 
Memphis, Tenn.-based 
American A sociation of 
Cheerleading Coaches and 
Advisor has been advocating 
for several years. 

The association publishes a 
safety manual for cheerleaders 
and offers safety courses for 
coache around the country, 
aid the group's executive 

director. Jim Lord. 
He aid several factor , 

including the popularity of tele­
vised cheerleading competitions, 
have encouraged more cheer­
leaders and coaches to mimic 
difficult tumbling moves before 
they have the right training.
