Two face animal 
cruelty charges

WAYLAND - A Floyd 
County couple is facing ani­
mal cruelty charges after 
they allegedly subjected 
their pet to "cruel or injuri­
ous treatment and neglect" 
by failing to seek appropri­
ate health care for iL 

Martin residents Jimmy 
Smith, 56, and Tammy Lynn 
Meek, 34, were both cited 
by Floyd County animal 
control officer David 
Shepherd with one count of 
second-degree cruelty to 
animals. 

Smith was cited after he 
allegedly took hi dog, a 
shih tzu, to the Beaver 
Animal Clinic on Jan. 4 for 
grooming. 

''It's amazing that the 
dog's alive," County 
Attorney Keith Bartley aid. 

Bartley said Smith told 

clinic workers that he want­
ed the dog groomed because 
he was going to breed it. 

It took about four hours. 
Bartley said, for employees 
at the animal clinic to cut the 
dog' fur, which was so 
"severely matted"' that the 
dog wasn't able to urinate or 
defecate. 

Bartley aid one of the 
dog' paws wa badly di ftg­
ured. and that over half of 
one of its front legs had only 
bone showing, with no mus­
cles or tendons attached. 
Bartley said that leg may 
need to be amputated. 

The dog bad everal lac­
erations on its body and 
needed 100 or more stitches, 
Bartley said. It continues to 
be cared for at the clinic.

rea 
reform ooks ike 

Shocked - shocked! - that special interest money has 
corrupted the legislative process, Congress is going through 
one of its periodic paroxysms of faux reform. At least four 
bills have been introduced that would restrict lobbying 
activity and strengthen ethics rules. 

Becau e this is an election year, chances are that reform 
wiU pa sin one form or another. House Speaker Dennis 
Hastert. R-Ill., last week quietly passed the word to 
Republicans to get behind the effort, lest the ongoing Jack 
Abramoff lobbying scandals further tar the GOP as "the 
party of corruption" during the next fall's election campaign. 

The proposed reform bills all contain good ideas but, alas, 
not enough of them. Each bill would require the 
Govemment Accountability Office to review the work of the 
Senate and House ethics committees, which for the most 
part have been toothless tigers. Total transparency and strict 
accountability should be the guiding principles of reforms. 
New rules should remove temptations - wine, women, jun­
kets, jewelry ... freebies of any sort, really- and prescribe 
harsh emetic for those who yield to them. A bill jointly 
sponsored by John McCain, R-Ariz., in the Senate and 
Christopher Shays. R-Conn., in the House, and a Senate bill 
by Sen. Russ Feingold, D-Wis., would limit gifts from lob­
byist to lawmakers and their staffs or ban them outright. 
Feingold', bill would require lawmakers and their campaign 
committees to reimburse private aircraft owners for the fuU 
cost of using their planes, not just frrst-class airfare. 

All of the bill would impose strict limits on privately 
financed travel for lawmakers and their staffs. All of the 
bill would require lobbyists to electronically file quarterly 
report on their activitie into searchable databases. Currently 
reports are tiled semiannually, and only on paper, making 
review conveniently difficult. 

True reform would totally ban gifts and privately paid 
travel: if a trip i. worth taking to do the people's business, 
it's worth the people paying for it. Serious reform would 
lock the revolving door between Capitol Hill staff offices 
and the K Street office towers that house trade associations. 

True reform would also forbid former members of Congress 
- or their spouses - from sliding over into lobbying jobs. 
Public service i supposed to be its own reward, not a training 
bed for prostitutes. Currently, retired or defeated members must 
sit out one year before domg active lobbying, although they can 
offer "guidance" at up to $500,000 a year. The sweetheart deal 
that allows former members access to the House floor and priv­
ilege. in the Hou e gym and dining room also should be ended. 

True reform also would eliminate the thousands of "ear­
marks" studded in appropriations bills. Those are often spe­
cial interest deals inserted at the behest of lobbyists. 

