The U.S. Mine Safety 
and Health Administration 
is not holding its mine 
inspectors responsible. the 
family members said. 

"I have no faith in 
MSHA at all," said Tilda 
Thoma , widow of Paris 
Thomas Jr., one of five 
miners killed in a May 20 
blast at the Kentllcky Darby 
Mine No. 1 in Harlan 
County. 

U.S. Reps. George 
Miller, D-Calif., and Ben 
Chandler, D-Ky., said after 

the meeting in Lexington 
that they would push for 
tougher mine safety legisla· 
tion. 

Miller said current min~ 
safety laws, including th~ 
federal MINER Act passed 
last month, don't give fam­
ilies enough access to mine 
investigations or adequate­
ly protect coal miners. . 

"There's a massive fail;. 
ure in Washington," saij) 
Miller. the ranking 
Democrat on the House 
Education and Workforc~ 
Committee. • 

Miller said he wanted to 
meet with the families after 
learning MSHA investiga­
tors refused to ask a federal 
inspector certain questions 
dealing with the Darby 
explosion.

Is less bad the 
same as good? 

President George W. Bush last week celebrated the new 
that Uncle Sam will plunge only $296 billion deeper in debt 
this year, as opposed to $319 billion last year and $412 bi1-
hon the year before. In other words, he'll be up to his belly 
in debt in tead of up to his neck. 

Thi · counts as progre s? 
On the heel of three year of record budget surpluses, 

the nation plunged into a ea of red ink soon after Bu ·h 
took office in 2001. And yet Bush says, "The tax cuts we 
passed work." Those tax cut , which primarily benefited the 
wealthy. set the economy on a roll, he claims. 

But a look at the facts ugge. t otherwise. Bush took 
office during the 2001 rece sion and promptly cut taxe ·. 
The recession was a mild one followed by two years of a 
sluggish and jobless recovery. The economy finally picked 
up a little steam, and we're now eeing healthy growth in 
orne sector and low unemployment numbers overall. 

So were the tax cuts responsible for the turnaround? 
Probably not. ln 1993, Bill Clinton entered the White 
House and promptly rai ed taxes. Economic growth aver­
aged 3.8 percent over the next five years. Since Bu h cut 
taxes, growth has averaged 3. J percent, according to figures 
from the Center on Budget and Policy Priorities. Clearly. 
taxes don't determine growth. 

Despite the recent positive economic number!>. the aver­
age American worker isn't feeling much like cheering In 
2004, the latest year for which Census data are available. 
median fami1y income wa." down 3 percent from 2001. It 
probably hasn't improved much since then. Adjusted for 
inflation, average wages today are still below their levels at 
the end of the 2001 recession, according to an analysis by 
the Economic Policy Institute. 

So. who is getting the benefits of the economic rebound?

The meeting will be facilitated by Sandy Brown of th~.; Two 
Hearts Pregnancy Center located in Ashland, If enough support 
is gained, the TWo Hearts Center will assist the group in estab­
lishing a center in our area. 

Since the U.S. Supreme Court' Roc vs. Wade decision ( 1973) 
egalized abortion, approximately 1.5 million unborn babies arc 

aborted each year, about four thousand each day. At least 30 mil­
lion babies have been abo1ted since the 1973 decision. One Ln 
four pregnancies end in abortion. 

"Many pregnant women choose abortion because they believe 
it is the best or only option for dealing with their crisis pregnan­
cies," srud Brown. "A woman wonders how she can continue in 
school during pregnancy, about placing her baby for adoption.

However, with a Category 5 hurricane bearing down on the 
Texas campu:; in September. 2005, Sexton - now the v1ce presi­
dent and chief executive offtccr of U1e six hospital sy. tem - was­
n't ·o sure that Stobo's advil:c to not worry made sense anymore. 

As TnCident commander. Sexton evacuated 424 patients - of 
this number. more than I 00 were either crilically ill or on life 
support - wh1le Humcanc Rita . teamed toward the Gulf Coast 
island c1ty of Galveston, Texas. 

The quick, hectiC I 0-hour cvat:uation wa the t1rst in the cam­
pus' 114-year history. 

"[( was pamful for all of us ... because we knew we were 
changing history," said Sexton, who t>arned master's and doctor­
ate degrees from the University of Kentucky in 1984 and 1996. 
and worked for the UK Chandler Medical Center for 25 year . 
"And I fell a long way from home,'' she added. 

One of Sexton's major moves involved the precarious hospi­
tal evacuation. "We thought some patients would be so unstable 
that the decision to move them out would be making a decision

"I took some grief about lhat, but all in all...l had short time 
frames to make decis•on<;." said Sexton, who worked 20-hour 
days throughout the cri~is, "I had to be finn and decisive," she 
~aid. 

During the hurricane, Sexton's emergency room treated one 
burn patient 111 critical condition and three firefighters. "There 
were moments when I thought. 'Oh my God, what if l don't do 
this right and people die'?'" Sexton said. "There were moments 
where I was scared that I'd never see my house again, that the ~ 
island would be destroyed. 

"If we went down. I wanted to go down with people thin lang 
we'd done everything we possibly could, and we'd done it 
right." 

Kentuckians certainly thought she was doing the right thing, 
as friends and strangers who saw her on national and cable news 
(Sexton was interviewed on the Larry King Live Show) called 
and wrote to offer their support. "It gives you strength to know 
it matters to people, because I was doing what mattered to me," 
she :-.aid. 

Sexton has since abandoned any illusion she may have once 
had about hurricanes . Now. she's just hoping that she doesn't 
have to evacuate again. 

"They're predicting another hurricane season just like the one 
we had.'' she said. "We're bu<;ily trying to lcam ... then. we hun- • 
ker down anti we wait." 

Sexton ~~ the daughter of the late Olive Turner and Adrian 
Hall, fo1111erly of Minme. Now a res1dent of Galveston, Texas. 
she and hu~band , Donald, are the parents of two children. Travis, 
currently a student at the University of Kentucky, and a daughter 
who lives in San Antonio, Texa • with her husband. Dr. Tony 
Hernandez. 

The Sexton's recently became grandparents to new darling 
granddaughter. Madeline Rose Hernandez.
