Attorney for victims' families 
blasts Fletcher administration

HARLAN - An attorney 
for mine families is demand­
ing an apology from Gov. 
Ernie Aetcher and his admin­
istration for the "disrespectful 
and insensitive treatment of 
rhe widows and families" of 
the miner killed in a south­
eastern Kentucky mine. 

Tony Oppegard in a letter 
Thursday blasted Fletcher, 
Secretary LaJuana Wilcher of 
the Environmental and Public 
Protection Cabinet and Natural 
Re ources Commissioner 
Susan Bush for keeping the 
families and their representa· 
tive out of clo ed-door inter­
view of Witnesses to the \1ay 
20 explosion and other 
employees of Kentucky Darby 
Mine No. 1 in Harlan County. 

The familie on Wednesday 
prole ted the private inter­
views. conducted by state and 
federal investigators. When 
they arrived at the interview 
site at a state technical college 
in Harlan, they found that the 
meeting room was blocked by 
two state troopers. The officers 
were not present Thur day. 

"When the Commonwealth 
of Kentucky ordered the troop-

ers to stand guard over the pro­
ceedings, did you think that 
the grieving widows and fami­
ly members were going to 
storm the interview room if 
their request to participate was 
not granted?" stated 
Oppegard, who is representing 
four of the five dead miners' 
families. 

Mark York, a spokesman in 
Wilcher's office, said the 
troopers were there to guard 
witnesses from the media, not 
the families. 

"We knew reporters would 
be there," York said after 
receiving the letter Thursday. 
"We had no information that 
the families would be there." 

While the familie 
expres ed frustration that offi­
cers were present Wedne day, 
there was no confronration. 
The widows, wearing black 
ribbons to commemorate the 
miners, calmly held up signs 
criticizing Fletcher. 

Oppegard, in his letter. told 
Fletcher "you and your 
Administration owe an apolo­
gy to each of the family mem­
bers who attended yesterday's 
protest." 

Miner advocate Kenny 
John on, who is representmg 
the families with Oppegard, 

wa turned away from the 
interview. again Thursday 
morn mg. 

Calls to Fletcher's office 
Thursday were not immediate 
ly returned. 

The governor was also crit­
icized by two Congressional 
Democrat who aid his deci­
sion to keep the families' rep­
resentative out of the inter­
view "i deeply regrettable." 

State official said the inter­
view were closed to familie , 
attorneys and reporter 
becau e they wanted witnesse 
to feel comfortable when dis­
cussing their experiences at 
the mioe. 

In a JOtnt statement 
Thursday, U.S. Rep . George 
Miller, D-Calif.. and Ben 
Chandler, D-Ky., aid: "Thi · 
show once again the urgent 
need for federal legislation 
that set clear and uniform 
rules for all investigation into 
mining tragedies. It i critical 
that tho ·e rules allow familie~ · 
representatives to have acc~.:ss 
to all witness interviews and 
provide for public bearings:'

Mine employees questioned 
~out safety while families protest

HARLAN - Investigator 
questioned employees at a 
southea" tern Kentucky mine 
where five miner were killed 
in an explosion about safety 
Wednesday while family 
members of the dead miners 
protested outside. 

The questions on centered 
on whether the seals used to 
•p out combu tible gases 
were built properly, miner 
James Roark said. 

The seals are major part of 
the investigation of Kentucky 
Darby Mine No. I since inves­
tigators believe that the May 
20 blast was a methane-fueled 
explosion. 

"All r could tell them is we 
built them the be t we know 
how," aid Roark, who three 
months ago helped build one 
of the three seals damaged in 
the blast. 

• Outside the interview room, 
more than a dozen widows and 
other relative wore black rib­
bons commemorating the fall­
en miners held signs criticiz­
ing Gov. Ernie Fletcher and 
protesting the closed-door 
interviews. 

"Company reps in. family 
reps out, WHY!?" and 
"Governor. what's there to 
hide?" the signs read. 

