Mine workers giving conflicting 
testimony, miner rep says

A panel of mine safety 
investigators. company offi ...

Kentucky Darby Mine No. I in 
Harlan County. have focused 
the federal inve ligation large­
ly on underground gas level 
and protective eals designed 
to contain combustible and 
poisonou. ga. es in the mine. 

State officials 'ay they 
believe methane. a naturally 
occurring gas in nunc . 1 uclcd 
the May 20 bla ·t. What ignited 
the blast is still unclear. 

Attorney Ton:r Oppegard, a 
miner repre entative. aid 
Monday the witnes es have 
given ,·arying resrimony on 

some ·afety issues. including 
the metal ~traps used as under­
ground roof supports. While 
orne say the trap );tretched 

from the active area of the 
mine to o;ealed-off areas con­
taining a bujld up of methane, 
other have denied it. he said. 

''There is inconsi tency in 
testimony among "itnes es a), 
to whether or not there were 
metal roof straps," Oppegard 
told the A sociated Pre· in a 
telephone interv1ew from 
Harlan. where the interviews 
were conducted. 

The concern is that the 
metal straps can create a gap 
between the seal and the rouf, 
allowing methane to spill into 
the act" e areas. he aid. 

"If you have a strap. it may 
preYent you from ha\ ing the 
seal fit snugly under the roof." 
siDd OpPct:~.d.. fonner general 
counsel to the tate mine regu­
latory agency. 

Another problem Is that 
metal is a conductor ol heat 
and energ}. 1f an energ) 
source- for example. a weld­
ing tOrch - heated a metal 
:map that stretched bclunJ a 
protecth e seal. it could poten-

tiall; ignite the methane 
behind the barrier. 

Whether the miners killed 
by the bla. t were u ing orne 
sort of torch or other ignition 
device h<:~s not heen disclosed 
by investigators. 

Three of the victims- Bill 
Petra. Pari Thoma Jr and 
Roy Middleton - died of car­
bon monoxide poisoning while 
two more. Jimmy Lee and 
Amon "Couon" Brock. were 
killed in the blast. One miner, 
Paul Ledford was rescued.

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Fletcher taps Rudolph as new running mate

LOUISVILLE - Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher quickly filled a 
political void Saturday by 
naming state Finance 
Secretary Robbie Rudolph as 
his running mate for his 2007 
re-election campaign after 
hcing spurned by his lieu­
tenant governor. 

The Republican governor, 
interrupting a Florida vacatjon 
to tend to the political 
uphea' al, vigorously touted 
hi. accomplishments in office 
md vowed to pres fon.vard in 
thl: lace of hts indictment as 
pan of an investigation into 
whether his administration 
ba.·t•d personnel decision on 
political considerations. 

''!' m very excited about 
running and I've got the fire in 
the belly to do it and we're 

•going to get it done," Fletcher 
told reporter after speaking to 
a state Republican gathering 
that gave htm series of stand­
ing O\·ation . 

It "'as Fletcher's first public 
appearance in Kentucky since 
Lt. Gov. Steve Pence told him 
recently he would not be part 
of the governor'· ticket next 
year and then LUrned down 
Fletcher'. reque t that he step 
down as second in charge. 

Pence also poke at the 
statt! GOP central committee 
meeting Saturday and then 
looked on as Fletcher intro­
duced Rudolph ha hi po . i­
ble successor. 

"I'm ab. olutely honored to 
be with my friend, Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher." ~aid Rudolph. who 
ran as part of a slate that lost to 
the Fletcher-Pence team in the 
2003 GOP primary but has 
stnce become part of 
Fletcher's inner circle. 

Rudolph told reporters that 
he and Fletcher make a "great 
working team.'· 

"We agree on almost e\cry­
•thing - quite frankJy I can't 

think of anything we do dis­
agree on.'' he said. 

The race will be the 50-
year-old Rudolph' second 
auempt at winning the lieu­
tenant governor's office. He 
served as a running mate to 
former Jefferson County 

Judge-Executive Rebecca 
Jachon in 2003 in the 
Republican primary. 

Rudolph. founder and 
owner of a Murray whole!>ale 
tire company, later sen ed on 
Pletcher's tran. it ion team 
before being tapped to head 
the Finance CabincL 

Rudolph told reporters 
Saturday that he would likely 
step down as finance secretary 
to avoid any potential conflicts 
in awarding state contracts. 
But Rudolph said. he would 
remain a pan of the governor's 
inner circle. 

Rudolph called Pence a 
friend but said he thought 
Pence should leave the admin­
istration. "I think it would be 
hcsl that he would resign," 
Rudolph said. 

Fletcher said he called a 
number of !>Upporters to a~k 
about his choice for a running 
mate. They expressed over­
whelming support for 
Rudolph. Fletcher said. 

