Record of Bergen CoullfJ~ N.J., on tlze impact of AIDS 

during the last 25 years: 
Twenty-tive years ago today, the CDC's Morbidity and 

Mortality Weekly Report briefly mentioned an outbreak of a 
rare pneumonia in five gay men. noting a possible link to 
"some aspect of a homo. exual lifestyle or disea. e acquired 
though . ex ual contact." That wa all. 

It's easy to forget, 25 years later, about the deniaL fear 
and inaction that characterized the first year of the AID 
epidemic. The government and the media largely ignored 
what was tigmatized a. a gay di ·ease. (Rent ''Angels in 
America" or "Philadelphia" to be transported back to a cruel 
time.) 

But even those who fought AIDS from the beginning­
doctors, epidemiologi. ts, gay activist. -could not ha e 
imagined the global toll it would take. A quarter of a century 
later, ten of million of people are dead, tens of million. are 
infected, and AIDS continue· to ravage whole countrie .. 

It has devastated much of sub-Saharan Africa, leaving 
millions of orphans, and it i . preading in India. China. 
Russia and Haiti. 

De pite the rise of awarenes. , drug discoverie and the 
eventual international re ponse, we have failed to stop the 
spread of AIDS. No cure exists. 

And on a grand scale the world'. compa sion has been 
severely te ted - and found wanting. AIDS has always been 
the di ea e of "the other.'' 

In the United States, the public ha moved on. Parents no 
longer pull their kid out of school for fear they would 
"catch" AIDS from other lcid . Some of the hostility and 
ignorance have eli appeared. But far too many people still 
suffer and die needles ly. 

The di ea e ha · been marginalized because many 
American believe the crisis is over- or that it can't touch 
them. Tho e who can afford cxpen ive drug treatment are 
living longer. And tho. e who an't,. uch as low-income 
minorities and intravenous drug users. are hidden from 
mainstream ociety. Avian nu is the big health concern thi 
year. 

But the history of AIDS ha lessons for all of us - med­
ical, political and moral. As ''The Age of AIDS." the recent 
PBS Frontline program. noted, the di ease i "one of the 
most important scientific and political ·tories of our time: 
the tory of a mysterious agenr that invaded the human 
spe ie. and exploited its frailties and compulsions - cxual 
desire and drug addictiOn, bigotry and greed. political indif­
ference and bureaucratic inertia - to spread itself acros. the 
globe." 

Humanity must ask itself: Why isn't more being done to 
stop the. courge around the world? Why is it that only 20 
percent of those who need lifesaving drug are receiving 
them? And why do almost all of the tens of millions infected 
around the world not even know it yet? 

Last week, U.N. Secretary-General Kofi Annan called the 
spread of AIDS the·· ingle greatest rever. al in the history of 
human development." 

Maybe the AIDS experience will prepare us better to deal 
with avian flu, if and when there is a human outbreak. 
Maybe a global response can prevent or weaken it. spread. 

In any case, long after any flu pandemic is over, the 
plague of AIDS will still be with u ..

WASHINGTON- It will 
never be as safe as a desk job, 
but lawmakers hope coal min­
ing become less risky due ro 
changes they ordered 
Wednesday. 

In a 381-37 vote, the Hou e 
endorsed a bill that would 
require mine operator to put 
more oxygen supplies under­
ground and move rescue teams 
closer to mine . 

The biU, which previou Jy 
won Senate backing, now goes 
to President Bush for his igna­
ture. ln a statement Wednesday 
night, the president said the 
legi lation would complement 
the administration's efforts to 
enhance mine safety. 

"America's mmers and 
their families can be confident 
that their government is com­
mitted to taking measures that

sses bill 
will help prevent accidentS and 
save lives," Bush said. 

A tring of fatal accidents 
in West Virginia and Kentucky 
prompted lawmakers to act. In 
all, 33 coal mmers have been 
killed in the United States so 
far thi year, compared with 22 
deaths throughout 2005, 
according to the Mine Safety 
and Health Administration. 

