Bill to provide tax breaks moves to Senate

The legislation, which has broad 
support among Democrats and 
Republicans, cleared the House on 
Monday and moved to the Senate for 
consideration.

To take over al-Zarqawi 's band of thugs, apparently, 
one must kil1 and mutilate some infidels. 

Street gangs, it is aid, sometimes require would-be 
members to commit a crime as a rite of initiation. The 
Islamist gangsters in Iraq seeam to have adapted that 
practice in changing leaders. 

It wa only la t week that al-Qaida in Iraq, deprtved of 
the sadistic inspiration of Abu Mu. ab al-Zarqawi by 
well-placed American bombs, put forward one Abu 
Hamza al-Muhajir (another non-Iraqi, by the way) a its 
new bo s. 

It hardly seems coincidental, then, that two American 
soldiers who fell into the hands of insurgents last Friday 
have been found dead, their bodies bearing signs that 
they were brutally tortured. 

The U.S. mihtary has yet to officially release the con­
dition of the bodies of Pfcs. Kristian Menchaca and 
Thomas L. Tucker, who were captured after their col­
league, Spc. David J. Babineau, was killed. 

But an anonymous military source said Wedne day 
that at least one of the soldiers was beheaded, reminis­
cent of the penchant of al-Zarqawi and his thugs for 
decapitating civilian captives like Nicholas Berg. A state­
ment posted Tuesday on the Internet under the name of 
the Mujahedeen Shura Council, an insurgent umbrella 
group, used the Arabic word nahr, The New York Times 
reported. That word can refer either to throat-cutting or 
killing. 

If that statement is authentic - and at least one 
Western expert on such things doubts it is - al-Muhajir 
himself executed the soldiers. 

Another sign of the in. urgents' state of mind can be 
seen in the deadly obstacle cour e that search teams had 
to navigate. One U.S. soldier was killed and 12 were 
wounded as patrols tried to evade snipers and bombs 
placed along the road and around the bodies. 

The message the jihadi in Iraq want the West and the 
Arab world to hear is clear: We're till here, and we're 
not giving up. One would hardly expect anything el e. 

But their message al o carrie the subtext that too 
many Americans have tried to ignore: We deplore your 
freedom, your culture, your democracy, your refusal to 
embrace our radically violent view of Islam. We will do 
all in our power to stamp out your beliefs and impose 
ours. You infidels, mibtary or civilian, deserve no quar­
ter. 

The more that jihadi behave like Crip or Bloods 
defending and expanding their turf, the less that freedom­
loving peoples should be deluded into thinking that peace 
and harmony would follow a unilateral end to the terror 
war.

Medicaid hurts 
rural areas most

There are two sides lo every corn. 
Take the $338 billion on~ kno\A n as 
Medicaid. 

On one side - call it "head '' -
the 31-year-old federal-state program 
pays for health care for 55 million 
poor and disabled people. It serves 
more folks than any other single U.S. 
health program. more even than 
Medicare. Medicaid cover services 
from doctor's visits to hospital stay-. 
to reh<lhilit<Jtion and more. fn fact, 
Med1caid pays for over one-third of 
all birth1>; approximately 40 percent 
of U.S. long-term care: and [., the pri­
mary payer for publicly provided 
mental health services. It covers peo­
ple who otherwise would likely go 
without- low· income working par­
ents, low-income elderly. poor preg­
nant women, the disabled, and poor 
children. early half of Medicaici 
beneficiarie are children. 

Becau e the mral population 1s 
disproportionately older, sicker and 
poorer, and has less employer-provid­
ed health insurance. the importance 
of Medicaid in mral America is even 
more pronounced. According to a · 
Rural Policy Research Institute 
report. in 2002 nearly I 5 percent of 
rural residents were enrolled in 
Medit;aid ver us I I percent of urban 
re. ident . Likewise, I 0 percent of 
mral elderly versus 8 percent of 
urban elderly got benefits.

the Deficit Reduction Act (DRA) 
pa~sed and signed into lav. last 
December landed on tails. The act 
cuts federal Medicaid expenses by 
$43 billion in the next decade. It also 
allows states to cut their Med1caid 
expenses by restricting benefits and 
forcing Medicaid beneficianeo; to pa) 
premiums and/nr co-payments for 
service-..

