Two expected to enter pleas 
in Dwale beating, robbery

PRESTONSBURG- Two of three peo­
ple accused of breaking into a Dwale man's 
home last September and beating him uncon­
scious before robbing him indicated that they 
were willing to accept plea offers Friday. 

Melissa rerrell, 14, and Stevie Ed Caudill, 
21. agreed to plea offers from special prose­
cutor David Blankenship, of the Johnson 
County Commonwealth's Auomcy's office, 
on Friday. The pleas will be entered at a later 
date. 

The third man accused in the case, Shawn 
Sexton. indicated lhat he wasn't interested in 
the deal offered to him, in which he would 
serve I 0 years for the crime. Caudill and 
Ferrell, who have mamtamed that Sexton 
was the mastermind behind the incident, 
would have to <.crvc five years for their part 

in the crime. 
The incident allegedly occurred on Sept. 

22. Trooper Justin Cornett testified at a pre­
liminary hearing that his investigation deter­
mined that Caudill and Ferrell had spent 
some time with the victtm that day and that 
he gave them food for their dog. That night 
the victim, a 66-year-old Dwale resident, was 
working at his computer when the trio 
allegedly broke into his home and assaulted 
him. The vic · m infonned Cornett that the 
rwo men beat and choked him while Ferrell 
stood behind them and issued orders that they 
get his wallet. 

Cornett also noted during his te. timony 
that the victim couldn't put up much of a 
struggle due to his age and disability. Cornett 
went on to note that Caudill submitted to an 
interview and told the officer that the couple

State crews 
continue to 
battle wildftres

The high level of arson­
related forest fires across 
Eastern Kentucky in the 
past week has spurred the 
Division of Forestry to 
request targeted high visi­
bility law enforcement. 

Targeted patrols will 
take place in Ea~acrn 
Kentucky, Jed by Kentucky 
State Pollee and the 
Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife 
Resources. state officials 
said Friday. 

"I encourage the public 
to be vigilant in helping us 
combat wildland arson,'' 
said Leah MacSwords, 
director of t)'le Kentucky 
Division of Forestry. "Wilh 
their help, we can help pro­
tect one of Kentucky's most 
valuable natural resources 
- our forests." 

Fires contmued to bum 
slow lines across hillside 
in the regiOn as of Friday, 
despite the eiTorts of nearly 
80 crew members from the 
Division of Forestry and 
countless more from local 
fire departments. 

According to [he 
Envuou nental and PubLic 
Protection Cabinet, dry, 
windy conditions, com-

bincd v.·ith numerous fires 
attributed to arsonists, have 
worked to destroy at least 
two homes and vehicles in 
nearby Leslie County. 

In Floyd County, work­
ers have been able to pro­
tect homes, but some areas, 
particularly around Price 
and McDowell, have seen 
scorched trees dropped into 
the road, while 15 acres had 
been affected in the past 
four days in Estill. Big 
Branch ami Turner Branch. 

The weather conditions 
have contributed a great 
deal to the spread of set 
fires, according to foresters, 
who have been working 
several days straight to 
keep the ilame. under con­
trol. 

"We are at least an inch 
behind on rainfall this 
spring," said forester Chuck 
Wilburn. "When the sun 
comes out and the winds 
pick up, low moisture can 
really make wildland fire 
conditiom erratic and 
potentially dangerous. I am 
proud of the hard work our 
fire crews have been 
putting in on these flres."

Encyclopedia of Appalachia tackles 'hillbilly' stereotype

KNOXVILLE. Tenn. -Encyclopedia 
of Appalachia co-editor Rudy Abramson 
wanted a reference book that went 
beyond the stereotypical images of hill­
billies and poverty. 

''The place has this reputation of being 
just a different nation of poor people and 
strip mines and that sort of thing." said 
Abramson, an Alabama native and retired 
Washington correspondent for the Los 
Angeles Times. 

He wanted to help create a more real-

istic picture of Appalachia's history and 
natural diversity. It was a project that took 
a decade to complete. 

The finished work - the ftrSt general 
reference work on Appalachia - has just 
gone on sale through the University of 
Tennessee Press for $79.95 a copy. It's a 
single 1,832-page volume weighing near­
ly eight pounds. More than 1,000 histori­
ans, folklorists. sociologists, geologists 
and journalists contributed. 

