FRANKFORT - A bill that 
would require youngsters to 
wear helmets when riding all­
terrain vehicles took an alternate 
path toward the full Kentucky 
Senate.

The Senate Health and 
Welfare Committee voted for a 
different version that would 
exempt youngsters from wear­
ing helmets when doing farm 
chores aboard four-wheelers. 

The ATV helmet language 
was added to a House-passed 
bill aimed at increasing lead 
screening for children in 
Kentucky. 

Denton said she was told by 
the Senate's Republican leader­
ship that the agricultural exemp­
tion was needed to garner suffi­
cient Senate support. 

"I don't like the ag exemption 
but I can concede that if that's 
what it takes to get it through so 
there's at least some protection 
somewhere," Denton said. 

Sen. Joey Pendleton said the 
farm exception would make 
enforcement difficult. 

"There'll be a lot of people 
htding behind agricultural pur­
poses," he said. 

The result could be more 
youngsters dying in ATV crash­
es, Pendleton said.

states that Kirk "toqk the law 
into his own hands, and Ronald 
Dillion lost his life for a petty 
cnme." 

''If we're sincere about doing 
something, then let's do it nght 
the first time and let's not let 
another family grieve through 
the loss of a child,'' he said. 

Pendleton, D-Hopkinsville, 
said a couple of youngstef<i died 
in ATV crashes in his western 
Kentucky district in the past 10 
months. The most recent death 
was last Sunday when a 14-year­
old was thrown from a four­
wheeler. Another teen was seri­
ously injured in the crash. Police 
said the youngster weren't 
wearing helmets. 

Another leading supporter of 
the bill. Michele Finn with the 
Brain Injury Association of 
Kentucky, said the farm exemp­
tion would create a "big loop­
hole." 

"It would encourage more 
kids to be riding ATV s without 
helmets on," she said. 

Finn worried the bill featur­
ing the ATV proposal would be 

weighed down by another 
amendment on an entirely differ­
ent topic. 

That amendment, also tacked 
on by the Health and Welfare 
Committee, would prevent a 
local air pollution control district 
from passing regulations that are 
more stringent than state or fed­
eral standards. The amendment 1 
was offered by Republican Sen. 
Dan Scum of Louisville, a critic 
of Loui ville's Strategic Toxic 
Air Reduction program. 

Finn said she would prefer 
that the Senate deal with a bill 
focused solely on ATVs. 

That bill wao; scheduled to be 
heard Wednesday by the 
Transportation Committee but 
never got its turn. Committee 
chairman Brett Guthrie said 
afterward the delay occurred so 
a couple of members absent 
from the hearing could attend a 
future meeting.

the House and Senate. The pro­
posal calls for the money to be 
used "lo support compliance. 
education and tr.aini o.g, R£,0· 
grams." 

Hall said a portion of the 
money would be used to educate 
miners on precautions tbat can 
be taken to avoid contracting 
black lung disease, otherwise 
known as pneumoconiosis. The 
disease is caused from pro­
longed breathing of coal dust. 

Sen. Charlie Borders. R­
Grayson. said far more money 
has been going into the black 
lung fund than has been going 
out each year. 

"We concluded it's better to 
take that money and apply it to 
the bottom line," Borders said. 

State Rep. Brent Yonts, D­
Greenv111e, said he disagrees . 
Yonts said he learned of the pro­
vjsion on Wednesday, and that 
he wams it removed from the 
budget.

"That's not a good thing,'' he 
said. "This fund is solely for 
black lung awards. It is for a 
designated purpose, and 1t 

should not be used for other

Moak said the money l:liould 
be going directly to sick coal 
miners who have contracted 
black lung and are no longer 
able to work. The problem is, he 
said, Lhe state has made it so dif­
ficult for sick miners to qualify 
for state assistance that little 
money is coming out of the 
black lung fund. 

"The deck is stacked against 
them," Moak said .

Under current law, fewer 
than I 0 percent of coal miners 
who seek state black lung bene­
lits receive them, Moak said. 

Those determined LO have 
black lung are eligible for 
retraining benefits worth nearly 
$65,000 over four years.

The American political system failed 
when Congress and lhe media recently 
rolled over in favor of extending the 
most onerous provisions of the USA 
PATRIOT Act.

Bush dallied before 
announcing his picks, and then appoint­
ed as chairman the former co-chair of 
Lawyers for Bush-Cheney. The board 
never bothered to hold a single meeting. 

With the Patriot Act renewal, 
Congress made what Senate Judiciary 
Committee chairman Arlen Specter (R­
Pa.) described as "cosmetic changes"­
and then congratulated themselves for 
defending civil liberties. 

With the revised Patriot Act, it will be 
more difficult for the feds to seize pub­
lic library records with a Section 215 
search warrant (approved by the secret 
Foreign Intelligence Surveillance Act 
coutt) .

