"Anything that sounds too 
good to be true usually is, and 
that's the case here," Conn said. 

Conn explained that the 
scheme begin with an email 

from a busmessman in Nigeria 
who outlines his dilemma. He 
says that he is in receipt of a 
money order from America that 
he cannot cash in Nigeria. The 
email then asks the recipient to 
cash the money order for htm. in 
exchange for a percentage of the 
money. 

The problem is that the money 
order is fake. It is a facsimile of a 
postal money order, but many

official:' Stumbo said. 

Supreme Court Chief Ju. ticc 
Joseph Lambert called t11c ·itua­
hon a "conundrum" with no 
imple solution. 

"Whenever you mention the 
idea of combining judicial cir­
cuits. the roof JUSt D1cs off." 
Lambert said. "It impacts judges, 
commonwealth's attorneys and 
everybody in the system." 

Former state Rep. Herbie

Lambert' proposal included 
a new family court judge hip for 
Bell and Harlan countic. and 
another for Letcher and Perry 
counties. The same concept 
could have been applied to 
Floyd, Knoll and Magoffi11 
counties. Lambert srud. 

"But that was seen by some 
as being uncon~tilutional or 
improper in . ome way. It did not 
make it through the legi lature," 
Lambe11 said. 

Nothing can be done about 
the scat before the upcoming 
election. But Lambert aid he'll 
keep exploring "ays to amend 
the situauon. 

"l under tand they're 
annoyed. But there 1 no practi­
cal solution to it that r m aware 
of- other than just d1 continu­
ing family court in Knott and 
Magoffin altogether and going 
back to the way it was,''

Internet serves as new 
playground for pedophiles

Earlier this month, U.S. Congressman Ed Whitfield (R-Hopkinsville) 
helped bring to light what is lurking in the dark recesses of cyberspace 
when he held Congressional hearings on the sexual e ploitation of clli.l­
dren on the Internet. 

And the revelations were startling. 
One in five children receive sexual advances over the Internet: 

Children are being sexually abused-some as young a 18 months-in 
real time via webcams; Online child porn i a $20 billion global indu!>try. 
To put this in perspective, online music sales in 2004 were only $3 billion. 

So how did we get to this point? 
It's plausible that the flood of hard-core adult porn and ob cenity has 

pushed the envelope leading some to explore child porn. Lax enforcement 
of exisung child porn laws is certainly another reason. But most of all, 
pedophiles. who were once isolated from each other, have converged on 
the Internet to form a virtual community. Using new technology such a 
web cam , instant messaging and video iPods, they're swappmg not only 
their illegal porn, but perpetrating new ideas of the unthinkable. 

In a word, they've become emboldened. 
Justin Berry, a casualty of online pedophiles, put a face on the honors 

of Internet child porn when he testified before Whitfield's Congressional 
panel that people he had met online repeatedly molested him when he was 
13. ''One of these approached me online with a proposal. He would pay 
me $50 if I took off my shirt for a few minutes while sitting in front of my 
web cam," Berry said. "The seduction was slow. Each rt:quest only went 
a bit further than the last, and the horror of what was happening didn't 
strike me at that time." 

Berry became desensitized by his abuse and then started a pornograph­
ic website which featured images of himself. Over the five years hi site 
was in operation, 1,500 people had paid him to perform exual act· on 
camera, but only two were arrested. What's more troubling is that the 
New York Tin1es, whose story originally prompted the hearings. found 
that in a sample of Berry's clients, a majority "consisted of doctor· and 
lawyers, businessmen and teachers, many of whom work with children on 
a daily basis." 

According to Berry, his story is not isolated. ''There are hundreds of 
kids in the Umted States alone who are right now wrapped up in tlus hor­
ror," Berry said. 

Rep. Whitfield criticized the Justice Department for CaJling to aggres­
sively go after online child porn users. Thi apparent green light has been 
the impetus for pedoplliles to seek out child exual content on the Internet. 
But it hasn't helped the Justice Department's efforts that the highc t court 
in the land bas undermined their effons. 

