FRANKFORT- A 
Louisville Republican who 
helped shift the balance in 
the state Senate when he 
left the Democratic Party in 
1999 is considering a run 
for governor next year, he 
said Wednesday. 

• Sen. Dan Seum, A­
Louisville, said a "consider­
able amount of people" 
have contacted him about 
possibly challenging Gov. 
'€mie Fletcher in next 
year's governor's race. 
And, he's in the "very early 
stages" of consideration, 
Seum said. 

"There are people in the 
commonwealth that are 
looking for a true 
Republican conservative 
that understands that gov­
ernment should be about 
helping the working men 
and women of the com­
"'onwealth." Seum said in 
a telephone interview with 
The Associated Press. 

A spokeswoman for 
Fletcher's campaign did 
not Immediately return a 
can seek1ng comment. 

With his election in 
2003, Fletcher became the 
state's first GOP governor 
In more than 30 years. 
However, Fletcher was 
politically weakened in the 
aftermath of a 15-month 
investigation into allega­
tions his administration 
steered protected state 
~bs to political supporters.

The 
document 1\Uillmarize'\ the 
panel's work since it wm; estab­
lished in June 2005. 

And, 1t contained ··rairly 
damaging th.ng"" as far as 
Fletcher's concerned. said 
Michael Baranowski, a political 
scientist at Nort11cm Kentucky 
University. No matter who chal­
lenges Fletcher next year some. 
if not alL Clf the probe is like!) to 
hecome an issue in the 2007 
governor's race, Baranowski 
:-.aid. 

"You can almost create a 
doT.en 01 so aJ campaigns out of 
that," Bwanowski said of the 
I 0-page report. 

Among it findings. the 
grand jury's report dctcnnincd 
FJetcher's administration

ical patronage .. scheme that was 
mtended to sk.irt the state' 

• Merit System. 
Kentucky's Merit System 

was created in 1960. de. igned to 
rnsulate ·tmc civil service 
employees from politic .. State 
law \ays pcr).onnel decisions 
within the system are supposed 
10 be based on joh candidates' 
qualilicatiom •. not politics. 

Fletcher. in Jupan on an eco­
nomic development mission, 
released a statement shortly 
after the grand jury report 
became public. saying it con­
tained "the same old stuff." 

Spokeswoman Jodi 
Whitaker said Fletcher had not 
seen the report but had di -
cussed it with hi. lawyers. 
Whitaker read a prepared state­
ment on rlctcher' behalf. 

'"Gtven that the prosecutors 
have dropped all charge , the 
document reads more like a 
savvy litany of political sounJ 
bites rather than a legal docu­
ment of purported e\ldem:c." 

letcher said in a statement. 
"Under nonnal circumstance~. I 
would vigorously object. 
However. it i. best for the com­
monwealth that this chapter is 
concluded." 

The grand jury returned 29 
indictment during its investiga­
tion and charged Fletcher with 
criminal conspiracy. official 
misconduct and JXlliLical di\­
crimination. Fletcher' charges 
were later dropped after an 
agreement with prosecutors. 
Retcher issued a blanket pardon 
for cvcryon · in his adminhtra­
tion. other than him. elf; who 
c.ould have faced charges stem­
ming from the investigation. 

Attorney General Greg 
tumbo. whose office a~si!-.tcd 

the grand jUly with tilt! probe. 
hm; said prosecutors agreed to 
the d1srni sal of Fletcher's 
charges bccau. e they did not 
believe he would ever ·tand 
trial. A court order had declared 
Fletcher could not be tried ~ hile 
m ofllcc. 

"He has the power to pan.lon 
himself and we felt Hke that he 
would do so before he left 
office," Stumbo aid at the time. 

Snrmbo was unavailable for 
comment Wedne day, hi. 
spokeswoman sru.d. 

Fletcher has maintained the 
investigation wa politically 
motivated and has blamed the 
investigation on Stumbo, one of 
his potential Democratic gubcr­
natonal challenger. . Stumbo 
has said he expect to make a 
decision by December on 
whether he will run for gover­
nor.

The grand jury said candi­

dates seeking new job:, or pro­
motions were hurt by the 
scheme. 

"People were wrongfully 
fired and demoted. Others were 
transferred to di tant locations 
to pressure them to retire or 
resign. People less qualified 
were hired s1mply because they 
supported Governor Fletcher 
tinancially or politically." the 
report aid. 

But, certain administration 
officJals were rold to ensure 
Fletcher's political supporters 
were hired for such jobs, 
according to the report. That 
would ensure that if Betcher 
\Hts not re-elected "there would­
n't be a· many Democrats in 
state government..'' the report 
smd 

Many time. , Fletcher's sup­
porters were put in jobs and paid 
more than what wac; normal, the 
grand jury found. 

·'Jn some cases, the admmi.­
tration had to rai. e the pay of 
other tate workers becau e of 
o;al<lries given to political sup­
porters." the repoct said. "We 
"JC"- this a-; wru.te, fraud and 
abuse of the highest order." 

State Democratic Party 
chairman Jeny Lundergan said 
the report reaffinned what had 
already been reported on the 
administration', personnel 
actrvitie . And there was "no 
doubt" the inve tigatron would 
re. urface, Lundergan said. 

"1 don't think Democrat' or 
Republican want to see any­
body who is in the governor's 
chair misuse the Merit System, 
and I think Mr. Fletcher will 
have to answer that question." 
LLmdergan said. "He's going to 
have to. I think it's a senous 
problem for him." 

Still, Baranow ki said 
Fletcher could be helped by the 
timing report's release. 

