"The evidence that we have 
heard over the pa t five months 
concerning the welfare system 
in Kentucky leads us to suspect 
that the indicted ca e of fraud 
- both those we returned and 
those brought elsewhere- are 
just the tip of the iceberg," the 
grand jury said in the report. 

The grand jury said a broad 
range of criminal behavior was 
uncovered. In some instances, 
people continued collecting 
welfare benefits after the true 
recipient died. In others. case 
worker directed benefits to 
themselves. 

"Thi shows the cabinet' 
fundan1ental failure to prevent 
the theft of fund by its own 
employee , and it's an outra­
geous waste of taxpayer dol­
lars," said Assistant Attorney 

Shane Miller. said they tested 
positive after taking a small 
dosage of painkiller pre­
scribed to relatives and insist­
ed their ca es were just a rni -
under tanding. 

"I have no problem," Miller 
told board members, who held 
off on reinstating his license 
until he graduated from a 
rehab program. 'T ve never 
tested positive in my life." 

The board reinstated less 
than half the licenses they con­
sidered on Thursday and sug­
gested counseling or addition­
al drug testing in the rest. 
Tho e who got their licen. es 
back agreed to a year of proba­
tion and drug te ting every 60 
days. 

Under a new law that went 
into effect July 12, the state 
suspends miners' licenses 
upon being notified of positive 
drug test results. The law 
requires coal companies to 
report positive results, but 
doesn't regulate the types of 
drug tests used or how often 
they are conducted. 

Nearly 70 Kentucky coal 
miners have had their licenses 
suspended so far and 41 of 
those have appealed to the 
state to have their certification 
reinstated, according to Mike 
Haines, general coun el for the 
state Department of atural 
Resources, which over ees 
mine safety. 

Thursday's hearing was the 
second time the board heard 
appeals on drugs tests - it 
heard three in August and rein­
stated licenses to all three min­
ers. 

The board members 

General Pierce Whites. 
"Citizen expect welfare funds 
to be delivered to needy chil­
dren and desperate families 
who cannot get by any other 
way." 

Soon afrer the grand jury 
began its investigation last 
year, Gov. Ernie Fletcher's 
administration ended a $1.4 
million contract with the attor­
ney general's office to review 
allegations of wrongdoing 
within the welfare program. 
Since then, the welfare 
agency's oftice of mspector 
general has been inve tigating 
complaints or referring them to 
prosecutors in counties where 
the abuses were alleged. 

Fletcher spokeswoman Jodi 
Whitaker referred questions to 
the Cabinet for Health and 
Famil) Services. Mark 
Birdwhistell, head of that 
agency, did not dispute the 
grand jury's determination that 
abu ·es of the welfare system 
were widespread. He aid the 
state need updated technology 
to effectively monitor the pro-

seemed conflicted over the 
most recent cases, especially 
when drug test results lacked 
details about the types of sub­
stances detected or the 
amounts. 

"What they're struggling 
with i a reluctancy to enter a 
settlement in which there 
might be a ri::.k of an addict 
going back to an already dan­
gerous work place," said Wes 
Addington. an attorney with 
the Prestonsburg-ba. ed 
Appalachian Law Center. who 
represented a miner at the 
hearing. 

For board member Tim 
Miller. a repre entative from 
the United Mine Workers 
union, deciding whether the 
mmers were ready to return to 
the coalfield was a decision 
best left to drug coun ·elors. 

Miller suggested counsel­
ing for mmers who tested pos­
itive for illegal drugs, such as 
marijuana, or undefined levels 
of prescription drugs. In those 
cases, the miner would have 
to complete a rehab program 
before the board Will consider 
reinstating their licensing. 

·•If there' any dtscrepancy 
at all, J thmk we should let 
them have a rehabilitatiOn 
facility be the judge," Miller 
said in an interview. 

Haines, who prosecutes the 
cases and suggest. to the board 
reprimands for the miners, 
said the board has the authori­
ty to reqUire rehabilitation as a 
stipulation of reinstatement. 
However, he said he isn't 
insisting on rehab unle s a 
miner ha a proven history of 
drug u e.

