Searching 
for alternatives 

The new Social Worker Pilot Project in the Department of 
Public Advocacy is yet anothe1 effort by the admmistration 
of Gov. Ernie Fletcher and the Kentucky General Assembly 
to offer those charged with nonviolent crime. help in ·tead 
of jail. If it work as well a the pr gram· bigge. t advo­
cates hope, it will tum criminals into productive citizens and 
save the state money by reducing the prison population. 

Su an Grime . who ha her undergraduate degree from 
Morehead tate University and a master' degree in social 
work from the University of Kentucky, ha been named one 
of the first three ocial workers in the pilot program and i 
working out of the public defender's office in Morehead. 

In her new job, Grime will work with public defender. 
in determining the b t disposition of the ca. e of their indi­
gent client . If their problem is alcoholi. m or drug addic­
tion, he will try to get them into treatment programs. If 
they are illiterate or otherwise poorly educated, she will 
advocate that they be enrolled in adult education programs. 
If they are mentally ill, she will attempt to persuade judges 
to provide them treatment for their illnes in tead of jail 
time. 

•The goal of lhi project is to break the cyde of criminal 
behavior." Grime aid. "We will be targeting people who 
are willing to participate and those who would be t benefit 
from treatment." 

Many inmates in Kentucky's jaib and pri on return to jail 
soon after they are relea. ed, and the problem of recidivism 
i particularly evere among inmate. from low-income fami­
lic . Even in the be t of circumstance . finding gainful 
employment after being relea ·ed from prison is difficult, but 
those problems are compounded for inmate who are poorly 
educated. or addicted to drug or alcohol, or both. With their 
families lacking the means to financially upport them as 
they move from pri ·on to employment, many return to 
crime to upport themselve and their habit . 

Half of tho e being incarcerated are substance abu ers, 
mentally ill or illiterate, said Dawn Jenkins, executive advis­
er to the Department of Public Advocacy. Just locking those 
people up for a time is unlikely to change their criminal 
behavior. 

The pilot program is an experiment in alternatives to jail. 
It uccess will be determined by the action of the inmates 
who go through the program. either economically nor 
. ocially can Kentucky continue to afford to lock up record 
numbers of it re idents in hopes that a little jail time will 
persuade them not to commit new crime . For many 
inmates, treatment or education makes a lot more sense than 
incarceration.

Thank industrial 
agriculture 
for E. coli

The recent E. coli bacteria care 
has had grocery stores, both local anu 
nationwide. pulling spinach off their 
shelves and throwing it awa}. The 
Food and Drug Administration 
(FDA) and the tate of California 
have determined that the pinach 
implicated in the outbreak grew in 
California counue . The fir. t illne~ . 
a sociated with thts outbreak 
occurred on August 2. although most 
illnesses reported to date clu. ter from 
Augu. t 26 to eptembcr 12. 

To date, 183 cases of illness due to 
E. coli have bt!en reported to the 
Centers for Dio;cao.;e Control 
(CDC)-including 29 of a fonn of 
kidney tatlure called HemolytiC 
Uremic yndrome (HU )-a'> well 
as 95 ho pttalitations and one death 
(FDA). 

E. coli b usually .1 harmless hac 
terium that is abundant in the diges­
tive sy~;tems of healthy cattle and 
humans. ami if your spinach ~a1ud 
happened to be carrying tht: average 
E. coli. the acid in your gUl is u ·ually 
enough tn kill it. Although most 
healthy adult~ can rccm er complete-
1> within a week . .-ome people can 
develop H . HUS i~ most likely to 

occur in young children and th~.: 
elderly. which wa the ca ·c of the 
only d ath in the recent outbreak. ol 
a 77-ycar-old woman in Wisconsin. 

E. coli 0157-H7 is a by-product 
of grain-baseu feeding to dairy and 
b ef cattle in an auempt 10 fanen 
them up quicker at a lower co~t. The 
cow's digestive system and acid hal 
ance is designed to break down grass, 
not high-production, relined rations 
that is the practice of large-scale. 
industrial agriculture. Irrigation 
"ater ~an also carry E. coli contami­
nation; fields can be comaminatc.:li 
with raw sewage from noodtng. Thts 
recent mnbreak, and past deadly 
probll!ms with contaminated meat. 
are a direct by-product of producing 
cheap. unhealth) cattle. 

