Now that the federal government ha given itself more 

time to start enforcing it border documentation rule . we 
hope officials will work harder to create cheaper, easier alter­
natives than requiring everyone coming across the border to 
have a pa sport. 

... The federal government must work harder to come up 
with an alternative plan: creating day pas es or allowing 
modified driver's licenses to serve a pa sports or creating a 
new ID that serves all of the functions. It also mu t work 
closely with Canadian officials to make sure those choices 
are supported in British Columbia - that citizens in Canada 
have an easy. cheap way to guarantee they can cross the bor­
der. 

It does America no economic good to allow its citizens to 
travel but to close its borders to peaceful, law-abiding citi­
zens of other countrie who want to travel and do bu iness in 
this country. 

We believe there i. a way for our federal government to 
root out the few bad people who want to cross the border 
without puni hing everyone el e.

lawmakers, teacher and parents struggling to form a plan of 
action to protect children .... 

While we applaud their efforts, one thing that seems to 
have been missed i the ease with which the perpetrators got 
their hands on the guns.

The superpower myth

What does it mean to be the 
world' only superpower'~ Like 
Gulliver in Lillipul, the U.S. govern­
ment is bogged down in Iraq and 
Afghanistan, and now faces the 
emergence of two new nuclear pow­
ers in North Korea and Iran . There 
seems to be nothing President Bush 
can do about it. 

He sent UN Ambassador John 
Bolton to the Security Council , 
where he won sanctions on North 
Korea for tts nuclear test. According 
to the New York Times. the Security 
Council resolution "primarily ... bars 
tbc ale or transfer of material that 
could be u ed to make nuclear. bio­
logical and chemical weapons or bal­
listic missiles. and it bans interna­
tional travel and freezes the overseas 
assets of people a<;sociated with the 
North's weapons programs.'' 

The re olution also call'> on "all 
countries to in. pect cargo going in 
and out of North Korea to detect illic­
it weapon ."This sounds like a mea­
sure designed to force a cia h with 
Kim Jong ll. What happens when that 
occurs? 

We must bear in mind that nothing 
is more resilient than the black mar­
ket. For decades the U.S. government 
has tried to keep illegal drugs from 
entering the country. It has been 
unable to keep them out of the pris­
ons 

So sanctions may be little more 
than window dressmg. As the Times 
reported, "But China's refu:.al to take 

s 
part in searches, and Ru<;sia's eem­
ing annoyance at the end of the 
process. 1mmediately raised ques­
tion about how effective the resolu­
tion's execution could be." 

No one therefore should Jeep bet­
ter because the Security Council has 
··acted " Some want to see the Bush 
adm ini'itrauon engage Kim in one­
on-one negotiation . But negotiations 
mean that each side offers something. 
What would the Ur.:ted State offer? 
In the past it has provided aid, but 
this is objectionable on two counts. 
First, previous aid didn't keep Kim 
from pursuing his nuclear program. 
More 1mportanr.. American taxpayers 
should not be forced to as'ii'it Kim's 
evil. decrepit regime. For one thing, 
while as istance would help him, it 
would do little for the long-suffering 
North Korean people. Moreover. the 
North Korean government i almo t 
universally condemned becau e it 
flouts the rights of "its" people. 
Where i the logic in the Bush admin­
istration'~; flouting the rights of 
American in deahng with Kim' 
government? 

There is something the adminis­
tration could offer, but it's not likely 
to want to do o. It could agree to 
remove the 37,500 American troops 
from South Korea, to end the alliance 
'"ith Seoul, and to pledge never to 
start a war, including an economic 
war, with North Korea. That' some­
thing an American president should 
have done a long time ago. The North 
Korean government has had grounds 
for distrusting the United State since 
the war in the early 1950s. which 
began when North Korea invaded 
South Korea. U.S. participation in 
that war - President Harry Truman· s

undeclared "pollee action" - was 
unjustified from the . tandpoint of t 
limited government and the safety of 
the American people. But it told the 
world that the United States was 
assuming the role of world police­
man. That couldn' t help but create 
fear of - and enemic. for -
America. It also gave orth Korea's 
communist dictator a powerful ' pro­
paganda tool with which to keep the 
North Koreans cared and loyal. 

Now, and especially after what 
happened to Saddam Hussein in Iraq. 
is anyone mysti1ied by Kim'" desire 
for a nuclear weapon? 

Short of a~surances to North 
Korea, there 1s nothing President ,. 
Bush can properly do to reduce the 
potential nuclear danger from North 
Korea. Even he seems to reali1e that 
war would be a disa ter for everyone , 
concerned. 

Nuclear weapons are pan of the 
modem world. Iran and other nattons 
will soon join the club. The U.S. gov- . 
ernment, the only government to u. e 
nuclear weapons - and on innocent 
civilians to boot - has little moral 1 

standing to lecture other<;. Moreover ' 
any government efforts to protect us 
will likely make things worse 
through corruption and ineptirude. If 
there are technological way to shield ~ 
u - from a nuclear attack. the govern­
ment should step aside and let private 
enterprise discover them.

It 
also includes a case study on 
the state's large t and moSl 
troubled center for mentally 
retarded adult, which recemly 
had three dozen private con­
tracts in place. 

State Auditor Crit Luallen 
said the state requires every 
private company doing gov­
ernment work to go through a 
stringent evaluation and cost· 
benefit analyses. 

