(,t In his second case, 
Hagans pleaded guilty to 
first-degree possession 
cocaine and misde­
meanors other than traffic 
violations. 

Hagans has been held 
1n Johnson County since 
his bail was set at 
$250,000 April 11 and will 
remain there until his sen­
tencing hearing Sept. 15 at

State water fund makes East 
Ky. communities high priority

PIKEVILLE Rural com 
munities in Eastern Kentucky 
make up half of the slate's top 
I 0 list tor areas in need of 
money to improve water quali­
ty. 

ln a draft plan suggesting 
how to spend 40 million ear­
marked to improve drinking 
water in the state. five Eastern 
Kentucky walcr dtstricts have 
been listed as having some of 
the most important projects. 

. "We've got people begging 
for water now." said Campton 
Mayor Gay Campbell. who 
said hundreds of resident;, are 
stuck with sulfur-laden well 
water that smell~ and ta-;tcs like 

rotten eggs. 
The state's suppo11 for a new 

$3.7 milhon water treatment 
plant has given the 6.500 resi­
dents in the water tlistrict hope 
for fre~h drinkmg water. he 
said. 

Official. around Eastern 
Kentucky says public water 
upgrades are desperately need­
ed in U1eir region, where coal 
mines have fouled well water 
and aging pipes prcYcnt suffi­
cient expansion of puhhc water 
lines. 

"Anytime you have blasting, 
it is a concern for water,'' said 
Preston ·burg Mayor Jere) 
Fannin. 

Iron deposits released by 
disturbing underground rock

After knock.mg on the 
door and identifying them­
selves to the three men who 
were in the room, the offi­
cers were invited in. 

The officer explained 
why they were there and 
attempted to figure out 
what had happened, when 
Russell allegedly refused to 
keep quiet.

That is not what happened for 
Deputy Jeremy Shepherd f the Floyd 
County Sherilf's Department on Aug. 
22 when he pulled over to loosen the 

handcuff of a man in the back scat he 
had recenlly tak.cn into custod}. 

Shepherd was on Cum Fork Road in 
Prestonsburg when he received a ratlio 
call from Deputy Kevin Shepherd, who 
was just a few miles down the road, 
saying to be on the lookout for an 
orange all-terrain vehicle headed his 
way going pretty fast. 

Shepherd said he saw the ATV 
approaching anti told the man, Brantlun 
Hurt, 20. of Prestonsburg. to stop 
because he was going to hit him and 

the door of the vehicle. Shepherd said 
Hurt allegedly said. "No, man,'' and 
actually sped up. fter repeatmg his 
reque~t for Hurt to stop. Shepherd was 
hit by the ATV. Shepherd then hit Hurt 
in th face and pulled him off the vehi­
cle. 

At that pomt Hurt allegedly tried to 
nm away, but Shepherd grabbed h1m 
and held him on d1e ground until Kevm 
Shcphcrtl arrived and mok him into 
cu,lotly. 

hepherd saitl he could smell alco-

hol and when he asked Hurt if he had 
been drinking, Hun admitted that he 
had and al o said he had taken some 
Valium.

The onset is usually after 50, with 
15 percent of people in their 90 hav­
ing AMD. Over 2 milhon new cases 
are diagnosed every year. It is more 
common in white women over 65 who 
smoke. It has a slow onset and usual­
ly involves both eyes. There are two 
types of AMD, dry and wet. 

Dry AMD is the more common 
type, but fortunately, it's less debili­
tating. In dry AMD the process that 
removes normal debris in the retina 
via the small blood vessels in the back

of the eye stops working. No one 
knows why. There are no real treat­
ments available, but eating green leafy 
vegetables, daily doses of antioxidants 
and zinc, and avoiding bright sunlight 
all seem to help slow the progre s. 

Wet AMD accounts for about 15 
percent of all AMD cases but causes 
80 percent of the disability. In wet 
AMD, there is an overgrowth of 
newly formed blood vessels in the 
eye. These new blood vessels tend to 
be very fragile and often leak blood 
and fluid into spaces around the light­
sensing cells. 

There are some drug treatments 
available for wet AMD. One of these 
is pegaptanib. It is administered by 
first numbing lhe eye with an anes­
thetic and then injecting the drug into 
the eyeball. Pegaptanib has been 
shown to halt the abnormal blood-ves­
sel growth that causes this type of 
macular degeneration. 

Another treatment is photo-dynam­
ic therapy. It involves the use oflasers

Regular checkups from your eye 
doctor are important at detecting 
AMD, especially the dry type that 
usually develops gradually over a 
number of years. Talk to your doctor 
about how often you need to have 
these checkups. Wet AMD, however, 
tends to come on very quickly. You 
should see your eye doctor immediate­
ly if you have any of the foiJowing 
symptoms: a sudden, rapid loss of 
vision; a new blank or dark spot 
appears in the center of your vision; 
straight lines appear wavy or curved; 
or objects change size or shape or 
appear distorted. 

AMD, whichever type, causes loss 
of centr..U vision - things right in 
front of you. Your side. or peripheral, 
vision remains intact. Though macu­
lar degeneration is a serious disability, 
it is not as debilitating as other causes
