Officials have 
traced the outbreak to 
contaminated spinach 
from at least one of nine 
farms and several pro­
cessing plants in 
California. 

The most recent victim 
in Kentucky was in her 
fate 40s and received out­
patient medical treatment, 
Bond said. 

Another Oldham 
ounty woman was the 

only victim to remain hos­
pitalized with the illness, 
Bond said. 

In all, three cases of E. 
coli were reported In 
Oldham County, two in 
McCracken County and 
one each in Hopkins, 
Jefferson and Kenton 
counties.

is looking to break an eye-pop­
ping record. Literally. 

Pinto can pop his eyeballs 
at least 7 millimeters (0.3 
inches) out of their sockets, a 
national record for eye-pop­
ping, according to RankBrasil, 
an organization modeled after 
the Guinness Book of World 
Records that lists Brazilian 
records. 

A former driver, Pinto got a 
job scaring visitors in a com­
mercial haunted house in Bela 
Horizonte, 210 miles north of 
Rio de Janeiro. But he recently 
was laid off and now eeks 
international recognition for 
his ability. 

"I was measured by an oph­
thalmologist on television in 
January. I could pop my eye 
out 7 millimeters,'" Pinto said 
by telephone Saturday. "Since 
then, my capacities have 
improved over 50 percent." 

That could put Pinto close 
to the world record. The title 
of "furthe. t eyeball popper" in 
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the Guinness Book of World 
Records belongs to Kim 
Goodman, of Chicago. who 
can pop her eyeballs 11 
mihmeters (0.43 inches) out of 
her sockets. 

Pinto's ability is called 
"globe luxation." Doctor:-; say 
it can strain blood vessels and 
nerves between the eyes and 
the head and feels unpleasant 
but usually doesn't cause last­
ing damage. 

Pinto says he's been luxat­
ing his globes since he was 9 
years old and "it doesn't hurt a 
bit."

Forsaking 
justice in the 
name of justice 

Nine days after Osama bin Laden truck the United 
State , Pre ident Bu h appeared in Congre ·sand delivered 
the peech of his life. He quelled American fears and 
extol1ed American values. 

"Whether we bring our enemies to ju tice or bring justice 
to our enemies, justice will be done," the president vowed. 
But, he added, "We're in a fight for our principle , and our 
fir t re ponsibiJity is to live by them." 

Five 9-1 ls later1 the Bush administration has moved 14 
high-value uspect from ecret CIA plisons to Guantanamo 
Bay, Cuba. Among them i Khalid Sheikh Mohammed, the 
suspected architect of the 9-11 attack . Now he want· 
Congress to approve the military tribunals in which he pro­
poses to try Mohammed and other suspected terrorists. 

Deep in every patriotic heart is the desire to bring the 
killers to justice. But our pursuit of ju tice mu t be crupu­
lously just. That is a central American value. The pre ident's 
proposed tribunals mock it. Bush is asking Congress to give 
sanction to a judicial process that could include evidence 
obtained from hear ·ay and through coercion. Further, it 
would allow evidence that could be kept secret from the 
accused. thereby denying him any hope of rebutting it. 

The president's new proposal i only marginally better 
than one the U.S. Supreme Court rejected this summer. It 
has. of cour e, drawn tire from civil libertarians. But it is 
also rejected by principled con ·ervatives such as the mili­
tary's top legal office.rs.(l 

''I'm not aware of any . iluation in the world where there 
is a system of juri prudence that is recognized by civilized 
people where an individual can be tried and convicted with­
out seeing the evidence again t him,'' Brig. Gen. Jame 
Walker, a US. Marine Corps staff judge advocate, said in 
testimony before Congres . 

Further, he said, "I don't think the United States needs to 
become the first in that scenario." Hear, hear. 

The general and other patriotic ob ervers are correct, both 
for moral and pragmatic reasons. Embracing internationally 
revered standards of judicial faimes, is inherently right. And 
it i eminently wise; who want U.S. oldier to be tried by 
foreign courts that allow coerced and secret evidence? 

We Americans are. as the president said five years ago, in 
a fight for our principles. Our first obligation i . indeed, to 
live by them. In the next five years, let us pray that we do.

Bush's 
Vietnam? 

For the past 30 years. left-right 
debate over America's war has trav­
eled a well-worn rut. The left says 
whatever war is in question is "anoth­
er Vietnam," while the right denie it 
After three decades of being erially 
wrong, in the Iraq War liberals might 
be making their first-ever correct 
diagnosis. 

In Iraq, as in Vietnam, we face a 
vicious insurgency that has worn 
down the will of the American pub­
lic. In Iraq, as in Vietnam, we have 
failed to cut off the enemy from re­
supply. In Iraq, as in Vietnam, we 
have had ever-shifting military strate­
gic .. In rraq, as in Vietnam. we have 
had trouble building effective, clean 
governmental institutions in the soil 
of an alien culture. Most importantly, 
in Iraq. as in Vietnam, we face the 
prospect of defeat. 

