Union employees 
strike at ARH hospitals

McDOWELL - ''We're 
here until we get an agree­
ment." 

That is the observation of 
Priscilla Compton, vice presi­
dent of Umted Steel Workers 
Local Umon 14636, concemmg 
a labor stoppage at McDowell 
ARH Hospital and other facili­
ties in the ARH chain. 

On Sunday morning, all 
union employees at each of the 
nine ARH locations throughout 
Kentucky and West Virginia 
went on strike, citing unfair 
labor practJces and demanding 
that their benefits not be cut. 

The United Steel Workers 
union represents approximately 
60 percent of ARH's work­
force, including licensed practi­
cal nurses, clerical staff, certi­
fied nurse aids. maintenance. 
and housekeeping staff. 

Both union employees and 
ARH administrators have 
agreed to resume contract 
negotiations today and both say 
they hope they can come to a 
reasonable solution. 

"We just want a fair con­
tract," said Compton. "I think 
both sides understand that we 
have to do what we have to 
do."' 

ARH President and CEO 
Jerry W. Haynes said. ''ARH is 

hopeful that a resolution can be 
reached to resolve the issues 
and to end the strike.·· 

Union employees at 
McDowell ARH were out in 
full force on Monday, drawing 
community support for their 
cause. Nearly every car and 
coal truck that passed by the 
hosp1tal entrance blew their 
horns to show their support for 
unton workers.

Protecting donors 
Since 1988. the ranks of living organ donors in the United States 

have swelled to more than 84,000 people. Last year alone. more than 
6, 700 people _donate~ _an organ while they were alive. It is an unprece­
dented trend tn med.ictne: healthy people undergomg major surgery 
solely to help someone else, usually a loved one. 

Living organ donation is a feel-good story in many respects. But not 
every donor's story has a happy ending. The transplant procedure is 
fraught w~th peril for the living donor, who faces risks but no posstbill­
ty '!f med.icaJ ?enefit. A few donors have died. Others have experienced 
senous complications. Some donor later required transplants them­
selves. a Post-Dispatch investigation in 2005 found. 

Medical ethicists, donors and others have called on the federal gov­
ernment to mandate safeguards for donors because transplantation 
rev.olves around the needs of the organ recipient. The Post-Dispatch 
senes found ~at some donor~ did not fully understand the risks they 
were undertaking. were unsUitable surgical candidates or received inad­
equate follow-up care. 

Last week, the U.S. government for the first time establi hed rules to 
protect living donors that will apply to every tran plant center in the 
country. Centers that fail to meet the new requirements could lose their 
Medicar~ funding. Tr~nsplant centers now will be required to give each 
prospechve donor natmnal and center-specific statistics detailing the 
medtcal and psychological risks of the surgery. The transplant centers 
~lso must provide donors with independent advocates to look after their 
mtercsts, as they do for recipients and their families. Hospitals that per­
form transplants will have to document that each donor underwent a 
thorough med.icaJ and psychosociaJ evaluation and was notified that he 
or. she could_ opt out of the operation at any time. Transplant centers 
wJll be requrred to tell donors that medical problems caused by the 
transplant may not be co~ered by their heaJth insurance and that they 
~tay_ encounter problems m the future obtaining health, disability and 
bfe xnsurance. 

The new rules go into effect in less than 90 days. Two states. New 
York and North Carolina, aJready have enacted safeguards following 
the deaths of two living liver donors there. 

Strict rules to prot~ct. donors - people who have given a precious gift 
- are sorely needed. L1vmg-donor transplants have mushroomed as the 
demand for organs has skyrocketed and the types of organs that can be 
?arvested have expanded. As waiting lists grow longer, patients increas­
mgly have turned to relatives, friends, neighbors, co-workers and even 
strangers for organs. Solicitations on the Internet, on billboards, in ads 
a~d throu~h other kinds of emotional public appe~.often do not pro­
vide any mf01mation about risks. 

Since live-donor transplants are largely unregulated, donors often 
have. been left to f~nd _for themselves. United Network for Organ 
Sbanng, the orgaruzatlon that runs the nation' tran plant system. over­
sees deceased-donor transplantation. But it rules on living donation are 
voluntary. The newly announced regulations come from the Centers for 
Medicare and Medicaid Services, the federal agency that pays the bills 
for many transplant surgeries and has enforcement authority. The rules 
set forth requirements for both deceased-donor and living-donor trans­
plants. 

