It's just about time for anoth­
er summer and, beginning last 
week, inmates from the Floyd 
County Detention Center are 
out cleaning up the community. 

Jailer Roger Webb is direct­
ly over the program at the jail 
and says the program began its 
roots m late 1997. Since then, 
along with the Adopt-A­
Highway program, they have 
acquired and maintained two­
mile stretches of road on both 
U.S. 23 and Route 80 and have 
filled hundreds of bags of trash. 

In addicion to the highways, 
the inmates also frequent local 
graveyards and roads 10 help 
keep them free of debris. 

"We've been out a few times 
already this year, and next 
week we have scheduled Mare 
Creek, Martin Ball field, and 
the City of Wayland." Webb 
said. 

Generally, the inmates are 
local people who have been 
convicted of Class D felonies. 
Along with a deputy supervi­
sor, only class 1 and 2 inmates 
are allowed to go out and work, 
meaning they arc low risk, 
nonviolent, and usually within 

a year of servinb out their sen­
tence. During the inmates' 40-
hour work week, they are 
required to stay within the 
deputy supervisor's direct line 
of sight, and aren't a1lowed to 
interact with anyone or any 
businesses. 

Since the program's incep­
tion in 1997 only a handful of 
inmates have walked off the 
worksite or tried to escape, all 
of which were either quickly 
apprehended or turned them­
selves in. The deputy doesn't 
even carry any kind of weapon

State senator's 
sentencing 
delayed again

PIKEVILLE - State 
Sen. Johnny Ray Turner, 
who in December pleaded 
guilty to a federal misde­
meanor count of vote buy­
ing, will have to wait anoth­
er week before learning his 
fate. 

Turner bad been sched­
uled to appear in U.S. 
District Court in Pikeville 
for sentencing Monday, but 
the hearing has been post­
poned for a week and 
moved to Frankfort. 

U.S. District Judge 
Karen Caldwell issued the 
order delaying sentencing 
Wednesday. No explanation 
for the delay was given, 
except to say it came as a 
result of the court's own 
motion. 

Turner pleaded guilty to 
the misdemeanor charge 
Dec. 13. By pleading guilty, 
Tumer admitted that his 
campaign issued checks in

May 2000 to influence vot­
ers, but that he was a non­
willful participant. 

Turner had been indicted 
in 2005 along with his cam­
paign treasurer and cousin, 
Loren Glenn Turner, and 
late Pikeville businessman 
Ross Harris on felony 
charges of mail frc1ud and 
conspiracy. That indictment 
had alleged that the three 
schemed to funnel large 
amounts of cash from Harris 
into Turner's campaign 
through straw contributors, 
and then use the money \0 
buy voles under the guise of 
vote hauling and camprugn 
work. 

By pleading guilty to the 
misdemeanor charge, Turner 
will be allowed to keep his 
Senate seat. The maximum 
sentence for the charge is up 
to one year in prison and up 
to $100,000 in fines. 

Twner is now scheduled' 
to appear for sentencing, 
April 23, in Frankfort.

LEXINGTON - A politi­
cal candal that dogged Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher through most of 
his first term followed him 
onto a television stage in 
Lexington on Monday for the 
fust debate among Republican 
gubernatorial candidates. 

"Our party deserves better," 
said Anne Northup. a former 
GOP congresswoman who is 
challenging Fletcher in the 
May 22 primary. "It's unfair 
that our party has gone through 
this for the past two years." 

The governor was indicted 
last year on charge that he 
illegally rewarded political 
supporters with protected state 
jobs. The indictment was dis­
missed in a deal with prosecu­
tors, but a special grand jury 
later issued its findings in the 

, case, saying Fletcher had 
approved a ''widespread and 
coordinated plan" to skirt state 
hiring laws.

"I don't think there's any 

doubt that investigation was 
pohtically motivated," he said 
during the debate at the 
Kentucky Educational 
Television stlldios. 

Billy Harper, a Paducah 
businessman also in the 
Republican race, said he is run­
ning a positive campaign and 
rud not criticize Fletcher relat­
ing to the scandal.

In 
his spare time. he races a drag­
ster in the International Hot 
Rod Association. 

Northup. who began her 
political career in the tate 
House, served I 0 years in 
Congres . representing 
Kentucky's largest city. She 
held onto r.he seat against a 
series of challenger . gaining a 
reputation a a prolific cam­
pa ign fundraiser and bare­
knuckled political fighter. Her 
winning treak ended 1n 
November when she lost the 
scat to Democratic chal lenger 
John Yarmuth. a Louisville 
publisher.

