State to limit 
workers' 
internet use

FRANKFORT- The 
state Transportation 
Cabinet has imposed a 
strict Internet policy after 
some employees were 
found spending too much 
time surfing the Web 
instead of working. 

Government workers 
who read newspapers, 
visit search engines or use 
their state computers to 
shop online could face 
suspension under the new 
policy. Eight employees 
have been suspended, as 
cabinet officials have been 
conducting a ''pilot" review 
program examining the 
Web sites viewed by 
almost 200 employees, the 
Lexington Herald-Leader 
reported. 

Deputy Secretary 
Crystal Murray Ducker 
ordered the review, claim­
Ing several employees had 
been spotted surfing the 
Internet during work hours. 

'There were several 
employees who were not 
producing," Ducker said. "I 
noticed a lot of folks on the 
Internet." 

One employee allegedly 
viewed nearly 6,500 Web 
sites during a 38-day peri­
od. The sites included vis­
its to online bank1nq sites 
and free mus1c download 
services, the Herald· 
Leader reported. 

But the cabmet's 
inspector general. David 
Ray. said he was con­
cerned the people might 
have been unfairly target-

Some say 30 years of strip mining I 
law leave little to celebrate

EOUA - Until three 
year:. ago. Sam Gilbert's 
neighborhood in this secluded 
mountain nook consisted of 
vegetation. salamanders in 
the creek and lush mountain 
peaks. Then a noisy strip min­
ing operation hunkered near­
b). and now Lhe mountaintop 
is scarred, the well water 
stinks and the salan1anders 
are gone. 

"When you go up to the 
top of the mountain. there's 
nothing there." ~aid Gilbert. 
60, himself a former strip 
mine1. "They ~craped off the 
top of the mountain."' 

Thirty years after 
President Carter signed the 
federal Surface Mining 
ConLrol and Reclamation Act 
on Aug. 3, 1977, such 
accounts are still fairly com­
mon. The law wa" ~upposed 
to srrike a balance between 
coal production and environ­
mental protection ~ and yet, 
countless Americans in 
Appalachia and in Lhc West. 

where surface mining is pre­
dominant. have horror . torie 
about the bulldozers and 
blasting next door. 

Coal chief. generally view 
the law as largely successful. 
but have a few complaints of 
their own. They say the 
implementation of the law has 
resulted in federal microman­
agement, too many rule 
changes and an overly com­
plex permit system in an 
induMry that provide~ power 
to half the nation. 

U.S. Rep. ' ick Rahall, D­
W.Va .. one of the original 
framers of the act, said the 
essence of the law to dove-. 
tail coal production with the 
needs of the coalfield envi­
ronment - is a valid today 
as it was 30 years ago. But he 
added the act has been 
plagued by haphazard imple­
mentation and enforcement. 

The law, which also creat­
ed the federal Office of 
Surface Mining within the 
Department of Interior, was 
prompted by the environmen­
tal elfecb or strip mining- a 
widespread practice by the 

1930 . The heavy demand for 
coal during World War II 
drove production with little 
regard for the environment. 
resulting in acres of scarred 
mountaintop.. contaminated 
water and lost natural habi­
tats. 

Strip mining and moun­
taintop removal are the best 
known forms of surface min­
ing. in which vegetation, soil 
and rock oYerlying the miner­
al deposits are scraped away. 
The two-pronged federal Jaw 
established regulations for 
a ·t1ve coal mines and for 
reclaiming abandoneJ mine 
lands that predate the act. 

Since 1977, about 29.5 bil­
lion tons of coal have been 
mined nationwide. disturbing 
5 million acres of land, 
according to tht: Office of 
Surface Mining. Some 2.2 
million of those acres have 
been reclaimed under federal 
guidelines.

"Mountaintop rem.oval has 
already transformed huge 
expanses of one of the oldest 
mountain ranges in the world 
into a moonscape of barren 
plateaus and rubble," said Joe 
Lovett, executive director of 
the West Virginia-based 
Appalachtan Center for the 
Economy and the 
Environment, at a recent 
House committee hearing. 

"ln the abstract. the Surface 
Mining Control and 
Reclamation Act is an imper­
fect but useful law,'' he contin­
ued. However, the Office of 
Surface Mining has refused to 
enforce the act. which ha'l had 
devastating impacts on 
Appalachia, he said. 

