A George Washington University stuuy found request:-. have heen 
languishing for years. some for a decade, one for 20 years .... 

The OPE Act requires response· to FOIA requests ·within 20 
days and har~ agencies from collectmg rees i r they're I ale. 1l 
allowt'. a requester to recoup legal lees il' u lawsuit is neetled lo 
force an agency to produce information. And it creates an FOLA 
ombudsman. 

The House pas::.ed a similar measure in March. Differences 
between the hills mu. r he ironed out in conference committee, but 
Congres'i is on the verge of giving citizens a needed lever to pry 
open the files of unresponsive and sec.:retive government officials.

FCCD presents service awards, 
disc sses water quality

Floyd Countian have long been proud of their 
local waterways. A rich history of independence 
and tourism comes to the urea via Dewey Lake, the 
Big Sandy River, and the counties many creeks 
and streams. 

Hence, protecting those waterways should be of 
primary importance to local citizens and stewards. 
Thinking along this line, Tony Gruhb, com;erva­
tion technician, Floyd County Conservation 
District, welcomed Ken Cooke. of the Divi ion of 
Water, to a meeting held in the di. trier office this 
past Tuesday morning. 

Cooke wa<; on hand lo issue a report on the <;late 
of Floyd County's waters. A report compiled from 
the result. of stream. ample gathered hy local cit­
izens during the la~t year. 

"These Lest r·esults are important:· Cooke said, 
''because lhcy help us answer questions like 'ls the 
water safe? Is Jt safe to drink? To swim in? Is it 
safe to cat the fish?'," he said. 

Accordmg to Cooke, water -;ampling has been 
conducted in Floyd County since 1995, bnngrng 
over l 0 years of test result to the area in regard to 
the safety and potability <lf the county·s streams. 

"Two of the p1imary thing. we mca'iurc for arc 
e.coli and coliform. two things that live in ide us," 
he said. "And if they can be in our gut. lhcn they 
can be in our streams," hi! continued. 

"Local watershed watches." Cooke said. "can 
help u · find out if a stream is dean or if it's dirty; 
plus, they can help us gel money for clean ups." 

Presently. there is work to be done in cleaning 
up the county' waterway but ·•we can't exactly 
put a smiley face or a fTown on the county as a 
whole," Cooke said. "There are JIISI too many rae­
tors at play for it ro work that way." 

According to Grubb, a wide variety of facton;

LEXINGTON On Monday, the 
Kentucky High School Athletic 
Assocmtion Board voted unanimously 1n 
f:l\or or requesting that the Kentucky 
Bow·d of Education approve pur uing 
wnh the Legi!'llative Research 
Connmssion 14 proposals. (which 
includes two referendum i1em~) and 
removal of proposal 2. Action by the 
KBE would allow tht> proposals (amend­
ments to KHSAA regulations) previously 
clpprmed by the KHSAA Annual 
Meeting Delegates, KHSAA Board or 
ComruL and the KBE to continue on 
tlwwugh the regulutory approval 
proc~sscs. 

On Tue~day. Aug. 14. the 
Administrati vc Regulations Review 
SubL·ommittce, a statutory committee 
from the legi laturc. issued a letter of 

deficiency on all requested amendment~ 
to KHSAA Bylaws. This bipartisan com 
mittee, composed or representatives or 
both the House and Senate, unanimously 
votetl Lo declare the regulation dellcient. 
The discussion hy the cmnmittcc chair 
and other members centered solely on 
proposal 2 (which defined athletic terri­
tories). The entire group of 
propo~al /amendment~ included other 
approved changes from the 2006 
KHSAA Annual Meeting. and among 
those were game counting revisions in 
haseball and sQrthall constitutional 
changes, and amendments to the wording 
of various Bylaws. 

"The action of the ARRS renders
