Everybody knows Uncle Sam is running in the red and has been for a 

long time. Still, it's a shock to learn how much in the red. 
The blandly titled ''Financial Report of the United States Government" 

says that the gap between what the government promised under Social 
Security, Medicare. Medicaid and other social insurance programs and the 
money on hand to pay tor 1t is $-1.5 trillion over the next 75 years. That's 
'T" for trillion. Throw in a few other commitmenlS the government has 
Lo make good on and the shonfall is $53 trillion. And Lhe gap is growing 
rapidly, up over !wo-lhinJs in just four years .... 

Some years back Congress required the government to calculate the 
deliciL the way the private sector does by booking expenses when they 
are incurred rather than hy the cash accounting method when they are 
paid. By the accrual method, the deficit for the fiscal year that ended 
Sept. 30 was $275.5 billion instead of the relatively rosier $162.8 billion 
reported under the cash method. 

TI1e report is put out by the Treasury Department and the White House 
Office of Management and Budget, but the government's other financial 
watchdog, Congress' Government Accountability Office, refused to sign 
ofl on some of the numbers, like the Pentagon's, only our most costly 
Cabinet department, because the records were such a mess. 

Said GAO chief David Walker, "Our government has made a whole lot 
of promises in the long term that it cannot possibly keep."

Whatever the political consequences or culling a popular health care 
program lor kids less Lhan two weeks before Christmas, vetoing the bill is 
reckless and ill-considered health policy .... 

For nearly a decade, the percentage of businesses that offer health 
insurance to their workers has been slipping. 

Before 2005, however, the number of uninsured children had been 
falling. The credit goes to Medicaid and SCHlP, which covers children in 
families earning too much to qualify for Medicaid hut too little to afford 
insurance. 

SCHlP was due to expire in October, but Congress passed a temporary 1 

extension. The bill vetoed this week would have revised and expanded 
the program. 

About 5.8 million children now insured would have been covered. 
Most. about 3.4 million. already are eligible, but their families don't 
know it. The bill would have provided money for advertising and out­
reach. 

Bush and some congressional Republicans have used specious argu­
ments to attack SCHTP. The most outrageous, of course, is Bush's insis­
tence that expanding health coverage for children is somehow the first 
step toward national health insurance- as if that were a bad thing.

'Sweeney Todd' ·a perfect fit for 
' 

Burton and Depp's dark sensibilities

··sweeney Todd: The 
Demon Barber of Fleet Street" 
is the quintessential Tim 
Burton movie, even though it 
springs from somebody else's 
celebrated mind. 

Everything abouL SLephen 
Sundheim's revered musical, 
which provided the inspiration 
for the ftlm, seems tailor-made 
for the director's sensibilities. 
Truly, what other filmmaker 
could tell the story of a venge­
ful barber (Johnny Depp) who 
slits his customers' throats and 
the lovesick baker (Helena 
Bonham Carter) who grinds up 
the dead bodies for her meat 
pies? 

It's strangely beautiful and 
beauLifully strange, wiLh hor­
rific subject matter that pro­
duces plenty or wicked humor 
and characters who initially 
seem ghoulish but ultimately 
reveal themselves as sympa­
thetic and deeply sad. 

Burton fell in love with 
Sondhcim and Hugh 
Wheeler 's 1979 work when he 
saw it 20 years ago in London, 
and it shows. 

vividly gritty, full of strikingly 
conLrasting blacks and grays 
punctuated by dramatic 
splashes or red. 

That would be the blood. of 
cow·se. 

Tt sprays like a lire hose 
from the necks of Sweeney's 
unsuspecting victims. who are 
then dumped down a chute and 
into Mrs. Lovett's meat 
grinder. Watching Sweeney do 
this over and over - passion­
ately but meLhodically with the 
help of his "tiiends:' his 0111ate 
silver rwors- is al once har­
rowing and hilarious. 

"Sweeney Todd: The Demon

blue pants that leave nothing to 
Lhe imagination - Sweeney 
doesn't know what to do with 
him and stuffs him in a Lrunk.

Perhaps some or the emo­
tions have been lost in cutting a 
three hour stage production 
down to a two-hour movie. 
When Sweeney's traveling 
companion Anthony (Jamie 
Campbell Bower) instantly 
ralls for Johanna from afar and 
promises in song, "1"11 steal 
you," it comes out of nowhere 
and rings hollow. 

ironically, these two young 
performers, who have some of 
the smallest amounts of screen 
time, are the only ones who 
impress with their voices. 
Depp and Bonham Carter 
aren't exactly mu~ical theaLer 

veterans - they're acting the 
music more than singing it a lot 
of the rime, though that docs 
make "Sweeney Todd" more 
raw. 

But it's no small feat what

Former standout high school 
basketball player dies

LOUISVILLE - Mike Red(t. 
a former Kentucky Mr. Basketball 
who led Seneca High School to a 
slate championship in 1963, died 
at an Atlanta hospital. He was 63. 

