PRE TO 'SBURG - The 
Floyd County Fiscal Coun took 
steps f-'rida)' to keep running 
smoothly during a traditional 
shortage of funds at the beginning 
of the fiscal year. but one magis­
trate says the county's money 
v. oc. go deeper than that. 

Magi trate. unanimously 
voted to borrow 500.000 from 
First Guaranty Bank in a resolu­
tion declaring an ''emergency sit­
mnion'' in regard to the county's 
finances. 

J udgc-Execu tive R. D. "Doc .. 
Marshall downplayed the Jan-

guagc of the reo;olution, 'aying the 
loan was merely to help the coun­
ty get by during the first fc 
months of the fiscal year. v. hich 
begin~ today. when funds are 
short. 

'"In fact, if anything, we're a 
little better off than thi time last 
year," Marshall said. 

But District 2 Magistrate 
Jackie Edford Owens had a 
gloomier outlook in regard to the 
county's financial situation. Sa)­
ing there is no money for road 
materials and predicting the coun­
ty could soon find itself hard­
preso;ed to meet its payroll. 

'They're broke,"' Owens said. 
''The county is broke."

Former state official describes

FRANKFORT- A former state 
highway official who \vas sentenced 
to probation o Friday had 
described to prosecutors last year 
what he considered to be political 
improprieties in the Tran pl1rlation 
Cabinet. 

"Political favor~ arc given to party 
supporters and to legislators that 
vote favorably with the administra­
tion. There's a computer listing of 
all the project requests in the com­
mi!-.~ioner's office that Clluld easily 
be traced to political fD\ ors. This 
lund is essentially a large campaign 
chest and is u . ed al:cordingl)'." 

Jodi Whitaker, spokeswoman for 
Fletcher, declined to comment on 
the Beverage statement. ··we 
ha.,c::n 't seen or reaJ an) of thi-. 
mformation." she satd. 

Marshall sa1d that while the 
county would have a hard time 
meeting an unexpected large bill. 
the county is still ending the year 
with between S I 00.000 and 
$200,000 and now will have the 
loan passed I·riday to get by in the 
event of any unexpected expens­
es.

Should have been 
done long ago 

Suddenly. the need for the Ken lucky General As. embly to 
approve a bill that would provide financial incentives for 
companies to build plant. that would convert coal into liq­
uid fuels has become so pressing that Gov. Ernie Fletcher 
plans to call legislators into . pecial se sion beginning July 5 
to accomplish that task. 

Funny, Fletcher and the Republican leaders in the Senate 
did not consider such a bill that urgent back in March: n· 
they had. the governor would have in isted that his party's 
legislative leaders not burden a bill sponsored by House 
Majority Leader Rocky Adkins, D-Sandy Hook, with so 
many unrelated provision.<; that tt died during the closing 
hours of the 2007 General As. embly. 

Adkins' bill would have provided the incen,lives for coal­
to-liquid plants that Fletcher now considers urgent. bm it 
would have done more than that. 

Instead of ju. t offering financial incentives for one type 
of alternative fuel, Adkins· bill would have offered incen­
tives for other types of commercial-grade alternative energy 
plants locating in Kentucky, including wind, ethanol and 
hydrogen. ' 

But instead of giving Adkins' bill the support it deserved, 
the Republican-controlled Senate assured the bill's demi. e 
by attaching unpopular and unrelated amendments to it. 
Instead of providing a clear path for the approval of Adkins' 
bill, Republicans decided to play petty politics with it. Had 
they not done o, the incentive the governor now wants 
would have been in place and the special session - which 
costs the state about $60,000 a day- would be unneces­
sary. 

We're still not convinced it's necessary. While the gover­
nor's office has released a letter from Peabody Coal 
President Rick Brown that the company would be unlikely 
to consider Kentucky as the location for $4 billion coal-to­
liquid plant without . tate incentives, that letter gives no 
indication of just what type of incentives Peabody wants or 
- more importantly- whether a deci. ion on what 
Kentucky can offer to the company is so pres:ing that it 
can't wait until when the General Assembly convenes in 
regular session in January. 

We seriously doubt Peabody is going to make the final 
decision on where ro build the coal-to-liquid plant- or 
even if to build - in the next six. months. And we suspect 
that a promise from the governor and key members of the 
General Assembly that the incentives would be forthcoming 
would atisfy the company. 

Speaker of the House Jody Richards- the highest rank­
ing Democrat in the General Assembly- said there is no 
consen us among legislators regarding the need for the spe­
cial session or just what the incentive package , hould be. 
Without general agreement on what legi lators will do in 
Frankfort, the special session could become a costly waste 
of time. 

Thi. newspaper was a strong supporter of Adkins' bill, 
and we still think incentives are important to encourage the 
development of alternative fuels. 

However, we fail to see the urgency of such incentives 
and object to the governor calling legislators back to 
Frankfort to do what they could have- or should have­
done month. ago. ·

Watch closely when car burns oil 
Dear Tom and Ray: 
I have a 200 I Dodge Intrepid with 

about 110.000 miles. I have the oil 
changed regularly. but recently 
noticed smoke coming from rny 
tailpipe when I take off fiom a stop. 
This doesn't happen all the time, but 
it's enough to make me nervous. I 
know the car has a lot of miles, but 
other than that, it runs well, doesn't 
make any funny nOises and idles pret­
ty quietly. I do have to add oil 
between oil changes. Should I be 
super worried? Any suggestions for 
what [ can or should do without 
. pending a lot of money'? - Lisa 

RAY: Well. I can tell you two 
things for certain. Lisa. First, you· rc 
burning oil. That's the smoke you see 
commg out of the tailpipe from time 
to time. 

TOM: Second. it's not coming out 
from lime to time. tt' coming out 
every time you accelerate. 