Ultimately, however, all these good ideas are merely 
aspirin for a system suffering from the cancer of big money 
campaign contributions. True reform looks a lot more like 
the bill signed into law in Connecticut last month, one pro­
voked by a lobbying scandal that sent Gov. John Rowland to 
federal prison. Rowland took bribes and kickbacks (includ­
ing work on his home hot tub) from contractors to whom he 
had steered state business. Connecticut banned campaign 
contributions from lobbyists and state contractors and set up 
a system of voluntary public financing of campaigns. It's in 
the public interest not to have private interests paying the 
even- or eight-figure tabs to elect people to Congress.

PRESTONSBURG - A 
woman who was scheduled to 
plead guilty to one felony count 
of theft entered her plea on 
TUesday after her plea was 
rejected Friday when she told 
the Judge that she actually had­
n't committed the crime.

PRESTONSBURG - A 
Printer man who was arrested 
on one count of second-degree 
assault last October following a 
domestic dispute was indicted 
this week and saw several more 
charges added in circuit court.

That said, Carroll said he 
finds it odd that the Fletchers 
haven't contributed. 

"If he's expecting others to 
contribute, he ought to show his 
personal support for the same 
project by contributing him­
self," Carroll said. "I would not 
expect anybody to contribute 
to such a cause were not I also 
willing to do so."

But Blake Miller said he 
can't leave the horrors of war 
behind - though be' d like to. 

A team of military psychia­
trists have diagnosed Miller, 21, 
as uffering from po t-traumatic 
tress disorder, a mental illness 

characterized by subjccti vc 
symptoms like flashbacks and 
nightmare . 

"I could tell you stories about 
Iraq that would make the hair 
tand up on the back of your 

neck," Miller told the Lexington 
Herald-Leader for a tory pub­
lished Sunday. "And I could tell 
you things that were great over 
there. But that still wouldn'ttell 
you what it was actually like. 
You had to be there and go 
through it to really understand." 

Millions of Americans 
remember Miller as the 
"Marlboro Man"- the grubby, 
exhausted Marine lance corpo­
ral with a cigarette dangling 
from lips in a famous 2004 pho­
tograph from the battle for 

• r 
ep 

Fallujah. The picture ha' 
become one of the iconic 
image of the Iraq war. 

Mille1 said he still . moke a 
little over a pack of Marlboros 
per day but has cut down from 
the five pack or more he was 
puffing on every day at the 
height of the Fallujah battle. He 
now lives with hi new wife and 
her grandparent at their home 
in Long Fork in Pike County. 
They married in June. 

Miller said he began experi­
encmg sleeplessne s and night­
mares soon after returning from 
Iraq early Ia t year. 

He was sem to New Orleans 
last fall after Hurricane Katnna 
to help with the recovery effort. 
Part of hts duty was to recover 
bodies. 

A few days after he left lhe 
city, on board the USS Iwo 
Jima, a Navy ship on hurricane 
duty off the Gulf Coast, Miller

said he must have snapped. 
"I was coming out of the gal 

ley, when this sailor made a 
whistling noise that resembled 
the sound of a rocket-propelled 
grenade," Miller said. "You bad 
to have heard that sound to 
duplicate it. [ don't know why 
he did it. Maybe he was just 
poking fun at Marines. But 
something just triggered and I 
fhpped out. 

"They said that I grabbed 
him, threw him again t the bulk­
head and put him down on the 
deck, with me on top of him. 
But I have no recollection of it 
whatsoever." 

Eventually three mihtary 
doctors diagnosed Miller as suf­
fering from post-traumatic 
stress disorder, or PTSD. The 
Marines. concludmg that Miller 
could be a threat to himself or to 
his colleagues in any future 
combat situation, 'granted him

"The biggest rca on I did thi · 
interview is because I want peo­
ple to know that PTSD is not 
something people come down 
with becau e they're crazy," he 
said. "It's an anxiety disorder, 
where you've experienced 
something o traumatic that you 
were clo e to death."