State officials rejected a 
request earlier this week that 
representative for families 
have access to the interview 

and be able ask questions of 
the witnesses. Natural 
Resources Commissioner 
Susan Bu h said Tuesday that 
the . tate needed accurate 
information quickly and want­
ed witnessel> to be as comfort­
able and forthcoming a. pos t ­

ble. 
The panel questioned 10 

Darby employees Wednesday. 
The interviews of 26 subpoe­
naed employees were to con­
tinue through Friday. 

Roark said he felt pre sured 
by some of the inve tigator 
questions. saying, "I can't give 
them answers I don't have." 

Meanwhile state and feder­
al mine safety officials accom­
panied a represemative from 
the United Mine Workers of 
America into the mine, a day 
after they said they were wait­
ing for the underground envi­
ronment to be safe. 

Max Kennedy, the UMW 
official, was de ignated a min­
ers representative by MSHA 
after at least two Darby miners 
requested a representative in 
the investigation, according to 
UMWA International 
President Cecil E. Roberts. 

"Although the Darby mine 
is a nonunion mine, these min­
ers have asked us to participate 
on their behalf so that the 
UMWAs experience in safety 
and accident investigation 
can be brought to bear in this 
inquiry, as it has been in oth-

All Americans owe a salute to the jury in Houston that held the chief exec­

utives of the disgraced Enron corporation accountable for the damage to so 
many lives caused when that corrupted company imploded 

And if their verdict serves as a warning to other e ·ecutives and leads to gen­
uine reforms in corporate behavior and oversight. future generations of 
Americans will owe the jury a debt of gratitude as well. 

The eight women and four men deliberated for five day and then pro­
nounced Kenneth L. Lay guilty on stx count of fraud and conspiracy and four 
counts of bank fraud and Jeffrey K. Skill1ng guilty on 18 counts of fraud and 
conspiracy and one count of insider trading (be wa•; acquitted on nine count., of 

.insider trading). The jury saw through the sham in which the pair attempted to 
have it both ways- extravagantly paid top executive who had no idea what 
was going on in their company. 

The verdicts will be appealed, of course. but if ju Lice i. consistent they wtll 
be upheld and the two men wilJ be off to prison for what could he the rest of 
their lives. How much of their ill-gotten wealth can be recovered from wher­
ever they've hidden it is unknown. but it would be nice if orne of it could be 
returned to the thousands of Enron workers who e jobs and pen-;ion were 
wiped out. 

Enron's collapse in October 200 I followed what another former executive. 
Sherron Watkins, described as "an elaborate accounting hoax." She alerted Lay 
to that in an Aug. 15 memo when Skilling resigned as Chief Executive Oflicer. 
but five days later, Lay was quoted in Business Week ru saying, 'Thert.! are 
absolutely no problems that had anything to do with Jeff's departure. There are 
no accounting issues, no trading issues, no re crve issue., no previow.ly 
unknown problem issues. The company is probably in the strongest and best 
shape that it has ever been in." 

Five years later, he took the witnes stand and tried to blame the media.. staff 
accountants and others for the Enron debacle. Everyone but h1msclf. 

The jury knew better. They put the burden of responsibility right where it 
belongs. 

The U.S. Ju tice Department prosecutors also rate a alute for their efforts 
in this case. Sean M. Berkowitz, director of the Enron Ta<;k Force. was right on 
the mark when he said the jurors" ent an utun1stakable message l(> boardroom. 
across the country that you can't Jje to shareholders, you can't put yourself in 
front of your employees' intere 1!>, and no mattt:r ho\\< rich and powerful you 
are you have to play by the rules." 

And we can only hope that the message has been rece1ved in other corpo- • 
rate offices and boardrooms and business schooJ - and in the power corridors 
of Washington. which for roo long has been far too coz~ with Big Busines .. pri­
marily because of its campaign contribution:;. 

Capitalism is a good thing, a mighty engine of economic prosperity. but 
unfettered capttalism i not - and America ha-; known that sinet: the very 
beginning. It has had to struggle with Robber Baron. and rogue industrialists 
and corruption of politics and policy-making.