Fletcher, asked if Rudolph, 
a wealthy businc. sman, will 
dip into hi own tunds to help 
bankroll the campaign. 
replied, "1 don't think that will 
be necessary." 

Jeffer on County GOP 
Chairman Jack Richardson IV 
aid afterward that Rudolph 

wa a "logical choice" a.;; a key 
member of Fletcher's adminis­
tration. 

"Robbie's been there 
through a lot of the tough 
times, so I'm sure Lhat there's 
been developed a certain 
degree of loyalty there," he 
said. 

Asked if Fletcher helped 
himself with fellow 
Republicans with his appear­
ance. Richardson said, "I think 
he gave a powerful and impa • 
sioned peech. but \\c'll just 
have to see." 

Fletcher, Kentucky's first 
Republican governor since 
1971, was indicted recently on 
misdemeanor charge alleging 
he broke state law by reward-

ing political ~upportcrs with 
'>late JObs ullcr he tonk oflice. 

Last summer. he i~sucd a 
blanket pardon rm anyone in 
his admint~tration who might 
face charge:; in the probe -
except himself.

State embracing 
higher education 

It's easy to complain about the status of po tsecondary educa­
tion in Kentucky. The number of Kentuckians age 25-64 with 
bachelor's degrees is far less than the natlonal average. In 2004, 
the number was 18.8 percent compared with 29.1 percent 
nationwide, according to U.S. census figures, as reported recent­
ly in the Lexington Herald-Leader. In a rapidly changing. tech­
nology-based world, lack of postsecondary training dulls 
Kentucky's ability to compete and thrive .... 

Kentucky is trying to match the national figure of 32 percent 
of adults with bachelor's degree projected for 2020. Improving 
by 14 percentage points in 14 years will be a daunting task, 
requiring that this state's public and private colleges and univer­
sities dramatically increase the number of graduates they are pro­
ducing each year and keep it up for a long time. 

Can it be done? Based on what we've seen thi month on the 
campuses of Kentucky" public universitie . it seems quite po si­
ble. 

To say the least, May produced a bumper crop of college and 
university graduates across Kentucky. And even if the big cla ·s 
of '06 turns out to be an unsustainable anomaly, it has to be 
encouraging because of the sheer interest Kentuckians are show­
ing in higher education. 

Seven of the eight public univer ities increa ·ed the number of 
degree they awarded compared with last year. a 12.3 percent 
jump overall. Five years ago Kentucky public universities award­
ed just more than 14,000 degrees and other credentials. This year 
the number was nearly 24,000. That's a 68 percent increase in 
five years and a 20 percent increa e from 2005 to 2006. 

Western Kentucky University ... led the 2006 boom with an 
astounding 27.6 percent increa e in degrees awarded, continumg 
the school' pattern of rapid growth this decade. 

The tate report on degrees granted underlines the huge contri­
bution the state's community and technical college system i 
making to higher education. This spring Kentucky Community & 
Technical College System chool · had a 31.6 percent increase in 
associate's degrees, certificates and diplomas compared with 
2005 .... 

Kentucky will have to average a 4.5 percent annual incrca c in 
bachelor's degrees to meet the 2020 goals. If 2006 is any indica­
tion, it is within reach because Kentucky citizen appear to be 
getting the message about the vital importance of higher educa­
tion.

Some of my earliest memories of 
my childhood are of our trips to our 
public library. I can remember it 
well- walking up the steps to the 
Lexington Public Library. l remember 
looking up at all the books and being 
overwhelmed at where to begin. but 
looking forward with anticipation to 
what I would discover there. 

Last year, over 122,000 children 
and teens in 113 counties across 
Kentucky participated in public 
library summer reading programs. 
Since 1981, these programs have 
motivated children to read book 
without the pressure to take tests or 
score points. It's an opportunity to 
read purely for pleasure. Recently, 
Kentucky ha joined a consortium of 
36 states which share the same sum­
mer reading theme. It is very exciting 
to know that Kentucky is part of a 
larger effort to generate a love of read­
ing among our nation's young people. 
A First Lady of Kentucky, encourag­
ing and promoting early literacy is 
one of my top priorities. I have trav-

eled around the state promoting the 
Read to Achieve Act of 2005 and 
other reading initiatives, encouraging 
children to get excited about reading. 

Reading i the gateway skill need­
ed for academic success. Studies on 
summer readmg show conclusively 
that the number of books read during 
the summer is consistemly related to 
academic gains and that reading as a 
leisure activity is the best predictor of 
comprehension, vocabulary and read­
ing speed. That is why summer read­
ing programs are so important. They 
help children progress during the long 
summer months and they spark inter­
e t in reading. 