"This has been a dark. 
mournful year for our nation's 
coal miners," aid Rep. Nick 
Rahall. 0-W.Va. 

Separately, Senate leader 
worked to force the confirma­
tion of Richard Stickler to 
oversee mine safety. Sen. 
Robert Byrd, D-W.Va., had 
blocked the nomination, say­
ing he wanted more a ·surance 
that Stickler will be a trong 
leader. 

The last time Congress 
passed significant mine safety 
legislation wa in 1977. 

"Technology has changed, 
communication equipment 
has changed, but our laws 
have not kept up," said Rep. 
Hal Rogers. R-Ky. 

The measure would rc4uire 
miner~ to have at least a two­
hour supply of oxygen with 
them while they work - an 
increa e from a one-hour stan­
dard. 

It al o would require mine 
operators to leave adiliuonal 
air packs at v;u-ious pomts in 
mines and to perform routine 
check on the devic.:es to 
ensure they work. 

Oxygen supplies have been 
central to the dehate over mine 
safety. 

Three miners killed in an 
accident at an ca!>tern 
Kentucky mine last month sur­
vived the initial explo ion but 
died of carbon monoxide poi­
soning. Eleven miners died of 
carbon monoxide poisoning at 

Wet Virginia·.., Sagl> mine in 
January. 

In both of those mines, non­
traditional cal mad~: of light­
weight fihergla s blocks had 
been used to clo'e off aban­
doned sections or the mine ..... 
The new legislation will 
require those seals to he 
strengthened. 

Rescuers at the Kentucky 
acc1dent reported that the seals 
did not w ithstantl the blast. 
The accide-nt at the Sago mine 
is believed to ha' e occurred in 
an abandoned section of the 
mmc that was sealed. 

Rescue teams must be with­
in an hour's distance of mine , 
ralher than a two-hour stan­
dard. under the new legisla­
tion.

"There's certainly a lot on 
the line," said Kendra Stewart, 
a political scientist at Eastern 
Kentucky University. 

Fletcher's indictment last 
month was just , the start of 
another tumultuous episode 
for the governor and his 
administration since Attorney 
General Greg Stumbo's office 
began looking into allegations 
that protected state govern­
ment jobs were being doled 
out to the governor's political 
supporters based on their con­
nections rather than merit. 

A veteran state employee 
prompted the investigation last 
year after coming forward 
with mounds of evidence. 

Last summer, Fletcher par­
doned everyone other than 
himself who could be charged 
in the investigation. 

However, indictments have 
been returned against 13 other 
current and former administra­
tion officials and associates. 
All were misdemeanor counts. 
In addition, the grand jury has 
issued 14 indictments under 
seal. 

The investigation has left 
Fletcher's administration reel­
ing. 

La t week, Lt. Gov. Steve 
Pence, a former federal prose­
cutor, announced he would not 
participate as Fletcher's 2007 
running mate for re-election 
and would step down as the 
bead of Kentucky's Justice 
Cabinet. The governor subse­
quently asked for, and was 
denied, Pence's resignation as 
Kentucky's second in com­
mand over state government. 

However, on Wednesday 
the administration expedited 
Pence's departure from the 
Ju tice Cabinet, removing 
Pence and replacing him with 
Brig. Gen. Norman E. Arflack 
- a veteran of the state police 
and deputy adjutant general of 
the Kentucky National Guard. 

The governor has remained 
on vacation, except to return to 
Louisville last weekend where

Rudolph as hi new running 
mate. Rudolph had been state 
Finance secretary, and was 
serving as secretary of the 
governor's executive cabinet 
- a post he will now a sume 
full time. 

Fletcher is not Kentucky's 
first sitting executive to be 
indicted for an alleged crime, 
said Jim Klotter, Kentucky' 
state historian. 

Former Gov. Flem D. 
Sampson, governor from 1927 
to 1931, was indicted by a 
grand jury for allegedly 
accepting bribes from text­
book companies, Klotter said. 
The matter was eventually dis­
mi sed, Klotter said. 