A report by 
the non-profit Families USA rightly 
calls the approach ''penny-wise and 
pound-fooli~h" and cites research 
showing that ''even moderate levels 
of cost-sharing cau. e low-income 
people to delay or forgo needed care, 
even if <:eeking care early on could 
p revent seriou~ and costly complica­
tions." The report cites Congres. ional 
Budget Office findings that most of 
the avings of cost sharing will come 
not from collecting revenue. but from 
decreasing use of service . 

Finally. the cuts seemingly ignore 
the economic benetits generated by 
Medicaid. According to Families 
USA. $98 billion in Medicaid expen­
ditures by the ·tates in 2001 returned 
nearly three times that, $279 billion. 
in increased goods and ·ervice ·. 
Based on . uch numbers. one might 
well call Medicaid an investment 
rather than an expense.

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Hall attends 
rug court 

conference

PRESTONSBURG 
District Judge Eric Hall sus­
pended court for three days 
Ia. t week when he received an 
invitation to attend the 
National Association of Drug 
Courts. 

Despite spending four days 
in Seattle. Wash .. Hall didn't 
have time for much sight- ee­
ing, as the convention provid­
ed nine hour of training a day 
and Hall attended all of it. 

"My only compJamt was 
that 1t was sometimes hard to 
choo. e between lectures, with 
three often going on at the 
arne time," Hall said. 

On May 1. Hall presided 
over the fir t Floyd County 
Drug Court graduation, at 
which five young men and 
women reported that the pro­
gram worked for them and 
said it was hard to accomplish 
but worth the effort. The most 
common feedback was that the 
program helped them follow 
through on tough choice , such 
as breaking their association 
with friend who they abused 
drugs with in order to remove 
tho e outlets from their lives. 
Hall praised them for their 
commitment to the goal of liv­
ing a drug free life and tated 
there was plenty of room for 
growth in the program which 
currently serves its maximum 

population at 30 participants. 
Hall auended training es­

sion • on various topic at the 
convention. which included 
running a drug court in a rural 
area and supervi ing younger 
addicts between 18 and 26 
years of age. 

Hall reported that some 
grave news marked the pro­
ceeding:- when it was 
announced that Congress was 
slashing the federal budget of 
drug court by over 80 percent. 

"It's unimaginable," the 
judge said. "We are finding 
that drug court work . It gives 
a life back to folks who 
thought the drugs had won. Tt 
offers an alternative that aves 
the taxpayer money and. most 
importantly, it work ." 

Hall noted that through the 
support of contributors like 
U.S. Rep. Hal Rogers with 
Operation UNITE, the local 
drug court is safe. but he 
lamented that many such 
courts aero s the country will 
now be forced to close. 

"It makes no sense to me. 
There are l ,HOO drug court 
operating acros the country 
with ample waiting lists and 
many will be closed down if 
this budget cut passes the 
Hou e," Hall said. 

Hall doesn't like the alter­
natives, noting, "A lot of these 
people will wind up in jail 
when they could be in a pro­
gram like drug court." 

Fire marshal issues 
ftreworks reminder

tate fire mar hal 
issued his annual statement 
about observing safety guide­
lines when using fireworks but 
stressed that the best way to 
avoid potential injuries is to 
attend a fireworks how rather 
than have one in your back­
yard. 

Marshall Rodney Raby 
began hi comments by getting 
to the heart of the matter. ay­
ing, "Leave fireworks displays 
to the professionals." He went 
on to note that fireworks-relat­
ed injuries are a much a part 
of the holiday as the displays 
and would like to see the trend 
reversed. 

Raby pulled no punches. 
saying, "The most at risk for 
fireworks-related injuries are 
our children." He noted that 
there were 38 injuries reported 
on the Fourth last year with 63 
percent of those incidents 
involving children. 