"What we tried to do across the entire 
encyclopedia was to make sure the infor­
mation was authoritative, that the writing 
was clear and engaging and accessible, 

and we had balance," said Abramson's 
editing partner Jean Haskell. retired 
director of Appalachian studies at East 
Tennes ·ee Stale Univcr ity. 

The authors note that debate continues 
over exactly where Appalachia is and 
even how the name is pronounced. 

They accept the federal definition of 
Appalach1a as comprising all of West 
Virginia and parts of Mississippi, 
Alabama. Georgia, Tennessee. SoUih 
Carolina, North Carolina. Kentucky, 
Virginia. Ohio, Pennsylvarua. Ivtaryland 
and New York. roughly following the 
spine of the anclc~t Appala~hian 

Mountains. 
But the encyclopedia also considers 

the impact of Appalachian migrants to 
other areas, including cities in the 
Midwest, and recent trends such as 
"urban Appalachia" in growing metropol­
itan areas and "rural sprawl" in expanding 
tourism enclaves of the Great Smoky 
Mountains. 

A<; for pronunciation, it's "Ap-pa­
LATCH-a'' in lhe southern mountains. but 
more commonly ·'Ap-pa-LAY-cha" in lhe 
rest of the coumry, particularly north of

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House budget differs from governor's proposed spending bill

FRANKFORT - House 
lawmakers outlined a state bud­
get plan Friday that included 
money for a proposed arena in 
downtown Louisville, but not at 
the riverfront location endorsed 
by Gov. Ernie Fletcher. 

Instead. House lawmakers 
suggested a spending blueprint 
that included $75 million as the 
state's share of an inland arena 
in the state's flagship city. It was 
just one project out of a gargan­
tuan two-year budget proposal 
the House Appropriations and 
Revenue Committee approved 
on Friday. 

"We certainly would hope it 
would be received well and that 
what we've done -in educa· 
tion at all levels, and human ser­
vices - would be appreciated," 
chairman Harry Moberly, D­
Rtchmond, said. "We hope that 
that's the case. We think it's a 
budget that moves Kentucky 
forward." 

The House committee spent 
most of Friday trudging through 
the proposal. The full body 
could vote on it as early as 
Tue~day, Moberly said. 

Among other things, the plan 
would· provide more money for 
teachers' salaries and building 
projects at Kentucky's colleges 
and universities than Retcher 
suggested in January. It would 
provide more than $500 million 

for various campus projects 
throughout the state. 

The plan calls for $1.25 bil­
lion in bonding projects. com­
pared to the approximately $657 
million proposed by Fletcher. 

While the current budget 
plan expires June 30, the pro­
posal under consideration would 
cover fiscal years 2007 and 
2008. If the House passes the 
plan Tuesday, it would head to 
the Senate for further considera­
tion. 

Under the House version. 
teachers would get a 2 percent 
raise in the first year. followed 
by a 3 percent boost in the sec­
ond. House lawmakers also pro­
posed giving teachers $72 mil­
Lion extra to bring their salaries 
in line with surrounding states, 
Moberly said. 

The House budget would 
also provide an additional $4.5 
milllon over the next two years 
to the attorney general's office. 
That appropriation is in stark 
contrast to the Fletcher adminis­
tration's proposal that would 
have cut $2.1 million from the 
attorney general's $25.9 million 
budget. 

Deputy Attorney General 
Pierce Whites praised the House 
plan to increase funding for the 
office. 

Whites said the proposed 
cuts "certainly gave the percep­
tion" that Fletcher was attempt­
ing to punish the attorney gener­
al's office for an ongoing inves-

"I think the upshot of it is­
the total picture - is a region 
that is a hell of a lot more com­
plex and interesting than most 
people inside it and damn ncar 
everybody outside il think." he 
said. 

Fundraising has begun to 
supply a copy of the encyclope­
dia to every public school 
library in the region, but there 
arc no immediate plans for an 
online edition.

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A problem in 
need 0 riX 

A recent study and subsequent report released la t week by 
Kentucky Auditor Crit Luallen onJy served to confirm what 
county ofticiaL have been saying all aJong- that housing 
prisoners and paying for jails puts an unbearable burden on 
Kentucky counties and taxpayers. 

Now we have to discover how to take that information and 
use it to change a system that is definitely out of whack. 