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House sets up further state budget negotiations, deny Senate plan

FRANKFORT-Top House 
Democrats scoffed at the GOP­
led Senate's budget counterprO<­
posal Wednesday, setting up a 
round of negotiations between. 
the two chambers on how the 
state should divvy about $18 
billion over the next two years. 

Rep. Harry Moberly, the 
House budget chairman, called 
lhe Senate plan "quite painful" 
and said it was "not good for 
educalion at any level." 
Moments later, House members 
voted against the Senate's bud­
get plan - a parliamentary pro­
cedure required to begin the 
talks aimed at resolving bud­
getary differences between the 

two chambers. 
"I would sort of compare it to 

peeling an onion," said 
Moberly, D-Richmond. "'Each 
page that you tum, .you cry a lit­
tle bit more." 

Senate lawmakers approved 
their budget proposal on a 38-0 
vote Thesday, and the House 
passed its version on a 99·0 vote 
earlier this month. Whether law­
makers can reach a compromise 
in their budget negotiations 
remains to be seen. 

Lawmakers have a track 
record of leaving Frankfort 
without passing a state budget. 

Negotiations broke down in 
2002 and 2004. prompting law­
makers to scramble the follow­
ing years to pass a budget. 
Then-Gov. Paul Patton and Gov. 

Ernie Fletcher ran state govern­
ment during the budgetary 
voids- on executive. pending 
plans. 

There were numerous differ­
ences between the chambers' 
spending blueprints. which 
could become points of con­
tention during their talks. 

Among them could lie the 
fate of a proposed multipurpose 
arena in downtown Louisville. 
Fletcher and Senate President 
David Williams have pushed for 
building the arena along 
Louisville's riverfront. 
However. the House plan rec­
ommended building the facility 
at an alternate site further 
inland. Both plans contained the 
state's share of $75 million. 

Moberly said the Senate bud-

get was "not good for children" 
and was lacking in money for 
education. For instance, the 
Senate plan removed a House­
endorsed appropriation of $50 
million for new technology in 
Kentucky's public schools, 
Moberly said. 

Senate lawmakers also 
included an additional two 
school days - a plan endorsed 
by Fletcher in his own budget 
proposal. Moberly saJ.d his 
Senate counterparts "added days 
to the calendar, but didn't pay 
for it." 

Sen. Charlie Borders, R­
Grayson, chairman of the 
Senate Appropriations and 
Revenue Committee, said bud­
geteers would likely reconsider 
some of the university projects 

that had been cut to "sec if we 
can justify funding'' them. 

Lawmakers arc scheduled to 
finish most of their work by 
Monday and take a break hefore 
returning in April to consider 
any possihlc gubernatorial 
vetoes. 

Borders said he thought hncl­
get talks could last through the 

weekend or they could be 
resolved more quickly. 

"Obviously each chamber 
feels prelly good ahout what 
they -cnt forward. So if we just 
go back and look at lhe differ­
ences, you "ould think we 
could pu11 a budget together in a 
day or two.'' Borders srud. "But

process." (The Bush administra­
tion is appealing the ruling). 

The White House hyped the 
Patriot Act renewal as a political 
triumph. The Associated Press 
reported, "Republicans declared 
victory as they sought to polish 
their national security creden­
tials this midterm election year." 
Republicans prattled on about 
how the revised Patriot Act pro­
vides "safeguards." Apparently, 
a "safeguard" is anything that a 
government official can mention 
when asked about possible abus­
es of federal powers. 

If enough Americans com­
prehend this "patriot" charade, it 
will become far more difficult 
for the White House and 
Congress to pull off similar 
infringements on freedom in the 
future. At the very least, citizens 
can still make it hot for anyone 
in Washington who betrays his 
oath to uphold the Constitution.

Not to give anything away, 
but this detail does beg the ques­
tion: Why did he hang onto this 
item when he would have been 
so much better off destroying it?

'T m looking forv.:ard to 
when it's about racing instead of 
race," Lester . aid Monday after 
becoming the flrst black driver 
to race in NASCAR's top stock 
car serie in 20 years. 

It wa a hi toric day for the 
sport but a mixrure of pride and 
embarras ment for the 45-year­
old Lester, who finished 38th, 
six laps behind 25-year-old win­
ner Kasey Kahne in the race at 
Atlanta Motor Speedway. 

"I don't really deserve all the 
attention I've gotten," Lester aid. 

Still, he was thrilled by the 
experience of racing against the 
Cup drivers in the Golden Cor­
ral 500, po tponed from Sunday 
because of rain. 

"It was a >ery significant 
learning experience for me," 
said Lester, the first black. driver 
to race in the Cup series since 
Willy T. Ribbs. ''It was fun to be 
out there with them. This is just 
the beginning and we have two 
more (Nextel Cup) races to go. 

"I got a late ·tart in my career 
and J'm trying to catch up a 
quick as I can.'' 

Lester said he tried hard to 

ce; e 
earn some respect from the 
other Cup driver Monday. 

''I was able to bring it home in 
one piece and able to build up my 
database of knowledge," he said. 
'1l1e1e were some opportunities 
for me to take some chances and 
I could have gonen in the way. 
But I'm not trying to do that." 