In 2002, the U.S. Supreme Court struck down the Child Pornography 
Prevention Act (CPPA), which cracked down on computer-generated child 
pornography. In 2004, they struck down the Child Online Protection Act 
(COPA) which limited children's access to porn . itcs-a prm·en segue 
between unsuspecting minor and pedophiles. 

lt doesn't help that "free speech" mavens, like the ACLU, ftght tooth 
and nail against any limitations on Internet porn. including child porn. 
Other allies of the pedophile community include academic like Judith 
Levine and professional organizations like the American Psychological 
Association. Both have lent a hand to legitimizing adult-child sex. as 
many are calling it today. 

Ju t recently, Gov. Fletcher signed a bill that would class1fy adult. con­
victed of possessmg child pornography as sex offenders. And .S. 
Attorney General Alberto Gonzales announced that his dcpartmem \\111 
now aggressively prosecute child porn violations. 

This is a good start. But much more should be done to clean up the 
predatory sites which have become a playground for child molester . 
Enacting good laws and tough enforcement arc important. Parents arc 
key to policing their children's online activity. But equally critical i. that 
society forge an unequivocal consensus that protects the most vulnerable 
and innocent among us from others who view them as fodder for their sex­
ual fantasy. 

It' long past time to act.

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Fletcher's vetoes stir 
political ire in coal counties

FRANKFORT - Kid Rock 
has performed there. So ha 
Larry The Cable Guy. 

The Eastern Kentucky Expo 
Center in Pikeville. a state­
owned facilicy built as part of an 
economic development strategy. 
routinely brings in stars who 
otherwise may never have set 
foot in the heart of Appalachia. 

So la t week., when Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher vetoed $100,000 
that legislators included in the 
state budget for operational 
expenses at the center. people in 
the coalfields were outraged. 

In a move that stirred disap­
pointment and anger across 
coal-producing region of 
Kentucky, Fletcher vetoed $79.1 
million in coal-severance tax 
projects, creating a political 
issue that could follow him into 
the next election. 

The vetoes stopped funding 
for an assortment of projects. 
from senior citizens centers to 
Little League baseball equipment. 

The cost of the projects 
ranged from $1,000 to $2 mil­
lion, tiny sums compared with 
some of the appropriations 
Fletcher halted el ewhere, like 
the $26 million parking garage 
at the University of Louisville, 
but they've caused a major 
ruckus in mining regions. espe­
cially the eastern Kentucky 
coalfields. 

Some Democratic state legis­
lators already have begun paint­
ing Fletcher as anti-mountain 
region. Donald Gross, a political 
science professor at the 
Univer icy of Kentucky, said he 
expects that to continue through 
this year's legislative races and 
perhaps into next year's guber­
natorial race. 

"That's clearly a sellable 
argument," Gross said. 

State Sen. Ray Jones, D­
Pi.keville, was one of the first to 
use the argument, calling the 
cuts a slap in the face to eastern 
Kentuckians. 

Michael Baranow ki, a polit­
ical scientist at Northern 
Kentuck Univer ity, said 
Aetcher bad campaigned on a 
promise to clean up the mess in 
Frankfort. For that reason, 
Baranowski aid, the Republican 
governor probably felt he had to 
veto some projects, and politi­
cally, eastern Kentucky was the 
logical choice. 

"That was where Fletcher ran 
the weakest," Baranowski said. 
"If some region is going to get 
the short end of the stick, it's 
going to be a region you didn't 
get a lot of support from to 
begin with." 

Fletcher spokesman Brett 
Hall said individual counties 
affected by the vetoes will still 
receive the coal-tax funds, but 
only for project<; approved by 
the Governor's Office of Local 

t 
Development. · 

Mining companies pay the 
4.5 percent tax on coal sales, 
generating more than $200 mil­
lion a year in Kentucky. Half of 
that money goes to coal-produc­
ing counties. Half goes into the 
state's general fund. 