"lt' definitely dan1aging and 
probably the only good thing for 
Governor Fletcher from hi 
point of view is that it's out now 
a~ opposed to several months 
from now when it could hurt 
even worse," Bar.mow. ki . aid.

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'Casino Royale' holds a winning hand 
in Daniel Craig's debut as James Bond

It would have been enough 
just inserting a fresh fal:e, 
Daniel Craig, as 007 in 
.. Casino Royale" to give a 
whole new look and feel to the 
James Bond franchise. 

Yet taking the world's 
greatest . py bad. to his root.· 
a. a raw, Impressionable brute 
whose cockiness at times fails 
him and who can lose his heart 
to a woman was a keen stroke 
of intelligence. 

"Casino Royale" may 
weigh in a bit lighter than 
many of the 20 preceding 
Bond flicks on explosion., 
gunplay. fi!>ticuiis and other 
action. 

What it does have in tho. c 
regards is riveting, clever and 
well-choreographed, yet the 
appeal this time lays much 
heavier on Bond a. a person.

Craig's no Sean Connery (who 
is?) but he delivers one of the 
tinest performances ever in a 
007 tlick, rich wilh a range of 
feeling we generally don't . ee 
in the emotionally stunted 
Bond.

pitious tum as Bond, comes 
close). 

And at this moment, when 
be could be broken for good 
and left a wispy shadow who 
never would have become a 
golden boy of British intelli­
gence, Bond's cheeky humor 
and unbendable pigheadeu­
ness assert themselves. a ter­
rific foundation for the adven­
ture to come. 

It's a formative moment in 
a movie full of formari ve 
moments that spell an ominous 
but productive future for 
Bond, and a brilliant and even 
more productive future for 
Craig as Bond.

., cd by the NAlA office as the w!llner 
of the national honor. 

Chilton, a 5-11, 167 -pound native 
of Clearwater, Fla .. took the honor for 

the second !tme thts _cason after 
Saturday's 19-8 w1n over We t 
Virginia Tech, helping the Bears to a 
4-6 mark on the season, 2-3 in the 
East Di\ision of the Mid-South 
Conference. 

Chilton took the honor after scor­
ing 13 of Pikeville'' points, nruling 
hi~ only PAT and hitting all four field 
goal tries. He provided all nine ~cc­
ond-half points on field goals of 26, 
31 and 36 yard:-.. but won the award 
on lhe strength of a whopping 61-
yard boot that sent the game to the 
hair with the Bears on top JQ-8.

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Q uestion: l have had irrita­
ble bowel syndrome (JBS) 
for two years. It seems to 

1have started after I had a case of the 
stomach flu. I had a colonoscopy 
done and the doctor found only a few 
ibenign polyps, which he removed. T 
,was told l didn't have to have anoth­
!er colonoscopy for five years. Still 
•l'm worried that my IBS will even­
ltually tum into cancer. Do you have 
any suggestions for diet or medica­
'tions that might help my ms? 

A nswer: About 20 percent 
of the population has irrita­
ble bowel syndrome(IBS). 

It can occur at any age and is more 

common in women than men. lBS 
affects the colon, or large intestine, 
which is the last five feet of the 
intestinal tract. That's the region 
where water is absorbed from the 
waste products of digestion and the 
stool is made finn. 

IBS is what doctors call a "func­
tional disorder." This means that 
there's nothing wrong with the actu­
al health of the body part; it's ju t 
not operating, or functioning, cor­
rectly. These functional problems 
are distinguished from organic disor­
ders, where a body part or organ is 
actually diseased. For example, can­
cer and many types of heart disease 
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Irritable bowel syndrome not 
risk factor for colon cancer 

are organic disorders. 
The primary symptoms of IDS are 

cramping and diarrhea after eating. 
And while these cramps - often 
accompanied by gas - can be very 
painful, IBS does not damage the 
colon or lead to other diseases. Many 
things can trigger IBS symptoms. 
Certain foods are frequent culprits. 
These include chocolate, milk and 
dairy products, caffeine, beans, car­
bonated beverages, alcohol and 
high-fat foods. In many people stress 
can also lead to intestinal symptoms. 

The diagnosis of lBS is one of 
exclusion. First, your doctor made a 
tentative diagnosis based on the 
signs and symptoms that you have. 
Then he excluded aJl the pos ·ible 
organic causes of your disease 
before concluding you have IBS. 
The colonoscopy you had was part 
of this exclusion process. Also, it's a 
wonderful preventive measure. 
That's because polyps you had 
removed during that colonoscopy 

may have prevented a future colon 
cancer. 

At this point, I'd stop worrying. 
lBS does not cause long-term harm 
to the intestines and does not lead to 
other disease such as colon cancer, 
or Crohn's disease. Just make sure 
that you have that next colonoscopy 
in five years. 

In the meantime, treatment for 
your lBS should be individualized 
to correct the primary problems that 
you are having. Avoiding offending 
foods is a place to start. I'd recom­
mend trying an elimination diet. 
That mean selectively eliminating 
certain foods from your diet and then 
seeing how your IBS reacts. A good 
place to start would be to eliminate 
dairy products. You mentioned in 
another part of your le~ter than 
"~ans and cabbage" tear you up. It 
sounds like those are triggers that 
should be avoided. 

Using laxatives if you are consti­
pated or anti-diarrheal medications if 

you have diarrhea can make you feel 
better. Some people with lBS benefit 
from taking antidepressant.<>. 

I'd recommend that you work 
closely with your doctor to help find 
what works to minimize your symp. 
toms. There are some newer pre­
scription medications on the market 
for IBS, but they work best when 
you first eliminate as many IBS trig­
gers as possible.