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Bringing back 
civic literacy 

On Nov. 7, a11435 seat in the U.S. Hou e of Repre entative 
and a third of the 100 seat in the U.S. Senate are up for grabs. 
While the winner of many of tho e eat already i known by 
virtue of not having opposuion, some eat are hotly contested. 
The outcome will determine whether the Democrat or the 
Republicans control Congre during the final two year of 
President George W. Bush's term. 

Also on the ballot that day are virtually every judicial, legisla­
tive, county and city office in Kentucky. The winners of some of 
those offices were determined in the May primary, and in others, 
the incumbent has no oppo ition. Nevertheless, voters in 
November will have the opportunity to choose those who will 
lead local governments for the next two to four years. The e are 
the elected official who e action have the most impact on our 
daily lives. 

Thus, it is safe to say that the Nov. 7 election is an imponant 
one in Kentucky. However, if rcgi tered voters follow the pattern 
e tablished in most recent elections, at least two out of three 
won't even bother to cast their ballots in November. That means 
that voter apathy in the form of non-vote will have a much 
impact on the election results a tho e who vote. It will be I 0 
votes for candidate A, 8 votes for candidate B and 25 non-votes 
for "I don't care." 

The Workgroup on Civtc Literacy and Enlargement, Jed by 
Secretary of State Trey Gray ·on and Kentucky Supreme Court 
Chief Ju tice Joseph Lambert, hopes to end decade of increasing 
voter apathy by increasing civic awarene s beginning with young 
people. They have assigned the new Kentucky Center for Civic 
Excellence the challengmg task of crafting "engaging govern­
ment-education program·" and beefing up chool curricula. 

The problem of voter apathy is particularly rampant among the 
young. The 26th Amendment to the U.S. Con titution giving 18-
year-olds the right to vote was enacted in 1971, but by giving 18-
year-olds the right to vote tn 1956, Kentucky was ahead of most 
of the rest of the nation in this area. 

But it's one thing to have the right to vote; it's another to exer­
cise that right. The number of young people who vote has 
declined steadily since 1969, not only in Kentucky but throughout 
the nation. 

The new center hopes to rever e that trend. One way is to 
revive civics in schools throughout the state. Once required for aJI 
student , civics has been pushed out by more demanding academ­
ic subjects. One result of this is that many young people have an 
appalling lack of knowledge about how government works. 

But it is going to take more than a cia s in civic. to per 'Uade 
people to vote. More than anything. candidates need to give vot­
ers of all age a reason to vote for them by talking about issue 
that matter to them and spending more time on telling why voter 
should vote for them and le. s time on why they hould vote 
against their opponent. 

While the future of Social Security and Medicare are of vital 
interest to older voters, tho e issues have little appeal to voter 
under the age of 30. But becau e .enior citizens are far more like­
ly to vote than young people, candidates spend far more time dis­
cus ing Medicare than increasing the minimum wage for young 
workers. 

The intense partisanship that has dominated government's 
debate on all levels in recent years has led to an epidemic of cyni­
cism by constituents. If our elected officials pent more time 
working together to solve real problem and less time trying to 
score political point , then maybe more people would vote 
because they believe their elected leaders really care about them. 

It's worth a try, isn't it?

Voiceless in 

Prestonsburg

About a month ago I had the plea­
sure of spending a week in your love­
ly town of Prestonsburg. I wa~ con­
ducting a journalism project which 
focused on a vow of <;iJence that 1 
took, and people'' reactions to it. 
You may have seen me outside of 
Wai-Mart. or s1tting in Jerry' 
Restaurant or Country At Heart with 
my notepad, my only means of com­
munication, close at hand. 

I enjoyed my stay in Aoyd Co. for 
many rea ons. Everyone I met was 
friendly and warm. despite my 
. Hence. Few people seemed at all 
perturbed by the typed note-cards I 
handed them which explained that I 
wasn't speaking. 

My main goal for the project was 
to determine exactly how people who 
lack the ability to speak are treated by 
the general population, and I have 
drawn the conclusion that their 
everyday expenences are not exceed­
ingly different from the average citi-
7ens'. In fact, I don't know if it was 
becau e of my ~elf-imposed handi­
cap, or the naturally friendly atmos­
phere of Prestonsburg. but 1 found the 
people I met to be more talkative and 
open than tllOse I usually come into 
contact with in tn) own hometown 
near Cleveland, Oh. 