The agricultural area of California 
where this latcst contamination crisis 
originated. produces 74 percent of 
the fn.:sh-market pinach grown in 
the nitcd States , and many other 
frcsh-marlct Yegetabte....

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Deer hunters match wits against keen sense of smell

He doesn't look it. but a 
white-tailed deer is about 80 
percent no ·c. 

1 At least that's how the ani 
mal's perceptions are stacked. 
A deer's eyes are good and its 
ears are excellent. The olfacto­
ry system packed into its shiny 
black proboscis. however, is 
state of nature's art. 

Kentucky's deer hunter 
must combat one of the better 
people-detection devices in 
existence when they go against 
the whitetail's nose, the deer'~ 
front line of defense. When a 
deer glimpses or hears a man, 
it may suspect trouble but be 
uncertain. When it smells a 
man, however. there is no 
doubt and the deer departs 

<t· ha tily. 
1 Scientists have calculated 

that a deer's sense of smell is 
4.000 to 10,000 time better 
than that of man. When a few 
airborne molecules from a 
hunter reach the sensors in a 
deer's nose, the animal gets a 
clear message that a human is 
somewhere in the direction 
from whence the air is mov­
ing. 

Olfactory signals are a 
major part of communication 
among deer. Deer use glandu­
lar scents to post personal 

• identification messages on 
community bulletin boards -
ground scrapes. associated 
"licking branches" and tree 
rubs. FemaJes announce their 

statu" of availability to breed 
by givmg off scent. and male~ 
scent the aroma coming off 
females to zero in on mating 
opportunities. 

While deer give signals 
among themselves by scent. a 
major purpose for that olfacto­
ry sensitivity remains purely 
defensive. Consequently, 
dodging scent detection 
should be one of the first con­
cerns for hunters whether 
they·re anned with modern 
ftrearm, muzzleloader, archery 
equipment or crossbow. 

Foremost consideration 
should be the direction the 
breeze. and scent, is moving. 
The best way to beat a deer's 
nose is to stay on the down­
wind side of it so that air 
movement takes human scent 
away from those wary nostrils. 
When a hunter ets ur his 
stand or blind position to await 
a deer, the idea 1s to place one­
self o that the bree7e, howev­
er light, is moving from the 
location wbere the deer is 
anticipated toward the hunter. 

Wind direction is no less 
critical when going to the 
hunting area. Walking to the 
stand site, the hunter ideally 
would have the breeze directly 
in his face. A crosswind may 
be workable. but the whole 
idea is that the hunter's scent 
won't get to the deer, wherev­
er the critters are during his 
approach. 

That's not always conve­
nient with some locations 
under some wind directions.

When the wind is bad for a 
certam :-pot. when it's too like­
ly that scent will get to the 
deer before it can come into 
shooting position, then that's a 
time not to hunt that location. 
Bud .. ing the circumstance and 
hunt10g there anyway likely 
will only educate the deer to 
that stand location. 

A hunter uwaJiy leaves a 
scent trail where he walks. 
Many wear rubber boots to 

avoid this, but while scent may 
be contained inside nonporous 
boots, they still convey the 
scent of what they contact, 
including the hunter's hands 
that pulled them on. ··scent 
proof' hoots only reduce the 
scents that touch the ground. 

As a result, the hunter 
should avOid walking where 
be expects or wants the deer to 
go. Striking a human scent 
trail will make a deer more 

nervous- or send it back in the 
other direction. 

Scent-absorbing clothing. 
like rubber boots, apparently 
reduces scent but doesn't elim­
inate it. It may provide hunters 
an edge hut is no cure-all to 
wind direction. So it is with 
··scent-killer" or "scent-lock­
ing" sprays. They may help 
but they don't defray or con­
strict all human seen~. 

"Cover" scents probably 

don't work very welL 
Scientists have determined 
that a deer can detect and dif- v 
ferentiate as many as six " 
scents at the same time. Wear a !

They freely 
carouse and even pick up a tew wait­
resses. which is actually the least of 
their upcoming tran gre. sion . 

The next scene finds them scoping 
out a couple who tayed at the hotel 
too. They follow the pair and force 
them to pull over. The couple ore mar­
ried, bur not w each other, and they 
expect it's a blackmail attempt. Later 
they determine t.hat it might be to do 
with the boyfriend' bank job. but no , 
ransom is ever discussed. 

The three men tum them into virtu­
al .lave. and even chain the female to 
the kitchen, where she i. to prepare 
meals whjle they go off hunting all 
day.