However. Kentucky's main 
privatization law has so many 
loopholes that virtually any 
contract can be exempt from 
oversight, she aid. In fact, 
only one of the state's thou­
sands of contracts with private 
companies has been imple­
mented under the law since it 
became effective in 1998. 

The report focuses on the 
Communities at Oakwood, a 
. tate-run facility for mentally 
retarded adult . which bas 
received 24 citations since 
January 2005 from state regu­
lators for health and safety 

violations. The citation and 
dolens of allegations of abu. e 
and neglect had al o put 
Oakwood's federal funding in 
jeopardy. 

For decades Oakwood pri­
vatized its management and 
other services through several 
corporate contracts. 

Between fiscal years 2003 
and 2006, the total expendi­
ture on the Communities at 
Oakwood have increased 30 
percent, while the number of 
residents have decrea-;cd by 
nearly just as much. according 
to the report. 

The number of private con­
tracts in place at Oakwood 
also jumped in recent month .. 
In December, 29 private con­
tracts totaling $17 million 
were in place. Six months 
later, that increased lo 36 con­
tracts at a cost of $22 million. 

"As we see an increased 
effort to privatize government 
ervice , Kentucky must 

demand that our contracting 
process ensure adequate over­
sight and accountability,"

FRANKFORT- A special 
gran~ jury has completed a 
r€Pbrt about the hiring prac­
tices of Gov. Ernie Fletcher's 
administration and presented it 
to a judge on Tuesday. 

Franklin County Circuit 
Judge Reed Rhorer said the 
report would be held under 
seal. He said that he would 
allow the Fletcher administra­
tion to review it before it i. 
released to the public. 

The special grand jury 
began investigating state hir­
ing decisions in June 2005 and 
charged Fletcher in \1ay with 
alleged conspiracy, official 
misconduct and political dis­
crirrtination. The charges were 
dropped in August. 

Several current and former 
state employees who appeared 
before the grand jury alleged 

they had been discnminated 
against by the Republican 
administration because of their 
political leanmgs.

to be presented to the public 
and soon." 

Fletcher spokeswoman Jod1 
Whitaker didn't immediately 
return a call for comment.

Crawford-Sutherland said 
after the deal was reached to 
dismiss the charges against 
Fletcher that prosecutors 
believed the governor would 
never stand trial on the charges 
and they thought he might par­
don himself before leaving 
office. 

Fletcher acknowledged in 
the agreement that evidence 
"strongly indicates wrongdo­
ing by his administralion." 

By settling the matter, 
Fletcher can seek re-election 
without the shadow of crimi­
nal charges looming over him.

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Q uestion: I had my annual 
physical la:.t week and my 
doctor telt a nodule on my 

thyroid gland. She said not to worry. 
but she ordered other tests. She said it 
probably wasn't cancer but that had to 
be ruled out. What if it i~ cancer'? 
What else could it b.!? 

A nswer: Your thyroid is locat­
ed in the front of the neck. 
Just under the Adam's apple. 

It is shaped like a butterfly with a lobe 
nn each side of your windpipe. or tra-

chea. A narrow band of thyroid tissue 
called the i thmus connects the two 
lobes together. 

The primary function oftbe thyroid 
i. to regulate metabolism. If the gland 
produces too much hormone, you 
have hyperthyroidism, resulting in 
nervousness. hyperactivity and weight 
loss. If the gland makes too little hor­
mone, a condition called hypothy­
roidism, you feel tired, and tend to 
gain weight. 

This very energetic gland is a com-

to rule out thyroid cancer 

moo place for nodules. Most of the 
nodules or tumors are not cancerous. 
Nodules are commonly found just as 
yours was. on a routine physical. 
They occur in about one in every 
I .000 people. Statistically, 90 to 95 
percent of thyroid nodules are benign. 
Frequently they are fluid-ftlled cyst<; 
or just enlarged thyroid cells. 

Only 5 to I 0 percent of thyroid 
nodules are cancerous, and about 80 
percent of these cancerous nodules are 
a highly treatable type called papillary 
carcinoma. This kind of cancer devel­
ops from the thyroid follicle cells and 
grows slowly. It usually affects just 
one lobe of the gland. The rate of suc­
cessful treatment of this condition is 
very high and the condition is rarely 
fatal. 

The next most common type of 

thyroid cancer is the follicular carci­
noma. It makes up about l 0 percent of 
all thyroid cancers and is slow to 
spread to other organs. It is more 
common in countries where people 
don't get enough iodine in the diet. 

One lethal but rare type of thyroid 
cancer - accounting for less than 2 
percent of aU cancers in this gland -
has received a Jot of publicity in the 
last few years. This is anaplastic thy­
roid carcinoma. Jt's the type of 
aggressive thyroid cancer that killed 
the late Chief Justice William 
Rebnquist. There are orne new treat­
ments being tested for this disease that 
show some promise, but they are sti11 
in the experimental stages. 

Your doctor did a very thorough 
physical. and you are lucky she found 
this nodule. She will order scans and 

ultrasounds on the thyroid gland and 
some blood tesLc; as weU. Be sure to 
complete an tests that are recommend­
ed. Chances are this lump will require 
no treatment once a proper diagnosis 
is made, or it will be an easily treated 
cancer. You will feel bener when you 
know what it is and what it is not.