The con equences of that defeat 
wouJd be remarkably similar to tho e 
in the wake of Vietnam. The prestige 
of the U.S. government would sink 
around the world, emboldening our 
enemies and creating a period of 
American doubt and retreat. A 
humanitarian catastrophe would like­
ly befall Iraq, just as it did Vietnam. 
The onJy significant difference is that 
in Iraq, radical Islamists harbor ambi-

,-

tions to come to our shores and kill 
Americans. whereas the Viet Cong 
never wanted to follow u horne. 

The American domestic political 
scene already has U1e hallmarks of 
Vietnam redux. The Democrat· are 
waging an intraparty civil war to 
marginalize supporters of the war. 
and they revile 
President Bush 
as much as they 
did President 
N i x o n . 
Republicans, on 
the other hand, 
are hoping that 
the Democrats 
lurch too far in 
their dovishness 
and will, once 
again, discredit 
them!ojeJves on 
national security 
for a generation.

'Tarkan Versus 

the Vikings'

Turkish drive-in movies have long 
been unavailable in this country due 
to many factors, though blatant copy­
right infringement probably tops the 
list. During the 1970s the Turkish film 
output was vast, with over 300 titles a 
year and many of them borrowing 
characters (like Spidennan and 
Captain America) from our culture. 
For years the e films have only been 
available via private dealers who have 
made a mint off titles like the Turkish 
"Star Trek" and "Star Wars" (which 
could not afford 
George Lucas' 
special effects so 
they simply insert 
scenes from his 
films whenever 
they need a space 
battle). 

The good folks 
at Mondo 
Macabro DVD 
have provided an 
excellent entree n 
into the fantastic 
and pulpy world of 
Turkish pop cinema with this film, 
which foJiows the adventures of a 
popular Turkish comic book character 
who was a hit with film fans and 
appeared in over a dozen films. 

Tarkan is a Conan the Barbarian­
type tough guy whose latest challenge 
is to safeguard the journeys of 
Princess Yonca, who is the daughter 
of Attila the Hun. Joined by his two 
wolves (obviously dogs), Tarkan 
accompanies her to a fort where he 
scoffs at the security, saying rather 
cryptically, "Water sleeps, the enemy 
doesn't." 

Though he may sound like a for­
tune cookie, he's spot on as the fort is 
promptly attacked by Vildngs who 
worship a giant octopus. The ensuing 
battles is particularly brutal, but 
Tarkan gets able support from his 
pets, with one lunging (actually be's 
obviously tossed from off camera) 
onto the bad guys. You know these 
vikings are tough as they are not 
afraid to sport colorful clothes and 
armor, which includes pompoms 
glued to their shields.

Dear Tom and Ray: 
What would cause a muffler 

to explode? We just had work 
done on our '93 Saab 900S. lt 
was running very sluggish up 
hills, and diagno tics howed 
several leaks in the exhau t 
pipes leading out of the catalyt­
ic converter. After having a 
new converter and pipes 
installed, the car was better. but 
still a little sluggish. Within a 
week, we were ac elerating to 
get on a highway, and the muf­
fler exploded. It literally burst 
open along the side. What kind 
of pressure would cause this, 
and hould our mechanic have 
picked up on a muffler problem 
in the first place?- Angela 

RAY: Well, here's the key 
question. Angela: After the 
muftler exploded, did the car 
run better? 

TOM: If so, the muffler 
might have been the source of 
the sluggisbnes. . Often what 
happens is that when a catalyt­
ic converter fails. its innards 
disintegrate and get pushed far­
ther down the exhaust system, 
where they can lodge in the 
muffier baffles and plug it up. 

RAY: That would cause 
exactly the symptom you 
de. cribe - the car would be 
sluggish when climbing bills or 
accelerating. lf the tailpipe is 
blocked and the engine's 
exhaust can't get out, the fre h 
fuel and air have no room to 
come in, so the engine bogs

Waterfowlers may al. o apply for a 
waterfowl quota hunts on the Ballard, 
Boatwright and Sloughs WMA on 
the same phone call. A hunter may 
apply for only one hunt per area. As 
with the other quota hums it costs $3 
to apply. The dates of each hunt may 
be viewed by logging on to fw.ky.gov 
and clicking on the "Hunting" tab. 

It is recommended to pick up a 
copy of the 2006-2007 Kentucky 
Hunting and Trapping Guide before 
applying for quota hunts. The gutde 
is a beneficial tool in eliminating con­
fusion about how to apply for quota 
hunts and include all regulations 
regarding fall hunting in Kentucky.