The living-donor protections are a good firsL step. But more safe­
guards are needed. Virtually every transplant organization in the coun­
try has endorsed the idea of a national registry to track donor outcomes. 
But after a decade, the proposaJs remain on the drawing board. Without 
comprehen~1ve and systematic data collection, it is unclear what stati. ti­
cal information will be given to prospective donors or how they will 
know what the true risks are. 

Also, ?onor ~dvocates will need to be truly independent of the inher­
ent conflicts of mterest that centers have to find organs for their patients 
and to make money. 

Becau e transplant centers vary widely in how they prepare, evaJuate 
and care for donors, greater standardization is needed. 

In June, the Board of United Network for Organ Sharing will vote 
on a proposaJ to require transplant centers to follow every donor for 
t"":o years, up from the current 12 months. In the past. a" many a a 
thtrd or more of the centers have turned in forms saying that the done>r ' 
was "lost to follow-up," so data have remained incomplete. Following 
donors for two years - and making it mandatory for centers to do o -
would help fill in the information gap. 

It is not enough to enact regulations that address only paperwork and 
processes. And it's not enough that a transplant center has rules; it also 
must enforce them. Otherwise, the regulations are mere words on paper.

Kentucky's new law fol­
lows one of the deadliest years 
in recent history for Kentucky 
coal miners. In aJI, 16 miners 
were killed in 2006, five of 
them in a methane gas explo 
sion in Harlan County in May. 

The law will require 
inspectors from the Office of 
Mine Safety and LJcensmg to 
double their visits to under­
ground coal mines from three 
to a minimum of six per year. 
It also requires at least one 
member of every underground 
crew to have a methane detec­
tor. 

Oppegard sa1d Kentucky 
now has perhaps the strongest 
mine safety law in the nation. 
He said several provisions 
exceed even federal require­
ments. Among the provisions 
peculiar to Kentucky is a 
requirement to have mine 
emergency technicians on duty 
on every shtft. 

Stella Morris, another coal­
field widow, had pushed hard 
for that because she said her 
husband, David "Bud" Morris 
Jr., would still be alive had he 
gotten adequate first aide fol­
lowing an accident m a Harlan 
County mine. He lost both legs 
after being struck by an under­
ground coal hauler. 

In a lawsuit, Stella Morris 
said the only certified emer­
gency technician working at 
the time of the accident failed 
to render aid that could have 
saved her husband's life. A 
federal report quotes a para­
medic who said basic first-aid 
likely would have saved the 
miner's life. 

Tears practically 11owed 
down Stella Morris' cheeks at 
times when she talked with 
lawmakers. 

"On my way to Frankfort, I 
would talk to myself and I'd 
say 'you're not going to cry. 

• you're not going to cry,"' ·he 
srud. "But I just miss him so 
much."

"Believe me, [ was nervous 
up there," Johnson said 
Sunday after withstanding 
furious pressure from Jc1f 
Gordon to win Lhe Goody's 
500 at Martinsville Speedway. 
"I wasn't sure if.I could hang 
on, especially a., hard us he 
was hitting me in the center of 
the turn. But he could never 
get position. o I kept doing 
my thing.'· 

Johnson's thing proved just 
enough, beating Gordon by a 
?nmper to win for the third 
~e in the last four races 
and U1c second in a row at 
Martinsville Speedway. 

'"I'm speechless. 1' ve 
looked up to him my whole 
career, before I even was back 
here racing. I've looked up to 
him and knew how good he 
was at MartinsviJle. •· .lohn~on 
said of Gordon. whose seven 
career wins at the track are 
the most among active racer)). 

"That was probably the 
hardc~t driving I've ever 
done." 

The teammates provided a 
rring duel at the end of the 

second Car of Tomorrow race. 
one that had been mostly 
dc\oid of the destructive 
physical driving that normally 
leaves several cars broken 
long before the checkered 
flag at Martinsville 
Speedway. 

But the spectacle at the fin­
ish was all Johnson and 
Gordon, who tried everything 
he could short of wrecking his 
teammate and friend. but 
couldn't make the pass 

·'The only way I could get 
by him was to wreck him. but 
he's my teammate and I tell 
you what, there's going to be 
some interesting racing going 
forward because he blocked 
me really bad," Gordon said. 
"[ thought 1 had a chance at 
him a couple times, but he 
shut the door on me pretty 
good .... He did exactly what 
he should have done." 

Which dol!sn't mean the 
. four-time series champion 

liked it at all. 
'Tm happy for Jimmie, [ 

am happy for Hendrick to win 
the race. but I am really dis­
appoimed that we didn't win 
because I thought we should 
have," Gordon said. 