HARLAN- Federal inves­
tigators will likely conclude 
that a torch triggered an under­
ground explosion last year that 
\illed five coal miners, a for­
mer mine safety official said. 

The cause was clearly estab­
I.J.shed in an earlier inve ttga­
llon by state government 
tnspectors into the tragedy at 
.Parby Mine No. 1 in Harlan 
County, aid Tony Oppegard. 

•fho served as legal adviser to 
both the U.S. Mine Safety and 
Health Administration and a 

entucky agency now known 
a the Office of Mine Safety 
and Licensing. 

The federal agency planned 
to release its findings late 
Thursday after the team that 
i.nvestigared the explosion met 
with family members of the 
dead ntiners. Richard Stickler, 
head of the Mine Safety and 
Health Administration. was 
cheduled to participate in the 
eetings. 
"The families would expect 

the federal investigation to 
reach the same conclusion that 
the tate investigation did: That 
methane leaking from a ealed 
area was ignited by the flame 
from a cutting torch." said 
Oppegard, who repre ents 
some of the widows who e 
husbands died in Darby explo­
sion.

They passed a law that will 
require six inspection per year 
of every underground mine and 
requires coal operators to pro­
vide methane detectors for at 
least one member of every 
crew working underground and 
Lo individual· miners working 
alone. 

The law wiU also require 
Lwo meJics Lobe on r..luty when 
coal is being mined and that a 
vehicle be kept near working 
crews to get injured miners to 
U1e surface quickly.

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Opening day at 201 Speedway set for May 5 
New owners complete major improvements to track

SITKA- After the most extensive 
improvements to one of Kentucky's 
most popular dirt track racing faci li 
ties, new 201 Speedway owners 
Travis Miller and Chuckie May have 
announced that the 2007 racing ea­
son will kick off with a practice day 
on April 28. Following the next 
Saturday night, May 5, after the 
practice night will be the offlcial 
opening night of dirt track racing tn 
four divisions. Divisions tn action 
will include Late Models, who will 
chase an extra $500 for that night's 
fast qualifier, Open Wheel 
Modifieds, Bombers, which have 
been the foundation of racing at 20 l 
since its inception, and the fastest 
growing division of racing at 201, 
Four Cylinders. 

Since purchasing the track, 
Miller, May and the track crew have 
been busy with some of the most 
needed renovations at the 24-ycar­
old racing facility. The track now 
boasts one the widest racing surface 
m the Tri-State Area - 105 feet wide 
on the backstretch and I 00 feet on 
the front, which is 30 feet wider than 
last season. Over 1,200 tons of red 
clay now line the 3/8th mile oval 
promising to add more speed to an 
already quick track. Sixty 1,500 watt 
lights mounted nearly 60 feet above 

the new racing surface have been 
added to in ure that spectators and 
drivers wiU have the be~t lighting 
ever at the track. A new four-foot 
metal guardrail nearly surrounds the 
race track along with a J 2 foot safe­
ty catch fence for the driver's !'>afcty. 
After the removal of nearly 30 feet 
of the backstretch rock cJ iff, the 
backstretch bleachers capable of 
seating 350 fans will give fans one of 
the best views of the track without 
any obstruction. The material that 
was removed was used to add an 
extra 15 spots for Late Model rigs to 
park in the outside pits. Each 
Saturday night, heat race winners in 
each division will receive trophies 
courtesy of Mountain Preblast, and 
the Bomber feature race will be 
sponsored by Mr. Metal Recycling 
of Salyersville and Allen. Several 
sponsors have also contributed to the 
racing program with sponsorship of 
billboards on the front tretch direct­
ly in front of the fans in the main 
grand tands. 

Miller and May would like to rec­
ognize the many fans and drivers 
who, over the past several months 
have shown such an interest in the 
upcoming racing season. 

"We realize that drivers and fans 
have been the reason for this track's 
long running success and we under­
stand that 20l's future depends on 
the fans and driver who have kept 

the track in operation for !>o long," 
the track owner" said in a statement. 
''It is our intention to make an 
already popular and successful dirt 
track simply the premier dtrt track in 
the Tn-State and we look forward to 
meeting all the fans and drivers this 
season." 