On the other side, experts in 
the coal industry say the com­
plexit.Ies of the law have made 
it fertile ground for litigation 
over everything from jurisdic­
tion to reclamation plans. 

Also, the Office of Surface 
Mining has focused on . haring 
its respon<>ibilities with mining 
states. which are expected to be 
chief regulators while federal 
ofticials oversee their efforts. 
Serving two sets of regulatory 
agencies make eompJiance 
challengmg for coal operators. 
said Kentucky Coal 
Association President Bill 
Caylor. 

"We in the coal industry fed 
like the federal agency should 
stay out of it," he said. "They 
still have a lot of oversight." 

Most of the criticism around 
the law targets the Office of 
Surface Mining, which has 
endured numerous staff reduc­
tion. , budget cuts and changes 
at the helm over the years. 
Acting Director Brent 
Wahlquist was nominated to 
the post in June and is awaiting 
a vote from the full Senate. 

OSM officials contend that 
despite the challenges, the 
agency is effective and has 
helped states improve their 
own programs. 

The law was always intend­
ed to be a state .Jed effort sup­
ported by the federal govern­
ment, aid Bill Kovacic, field 
office director for OSM 1n 
Lexington. 

"Early on, we needed a 
stronger federal presence," he 
said.

When the program was 
reauthorized in December, it 
took the fund out of congres­
sional hands. 

Kenw.cky alone has nearly 
350 high-priority problem 
areas, including clogged 
streams. dangerous slides, pol­
luted drinking water and 
industrial waste, that need to 
be addressed, according to the 
federal Abandoned Mine Land 
databac;e. 

The ~tate - the nation's 
third-leading coal producer -
has about $500 million in 
long-awaited federal funding 
coming i!s way over the next 
18 years. The state is home to 
roughly 150,000 acres in aban­
doned mine property. 

Nationally. about $2.4 bil­
lion has been spent on reclaim­
ing abandoned mine land, with 
at least $2.9 million in '>uch 
projects remaining. according 
lo the Office of Surface 
Mining. 

Federal officials estimate 
that 3.5 million Americans Jive 
w,ithin a mile of hazardous 
conditions due to abandoned 
mine operations. 

Meanwhile, at his mountain 
home in eastern Kentucky, 
Gilbert is awaiting results 
from water quality tests. He 
suspect his water was fouled 
by the debris dumped in the 
valley below, which shouldn't 
have happened under the law.

"SMCRA's a good law," he 
srud.

INDiANAPOLIS - Tony 
Stewart is witty and engaging. 
a superstar who can captivate 
an audience. He aJso can he 
rude and condescending. the 
kind of guy most people can't 
stand to be around. 

Tt's impossible to predict 
which ·rewart will sbow up at 
Lhe race tmck each weekend. 

But the two-time NASCAR 
champion proved Sunday at his 
hclovcd Jmlianapolis Motor 
Speedwa} that things sure are 
easier when he's playing nice. 
He stormed to bh second wm 
in three years al the Brickyard. 
a track that had tormented. him 
for ahno~l a decade in his pur­
suit of just one magical 
momenl on lhe histork oval. 

When he finally did it in 
2005. he kno~.:ked a weight off 
his shoulder<; that had been 
building since childhood, when 
he and hi-; rather rnade the :.+5-
ulile trip from C'olwnbus, Ind., 
lo v..atch their heroe~ race every 
year. But that breakthrough win 
didn't change Stewart. who is 
still cquaJiy prone to outbursts 
as he is to practical jokes and 
kind gestures. · 

Tht: one thing it did do, 
though. was make "Tony Lhe 
Terrible" understand that sw.: 
cess i), probahly more allmn­
ablc when he isn't mtscrahle. 
So he's capuhle now or relax­
ing a bit at Indy and not stre~s­
ing over the out<:ome of une 
Sunday a year. 

lt was so clear last week that 
win or lose.

He arrived in Indianapolis

where he led a racc-h1gh 65 
laps. And unlike .Ius 2005 win. 
when he wa~ ~ilent on the radio 
and rrear panic during a tina! pit 
stop - even admitting to crew 
chief Greg Zipadclli he was 100 
nervous to discuss strategy -
Stewart appeared to be out for a 
Sunday drive thi~ time. 

He joked midway through 

rhal Zipadelli needed a pillow 
bet:ause things were going ·o 
well. and he taunted Harvkk 
after losing the lead to him on a 

restart wtth 20 lap · to go. 
s he chased his buddy