Redd died Saturday at Emory 
University Hospital of complica­
tions from bone cancer, said his 
daughter Mikela . 

In leading Seneca to the state 
title, Redd averaged 26.5 poinb 
in the state tournament- scming 
41 againsl Maysville- to eclipse 
his teammate Wes Unscld. who 
became an NBA Hall of Pamer. 

After the season, Rcdd was 
named Mr. Basketball, over Clem 
Haskins or Taylor County. 
. Rc:dd's high school coach, Bob 

Mulcahy, told The Courier­
Journal of Louisville on Monday: 
"People ask me who are the best 
three players that 1 ever had a part 
in coaching. No. 1 is Mike Redd, 
No. 2 is Westley Unseld and No. 
3 is Jo Jo White, when I was at 
Kansas (as an assistant coach)." 

George Unseld, the Louisville 
councilman who played at Seneca 
in the same era, recalled: "Mike 

was doing things then that 
. Michael Jordan was doing in his 

career. The things he was doing 
then were considered outlandish." 

Redd originally signed to play 
aL Western Kenlucky University 
in 1963. But in the summer he 
chose Kentucky Wesleyan 
because he could play varsity ball 
as a freshman. He averaged 20.7 
points and 6.8 rebounds a game in 
his only season, then dropped out 
of school. 

He then played a season at 
Sullivan Business College in 
Louisville. 

Tn 1966, he joined the 
Marines, where he became a 
sergeant and tank commander •. 
spending 13 months in Vietnam . 
But his rriain job, even in the 
Marines, was playing basketball. 
He toured the world with an all-
service team. 

Redd was in the restaurant 
business for about a dozen years, 
his daughter said. He had moved 
to Atlanta to start a catering and 
consulting company. He was 
inducted into the Kentucky High 
School Athletic Association Hall 
of Fame in 1999.

Pitino collects 500th win as Cards beat .Marshall, 85-75

QCun you refresh my memory 
on the differences and similar­
ities between the comTiwn cold 
flu? Every year whm people 

in my family get sick, we are never 
sure if we need to go to the doctor or 
not. We all got our flu shots this year, 
.w hopefully no one will get sick. 

AThis is a great question as llu 
season commonly starto; in 
January. If you haven't gotten 

a flu shot yet, it is not too late and 
there is still plenty of vaccine avail­
able. Influenza, or llu as iL is more 
commonly called, usually is worse 
than just a cold. 

The difference in symptoms can 
be somewhat subtle with a good deal 
of overlap. T can, though, give you 

some general guidelines to help dis­
tinguish between the two ailments. 
First let's look at the similarities. 
Both a cold and the tlu can produce a 
sore throat, a runny or stuffy nose and 
a cough. Intluenza, on the other hand, 
oflen adds to the misery with addi­
tional symptoms such as fever. 
headache, fatigue and general body 
aches. And, the cough associated 
with the tlu is more likely to be a dry 
rather than a mucous-producing 
cough. Your doctor will probably 
refer to the latter as simply a "pro­
ductive cough." 

Colds do not usually lead to seri­
ous complications such as bacterial 
pneumonia, ear infections, and sinus 
infections. They also do not, as a rule, 

make common medical conditions 
like asthma, diabetes and heart failure 
worse. People with colds typically do 
not have to be hospitalized. By con­
trast. in the United States more than 
200,000 people arc hospitalized 
annually with the flu. And yes, peo 
ple can die from Jlu and its complica­
tions - about 36,000 each year. 

The American Acatlemy of Family 
Physicians' website has a neat little 
chart to help you distinguish a cold 
from the flu: 
familydoctor.org/online/farndocen/ho 
mc/tools/symptom/5 17 .html. 

If you are not sure what is going 
on, you shoul.d be in contact with 
your physician. Many times ques­
tions can be answered over the 
phone. If you arc elderly. have ongo­
ing medical conditions, or are caring 
for a young child, I recommend that 
you be more aggressive in seeking 
medical care. That means going to 
sec a doctor sooner rather than later 

even if you think you just have a 
cold. 

Generally with either a cold or the 
flu, treating the symptoms such as 
fever, runny nose and cough with 
over-the- ·counter remedies can help 
the ill person to rest and eat better 
during the illness . Staying well 
hydrated is important when manag­
ing almost any illness. There are 
antiviral medications that can be of 
help with the llu, but can only be 
obtained by prescription and my not 
be the right thing to do in every case. 

Ao; with most diseases. prevention 
is usually the best medicine. 
However, even if you get a llu shot 
you can still get the tlu - but it will 
probably be a milder case. 

lf you come down with the flu or a 
cold, regular and thorough hand­
washing can help to minimize the 
spread of the illness. Don't forget to 
wipe down common surfaces at home 
as well as object~ like the phone and 

the remote control. Unfortunately 
with influenza, you arc generally 
contagious one day before you get 
any symptoms. But if you practice . 
good handwashing hygiene as a regu­
lar habit, you will be adding yet 
another layer to your preventative 
medical armor.

Video games remain one of