RAY: You may not notice it all the 
time becau e of the wind. or because 
you're- get this- paying attention 
to the road in front of you instead of 
looking for smoke in your rearview 
mirror. But l'm pretty sure it's blow­
ing smoke all the time, because that's 
what cars do when they're burning 
enough oil to he visible. 

TOM! What you do about It 
depends on how much ml you're 
buming. You say you're adJing oil 
between oil changes. Arc you adding 
a quart every 2.500 miles? In that 
case. you've probably got a long way 
to go before this become.., a crisis 
The car coukl go for len of thou 
sands of miles. Or ~ornc.:thing cl c 
could end this car's life hcfon: your 
oil consumption ever does. 

RAY: Right. Like a transmio;sion 
failure. Or a run-in with a FedEx 
tnJCk. 

TOM: But if you're adding a quart 
e\ery 300 mile~ . then you're already 
in a holding pattern circling the bone­
yard. and air-traffic control might 
clear you for landing there any Lime 
now. 

RAY: In either case. you want to 
make sure you keep the crankcase 
full. Check the oil level frequently­
even more often than you think you 
need to- because your oil consump­
tion can increase suddenly. and you 
don't want to run out of the sluff. 
Plus. when the crankcase is full. the 
engine v.ill burn les oil. That's 
because the lubricating work is 
spread among four or live quarts, 
instead of two. three or four. When 
there are fewer quarts. the oil has to 
work harder. which means it get hot-

tcr and burns ra--ter. 
'I 01'.1: Also. keep changing the oil. 

A lot of people will "a) Lo u . "WelL

The Seattle SuperSonics settled for 
Kevin Durant, thrilling fans disappointed 
by the trade of All-Star Ray Allen to 
Boston. 

The Trail Blazers ended months of 
debate Thursday night when they chose 
Oden over fellow college freshman 
Durant with the No. l pick in a lughly 
anlicip:ued NBA draft. 

Portland opted for the 7-footcr who can 
dominate a game with his defense over 
the sen. ational scoring of Durant, who 
would have been the No. 1 pick in many 
other years after one of rhc most out<;tand­
mg fre hman easons in NCAA history. 

But rranchtse centers are hard to find, 
and most believe the Blazers got one. 

"T wa on the phone with the radio sta­
tion back in Po1tland," Oden said. "They 
. aid they stomped the llol1r like they won 
the NBA championship once they called 
my name." 

Fans rushed the court at the Ro. c 
Garden. where a perennial playoff team 
has fallen on hard times after some worse 
behavior. But the Blazers got Rookie of 
the Year Brandon Roy Ia t year and got an 
early . tart on having next season's winner 
when they grabbed Oden Lo play along­
. ide LaMarcus Aldndge. 

"They did have a bad (reputatiOn), but 
I think Brandon and LaMarcu. kind of 
turned that around," Oden swd. ''1 hope 
that T can come and just rush thal along 
some more." 

Even with Durant, feelings weren't 
quite Lhe same in Seaule. 

Moments after he w~ pil:ked. Durant 
saw on TV Lhal the SuperSonics had trad­
ed Allen. their leading scorer, to Boston. 
Fans booed the Allen Lrude at a draft purly 
for the Sonics, who still face losing 
Rashard Lewis to free agency. 

TI1e 6-9 Durant, wearing an orange tic 
to match Texas' color , doesn't consider 
himself the Sonic:-;' savior. 

"Not at all, not at alL" Durant said. 
"When you play since you were 8 or 9 
year!; old. you !mow the game is not a 
one-man sport. T'm far from being a .. av­
ior.'' 

Portland also made a deal, dearing 
room in lhc middle for Odcn hy trading 
Zach Randolph to New York. The Blazers 
al o ~nl Fred Jones und Dan Dickau to 
the Kmcks for Steve Fran~.:is and 
Channing Frye. 

The only other trade involving an NBA 
player came when Golden State l)enl 

Jason Richardson and the rights to 
Jermareo Davidson, the No. 36 p1ck. to 
Charlotte for Brandan Wright, taken at 
No. 8 by the Bobcats. 

The rest of the trade~. mo t in Lhe sec­
ond round, involved picks or cash. 

Looking nervous and ballling 'a head 
cold since arrivmg in New York. Odcn 
shared a long handshake wilh commis­
sioner David Stern before heading off for 
interviews. He was expe~.:tetl to fly to 
Portland later Thur. day night. 

The Pacific Northwest rival · got an 
immediate jump-start to their rebuilding 
plan · by moving up in last month's lottery 
to grab Lhe lop two picks. Though this i. 
cono;idcred rhe deepest draft in years, 
Oden and Durant were regarded as the 
only can't-miss players. 

Oden led Oh10 State to the national 
championship game, de. pitc never play­
ing at full strength after surgery on his 
right wrist Still, he averdged 15.7 pomts 
anq shot nearly 62 percenr while tlrawing 
comparisons to Bill Russell for hi:. 
rebounding and shot hlocking abilities. 

Joining Durant to help the Sonic 
rehuild is Georgetown's Jeff Green. 
picked by Boston with the No. 5 p1ck. 
Durant knows Green from growing up in 
the W~bington. D.C. area. 

"T know JeiT pretty well, on a D.C. 
Blue Devils team we gained a fuend hip 
from there," Durant aid. "He'::. a great 
player. and 1 can't wait to play WJth him." 

The Atlant.a Hawks u ed the No. .3 
pick, their firl>t of two in the {oltCI"}' on AI 
Horford. who saluted the pro Florida 
crowd with the Gator chomp. The two­
time defending NCAA champions 
hecame the first school with three play­
ers selected in tbe top 10 of the same 
tlraft.