Miller joined the Marines 

after graduating from high 
school in 2003 and was assigned 
to the infantry. He went to iraq 
the next year with Charlie 
Company, I st Battalion. 8th 
Marines and became a part of 
the Marine force assembled to 
clear insurgents out of Fallujah. 

Even now. Miller struggles to 
describe it. 

"{t's not exactly something I 
like to talk about. You see 
movies where omebody gets 
shot. It's nothing to sec some­
body get shot. that's just a 
movie. 

"But when you see it in real 

life, it's complclelv different ... 
the feeliflg you b:>:•P. afterward 
is comple :ely ::iii .-.rent. Even 
when you· w heinz >hot at, and 
you're returning fi re , whether 
you've hit anybody 01 not ... it's 
knowing that you ' re acwally 
shooting at somebody. At the 
time you don't think about it .. 
but afterward, it's mind-bog 
gling, it really is."

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Kentucky gets C-minus 
for emergency medicine 

WA HINGTO , D.C. -
The American College of 
Emergency Phy icians' National 
Report Card on the State of 
Emergency Medicme gave 
Kentucky a C-minus, ranking it 
31st in the nation. for the state's 
overall upport for its emer­
gency medical ystem. The 
report found the tate has a crit­
ical shortage of trauma centers 
and board-ccrtitied emergency 
physicians cau mg a lack of 
capacity in th system to handle 
a huge influx of patient . 

In the report card, all 50 cates 
and the District of Columbia 
received an overall grade on a 
scale of A-F. plus separate 
weighted grades in four cate­
goric : Acce s to Emergency 
Care ( 40 percent), Quality of 
Care and Patient Safety (25 per­
cent), Public Health and Injury 
Prevention (1 0 percent), and 
Medical Liability Environment 
(25 percent). 

ACEP began thi intensive 
effort of grading the tatcs more 
than a year ago by appointing a 
task force of experts. The task 
force developed 50 objective 
and quantifiable criteria to mea­
sure the performance of each 
state and the District of 
Columbia. Grades were then 
assigned based on a comparison 
to the best state's performance 
using weighted and aggregated 
measures. The full report can be 
found at www.acep.org. 

According to the Report Card 
Task Force Chair Dr. Angela 
Gardner, the report's results arc 
a serious wake-up call showing 
that in every category some 
states are making progress and 
some are lagging far behind. Dr. 
Gardner urged Kenrucky' resi­
dents to visit www.acep.org 
where they can ask policymak­
er to address the state's defi­
ciencies outlined in the report. 

··rr Kentucky' emergency 
medical system gets a C- on an 
average day, how can it ever be 
expected to provide expert, 
efficient care during a natural 
disaster or terrorist attack?' 
asked Dr. Gardner. "Our local, 
:.tate and national leaders mu t 
w rk clo ely with emergency 
medicine expert to ensure that 
all American can rece1ve the 
emergency medical care they 
need and expect" 

In the most heavily weighted 
category, Acce s to Emergency 
Care, Kentucky earned a C 
grade. Pulling down the state's 
grade in th1 category were sev­
eral sub tandard scores. It ranked 
ncar the bottom of the nation for 
its supply of board-certified 
emergency physicians and trau­
ma centers. It also ranked 45th 
among states in annual emer­
gency department visits per 
board-certified emergency physi­
cian. which indicates Kentucky's 

emergency departments are over­
crowded and quality of care is in 
jeopardy. 

Kentucky' lack of emer­
gency physicians may be partly 
due to the state's poor Medical 
Liability Environment: the state 
received a D- grade in this cate­
gory. De pite Kentucky's con­
stitutionaJ challenge to creating 
caps on liability, it could pass a 
variety of more modest reforms. 
the report said. 

In Public Health and Injury 
Prevention, Kentucky earned a 
C grade. Kentucky lacks prima­
ry seat belt law enforcement and 
an all-rider motorcycle helmet 
law. This may explain why 
Kentucky has one of the highest 
number of traffic fatalities in the 
nation; it ranked 48th for its 
large percentage of fatalities in 
which no restraint was used. 
The tate al o has one of the 
highest rate of fatal occupa­
tional injuries, ranking 46th in 
the nation for this measure. In 
the public health area, Kentucky 
ranked nearly last in the nation 
(49th) for its small percentage of 
older adult receiving a pneu­
mococcal vaccine, and it had 
weak immunization rates for 
young children.