FRANKFORT - Attorney 

General Greg Stumbo today 
issued cea e and desisr warn­
ing letters to Kentuck} distrib­
utors of Bioperforn1ance. a so 
called "gas pill" whit:h mar­
ke ers claim improves fuel 
e iency when added to the 
gasoline tank. The letter warns 
distributors that further effort 
to distribute the pills in 
Kentucky may subject them to 
possible civil and criminal lia­
bility for theft and violation of 

the state pyramid sales act. 
La. t week a Texas judge 

granted a temporary restrain­
ing order against 
Bioperfonnancc. Inc. and its 
principals. Lowell Mims and 
Gustavo Romero, ordering 
them to halt all sales efforts 
based on evidence that the 
marketers' claims are fal~e and 
misleading in violation of the 
Texa~; con~umer protection 
laws. The Texas Attorney 
General 's Office is prosccut-

ing the case against the com­
pany. The gas pill product is 
marketed as a "non-toxic" fuel 
additive that improve gaso­
line efficiency. aving con­
sumers up to 25 percent on 
their ga oline bill . 

The Texas investigation 
determined, however, that 
those claims were aiJ false and 
misleading. According to 
Expert AJfidavit filed with

Mine operator fined 
for 2005 fatal roof fall 

People know 
Pueblo for it$ ... 

LOUISVILLE - An eastern Kentucky 
mine operator was fined $360,000 on 
Wednesday by a federal agency for a roof fall 
that killed two miners in August. 

The U.S. Mine Safety and Health 
Administration fmed Stillhouse Mining LLC 
for s1x violations at its No. l mine in Harlan 
County. Each of the violations carried a 
$60,000 fine, the maximum allowed under 
each federal violation. 

A roof fall m the mine on Aug. 3 killed 
Ru. ell L. Cole, 39, of Partridge, and Brandon 
Wilder. 23, who lived in Letcher County. 

The fmes were announced about 10 days 
after an explosion in another Harlan County 
mine in Holmes Mill killed five mmcrs. 

The roof fall occurred when a section of 
mine roof 20 feet wide and 20 feet long col­
lapsed Without wammg. The collapse 
occurred three miles from the entrance to the 
mine. Cole and Wilde1 were pan of a crew of 
about eight men who were performing retreat 
aurung. 

The Stillhouse mine was cill.:d for three 
violations of failing to follow an approved 
roof control plan, and one violation each of 
failing to adequately support a roof; failing to 
immediately corre t or post alerts regarding a 
hazardous c ndition; and failing to providl! 
adequate training to a miner. 

Sti llhouse Mining has 30 days to appeal 
the fmes.

Stock car tracks court families with new diversions

JENNERSTOWN, Pa. - As 
stock car engines howl in the 
background, Dave Wheeler 
raises a small air cannon to his 
shoulder and sends a bundled 
T-shin tumbling through the 
air toward the stands at his 
racetrack. 

Screaming fans, many of 
them children, jump to their 
feet and reach skyward in 
hopes of catching the souvenir. 
Nearby, other kids get their 
faces painted, crawl around a 
playground or wait in line for 
snow cones. 

It's opening night at 
Jennerstown Speedway, and 
the diversions are many for a 
segment of fans that racetrack 
owners and stock car enthusi­
asts say is vital to the future of 
their sport - families. 

With stock car racing's 
recent boom in popularity, 
small racetracks are sprucing 
up their facilities to anract par­
ent and children in ever-larger 
numbers. 

"We're just trying to get it 
all family. family, family," said 
Wheeler, a 53-year-oJd former 
stock car driver who bought 
the track four years ago. 
"Everybody wants to sell rae­
mg. We're selling emertain­
ment." 

To appeal to more than ju ·t 
die-hard race fans. 
Jennerstown Speedway and 
other short tracks - asphalt cir­
cuit up to a half-mile: long -
have done away with seedy 
attractions of yesteryear, such 
as short skirt contests. 

Instead, they try to offer 
more wholesome entertain­
ment and activities, including 
an intermission in which kids 
scramble to colJect pennie 
cattered across the track or 

visit the pit area to scoop lol­
lipops off a race car. 

Some have buill fresh facil­
ities, with clean bathrooms and 
concession stands and ample 
space for parking. Furry mas­
cots and clowns mingle with 
spectators amid the aroma of 
rubber and oil. 

And keeping ticket prices 
affordable - $8 for adults at 
Jennerstown- is crucial to fill­
ing the stands, said Wheeler. 
who also own a national chain 
of automotive stores. 