Thi year the children's summer 
reading program theme is "Paws, 
Claws, Scales and Tales;" the com­
panion program for teens is called 
··creature Feature." Activities at 
libraries will feature pets both real and 
imaginary. Libraries will have oppor­
tunities not only to entertain children 
with stories and activities about 
beloved pets, like our two-year old 
West Highland white terrier Abby, but 
also to educate them about humane 
treatment of animals, responsible pet 
owner hip, opportunitie and careers 
for children who love animals, and 
about those non-pet animals helpful to 
human in so many ways. 

As a young girl, I remember long, 
hot summer nights, reading with the 
aid of a flashHght, to avoid keeping

Kenady enjoys summer as 
much as the rest of us. but he 
see potentially threatening 
clouds where others . ee only 
sunshine. 

"There's mountmg evi­
dence that one bad sunburn at 
any point in your life will dra­
matically increase the risk ol 
melanoma, the most serious 
slcin cancer," ay Kenady, a 
physician at the Univer. ity of 
Kentucky Chandler Medical 
Center and profes or of 
surgery in the UK College of 
Medicine. 

In fact. he say , about one 
out of every 85 Amencans can 
expect to have melanoma 

sometime during Ius or her life 
a percentage that ha~ grown 

over time. 
"These (cancers) arc 

increasing because people arc 
lying outside without sun­
screen and without hat:-.. Men 
definitely should wear hat-. 
when they are out in the sun 
because as the) age they Jose 
ha1r." Kenady say~. 

Kcnady . ays there are three 
types of skin cancer that can 
result from too much expthure 
to the ~;un. 

··As many as 65 percent of 
the folks who live to age 80 
will get basal cell carcmoma. 
the most common typ~ nf .;kin 
cancer. Thi cam:er strike.-, the 

h:J-;al layer of the 'kin and i ... 
usually very slow-growing. It 
can be treated with 'arious 
mcthmh. but if it is neglected. 
ir c:Jn grow and -.omeumes be 
lethal." he say<>.

The major danger is 
melanoma. usual!) n dark 
patch on the skin. 

"If the-.e are diagno.,cd

Kenady ~uys. "But the thicker 
the melanoma gcb. the more it 
can spread Ami it can go into 

the bone and internal organs 
and cause death.".

"Thirty SPP will give you

He urges people with red 
hair and light kin to usc the 
higher-rated suns rccns.

PIKEVLLLE - When the 

Night Riders came to terrorize 
Price Hollowell's family dur­
ing the Black Patch War in 
western Kentucky a century 
ago, one of them gloated, "We 
Night Riders fear no judge or 
jury." They eventually had to 
eat those words, thanks in 
great measure to 13-year-old 
Price, whose testimony in fed­
eral court proved cructal in 
winning a large judgment 
against the Night Riders who 
destroyed the Hollowells' fann 
and ran them out of Kentucky. 

Kentucky Chautauqua pre­
sents Ethan SuUivan Smith as 
Price HoUowell, Black Patch 
War Hero, on Wednesday, 
June 7, at 7 p.m. in Booth 
Auditorium, located on the 
campus of Pikeville College.

Program. 

Smith, a high school stu­
dent from Cynthiana. has been 
performing since he was six. 
He was a three-time state 
champion in public peaking 
and prose interpretation at the 
middle school level. His cred­
its include the Georgetown 
Children's Theatre and the 
Kentucky On Stage serie at 
Georgetown College. 

The Black Patch War. o 
named bccau e it occutTed in 
the area of west Tennessee and 
we tern Kentuck) where dark 
tobacco is grown, began in 
1904. The cau e wa. low 
tobacco prices, which were the 
product of two factors: the 
return to the gold standard, 
which depressed all agricultur­
aJ prices, and the American 
Tobacco Company's monopo­
lization of the tobacco market. 
which depressed prices even 
further. By 1904, American 
Tobacco, headed by James B. 
Duke was paying less for 
tobacco than it cost farmer · to 
grow tt 

Growers in the Black Patch 
responded by forming the 
Planters' Protective 
Association. Its trategy was 
simple - withhold tobacco 
from the market until better 
prices were offered. The 
Association managed to sign 
up about a third of the Black 
Patch's tobacco grower 
25,000 farmers attended an 
Association meeting in 
Guthrie, Ky., in l906 - but 
American Tobacco fought 
back by oftenng !ugh prices to 
fanners who were not part of 
tbe boycott. Some of these 
"nonpoolers" as they were 
cal1ed refu ed to cooperate 
with the As ociation on princi­
ple. One of the nonpoolers was 
Price Hollowell's falher 
Robert, whose fann was in 
Caldwe!J County. 