William S. Taylor. was 
charged as an accessory in the 
shooting death of his political 
opponent William Goebel. 
Taylor, whose victory was dis­
puted, was sworn in as gover­
nor in December 1899. and 
Goebel was shot the nexl 
month. After a faction in the 
state legislature named Goebel 
the winner, he was sworn in as 
governor but died four days 
later on Feb. 3, 1900. Taylor 
eventually fled to Indiana and 
was later pardoned. 

"It's obviously never a 
good thing when a governor ts 
involved in legal matters that 
concern himself, not ju t the 
administration," KJotter said. 
"Various administrations have 
been taken to court. it's rare 
for a governor to be in court." 

Fletcher's political future 
may hinge on the case's out­
come, Stewart said. 

"This could be the opportu­
nity for all of this m be over 
and done with, which would 
obviously create a nice, po i­
tive effect on the governor. It'· 
still far enough away from the 
election time that if this came 
to a clo ure soon, he could still 
recover and stiU do well next 
November," Stewart said.

Riggs making most of season after Daytona miss

DOVER, Del. - Scott 
Riggs could not have gotten 
off to a worse tart with his 
new Evernham Motor port 
team than by failing to qualify 
for the Daytona 500. 

ow Riggs is steadily 
working on a season that 
won't be defined by that open­
ing miss. He won the pole m 
the Coca Cola 600 and has 
earned one of the highest spot 
in the standings (25th) among 
drivers who haven't raced a 
full chedule. 

"Everyone wondered how I 
could po ibly keep my po i­
tive attitude and tiiJ feel good 
about my team." Riggs . aid. 
"It's because I knew after 
being in team the last couple 
of year that hadn't had the 

technology and people needed 
to be competitive, to go to 
Evemham Motor ports and 
see how much they had to 
offer there, 1 knew great thmgs 
were going to come." 

After two lackluster sea­
sons with MB2 Motorspons in 
which Riggs never really lived 
up to the promi e of his 2002 
Bu ch Senes Rookie of the 
Year award, he moved into the 
strongest ride of hill career this 
season when he was hired by 
owner Ray Evemham. 

That brought a better car, 
top equipment and the promi e 
that he would have a chance to 
be competitive every race. 

"Thi i the be t opportuni­
ty I have to be competitive and 
win races," he said. 

The jump also brought a 
whole Jot of pressure for the 
35-year-old Riggs, who knew 

he wasn't going to get as much 
leeway as some of the younger 
drivers in the garage. 

''lt' the pressure I wanted," 
he aid. "You want to have a 
great car and go get it done 
behmd the wheel. I lhink that 
having good car is less pres-
ure on me thinking I have to 

overdrive the race car ju t to 
make up for it." 

With a new team and a rel­
atively new crew - chief 
Rodney Childers worked with 
him for most of last season -
re uhs were sluggish early in 
the season. They failed to 
make Daytona because of a 
mechanical error in qualifying 
and a lack of owner points 
from the previou. eason. 

Then Riggs fini. hed I Oth at 
Martinsville and his season 
started to improve. The next 
race he finished seventh at 

Texas and two races later he 
had another top- I 0 finish at 
Talladega. Tho c perfor­
mances were a prelude to one 
heck of a streak at Lowe's 
Motor Speedway. 

He started on the pole and 
won the 30-lap sprint Nextel 
Open, which earned him a spot 
in the All-Star Challenge, 
where he fini hed 1Oth. 

Riggs made it 2-for-2 when 
he won the pole again at 
Lowe' for the Coca Cola 600 
the following week. Teammate 
Jeremy Mayfield started sec­
ond to make it an ali­
Evernham Motor. ports front 
row. 

Rigg then led a majority of 
the event until a series of mis­
takes in the p1tc; took him out 
of contention. 

Riggs was the leader when 
he pitted, but didn't come to a 

clean stop, stalled his Dodge 
when he tried to pull away, and 
as hl crew pushed rum out, 
the jack and fuel can left his 
assigned area _ drawing a 
stop-and-go penalty that took 
him out of contention. He 
ended up 13th, after leading 
eight times for 90 laps. 