Raby's statement reiterated 
that many fireworks are illegal 
and that it i a crime for mer­
chants to sell certain fireworks 
that violate tate guidelines 
such as those that fly, emit 
flaming pellets or are labeled 
"explosive.'' Raby noted that 
the vast majority of injuries 
occur from "skyrockets,'' 
"firecrackers" and "sparklers." 
Raby elaborated on the seem­
ingly harmless sparklers by 
noting they bum at high tem­
peratures which can exceed 
1 ,800 degrees. 

Real izing that many fami-

lies will persist in performing 
their own displays prompted 
Raby to include safety lips in 
his mcs. age for those who 
can't resist the allure of setting 
off di plays. 

They include: 
• Choose an outside area 

away from building · and clear 
of flammables such as dry 
weeds, gras and other vegeta­
tion. 

• Never allow youngsters 
to participate unles. they are 
strictly supervi ed by adults. 

• Never light them from a 
doorway or through an open 
window. 

• Do not try to re-light fire­
works that appear to have gone 
out. Instead douse them with 
water and throw them away. 

• Place all fireworks on the 
ground before ignition and 
never light them in a container, 
e pecially a glass or metal one. 

• Never let fireworks come 
in contact with clothing. 

• Never upervise the use 
of tirework while under the 
iniluence of alcohol or drug . 

• Never point fireworks at 
another person.

Water sports and alcohol deadly combination 
The captain of the ship 

isn't the only one who should 
abstain from alcohol during a 
boating trip. 

Studies have proven that 
passengers who drink are 
killed just as frequently as 
the operator of the boat. 
According to David Jackson, 
U.S . Army Corps of 
Engineers Park Ranger at 
Paintsville Lake, U.S. Coa ·t 
Guard statistics howed that 
43% of the 676 boating fatal­
ities that occurred in the 
Uniled States in 2004 
involved alcohol. 

When passengers are 
"tipsy" from alcohol, the 
un table, moving platform of 
a boat can easily cause them 
to fall overboard-even 
when the boat is at dock.

SONOMA, Calif. - Jeff 
Gordon called crew chief 
Steve Letarte with two pieces 
of important news Sunday 
morning. 

"I told him. 'Steve. I'm 
eng~ged and we're going to 
win today." 

Gordon. who let the world 
know Sunday that he and long­
time girlfriend Jngrid 
Vandebosch are planning to 
marry at some as yet un peci­
fied date, also made good on 
his promi e to Letarte, leading 
a race-high 44 .of 110 lap at 
Infineon Raceway on the way 
to a record ninth road racing 
win. 

"I can't even describe the 
emotions of winning today 
because it's been a "1\'hjJe," 
Gordon aid after parlaying 
patience and a fast car into his 
74th NASCAR victory, but his 
first since last October at 
Martinsville. "[t' a relief. 

"It's o important to get that 
first win because, as the sea-
on goes on, you just feel more 

and more pressure." added the 
four-time NASCAR champi­
on. 

.~ NASCAR 's top "Road 

Warrior" staned 11 tb in the 
43-car field and took the lead 
for the fir t time on lap 49. He 
went on to earn his fifth victo­
ry on the picturesque wine 
country circuit. 

Gordon said he choked up 
in the car after taking the 
checkered Oag. 

"You know, I gucs<; it sud­
denly hit me everything that 
wa going on," Gordon aid. "l 
had gone 30 days without 
telling anybody about the 
engagement, . o 1 had been 
holding that in, and it' been a 
long time since we got that last 
win. Everything all just came 
together thi. weekend." 

Perhaps mo t important, 
the victory also vaulted 
Gordon back into the top I 0 in 
points with just I 0 race. until 
the Chase for the extel Cup 
championship begins. The top 
10 drivers in the points after 
the 26th race of the season are 
eligible for the 10-race play­
off. 

Last year. Gordon trug­
gled, failing to qualify for the 
Chase, and witched crew 
chtef , with Letarte replacing 
Robbie Loomis for the last 10 
race . Gordon promised his 
fan and the team he was 
going to bounce back, but they 

went 16 races into the 2006 
sea. on before getting that first 
victory, only the third time 
since he came into NASCAR's 
top ·eries full-time in 1993 
that Gordon has gone that long 
without a win.