In fiscal year 2005, according to the report, Kentucky's 120 
countic paid 50 percent of the $244 million it took to operate 
county jails. State and federal funds accounted for the other 50 
percent. But those too, we must remember, are taxpayer dol­
lars . 

... While the state is lamenting the financial drain of county 
jails, we are reminded of a time when the Mason County 
Detention Center wasn ., a financial burden. The facility was 
self-supportmg, in part because of the juvenile offenders it 
housed for the state. Finally. after a reminder from then-Gov. 
Paul Patton that jails shouldn't be turning a prot1t, the state 
built its own juvenile facilities. removed that source of rev­
enue from the counties and left county jails to fend for them­
selves. Today. we are seeing, or more aptly suffering from that 
lol'IS of revenue. 

ln Mason County, $1.8 million is spent each year to keep 
the jail operating. That's a nice chunk of change and equals 
almost two-thirds of the county's general fund. Without that 
expense or with considerably less expense, think of the num­
ber of roads that could be paved and the projects that could be 
completed. 

Luallen's findings revealed a wide range of costs per pris­
oner across the state for everything from health care to meals. 
She reasons that state government, by leveling out those costs, 
can do a better job of operating the jails. 

A shift from county- to state-run jails isn't likely to happen 
soon, con. idcring the commonwealth's current financial sta­
tus. But Luallen is recommending that step· be taken immedi­
ately to smooth the path for an eventual merger of county jail. 
with the Department of Corrections. In the eyes of county 
judge-execs. commissioners and magistrates who are seeing 
hudgets swallowed almo. t whole by jail costs, the transition 
can't begin soon enough. 

Though we agree that there has to be a better way to run a 
jai I. a way that will take a smaller bite out of county budgets, 
we urge all parties involved to use caution, to consider all 
options carefully before jumping on the "let's make changes" 
bandwagon. Change for the sake of change seldom produces 
the desired results and often produces more problems, not 
fewer. And if there is one thing not needed, it's more problems 
for county budgets and county jails.

Bush's strange 
addiction 

President Bush's declaration that the 
U.S. is addicted to oil is another step 
toward demonizing the oil industry. in a 
repeat of what hap­
pened to the tobacco 
industry in the 
1990s. The tobacco 
companies are now 
so heavily wed and 
regulated that they 
have almost become 
an arm of the gov­
ernment. Bush 
intends for no such 
thing to happen to 
the oil sector, but as 
Bill Clinton learned 
after repeatedly say-
ing he "would end welfare as we know 
it'' without quite meaning it, words have 
consequences. 

The word "addicted," of course, is 
morally loaded, implying an unhealthy 
and irrational dependence. But since oil 
provides the cheapest and most efficient 
way to power automobiles, our depen­
dence on it is natural and sensible- the 
very opposite of an addiction. Bush is 
the James Frey of energy policy, exag­
gerating the negative to play to an 
important market segment - in Bush's 
case, the mushy middle of American 

politics primed to believe the worst 
about Big Oil. 

Bush isn't offering any far-reaching 
proposals to deal with this newfound 
addiction. A few billion dollars here and 
there on developing fuel alternatives -
and also on funding scientific research 
and education - and everyone can feel 
good that the federal government is 

"doing some-
thing,"' while 
members of 
Congress shove 
the money out the 
door and energy 
interests gobble it 
up. 

Bush's new 
Advanced Energy 
Initiative, which is 
charged with 
developing better 
batteries for elec-
tric cars and figur­

ing out how to make fuel from wood 
chips, is redolent. of all the past federal 
initiatives to find alternatives to oil and 
to gas-powered cars. Who can forget the 
glories of President Nixon's Project 
Independence? Or Carter's Synthetic 
Fuels Corporation? Or the flrst Bush's 
U.S. Advanced Battery Consortium? Or 
Clinton's Partnership for New 
Generation Vehicles? 

They all failed. So far, the $10 billion 
spent since 200 1 on trying to develop 
alternative fuels that Bush bragged 
about in his State of the Union speech

Our ports? 
Whatever the 

corporations want

The president wants to tum over the 
operation of our major Eastern ports to a 
company based in the United Arab 
Emirates. Not all of our Eastern ports. of 
course, just New York, New Jersey, 
Philadelphia, Baltimore, Miami and 
New Orleans. Kennebunkport is still 
ours. 