Lester, who also plans to 
drive Cup races at Michigan 
International Speedway in June 
and California Speedway in 
September, said. "I'm eager. l 
can't hardly wait until June." 

Asked who he was represent­
ing on the racetrack, the smile 
Lester had been wearing since 
the end of the race disappeared. 

"I represented myself," he 
said. ·•rm doing this for my elf 
and for my family 

''I'm glad so many people, 
especially from the minority 
community, have taken note of 
what it is I'm doing, but I drive 
for Bill Lester. At the end of the 
day, if it wasn't for my self 
belief, I wouldn't be here." 

Kahne. the top Cup rookie in 
2004, slumped last year. But 
he's started this season with four 
strong performances. including 
an 11th-place run at Daytona 
and two fourth-place finishes 
before earning the second victo­
ry of his career. 

His first win came last May in 

Richmond and was the highlight 
of a difficult sophomore ~cason. 

"We had momentum,"' . aid 
Kahne, who also finished ec­
ond to Jeff Burton in Saturday's 
Busch Series race here. "We've 
had momentum all weekend 
long." 

It was the first victory at 
Atlanta for a Dodge in 29 years, 
since Richard Petty won here in 
1977. It was also only the fourth 
win by a Charger since the 
model was introduced at the 
start of the 2005 .:;cason. 

Struggling with a balance 
problem. only Kahnc. his 
Evernham Motorsports team­
mate Jeremy Mayfield and 
Penske Racing South driver 
Ryan Newman won with Charg­
ers last year. The car has been 
uch a handful that two Dodge 

teams, Penske and Petty Enter­
prises, have gone back to the 
2004 Intrepids for orne races. 

Kahne said Monday's v1ctory 
was significant because he was 
able to overcome early handling 
problems with adjustments by 
his crew during lhe race. 

"Everything that's gone on 
has been a plus for us." Kahne 
said. "The Chargers they' ve 
built for us at Evernham Motor­
sports and the engines, every­
thing is running really well. It

It will elevate the banking in 
the turns from the current 12 
degrees to 20 degrees, while 
slimming down the track from 
70 feet to 55 feet. Pit road will 
be moved closer to the grand­
stands, and the garages and 
infi~d will be rebuilt. 

"We certainly don't have 
boring racing here now, but we 
will have more exciting racing 
in the future,'' said speedway 
general manager Chns Powell. 
"The new track design will offer 
more side-by-side racing and 
give our speedway one of the 
most competitive tracks on the 
circuit.

This time of year the weather is 
oficn a major culprit. Thi. is pnmarily 
uecau ·c v. inter is usually assoct;ttcd 
wath low humidity. This external dry­
ness causes many pet1plc to havt.: dry 
red. cracked hands and brittle nails. 
Frequent handwashing. when.: the nails 
ftr~t become wet then arc dried is a 
major c:tuse of brittle nruls. Washing 

dishc.:s and doing housework where 
hand art' in contact with water and 
chemicals also weakens nails. 

There arc several things that you can 
do to moi!)ten your fingertips and 
sucngthcn your nails, even tn the winter. 
Fi1 st is to keep you nails short and free 
from snags and rough edges. Filing 
your nails daily can help prevent split­
ting and breaking. Moisturize your nail!> 
ami hands frequently, up to 20 times a 
day. In fact, every time you wash your 
hands or they are expoc;ed to water, you 
should follow up by using a moisturizer. 
Work the hand cream in around your 
nail<. and cuticles. Also moisturize your 
nails after you have filed them. Many 
people usc a nail hardening nail polJsh 
in the winter and have found lhis to be 
helpful for brittle nails. 

Avoid frequent exposure to water and 
chemicals. Try to decrease your hand 
washing and dish washing. Many peo­
ple wash eH~ry dic;h as soon as it is dirty. 

Try doing one load of dishes a day. 
Wltile this is a longer exposure to water. 
it is only one episode of "wet to dry.'1 

Wear gloves when doing housework 
that involves contact with chemicals. 

During your daily bath, however. 
it's a good idea to thoroughly soak your 
nails and immediately afterwards appl)' 
a moisturizing cream to the skin around 
them. This helps keep the nails and th~ 
area around them from drying out You 
needn't choose one of the expensive 
moisturizers. Plain old hand cream or 
petroleum jelly will work just as welL 

Calcium, in any form, is good for 
your nails. Whether it be low-fat ~ 
calcium supplements or calcium­
enriched foods, be sure your calcium 
intake is adequate. Many people havt 
found the supplement Biotin to be help· 
ful for nails, but it can take a while to 
see results. Other supplements such as 
gelatin may help - a fellow physician 
friend of mlne says that he recom•

mends daily gelatin to all his patients 
who have arthritis, so you may g~t 
some additional benefit from tryina 
gelatin. 

Finally, things usually get better 1• 
the spring. but you should have goo4 
nail habits year round.