By ve10ing many of the coun­
ty-level projects. Fletcher aid 
he has given local leaders more 
say m which projecL'i should be 
funded. Ile said the coal-s~ver­
ance tax revenues were never 
intended as ··a lcgi Ialor. · slush 
fund'' that allow. them to unilat­
erally choose prOJects. 

Fletcher said he wants the 
coal severance tax money that ·s 
returned to coal-producing 
counties to be u:cd to create 
JObs and to improve the overall 
quality of life. He said he wants 
input from local Leaders, com­
munity members and Legislator!> 
in deciding which projects 
should be funded 

In a telephone intervie\\ 
Friday. Fletch~.:r said he "-ants to 
sec the mon~y used in visionary 
v.·ay that wtll help coal counties 
grow. He said putting money 
into Little League baseball may 
not be the be t u c of the funds. 

Johnson County Judge-
Executive Tucker Daniel, chair­
man of the Kentucky Coal 
Counttes Coalition. satd the 
wishes of local offictah haven "t 
always been taken mto consider­
ation by legislators who decide 
which projects arc funded. 

For that reason, Daniel. a 
Republican. said he doesn't have 
a problem v. ith Fletcher· move. 

State Sen. Daniel 
Mongiardo, D-Hazard, said 
Fletcher's action '"creates a re­
election camprugn slu. h fund'' 
that the governor can use to 
leverage political support. 

"It' so di:appointing:· 
Mongiardo said. "It doesn't take 
a political scientist to figure out 
he's in trouble politically. If 
Gov. Fletcher had done his job 
instead of trying to keep his job, 
he wouldn' t have to twist am1s 
to get re-elected."' 

The Fletcher administration 
has been the ~ubjccl of a 'pccial 
grand Jury"s investigation for 
the pa t year. Jurors arc looking 
into allegations that the admin­
t tration violated state pcrc;onnel 
laws by awarding state JObs 
based on political considera­
tions rather than qualifications. 

So far. I. current or fom1er 
administration officials and 
associates have been indicted. 
Fletcher issued a blanket pru·don 

for cv~ryone who has been or 
might be indicted m the case 
with one exception- he did not 
pardon himself. The grand jury 
is expected to wrap up the 
investigation later this month. 

Fletcher said he's not sur­
pnscd by Mongiardo ·s com­
ments. 

.. This is a very partisan polit­
ical demagoguery that he's 
involved in. and, frankly. I'm 
disappointed." Fletcher said. 

nc,pite claims to the con­
u·ary. Hall said Fletcher's vetoes 
were intended to remove politic 
from the process for appropriat­
ing coal- everance tax funds. 

Some legislators have used 
the1r influence to apply funding 
to que ·tionable projects. includ­
ing at least one golf course. Hall 
aid. 

"The governor wants to get 
back on cour e," Hall said. 
'This is basically Ernie Fletcher 
empowering the counties to 
d~cidc how the coal-severance 
funds . hould be spent." 

Pike County Judge-Executive 
Bill Deskin said he disagreed 
with the decisiOn to veto funding 
for everal projects around 
Pikeville, including the expo 
center. and that he will work to 
try to get the funding restored. 

For generations, the coun­
try· s top performers have 
b)passcd eastern Kentucky 
because no town had a building 
larger than the local high school 
gymnasium for shows. Former 
Gov Paul Patton said building 
an expo center large enough for 
such shows would improve the 
quality of life in the mountains, 
which, in tum. would make 
businesses more likely to want 
to locate there. 

Patton endured widespread 
critici m m pushing for funding 
for the 7,000- eat expo center in 
Pikeville. hi · hometown. 

Representatives of the coal 
companie that pay the sever­
ance tax haven ·t poken out on 
the issue. 

"We' re neutral on it,"' said 
Bill Caylor, president of the 
Kentucky Coal Association. 
' 'Our opinion doesn· t count, 
except to say we want to ee 
. cverance tax revenue put to 
good use."