Now, l did not explain the project 
to those I met, nor did I come out and 
tell them that I could in fact talk. 1 
handed them a card that simply read. 
"My name is Alex. I do not speak." I 
would u ually then proceed to order 
food or pay for the gas I had just 
pumped. 

Most individuals assumed that J 
could not hear as well and often 

wrote their responses down instead of 
ju~t. aying them out loud to me. This 
is not surprising because the number 
of people who cannot hear is much 
larger than those who are mute. 
Regardle~s. I think that people wrote 
to me to be accommodating as 
opposed to condescending. 

Some people. however, gues ed 
that I could actually speak. When 
they asked me. I admined that I 
could, and de cribed the nature of the 
project in a fe...., hort entences. 
Interestingly, people reacted to the 
project it elf more than they did to 
my silence in general. When I told 
them that I placed tbi restriction of 
not speaking for three weeks upon 
myself. almost every individual 
reacted in the . arne way. "I could 
never do that," they said. "1 couldn' t 
stay quiet for an hour. let alone three 
weeks." 

I had to just smile and nod. and 
write down, "It'. not that hard," 
though I kne\\ tl1at very few of them 
believed me. But I got the impres­
sion that most of these people consid­
ered my project intriguing. Mo t of 
them asked a lot of que. tions and 
wished me luck in ome form or 
anolher 

Those who didn·t guess that I 
could speak were still very hos­
pitable. The waitre. es at Jerry's and 
the owners of Country At Heart were 
always patient whiJe I wrote down 
my food orders, though rm sure it 
wa~ somcthmg they were not accus­
tomed to. 

The thing thar stick out most m 
my mind after three week of silence 
is how rapidly and eastly we a tndi­
viduals arc able to expnlss ourselves 
using "peech. Because I wac; forced 
to write everything out, it took much 
longer to both ask and answer ques· 
lion . I often felt hurried when the 
person I ....,as '\:onversing" with was 
standing there, waiting for me to tin­
ish writing my reply. This usually 

cau. ed my answers to be short, to the 
point, and completely lacking in per­
sonality. 

Itt near impo sible to be funny or 
subtle when you're writing a. fa t as 
you can. hoping the other per on w11l 
not get impatient and annoyed. 
Talking out loud eliminates the. e dif­
ficulties quite readily and almo t 
automatically, to the extent that we 
hardly ever think about the e aspects 
of our conversations. 

rm not trying to ay that most 
people take tl1e ab1lity to speak for 
granted. or am I recommending 
that everyone take a \ 'OW of . 1lence. I 
do think, however, that we might take 
a few minutes to con. ider all of the 
direct benefit we recctve everyday 
from the ability to talk. 

We call in orders tor piu:a. get a 
waiter' s attention from aero ·. a 
crowded room. or have an intimate 
conversation with a friend or loved 
one in a matter of minutes: none of 
which would be po sible wtthout 
phy ical peech. 

Many people couldn't imagine 
their lives without cell phone . Try to 
imagine a world where you couldn't 
talk to the person itting right next to 
you. let alone the friend or relative 
three states away. 

It took me three week of ilence 
to team to apprcctate speech in this 
way. I don't know if everyone 'hare. 
these fceltngs of mine. But to those 
who don't I say. try not ·peaking for 
an hour. or a day. and then let me 
knm afterwards tf you thml.. any dif­
terently.

Dear Tom and Ray: 
I've alway wondered: 

Does it hurt anything to drive 
my automatic transmission 
like a manual (i.e., put the 
shifter into first, then bump it 
to second, then to drive, Lhen 
push the button to shift to 
overdrive)? I think it's kind of 
fun. l've even told my elf it 
must somehow be better for 
the car. Am I delusional? -
Tim 

RAY: Are you delu ional? 
We don't know. That would be 
a question for your psychia­
trist, Tim. Are you a knuckle­
head when it come to cars? 
We can answer that one, Tim. 

TOM: I can't think of any 
way in which it's better for 
your car. But the good news is 
that it doe n't do any harm. 
Unlike a manual transmi sion, 
which force you to u e up a 
little bit of your clutch di k 
every time you shift. an auto­
matic tran mi ion u es a fluid 
to transmit power from the 
engine to the driveshaft.