Johnson won for the 26th 
time in hb cru·eer and extend­
ed Gordon's v.inlcss streak to 
24. keeping him one victory 
short of tying the late Dale 

Earnhardt for sixth on 
NASCAR 's career Jht with 
76. It was Hendricks' s~vcnlh 
victory in the last mnc races 
at 0.526-mile Martinsville, 
the smallest, oldest and tricki­
est track on the circuit. 

At the end, Johnson put on 
a classic display of defense to 
hold on. 

"[ gave him the inside lane 
a few times," Johnson said. "I 
didn't wam to squeeze him 
and run him up on the curb. 
so l left him the inside lane, 
but coming down LO the 
checkered nag, he gave me a 
~hot in 3 and 4 and at that 
point, I j usl turned ldt and 
crowded him and tried beat­
ing him buck to the start-fin­
ish line." 

The margin of vtctor) was 
0.065 seconds. 

The Car of Tomonow 
appeacred to hnve a lot to do 
with the finish. Designed 
with bumpers that don't 
nllow the trailing car to lift 
and move the car in front as 
readily as the other race cars 
have, Gordon said he would 
have had to hit Johnson real­
ly hard -and on the right spot 
on the track - to get him to 
slide up the track enough to 
pass. 

Johnson, though, didn't 
feel likl! Gordon had hdd 
back at all. 

"J would have been 
wrecked with last year's car 
with hits that hard," he said, 
adding that he thought the 
last one .. vould have made a 
car's airbag deploy. 

But, he said, he doesn't 
expect any problems with 
Gordon because of the 
respect they have for each 
other and the relarionship 
they have forged as team­
mates. 

'·It's certainly something 
that we'll work out," he said. 

Denny Hamlin finished 
thu·d, followed by Kyle 
Bu1>ch, Dale Earnhardt Jr .• 
Jeff Burton and Tony 
Stewart, giving Chevrolet the 
top seven spots. Scott Riggs 
was eighth in a Dodge, fol­
lowed by the COT Fords of 
Jamie McMurray and Matt 
Kcnseth. 

Hamlin and Earnhardt, 
along with the Hendrick 
teammates, dominated the 
race. Ham! in started on the 
pole and led 125 laps, and 
Earnhardt led 137, the last 
with 123 to go. 

"We're tired of running so 
good hert! and not winning," 
Earnhardt said. 

The Hendrick teams have 
now won four races in a row. 

"It's kind of one of those 
starts you dream about."

ATLANTA Maybe the 
only per~on who wasn·t 
shocked when Tubby Smith 
left Kentucky for Minnesota 
was Dan Parker. 

The president of Parker 
Executive Search helped 
Minnesota land the longtime 
Wi Ideals coach, working 
behtnd the scenes for ~everal 
weeks to help the Golden 
Gophers in making the kind of 
buz:t.-building hire that can bol­
ster a program. 

rt was a hire that might not 
have been possible without the 
use of a group like Parker's. 
The firm laid out so much of 
the groundv.·ork for Smith's 

transition that by the time the 
story broke Smith \\as on a 
plane to Minnesota to start his • 
new JOb. 

"Our dream is v.c'd love to . 
walk somebody to rhc podium 
and have people say 'Wow, ... ' 
Parker said. "You c~m't do that 
(with coache.sJ because they 
have to tell their player,. But ir: 
we can keep (the speculation)'' 
down to the last 12 hours~·· 
we' rc successful.'' 

The manner in which Parker' 
helped orchestrate Smith't• 
departure so quietly is one of•, 
the main reason' an increasing ' 
number of schools arc turning-' 
to search firms to a<.sist in the-' 
hiring process.

adding the typical search takes 
about two weeks. Ask him if 
that means Kentucky's next 
coach will be hired by April 5 
- two weeks exactly after 
Smith left - and he ju t say~>: 
"It'll end soon, 1 promise.·· 

For the last 25 years. 
Parker's tinn has been assist­
ing colleges in finding new 
presidents and companies new 
executives. The phenomenon 
is new to college athletics. 

Parker plat:ed his first coach 

three years ago and now has 
helped several dozen coaches 
find new jobs. And while near­
ly every university that comes 
to Parker looking for a coach 
already has a candidate or two 
in mind, Parker said 80 percent 
of the actual hires urc a coach 
not on the school's origmallist. 

"We focus on showing them 
a diverse field," Parker said. 
"Often they're not familiar 
with the coach they hire at first 
or think they're not interested." 

That's what happened at 
Minucsuta. which began with a 
list of 200 candidates when it 
staned the process of replacing 
Dan Monson, who resigned 
last November. It wasn't until 
Parker threw out Smith's name 
that the Golden Gophers began 
pursuing him. 