Miller, a Prestonsburg native, 
retired coal operator and O\.\o ner of 
TEM Equipment brings years of 
business experience to the track. The 
64 year old Miller became directly 
involved in racing in 1999 when he 
fielded the No. 8R Limited Late 
Model, then most recently the 
Limited Late Model of Tandy 
"Suicide" Spurlock, who claimed the 
Limitec..l Late Modi!! Champtonship 
at 20 l in 2005. May, one of the most 
well-known names in Late Model 
racing. hegan his racing career at the 
age of 16 when he raced a Bomber. 
The 30-year-old May has had suc­
cess in the Open Wheel Modified 
division, and is most recognized as 
the driver of the No. 28 Late Model. 

Special event are planned for the 
upcotning season. including the 
return of the premier Late Model 
se1ies, The Battle of the Bluegrass 
Late Model series, which will invade 
the high banks of 201, first on June 
30 and then again Sept. I. Other spe­
cial events will be announced as the 
season progresses and posted on the 
eastkyracing.com message board.

Edwards never came close to winning 
tbe Busch Series title Ia t season, 
when Kevin l:Iarvick humiliated the 
competition with a near-flawless run 
to the championship. 

Harvick wrapped up the title with a 
month to go and finished with an out­
rageous 824-point lead over runner-up 
Edwards. 

'Tm pretty proud to keep it under 
I ,000 points," Edwards joked after the 
season fmale. 

Still. he wa'l determined to put 
together a better showing, so he decid­
ed to run the full Busch schedule this 
season. 

That 35 race comm1tment gives the 
NASCAR star almost no break during 
the grueling February-to-November 
season. It's a never-ending circus of 
jumping in and out of cars, shuttling 
between garages and crisscrossing the 
country on private planes to make 
every event. 

While other Cup stars were scuba 
diving, unbathing or skiing last week 
end, Edwards was racing in Nashville, 
where he won hi second straight 
Busch race. 

"Don't get me wrong, I love going 
to the Bahamas and taking vacations," 
Edwards said Monday while 
Laking a break during a bicy­
cle ride in his home state of 
Missouri. "But winning a 
race? When we were flying 
home after with the trophy, I 
thought 'What a great 
Saturday.' 

cleared a spot for the championship 
trophy just yet. Past experience - par­
ticularly at Nashville- has taught him 
how quickly a title can be lost. 

Edwards was leading the Bu ch 
Series standings when he headed into 
Nashville in 2005. The race was held

Marcos Ambrose living every NASCAR fan's dream

GLADEVILLE, Tenn. - Marcos 
Ambrose' could have stayed in 
Australia, racing cars and earning 
nice paychecks. Maybe buy a boat, a 
farm and settle down with his new 
wife. 

Instead, he came to the United 
States to pursue his dream of becom­
ing a NASCAR driver. His biggest 
problem? He should have emigrated 
sooner. 

The 31-year-old Ambro e is ixth 
in the NASCAR Busch Series points 
standings after seven races and is the 
series' top non-Nex.tel Cup driver. 
He's the top rookie after fmishing 
17th at the Nashville Superspeedway 
last weekend, well ahead of former 
Formula One driver Juan Pablo 
Montoya, who sat out the race. 

"Now . the goal posts have 
moved," Ambrose said. 

"I've got to build my experience 
levels, my confidence levels. 1 still 
don' t quite feel like I belong here. 
I'm such a fan and respect it so much. 
I'm really pleased to be here, plea ec..l 
to be a part of it.'' 

Ambrose grew up a fan of racing. 
But for a boy from Launceston, 
Tasmania - the island south of 
Au tralia - becoming a fan of 
NASCAR, with its roots in the 
American South, took work and ded­
ication. 

His father had been a racer who 
once tested himself in Europe. But he 
was in the hotel business by the time 
his son showed an interest in racing, 
pushing his father to let him drive go­
kans in a racing community smaJI 
enough that Ambrose was one of 12 
go-kart racers. 

"Occasionally. we traveled to the 
mainland, the big island, and raced 
against those mainland driver~. got 
our butts whipped and went home," 
Ambrose said. "After a couple years 
of that, l decided to work out what I 
needed to do and how I needed to be 

beLter." 
That he did. He won four 

Tasmanian Junior karting titles and 
moved to senior competition by the 
ageof16. 

The man nicknamed '·Devil 
Racer" went to England in 1996 to 
see if he could reach the Formula 
One circuit, and did well enough to 
win the 1999 British Formula Ford 
title. 