McGuire brings back world title from Sweden

Ont: can't help but wonder. upon meeting 
Prestonsburg attorney Earl M. "Mickey" McGuire, 
what it was that lead thi practitioner of law to waltz 
hi way out of the courtroom and into the arena of 
competitive dance. According to the newest world 
champion of country dance competition. McGuire 
says that it all started with a imple raclio ad. an open 
evening. and a de ire to engage in what might tum 
out to be a "fun" activtty. 

"Il wa in about 1992. I was driving between 
Pikeville and Pre ·tonsburg, when I heard a radio 
announcement that free dance le ons were being 
given that evening at the old Center Stage Night 
Club. I thought, 'that might be fun.· and decided to 
stop in ... welL as it rumed out. the lessons were gomg 
to be taught in about the next 20 minutes, so I stayed. 
and afterwards, I guess you could . a) that 1 was 
hooked,'' he srud. 

McGuire shares that although he had round the 
evening to b fun. it wasn't without its challenge 
and he told dance in. tructors J.J. and Charlene 
Johnson. of Martin. that night that he "would never 
be able to do it." •·J just thought that I'd never be 
able to keep up." he said. 

Spurred onward by words of encouragement, 
McGuire says that he began taking lessons from 
Nadina DeLong and Terry Preece, of Paintsville. 
''That's where I took my flrst two- tep class," be 
said. Grinning broadly. McGuire said. "You ju. t 
would not believe how many times during those fir t 
practices that l almost gave up.'' 

Once bitten. however. McGuire continued on. and 
with the pattern "quick-quick. low-slow" now run­
ning smoothly in his head. he entered his ftrst dance 
contest in 1994. "We came in dead last that f1tst 
time.'' he said. Last in two-step. but seventh in 
wing, meaning that McGuire and then partner. 

Stephanie Barnett. had beat three other couples to get 
that seventh place spot. "It was enough to keep me 
encouraged.'' he aid. "Stephanie wanted to quit, but 
I wanted to go on." 

Eventually, McGuue found him elf desirou 
enough of eeing just how far he could go, that he 
enrolled in dance le. ons in Charle ton, We t 
Y"trginia. Now, under the tutelage of competitive 
coache Lorinda and Rick Nea e. the dancing attor­
ney found himself making weekly drive~ to 
Charleston and back each Monday evening for 
instruction. 

By October. 1998, McGuire found himself 
entered, along with Lorinda. m his flfSt pro am ball­
room dance competition, in Harrisburg. 
Pennsylvania. '"In pro-am, it i' only the amateur 
who i being judged," he informed. ··so the judges 
were looking only at me, not Lorinda '' 

Along the way to his recent world championship 
title, McGuire ha found h.im elf dancing not only 
around thi country, in country music havens such as 
Branson. Mis ouri and Nashville. Tenne see, but in 
bot spot like Las Vegas Nevada. and a few 
''calmer'' areas. as well, like Chicago. Illinoi and 
Cincinnati, Ohio.

Where do fleas go in the winter? Unfortunately for our pet 
and for u , the answer is. not far. It 1s a common nu conception 
that fleas are strictly a warm-weather parasite. 

First, a quick review of the flea hfe cycle. We are all famil­
iar with the adult flea-those elusive little hard belled brown [}~~f::~~~~~ ..... -
bugs that can somehow disappear in the h~ of eve~ .tbe horte t 
coats. Th bad new is that the adult are JUSt the llp of the Icc- rr?-vJ'Jf"~~ 
berg. Fleas undergo four stages of development- egg, larva. 
pupa and adult. At any one Lime. only 5% of total flea popula­
tion is in the adult form. In practical terms, thi means that for 
every five adultlleas that you see, there are 95 immature fleas