The efforu have paid off. 
Attendance at me peedway 
tripled last year, reaching an 
average of about l ,500 people 
for Saturday evening races. 
Wheeler said. 

"l attribute that quite 
frankly to what we're doing. 
what eem · to be happening 
nationwide," he said. 

Wheeler aid his and other 
small tracks have benefited 
from the rise of ASCAR 
which has a huge national 
audience. Andrew Giangola, a 
NASCAR spokesman. said the 
trend toward families is evi­
dent at track of all si1es. He 
al o said NASCAR's fan base 
is 40 percent women. 

"I think a lot of this is inde­
pendent entrepreneur. listen­
ing to their customer base," he 
said. "These tracks arc in com­
petition for the entertainment 
dollar." 

He said the sport appeals to 
familie. because cars are one 
of the things kids play wiLh. 
and "kids tend to be attracted 
by the colors and the ight and 
the , ounds and the peeds." 

Tony Stewart, the reigning 
Nextel Cup champion, also 
recognize the value of cater­
ing to fans. He offers pre-race 
entertainment at Eldora 
Speedway. the half-mile dirt 
track he bought in Rossburg. 
Ohio, in late 2004. 

"Obviously, we do have a 
different angle that other short 
uacks don't becau e of who we 
arc with NASCAR," he aid 
last month. "Hopefully, what 
we are doing is opening the 
eyes of corporate Amenca to 
the value of sh01t-track rac­
ing." 

James J. Miley, whose fam­
ily owns two racetracks in 
western Pennsylvania, said it is 
difficult w entice family spet·­
tators to return to !>tock car 
races regularly. 

"That mean ... we better be

throat. I was surprised by this 
as I never took her to the doctor 
for a sore throat, though she 
did have one. It went away on 
Its own. Now she has these 
kidney problems. Can you 
explain what is going on and 
what I should expect. 

A From your description it 
sounds like your daughter bas 
a condition - called post­

streptococcal glomemlonephritis -
that produces acute kidney failure 

following a strep infection. In addi­
tion to the o;trep throat that your 
daughter had. there are several differ­
ent types of 'trep infection that can 
also cause rhls disorder. Two of 
these. which manifest themselves pri­
marily a . kin problems, are scarlet 
fever and impetigo. 

In po t- treptococcal glomeru­
lonephriti , immune complexe pro­
duced by your body's reaction to the 
strcp infection become trapped in 
structures in the kidney called 
glomeruli. These look like tiny balls 
of yam and are composed of small 
blood vessels that filter the blood to 
form unne. When the immune com-

children between 6 and 7. Jt usually 
develops I 0 to 14 days after the ini­

tial infection with the streptococcu. 
bacteria. This disorder 1s now rela­
tively uncommon in developed coun­
tries due to the wide ,pread use of 
antibtotic to treat the original strep 
infection. Today it is seen most often 
inca es tike your daughter's, where a 
strep infection is undiagnosed and, 
therefore, untreated. 

When a person with post-strep 
glomerulonephritis i first een m the 
famjJy physician's office. there are 
typically some telltale "pre enting 
symptoms." The e include dark or 
bloody urine, decreased urine output 
and swelling. The swelling is u ual-

ly of the face or eyes. Sometime 
there is joint pain and stiffness as 
well. On physical exam the physi­
cian may also find high blood pre. ­
sure. U. ually lab test on blood and 
urine ·amples are sufficiem to make 
the diagno 'i . ln some cases. a hiop-
y of the kidney may be needed if the 

diagnosis i in que tion. 
There is no specific treatment for 

this conditiOn. The symptoms such 
as high blood pressure and swelhng 
are treated with appropriate medica­
tions. Occa ionally, antibiotic are 
given if it is fell that bacteria arc . till 
pre ent. In children, like your daugh­
ter, it is u. ually a self-limiting disor­
der andre olve completely in four to 
ix weeks. 

When post-streptococcal glomeru­
lonephritis occurs in adults, especial­
ly tho e with other underlying health 
problem , it can be much more ·eri­
ous. In some cases it can lead to 
heart failure and permanent kidney