The Association's strategy 
did not work. American 
Tobacco refused to deal with 
the Association, whose mem­
bers suffered financially. 
Frustrated, some of them 
resorted to violence, some­
times pining neighbor against 
neighbor and brother again t 
brother. Armed, hooded vigi­
lantes - the Night Riders -
raided the fanns of nonpool­
ers, destroymg tobacco fields 
and whipping their owners. 
There were even some mur­
ders. The Riders raided several 
towns and burned warehouses 
full of nonpooler tobacco. Th1s 
is when the Hollowell got 
involved. Mary Lou 

Ethan Sullivan Smith as 
Price Hollowell 

Hollowell. Price's mother. ran 
a boarding house in Princeton 
and witnessed the raid there. 
She v. a~ so di~gustctl she went 
to the Cald\\ell County Grand 
Jury and named some of the 
300 men v.ho had attacked 
Princeton and blov. n up two 
independent warehouses. 

That didn't sit well with the 
Night Rider . On the night of 

May 2. 1907. some 30 Riders 
raided the Hollowell Fann. 
!'.hooting up the hou e and 
beating and whipping Robert 
and 1ary Lou. One of the 
Rider· s \\as Robert's brother 
John. who threatened to cut his 
nephew Price·-. throat. 

The famil) fled to 
Oklahoma. but soon returned 
to Kentucky and hired a smart 
Paducah law)cr. John G. 
1\Iillcr. who advised them to 
go tn Indiana and file a lawsuit 
ugainLot the Ni~ht Riders. 
Because the) tiled out-of­
state, the case wa tried in fed­
eral court where the Riders 
had much le~s influence than 
1hey had in state c.:uurt-.. 
.f\:evenhcless. a single juror 
with A..,sociation ties hung the 
jury 1n the first trial. The sec­
ond trial. v. ith a jury from the 
Loui'>ville area. went better tor 
the Jlnllowclb. The ight 
Riders denied C\'ervthing.

I have seen 
apparently healthy pups 
become sick and die within 12 
hours; in extreme cases of tox­
emia, the pup may ctie of sep­
tic shock before even having 
time to develop the classic 
signs of the disease This is 
why vets may appear to over­
react when you call to ask 
about a puppy that is not feel­
ing well. It's very likely some­
thing minor, but we don't have 
the luxury of waiting around to 
see if it gets better on its own. 

There is no specific treat­
ment for the virus. Therapy 
centers on treating the symp­
toms, especially correcting 
dehydration and giving antibi­
otics to fight the secondary 
bacterial infection. Every vet 
has a specific treatment rou­
tine that works best for him or 
her.

Becau e the virus is so con­
tagious to other dogs, the vet 
will either not be able to keep 
the puppy at the clinic (in 
which case you will be given 
detailed home nursing instruc­
tions), or will have a special 
isolation area set up where 
strict sanitation can be carried 
out. If the puppy is going to 
pull through, you will u ually 
see some improvement within 
three days. There is about a 7 
to 10 day incubation period in 
which you need to observe any 
other dogs in the household for 
signs of infection. 

The good new i that this 
disease is very preventable if a 
good vaccination schedule is 
carried out. The newer vac­
cines are much more effective, 
but they must be given proper­
ly. The exact schedule will 
vary from vet to vet., depend­
ing on their personal experi­
ence and vaccine they are 
using. 

Most older dogs have orne 
degree of immunity, either 
from vaccination or past expo­
sures to the disease. When 
puppies are born, the mother 
passes along her immunity to 
her litter. The pups' bodies are 
not yet able to manufacture 
their own. As the pup gets 
older, his mother's immunity 
gradually wears off. lt is dur­
ing this time that we need to 
tum on his own antibody fac­
tory through vaccination. 

Basically. vaccination 
exposes the body to a non-di -
ease-producing form of the 
virus so the body "recognizes 
the enemy" and make the 
weapons it needs to fight it. 
Periodic boosters maintain the 
level of the body' defenses at

I cannot stre. s enough how 
contagiou thi virus is to 
other dogs; Jt is pre cnt virtu­
ally everywhere, and can be 
carried on ) our shoe , cloth­
ing, even the tires of your car, 
so no dog i .afe from e. po­
sure. One part household 
bleach to 30 parts water i still 
one of the best di. intecting 
solutions for urface (floor~. 
food bowls. etc.) Let 1t sit on 
the surface for 5-10 minute 
and always rinse well. There 
is no way to disintect the soil. 
which may harbor infective 
viru for long periods. 

Finally, I want to addres 
parents' concern for their chil­
dren's health. I know there 
have been some recent rumors 
that Parvo i contagious to 
humans, but the experts agree 
that there is ab olutely no evi­
dence of this. Humans are 
affected by a different pecies 
of Parvovirus, which likewise 
is not contagiou to dogs. 
Remember that even as clo. e­
ly related as the dog and cal 
versions are, they cannot pass 
between the two. The tandard 
recommendation with any dis­
ease is to alway practice good 
hygiene and to keep children 
away from ick animals.