''We keep making mistake , 
and the mistake we're making 
is because my elf or someone 
on the team i trying too hard," 
Riggs said. 

Riggs followed that up with 
a 20th-place finish at Dover 
IntemationaJ Speedway. 

"Scott Riggs has hown he 
can drive a race car and win 
races," Evernham said. 
"Mistake!. in the pits have 
taken them out of a couple of 
races." 

Riggs has three top-10 fin­
ishes. and he's higher in the 

points standings than drivers 
such as Mayfield - who may 
hav~ paid the ultimate price 
when Evemham expanded to 
three teams. 

"We're definitely confident 
in the way we've been run­
ning, but at the same time, 
we're disappointed in our fin- •/ 
ishes," Riggs said. "Those 
results don't reflect that we've 
had some pretty good cars." 

Riggs believes his recent 
success can carry into 
Sunday's race at Pocono. 

"I don't think I' 11 ever go 
back to a team that doesn't 
have the engineering power 
that this team has, and feel 
confident and secure about 
going to the next race," he 
aid. "We need to keep this 

momentum going."

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Office typing classic cause 
of carpal tunnel

Q I began having pain 
and numbness in my 
hand recently. My 

friend says I have carpal tunnel 
syndrome. I work in an office. I 
do a fair bit of word-process­
Ing, but I do lots of other things 
as well. Can you tell me about 
carpal tunnel and what can I do 
to prevent it. My hand is better 
now with just taking some 
Ibuprofen. 

ACarpal Tunnel Syndmme 
(CTS) is a condition usual­
ly cau ed b) overuse of 

the hand and/or writ m repetitive 
actions. The typing you do on your 
job is a clas IC example. The prima­
ry symptoms of CTS can be a pamfu I 
tingling and numbnes over the 
fourth and fifth fingers of the hand. 
To better understand this. we need a 
brief description of the anatomy of 
the wrist area. 

On the underside of the wri t there 

is a thick band of dense, unyielding, 
ftbrous tissue called the flexor reti­
naculum. This structure forms the 
"roof' of a tunnel through which run 
blood vessels. the median nerve and 
the tendons that control your finger 
movements. The floor and two walls 
of the tunnel are formed by carpal or 
wrist bones. 

As you repeatedly flex and extend 
your wrist, the sheaths that protect 
the tendons thicken, causing the tun­
nel to become narrow and pinch the 
median nerve. When the tissue 
around the nerve gets inflamed in this 
manner from overuse (or sometimes 
injury), it doesn't take much swelling 
to put enough pressure on the nerve 
to cau e the pain and numbness that I 
described. This is because the 
nerves, blood vessels and tendons are 
all tightly packed in this tunnel with 

almost no extra space. 
Early in CTS the pain is often cen­

tered in the palm of the hand and on 
the underside of the wrist Many 
people describe the pain being worse 
at night. Oftentimes the person 
awakens with a numb hand from 
sleeping with the wrists flexed. 
Eventually there IS a loss of grip 
strength in the hand or hands. 

CTS can also be caused by dia­
betes, hypothyroidism, gout, and 
Lyme disease. If you suffer from one 
of those conditions, correction of the 
underlying problem will usually treat 
the CTS. Pregnancy is another possi­
ble cause of CTS. In this case, the 
birth of the baby usually produces the 
cure. 

Treatment is aimed at the underly­
ing cause, if one is found. If the CTS 
is primarily due to overuse, the treat-

mcnt is straightforward and usually 
successful. Eliminating the repetit•vc 
action or wearing wrist splints to 
minimize wrist flexion works quite 
well. The usc of non-steroidal anti­
inflammatory medication, like the ~) 
ibuprofen you are taking. i very ben­
eficial. Hand and wri t exercises and 
physical therapy can also help bring 
relief. ln rare cases, the sufferer may 
need surgery. 

Even though you feel beuer taking 
the ibuprofen, I'd urge you to talk to · 
your family physician about your 
problem. He or she can provide early 
treatment, help you make adjust­
ments to how you do your work, and 
treat any underlying cause of your 
problem. This wm insure the best 
possible long-term outcome.