This raised the hackles of Congress, 
which was not informed of the deal until 
the president announced it. Even Bush 
hand-lickers like Senate Majority 
Leader Bill Prist and Speaker of the 
House Dennis Hastert, expressed bewil­
derment at the proposal and called for 
further study (which is their answer to 
pretty much everything). 

President Bush responded to that 
with shock and outrage and threatened 
to veto any attempt to derail the propos· 
al. 

"l want those who are questioning it 
to step up and explain why all of a sud­
den a Middle Eastern company is held to 
a different standard than a [British] com­
pany," he said at a hastily called press 
conference on Air Force One. 

Good question. Why would anyone 
do such a thing? Why oh why? Wait a 
minute. I've thought of something. 

We might not want to hire an Arab­
owned company to run our eastern pons 
for the same reason we did not employ 

Japanese companies to run our West 
Coast ports during World War II. 

Or for the same reason that Israel 
doesn't have a Palestinian security com­
pany guarding its borders. Reasons like 
that. 

That fact is, Mr. 
President, we are at war. 
And it's not a war against 
a discreet, definable 
enemy with a capital city 
and permanent economic 
interests. It's a war 
against a terror purveyed 
by people whose alle­
giance is to an idea rather 
than to a country. So 
when you say that the 
United Arab Emirates 
have been a useful ally in 
the war, you're right. So what? 

lt was also home to at least two of the 
9/11 terrorists and allowed Abdul 
Qadeer Khan, the Paldstani scientist 
who ran a one-man nuclear proliferation 
bazaar, to set up shop there. 

Recent reports have indicated that 
our portS are the weakest link in our 
security chain. How do we improve the 
situation by turning them over to an 
Arab-owned company at a time when 
the Arab world is having a neyvous 
breakdown'? Every time someone some­
where insults Muhammad or desecrates 
the Koran they bum down Switzerland. 

We are being reassured that there is 
no security risk in turning over the ports 
to the Arabs. 

"If there was any chance that this 
transaction would jeopardize the securi­
ty of the United State . it would not go 
forward.'' said Mr. Bush. He said that his 
(>Qrt ~ecurity experts have tQld bim 
there's no danger involved. 

Oh come on. Since when has George 

has also produced nothing. lf there are 
commercially viable energy alternatives, 
the market will discover them without 
the clumsy guiding hand of government. 

Ethanol, the com-based, government­
subsidized fuel. still doesn't make eco­
nomic ense. As many industrial-policy 
programs do, the subsidies have become 
chiefly a favor to an important political 
constituency - Midwest farmers, espe­
cially those who vote in the Iowa cau­
cuses. 

More high-minded reasons are 
adduced for Bush's energy push, most 
importantly the need to reduce our 
dependence on foreign oil. But the top 
exporters to the U.S. are our nonthreat­
ening neighbOrs, Canada and MeXico. 
This is why Bush singled out Mideast 
oil. Assuming he's fine with oil from 
U.S. allies Kuwait and Iraq, that leaves 
Saudi Arabia as a disfavored exporter; 
but whether we buy its oil or not. it is 
going to sell massive amounts of it on 
the world market. 

The best result would be if Bush's 
"oil addiction" tack heads into that spe­
cial dustbin reserved for grandiloquent, 
quickly forgotten State of the Union ges­
tures. Here's hoping that a few years 
from now as many people remember 
that Bush wanted to power cars on wood 
chips as recall that he once planned to 
put a man on Mnrs.

"M ou"tain people nre unique. 
I'm glad I live here and I'm proud to 
he a woman from the hill.~ of eastern 
KentucJ..:y who grew up here. " Opal 
Branham Fannin 

Opal Branham Fannin was born 
''in 1930 up a hollow in Dwale." 
according to the lifelong resident of 
Floyd County who recently became 
a published author with the release 
of her book, "These Hills of 
Appalachia, My Horne, My Love." 

Mrs. Fannin's book is a fond rec­
ollection of Life in Floyd County dur­
ing her youth. She speaks with 
affection of relatives, friends, and 
neighbors, many of which arc men­
tioned by name: some still with us, 
others that have gone on ahead. 

Mrs. Fannin, at age 75, shares that 
she wanted to write her hook "before 
I got too old and forgelful...because 
this mountain Life and these hills are 
worth writing about." 