Shoppjng malls and other 
commercial establishments that 
do not have clean toilets may 
not have their business licenses 
renewed, he said, adding the 
government was also consider­
ing imposing fines for vendors 
with dirty washrooms.

The trainer laughs. 
"B~ttd? If we do better, we

McLaughlin said his ftrst Derby 
was the "thrill of a lifetime in an 
eighth of a mile," he's back at 
Churchill Downs ready to try 
again with Jazil, and possibly 
Flashy BuU.

Hamdan's Shadwell Farm, 
could be one of the more 
intriguing ho.-ses in what is 
shaping up be a full field of 20 
3-year-olds. The Kentucky-bred

It was still uncenain whether 
Flashy Bull would make the 
field.

Jazil, though, may have the 

perfec• style for this Derby, 
which,. feamres front-running 
favo*s Brother Derek, 
Lawy Ron and Barbaro. If the 
top h s run too fast. at the 
start, e finish could set up for 
a closer like Jazil. 

"Jazil is exciting because of 
aU the pace you have," 
Mclaughlin said. "You have to 
feel like we're going to be run­
ning over horses late. Whether 
we get there or not is another 
issue. But it's a great year to 
have a come from behind, qual­
ity closer."' 

With just a maiden win back 
in December from six career 
starts, Jazil may be blossoming 
at the right time under 18-year· 
old jockey Fernando Jara. 

In the 1 l/8-mile Wood over 
a sloppy ttack in his last race, 
Jazil and Jara closed ground at 
an amazing clip. They were 
about 14 lengths behind Bob 
and John and Keyed Entry on 
the far tu~ then six lengths 
back midway through the 
sttetcb. At the wire, Jaz.il zipped 
past Keyed Enuy and finished 
just behind Bob and John. 

There's added incentive to 
win the Derby with Jazil. 
McLaughlin worked for Sheik 
Hamdan in Dubai for nearly I 0 
years before returning to the 
U.S. permanently about three 
years ago and opening a public 
stable. One of his top clients is 
Lexington-based Shadwell, 
which has 16 horses in training 
with McLaughlin. 

"He's such a good horseman 

and team player that we wanted 
to continue to have our horses 
involved with him," Shadwell's 
general manager Rick Nichols 
said. 

Shadwell bought Jazil for 
$725,000 at the 2004 Keeneland 
September yearling sales. The 
name means abundant in Arabic, 
according to Nichols. 

"Sheik Hamdan is very excit­
ed about this colt," Nichols said, 
adding that be speaks to the sheik 
almost daily. "He's a little con­
cerned about his style of running, 
coming from so far off. But in 
this particular Kentucky Derby, it 
might be l:he way to do it." 

The biggest concern, says 
Nichols. is "there' so much 
speed in the race, the only real 
difficulty we'll have is flltering 
through trafftc if they start com­
ing back to him. If he gets a 
clear run. he might be difficult 
to contend with." 

McLaughlin, a former D. 
Wayne Lukas assistant who was 
in charge of hundreds of horses 
while in Dubai, opened his sta­
ble with about 25-30 horses. 
Today, he bas 70 in training for 
about 25 owners. 

''The Maktoum's have sup­
ported me throughout and that's 
why it's so great to think about 
getting to the Derby with Jazil." 
McLaughlin said. ''There's prob­
ably nobody else in the world I'd 
rather win the Derby for." 

And what if Flashy Bull gets 
in for owner West Point 
Thoroughbreds? 

"If it's me (winning) and I'm 
the trainer. then they're my 
favorite next owner,'' he aid. 

Derby tries to 
ith crowds 

alance tradition 
d corporate progress

LOUISVILLE Steve 
Sexton is the first to admit the 
tradition at Churchill Downs 
are part qf what makes the 
Kentucky Derby so special. 

The twin spires looming over 
the grandstands. Mint juleps 
served in their signature glasses. 
Dc:rby hats the size of small cars 
tilted just so. The rose blanket 

aiting lhe winner of arguably 
the world's most famous horse 
race. 