NEW YORK The planned shut­
down of the Mobile ESPN cell phone 
service marks the fLrst major bust in a 
rush of specialized wirele ventures 
targeting niche audience they con­
tend are under erved by the 
Cingular and Verizons of the world. 

Mobile ESPN had made the . arne 
argument since its launch less than a 
year ago. But in announcing the deci­
ion Thursday to close its ervice at 

year-end, the company e entially 
aid it will be joining the enemy: The 

new plan is to cut deal with major 
wirele s carriers o they can offer the 
flashy multimedia feature and con­
tent developed by Mobile ESPN to an 
e tabli hed customer base of mil­
lion. 

Still, ESPN was quick to tre s 
that its change in sttategy had no 
bearing on Disney Mobile, another 
ambitious foray into the cellular mar­
ket by parent company Walt Disney 
Co. that was officially launched just 
recently. 

Disney recently disclosed it has so 
far invested a combined $1 SO rrullion 
in developing Mobile ESPN and 
D1sney Mobile, which arc two of the 
highest-prot1le and most-heavily 
marketed efforts to create what's 
known as an "MV 0," or mobile 
virtual network operator. 

An MVNO doesn't have 11 own 
wireless network. Instead. it put~ its 
own brand on another company's 
wirele, s network operator's sen ice­
for Mob1le ESP 1t was Sprint extel 
Corp. paying that company to con­
nect call and deliver content. 

Globally, there were already more 
than 175 \IIVNO brand~ either 
launched or planned as of April of 
this year, according to the re~earch 
firm ARCchart.

PADUCAH - Kentucky's deer 
herd is ballooned this year with a 
crop of young whitetails that was bol­
stered by last autumn's massive acorn 
yield. 

"We've got a lot of deer out there 
- there's especially a lot of young 
deer:• said Tina Brunjes. biologist 
and big game coordinator for the 
Kentucky Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources. 

Brunjes said the official popula­
tion estimate for Kentucky's deer 
herd is 900,000, but don't hold her to 
that 

"That's probably a pretty conserv­
ative number," she confided. "It 
could be quite a bit higher." 

What has happened is that the 
large existing population was espe­
cially prolific in its production of 
youngsters this past spring.

Too few calories key in stress fractures, leg p~ .. for women athletes, research suggests

ST. LOUIS - Women athletes 
watching their waistline. could be 
more susceptible to leg pain and 
stress fractures, according to a small 
study. 

A Saint Louis University study 
looked at 76 women college athletes 
playing NCAA Divi ion 1 sports and 
found that abnormal and low-calorie 
eating habits could put them at 
greater risk for injury. 

"It causes people to miss practices 
and competitions, and I wanted to 
understand if two people were under­
going the same exercise regime, why 
only one of them would have leg 
pain," said Dr. Mark Reinking, a 
physical therapy expert who led the 
study. 

"We don't really know a lot about 
this in college and high school ath-

"Female Athlete Triad" is what led 
him to do the research. Well-known 
in sports medicine, the triad is three 
interrelated health problems seen in 
female athletes that include low ener­
gy, menstrual disorders and weak 
bones. At its worst. it involves eating 
disorders, ab ence of periods and 
osteoporosis. 

Hi. study comes after the 
American College of Sports 
Medicine lhis summer urged coaches 
and women athletes to better under­
stand the health challenges they face, 
especially the Female Athlete Triad. 

Reinking called the study one of 
only a few of its kind to quantify the 

condition and the risk factors in col­
lege students. He said a similar study 
in 1994 tracked stress fractures in 
college athletes and found they were 
more common in women than men. 

"From my experiences, this makes 
perfect sense. All the talk used to be 
(only) about eating disorders," said 
Amy Tush, coach ror Northwestern 
University's women's cross-counuy 
team in Evanston, Ill. 

Tush said many athletes get bad 
advice on the Internet or elsewhere 
about how many calories to consume 
and what to eal. 

"It's really common in our sport," 
she said. "Our kids just don't alway~ 
know the best way to fueJ their bod­
ies."