"We never really knew 
(he'd be interested).'' said Tom 
Wistrcill, Minnesota's associ­
ate athletic director of external 
operations. who helped coordi­
nate Smith's hire. "We were 

getting it fourth hand on 
whether this might be a possi­
bility." 

Traditionally coaches arc 
hired through a process in 
which one athletic director 
asks another for permtssion to 
intcrvrew a coach. It can lead 
to a very public ordeal that puts 
athletic directors and coaches 
under intense scrutiny. 

Search firms allow chools 
to contact coaches through a 
third party away from the spot­
light At Minnesota. Parker 
contacted Smith's agent, Ricky 
Lefft, who talked to Smith 
about the job. The firm then 
facilitated contact between 
Smith and Minnesota until a 
contract had been agreed upon. 
saving the Minnesota athletic 
department from having to 
deal with the process through 
the media. 

"In a case like coach Smith. 
if his name was out a week ear­
lier. he would have had so 
much pressure that he probably

Search firms, meanwhile. 
can provide the schools with 
the kind of discretion that's 
hard to come by in an a 
when the latest mmor is just a 
click of the mouse away. 

"The athletic director 
knows he ·can trust us, the 
coach knows he can trust us, 
the president knows he can 
trust us." Parker said. "Tf we 
ever breach that trust once, we 
won't ever be tmstcd again."

Almo t everyday when I was home, I could 
hear it as it moved slowly up the tracks. It made a 
strange sound as the wheels rolled over the rail -
a squeaking sound that almost hurts one's ears. 
The engineer would begin to blow the whistle as 
the train passed by the village church. as a warn­
ing to anyone who may be walking on the bridge. 
That train cro sed the creek that ran tlown from 
Abner Mountain. A railro~d crossing was just 
beyond the bridge so the engineer would blow the 
whistle once again. 

Once the train passed the crossmg. you could 
see it slow down so it would be able to make the 
stop at the platform for loading. On the plattorm 
stood a high pole with a sign at the very top that 
read "Melvin, 
Kentucky." The tra4l seol 
large puffs of smoke high 
jntq the air that looked 
like Jndian smoke signals 
as they floated away out 
of 1ght. Today. you 
could see the smoke as it 
tloatcd h1gh and away. 

did this with a tee! plate, a spike, and a sledge­
hammer. Sometimes while they were driving a 
spike. the hammer would miss the spike and hit 
the rail makmg a loud ringing sound. I have seen 
the hammer leave the hands of one of the men 
now and then and go flying through the air. The 
men would cry out. "loose sledge!" and everyonl! 
would hit the grounJ not wanting to get hurt. 

About everyday. the section did a different type 
of work. There were six men on the crew that 
worked on the . tracks in our vi It age and they 
worked hard. It was back-breaking work but they 
seemed to enjoy it. You should have seen them. as 
they replaced a rail lirst they would pull the bad 
rail up by using a spike puller which was a long 
bar wtth an opening on one end that was made to 
fit around that spike. Two of the men would push 

I 

dripping off the end of my chin and I didn't e~ 
have on any shirt at all! I went over and asked oi* 
of them, "Mr. Little, why are you all wearing 1ill 
those clothes'?" His answer surprised me whenJ)e 
said. '''Cause the more we sweat, the cooler .k 
stay." This was another one of them things people 
said that J just didn't understand. 

Sometimes 1 would pass by the men when they 
were eating their dinner. They all took off their 
shop hats and laid them down beside their lunch 
buckets. They ate their food real fast, as though 
they thought they may run out too quick. They 
could always find trees near the track to sit unacfr 
and cat and re'lt a little while, After they ate, they 
would lay down under the shade trees for a shOrt 
rest After all it was a long time until five o'clock 
and time to go home for the day. Soon, though, 

one would say, .. time to 
go b11ck to work" and 
they'd all roust up and 
get back to work on the 
dusty track . 

The train stopped at 
the platform and the con­
ductor stepped down and 
called out with a loud 
voice, "Mel-vin!" Those 
who came in on the train 
from Martin, 
Prestonsburg, or other 
places farther away, can1e 
m by train. My daddy 
told me that many times 
when he was a small boy, 
he and his father Hiarm 
would ride the train down 
to the town of 
Prestonsburg and stay all

Those six men kept 
the tracks going up in 
Melvin and Weeksbury 
in the 1930s and 40s so 
that Koppers Coal 
Company could haul 
their coal by train. 
Weeksbury was a boom 
town and the coal had to 
be moved, so down the 
track it went everyday. 
All because six men 
worked so hard to keep 
the train running down 
the rails. The knowledge 
of this and the memories 
of it all almost makes me 
want to just sit down and 
cry, even to this day, ' 

night at the Ratliff boarding house. Reason being 
my grandfather was the tax collector of Floyd 
County in those days. These were the days before 
I was born, but lloved to hear the storie~ 'A< hen he 
told them lO me. The train was faster than a hor e 
and buggy so they rode the train. 