He returned home and signed with 
Ford and Stone Brother Racing for 
the V8 Supcrcar Series in 200 L, 

which is similar to the Trans-Am 
Series in the United States. He won 
27 races and the series title in 2003 
and 2004. 

But go-karts and road racing were 
the only choices in Australia. 

Ambrose, who had followed 
NASCAR through magazines, started 
watching it eriously in 2000 when 
cable feeds fmally came through. In 
2003, he got a ticket through Ford to 
watch a NASCAR race in Bristol, 
Tenn., m person. 

He was hooked. 
''The first practice I was like, • 'Wow, look at those guys. I've got to 

be a part of this,'' Ambrose said. 
Ford officials pmtnered h1m with 

the Wood brothers as hosts, but oo 
offer was forthcoming. Ambrose 
even drove a few laps at the Richard 
Petty Driving Expcnence and raced 
at the 24 hours of Daytona before 
deciding in March 2005 to give him­
self three years to either make it in 
NASCAR or go home. 

Ambrose had• no contract. Sonja, 
his new wife, was three months preg­
nant. But Ambrose said trymg to race 
in NASCAR was like trying to climb 
his own Mt. Everest. 

''Is it brave? Probably. Was it 
insane? Most likely," Ambrose said. 
"You've got to commit to yourself. 
Once you do that, it's an easy deci­
SIOn." 

His big chance camt: wht:n Tad 
Geschickter, co-owner of Wood 

Brothers/JTG Racing, invited 
Ambrose to test at Kentucky 
Speedway. Two months later, 
Ambrose had a contract. 

Ambrose raced in the tntck series 
in 2006 and finished 21 t with two 
top fives and four top lOs. His best 
results were thlfds at Kansas and 
Nashville. 

He's had two top lOs in the Busch 
Series, including an eighth-place fin­
i h at the Telcel-Motorola 200 at the 
Autodromo Hermanos Rodriguez 
road course in Mexico. 

Ambrose is driving a car spon­
sored by Kingsford Charcoal, the 
longest tenured sponsor on the Busch 
Senes. Aussie Vineyards 1s ponsor­
ing him in two Nextel Cup races, at 
Sonoma in .June and Watkins Glen in 
August. 

''They wanted to do 10 race in 
Cup. I was, 'No. No. Let's just do the 
two road courses,"' Ambrose said. 
"Then if and when I feel, and the 
team feels like, 'Yeah, we're ready,' 
then we'll do that. Let's not jump at 
that." 

Ambrose has his wife and 16-
month old daughter, Tabitha, with 
him and a small home in Charlotte, 
N.C. The family travels with him to 
about 15 races a year, having fun as 
tourisrs in a country Ambrose never 
dreamed he'd visit. 

His favoritt: places are Colorado 
Spnogs and Watkins Glen, which 
reminds him a bit of home. 

"You've got cattle galore. More 
land than you can poke a stick at,'' 
Ambrose said. "l come from 
Australia, where you've only got 50k 
or 50 miles of decent land, then it's 
desert."

Chickenpox is a viral illness caused 
by the herpes varicella virus. It i 
spread through direct contact, cough­
ing and sneezing, and can be transmit­
ted during pregnancy to the fetus. 
There is an 11 to 21 day incubation 
period after exposure. Symptoms of 
illness such as fever. fatigue and 
headache precede the rash. The rash 
typically starts on the trunk and 
spreads to the face.

Vaccine can protect ;eacher 
who has never had chickenpox 
blister on a red base. The lesions 
come in crops - many new lesions 
appear every day for several days 
before they start to crust over. An 
infected person is contagiou for a few 
days before the rash starts until all of 
the lesions have crusted over. 

Even though you've never had 
chickenpox. you can still take mea­
sures to prevent catching it from your 
infected pupils. This involves the vac­
cine I mentioned earlier. We've had it 
since the late 1990s. 

The Centers for Disease Control 
and Prevention recommend this vac­
cine for three groups. First, it is rec­
ommended for all children between 12 
and 18 months of age who have not 
had chickenpox; second, for children 
between 19 months and their 13th 
birthday who have not had chicken­
pox; and third, for anyone l3 and 
older who has not had chickenpox. 

Initially children were given just 

your child to take their time and do 
their very best during testing. Make 
sure children receive plenty of rest 
each night. Have your child eat 
breakfast each morning. Assure 
prompt arrivaL Schedule outside 
appointments in the afternoon hours 
or beyond testing window.