Following is an excerpt from the 
book: "Did you ever wade in the lit­
tle streams near your homes and see 
how the green leaves make shadows 
on the water when the spring breezes 
blow the trees? So pretty and so 
peaceful. When I was young we all 
went barefoot. 1 still do in the house. 

"Fall in these hills - anyway. I 
can't describe the beauty- you have 
to sec it. The colors range from 
brown, orange. and gold and whatev­
er. At this Lime, we picked apples to 

make apple butter, apple pies, and to 
can for winter usc. All the gardens 
filled with pumpkins and gourds. 
The leaves on the trees at this lime 
blended right in with the pumpkin 
patch Beaut1ful or:mgd We would 
soon be cutting com for fodder 
shocks for feed for cattle and horses. 
Nowdays, they decorate their yards 
with fodder shocks. Very pretty, too. 

.. The ironweeds would be bloom­
ing and the goldcurod: we would lis­
ten for katydids to start yelling. 
You'd know frost would not be far 
away then. Sometimes only six 
weeks. 

"We would begin making pump­
kin pies and setting pumpkins on our 
porches and in our yards to decorate. 
Most people do this every falL We 
save some for jack-o-lantems for 
Halloween then we say that this is 
fall at its peak. Now this is beauty. 

"After this, we would start think­
ing about and preparing for winter as 
we had really been doing all summer 
and fall . We knew iL would be com­
ing soon. Cold. with snow! The 
snow is beautiful , also. but most peo­
ple bad a hard time when I was 
growing up. We worry now about 
the roads and having to travel on 
them, but when I was young the 
worry was mostly abou1 keeping 
warm. We walked almost every­
where back then. 

''We always enjoyed playing in 
the snow when Mom and Dad would 
allow us to. We had to bundle up 
because the wimcr were colder 
when I was young. :rherc is nothing 

more beautiful than a newfallen 
snow in the moonlight. Remember 
how cold those nights were? When 
we have clear skies it 's much colder; 
the snow freezes and the moon is 
brighter. 

"Soon. it will be springtime. I 
look forward to that and all the beau­
ty after a long winter and having to 
stay in the house so much. I wilJ 
welcome it. 

"There is nothing more beautiful 
than our hills of Appalachia in 
spring. God's handiwork is all 
around u~. Soon. these hills will 
burst alive w~Lh blooming sarvis, 
dogwooc.l and redbud trees. 

"My daffodils will bloom and 
whirl around like dancing ballerinas 
then you ""ill know spring is really 
here. Daffodils are my favorite 
spring flower and one of the fust to 
bloom. My forsythia bush will 
bloom and the spring breeze will 
cause the little bells to swing and 
sway. They are always a favorite of 
everyone, so much yellow color. 
Spring is like magic. Everything 
comes alive. This beauty of spring 
squeeze. my heart and makes me 
feel young again - almost Like being 
in love. Everybody acts younger and 
happier .. .''

The 55-year-old coach told 
players Thursday morning Lhal 
he has been diagnosed with 
cancer, but doctors think they 
can treat it successfully w · e 
he stays on the job. 

"My doctors feel that 
they've caught it at an early 
stage and it is very treatable," 
Ruble said, in a statement. "I 
plan to maintain a presence in 
spring training, but there will 
be times when l am away from 
the team for a few days as I 
receive treatment." 

Ruhle didn't disclose the 
type of cancer. which was 
detected by a blood test given 
to player and coaches as part 
of spring training physicals. 

Ruhle lives in Sarasota and will 
be treated by doctors in the 
area. 

"We will approach th1s as a 
day-to-day thing." general 
manager Wayne Kri vsky said. 
"He may be able to stay with 
us, and we might not have to 
make any changes."

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Hunting long over, b time is 
right to think eer f r next season

PADUCAH - With turkey 
gobblers. fishing and other spring 
pursuit!' dead ahead, sportsmen 
arc prone to overlook one of the 
more important deer seasons. 

Those focused on eemingly 
more timely activities may miss 
post-hunt scouting for whitetails. 
It's an unofticial season when a 
lillie legwork can determine 
whether !he fall of 2006 will pro­
duce a trophy and venison or 
leave the hunter with only the bit­
ter pottage of deer pcnnit soup. 

Late winter and early spring 
i<> when deer sign is most evi­
dent. And it's not yet being 
obscmed by the new green 
growth that will spread with 
warmer days lo come. 