It's why so many people -
over 156,000 people last year­
cram the grand tands and the 
infield ready to roar when the 
be t 3-year-olds in the world 
make their way from the pad­
dock to the post on the first 
Saturday in May. 

"It's really a slice of 
Americana," said Sexton, presi­
dent and CEO of Churchill 
Downs. "It is, to people who 
don't know racing, racing.'' 

But the Derby is also a busi­
ness. Derby Day is the track and 
the state's marquee event. And 
as the Derby's popularity bas 
grown, track leaders have been 
forced to find a way to keep the 
race and Churchill Downs both 
timely and timeless, even if it 
means tweaking some of the tra­
ditions that helped make the 
event what it is. 

The twin spires are stiU the 
track's iconic symbols, but now 
they're barely removed from the 
shadows of 80 luxury bOxes, 
part of a $121 million renova· 
· n project completed last year. 

1 And mint juleps remain the 
drink of choice, even if the race's 
traditional concoction comes in a 
pre-made mix these days. 

"There is a challenge in con­
tinuing to maintain the tradition 
of the Derby," Sexton said. "It's 
a tricky and complex process." 

Now, even the name of North 
America's oldest sporting event 
has changed. The 132nd running 
of the Derby will be presented 
by Yum! Brands, the parent 
company of re taurant chains 

-

lilt:e Taco BeU and Pizza Hut. 
The company's logo will be fea­
tured on everything from the 
pony riders· jackets to a sign 
over the starter's gate to the sad­
dlecloths the actual Derby hors­
es wear during exercise ses­
sions. 

Yum! Brands isn't the first 
company to be featured promi­
nently at the track. But attaching 
the name of a company to one of 
the sport's most sacred races 
could leave some purists to 
wonder if the "Kentucky" is 
being taken out of the Kentucky 
Derby. 

The Derby "is one thing that 
makes us great as a state," said 
Peggy Harp as she sat in the 
reserved section at Keeneland, a 
track an hour to the east in 
Lexington. "We older people 
like things the way they were." 

Connie Asbury, who owns a 
borse fa.nn near Lexington, said 
she used to attend the Derby 
regularly, but doesn't anymore. 
The crowds and the corporate 
influx have become too much. 

"They'd keep making a lot of 
money even without that," 
Asbury said. "It takes away a lot 
of dte class. Signs of the times 
aren't always good signs." 

:Yum! spokesman Jonathan 
Blum understands the concern 
but be's not worried about the 
company's logo - a red word 
balloon with "Yum!'' in white 
letters - ruining the Derby. 

"We'll be tasteful but highly 
visible ' Blum said. "We're try­
ing to. very sensitive to the 
histo of Churchill Downs." 

enerate interest in Yum! 
busin ses at the same time. The 
150. people who will fill 
Churchill Downs on Derby Day 
is a small number comparison to 
the millions who will watch the 
race on television. 

"We're trying to reach mil­
lions of investors," Blum aid. 
"We're creating an impression 
for all those who are not as for­
tunate to anend the event and 
sing 'My Old Kentucky Home' 
in person but are singing along 
with the ones that are there." 

Figuring out a way to pre­
serve tradition while exploring 
new ponsorship opportunities 
is a problem other tracks would 
Love to have. 

"We'd certainly embrace 
sponsorship," said Lou Raffetto, 
president and chief operation offi­
cer of l:he Maryland Jockey Club. 
The club runs Pimlico, which is 
home of the Prealcness, the sec­
ond leg of the Triple Crown. 
"Traditionalists have to realize 
that racing has changed and 
unfortunately, whether we like it 
or not, it's become more of a busi­
ness. Change is a tough word for 
some people on the track." 

Turfway Park CEO Bob 
Elliston grew up in Richmond, 
south of Lexington, and con id­
ers him elf a traditionalist. At 
the same time, he also knows 
the pressure of a track to remain 
relevant and up-to-date in an 
age when there are so many 
other ways for consumers to 
spend their money. 