So now I fmd myself a young boy who loves to 
hear the train come in everyday. The mail and sup­
plies came in on the train. People in Melvin 
ordered a lot from mail order catalogs. On rhis 
day, I ran to the gate to ee who had come in on 
the train. Only one person bad ridden the train 
today, it was Mr. Caudill who lived in one of the 
hollers over on Abner Mountain. As the train left 
the platform station, it moved very slowly up the 
tracks. It would make its journey on up to the coal 
camp at Weeksbury. As the train \Vent over the 
joints in lhe rails that connected the ra1ls together. 
the rails made a cracking and poppmg sound. As 
the train moved out of my sight, I noticed the ..:ar · 
as they weaved in the wind. There was also a train 
that carne to Weeksbury everyday to pick up the 
coal that had been mined the tlay before We 
called it a coaldrag, because it seemed to drag the 
coal gons so .lowly down through our little vil­
lage. 

As much as I enjoyed the trains, it was the men 
around who worked the tracks. They worked so 
hard to keep the train on the tracks. Two men 
would ride a little cart up and down the tracks 
looking for loose spike<;. if they found any they 
left a mark on them with a bmsh of paint. There 
wasn't any place on the cart to set down so the 
men stood up a.;; the pumped the handles up and 
down causing the wheels of the cart to mn on the 
tracks. Sometimes they would find a rotten tie anti 
leave a mark for the section crew to replace the 
tie. Many a time l watchetl the men as they 
replaced a tie. When the new tie wa~ put under the 
rails it was time to fasten the rail to the tie. They 

down hard on the bar and the spike would pop out. 
What a sight to see! Next, they would get three 
men on a side of the rail with a set of large tongs. 
The men would place the tongs around the rail and 
one would say. "lift!'" - as a rule this man would 
be the section leader. Watching those men helped 
me 10 better understand Lhe old song "John Henry 
(was a steel driving man)." No rail would break 
the1r back, or for that matter, their pirits, eilher. 

One hot summer day as I was walking up a hot 
dusty road near our village, I saw all six men of 
the section crew working off on the side of the 
tracks. They were cutting weeds. They held large 
blades in their hands and were using them to cut 
down big old tall horse weeds. All of a sudden, 
one of the men cried out. "Copperhead snake!". 
One of them quick picked up a garden hoe and 
took off after the nake. They aU ran after that 
snake as it slid through the twi ted grass and high 
weeds. The snake made its way to a large rock and 
underneath that rock it slid away. Well now. 
there's one thing I can say about the men that 
worked the rails, they never gave up on geuing a 
copperhead. They just plum hated copperheads 
because they had seen firsthand how bud the 
snake bites from them were and how bad they had 
hurt some ufthe men they worked with. Well, they 
tried every way they knew to get that snake out 
from untler that rock when at last nne of·them got 
a sharp stick and punched the snake with i1. That 
snake came out striking anti lighting for all that 
was in it but the fight diun · t last tuo long because 
the man with the hoe ch< pped its head off and 
k1cked it otT in the weeds. As he walked away, I 
hcaril h1m saying, ··nanged -;nake's dead now. for 
sure." 

The sun was hot that day as it bore down heavy 
on my head. Yet I couldn't help bul notice that the 
men on the crew had on long sleeve shirt and 
jackets. Sweat was running down my face and

"'People need to understand that a 

rabbit i not a stuffed animal or a toy. 
They are fragile animals who require 
a great deal of special care. diflerent 
rom other pel~." said Adam 

Goldfarb, issues speciali t in the 
Companion Animal ection at The 
Humane Society of the United States. 
"W1thout fir t doing thorough 
research. including talking with rab­
bit adoption groups or their local 
shelter, most people are unlikely to 
anticipate the amount of care and 
attention that rabbits require." 

"Rabbits are the third most fre­
quently relmqmshed pet at antmal 
shelters,'' says Curry. "People who 
are concerned that there are too many 
homeless dogs and cats need to real­
ize that rabbits are also pan of the 
quation of too many pets and too 

few homes."

real rnbbit is obviously catching on 
and. while it may make your dentist 
unhappy. it's nothing but good news 
for Easter bunnies everywhere.