Forests. woodlots, thickets 
and fields that house deer across 
Kcmucky now reveal whitetail 

activity and make subtle clues 
where hunters should seek them 
next eason. 

Trails pounded into the 
ground over last autumn's shed 
leaves arc more ea-;ily seen now 
before new growth blurs them. 
Catch a late winter snow for the 
most glaring picture of where 
deer travel, but tracks and worn 
depressions in leaves and dry 
ground alone reveal much. 

Antler rubs - signposts of 
abraded bark on smaller trees 
and shrubs - reveal the past 
presence of buck deer. A concen­
tration of rubs suggests a buck's 
regular home, his "core area" 
where much of his time is spent. 

A linear series of rubbed trees 
- a rub line - reveals a route of 
travel for one or more bucks. 
The side of the tree rubbed, that 
which the buck faced when he 
shredded the bark. shows his 
direction of travel. 

Scrapes. the hoof-pawed bare 
spots on the ground used as 
scented. breeding-season bul­
letin boards. also reveal buck 
activity. Look for old scrapes, 
mostly abandoned since 
November or December, along 
field and thicket edges - always 
marked by an overhanging limb 
that probably will show signs of 
being racked with the bucks 
antlers or chewed. 

Many antlers, which are hed 
by buck each year, hit the 
ground this month. A o;;hed antler 
reveals the size of a buck. and it 
confirms that the particular 
buck survived the past hunt­
ing season and probably will 
be back next season. a year 
older and Vdth larger antlers. 

The antlers fow1d during 
postseason scouting arc tro­
phies in themselves. They arc 
best sought om and gathered 
soon after bucks. hcd them, for

FRANKFORT - Bass fish­
cm•en are flexing their political 
muscle. and politicians are lis­
tening. 

Legislator io Kentucky are 
moving to ban boat-launching 
fees on the state's most popular 
lakes in hopes of giving the 
o;tate an edge over Alabama and 
other southern states that vie 
for bass tournaments. 

The action comes at the 
requc-;t of anglers involved in 
the state's $1.3 billion sport­
thhing industry. 

·'You certainly don't want to 
charge people who are bringing 
this type of money in.'' said 

Mike Wells, general manager 
of 4 Rivers Outdoors, a 
GHbcrtsvillc company that 
organiles fishing tournaments 
on Kentucky Lake and Lake 
Barkley in western Kentucky. 

The House Tourism 
Development and Energy 
Committee on Thursday 
approved a bill that would 
eliminate the $3 fees because 
they're considered bothersome 
by fishermen, especially those 
involved in bass tournament-.. 

Kentucky has created a 
group specifically to help the 
tate vie for fishing tourna­

ments. That agency, the 
Kentucky Sports Authority. has 
secured 10 televised tourna­
ments that arc part of the ESPN 

Outdoors Bassrnaster Series. 
The tournaments are expect­

ed to generate hundreds of 
thousands of dollars for 
Kentucky hotels. restaurants. 
gas stations and other business­
es. said Terry Johnson, execu­
tive director of the authority. 

In addition, Ba!.smastcr. one 
of the nation's largest bass fish­
ing groups. has scheduled a 
televised tournament on 
Kentucky Lake for June. The

Tourism Commissioner 
Randy Fiveash said the tourna­
ments will raise Kenrucky's pro­
tile in the spM fishing world, 
allowing the state to market 
itself to millions of fishing 
enthusiast across the country.

Remember to purchase your 
2006 license before you go fish­
ing this spling. You can buy 
fishing or hunling licenses at 
more than 1.000 outlets across 
Kentucky. Most outdoor sport~ 
ing goods stores carry licenses, 
as do most large discount stores 
that carry hunting or fishing 
equipment. You may also pur­
chase tlshmg or hunting licenses 
at your county clerk's office. 

One of the easiest ways to 
purchase your license is by 
picking up the phone and calling 
toll-fret: 1-877-598-2401. You 
may al. o Jog onto the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources' web page at 
fw.ky.gov and click on the yel­
low box marked "Purchase 
Licenses Here.'' 

You will be issued a confu­
mation number when you pur­
chase your hunting or fishing 
licen ·e by phone or internet. It is 
a good idea lO write the confir­
mation number in numerous 
locations in case you lose it. 
Keep a busiuess or index card in 
your wallet with the confuma­
tion number written on it. You 
must have tht\ confirmation 
number on your person when