"You can't rest on your lau­
rels, you can't just rest on the 
fact that you have the greatest 
two minutes of sport," Elliston 
said. "They're looking to build 
on that. It would be easy to sit 
back and enjoy the notoriety, but 
they're not.'' 

And maybe, even with all the 
signs and all the sponsors and 
all the progre s, the Derby is 
still the Derby. 

De. Bob Stout, a veterinarian 
for the . tate, was attending a 
convention in Louisville when 
he joined a large group who 
headed to Churchill Downs for a 
tour. Many of the convention­
eers were making their flrst visit 
to the track. 

''They were absolutely mes­
merized," Stout said. ''They saw 
the track up close. They saw the 
spires. They saw the grandstand. 
They said being there made 
them connect to the track and the 
Derby more than just eeing it 
on TV. It' still a special place."

You can 
trust me.·· 

La t year, the Bengals took a 
chance on West Virginia receiv­
er Chris Henry in the third 
round. Henry was ejected and 
benched at West Virginia for on­
field outbursts and disagree­
ments with h1s coache . He also 

• was suspended for violating 
team rules. 

Henry was arrested for mari­
juana possession in December 
and for a gun charge m January. 
He pleaded guilty to marijuana

pos e sion last month in a 
northern Kentucky court and 
avoided jail. He's chl!dulcd for 
trial May 30 in Orlando, Fla. on 
a charge of carrymg a concealed 
weapon. 

Coach Marvin Lewis said 
last week that the Bcngals 
would be reluctant to drafr 
another player who had proh­
lems "'ith teammate or coach­
es. The Bengals looked iuto 
Nicholson·s ·u pension before 
picking him. 

"A.J.'s off-the-field bnrsh is 
obviously nothing that's materi­
alized with anything of sigm!i­
cance, other than an unfortunate 
disagreement," Lewis said. "He 
made a bad choice and a bad 
decision ... and wa · accused of a 
certain thing. Truth be Jrnown as 
it came forward, it kind of wenr 
away. 

"He's had to face up to that, 
and we had to research that for a 
while and figure it out and see if 
there was ju ·t smoke or what. 
So we feel good about that." 

Nichol on realized bow 
much the off-field problems 
cost him when he failed to get 
picked in the fust three round 
Saturday. He sounded ecstatic 
when the Bengals finally chose 
him with the !57th overaJI pick. 

''I kept faith, and when the 
Bengal called, 1 wa so happy.'" 
he said. "I was upset ye terday, 
but today r was rejuvenated." 

The Bengals' fir t-day picks 
weren't surpri ing - cornerback 

Johnathan Jo:cph. offensive 
tackle Andrew Whitworth. 
ddensive end Fro'\tee Rucker. 
Their second-day chmces were 
a lot more intrigumg. 

After taking Nicholson in the 
fifth round, Cmcrnnatt took a 
different tyrc of gamble by 
choosing Texas A&M quarter­
hack Reggie McNeal with the 
intention of turning hun into a 
receiver. McNeal is fast- he ran 
the 40-yard dash in 4.31 second.

"'The draft i fun," 80-year­
old Bills general manager Marv 
Le\ y said. "It's fantasy football. 
We got the ingredients, and now 
we have to bake the cake." 

Or. as Leinart's new coach, 
Arizona's Denni Green. pur it: 
"'The bottom line i , all these 
guy have to learn to be pro 
player ." 

This draft wa..~ filled with sur­
prises even before commission­
er Paul Tagllabue announced the 
first name - who would have 
predicted a week ago that North 
Carolina State dcfen ive end 
Mario Williams would go No. l 

11 to Houston and Reisman winner 
Reggie Bush would take his 
cintillating talent to New 

Orleans as the No. 2 choice? 
Not so surprising is that the 
players facing the most pressure 
to prove themselves early arc 
those taken at the very top of the 
ftrst round: Williams, Bush and 
Texas quarterback Vince Young, 
who went to Tennessee. 

As one draft observer said 
Saturday, Williams might need 
tO make 20 sack this season 
just to placate Texans fans who 
were counting on Bush boosting 

• their offense inlo the strato -
phere. Going fu t in the draft 
means a player must be pecial. 
and Williams might need to be 
extraordinary immediately. 

"When you have the No. 1 
ptck in the draft ... there can't be 
any doubts. there can't be any 
que. ltons and in our mind there 
were no questions with this 
young man" Texan· dcfen ive 
coordinator Rlchard Smith said. 
'There's no t1aws in this guy's 
abihtics as a player and a per­
son." 

;.. Maybe Williams won't he 
another Reggie White or Bruce 
Smith, bm the folks in Houston 

expect something close. How 
docs Williams feel about it'? 

"You win champ!Onshtps 
with defensive player . and that 
is exactly what is going to hap­
pen," he said. 'Tm going to 
come in, I'm going to play and 
rm going (0 be productive. 

·Tm gomg to be an impact 
player immediately. and rm 
going to win over fans regard­
less:' 

Bush has another kind of 
challenge. Not only will he be 
the focal point of the rebuilding 
of the Samts. but he could be in 
the spotlight in the revitalization 
of the region. New Orlcam and 
its envirom sure could usc a raJ­
lying point. The excitement over 
the Saints already is palpable. 

"As soon as l got in then.:.

Young needs to justify being 
selected ahead of Leinart and

icantly since the season ended. 
Cutler wound up tn Denver at 
No. 11 when the Broncos traded 
up with the Rams to gel him. 

"This guy. he led the nation 
in college as a junior in passing 
efficiency." Titans GM Royd 
Reese said of Young. "This guy 
is special. Now we have to get 
him special in the :FL. and 
that's why 1t"s gomg to take a lit­
tle bit of time. And we realize 

that. It's a big jump.·· 
Even b1gger hecau~e of lhe 

high profile Young carries into 
th~ league afte.t leadmg Texas to 
ib first national championship 
<:mce 1969.

WAYNESVILLE. N.C.-
Under pressure to explain his 
position on abortion, former 
NFL quarte1back Head1 Shuler 
found himself scrambling on a 
new playing field - politic . 

"It's a personal, just personal 
is ue with me. because I know 
how difficult it was to have chil­
dren." said the anti-abortion 
Democra1 and congressional 
hopeful "ll is not a platform 
that we even talk about. It's just 
personal." 

In his former life, Shuler had 
to elude hits from onrushing 
linebackers and defensive ends. 
Now, the former University of 
Tennessee standout is trymg to 
avoid getting taken down by 
issues such as abortion as he 
seeks a U.S. House seat in west­
ern North Carolina held for the 
better part of two decades by 
Republican Charles Taylor. 

But it's Shuler's name and 
gridiron fame that may matter 
most. In an era when the party 
machines that once groomed 
candidates have broken down, 
political analysts say celebrities 
uch as football stars have huge 

advantages in name recognition 
and fundraising. 

That ts why the Pennsylvania 
GOP cleared the field so Lynn 
Swann - the Pro Football Hall 
of Fame wide receiver for the 
Pittsburgh Steelers who went on 
to a career as a television ana­
lyst - could challenge incum­
bent Democrat Ed Rendell. 

In Nebraska, former 
Cornhusker football coach 
Tom Osborne is giving up his 
seat in the U.S. House to run for 
governor. 

"The more successful you've 
been a an athlete, the more suc­
cessful you wiJI be politically, 
because people have positive 

memories,'' said Brown 
University political scientist 
Darrell West, a co -author of 
"Celebrity Politics," a 2002 
study of the increasingly inter­
twined worlds of fame and poli­
tics. 

"The local boy who's made 
good who returns home- that's 
a good story too. You can do 
very well with the halo of a for­
mer athletic hero," West said. 

Swann is revered m 
Pennsylvania, where he helped 
the Steelers to four Super Bowl 
victories in the 1970s. Osborne, 
who won three national titles at 
the University of Nebraska, has 
never received less than 82 per­
cent of the vote in his run for 
Congress. 

Though Shuler was a bust as a 
pro after tbe Washington 
Redskins drafted him third over­
all in 1994, he is famous in west­
em North Carolina for leading 
Swain County High School to 
three state titles and for his career 
at the University ofTennessee in 
nearby Knoxville, Tenn. 

During a recent tour of a 
Waynesville facility where the 
mentally disabled and others are 
trained to manufacture surgical 
supplies, Shuler stopped to meet 
administrator Ginny Best, a 
devoted fan of the Tennessee 
Volunteers. 

"I'm just very impressed 
with him," Best said. "I fol­
lowed his high school career 
when he was at Swain County. 
... We're real proud of him." 

Shuler faces his first elec­
toral test in Tuesday's 
Democratic primary against 
Asheville builder Michael 
Morgan. an unsuccessful candi­
date in 2004 who has ratsed lit­
tle money. 

Taylor, a timber magnate and 
bank owner, is seeking his ninth 
term representing North 
Carouna's 11th Congressional

CRITTER CORNER 

Thunderstorm phobia 

by Dr. Carol Combs-Morris, DVM 

Last week I discussed thunder­
storms and the anxiety they can cause 
in our pets, especially dogs So is there 
anything we can do to help these m.i­
mals? 

There are some standard approaches 
that human and animal behaviori ·ts 
use for treating any type of fear or pho­
bia. (Remember that the definition of 
phobia is an intense and debilitating 
fear that is out of proportion 10 the 
actual d!reat pre ent). Three of the 
most common methods used for deal­
ing with fear are avoidance. descn. iti­
zation, and counterconditiorung. 

Avoidance works great in some sit-

uations. I am afraid of hc•ght , 
don't do mud1 of anytluu th t 
i m olvc-: bci ng \cry far abO\ e the 
ground.

reducing a fearful response to 
. omething by slowly increasing 
exposure to whatever causes the 
fear. Some animals can be 
desensitized to storms. It's 
something you can try at home 
if you follow the basic rules. 

You need to find a good 
recording of an actual thunder­
storm. Try looking in store· 
where they sell the "nature 
sounds" tape or CDs. You 
should al o have a fairly good 
tereo in order to get good 

reproduction of the sounds. 
Thi sounds a little neaky and 
mean, but you have to flrst make 
sure that your pet reacts tearful­
ly to lhe recording. The fir t 
time you play it wilh !he pet in 
the room. crank the volume up 
moderately loud, and watch the 
pet out of the comer of your eye. 
If he is tarting to how the 
same signs of anxiety that you 
see in an actual storm, shut off 
the tape. Do nor pay any atten­
tion to the animal. 

A few day later, play the 
sound effects again, but at a very 
soft volume. If the animal 
. hows ANY sign of anxiety, it is 
too loud. Once you find a level 
that produces no response, let 
the tape play for 15-30 minute 
while you do omclhing the ani­
mal enjoys (feeding, giving him 
a favorite toy to play with. etc.). 
The next day, tum the ound up 
the tiniest little bit. lf there is 
still no respon e. you arc on the 
right track. Continue this 
process lowly. If the pet ever 
shows any ign of fearfulness, 
turn the sound down to a level he 
does not react to. This process 
may rake weeks or even months, 
and it is not always ucce sful. 
There is no way for us to repro­
duce all the effects of nature. 

Just as is very important that 
the animal not be expo ed to too 
high a volume on the recording, 
he must also not be expo ed to a 
real storm during this period. 
That means you should work on 
this dunng the months when 
storlrui are unlikely. 

I jumpt!d ahead a HtLle. and 
already mentioned counrercon­
dilioning. Thi · is the proces of 
hcJpmg the animal a sociate 
~omething pJeasant with the sJtu­
ation that previou.ly cau ed fear.
